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Meeladun Nabi - Celebration

“According to historians, the Fatimides were the first to
celebrate the Prophet’s birthday. Qalgashandi, in his
book Subh Al-A'sha, says that the fatimides used to make
a huge celebration in Egypt and distribute large amounts
of sweets for the occasion. Actually, the Fatimides used
to celebrate the birthdays of other members of the
Prophet's family and they ailso celebrated Christ’s
birthday.

However, all of these celebrations were stopped in 488
upon an order from Caliph Al-Musta’li billah appointed
as prime minister Al-Afdal Shahindah, son of
Commander — in-chief Badr Al-Jamaali, a powerful man
who conformed to the Sunnah as stated by Ibn Al-Atheer
in his book Al-Kamel, volume 8, page 302.

People stopped celebrating such occasions till al-
Ma’'moon Al-Bataa’ihi came to power and issued an
official decree in 517 hijra enjoining the distribution of
alms in 12" Rabee Al-Awwal. Sanaa’ Al-Malik was in
charge of distributing them.

When the Ayoubides came to power, they stopped all
Fatimide practices, but families used to celebrate the
Prophet’s birthday in their houses. Then it returned to
be officially celebrated at the beginning of the seventh
century in the city of Irbil upon a decree from its prince,
Muzafar al-Deen Abi Sa’d Kawakbri Ibn Zein Ed-Deen
‘Ali-lbn Tabakatikin, who was a Sunni.

Muzafar gave great care and attention to such
celebrations and ordered marquis to be erected starting
from the beginning of Safar. Such tents, which were
wonderfully decorated and extended from Al-Qal’a gate
till the Khandaq gate. Muzafar used to go everyday after
‘Asr prayer to watch the festivities in these tents.

Two days before the actual celebration, Muzafor used
to order the sheep, cows and camels to be slaughtered
in the main avenue amidst cheerful festivities, then the
meat would be cooked and distributed among the

people.

Ibn Al-Haajj Abu ‘Abdullah Al-‘Abdari says that such
festivals were widespread in Egypt during his rein and

condemned the innovations that used to take place

during such festivals. Al-Madkhal,

Many books were written on the Prophet’s birthday in
the seventh century such as the stories of Ibn Dahya,

who died in Egypt in 633 AH, Muhy Ed-Deen Ibn Al-‘Arabi,
who died in Damascus in 683 AH, Ibn Taghrabik, who
died in Egyptin 670 AH; and Ahmad Al-‘Azli and his son
Muhammad, who died in Sabata in 670 AH.

Sheikh Muhammad Fadl’Ashoor says that in the ninth
century, scholars were divided over the issue. Some
said it was permissible, others said it was not and it
was recommended by As-Siyooti, Ibn Hajar Al-Asgalaani
and Ibn Hajar Al-Haythmi, yet they condemned the
innovations that took place during such festivities.

Muslim reports on the authority of Qatadah Al-Ansaari
that the Prophet peace and blessings be upon him, was
asked about fasting on Manday and he replied: “It is
the day on which | was born and on which |
received the Divine Revelation”. Itis also reported
on the authority of Ibn ‘Abbas and Ibn Jabir that the
Prophet, Peace and blessings be upon him, was born
the “ year of the elephant” on the 12" of Rebee ‘Al-
Awwal. He also received the Divine Revelation,
ascended to the Heavens, migrated to Madinah and died
on the 12" of Rabee’Al-Awwal.

My opinion is that celebrating such a religious occasion
is recommended especially nowadays for youth have
become forgetful of these religious occasions and their
significance because théy have indulged in other
celebrations.

Celebrating such a great event should be done through
reading more about the Prophet’s Sunnah and life,
building mosques , religious institutes and doing other
forms of charity work that remind people of the Prophet’s
life and his struggle.

