It is my privilege to express on behalf of the old students of Mahajana College Tellippalai,
our sincere appreciation of the services of Mr TP Pathmanathan affectionately known as T.P.
Master.

His untimely death has removed from us one of the many devoted and faithful stalwarts who
helped Mahajana to attain its present enviable status.

My first contact with him goes back to the 1960’s when I joined Mahajana as a member of
its tutorial staff. TP was then the librarian of the school but he was never contended with
books-shelves and magazine racks. Rather, his thoughts wondered over the football field
corner kick and boundaries and hattricks. TP liked more were soccer, field hockey and
cricket.

Two astute qualities endeared TP not only to the students, but teachers, old students as well
as the soccer loving public of Jaffna. It may sound strange but is a fact that Mahajana had
succeeded in gaining the support of a large number of people in Jaffna town who enjoyed
good soccer, TP being a super player himself practised with the boys while he coached them
and could teach them the finer techniques. TP insisted on discipline as a key to success.

If records speak for themselves, then it is worthwhile to mention that no other school in the
history of Jaffna school sports association won the coveted soccer championships trophy for

eight years in succession purely due to the dedication and training potential of one and only

Mahajana soccer team established another unique destination in winning the singer shield as
champions of all Island soccer tournament in 1971 and again the Ceylon Schools football
championship in 1977 by beating the much fancied St Benedicts College in the final. All
these feats would not have been possible if TP was not there to guide and direct.

Besides soccer our hockey team too won the Jaffna Schools championships several times.
So great was our hockey talent that in 1960 three of our team players were selected to
represent the Ceylon Schools Hockey Association Team.

TP’s contribution to our cricket again is great. On several occasions our teams were
considered as the best in the Peninsula. At times our teams went up to play in the final
rounds of championships in the all island tournaments.

TP has engraved his name in gold in the history of Mahajana’s present glorious stature.
May his soul rest in peace.
