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MY IMPRESSIONS OF SCOUTING

Iconsider it to be my privilege to be requested, by Mr. R. M. J. Thangarajah,
editor of the present souvenir and one enrolled me to scouting at St. Joseph’s College
when I'was merely 12 years old, to write, very briefly, of my impressions of scouting,
a programme which I view as so relevant and urgent for both young and old alike.

“Once ascout is always a scout”, they insist. I do not know what it originally
meant. But one, [ am certain. My very short period, from 1962 to 1970, as an active
scout moulded my whole out look first class, Queen Scout, and finally (in 1969) as
the youngest Wood Badge “formation” for being adventurous in my later career. In that
sense scouting has penetrated into my very being.

Scouting taught me to “be prepared” and “ self - reliant” not just when I am
young but always that makes me to learn continuously newer skills, While in my teens
Itrained my self, sometimes self—taught and at other times taught by others, certain
skills, leading to my earning skill awards and merit badges such as book binder, First
Aid. Ambulance, Cyclist, Despatch Rider, Interpreter, and so on. Mr. Thangarajah ,
thought me book binding which not only led to my receiving the badge to decorate my
scout uniform but which not only led to my receiving the badge to decorate my scout
uniform but also to earn an income in my late teens. First aid was taught to me by the
late Mr. M. Benedict, the then Group Scout Master and an Assistant District
Commissioner. This is to give only two examples of my leaming skills. But there were
also other skills which I thought myself, a practice I continue to this day. Inthat, the old
saying “old dogs cannot be taught new tricks” has been proved wrong by early
scouting. Preparedness and self-reliance, two most basic and fundamental lessons [
learnt as a young scout, [ am certain, will not fail me, even if I grow older, if I donot
fail to keep it.

Learning by doing and participation in such activities, itis ~ generally accepted,
is a better and surer way of education. Scouting is a programme of education which
follow this process. Further, those who have followed this process one learns to work
and learn in team. Working in patrols (groups of seven) — in theology we call it base
communities - is very effective and much satisfying tending towards greater
co-operation.
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My desire for outdoor life, travelling, living away form town life closer to nature,
my hobby ofbird watching, and many other, including my priesthood, are all in a way
an extension of my early scouting. Hiking and camping, which Thave done in plenty as
a boy scout, which the late Mr. M. Benedict and other like as Messers Thangarajah,
Jesudasan, Swaminathan, are capable of increasing physical strength and inner poise.

Iremember, very vividly, for persons such as Mr. Benedict scouting was not
mere institutionalised programme but a way of life. Mr. Benedict enjoyed scouting and
for him life was scouting and for him life was scouting and for him life was scouting and
he wanted the younger generation too to enjoy life and through scouting. Hence, he
was able to, in those days, accommodate in scout activities such as hiking, also our
feliow students, who were not “officially” scouts. Such was his flexibility! By this he
was able to provide an opportunity for other to breathe in a little bit of values that are
more humane promoted by scouting.

Rev. Fr. Berty Barthelot, one time District Commissioner and a Jesuit Priest,
whose deep and enthusiastic involvement in scouting and his selfsacrificing life style,
had a great impact on my way of thinking that, perhaps, which eventually led to the
discovery of my own vocation. On similar sentiments, prior to Fr. Berty Barthelot was
the District Commissioner Fr. Ponder who was a perfect blend of compassion
and firmness, two fundamental qualities promoted by scouting. They were men of
bravery teaching bravery, an important ingredient of scouting,

Scouting, in a very natural way breaks down the barriers built, wrongly and very
unfortunately, by race, language, and religion. It sharpens ones commitment to the
community around and the needs of others, Scouting also cultivates a greater love and
compassion for humans and nture. It promotes a living and working together in teams.
Younger scouts camp, cook, eat, play, work, sing and dance together.

