Sir, the Food Department operates its activities on a
commercial basis under the Food Purchased and
Distribution Advance Account. Up to 31.12.79 the food
commodities were distributed on a subsidized basis and
a gonsiderable loss was anticipated every year and
monetary provision to meet such losses was made under
the Vote in the annual estimates. From 1.1.80 this
policy was changed and it was decided to run this
account on a no-loss no-profit basis, Therefore,
provision to meet any anticipated loss was not made in
the annual estimates in 1980 and subsquent years. The
final accounts, that is, the trading accounts and the
profit and less accounts of the Food Purchase and
Distribution Advance Accont for the period 1974, 1975,
1976, 1977, 1978, 1979 and 1980 revealed losses under
the activity. These losses were in excess of the provisions
which had been made in the annual estimates of the
respective years to meet such anticipated losses. The
actual losses that are not covered by such provision in
the annual estimates are detailed in the Cabinet
memorandum. As regards 1980, although this account
was to be operated on a no-loss no-profit basis, a loss of
Rs. 809,697,542 was incurred. The total losses during
the period 1974 to 1980 is Rs. 1,727,745,000. Hitherto,
it had been the practice for the reasons for any losses to
be examined by the Public Accounts Committee of
Parliament before provision was obtained for writing
off such losses. The Treasury has now advised that
provision of writing off losses need not wait for the
Public Accounts Committee’s examination but could be
attended to after the Auditor-General’s certification of
the accounts.

The final accounts relating to all these years have
been examined by the Auditor-General and the Food
Department and therefore included provision to cover
all these losses in the draft estimates for 1986. The
Treasury has advised the department to provide for
these losses by way of a Supplementary Estate in 1985
itself,

It is for this purpose that a Cabinet memorandum
was submitted. It will not involve any financial
approval. [t is necessary, however, to obtain formal
Parliamentary approval by way of a Supplementary
Estimate.

Sir, the Hon. Minister has now come before this
House with a Supplementary Estimate for Rs.
1,727,745,000 and another Supplementary Estimate for
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Rs. 190,245,000. There is a Committee sitting under
the Chairmanship of the hon. Member for Galle, on the
Food and Kerosene Stamps Scheme. I want to say very
clearly that the Hon. Minister must not bring another
Supplementary Estimate again for next year. I am
saying this because he is rushing through these
Supplementary Estimates.

Sir, 1 want to read out a letter, sent by the Food
Commissioner to the then hon. Acting Minister of his
Ministry, which is slightly contradictory to what the
Hon. Minister of Finance said about two or three days
ago. He put the entire blame for the rise in food prices
on the Food Commisioner and said that he should have
acted not now but six months ago. With that statement
the whole country went into a complete stir because we
did not know what the truth was! The Hon. Minister
has come out with a little bit of the truth. It is a Cabinet
Memorandum that he read out in Parliament.

I want to read out the letter the Food Commissioner
had sent to the Hon. Acting Minister pertaining to the
statement made by the Hon. Minister of Finance and
Planning, He will have to answer for the statement he
made in Parliament. This is what the letter says -
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[ think the Hon. Minister must think seriously about
the problem of hunger because it is not confined to a
particular area or to a particular group. This has to be
worked out and a good distribution system has to be set
up. Today the distribution system is iniquitous, unjust
and unequal. You must accept this position. What the
poor have to get, they do not get. Of course they can get
it if they can pay for it but what they want and what
they really need, they do not get. 1 want the Hon.
Minister to let us know what his policy is where the poor
are concerned and where the rich are concerned.

