The Worid Scout movement for boys between the ages of 11 and
18 was originally started by Retired Army Major General Baden Powell
with 20 Scouts in 1907 and the first camp was organised in Browns Island
in U.K. He organized a meeting in London on August 6, 1920 for the
Scouts all over the World and was elected as Head of World Scout
Movement.

The Scout movement was first introduced in Ceylon in 1912 at a
school in Christian Church in Matale. The Scout movement is a greatest
youth movement of the world and it is deeply rooted in 157 countries

including Sri Lanka having maintained over 17 Lakhs of scouts worldwide.

At Kokuvil Hindu College Scout movement was officially started in
1943 by Mr. V. Sivasubramaniam from Kaladdy, Vannarponnai. V.S. was
the first Scout Master from the inception till 1964 and he was the back
bone for K.H.C. Scout movement for nearly 21 years. V.S. was my History
Teacher and | still can remember of his quoting re. Leaning Tower of Pisa
in Italy and about the growth of Grapes in African Continent - the way he
explained.

Our school Past Principal Mr. R. Mahendran took in charge of this
prestige movement from veteran V.S. as Scout Master and during his
period 21 Scouts were raised to the grade of Queen’s scouts in 1965 and
this is the record in Sri Lanka for the past 48 years till now. So far K.H.C.
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has produced 56 Queen’s and President’s Scouts during the past 70
years. During his period as Scout Master a very large number of students
joined as scout and presently there are over 150 students joined in this
movement under the present Scout Master — Mr. Sritharan who is
guiding this movement from 20089.

While remembering all our Past Scout Masters and the Head of
the Scouts for their valuable contribution during the past 70 years, |
recall with great full thanks to the valuable contributions made by the
donors to put up the New Building for Scouts during the 70" year
Celebration of our school Scout movement. It is hoped that the work in
the new building will see early completion without any obstacles under
our new Principal Mr. V. Gnanakanthan.

Let us hope and pray that our school grows to greater heights in
the years to come.

The Scout Movement was founded by Baden- Powell ( BP) in 1907. BP took 20 boys
from a variety of backgrounds to Brownsea alsland in Poole Harbour for the first ever
Scout Camp. In 1916 younger boys were introduced to Scouting by the formation of
wolf Cubs {now Cup Scouts) with a programme and organisation based on the Jungle
Book by Rudyard Kipling. Even today, the leaders of the Cup Scout Pack are known
by their * Jungle Names” such as Akela, Baloo and Bagheera.

In 2007, Scouting and Guiding together have over 38 million members in 216 countries.
Scouting is a worldwide youth movement with the stated aim of supporting young people
in their Physical, mental and spiritual development, so that they may play constructive
roles in society.

Scouting began in 1907 when Robert Baden - Powell held the first Scouting
encampment at Brownsea Island in England. Baden -Powell wrote the principles of
Scouting in Scouting for Boys ( London, 1908, based on his earlier military books. Baden
- powell made a parallel movement for girls with his sister Agnes Baden - Powell .

The Boy scout movement swiftly established itself throughout the British Empire
soon afterthe Publication of Scouting for Boys. The first recognized overseas unit was
chartered in Gibraltar in 1908 followed quickly by a unit in Malta. Canada became the
first overseas dominion with a sanctioned Boy Scout program, followed by Australia, New
zealand and South Africa. Chile was the first country outside the British dominions to
have arecognized Scouting program. By 1910, Argentina, Denmark, Finland, France,
Germany, Greece, india, Malaya, Mexico, the Netherlands, Norway, Russia, Sweden,
and the United States had Boy Scouts.
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During the first half of the 20th century, the movement grew to encompass three
major age groups each forboys: Cub Scout( 7- 10 Years old), Boy Scout(11-17), Rover
Scout( 18 and up), and for girls : Brownie Guide (7 -10) , Girl Guide and Girl Scout ( 11-
17) Ranger Guide ( 18+).

Butin majority of countries today girls and boys are in the same organisation.

The movement employs the Scout method, aprogram ofinformal education with an
emphasis on practical outdoor activities, inciuding camping, woodcraft, aquatics, hiking,
backpacking, and sports. The Scout method is the informal educational system used
by Scouting to achieve their goal, which is simply stated by its founder Robert Baden
-powell as Scouts to become “ healthy, happy, helpful citizens”. Scout Method includes
Scout Law and Scout promise.

Widely recognized movement charcteristic is the Scout uniform, by intent hiding all
differences of social standing in a country and making for equality. But, more important
still, it covers differences of country and race and creed, and makes all feelthat that that
they are members with one another of the one great brotherhood”. The original uniform,
still widely recognized, consisted of a khaki button-up shirt, shorts, and a broad - brimmed
campaign hat. Baden - powel also wore shorts, because he believed that being dressed
like a Scout helped to reduce the age - imposed distance between adult and youth.
Uniforms are now frequently blue, orange, red or green, and shorts are replaced by long”
trousers in winter, and in areas where the culture calls for modesty.

Distinctive uniform insignia include the fleur- de - lis and the trefoil, as well as merit
badges and other patches. The fleur - de - lis ( or fleur-de - lys) is a stylised design of an
iris flower. Trefoil (from Latin trifolium, “ three - leaved Plant”) is a graphic form composed
of the outline of three overlapping rings.

The swastika was used as an early symbol by the British Boy Scouts and others.
Swastika was added to the Scout fleur - de - lis to symbolize good luck. in 1934, Scouters
requested a change to the design because ofthe later use ofthe swastika by the National
Socialist German workers party.

Since the inception of Scouting in the early 1900s, the movement has sometimes
become entangled in social controversies such as the civil rights struggle in the American
Southand in nationalist resistance movements in india. Scouting was introduced to Africa
by British officials as away to strengthen their rule, but came to challenge the legitimacy
of the British Empire as African Scouts used the Scout Law’s principle that a Scout is a
brother to all other Scouts to collectively claim full imperial citizenship. Mcre recently,
Scouting organizations that do not allow the participation of atheists, agnostics, or
homosexuals have been publicly criticized.

Local influences have also been a strong part of Scouting. By adopting and madifying
local ideologies, Scouting has been able to find acceptance in a wide variety of cultures.
in America, Scouting uses images drawn fromthe U.S. frontier experience. This includes
not only its selection of animal badges for Cub scouts, but the underlying assumption
that American indians are more closely connected with nature and therefore have special
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wilderness survival skills which can be used as part of the training program. By contrast,
British Scouting makes use ofimagery drawn from the Indian Subcontinent, because that
region was a Significant focus in the early years of Scouting. Baden - Powell's personal
experiences in india led himto adopt Rudyard Kipling's The Jungle Book as a major
influence for the Cub Scouts: for example, the name used for the cub Scout leader
- Akela, is that ofthe leader of the wolf pack inthe book.

In2007, Scouting and Guiding together have over 38 million members in 216 countries.
Today at the international level, the two largest umbrella organizations are:

world Organization of the Scout Movement ( WOSM), for boys - only and co -
educational organizations.