Therefore, it is permissible to celebrate the Prophet’s
birthday as an expression of our love to him and our
endeavor to follow him as an example provided that
these celebrations do not involve any of the prohibited
things. Some prohibited things are improper
intermingling between men and women, behaving
improperly at mosques and partaking in innovations
such as worshiping at tombs and other things that
violate the teachings of Islam. If such previously
mentioned violations surpass the religious benefit
realized from these celebrations, then they should be
stopped in order to prevent harm and wrongdoing as
indicated in the Shari’'ah.” (Continue page 16)

“And (remember) when the disbelievers plotted against
you (O Muhammed - Sal) to imprison you, or to Kill
you, or to get you out (from your home - Makkah) they
were plotting and Allah too was plotting; and Allah is the
Best of those who plot”. (Quran 8 : 30)

“If you help him (Muhammed - Sal) not (it does not
matter), for Allah did indeed help him when the
disbelievers drove him out, the scond of the two; when
they (Muhammed - Sal, and Abu Baker — Ral) were in
the cave, he (sal) said to his companion (Abu Baker)
“Be not sad (or afraid), surely Allah is with us”. Then
Allah sent down His Sakinah (Calmness), Tranquility,
and strengthened him with forces (Angels) which you
saw not, and made the word of those who disbelieved
the lowermost, while the word of Allah that become the
uppermost : and Allah is All mighty, All wise”. (Quran
9:40)

After Bai” thul — Aqaba al — Ula and Bai’ athul Agaba -
Thaniya, in which the inhabitants of Al-Madinah pledged
to obey and defend the Prophet (Sal). The Quraish
began to feel that they were loosing control of the
situation. Its leaders then gathered in Dar An-Nadwa to
try to find a Solution to their problems. During their
meeting, many solutions were proposed. One was to
imprison the Prophet (Sal) until he died and another
was to banish him from Makkah, by tying him to a camel
and then steering that camel into the desert. The
proposed solution that they agreed upon was much
more sinister than the rest, they decided that a strong
young man from each subtribe should be chosen and
that they should all strike the Prophet (Sal) with a single
blow. The benefit of doing this was to spread the
culpability of the heinous crime to all of the sub-tribes,
so that no single Sub-tribe had to fear retribution.

The Jibril (Alai) come to the Prophet (Sal) and ordered
him not to sleep in his bed and informed him of the plot
of his people : So, Alah’s Messenger (Sal) did not sleep
in his house that night and Allah permitted him at that
tlme to leave. So, Allah's Massenger (Sal) mv:ted Ali bin

Abu Talib (Ral) and ordered him to sleep in his bed and
to cover himself with a green cloak belonging to him,
which he did. Then Allah’s messenger (Sal) went out to
the people and they were standing at his door and he
had a handful of dust which he cast over their heads
and Allah prevented them from seeing His Prophet,
Muhammed (Sal) and he was reciting: Surah Ya-sin 36
:1-9

Allah’'s Messenger (Sal) came to the house of Abu Baker
(Ral), he said: “Allah’s Messenger (Sal) Has come at
this hour only because something . important has
happened”. When he entered, Abu Baker (Rai) stepped
back from his bed and Allah’s Messenger (Sal) sat down.
There was no one present with Abu Baker (Ral) except
Aish And her sister Asma (Ral). Allah\s Messenger (Sal)
said : “Let those with you leave my presence”. Abu
Baker (Ral) replied: “ O messenger of Allah, They are
only my two daughters. What is it, may, my mother and
father be ransomed for you?” He said.

“Allah has ordered me to leave and migrate”

Abu Bake (Ral) : “Companionshi P, O Messangar of
Allah?” Yes, “Companionship”.

Aisha (Ral) said: “And by AIIah | never witnessed
anyone before crying for joy until saw Abu Ba!rer orying
for joy on that day”.

Allah’s messenger (Sal) hired Abdullah tin Uraéqét; who
was a polytheist, to guide them on the rcad and they
pursued in on their mounts, which were with him and
he had been caring for, in preparation for their departure.
And no one know of the departure of Allah’s messenger
(sal) except Ali birt Abu Talib, Abu Baker, and the family
of Baker (Ral). They headed for a cave in mount ‘Thawr’
which is a mountain lying behind Makkah, and they
entered it. Abu Baker (Ral) ordered his son, Abduiizh to
listen to what the people were saying about them, during
the day and then come to them in the evenmg with news.