Before winding up this brief reflections on scouting, I would also like to
tentatively highlight three areas that needs to be given greater attention. I say more
because I know that they are already there but greater emphasis should be given to
theses three areas, 1 say tentatively because Itoo have not given much thought to
these aspects or have not discussed the same with scout officials. But since these
. thoughts came while thinking of preparing this write — up, I do not hesitate to present
them here so that it would provoke the minds of those committed to a meaningful
scouting in the new millennium in the context of globalisation. Moreover, these are
highlighted here not as a criticism to the existing programme on scouting but rather it
evolves from a desire to promote more scouting.
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These concerns are: first, is the deinstitutionalising of scouting. Scouting needs to
become a little more natural where even the “non — scouts” can participate in scouting
if necessary in a fragmentary manner. The programme has to become something that
one does without uniform, badges and so on so that scouting could be taken easily
towards the poorer sector of the society. The programme in scouting is so important to
confine he content of the training to an institution, I think, will be an act against scouting.
Second, rather emphasis should be given to adult scouting. This is mentioned here
particularly because of the factthat more faltering takes place not among children but
among adults. Children generally do the right thing and feel the right attitude. But

‘adults shamelessly break rules and are less considerate towards their neighbours and

nature. Further, our society does not have many relevant adult leaning programmes.
Scouting has all the potentials to fill this vacuum. Third, is that which can be
considered a little more controversial and complicated.

Scouting, since it promotes good and more humane values, it should also
sensitise the scouts ofthe prevailing evil inthe society and the need to resist such evil.
And scouts should be trained to co-operatively resist evil by creating programmes for
such resistance.

However, on the whole, it actually gives me a lot of satisfaction to learn that
scouting, during the last few years, has been vigorously activated in the Trincomalee
district by Mr. G. A. De Almeida, the present District Commissioner, and a dedicated
team of scouters. And I aiso take this opportunity to congratulate the scouts and
scouters of St. Joseph’s College, the First Trincomalee

Troops, my own old troops, celebrating eighty yearsof  scouting.

Father John Baptist Gregory O. M. I was bron in Mangalore in India on 16®
February 1880. He haited from a noble Brahmin family of Mangalore. Though he was
an Indian origin, he was greatly attached to the soil of Sri Lanka. In him the culture of
the West and the religious flavour ofthe East blended harmoniously. He entered St.
Martin’s Seminary, Jaffna in 1900 and has his education at St. Patrick’s College
Jaffna he had his oblate novitiate formation in Jaffan 1905 —1906 and made his
first Profession of Vows as an Oblate on 17" February, 1906. He did his
ecclesiastical studied also in Jaffna and was ordained a priest of God on 22™
December 1907.

His first assignment as a new Oblate Priest was to Manner as Assistant as
assistant Parish Priest and Principal ofthe England School, Manner on 31* January,
1908. He had beenaiready teaching in that school earlier, befere his ordination, in
July 1907.In 1909, he was sent to Anuradhapura as the Principal of the English
School there. But on the 1st of November 1913, he was transferred to Mathgal,
Pandeteruppu as Principal of English School in Nathagal. He left Mathagal in April
1914 and was sent to St. Francis Xavier’s Nivitiate, Bambalapitiya. In April 1915, he
was released toteach at St. Joseph’s College, Trincomalee under the Jesuits. He
was welcomed by the Jesuits and he served at St. Joseph’s College as a Professor
from 1915 to 1928. The impression Fr. Gregory left behind at Trincomalee is visible
even today. Beside teaching at St. Joseph’s College , he was in charge of Catholic
Association, the Society of St. Vincent de Paul and Boy’s Scout. He was no mere
instructor but he was a born educator who wanted to mould the whole man and taught
his boys to be straight forward upright Catholic gentlemen. He did this specially
through his Boy Scouts, by organising camps, entertainments, visits to the men of War
in the prt, tea- party in the residence of the Naval Commander and daily contact with
Major Grahim. His Boy Scouts had to go from house to house on every Saturday to
collect food and other materials to be distributed to the poor every Monday. He formed
them socially, teaching them to befriend and help the unfortunate of the town. Thus he
taught them more than the formal lessons in the classroom wound have done.
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After serving]3 years at St. Joseph’s College , Trincomalee, Fr. Greogory was
transferred to St. Joseph’s College, Colombo on 14 January, 1928. He was made the
Vice-Rector and the Prefect of Studies of the college. He assisted Fr. LeGoc in the
education of the young Josephians. During the short period he was at the
College, he did his very best to inculcate in the minds of young Josephians that the
hallmark of a true Josephian was gentlemenliness in behaviour as well as in
appearance. His out of class discourse on this topic to student old and young use to
attract ahost of listener who hung on to every word that fell from his lips. He was
then a master of metori and his choice use of language no less than his prefect
English pronunciation was an added inducement to meet and listen to Fr. Gregory. He
was one of those teachers with whom it was not so much what he taught that you
remember as the impression he madea you. And he made tremendous impression on
the students, for he had a powerful personality. He was an extremely forceful preacher
and lecturer with an attractive fluency, and so it was a pleasure to listen to him. He was
a great organiser too and helped to produce a number of successful plays, and
collected a great deal of money for the chapel building fund. Fr. Gregory left St.
Joseph’s College on 24" January, 1930 to become the Editor of the Catholic
Messenger with residence at Kotahena