The other dav I went to the Parlour at the Race
Course Avenue. There was a pound of Prima bread sold
at Rs. 5.50 and another pound of Prima bread at
Rs. 3.05. I bought both varieties. I did not want to bring
them here and create another Dahanayake issue. [
found that the bread which cost Rs. 5.50 contained the
wheat bran, the wheat germ and everything else. You
can buy it even today. But the poor are asked to eat the
bread with the starch while the rich are given the better
bread. On the next occasion 1 will bring both varieties
here and show you the difference. I would like the
distribution system to be worked out in a better way,

About two or three days ago I saw a notice in the
gazette of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri
Lanka, dated 22nd November of this year, that Credit
and Thrift Societies, School Co-operatives, Producer
Co-operatives, Handicraft- Co-operatives, Farmers
Co-operatives, Drama Artists Co-operatives and
Fisheries Co-operatives are to be closed down and
liquidated. It looks as if there is a calculated effort
being made to liquidate these co-operatives. This is a
crying shame. It is the duty of the Co-operative
Department to revive them, not to close them down and
liquidate them. You are smashing up in the village and
in our societies the traditional teamwork that we used to
have, the spirit of the new economic ventures which we
were used to. All the traditions of the villages will break
down if the co-operative system breaks down.

Food production has broken down because Fisheries
and Vegetable and Agricultural Co-operatives have
gone. Speaking about absorption and consumption, I
must say that what we get in the villages from Colombo
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is only dirt and muck. The distribution system is
crumbling. I want the Hon. Minister to look into this
because the berst example of how this operates is in my
own electorate, Attanagalla.

The accounts for 1980 to 1982 have been audited and
sent to the Commissioner of Co-operative Development,
The 1983 accounts will be finalized by the end of this
month. The 1984 and 1985 accounts will be completed
before the end of next year. The 1984 profits are
expected to be around Rs. 2 million. The 1985 profits
will be a little less due 1o the break down of activities
due to the situation in the North and the East. I have
appointed Members with considerable experience in
management, accounts and marketing to the Board and
I have felt that before long they will do a satisfactory
job in the marketing of vegetables and so forth. That
would also benefit our farmers.

I must the hon. Members for they have spoken with
sincerity and I am grateful to them for the encouraging
words that they have expressed towards me and the
co-operative movement.

Now, Sir, I would like to say something about our
rice requirements for 1986 because there was a lot of
talk today about the prising of rice, flour and sugar and
S0 on,

The National paddy production in Sri Lanka is
estimated to be about 136 million bushels in 1986, as
compared with 126.1 million bushels in 1985.
Unforeseen weather conditions and disturbed internal
security situation in several paddy producing districts
may have adverse effects on the realization of the
estimates. That is possible. However, based on the
achievement of 1985, domestic paddy production would
hopefully be in the range of 126 million bushels in 1986,
yielding approximately 1.62 million tonnes of milled
rice after making an allowances for seed and waste etc.
The waste goes up to about 10 to 12 per cent. The
National production during the last 10 years reveals an
impressive growth of 129 per cent from 56 million
bushels in 1975 to 126 million bushels in 1985.

The per-capita consumption of rice reveals an
increase of 17 kilogrammes per annum i.c., 86.4 kg. per
capita per annum in 1973 to 103 kg. per capita per
annum in 1985 (estimates). The wheat flour
consumption however reveals a drop of 7 kgs. per capita
per annum i.e., from 17.6 kg. in 1973 to 10.6 kg. in
1982. The source is the Central Bank Statistics
Department. The National consumption of rice in 1986
on the above basis is estimated to be 1.6 million tonnes.
Mathematically therefore, the country has already
reached the state of self-sufficiency. However, one has
to make a reasonable allowance for the distribution,
conversion and stock-holding factors involved in the
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paddy /rice trade, which will result in a substantial
quantity, getting distributed in the marketing system at
any one time. It is usual in the rice sector to hold a
strategic buffer in storage to meet any unforeseen
situations that may arise. Therefore, taking all factors
into consideration, the country needs to bridge the gap
between the domestic production and the absolute and
safe comsumption needs. The present disturbed state of
internal security makes the need for the building up of a
safe bulfer even more obvious.