World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS), primarily for girls -only
organizations but also accepting co - educational organizations.

UK has 1050 000 members of Scouts, so it is onthe 6th place by the membership of
Scouts: US s thefirst (10 100 000 members), indonesia, india, Philippines, Thailand, UK...

At an international level Scouting perceives one of its roles as the promotion of
international harmony and peace. Various initiatives are in train towards achieving this
aim including the development of activities that benefit the wider community, challenge
prejudice and encourage tolerance of diversity. Such programs include co - operation with
non- scouting organizations including various NGOs, the United Nations and religious
institutions.

“ Duty to God” is a principle of Scouting, though itis applied differently in various
countries. The Boy Scouts of America ( BSA) take a strong Position, excluding atheists.
The Scout Association in the United Kingdom requires adult leaders to implement the
Association’s religious Policy which, inter alia, encourages members to belong to some
religious body. Scouts canada defines Duty to God broadly in terms of’ adherence to
spiritual Principles” and does not have a policy excluding non - theists.

National programmes ol Saudi Arabia. we participated at the inaugural ceremony of the Saudi
Arabian scoul. Mosl participants expressed their views regrading today s situation. This programme
went on for atleast four hours along with Saudi Arabian cultural programmes. Then, we all took
abus by 22.00 p.m. to our camp. Finally we had dinner by 22.30 p. m. and went to bed.

(24-09-2011)

Asusual, we woke up by 06.00a. m. and finished our morning routines. Then, we had breakfast
in the canteen. In Fact. we had anice breakfast. After breakfast, we were takento the red sea. The
Saudi Arabian Navy took all ofus intheir boats for atleast 100 seamile. They explained all the
approaches for fishing, along with a good explainatim about a variety of fishes. with the heip of
the navy personnel, we had anice swim. After that, we retuned to our camp by 13.00 p.m. We
had our lunch and rested for a while. Again, went to the peace village by 16.30 p.m. and took
part in some Camp Activities.

Some instuctions were given to
us Sfter breakfast. Afterthat, we visited the king Abdullah University. We had an interesting look
around the University remaining seated in a bus. we then visited the museum and watched a vedio
film as well. Afterthis, we directly went to see the exhibits. Afterall these events, the UniveSity
students presented us T - shirts, files, bags and so on. After lunch, we participated at the Cultural
Exhibition, at which we displayed various kinds of sri Lankan dishes and photos wearing our
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national costumes. There were many other cultural items as well. Follwing this, we were hosted
by a Saudi Arabian gentleman. we were warmly welcomed and their hospitalily was wonderful.
we all had anice talk and were very thankful to them. By 20.30p.m. we rcturned to our camp
and observed the camp programmes. we ate dinner by 22.00 p. m. and went to bed happily.

(27-09-2011)

At 06:00 am. we woke up and finished our morning routine. Having taken breakfast in the
camp restaurant. we left for the main camp. we were given some instructions there regarding
shopping. we had to do our shopping 125 km off the main camp and returned to our camp by
13.00p. m. Unfortunately we had to have our lunch by 16:15 p-m. and take participation in camp
activities by 17.00 p.m. we took part in at least 10 activities such as traffic safety, land navigation.
planting trees, scouting oasis, facon scout, c.p.rand so on. By 18.00 p.m. all of us returned to
our camp. Al the camp medals and certificates were distributed. By 20.00 p. m. we had dinner and
participated in the Marry land Programmes. We enjoyed a few Arabian songs and playlets. We
went to bed by 22.00 p.m.

(28 -09 - 2011)

It was customery to get up at 06.00 a.m. and to finished our morning routine. We finished
our breakfastin the camp restaurant. By 10.00 a. m. we took part in the camp activitics namely
photography, firstaider, computer, mobile maintenance, the useful, sealife, merry land, wireless
broadcasting, and so on. We had free time from 12.00 till 16.00 p.m. We had lunch at 14.15p.m.
Afterwards we were taken to the King Abdullah University playground where we had to attend
the occasion of celebrating the project of Messenger of peace Programme. We got Seated with
numbers given . Torches were all so givento us. Laterall the international Scouts were honoured
onthe stage. After thata few scout leaders made their speeches. Vedio films were also sereened as
part ifthe festival.

COMPASS
Introduction :

The Compass is a useful tool, especially when combined with the use of a map. Once you
are used to them they are easy to use and in poor weather conditions or unfamiliar country
they are a wel come addition to andy ones personal equipment. The most common type of
compass simply uses a magnetic strip, carefully balanced and isolated, that will simply point to
( Magnetic) North.

Here you can find some ideas and pointers on how best to use your compass , both alone and
in conjunction with a map .you will find it useful to look at related topics in the Map and Tracking
( Direction Finding) Sections. There are several different types of compass which has a fixed dial
to the more technical prismatic compass. Here we will concentrate

Choosing a Compass :

Choose your compass with care . The most appropriate type for use in scouting is probably the
oricnteering compass. A good one will have a well balanced steel magnetic needle that settles
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into position quickly . The needle Should be coloured differently at each end.usually red at the
nouth end if the tip glows inthe dark then even better.

The base plate and dial are usually stuong plastic. The dial will have increments of around
2 marked clearly. On the dial itself will be faint meridian lines( faint parallel blue lines pointins
in the same direction as north on the dial) . Some cven have extra information such as magnetic
variation or declination degrees marked on the dial. The dial also has an arrow marded on the
bottom aligned with morth on the dial.

The base plate should be transparent and have scales in both metric( ¢cm and mm) and imperial
( inches) A magnifying glass,clinometer, sighting mirror and adjustable declination screw are all
wel come extras.

Don t forhet a strong strap attached to the base plate which should be secuuely held at the other
end to your shirt pocket buttonhole or around your neck.

Typical Compass :
Basic Compass

A typical ( Silva type) compall consists of a magetic strip of metal,
suspended or pivoted ( so tit can swing freely) within a moveable
dial construction. The dial is usually ligquid filled ( this dampens the
oscillation of the needle allowing it to settle in to osition of the needle|
allowing it to settle in positon much moue qquckly) and has several |2wavs
parallel lines marked on the kial itself . The compass should have a
clear plasticbase plate with straight edhes. Along the edhes should ne
scales in both metric( cm andmm) and imperial( inches) some may have
additional features such as a mahnifying area and degrees of declination
/ magnetic variation ( usually marked on the compass dial) . A wrist strap
is another important feature if you want to keep the compass.

This is the OBLY arrow wautollos

There are usually 3 different types of arrow marked on the compass.
As indicated in the diagram.the vertical arrow marked on the plastic
backhround is your direction of travel arrow. This is the only vou ever follow.

The arrow that spins in the middle of the compass ( usually coloured red and white ) always
turns to point north ( the red end is the end that points north). NEVER follow this arrow ( because
you will always be walking north then, nomatter where you actually wanted to go!) When using a
compass try not to hold it near any metal or any magnets else thes arrow will be attracted to them
and you will end up going in the wrong direction. Depending on where you are simply placing the
compass near the floor may give you an inaccurate reading due o iron and mineral deposits in the
ground. Always check you have the same reading at huound level and when standing up.