He also ordered Amir bin Furairah, ms slave to grave
his sheep durmg the day and then to bnng tr ¢

cnear




them in the evening at the Cave. So, Abdullah bin Abu
Baker spent his day among Quraish, listening to their
counsels and what they were saying regarding Allah’s
Messenger (Sal) and Abu Baker (Ral) and in the eveing,
he would come and give to them the news. And, Amir
bin Furairah was tending the Flocks of the people of
Makkah and in the evening, he would rest the sheep of
Abu Baker (Ral) near to them and they would milk them
and slaughter one. When Addullah bin Abu Baker would
left to return to Makkah, Amir bin Furairah would follow
him with his sheep and wipe out his tracks thereby.
Three nights had passed in the cave, after they left to
Madinah.

When polytheists climbed the mountain in which they
were hidden and they passed in front of the mouth of

the cave and their feet were at the entrance of the cave,
but they did not see them, because they were protected
by Allah. Abu Baker (Ral) Said to Allah\s messenger
(Sal) : “If one of them were to look at his feet, he would
see us 'beneath his feet” He (sa'l)'said: “O Abu Bak.ér,
What do you think of two the third of whom is Allah”

Messenger of Allah (Sal) and Abu Baker (Ral) arrived
Yathrib, Madinah on Monday the 12" of Rabiul Awwal in
the thirteenth year'of his Prophet hood, and he stayed
in Quba for Fourteen nights, as recorded by Al-Bukhari
and Muslim, from Anas (Ral). Durihg thesevdays when
he stayed with Banu Amer bin Awf, he built the Quba
Mosque.

Muharram is the month with which the Muslims begin
their lunar Hijrah Calendar. It is the first month of the
Islam this month was always known as a scared month
in which all unlawful acts were forbidden, prominently
the shedding of blood. Aithough the month of Muharram
is a sanctified month as a whole, yet, the tenth day of
Muharram is the most sacred among all its days. The
day is named Ashurah.

Ibn Abbas (Ral) said : The Prophet (sal), when migrated
to Madinah, found that the Jews of Madinah used to
fast on the 10" day of Muharram. They said that it was
the day on which the Prophet Musa and his followers
crossed the Red sea miraculously and the Firawn was
drowned in this water. On hearing this from the Jews,
the Prophet Muhammed (Sal) said: “We are more
closely related to Musa than you,” and directed the
Muslims to fast on the day of Ashurah. (Abu Dawbod).

Aisha (Ral) said : “When the Prophet (Sal) came to
Madinah, he fasted on the day of Ashurah and directed
the people to fast it. But when the fast of Ramadan were
made obligatory, the obligation of fasting was confined
to Ramadan and the obligatory nature of the fast of
Ashurah was abandoned. One can fast on this day, if
he so wills, or can avoid fasting, if he so wills.” (Sahih
Al - Bukhari)

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The heavens bear witness to the constant praying and
fasting of Hafsa. Her husband Khunais bin Hudaifa As-
sami died when she was only eighteen years, which
upset her father Omar bin Al-Khattab (Ral) deeply. He
wanted her to lead a secure life with a good husband
So, he thought of Uthman bin Affan(Ral) as the best
choice because he was one of the prominent figures in
the Quraish. Uthman (Ral)’s wife Ruqaiya- the
Prophet’s daughter had died. Having over the matter,

omar (Ral) decided to approach Uthman (Ral) about it.

He went to him and asked, “Would you like to take Hafsa
for your wife?”

Uthman (Ral) paused to think and Answered, “ Give me
some time, Omar, to think it over” Omar (Ral) left Quite
sure of his friend’s desire to be related to him due to his
closeness to the Prophet(Sal). But a few days later,
Uthman (Ral) apologized to Omar for his lack of interest
in the marriage. After Uthman's refusal, Omar decided
to make this offer to Abu Baker (Ral), but again he got
no reply.