Whatever Fr. Gregory undertook to do, he did his best, but he was best with his
pen. He was the dittiest person for the job of Editor of the Catholic Messenger, the
official organ of the Catholicchurch in Sri Lanka. Tfe was with equal ease with the pen
as with the tongue. A ready writer, he had the necessary background of knowledge
and experience. An editor must have a mind sensitive to public option and at the same
time a skin tough enough to withstand the barb of criticism. Fr. Gregory had this
two-fold gift. With Kuruppu as his liewtenant, Fr. Gregory had the task of making the
Messenger an accurate, reliable and effective medium this goal and he succeeded
famly well.

Besides being the Editor of the Catholic Messenger, Fr. Gregory had a a number
of other involvements in the city. He was the Founder President and Director of the
Municipal Catholic Guild and the Catholic Nurses Guilds, Doctors’ Guild and
Lawyers’ Guild. He was Director President of Kotahena C. Y. M. A for twenty
years, organising fetes and fairs in aid of its building fund. He was also the dirictor
general of propagation of faith. He was a great and popular preacher and Radio
priest. He was called to the far corners of the Island to preach retreats. He was the one
who introduced. Enclose Retreats in Sri Lanka. He was also much sought after person
as an “ after dinner speaker”.
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After many years of fruitful labour, Fr. Gregory resigned from his chair as the
Editor of Catholic Messanger on March 6th 1949, on his grave iliness. Gradually he
relieved himself form his many other involvements and retired to Arochbishop’s House
in 1955. He passed away to his eternal reward at the General Hospital, Colombo on
6thJuly, 1955 at 3.30 p. m. His dealk was mourned by Countless Catholics through-
out the country who had in some way or another benifited from hios preaching and
ministry either in School, parishes or organisations. The Church of Sri Lanka has
become poorer by the death ofa great and popular priest, who in addition to his
Scholastic versatility, was also a guide, philospher and friend to thousands in Sri
Lanka.

While we enter the millennium, let us pause for a moment fora vision into the
tuture of the Scout future Movement. It is the opinion of many knowledgeable people
interested in the Scout Movement that the time is appropriate to update the existing
Scouting Traditions which is ever halfa century old. While the systen of education has
heen reformed several times, regrettablg, there has been no revision of the Scouting
Traditions. The commencement of the new millennium / century is an appropriate time
to introduce changes and reforms in the Scouting Traditions.

Scouts must be encouraged to manage their own programmes with the approvol
of the Scout Leader, who will function more asa guide and monitor. To achivethis, it is
necessary to focus attention on the Patrol System for Scout Troops. The Patrol and
Patrol Leders System wili enable Scout to forgea close link with the society they
wish to serve. This will also enncourage Scousts to strive for leadership through social,
cultural and spiriual training and lead them toowards new knowledge, attitudes and
skills.