Under the present free trade policies state marketing
channels the Food Commsioner’s Department and the
PMB, cater to the supply of only 13 per cent of the total
rice requirements of the nation. The balance is made up
of farmer consumption from their own produce and
distribution through open-market channels. A very
dynamic and vibrant free trade in rice has evolved as a
consequence. With the result the intake of paddy by the
Paddy Marketing Board has been reduced. The PMB’s
role at present is one of administering the Guranteed
Price Scheme. Although the share in the market
enjoyed by the private sector has increased rapidly,
there is a need for a Government agency to monitor the
price and to facilitate farmers to market their produce
atl an equitable price. Therefore the PMB’s present role
is ensuring the farmers the guaranteed price fixed by
the Government and operating as a purchaser of the last
resort. The reason for the low intake of paddy by the
Paddy Marketing Board is the comparatively higher
price offered by the private sector during a greater part
of the year. At the height of the paddy harvesting
season however the paddy prices drop and farmers take

,refuge in the Paddy Marketing Board. Although during

the past few years, open-market price trends revealed
comparatively higher levels than the guaranteed price,
with the expansion of production, a plateau Will be
reached at some time or other. At that stage the farmer
welfare needs to be ensured by facilitating them with a
reasonable price and dependable marketing
opportunities. Therefore, the Paddy Marketing Board
has to continue this role in the market and be in
readiness to operate in the market to bring about a price
equilibrium.

As a result of the rapid expansion of paddy
production in the country, the quantity goal in rice has
been achieved. Economic development during the last
few years has also resulted in significant changes in the
consumption habits of the country. More and more
people now demand better quality rice. Therefore, the
need for improvement of the rice processing industry is
felt now more than ever before.

This is a very important matter, Sir, because the
majority of rice in the country today is local rice. Quite
different to what it was long years ago. It was imported
rice long years ago. Of course, I do not contest that the
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rice we get from outside is still better than our local
rice. But today, we have a bigger consumption of local
rice. Therefore it is not that our milling has gone down.
The milling, as a matter of fact, has improved, but it is
not up to international standards. We are now trying to
improve our own local milling. But it is not up to
international standard. We are now trying to improve
our own local milling. Consequently the PMB will
embark on a scheme to improve the rice processing
industry in the country with facilities and incentives to
millers to improve their industry. More credit facilities,
introduction of new machinery and imparting expertise
will be required for this purpose. An island-wide survey
is being conducted for the purpose of ascertaining the
current capacity and quality of the milling industry.
This survey will give data to design the type of
assistance that will be required. In the meanwhile the
Rice Processing Research and Development Centre of
the Paddy Marketing Board is continuing research and
extension work in the direction of improving the milling
industry.

Now, Sir, I want to make a few comment about
co-operatives.

During 1985 an attempt was made to deal with some
of the serious problems of Multi-purpose Co-operative
Societies, not on a piece-meal but on a global basis.

A feature of Multi-purpose Co-operative Society
performance which has been a major factor in
frustrating the attempts of managements to operate at a
profit has been the occurrence of leakages. These
leakages, in most cases, go undetected Lill they attain
large proportions, and, when detected, the kind of
evidence required to convict the offenders is generally
not available. This year a system of speedy checking of
stocks, which is sufficiently accurate to detect even
small shortages, has been introduced. General
Managers of Co-operative Societies, Co-operative
Inspectors and Assistant Commissioners of
Co-operative Development have been trained in this
system and they are required to carry out spot checks of
stocks in randomly selected branches. It is expected that
such a system would be a deterrent to misappropriating
stocks in the future and reduce substantially losses from
this unfortunate practice.