The third arrow is the one that will be marked upon the dial. ( you cat t actually see this on the
picture) it is usually a red aarrow marked on the bottomof the dial.This is the one that will match
up with the red and white pointer that spins. when you want to read a namber off the dial, look at
the point where it touches the line at the top( the one marked by * read bearing here ) thes is the
number you want.

NOTE: There are 360 degrees in acircle Be careful how many degrees each ilne on the compass
reaesents . Normally on compasses of this type each ilne is worth 2 dehrees over a walk of 6 miles
will nean you will nean you will be about half amile from where you should be!
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compass point :

All you have to remember are the four main ponits of the compass. All the other ponits are made
by combining these four. ( For instance halfway between north and east is northeast) Somesilly
ways to remember the order of the points are to recall the following phrases . The points start at
the top and go ground clockwise.

Never Eat Shredded Wheat
Naughty Elephants Squirt Water

If you wish to quote a more accurate direction you can ecither opt for a more complicated
compass point.North by Northeast is a position halway between north and northeast.Nort that
theconvention for naming points of this type is to quote the more important’ compass point
first. for example, ( and not Southwest - west ) or your can resort to quoting an angle measured
clockwise from North ( in degrees)

Recall thers are 3600 in a circle.So North would be 0 0 East would be 900 South - 1800 and
West 2700 As another example, Northcast would be 450 ( halfway between north and east).

The advantage of quoting in degrees is speed and accuracy ( a direction of 2080is not an
obvious compass point!) This is related to bearings

Compass Bearings :

A bearing is a 3 digit angle measured clockwise from north. it is a way of indicating direction
without ambiguity. We usually speak of taking a bearing between 2 ponints or thebearing of the
pub from the church. We may need to use a bearing when the weather conditions are poor or the
surrounding landscape is unfamiliar or featurcless. Then navigating by the map alone may not
practical and we may have to rely on the compass to tell us the direction in which we wish to
travel. you may also need to take bearings when trying to pinponit your position on the map by
triangulation . Either way the process is quite simple once you get used to it ( Note: For accurate
bearings you will need to take into account the magnetic variation but here I will ignore this for
simplicity).

Taking a bearing :

To take a bearing between two points follow these steps ( again [ will assume we arc using a
common Silva type compass) Note the two alternative metode at steps 1 and 4

1. Leave the map as it is( in any old direction) OR ( Set up the map so that it is facing north)

2. Locate the point at which you wish to walk from, point A,( ie usually your current location)
and the point you wish to walk to point B

(]

. Ailgn the compass edge ( assuming it is rectangular) so that it forms a ilne between these two
points Note that the compass should be facing in the correct direction ( the direction of travel
arrow should be pointing towards the place you want to go the bottom of the compass is placed
at your current location) if the compass is not long enough to do this , use a ruler or similar
to join the two points and place the compass alongside this. The compass does not have the
direction of travel arrow touching the two points ( i.e parallel lines will have the same bearing)

4. Rotate the dial So that the faint vertical lines on the dial itself alihn themselves with the verical
( blue) grid ilnes on the OR ( Rotate the dial so that the red marker on the bottoi of the dial
matches up with the red end of the north - South pointer)
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5. You can now pick up the compass if you wish . Read off the number on the dial against the
direction of travel arrow ( there will usually be a smallblack market to help you inthis) This 3
digit number is the bearing of Bfrom A (Do not worry too much about the 3 digit business . if
the angle marked is 30it should be called 030 it but this does not really matter toomuch) As
always be carelul about how many degrees each ilne on you compass repressents Thereare mant
different types with diferent markings but usually each smallilne is worth 20 with intervals of
200 marded on the dial in writning.

6. If you wish to walk in astraight ilne from A to B simply keep an eye on the compass and follow
the direction of travel arrow you must take care to ensure that the two red pointers ( north -
South and red marker on the bottom of the dial ) remain aligned at all times,

Important notes on using bearinos :

When following a bearing ( i e. attempting to walk in the direction indicated by the compas)
do not just try to look at the compass and walk in a straight ilne Even when trying hard to walk
in a straight ilne on flat to the right for right handed people) and in and in any case the landscape
is hardly ever nice and flat. There will always be reasons to deviate slightly ( normally off to the
right for right handed people ) and in any case the landscape is hardly ever nice and flat. There
will always be reasons to deviate off your intended path , that clump if trees those holly bushes .
that mountain spur . Even with flat ground and good * seeing” it is very tiring to continually check
your progress the compass.

The best thing to do is to look along your bearing ( taking care that the compass pointers are
aligned as best you can) and notice a landscape feature that lays along that path (e.g  that large
gnarled oak tree overthere) Then you can effectively forhet about the compass and just make
your way to that feature along the best possible root. Take regular sightingsof the feature in case
you lose sight of it during your detous (Le. sight along the compass again) and repeat , looking
for a prominent feature .with practice this is a very quick , yet stoll accurat ¢ method of travel
. of course it is not very effective in very poor weather conditions.at night , or in featureless
landscapes, and there you will have to rely on regular( frequent!) checks on your compass .But for
most situations it is effective.

AXE

An axe can be a very uselul tool in camp.Norte however that ther are many different types of
axe and they to be suitable for a limited range of work. In Scouting this should not present too
much of a problemas we tend not to use the more * Specialist” types of axes.

Axe - Names of Parts :

Sharpening and Axe :

Corrent 8

An axe awith a blunt edge becomes no more than an inefficient hammer, and indeed a great
deal more dangerous as you struggle to use it. Always keep your axe sharp. For large ‘burrs’a file
1s probably your best bet. Make sure you use the file correctly though, it will enly work in one
direction, it works whenn pushed, not pulled.

To sharpen your axe prop the axchead between a log and a peg driiven into the ground. Always
try to sharpen inwards from the cutting edge (to avoid producing any burrs). First use a file or
rough stone to remove any burrs and rucks. Then Finish with a smoother stone, using a circular
motion. Don’t drag the stone off the cutting edge, push on to the blade. Turn the axe over and
repeat the process, circling in the opposite direction.

Choopping Areas :

When chopping wood at camp, you will need to create a specific choopping arca. Choose a
site that is fairly close to the fire and clear of any obstructions (not only on the ground. Ensure
there are no overhead obstructions that could catch your axe as you swing). Make a circle that
is at least 2 m (6 [1) in radius (or at least 3 axe lengths). rope this area off and ensure it is clearly
marked. Make sure that everyoune konows where the chopping area is. No loose clothing should
be taken into the area, and no one should enter the area without strong shoes or boots (and of
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course checking it is safe to enter).

Using an Axe :

Most people with have a ‘prime”hand and a natural swing.
Always use the axe in a way that is comfortable to you, swinging
in an arc that feels natural. Make sure you have a firm grip, and
always swing AWAY from your body, hands, and legs. Ensure that
if you miss yourintended target and follow through, the axe will
not strike you or anyone clse. Never throw an axe on the ground,
always sheath it or bury it in a log.