Omar (Ral) was trying to select a pious husband for
his daughter and was shocked by his friend’s refusal,
so he hurried to the Prophet (sal) to complain abut it.
The Prophet (sal) answered; “Someone better than
Uthman will marry Hafsa, and someone better than
Hafsa will marry Uthman.”

After some time, the Prophet (sal) gave his second
daughter in Marriage to Uthman (Ral), and the Prophet
himself proposed to Hafsa for Marriage. Cmar (Ral) and
his family rejoiced of Hafsa’s marriage to the Prophet
(Sal). Hafsa joined the household of the Prophet. She
was the third after Aisha and Sawda. The house of
Prophet was a house of Prophethood and knowledge.
All his wives were to learn Quran from him, and they all
narrated hadiths from him with full understanding.

Hafsa lived through the great moments of revelation
and the triumph of Islam over the banners of unbelief.
She also lived through the sad moment of the Prophet
(sal)'s death. Abu Baker succeeded the Prophet (sal)
and took the responsibility of caring for and honoring
the mothers of the faithfulful. Soon after Abu Baker's
appointment, the war of apostasy started, and many
Muslim were killed. This inspired Abu Baker (Ral) to
compile the Quran into one book. He collected it from
the fragmented papers and pieces of leather, and after
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finishing the task, he searched for a secure place and a
trustworthy person for its safekeeping.

Hafsa was that person, keeping the book of guidance
for all humanity in her house was not only Hafsa’s honor
but also henor of all Muslim women from the time of
Prophet until the Day of Judgment . She kept the valuable
trust for tan years. It was then, the third Caliph, Uthman
bin Affan (Ral), took it back to copy and distribute it to
the different cities. Most of Hafsa’s time was spent in
praying and fasting till she passed away.

French court cancell Mosque
construction

A French court cancelled construction permit of a mega-
mosque in the southern city of Morseille, France’s second
city is home to 250,000 muslims.

When Yemeni sailors, and Somali labourers
settled around the Ports of London, Cardiff, Liverpool,
and Hull. Many married local women who converted to

With all suffering they also acted as a bridge
between the two cultures.

In the past ten years some 100,000 British people have
converted to Islam, of who some three-quarters are
women, according to the latest statistics. This is a
significant increase on the 60,000 Britons in the previous
decade, as per researchers based at Swansea
University- London.

Ali (Ral) reported that the Prophet (sal) took some
silk in his right hand and some gold in his left, declaring,
“These two are haram for the males among my
followers”. (Ahmed, Abu Dawud, al-Nasai, Ibn Habban,
Ibn Majah)

Women has been exempted from this prohibition out of
consideration for her feminine nature, as the love of
jewellery and ornaments, is quite natural and becoming
for awoman. However, she is not to use her adornment
to attract men. (Pro.Dr.Yusuf Al-Qaradawi)

ISSUE : How long did the Prophet (sal) stayed at
Makkah and Madinah?

ANSWER : lbnu Abbas (Ral) narrated: Allah’s
Messenger (sal) stayed in Makkah for thirteen years,
after receiving the first Divine Revealation and ten years
in Madinah, and he died at the age of Sixty-three. (Sahih
al - Bukhari)

Allah says for woman

Allah has stated; “ stay in your houses and do not
display yourselves like that of the times of ignorance
and offer prayer perfectly and give zakat and obey Allah
and his messenger”. ( Surah Al-Ahzab-33)

Allah also says; “ O prophet! Tell your wives and your
daughters and the women of the believers to draw their
cloaks (Veils) all over their bodies.That will be better,
that they should be known (free respectable women) so
as not to be annoyed.” (Surah Al-Ahzab-59)

Another Quran verse states; “ Tell the believing women
to lower their gaze and protect their private parts and
not to show off their adornment except only that which
is apparent and to draw their veils over their necks
and bosoms not to reveal their adornments except to
their husbands, their fathers, their husband’s fathers,
their sons, their husband'’s sons their brothers or their
brother’s sons ,or their sister’s sons, or their women
or their (female) salves or old male servants who lack
vigor, or small children who have no sense of the
shame of sex . And let them not stamp their feet so as
to reveal what they hide of their adornment. And beg
Allah to forgive you all, O believers, that you may be
successful”.(Surah Al-Nur-31)