The Rover Scouts system has declined considerably. The lack of knowledgeable
leaders, literature in the vernacular language and training facilities have contributed
cowards this decline. These problems can be evercome by translating available
books in English to the vernacular languages and organising advanced tracing
camps for the Senior Scouts. A genuine attempt should be made to encourage
Senior Scouts to from Rover Troops. They should be provided with the opportunity to
train themselves in all aspectts of Scouting, leading to the Rover wood Badge and
the Baden Powel Award. While working for these awards, Rovers should be
provided with the opportunity to gain experience and training in unning a cub
Scouts pack and Junior Scouts Troops. Here too, the Rover should be divided
into Patrol with each Patrol electiog its own Leaders.

Aspect the Scout cath, a Scout should be prepared to help others at all times.
But what we observe today is Scouts seeking work during the Chip for Jobs week
and participating in School functions. Scouts should be encouraged to live a Scout
even when out of their uniforms and wherever they are at any given moment. They
should not wait for Scout Leader to organise some work programme ot passon a
request for help to be of service tothe community at large. Opppriunities abound
for the Scoutsto be of service, helping old people, guiding children, assisting those
inneed can be done anywhere at any time. Scouts should dedicate themselves to
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honour the oath of service they have pledged. Towards this, the Patrol System will
enable the various Patrols in the Scout Troop to undertaken service projects on their
own with the approval of the scout leader. Children’s homes for the aged,
hospitals and places freligious worship are places where physical assistance i3
much needed. Patrol leaders should keep their eyes open for oppunities to serve
the community, and when found, should lead their Patrols to serve as required by
those in need.

Scouting can be called a game of skills. Like every discipline of sports, Scouting
provides mental and physical strength, but it should be remembered that Scouting is a
game of life, which helps to mould good charactered and useful citizens. Scouts who
really enjoy this game will not hesitate to encourage and coax their friends and
acquaintances to enroll in the movement, as Scouting benefits everyone, teaching them
the skills and mquired for their future and paving the way for friendship and
understanding among youth of different communities and religions. This will contribute
to the growth of the Scout movement and Peace and goodwill in our blessed land.

Qur vision for the Scouting Mavement in the new millennium is a Movement with
modernised Traditions, attracting more of our youth to enrol with Scouts pledging
themselves to serve the community at all times, sacrificing their time and energy for the
good ofthe society.

The present St. Jospeh’s College, in 1920 was a leading School with the name
St. Joseph’s English School. It was one ofthe leading Educational institutions at
that time. St. Joseph’s Tamil School, St. Mary’s English School, St. Mary’s
Vernacular School, $t. Francis Xavier’s School, and the R.C Schools like Echilampathai
V. M. School, Alanlernay V. M School, Thennarmaravady V. M. School were
functioning independently under one Jesuit net work under Rev. G. Robichey S!
Bishop of Trincomalee.

There were 200 students at St. Joseph’s English Schoo! and it was
administered by Rev. Fr. Charles Reichard SJ. Rev. Fr. John Baptist Gregoiy . M.
L. was released to serve from 1915 at St. Joseph’s School under the Jesuits till
1928.

On the 28" of August 1919 St. Joseph’s English School was registered as an
Elementary School with & secondary Department by Mr. E. B. Denham the Director
of Education. This Schocl was very often visited and assessed by Mr. Lutham,
Miss. Gordan Miles Inspector of drawing, Mr. Candiah Inspector who guided the
destiny ofthe School.

It is during this period Rev. Fr. J. B. Gregory O. M. L got interested in
Scouting. Mr. S. U. Canagasabapathy anew trained teacher from Colombo
took appointment as a teacher. Under his leadership Scouting was first
inaugurated at St. Joseph’s with 40 Scouts on 01-02-1920.
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The world Scouting that was started by Robert Stevenson Simith Baden Pawell
in 1907, Landed in Ceylon with Mr. Francies George Stevens who became the
father of Scouting in Ceylon. He started the first Scout Troop at Christ Church
School (1% Matale Scout Troop) in 1912. Onhis transfer to Colombo he started
the 1st scout group Colombo at Christ Church galle Face on 14-06-1914. Within
the next 6 years Scouting diffused into Trincomalee and got established on
01-02-1920 and Rev. Fr.J. B. Gregory became the father of Scouting in Trincomalee,

Scouting became very popular during general and special Occasions like
sports meets, drill competations, Police Parades celebrations, kings birth day,
celebrations, and variety entertainments dramas and plays.