A system of pooling significant performance data of
all Multi-purpose Co-operative Sociclies and processing
such data so as to generate indicators of performance
has been instituted. This management information
system will alert departmental officers to adverse trends
when ever they are manifested and make possible timely
intervention. In short, the Department of Co-operative
Development will have better control over the
performance of Consumer Co-operative Societies. 1f we
succeed we will be able to step in in time and reduce
most of these misappropriations of large sums of money
that take pluce in the co-operatives.
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Another problem faced by Multi-purpose
‘Co-operative Societies arises from the large debts that
have been incurred to the Food Commissioner, the
People’s Bank and the Co-operative Wholesale
Establishment as a result of indifferent management in
the past. A substantial proportion of the earnings of

many co-operative societies is dissipated in the.

repayment of these debts and the interest due on them.
A moratorium of a year for debt repayment has been
agreed upon with the big creditors. This will enable
such societies as are innately viable to build up a
reserve. They are further supported in this effort by the
grant of loans from a fund created by the Minister of
Finance. At the end of the moratorium, the
performance of each society will be studied and
conditions created, such as by the rescheduling of debts,
in which it could operate as a viable institution.

These measures have already resulted in dramatic
changes for the better in the case of several societies.
For instance, the Horana MPCS, which with a sale of
Rs. 15 lakhs in September 1984 incurred a loss of Rs.
20,000, doubled its sales to Rs. 32 lakhs in September
1985, making a profit of Rs. 40,000, where they
incurred a loss of Rs. 20,000. T am glad to say that in
1985 they made a profit of Rs, 40,000. Shravastipura,
with a sale of Rs. 3.5 lakhs in October 1984, incurred a
loss of Rs. 50,000. Sales were increased to Rs. 5 lakhs in
October 1985 with a profit of Rs. 5,000.
Maradankadawala had sales of Rs. 6.4 lakhs in
September 1984 and incurred a loss. Its sales increased
to Rs. 10 lakhs in September 1985 and a profit of Rs.
20,000 was realized.

An innovative development in the co-operative
distribution system which bids fair to bring about
revolutionary changes in sales volume is the self-service
shop. Already seven such shops have been opened, one
in Colombo, two in Dehiwela-Galkissa, two in
Ratnapura, one in Kahawatte and one in Matale.
Multi-purpose Co-operative Societies often have to
operate branch outlets in rural areas where purchasing
power is low and distribution is undertaken at a loss.
The setting up of self-service shops in urban areas with
large sales volume and attendant high profits enables
the MPCS to carry such loss-making rural branches
and yet run the society as a whole at a profit.

Now, Sir. we are making attempts like this to
resurrect the Multi-purpose Co-operative Societies
which have been a big drain on the finances of this
country. At the same time they have been performing a
very useful task, as all hon. Members would agree and
accept. We have got to look after this system of
co-operatives in Sri Lanka. It has proved its uselulness
when necessary and where no one else could have
stepped in. At the same time we must appreciate the
problems that one has to face when trying to look after
the co-operative societies.
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When [ took over the co-operative societies one and a
half years ago, Sir, I was wondering what I had come in
for, whether I would ever be able to hear a good word
from anyone. They were in such a dire state. It was a
terrible task. It was a very difficult task. But I must
thank all Members of Parliament, for they have given
their full co-operation to me to see that some
improvement could be effected in the co-operative
societies. As we know, Sir, two years back, when I took
over and when I was present here for the Budget
Debate. most Members were talking of political
interference and so on. I mentioned at that time that as
far as 1 was concerned there would be no politicaly
interference. I am happy to say, Sir, that all Members
of Parliament, Government as well as Opposition, have
given me their full assistance, and today there is hardly
anything that we could call political interference in the
co-operative movement. We must think of our people
and try to develop these societies.

My Commissioner of Co-operative Development is
sometimes critized — I think, most unfairly. That is
being done because people do not know the amount of
work he has got to do. I may have done the same if I was
not in that Ministry. I see the amount of work they have
to do, the amount of calls they are made to attend to
and the terrific problems they are faced with. I must say
that he has faced these problems bravely. Sometimes it
must have been very frustrating to him because
Members of Parliament crticized him unfairly. The
Member himself has no real solution, but to get over his
prablem he puts it on the Commissioner of Co-operative
Development. So it is a very, very difficult task to be the
Commissioner of Co-operative Development, and I
must thank the Commissioner for the effort he is
making. Someone might say I am thanking him too
much now ! No, Sir. | am saying this because I sincerely
feel so, having seen for myself the terrific and huge task
that he has to face and how he is tackling it.