Tree Felling :

Before you do anything clse, check overhead
for dead branches which may fall and injure you, :
and for things like hornets nests. Clear the area = i /
around the tree of any undergrowth or branches
that could deflect your blows. If the trec has a §
particularly large spread of roots or boles around i
the base you may want to construct a platform :
so that you can reach a thinner part of the trunk é
and save time and effort. Obviously if you do this
make sure the platform is stable and
you have a clear route of escape (in
case something goes wrong!).

Cut from both sides of the tree.
First you chop a notch out at an
angle of about 45 degrees and then
another on the opposite side at a
lower level, on the side which you
want the tree to fall.

Do not cut through more than
half the tree before starting the other
notch. You must work at a height
that 1s comfortable for you. Try to cut downwards at 45 degrees (you
may need a horizontal cut occasionally to clear debris etc.).

A steady rhythm of blows will cut much more efficiently than fewer big blows. If you put too
much effort behind the axe your aim will suffer, you will tire and then every swing becomes more
dangerous. Always let the weight of the axe do the work.

Alternating the angle of the stroke will prevent the axe from jamming. Too steep an angle will
cause the axe to glance off, end-on will make the axe jam (or simply be incfficient). Try to aim
for a 45 degree angle.

Splitting Logs :

For a large log, as before, stand behind the log with your feet well apart. Swing down the cut
the side away from you. Do not chop downwards. If you wish to split a smaller log, lay it against
another log. Do nol put your foot on it. There is an alternative to this though, hold the smaller log

against the cutting edge and bring them both down together on to a larger log.

If in doubt, or if you have any difficulty, split larger logs with a wedge and a rock. Do not hold
the wood upright in your hand and try to split with an axe. When chopping branches from a large
log, always stand on the side away from the axe. Always cut branches from the outside of the fork,
not the inside.

Making an Axe :

First you will need to select the wood for your handle, any straight, knot-free hardwood will
be suitable (ash and hickory are ideal). Cut two notches into the fluke of a buttress, spaced to the
desired handle length. Hit along the side of the fluke close to the cuts. It will split away at their
depth.

Next you will need to fit the head. Whittle the handle into shape with one end cut to fit the hole
in the axchead. Make sure you cut a notch in this end that is going into the axe head and make a
wedge to fit the notch. With the head in place, drive the wedge into the notch and then soak the
axc in water overnight (this will tighten the head onto the handle as it soaks up the water). Always
check your axehead for tightness before you use them.

Fitting an Axe with a Handle :

[f the head is loose you can soak the axe for a few hours in a bucket of water but this will only
ever be a temporary fix (the wood will swell and the handle will be i ght for a little while). Ideally
you need to replace the handle or at least replace the wedge.

Saw off the old handle close to the axe head (Note: you should not just burn the handle off as
this will cause the bit to lose its temper, note the above arrangements) and drill out the wood that
is left in the axe head. You can punch the rest of the wood backward from the handle side and
then clean inside the hole. Get the new handle and pound it into the head. Make sure the handle
passes out the other side by at least an inch. Also be sure that the new handle is correctly aligned.
Put some glue on a wedge and in the slit for the wedge in the end of the handle (you did make a
slit didn’t you?) and then drive in the wedge. You can now saw off the excess handle and wedge.
It would be a good idea to fix the wooden wedge in place with a steel wedge, placed diagonal to
the wooden wedge.

Carry an axe :

Carry an axe by holding it just under the head. Point the blade
down or away from you to minimize the chance you will fall on top
of the blade if you trip.

Broken handles :

Using an axe takes a lot of practice and occasionally along the BN
way handles get broken. This usually occurs when the head misses o 4l A .
the target and the handle takes all the force from the blow. To re move ' il
a broken handle, the easiest way is to putitin a fire, burying as much
as possible of the metal in the earth (to prevent it losing temper). Never attempt to repair an axe
handle. Never use any axe that has a damaged or split handle.

PARTS OF A ROPE

A straight piece of rope does ont have
definite parts such as a head, body or tail. In
order to understand and describe knot tying,
we think of it as having three sections - two
ends and a standing part, Some knots arce
(unpereanp  overwan  formed by two ends (reef knot); some by

i L the end and the standing part (bow line),
and some by the standing part alone (sheep

shank).

Many knots seem an endless maze ofm parts. Bul even the most complex knots can be broken
down to a combination of three basic turns - bight, loop or overhand.

CARE OF ROPE

Obtain a piece of rope about one inch in circumference (that is, 5/16” in diameter) and about 20
feet long. A short piece is of little or no practical use. Because you are going to use this rope for a
long time as part of your regular equipment. treat it carefully and prepare it for hard service.

WHIPPING

One important preparation is the protection of the rope ends against wear. Unless protected, the
twisted strands will loosen and fray. A figure - of - eight knot at each end will serve as a temporary
stop but should not be left permanently. As soon as possible the ends should be treated in one of
the two following methods.

SIMPLE WHIPPING ]- s .
Take two feet of twine, double back about 3 inches, il ==

lay along the rope, near the end to be whipped, as you
see in A 1. With the long end of the twine, windround T
the rope a dozen times pulling each turn tight and N
making sure that it lies close to the previous turn. Pass \ :
the end S through the loop L as in A 2, do not let the Al
turn ship.

A2 A-Z

Now pull the end E gently until the loop is about half way throught the turns of the whipping,
this will lock the ends as shown in the sketch A 4.

Finally cut off the twine close to the turns of the
whipping, taking care not to cut the rope. Try your
hand with various sizes of rope so that you become
proficient with whippings of all kinds.

SAILMAKER’S WHIPPING

First open the strands near the end of the rope to

)i U3 ;
\\‘ ] .\ = be whipped. if possible. without unlaying the ends,
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place the end of the twine between two strands of the rope, pass it around the third strand, and
bring it out again between the strands through which it entered, B 1.

Close the strands again, leaving the large loop, L in the twine, and some inches of the end of
the twine free; make several tight turns, working towards the end of the rope. Then without letting
those turns become loose, put the loop L over the end of the same strand round which you passed
the twine. This is important B 2.

Pull the end E until the twine is tight against the turns of the whipping, and is also lying snugly
between the strands of the end of the rope.

Bring the end E up to the end of the rope and between the strands of the ends, to meet the
standing part S as you see in B 3.

To finish off, join these two with a reefl knot pulling each part of the reef very tightly, making
sure there is no slack; cut off the ends very short, B 4; force the strands together again, which has
the effect of hiding the reef'knot, and the finished whipping should look like B 5.

This is good method of whipping, as you do not have to pull the twine underneath the turns of
the whipping with the risk of snapping the twine.

After you have done it a few times you will probably prefer it to any other way of whipping a
laid rope.