Fathima bint Asad (Ral)

Fathima was the daughter of Asad bin Hashim and a
niece of Abdul Muttalib, the grand father of the Prophet
(sal).She was married to Abu Talib, a son of Abdul
Muttalib.Ali(Ral) was her son.She was one of those
Hashemites who had embraced Islam in the very
beginning. Her husband did not accept Isiam but her
son had. After the death of AbuTalib,she supported the
Prophet most sincerely and she migrated to Madinah.
After arrival in Madinah her son Ali bin Abu Talib married
to Fathima, the daughter of the Prophet (Sal).

Fathima bint Asad died during the life time of the
Prophet. The Prophet (Sal) gave his own ‘Qamees’ for
her coffin and himself lay her down in the grave. When
the people asked for these extra-ordinary favours, He
said; “After AbuTalib, no body gave me a more kind
treatment than Fathima bint Asad.l gave her my own
Qamees, so that she shall get a heavenly garment in

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Ubaidullah Al-Mahdi - Real name; Ubaidullah bin
Mohammed bin Ja'far, was born Hijra 259 (873A.D) He
was the founder of the Fathimid state and its first Caliph,
ruled from 297 Hijra to 322, (909-934 A.D) he emigrated
from Salamiya, in Syria to Morocco. Later He conquered
Ragada and put an end to the Aghlabids. Among his
major achievements was his construction of the city of
Al-Mahdiya on the Mediterranean, Southeast of Al-
Qairawan, as the capital of his state.

Al-Mansur, Real name : Ismail bin Mohammed, was
born Hijra 302 (914A.D.), he suppressed the revolution
of Abu Al-Nukari and ruled from Hijra 334 to 341 (946 -
953 A.D). He constructed the city of Al-Mansuriya as
his residence. He eliminated all riots and revolutions
that took place during his reign. He died in Al-Mansuriya
and was buried in Al-Mahdiya.

Al - Muizli Din Allah - Real name : Ma'd bin Ismail
bin Mohammed, was born Hijra 319 (931A.D), he
conquered Fez and Sijilmasa. He sent his commander,
Jauhar Al-Saqalli, to occupy Al-Fustat, that time Eqyptian
capital.

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The family is the cornerstone of the social structure.
Building the family is essential for the establishment of
Deenul Islam. Family is an institution created by God.
The companions of the Prophet (PBUH), who accepted
Islam at early stages, were so concerned about the
“Faith” of their beloved ones. Many of the near and dear
ones of the believers had not as yet embraced Islam. If
a husband had embraced Islam, the wife was still an
unbeliever, and if a youth had accepted Islam, his
parents and brothers and sisters were still involved in
disbelief, and vice versa. Therefore, the true servants
wept and prayed for them, whenever the picture of their
horrible state in Hell came before their mind.

“O you who have believed, save yourselves and
your families from a Fire whose fuel shall be the
men and the stones.” (66:6) When this verse was
revealed Umar (R.A) inquired: “O Messenger of God,
we understand how to save ourselves from hell, that is
we guard ourselves against sins and carryout the Divine
injunctions, but how do we safeguard our families from
hell?” The Prophet (PBUH) replied “instruct them to
refrain from deeds that God has prohibited, and ask
them to carryout deeds that God has enjoined. This will
rescue them from the hell-fire” (Ruhul Ma’ani)

The jurists have pointed out that according to the verse
under comment, it is the responsibility of every Muslim
to educate the wife and children in matters of shari'a
obligations and in matters of halal and haram and train
them diligently to act upon them. Our concern should
not only be that our children should lead a happy and
prosperous life in this world but, more than that, we
should be anxious to see that they do not become fuel
of Hell in the Hereafter. We should educate and train
our family members to the best of our ability to make
them God's favorite servants.