The first Public event Scouts participated was the 1* Scout Rally, Drill
Compertations, Sports and Prize giving held at the big maiden on Saturday 1
May 1920.E.B. Denham esqr Director of Education was present at the function.
Lady Tot hill distributed the prizes. On this eventful day Mr. Denham was so
pleased with the Scouts raily performances that he passed a special grant to
provide kaki for Scouts.
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30" June 1920 was another auspicious day for Scouts. The Scouts had a
joint venture with police. There was ceremonial police parade in the morning
followed by display of Police parade in the evening. The Government agent was
the Chief Guest. The important item on the agenda was the investiture of the Boy
Scouts. This was followed by a march past by the school boys and Scout
display. The programme ended up with the “God save the King”.

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The image of Trincomalee Scouting assumed appreciable proportions
when our scouts won the all Island challenge cup for three consecutive
years from 1925 during the time of the first District Commissioner Major
General Graham a retived Royal Scottish Regiment Administrative Officer
with the encouragement and support tended by the Admirals of East Indian
fleet stationed in Tincomalee specially Admiral Clinton Baker and Admiral
Theisiger. In addition to this recognition, Scouts of Trincomalee have been
privileged to provide guard of honour to Royal dignitaries like his Royal
highness the prince of Wales, Ex king allophoso and his Royal Highness the
duke of Gloucester. In the nineteen thirties an open Rover Crew was
organised by a former Scout of St. Josephs College Mr. P. Christian.
Invaluable service has been rendered by this crew to the town for several
years.

08-01-1934:- A reception to Fr. Thoyen Provincial was given in
school. Guard of Honour by Scouts; garland by Mr. Sivasegaram and
presentation of bouquets by Fr. Wambeek Distribution of cups and certificates
of merit and short speech in French by Fr. Provincial translated by the
superior was the programme (P. 84)

In the History of Scouting in Ceylon, 1934 was a mile stone, for Lord
Baden Powel and Lady Baden Powel visited. The Scouts of Trincomalee
took part in a pageant staged at the Galle face green to welcome Lord
and lady Baden Powel.

The Japanese raid 05-04-1942 on Trincomalee gave the Trincomalee
scouts a golden opportunity fo serve their wounded brethren and give them
relief. Some of them were enlisted as (Air raid precautions ARP) messengers
and first aid service workers. Rev. Bennet was the District Scout
Commissioner then. When Mr. Christian was transferred out of Trincomalee
the District Rover activities came to a stand still. However in 1951 it
received new impetus and direction when Mr. J. E. Arokiyanathar, a dedicated
scout of Trincomalee entered the scout arena. He reorganised the
St. Joseph'’s College Rover crew and the district Rover crew simultaneously
by this time Rev. Bennett was succeded by Rev. Chapman as D.C. for a
short time.
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The 1957 flood gave the Trincomalee scouts another chance to render
assistance to the ailing masses and the displaced victims of the district. All
operations were directed under the leadership of Rev. Fr. F. B. Ponder SJ
who had assumed duties as the new district scout cOMmissioner.

In the early sixties with the appointment of Mr. G.A. de Almeda as
DSM and later as District Rover Leader, Rover scouting gained a new
impetus. Troops were organised at Sinhala Maha Vidvalava, St. Joseph’s
Tamil School, Hindu College and St Joseph’ College. The rovers rendered
immense service during the Golden Jubilee Jamboree. Later in 1962, the
District crew that was inaction was reorganised by Mr. RMJ Thangarajan
ADC (Admin). Rover crews were organised at Hindu College, St Joseph’s
College, St. Joseph’s Tumil School and Sinhala Maha Vidyalaya.

In August 1962 two students from Trincomalee St. Joseph’s College
were selected for the all Isiand Soccer Team to be represented at Multan