Similarly, my Secretary and my Additional Secretary
have been of immense help to me. My Secretary has
guided me in most of my work, and my duties as
Minister of Food and Co-operatives have been made
very much lighter because I have a Secretary of the
calibre of Mr. Dharmasiri Peiris. Similarly, the Food
Commissioner is a very honourable person. He has been
in this job only for a short period not even a year — but
he has carried out his duties and I feel he has been a
very honourable person.

Sir, you know about storekeepers. Whether it is a
Food Department storekeper, a Paddy Marketing
Board storekeeper or a Co-operative Department
storekeeper, they are a different set altogether, They
are very clever people, in a way very clever people. The
Food Commissioner has had to interdict 30 odd
Co-operative Department storekeepers, and his life is
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now being threatened. They are very powerful people,
and his life has been threatened. He has been working
in that atmosphere. I feel he is doing a very
hounourable and good job.

Similarly, organizations like MARKFED, the
National Co-operative Council and the Sri Lanka
Co-operative Management Services are doing a very
good job in a very difficult atmosphere, in very difficult
circumstances and they have all succeeded.

According to the hon. Member for Akmeemana, last
year we had only a certain number of co-operatives that
were making a profit. Now we have increased that
number. We have pulled out a number of co-operatives
which were in the red and improved their position.
Within a period of one year it is not easy to bring up to
standard 42 Co-operatives that were in the red. Thay
were unable to carry on, unable to pay wages and get
their goods. We have been able to resserrect 42
Co-operative societies in this short period of time, and
most of them are now making profits. Therefore you
will see that some improvement has been made. 1 am
not saying that everything is perfect. There are
tremendous problems, but we are facing them honestly,
truly and squarely and I hope that in another couple of
years I will be able to reduce to a very great extent the
losses that co-operative societies are facing today.

Finally, let me again thank my Deputy Minister,
Secretary, Deputy Secretary, Additional Secretaries,
Commissioners and Directors. All of them have given
me their fullest co-operation, and if there has been any
success in the Co-operative Movement it is not because
of me but because they have guided me correctly and
given me their full co-operation.

Sir, I want to mke a clarification with regard to a
statement made by the hon. Member for Attanagalla
when I was not in this House. He had obviously read out
a letter, which he states has been written by the Food
Commissioner to the Acting Minister of Food and
Co-operative Undertakings, on the subject of rice, flour
and sugar prices, dated 22nd November. How he got
this letter written by the Food Commissioner to the
Acting Minister of Food and Co-operative
Undertakings on the subject of rice, flour and sugar I do
not know. but considering the amount of leakages and
shortages in food stores which my Hon. Colleague just
referred to, it may be in the natural state of things for
letters addressed to Hon. Ministers to leak out to
Members of the Opposition.
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Anyway, that is beside the point. What I wish to
clarify is only this, Sir. Food prices are determined by a
number of factors-world lood prices, local food prices,
Government action and also sometimes the
machinations of the trade. As you know very well, Sir, a
combination ol these factors also can determine food
prices. One of these factors, or two or three of these
factors, can also determine food prices—world food
prices, local food prices, Government action or
Government policy and machinations of the trade.

In the case of food prices, Sir, this Government took a
very clear-cut decision, even before the present Hon,
Minister of Food and Co-operative became the Minister
and when the distinguished Speaker of the House was
Minister of Agriculture, that food prices should be
operated by the Food Commissioner on a no-profit
no-loss basis. That is the Government policy from the
time when the previous Hon. Minister of Agriculture
was in office. There was no necessity for anybody either
to come to the Cabinet or to get any changes in food
prices reflected in the Budget. The Budget in not the
thing to reflect food prices. A clear decision had been
taken that on a no-profit no-loss basis food prices should
be operated by the Government.