TYPES OF ROPE

The two most popular natural - fiber ropes are manila and hemp. The common man - made - fiber
(Synthetic) ropes are nylon. polyester and polypropylene. You'll find some characteristics of these
popular types of rope in the chart below.,

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LOCKING BOWLINE

The locking bowline is used for tying a loop at the end of or in the middle of a rope. It is much
more secure than the regular bowline, especially if you're using stiff or slippery rope Use it when you
need to tie a non - slipping loop around
cither an object or yourself.

1. Pass the rope around the object or
vour waist.

b2

. Form an overhand loop. (See
diagram). Push the end of the rope
up through the overhand loop and
around behind the standing part.

3. Follow up through the loop a
second time, passing the end behind the standing Part and then down through the overhand
loop. (See diagram).

4. Make the knot as tight as vou can.

WOVEN FIGURE - 8 BEND

This knot can substitute for the s knot when the highest securtity and strength are not
required.

1. Make a figure - 8 in the top rope as shown in drawing 1.
2. Thread the end of the other rope exactly as shown in drawing 2.

3. Partially tighten, making sure that the lines remain Parallel, without twists. (This makes the
knot compact and excellent in appearance.)

4. Thorouhgly tighten by repeatedly pulling each end
and standing part. Note that the standing parts emerge on
diagonally opposite sides of the knot. (See diagram).

WARNING: DO NOT tie a figure - 8 bend the “casy™
way by simply twisting a figure a figure - 8 in the doubled
ends ol a pair of ropes. If you do, the standing Parts will
emerge together and you’ll have one of the weakest knots
known!

“S” KNOT

Start by placing the ends of the two ropes
parallel to cach other. (See diagram). Using
one free end, make four round turns over
both ropes before passing the end down the
center of the knot, (See diagram). Take the
second end. make four similar turns over
both standing parts and the two knots will
slide together to form a secure “S™ knot.
(See diagram).
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HALF -S

The half - S is secure slip knot or hitch,
which can be used to fasten a rope to a ring or
pole.

The half - § is the same as the first part of the
S” knot shown earlier in this knotting secton.

1. Start with a bight around or throught the
securing object (ring or pole)

2. Bring the end of the ropc around to the standing part and make four overhand loops over both
ropes before passing the end down through the center of the knot.

. Pull the sanding part to tighten the knot. (See
diagram).

8-12 LOOP

This knot is used for tying a loop that will not
slip at the end or middle of a rope.

1. From a bight by doubling the end of the rope
back toward the standing part.

2. Take the bight and bend it around the end and
standing part. over it self and up through the loop
formed by the bight. (See diagram).

REEF KNOT

Begin with an over and under crossing Fig. A, and
then bring the ends back above in a second similar
crossing Fig B. The completed knot Fig C, is snugged up
by pulling on the ends. Note that it makes no difference
whether the first crossing is tifd ledt ro right over right
over lell, as long as the second crossing corresponds
to it correctly. A reef knot can be loosened casily by
taking an end and a standing part of one rope in each
hand and pushing the beghts apart. A square knot can
also e losened by pulling the ends and standing part of
one rope in opposite directions.

The reef knot is used in all first aid work or for joining two pieces of string or cord of equal
thicknees. It is not recommended for joining rope.

SLIPPERY KNOT

This knot is tied in the same manner as a reef knot but
before pulling it tight, slip one of the ends back through
the bight. By pulling on this end The knot can be untied
easily and quickly.
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SURGEON’S KNOT

Another variation of the reef and the only difference
is by having the left end taken around the right end twice
instead of once on the first crossing. The double first
crossing gives it enough friction to hold until the second
can be tied.

SHEET BEND

The sheet bend is the most important knot for
joining two rope ends and is especially useful when
the ropes are of unequal size. A permanent loop - tied,
seized or spliced - can be substituted for the right hand
portion of the knot.

A loop is first formed with the thicker Rope; the
thinner is then threaded through this loop, Fig. A.
passed right around the end and standing part of the
thickerrope B, tucked under as in C and tightened by
pulling on the standing part of the thin rope D.

You can see how the thin rope jams against the loop of the thick rope to prevent it from slipping.

DOUBLE SHEET BEND

IT'the ropes are of very different thicknesses or are wet there
is arisk. unless the tension is steady, that the knot may not hold
fast, so in this case we make another turn with the thin rope and
tuck it a second time between itself and the loop.

SLIPPERY SHEET BEND

To untie the sheet bend quickly or if you thing it might jam,
use aslippery sheet bend. This is made by Starting in the normal
way then, instead of tucking the end, make a small bight or loop
in the end of the thin rope and tuck that, Pull the end of the thin
rope and the knot is undone.

CLOVE HITCHNO.1

Make two similar loops, side by side in the
rope, Fig. A and B, slide them together so that
they look like C. slip over the end of the pole
and pull tightas in D,

This is a most useful knot and is the start
and [inish of some lashings and is widely used
in boat work, gadget making and pioncering
and lor making rope ladders. Passing around

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and object in one continuous direction, it puts almost no strain on the fibers.

There are many different ways of tying this knot, some useful, others merely interesting and
amusing. Try your hand at tying as many variations as possible.

CLOVE HITCH NO.2

Whenitis necessary to form aclove hitcharound a
spar, which is closed at both ends, or around apoleto __
hight to toss over, we use this method. Make a simple
turn around the bar, across the rope over and tuck it as
shown, Fig. D shows the completed knot.

SILPPERY CLOVE HITCH

This can be tied in either of the two methods shown previously, the G
only difference being that a bight is formed and passed back through the
last tuun. This allows the clove hitch to be quickly untied.

BOWLINE

A Very important knot, the bowline forms a loop that will not slip or
jam no matter how great the strain. In its many adaptations it is useful in
first aid and life saving. A through understanding of the several to every
Scout whether ashore or afloat. Stary by forming an overhand loop and a
standing part, spaced so as to make the resulting loop large enough for its
purpose. The free end is taken up through the loop, around the standing
part and back down through the loop.

BOWLINE ON A BIGHT

This knotis used as a chair knot. Form a good size bight and throw
anoverhand loop as shown in Fig. A. bringing the ends up through the
loop so formed. Open the end loop and bring it down and around the
entrire knotas shown in Fig. B, until it ends up against the standing part
as shown in Fig. C. Sct the knot securely before putting weight on it.

ROUND TURN AND TWO HALF HITCHES

This is a simple method of fastening a rope to a spar, ring or
another rope. It is especially usetul for towing purposes.

The round turn is shown in Fig. A and means that the rope

... makes two turns around the spar. You can see in Fig. B that the
7 second hall| the two hall hitches is like making a clove hitch
on the standing part of the rope with the free end. Pull tight at
this stage and it will then look something like B. Sometimes the
free end is fastened with a light whipping to the standing part
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for greater security.

An important point to remember is that the pull or tension on the rope in these hitches must be as
shown in the sketch that is at right angles, or nearly so to the spar. Ifthis isn’t done there is a risk that
the rope may slip along the spar.