Imam Ibn al-Qayyim says : The first revelation bestowed
on the Prophet was “Read in the name of your Lord
who created.” (96:1) Later on, God revealed to him
“You that are wrapped up in your cloak! Arise and
warn.” (74:1-2) He then ordered him to warn his
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immediate clan. He followed this by warning his own
people, then the other Arab tribes close to Makkah, then
all the Arabs, and finally all mankind. (Zad at Ma’ ad)

Muslim relates on Alishah’s authority: “When the verse
“And warn your nearest kindred” (26:214) was
revealed the Prophet (PBUH) stood up and called his
relatives, saying: ‘Fatimah bint Muhammad! [i.e. his own
daughter], Safiyyah bint *Abd al-Muttalib! [i.e. his aunt],
you the clan of "Abd al-Muttalib! [i.e. his own clan], I can
benefit you nothing against God. You can ask me
whatever you wish from my own money.” (Muslim)

Another version quotes the Prophet (PBUH) as
broadening his address so as to include first the entire
Quraysh tribe, and narrowing it gradually to his own small
clan and finishing it by addressing his own daughter: “You
the Quraysh people! Save yourselves from hell. You the
Ka'b people! Savé yourselves from hell. You the Hashim
clan! Save yourselves from the fire. You the Abd al-
Muttalib clan! Save yourselves from the fire. Fatimah bint
Muhammad! Save yourself from the fire. By God! | can
benefit you nothing against God.

(Muslim and at-Tirmidh) It is stated in absolute clarity by
the Prophet as he addresses his own family, telling them
that their close relation to him should not make them
oblivious of their duties; he cannot benefit them anything
unless they redeem themselves through their own
actions

The Prophet (PBUH) said: “Each one of you is a
herdsman and is accountable with regard to his herd:
the ruler is a herdsman and is accountable with regard
to his subjects; the man is a herdsman of his family and
is accountable with regard to them; and the woman is a
herdsman of her husband’s house and his children and
is accountable with regard to them.” (Bukhari) and he
also said: “Order the children to préy when they reach
the age of seven and when they reach the age of ten,
discipline them for (not performing) it. (Abu Dawud, At-

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The Holy Qur’an says that the wives of the Prophets
Noah and Lut shall enter the Fire as they did not
acknowledge the religion of those prophets: “God set
forth an example for those who disbelieve, the wife
of Noah and the wife of Lot. They were under two
of Our righteous slaves, but they both betrayed
their (husbands, by rejecting their doctrines) so
they (Noah & Lut) benefited them (their respective
wives) not, against Allah, and it was said: “Enter
the Fire along with those who enter!” (66:10)

God has set forth an example for a believing woman,
the wife of Pharaoh, Asiyah bint Muzahim : “And for
the believers, Allah cites the example of the wife
of Pharaoh, when she prayed, My Lord, build for
me, in Your Presence, a house in Paradise, and
save me from Pharaoh and his work and deliver
me from the wicked.” (66:11) The wife of Pharaoh
was tortured under the sun and when Pharaoh would
finish the torture session, the angels would shade her

with their wings. She was shown her house in
Paradise.” (Ibn Jarir)

On the other hand, God says the leader of the family
and the husband of Asiyah will enter the fire leading those
who followed him. “Pharaoh’s bidding led by no
means to what is right. He will come at the head of
his people on the Day of Resurrection, Ieading them
to the fire.” (11:97-98)

The Qur'an mentions that one of the fine qualities of
the true servants of God is that they hdpe' to have
spouses of their type and children who follow in their
footsteps, thus bringing them great joy. “And who pray
‘Our Lord! Grant us spouses and offspring who will
be a joy to our eyes, and cause us to be foremost
among the God-fearing’.” (25:74) Their prayer shows
that the true servants of God are more concerned about
the salvation of their beloved ones in the Hereafter than
the enjoyment of the world.

Sheikh Yusuf Al-Qaradawi adds:

“We all know that the Companions of the Prophet,
Peace and blessings be upon him, did not celebrate
the Prophet’s birthday, Hijrah or the Battle of Badr,
because they witnessed such events during the lifetime
of the Prophet who always remained in their hearts and
minds.