That was a Government decision, and from time to
time food prices increased. The local price of rice
increased from time to time due to various factors - may
be due to non-collection or inability to collect by the
Paddy Marketing Board, may be due to the difficulties
in the North and in the East. And this year in particular
Rs. 700 million worth of rice was imported from China
to supplement the stock of rice in this country to keep
the people in this country from starvation despite the
difficulties in the North and in the East. So we had to
take into account foreign food prices plus local food
prices, which had also escalated due (o various causes at
various times. Sometimes in between harvesting the
food prices go up.

Anyway, it is the duty of the Food Commissioner to
maintain food prices on a no-profit-loss basis. That was
the decision of the Government even before my good
Friend became the Minister of Agriculture and food.
Due to various reasons the food prices did increase in
the course of this year. The rice price increased due to a
variety of factors, which I just mentioned. Troubles in
the North and the East caused the import of rice from
China. That is the other factor. All these occurred long
before the Budget, months and months before the
Budget.

In the same way the price of dhal increased in the
world due to the fact that some of the dhal-producing
countries had a severe drought and dhal could only be
obtained from one place. Thus the CWE had to import
dhal at a very high price, and they were suffering a big
loss. The CWE, for example, was suffering a loss of
about Rs. 20 million on dhal prices.
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So0, on the basis of a clear-cut decision of the
Government, all food prices, whether by the Food
Commissioner or by the CWE, should be operated on a
no-profit no-loss basis, and the prices had to be
adjusted. It had nothing to do with the Budget. That is
why I said in this House that the Budget had nothing to
do with the changes in food prices. The Budget does not
even mention rice, flour, sugar or dhal, and the Budget
is not responsible for any of these price rises.

So, when the hon. Member for Attanagalla comes
here and says that I should withdraw my statement, I
think he is talking through his hat. That is all I have got
1o say.

Mr. Chairman, | did not want to speak because of the
fact that I am a member of the Consultative Committee
of the Ministry of Cultural Affairs and 1 know
everything that is happening there. However, 1 am
reluctantly compelled to say that I have to make certain
observations to the Hon. Minister which 1 think I
should do before 1 allow the matter to go before the
country,

There is one areas we should concentrate on, and that
is the area of visual and performing arts. Just now there
a comment made by the hon. Deputy Minister
ubout artistes portraing the role of Bhikkus. We know
that it is a sacred and symbolic gesture on the part of
the person who dons the robe and acts the part. It is
symbolic, yet it is sacred. But when you delve into it,
how are you going to portray anything Buddhistic when
a4 layman gets into a robe? It is difficult enough to do so
on the stage and even on the screen. I gave you an
example about Siri Sangabo which was staged at the
Tower Hall. They had to have a person to portray the
role of the Maila Maha Therun Vahanse, as he is
known, in the Elu Attanagalu charithaya. You have to
have him because he is the key figure in that entire
esisode of Siri Sangabo. A person can be competent
cnough, but he has not become an upasampada. Even 1
can wear a robes but I need not become an
upasampada. 1 can say the dasasil and for that little
period [ can act that part. But it is symbolic and
therefore one must accept it in that manner,

There is one thing, however, that should not be done.
and that is to allow the sacred and the symbolic to
descend to vulgarism and commercialized spectacle.
You have to avoid such things. That is why [ made a
proposal to the Hon. Minister to take up with the Hon.
Minister of State to have a Public Performance Board
for Rupavahini. Once you have that board, we can ask
the priests concerned how we can proceed in this
matter.

There is one other matter | would like to raise with
the Hon. Minister. This is not yet out but I think I
should raise it here. [ am happy that two hon. Members
concerned are here, one of whom is the Deputy Minister
ol Platations. We have a real problem but the problem
is not here. (Interruption). Let us not hide the facts.
This is about the Bo-tree at Kalutara., What has
happened there is that unfortunately there are no
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priests there. The Bo-tree at Kalutara is a very sacred
place. People offer money there, and various people
have utilized that money. I am not going to find out
whether the money has been properly utilized. That is
not my business. That is the business of the trustee.
When you have a sacred place, the sacredness of the
place must be preserved. How does a place become
sacred? It is through some symbolic Buddhistic gesture.
What they did there was to put up a nice chaithiya. 1
think it is one of the most exquisite forms ot art one sees
going down south. We must pay a tribute to the late Sir
Cyril de Zoysa for the great work he did. At the same
time we must see that money lenders do not take over
the temple.