SHEEPSHANK

This knot is used for shortening a long rope, which is g
fastened on both ends. As in the case of a tent guy line or *
blanket linc. After taking up the slack as shown in Fig. |
form an underhand loop as shown in B. slide it over the
bight B 1, and pull it taut. Do the same thing on the other
end to complete the knot. To lock the sheepshank to keep
the loops from sliding off add a second half hitch as in Fig.
3 at each end.

To render the sheepshank more secure the bight may be seized or toggled to the standing part.

TIMBER HITCH

This important hitch will hold firmly and can be tied and untied quickly. This hitch is used to draw
two spars together when starting a diagonal lashing. It is also a quick and easy method of fastening
arope to a spar for a short time, to haul it up or along. It will
hold only if a steady tension is kept on the rope; if spar is
to be hauled along pointing in one direction, it is better to
put a half hitch on the spar first in the direction you want
it to point. Fig. B shows this method of using. To tie take a
turn around the spar bending the rope back around itself
and twisting the end two or three times and pulling on the
standing part to tighten.

GUYLINE HITCH o

Asits name suggests this knotis used in securing tent guy lines or guys for \ :
ploneering projects and larger gadgets. It is started by casting two overhand
knots in the rope some distance apart, the running end is then passed around
the peg, carried upward, then down through the two overhand knots. The
knots are then pulled tight. The guy line is lengthened or shortened by
loosening the two knots and adjusting the running end.

ROLLING HITCH

This useful knot will not slip even on glass smooth surfaces. This
knot is really clove hitches with an extra turn in the direction of the
strain on the standing part. The diagrams explain how this hitch is
made.
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BUTTERFLY KNOT

This knot provides one that will not slip and which may be
tied without using the ends of the rope. It is used for providing ¢
a harness, for hauling heavy loads and for climbing. '

Pick up a bight of the rope in one hand and hold both parts in
the other fig. 1. Twist the bight once to cross the two parts Fig.
2. Twist again to produce hold A Fig. 3. Fold bight back over
loop passing tip down between the two parts C and up through
A Fig. 4. Now pull bight through and tighten knot.

FIREMAN’S CHAIR KNOT

This knot is used for rescue purposes. Be certain you can make it quickly and correctly. Throw
the two loop in the standing part of a long rope. Pull the overlapping portions ol each loop through
the other loop as indicated by the arrows in you and I will
get knot shown in 2.

Adjust the two loops at this stage in order to pass around
a body. One, the smaller will allow it to pass over the head
and shoulders and rest under the arms, with the knot near the
chest - the other long enough to go under the knees.

When the loops are correct, pull the knot tight and throw
a half hitch on each loop as in 3 as you did for the sheepshank, but make them snug up to the center
knot and tighten.

OVERHAND LOOP

To make a loop in the end of the rope use this knot. It can be tied quickly but if
a great deal of tension is placed on it, it tends to jam.

Simply take a bight in the end of the rope and make an overhand knot as shown
in the sketch, and pull tight.

FIGURE OF EIGHT KNOT

This is a good stopper knot, useful in tying parcels where the slip knot is necessary or a
rope forming a lariat loop. Note that when snugged, the end of the rope projects at a right
angle to the standing part. -

MIDDLEMAN’S KNOT

This is useful non - slipping knot. It
can be used for hauling heavy weight in
the manner of a harness in fact anywhere
that a quickly tied, non - jamming, non -
slipping knot is needed.
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Make an overhand knot and pass the end A through
in the direction of the arrow then make another
overhand knot around end B of the rope. When the
loop is strained the knots run together and remain fast.

CARRICK BEND

This knot is used with large ropes or harness as
in towing. It is never used unless both ends arc seized as in Fig. B onto their standing parts. A
single carrack bend is begun by forming a bight in the first rope
and weaving the other end of the rope around it is shown in the
illustration. After the seizing is finished put the strain on both ends.

The catrick bend may be tied flat for decorative purposes. If
the lower bight is extended the carrick bend may be plaited for a
MR further length or as long as desired.

This knot is so named because it enabled the highwaymen of old to tether his horse to a post with
onc end of the rope and when he vaulted into the saddle for a quick getaway he pulled the other end

CAT’S-PAW

This knot, which is really. a form of hitch is a more satisfactory way of
attaching a load to a hook than eighter of the black wall hitches. It will not slip
off and needs no constant strain to make it hold.

FormtwoloopsasinFig, A, Turn loops inward for one or two complete turns
and hang the eyes so formed over the hook or object of attachment as in Fi g, B.

MARLIN SPIKE HITCH
Thisknotcan be used as a quick method of getting a purchase in arope forpulling.

It is 0 named because a marlin spike, or small spar is run through a loop as
~ illustrated.

Make an overhand loop in the rope, form a bight in the standing part and push
up through the loop, put the marlin spike or spar through this as shown.

BLACKWALL HITCH

These quick hitches only hold when subjected to a constant strain or
when taken in the middle of a rope with both ends fast. A stopper in the
knot increases their security slightly. They are generally used to attach a
rope temporarily to a hook or similar object. The single
black wall is an ordinary half hitch and is not as secure
as the double. The difference between the two can be
seen by comparing the diagrams. One is simply a single
half hitch, the other is the doule.

DOUBLE BLACKWALL HITCH

DIAGONAL LASHING

This lashing is used to “ spring” two spars
together. The lashing is started with a timber hitch
around both spart. The timber hitch is tightened
S0 as to draw the two spars together. Three or four
turns are then taken around one fork, and three or
four turns around the other fork. Two frapping
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turns are taken about the lashing at the point where the spars cross,
and the lashing is finished off with a clove hitch around the most
convenient spar.

SQUARE LASHING

This lashing 1s used whenever spars cross at an angle,
touching each other where they cross. The lashing starts
with a clove hitch (or timber hitch) around the upright spar
immediately below the horizontal spar. The lashing is then
taken in front of and up over the horizontal bar. It then passed
behind the upright spar, down in front of the horizontal
spar and finally around behind the upright spar, just above
the original clove hitch. The process is repeated four times
keeping outside the previous turn on the horizontal and inside on thecupright. Then three or four
frapping turns are taken. The lashing is finished by a clove hitch on the horizontal spar;A.This clove
hitch must be snugged and slid near the lashing.

SHEER LASHING

This is used for lashing together pdrdllel
spars and for forming “ sheer legs™ which |
‘supporl bridges and the like.

Begin with a clove hitch around one of j
the spars. Take seven or eight turns about
both spars. These turns need not be very
tight but the frapping turns taken around them should be pulled very snug. Finish
with a clove hitch on the spar opposite to that on which the first clove hitch was laid.

TRI-POD LASHING

Tolash three sparstogether
lo form a tripod, lay the spars
on the ground pointing in
alternate directions. Begin
with a clove hitch or timber
hitch on one of the end spars.
Take seven or eight loose lashing turns around all three spars and loose frapping turns in the spaces
between. Finish with a clove hitch on the center spar and hoist the tripod.