Sa’d Ibn Abi Waqqas said that they were keen on telling
their children the stories of the Prophet’s battles just as
they were keen on teaching them the Qur’an. Therefore,
they used to remind their chidren of what happened
during the Prophet’s lifetime so they did not need to
hold such celebrations. However, the following
generations began to forget such a glorious history and
its significance. So such celebrations were held as a
means of reviving great events and the values that we
can learn from them.

Unfortunately, such celebrations include some
innovations when they should actually be made to
remind people of the Prophet’s life and his call. Actually,
celebrating the Prophet’s birthday means celebrating
the birth of Islam.

19 - Abu Dawood, Sulaiman bin Dawood al-Jarud al-
Basri, was a Persian by origin and the free slave of Az-
Zubair. He was a great ‘Hafiz’ and one of the eminent
Ulema. Al-Qallas and 1bn al-Madani both said about him,
“We have not seen someone who is more versed with
the Hadith more than him”. Ibn Mahdi said, “He is a most
truthful person”. He recorded Hadith from more than
one thousand sheikh. Abu Dawood died in the year 204
Hijra, while in his eighties.

20 - Ash — Shafie, Muhammed bin Idris : Abu Abdullah
Muhammed bin Idrisi bin Al-Abbas bin Uthman bin Shafi
bin As-Sa’ib bin Ubaid bin Abd Yazid bin Hashim bin
Abdul —Muttalib bin Abd Manaf Al-Quraishi al-Makki was
born in 150 Hijra, in Gaza and was taken to Makka while
a baby. He lived in Egypt and was considered to be one
of the most learned persons amongst the Muslim
Ummah. And the founder of the science of “Usul Al Figh”
(the principles of jurisprudence) and the shafi'e Madhab.
His grand father shafi'e was a Sahabi who met the
Prophet (sal) while a growing up boy. Ash Shafi'e died
in 204 Hijra in Egypt.

21 - Ali bin al — Madini, Abul- Hasan; Ali bin
Abdullah bin Ja’far bin Najith as - Sa’di by clientship, Al-
Madini was born 161 Hijra. He was considered as the
most knowledgeable person regarding the Hadith. Al-
Bukhari said in this context Ali Madini was considered

to be a Imam, and the Hafiz of his time; and the
exemplary of Hadith (Scholars of hadith). Ali Al-Madini
died at Samira at present Irag in Katibata al-Qa’ga area
in 234 Hijra.

22 - Ad-Darimi, Abdullah bin Abdur-Rahman; bin
Al-Fadil bin bahram at-Tamimi Ad-Darimi as-Samarkandi,
was born in the year 181 Hijra. He was a celebrated Imam,
Hafiz and sheikh ul-Islam of Samarkand. He was the
author of Al-Musnad al-Aali. He learned hadith at
Haramain, Khurasan, Ash-Sham, Iraq and Egypt. Imam
Muslim, Abu Dawood, at — Tirmidhi, An Nasai, and others
transmitted hadith from him. He was described to be
very intelligent and very virtuous and was considered to
be an exemplary person in piousness, patience,
hardwork, worship and abstinence. Ad-Darimi died on
8" Dhul-Hajja, 255 Hijra

23 - Abu Zura Ar — Razi; Ubai dullah bin Abdul-Karim
bin Yazid bin Farouk Al-Quraishi by clientship was a Hafiz
and an eminent scholar of hadith. Muslim, Tirmidhi, Nasai,
Ibn Majah and others narrated hadith from him. He was
also well acclaimed for his memorization, brightness,
piousness, sincerity and knowledge. Ad — Dhahabi said,
“Many people learned hadith from him in Al- Haramain,
Irag, Ash-sham, Khurasan and Egypt. Abu Zura Razi died
in the end of 264 Hijra, at the age of 64 years.

Part of the Quran were translated to other languages
in the time of the Prophet Muhammed (sal). When the
Prophet (sal) sent a message to Hercules, the
Byzantine Emperor (inviting him to Islam) it contained
an Ayat (3:64), the message was translated including
that Ayat. Also, the Muslims translated Ayat from Surah
Maryam (19) regarding the Prophet Issa (Alai) in front
of the Emperor of Abysinia, Negus.