“money changers.” They should not take over the
temple. It is rather a difficult thing. It is difficult for
everyone. I am sure the affairs at the Bo-tree are being
run perfectly well. There are no two words about it. But
there must be some sort of control. It is up to the
directors and the trustees to ensure that the money is
being used properly and that it is being used pr the
betterment of the Sasana and for nothing beyond that.
That is very important.

Thirdly, Sir, 1 have noticed that tourism is
undoubtedly plundering local arts. There are no two
words about it but how are you going to stop it? I have
brought this question up on many occasions. There are
various “ebc @ " right along.

Some very important documents that have been
preserved on this country are for sale on the road to
Sigiriya and Anuradhapura! Valuable images are being
sold! (Interruption) It may be that there are fakes, as
the hon. Member for Habaraduwa mentioned. Then
there are distorted versions of literature on history.
Even with the regard to the little problem that you
mentioned just now on Pandukabhaya and
Panduwasnuwara, there is a grave doubt as to whether
that was the abode of Pandukabhaya or Panduwas.
(Interruption) 1 know. I agree with you, because
according to some chronicles it is the same. But if you
ask a historian - listened to Chadra Wickrema Gamage
on the other day over the radio. He said ther were no
facts yet to establish that it was the place where
Panduwas lived. I wish, I hope and I pray that it is the
place, but we should have facts.

Precisely. 1 am very happy that you have corrected
the situation. Sir, we have to get more facts. But I hope
and I pray that it is the place. And there must be
something in it.

I was on the question of tourism plundering of our
local arts. I am very happy that the Hon. Minister has
taken a decision to see that valuable pieces of art do not
get out of this country. He has framed laws and he is
going to frame more stringent laws. He has shown some
of those laws to me also and T am very happy that he has
done that.

Then the desecration of religious sites this is taking
place in a big way. I think in such instances you have to
take a very strong and strict attitute. I think the worst
thing that happened was during the time of Mr.
Iriyagolla when some vandals went and desecrated that
beautiful piece of art in Sigiriya. Our hearts sank when
we heard about it but thank heavens there was enough
technology in the world to clean the whole thing out and
we have managed to save that. But there are so many
that we have not yet identified or looked into. I think
the best thing would be for us, who as Members of
Parliament control certain areas, to go out to those
areas and channel whatever information is available
pertaining to this type of desecration to the Hon.
Minister so that he will be able to take action. The Hon.
Minister must take some decision to stop it.

What are you going to do in the North and the East ?
Only the God knows that ! It is a vey touchy problem. I
do not want to go into that actually. With regard to
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certain areas in the north and the east a very good
contribution was made in this House some time ago by
the hon. Member for Hanguranketa, where he proved
that the east was at one stage a Buddhist domain. And
we all know from Kandaroddai and all those place in
the north also had been a Buddhist domain. There are
no two words about that. But yet, the fact remains,
today all that area has been desecrated. So something
must be done in order to stop that.

Then 1 would like to say something about the
Sanghadhikarana Panatha. 1 do not know what the
Hon. Minister is doing with it because he has to get
permission from the bhikkus and then finalize it. It has
been pending for the last so many years.

Then we saw a national policy on culture. We got an
interim report. That is not enough. To decide something
on culture, you cannot have an interim report. You
must get an official report on the national policy on
culture. T hope the Hon. Minister will take note of it
and let us have a national policy.