SPLICING

Splices are used to mend a damaged rope or faslen one rope lo another. A good splice has up to
95% of the rope’s strength, while a knol’s efficiency varies from only 45 to 60% of the rope. The
long splice allows the rope to run through a block, and should be made only with two ropes of the
same size; however, the long splice is time consuming to make and uses a lot of rope. The short

e
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splice is the strongest way to join two ropes, can be made quickly, and involves little rope waste the
disadvantage is that it cannot pass through a block. The eye splice is used in the end of a rope for
mooring, or when a permanent loop is required. The back splice is used for pointing a rope and is

much superior to whipping,

THE SHORT SPLICE

THE LONE SPLICE

a) Unlay eachrope about 15 turns and place ropes together,
alternating strands of each end.

b) Using opposite pairs, unlay one strand (four) and fill
its place with its “ partner ” strand (two). Repeat operation
exactly with another pair of strands (one and six) in opposite
directions.

¢) Trim the longer strand (four) and tie each pair of
opposing strands (two ans four) with an overhand knot,
tucking each strand twice. The tuck goes over one strand,
under the second and out between the second and third.
Strands three and five are simply tied with an overhand knot.
Strands one and six are halved.

Strands three and five are simply tied with an overhand
kont. Strands are tied with an overhand before tucking.

d) Roll and pound tucks into the rope and clip the strand
ends.

a) Unlay the rope a few turns and alternate the strands.

b) Tie the strands down to prevent further unlaying.

¢) Tuck one strand (one) over an opposing strand and under the next strand.

d) The tuck of strand two
goes over the first strand five,
under the second, and out
between the second and third.

¢) Repeat operation with
the other two strands (one
and three) from same rope
end. Remove tie and repeat
operation on other rope end.

1) Make two more tucks
for each strand, roll tucks,
clip ends.
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EYE SPLICE
A. Unlay end.

B. Strand two is tucked over strand (¢), under (b) and out
between (a) and (b).

C. Strand one is tucked once over (b) and under (a).
D. Tuck strand three.

E. Tuck each strand, in turn, two more times. Clip ends.

BACK SPLCE

The ends are first laid over each other in a crown knot (see
figures 1-3) and protrude from the crown knot back along
the standing part of the rope. They are tucked as in the short splice with the same over and under
movement. Trim the ends and smooth the splice by rolling it on the floor with your foot.

Rope of any length should not be put into use without having had the ends properly prepared.
Whipping is one way to prevent fraying and unraveling. Back splicing is a more durable method.

The influence of Lord Baden Powell’s brainchild -scouting was felt at Kokuvil when
there was already a lot of kakhi to be seen all over. Uniforms and regimentation were the
order of the day in a war -stricken world in the early forties. Most civilians were in some civil
defense movement or other. Though the circumstances made scouting at Kokuvil emerge
in the rather confused context of war -time conditioning of civilian life, the scout master lost
no time in impressing on the new recruits in the troop, the rest of the school and the village
in general that the movement had some thing to do with the development of youth and was
totally unconnected with any military manouvre.

There was also a tendency among some at that time to regard the scout troop as a
specialized group intended to put out and occasional cultural pageant or render an item or
two in the term -end school - concerts. The scout master again made it plain that it was a
movement for character and discipline, aiming to make better men of the boys by developing
those quality of friend lines and honesty. A quarter century later today | reflect that most of
the men who were in the first troop of our school are good gentlemen.

The overall discipline, characterised by the love and affection that existed among staff
and students a like, at that time, was accentuated in the scout movement. The scout master
ungrudgingly gave his spare time at school, at camp, on hikes and might | at all time, to
scouting. The bond of affection that grew, | can vouch personally, still exists with unrelaxed
ardour. He cheered and was cheered in turn by the scouts, in his portly dignity.

| have always kept in touch with the movement at Kokuvil. | have been elated to see it
grow from strength to strength. | am proud to know that we have a large number of scouts
who have made the grade as Queen’s scouts.

Its youngsters with push and ability who
always show qualities of leadership and it is for the older generation to guide them correctly
and mould them in to future leaders. | shall therefore limit myself to how Scouting gives
opportunities to young men with the necessary qualities to rise up as leaders.

Leadership, as someone said, is much more an art than business. Like in other forms of
art, not all of us can be great but certainly almost all of us can attain a certain competence
if we take the trouble to learn and apply a number of basic principles. There are basically
for points which | feel are important to make a good leader. The first is the necessity to put
over to those, who -ever maybe under you, the worthwhile nature of the task in hand. Get
them to pull their weight and also make sure that they know the reason why the load is
there. Secondly, all leaders accept only the best. It's only the ordinary man who is prepared
to accept a reduction in stranded when conditions become difficult .Thirdly a leader has
confidence in himself and others too must have confidence in him. Such a situation should
be created by sure knowledge. And complete mastery ofthe problem. Lastly, aleader takes
interest, real interest, in his fellow beings and show them that he has their interest at heart.

There are many ways and means for young men and women to learn and exhibit the four
qualities mentioned above. It is movement like these -boy Scouts, girls guides etc., which
provide the necessary opportunities. These movements help the young minds to know and
understand what is meant by courage, loyalty, sense of duty, integrity, common -sense,
good judgment, physical and mental fitness, self -control, cheerfulness, knowledge, ability
and gallantry. These are all qualities that are taught to be acquired in movements like
these. There are also the qualities required of a good and able leader.

This world still needs more larders and better leaders to guide people correctly to their
destination . it is the lack of good leadership that makes this world of ours a place full of
suffering and sorrow. May the boy Scout and girl guide Troops at Kokuvil Hindu College
contribute towards world leadership by providing the required opportunities to young boys
and girls of Kokuvil.

It is a matter for very great satisfaction to us all, that Mr. Somasundaram has honoured
us with his presence. Mr.Somasundaram by his love of beauty and truth, by his devotion to
scouting, by his strength of character, by his affability, by his kindness and above all by the life
he has lived, has earned for himself a name and a fame, that has for long extended far beyond
the frontiers of scouting. His is ande intensely -lived life and the rich harvest of experience he
has, Is invariably garnered from many different fields. Anything he does bears the impress of
his versatility. We are very happy to have him here and we wish him a pleasant evening. We
also wish him, many more years of devoted service to scouting and to the country.

It will be presumptuous on our part to want to show anything new in Scouting to Mr.
Somasundaram, but yet we are not without hope that he will see in us something he has not
seen else where, something which finds an answering echo in his own heart.

To our guests of honor and to you , Ladies and Gentlemen we offer a very warm well come.

It is customary on an occasion of this nature to bring to mind the ideals and motives that fired
the imagination of Lord Baden Powell and to say something about scouting in general. Scouting
" has achieved among the youth of the world what the united Nation Organizations is trying to
bring about among the mass of mankind, a feeling of friendship and a sense of belonging one to
another. Lord Baden Powell's genius lay in the fact that though he spoke of the noblestaims, he
spoke of them in a manner that could kindle the interest of the youth, hold his passions in check
and make of him a useful and accomplished citizen. Scouting speaks of strength as opposed
to weakness, of unity as against dissension. It knows no caste, no creed, no race, no religion.
It recognizes only one entity, that of humanity. Better scouting means better citizens which in
turn promises a better world.