Then, I read in the papers what a colleague of mine,
Mr. K. B. Ratnayake, had stated about the leaves of the
sacred Bo-tree. I am very happy about it. I think the
Hon. Minister did inform us that the leaves of the Sri
Maha Bodeen Wahanse will be used to help and save
the cultural monuments of this country. He asked
whether he could collect some money by selling them.
We decided that the leaves of the Sri Maha Bodeen
Wahanse should not be used but the leaves of the other
Parivara Bodhis that are right round could be used. The
Hon. Minister was very keen but I have my own
reservations about that matter. That is a different
thing. I can understand as long as he does not use the
leaves of the sacred bo-tree. But the problem arose
subsequently as to how we should put it in the format.
So, we have corrected that. I do not think it is a good
thing to use them without the permission of the
Mahanyakas because we know that it is not the leaves
of the Sri Maha Bodeen Wahanse but it is the leaves of
the Sri Maha Bodhi area or let us say the temple. 1
think these leaves are being sent to Korea or some
country to collect some money.

That is the problem, Sir. It is a very touchy thing.
You can have different views on the subjuct but I think
in these religious affairs one should ask the Bhikkus, get
their advice and then take whatever action you wish to
take.

Then, Sir, we have a lot of seats of learning in this
country where there are pirivenas and we have the
pirivena libraries. Out of the pirivenas four of them
have now been made Pali and Buddhist Universities.

Sir, a pirivena library is a small library but when it
becomes a university you must have a university library.
Therefore, at a time when books are so costly, [ would
urge the Cultural Department to kindly work out, with
the assistance of a foreign agency organization or
country, to help these Pali and buddhist universities
especially to develop their libraries. If you are going to
have a good university library you need at least
photostat machines, audio-visual aids, desks and chairs.
Then we have the Pali text society books. 1 do not think
we can ever buy those books now. 1 do not know where
you can get them! Then there is the famous
Hevavitharana Atuwawa. That is the Atuwawa books
of Hevavitharana grouping. All those are not available
today ! Then you must have an encyclopaedia. These
are the things that the Cultural Department must
provide the Bhikkus to help in their learning.

Sir, very soon Sri Lanka will be the centre of
Theravada learning. All these temples where you find
the universities will be the main area of Buddhist
education in the world. I can remember, Sir, the
London Univesity had a course in buddhist studies in
Pali. That is not existing any more! In the
Commonwealth I do not think there are any other
universities where they teach Buddhism and Pali
together. I can remember there was one in
Shantiniketana but it is now waning. I do not think it 1s
developing there. So it is high time that Sri Lanka takes
up this challenge to preserve Theravada Buddhism in
the world. All the Theravada Buddhist countries are
now going through a very serious transformation
politically, economicaly etc. You know what has
happened to Laos, Cambodia and Vietnam. You know
what is happening in Thailand and Burma. Sri Lanka is
the only place where we can impart Theravada
Buddhism to the whole world. So it is going to be a
massive attraction. There are certain areas where you
can break ground technologically as well as socially. If
you can prove to the world that Sri Lanka is the only
place where there is Theravada Buddhism, people who
are attracted in the Theravada tradition and ways of
life and those who want to study Theravada Buddhism
will all flock here. That is the attraction that we have to
make.

For instance, Trincomalee is not only a base to look
after the Indian Ocean Peace Zone. Why are we
making it a nuclear free zone ? It is because we know
that Trincomalee is the last outpost of the land mass in
the North exending right up to Antarctica. This entire
place is going to be an area of clean water, marine,
minerals and all other benefits, including solar energy.
One day when solar energy develops, Trincomalee may
be the key place. That is why we started the Indian
Ocean Peace Zone proposals.

Within the framework of the old
traditions they must start new concepts. There must be
new thinking on Theravada Buddhism. 1 think we are
quietly going to a Mahayanistic tradition. I do not know
whether it is the inter-reaction between the Chinese,
Japanese and South-East Asian Culture that is coming
here. That is a different matter. But I feel that we
should keep to the old traditions. We must also become
a member of the Commonwealth University
Organization, where these temples are concerned.