Now it falls to me to tell you of our coming under the spell of this movement some 25 years
ago and of the progress we have made since then.

Thought its beginnings can be traced to 1941, scouting began to take roots at Kokuvil
Hindu College only in 1943. It seems as though it had been lying in wait for the arrival of Mr.
\/.Sivasubramaniyam for it to come to life. Itis not possible to talk of the progress of scouting at
Kokuvil Hindu without referring to the great qualities of Mr.Sivasubramaniyam. He came to us
in 1943, with his vast experience of scouting behind him, gladly gave of his best to it for nearly
a quarter of a century and won for it a place in the hearts of all interested in scouting. Today
he sits back with the satisfaction of having brought it up from its infancy to its adulthood. The
adult in turn is grateful to him. It goes about the world with an air of confidence and occasionally
brings home certificates and trophies. Its cares and burdens have become so many that and
advisory council consisting of parents of scout and members of the tutorial staff has been
functioning for some time now, assisting and advising it. All these, we are sure, will bring to
Mr.Sivasubramaniyam a feeling of joy and a sense of fulfillment. In fact our joy knew no bounds
when, last year, he was decorated for long service in scouting.

If our scouts have brought fame to the troop and to the college, it was not by brandishing
the sword or by pushing their way in the crowd. They brought honor by living up to the ideals of
scouting. When the poor hath cried, they have wept. With gunny bags on their backs, they have
gone round the village collecting food grains for distribution amaong the victims of cyclone in 1960.
When the Anti-T.B.Campain authorities sent them ande appeal asking for funds, they collected
and remitted the second largest amount in the island. VWWhenever the college authorities found
themselves in a tight corner to complete a building project, the scouts have thrown a few items
on the stage and with the proceeds helped them to tide over their difficulties.

The harder aspects of life, however, did not affect their natural capacities for fun and frolic.
Many a time have they gone on All Ceylon tours and enjoyed themselves thoroughly. Atthe annual
Rally in the old park not only did they amuse themselves but have also held their own with others
and won prizes. The yogasana item at the finals of the scoutorama in conection with the golden
jubilee calibration in Colombo made all sit up and wonder at our performance. ltwas highly praised
by many worthies on that occasion. ’

In fact we acquitted ourselves so well everywhere we went, that we were selected to forma part
of the Ceylon contingent at the Third All -India scout and guides jamboree in Bangalore in 1961.

This movement has, as | have told you, been in existence here for the last twenty five years.
Many have labored much for the progress of this movement. The fruits of their labours have
begun to roll in. last year our performance all -round was of a high stranded. Twenty one of our
scouts were raised to the rank of Queen’s Scouts. VWe won not only the much coveted All island
Queen’s scouts flag. But also ereated a new record. Never before in the history of scouting in
Ceylon have so money been raised to sode high a rank! And to boot, we also got the island wide
community service project shield.

Itis only appropriate that on this, our first field day, we should express our gratitude to all those
whose devotion and sacrifice have gone to make of this movement. The strong one that it is
today. We are match indebted to all our past principals. Our present principal, whose history at
Kokuvil Hindu college antedates that of scouting here, has always been a source of strength and
inspiration to this movementwith a kind word for everybody, he has helped to maintain the morale
ofthe movement high. To himand to Mr.V.Sivasubramniyam, we cannot adequately express our
thanks Mr.R.E.Rajanayakam came to us from outside as a messenger of good willand has helped
reach unprecedented heights. We thank him very sincerely. To the school community and to the
public of Jaffna whose encouragement has stirred us to better performances, we say, ‘Thank you'.

It is said that one must keep running to remain the same place. We at Kokuvil must be up and
doing if we are to maintain our present high standards of performance. We assure you we will
not relax. We will work on relentlessly in pursuits of the highest ideals of scouting. We have faith
in ourselves and with your encouragement we shall strive to excel our own performances in the
years to come, :

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THE GUIEDS’ REPORT

My first and pleasant duty this evening is to say how delighted we are to see you all here
today. We join the scouts in welcoming him and in wishing him a very pleasant evening. We
are particularly grateful to Mr. k somasuntharam for his presence here as our chief guest,

This being our first Field Day , it becomes necessary for me to bring within the compass
ofthis report , an account of the activities of our guide company covering the entire period
of its existence.

The (World) Girls Guides Movement was org anized only , eleven years after the (World)
Boy scouts movement was set in motion . This piece of history repeated itself here . At
Kokuvil Hindu College too, the girls guides company came into being exactly after the boy
scouts troop was formed.

In 1941, when the scout troop was organised, the coliege was young and it was
preponderantly a boys’ school. There were only a few girl students and a fewer lady teachers.
Moreover, the social context in which the college functioned failed to provide the necessary
stimulus for starting ‘guiding’ in the college ltis not surprising therefore that guiding arrived
somewhat late at Kokuvil Hindu College.

However, in 1952 the guide company of the College saw the light of day. The records
here show that one Mrs.R.Rajanayagam was present at its birth and that she labored hard
to have its birth registered . In consequence we came to be known as the 33rd company
in the Jaffna District.

Mrs. Rajanayagam Was not only present at its birth but also has remained with us,
tending its growth all these years. We are much obliged to her for all that she has done
for the company.

Like the good housewife who shuns limelight and attends to her regular round of
duties to enhance the prestigeof her family, our company, whithout seeking the the fanfare
of publicity, has attended the annual rallys regularly. By the toughfights it gave to the
competitors, it helped to raise the standards of guiding in Jaffna. Though we never sought
fame, it has come our way many a time . We remember with particular pride our performance
at jaffna college on the occasion of the visit of Lady Baden Powell to jaffna.

Inspite of the all what | have said thus far, our first decade of existence was somewhat
uneventful. Butin 1961, we did being to find our feet and sincethen have grown in numbers,
vitality and usefulness. We have begun to catch the eye of the school community and that
of the publice of Jaffna.
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Forthe first two years the company was under the tender careof Miss G. Gnanasundaram,
who was the guider, and Miss M. Tampoe who functioned as the lieutenant. For the next
seven years it was under the leadership of Miss N. Vijyaratnam, the guider, and Mrs. S.
Ehamparam, the lieutenant. These two at the close of their period ushered in a period of
rapid growth.

Our present guiders desiring that their flock should “drink of a running stream” have
themselves attended guide camps and are passing on the benefits of their experience to
their charges.

The present strength of the company is 55 . Twenty of them are in the 2nd class. A
number of them have started doing Badge Work, and 15 Guides have alreadyqualified for
the Cook,s Badge, while some other are preparing for the entertainer's Badge.

We look to the future with optimism. We look to you all for guidance and assistance. We
will not fail you and we are sure that you also will not fail us.
