This is the fraud that had been
perpetrated on the student body of this country for very
many years by the leaders. 1 thought the days of
‘bashawa’ tunes were over, but even today these voices
are being raised. Whom are we cheating ?

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What happened after 1956 upto now ? The student
body, especially the under-graduates know that there
has been a fraud perpetrated on them. What did the
monied class and the leadership of the ‘bashawa’ thrust
do ? They saw to it that their children were educated in
English. They sent their children abroad. The poor
gulped it at that time. But please remember that you
cannot get them to gulp it now. They know that they
have been cheated. I know of an incident where a
Sinhala educated lecturer was sent for his higher
studies to England. He committed suicide ! This is the

“state to which that you have brought down higher

education in this country !

We now have in the International Civil Service and
various other organizations our men who can be
compared with the best in the world. What are we going
to do in the future ? I am very happy and am personally
indebted to His Excellency the President, who is the
Minister in charge of Higher Education, for
resurrecting and trying to bring back English, so that
not only the children of the Raddala
class—(Interruption).

You thought that
English was for the leadership that clamoured for
‘Sinhala only’. Did you not get you children educated in
English ?

It is now a very uphill task to insist on English
because we threw the bath water and the baby !

About the award of scholarships by various foreign
Governments, I would urge upon the Ministry of
Higher Education to limit these to the poorer classes. If
you study the way the students have got these places
before 1977 and after our period, I find that most of
them who have got these scholarships are from the best
of schools. As some Member stated, students who knew
swimming, cricket and so on are given additional marks.
It should not be so. After all, His Excellency the
President of our Government is in charge of Higher
Education. Sir, you say that I have only two more
minutes but I would like to have a few more minutes.

I would like to speak on this Private Medical College
and the reasons why we should have it here. Those who
have money will get into a private medical college. In an
open society there are many who have made money. Let
them pay for the education of their children. Let the
State owned institutions be kept only for the
underprivileged for the people who do not have the
money. What is wrong in it ? What is wrong in it, I ask
you ?

Today, do you know that as a result our people
working abroad as housemaids, doctors and engineers,
we are earning nearly Rs. 7000 million as foreign
exchange which is second to tea, Why should we not
train more and more of our students ? Our people are
very intelligent. The foreigners who come here tell us
that Sri Lankans are the best. So why do we not create
more doctors and engineers ? Let them go abroad, earn
and bring the money. what is wrong in it ? Sir, [ am
sorry, my time is limited. I thought of speaking on
various topics.

Regarding the admission to universities, Sir, I
understand that the number from the under-privileged
districts has been reduced from 13 to 5. Sir, the Eastern
Provice is a very backward area. I understand that
Trincomalee and Batticaloa have been taken out of
these under-privileged areas. Except for Batticaloa
town and may be in Trincomalee town where there are
one or two schools, the rest of the area is backward.
Mutur electorate is very backward. Some say that
Batticaloa is also the same. Therefore, I appeal to the

SR e®inD
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authorities to reconsider the matter and ensure that all
three districts, Ampara, Batticaloa and Trincomalee in
the Eastern Province, are included as under-privileged
districts. Earlier the quota for the under-privileged
districts was 15. 1 understand that that has been
reduced to five per cent. I kindly appeal to you to
reconsider this and at least have it for some more years.
This should not be a permanent feature. I understand
that one day we also must stand and compete with the
others, but we do not have the necessary facilities.

Till such time at least phase ensure that at least this 15
per cent is kept. These vacancies in the under-privileged
districts earlier were re-distributed within that
under-privileged district. Now I understand that is also
being taken off and these vacancies will be given right
round all over the Island. I would like you to reconsider
that also and cotinue with the earlier practice for some
more time, If there are vacancies that have not been
filled in the under-privileged class, please redistribute
them within those under-privileged districts, so that the
children of the rural areas will be benefited. We are
only asking it as a temporary measure till such time we
equip our schools and we can also stand on our own and
our children also can compete with students from either
the North or from the Colombo city.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, I was on my feet when we
adjourned for lunch. I will not take much time. [ want
to finish up. There are just one or two points that I have
to make.

I want to say a word regarding the scientific
community in our Island as this Ministry comes under
His Excellency the President. Today, Sir, the scientists
are a very poorly paid lot when compared to what an
accountant gets in a private firm. I believe an
accountant is paid almost Rs. 15,000 per month
whereas a scientist get a comparatively poor salary.
This must be rectified. Othersise we cannot hope to hold
on to these people. We cannot expect them to do
research work for us. So I would earnestly urge the
Government to give due consideration to this.
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I want to make one more point before I finish. I want
to thank this Ministry and its officials for updating
ayurvedic education in our country. This Government
has taken very meaningful steps to update ayurvedic
education. The degree that is going to be given to
ayurvedic students is going to be almost equivalent to
the MBBS degree. It is high time that we put our
ayurvedic system on par with the western system. There
are counries like China which have done a great deal
towards updating their indigenous medicine and
thereby helping to treat the rural masses. In our country
the rural masses still have faith in the ayurvedic system
of medicine, and I am happy to note that ayurvedic
education has been updated and the students who are
going to pass out are going to be given degrees
equivalent to the MBBS degree.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, we have to congratulate
the Ministry of Education of this country specially for
promoting science and technology in our schools in the
countryside. I think this Ministry has officials of very
high calibre. 1 am happy that a lot of work in the
countryside is done to promote science and technology.
In fact, I understand, Sir, that Sri Lanka ranks number
one in computer and electronics in schools amongest the
Third World countries. The youth and students are

greatly interested in this line of education, and this has

to be fully extended to cover all schools in the rural
areas. This will enable technology and modernization to
be worked at village level through students,

In fact last month we had a science exhibition
organized in the Bandaranaike Maha Vidyalaya in the
Gampaha Electorate. This is the first time that an
exhibition of this nature was organized in the Gampaha
District. A science society was formed in this college
just one year ago. A new principal has come there. The
director is also a man of high calibre. This exhibition
was held on the 15th, 16th and 17th of November in
this college, and thousands of studes from the Gampaha
Electorate and Gampaha District visited it.

If you have this type of education extended all over
the countryside, the students, the younger generation,
will show how a new and modern Lanka can and should
be evolved where modernization will be necessary in all
fields of development. In fact, these courses can be
further extended to rural areas through science
societies, which will enable young farmers and the
working class to obtain scientific knowledge in the fields
in which they are interested.

Sir, in this respect I would suggest that agricultural
universities be established all over the countryside,
perhaps one in each district, like what we have in China.

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Last month I happened to be in China. They have a
large number of agricultural colleges and universities
there. We can in fact start an agricultural university in
the Mahaweli. We can straightaway have about 25,000
students in that university. In the Mahaweli area you
have thick jungle at the moment and settlements are
being just started. So about 25,000 students can be
straightway absorbed into that university where natural
surroundings are available. The students there will be
able to do a lot of research in development work starting
almost from scratch with forest land. I fell that you can
start such a university in the Mahaweli area with about
25,000 students. Thereafter you car extend it to places
like Polonnaruwa, Anuradhapura, Moneragala,
Amparai and so on.

In this connection 1 would also like to suggest
universities for fisheries in the fishing areas. One or two
such universities can be started for the children of
fishermen because, as we all know, the fishing industry
is a very important industry in our country. With the
sea right round our country, research in the sea can be
of great benefit to mankind. I do not think we are
making the best use of our sea resources.

Those are the two or three matters that I was anxious
to submit to the Hon. Minister and the Ministry. In
conclusion, I wish to thank the Ministry for removing
the police post from the Peradeniya University because
police posts should not be placed in universities. The
universities must be manned by the heads of the
universities, the heads of the colleges and the principals
of those colleges together with the assistance of the
prefects. You can have a number of prefects in the
colleges and universites, and they must look after
discipline among the students along with the lecturers
and the heads of those universities. No police should
interfere with discipline in the universities. I am happy
that the Hon. Minister and the department have
removed the police post from the Peradeniya
University.

Minister that very soon there will be a massive threat
from those countries. The threat will come because they
have no quota, the threat will come because their labour
is cheap and the threat will come also because we have
an FTZ here which does not calculate under the CMC
system but calculates under what they call a CMP
system. In other words, they do not trim but only pack
in the FTZ. Please watch out. You may not agree with
me, Sir. This is where the Hon. Minister does not agree.
But I say now that within the FTZ there are certain
factories that are working on the CMC system and not
on the CMP system.

Sir, T would like to bring to the notice of the Hon.
Minister another matter which may be useful to him.
With regard to the importation of yarn, 1 find that the
quality of the yarn that is being imported is rather

Both cotton and synthetic. He may not agree with
me, Sir, but if he only cares to go to the
Pettah—(Interruption). This is what you think. Every
import does not carry your licence. There is an Import
Control Department which does not come under you.
Just check to find out whether there is any imported
yarn. You may say “no”. I know you are not going to
agree with me, but please check on that.

The drying and processing sector in our country is
good. It is modern. But I must say that we are finding it
rather difficult to find the technical know-how yet. The
technical know-how of the drying and processing sector
has to to be developed so that it can be imparted to
those who are in the trade.

Therefore, I would like to bring to the notice of the
Hon. Minister that there are certain matters on which
he can take steps in order to improve the quality of
textiles.

Sir, now we must not only go for the garment
manufacture. We must also go in a big way for textile
manufacture, not only in the mill sector but also in the
handloom and powerloom sectors. Very useful fabrics
from handloom can be porduced here. Once we produce
this fabric we should aim to be the feeder to the FTZ
organization. If our fabric is good and better than what
we get from outside, then we can be a hundred percent
sure that we have taken the next inevitable step of
making the fabrics here to make our garments. There
are fabrics of a very high quality made in Sri Lanka
with handlooms. But this handloom industry must be
given all the impetus that is necessary. The time has
come to produce our own fabrics and our own yarn. We
have to produce fabrics from powerlooms and
handlooms as well as other fabrics which can be made.

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You will have to find out whether the purposes for
which the joint ventures were inaugurated or started
have been achieved by the foreign collaborator. This is
very important because we noticed that in most of these
agreements that have been reached, the foreign
collaborator has quietly slipped out. I do not blame
them. The main reason is that we do not have a very
strong agreement with them. When an agreement is
negotiated, you must see to it that we have the
controlling power as much as possible. I know it is a
very difficult task for you to have your own way with
some of these foreign collaborators. But what I cannot
understand is that when they come here and enter into a
collaboration agreement they do not stick to what has
been decided upon. Did you decide to pay Rs. 76,000
per month to these people ; Rs. 46,000 to another and
Rs. 40,000 to a third ? I gm made to understand that
there are three people who are resident in Veyangoda
who have been paid over Rs. 25,000 a month.
Therefore, Sir, I think these agreements must be subject
to a very careful scrutiny, and not only a scrutiny but
every forcign collaboration must get the covering
sanction of the Parliament. It must go through the
Foreign Ministry. It must go through the other
Ministers who are involved. It must go through the
Finance Ministry. Do not do it alone. The last time
when they entered into the Air Lanka/SIA Agreement,
we saw what happened. Similar situations can arise
here. Therefore, Sir, in future [ hope the Hon. Minister
will take care, specially when it comes to the case of a

Mr. Chairman I am happy that you have given me
five minutes to speak on this very important Ministry.

Sir, the textile industry is undergoing a number of
changes after the new Minister had taken it over. I only
want to mention one aspect of the textile industry, that
is the handloom sector. I think the hon. Member for
Akmeemana said that the handloom sector was a very
thriving and prosperous industry prior to 1977. That
was due to a number of factors and the policy the then
government ‘adopted with regard to the handloom
industry. But after 1977 because of the liberalization
policy, naturally, the import and export sector of the
textile industry also had to fall in line with the overall
policy of the Government. As a result of that the
handloom industry has suffered most during the last
four or five years. Mr. Chairman, this industry was
thriving in certain parts of Sri Lanka, particularly in
the Balapitiya area and in the Eastern Province villages
like Kattankudy and Maruthamunai in my electorate
you get traditional handloom weavers who had
inherited this craft, I should say, and carried on this
trade for a number of years. They were playing a very
important role in the promotion of handloom textiles.
But in 1978, because of the cyclone, handloom weavers
were very badly affected and more than 10,000 looms
were damaged. The Hon. Minister was kind enough to
pay more than one visit with his officials I believe to the
Eastern region and he had been very sympathetic
towards the cause of the handloom weavers and he
promised to take some meaningful steps to revive this
sector. 1 do not know whether during his administration
the handloom industry has improved in quality and
quantity. Therefore, we would like to hear from the
Hon. Minister.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, I was making certain
submissions to the Hon. Minister with regard to the
handloom sector of the textile industry. As the hon,
Member for Kotmale mentioned, the handloom
industry is perhaps the oldest domestic industry we have
in this country. Every government had been doing its
best to promote this sector because it is a illage based
and labour intensive industry in our country, Sir, it is
said that about one lakh of people who are engaged in
the handloom sector for a number of reasons, have lost
all enthusiasm in this industry.

Time and again we hear and read in the newspapers
that our government is not doing enough to promote
and revitalize this sector of the textile industry.
However it is true that the Textile Ministry has done
magnificent work during the last seven years. They have
put to right many a public sector corporation and textile
mills which had not been showing profits and had been
mismanaged, etc. We are very happy to read and hear
that they have done very well particularly in exports
during the last four or five years. But we are very much
concerned that the Ministry should do little more to
revive this handloom sector because by promoting the
handloom sector our local population will be directly
benefited. In the past Government was in the habit of
subsidizing the import of yarn and providing ready
markets for their produce. That is how this industry was
kept popular among the villagers during the time of the
past Government. We understand and know the
difficulty of revising the policy to help this industry,
but we can take meaningful steps to maintain the
standard and quality of the handloom product while at
the same time seeing that the production level is also
maintained in our villages. One factor which would go a
long way in helping the handloom sector, Sir, is curbiug
the smuggling of foreign textiles into our country. 1
think it is a very very difficult task and I do not know
how the Ministry of Textiles can effectively prevent
smuggling. Now, Sir, all of us know that the import of
foreign textiles is banned in our country. But as we all
know because of foreign textiles being smuggled or
coming in large quantities into our country it directly
affects the locally produced handloom textiles as their
produce is not marketable as they are unable to compete
with foreign textiles. This is one aspect of the matter
which the Ministry of Textiles must look into, because
the general complaint is that the local producer, the
handloom weaver, is unable to produce the qualitative
textiles which can compete with foreign textiles.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, we have been told that our
handloom woven textiles, have a very big market in the
foreign countries and a ready market. We are told by
establishments like Salu Sala that they are willing to
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purchase certain quality textiles from handloom
weavers with a view to exporting them to countries like
Norway and other places. But, Sir, if I may say so the
Textile Ministry must play a dynamic role in getting
this message across to some of our weavers at the village
level. T am of the view that there should be
co-ordination between the textile promotion and
production sectors in our country. Now, our villagers, as
wwe all know, are very very conservative. They do not
desire to change over the type of their looms and the
manner of their production and so on, overnight. It is
through persuasion, particularly from the textile sector,
that we can make our weavers to contribute to our
export earnings. We have the best of weavers and they
are capable of turning out the quality textile for export
markets, but it is a question of educating them to
change their looms and the manner of their production,
I am certain, Mr. Deputy Chairman,-that the Textile
Ministry can play a very very important role towards
this goal. I am happy the Hon. Minister had made a
statement in this House a few weeks ago regarding his
programme to revive and, particularly, help the
handloom sector. I am very, very hopeful that he would
pursue that policy and see that we do not allow the
handloom sector to die a natural death in our country.

I thank the officials of the Ministry of Textile
Industries because I understand that they are now even
taking steps to site the export oriented industries in
rural areas. I understand that recently they have
approved a garment manufacturing unit to be
established in a far away place like the Pottuvil
electorate. It is a very, very encouraging sign. Those
garments could be manufactured and brought to
Colombo. I think they should stand a competitive price.
That would provide employment to many unemployed
girls in our area. The most acute problem that we are
going to face and we are facing now is the rural
unemployment particularly of educated girls who
cannot move from far away places like — (Interruption).
What is that ?

I only hope that as much as the Hon. Minister
the officials will co-operate with him and see that the
handloom industry is revived and once again given a
place under the sun. Thank you.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the textile industry is a
very important industry in the developmental process of
a country. All countries which are called developing
countries have at one time or another started with
developing textiles. India is a very good example, and
even countries like Mexico and Brazil started with
textile manufacture. That was the beginning of the
industrial process in those countries. In our country,
too, from the very early beginning of the nationalist
movement here, just as in India, there was attention
paid to the making of cloth, the weaving of cloth, In fact
I remember rightly that Anagarika Dharmapala sent
persons to Japan to learn the textile industry and to
come here and produce textiles. So we can see
historically how important it is for us to develop this
industry. Now, I am quite prepared to accept that today
there is a great difference because the textile industry is
a very sophisticated industry, and I am quite prepared
to admit that we did not have the sophistication that
this industry requires. Therefore on principle I am not
against any technical advice and any technical
knowledge being obtained from abroad for the
development of the textile industry.

This Government has taken the course of handing
over the complete management of the textile mills to
foreign firms, who were of course well known in their
fields, like Bombay Dyeing, Tootals, etc. I wonder
whether the Hon. Minister can table some of those
agreements which he has entered into with these
companies, particularly in view of the fact that despite
the companies coming in they have all shown a loss
during the past period. I quoted in my Budget speech
from the Report of the Central Bank that all the mills
have been making a loss. What is the reason for this ?
Certainly I am prepared to admit that we are producing
excellent cloth. There is no doubt about it. One of the
reasons, I think, is your open economy.

The “Aththa” paper has attacked me the other day
for saying that I advocated an open economy, which I
never did. All I said was that we cannot go back to a
closed economy. But the openness of the economy
depends on so many other factors.

I think the Hon. Minister of Textile Industry will
support me when I say that certain industries must be
protected. Even in the United States of America,
despite all the talk of technological development and so
on, they are going to protect their clothing or garment
industry, particularly in New York and the surrounding
States and on the west coast. If the Americans can
protect their textile industry and their garment
industry, why can we not do that ? Obviously, the kind
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of policy followed by this Government of an open
economy has to be now modified, and I think you are
taking the first steps in that process.

Secondly, with your Free Trade Zone you are getting
textiles into this country in containers. Nobody knows
how much is coming in and how much is going out. In
fact, the biggest amount of textiles on the pavement
todaysare textiles coming in through this illicit means
and thereby depriving you of a proper market.

The Hon. Minister therefore must prepare a
policy-statement on this matter and tell this country
how he is going to protect these industries. These are
most sophisticated industries.

You take the other industries, for instance the
handloom industry. I am very sorry to say that the
handloom industry in this country was decimated by
this Government, and it is in a very sorry situation.

In my constituency there are about thirty odd
handloom centres. How many are working ? Two.
I want the Hon. Minister to go into this matter fully.
I find that the ownership of many of these handloom
textile centres is not in the Government’s hands. You
must remedy that situation. You must take them over or
do something because I find that a number of these
centres are still under private ownership.

Some of them have been there for nearly 25 to 30
years. I know the case of a textile weaving centre in the
village of Ovitigala in my constituency where the
owners are very rich people. They want the land back
now because it is valuable property. So one night some
people came and broke the building down and said,
“There is no textile centre now. We want the land
back.” So that is a matter the Hon. Minister will have
to attend to.

I am really interested in developing the handloom
centres in my area. With that idea in mind I allocated
some funds for the repair of the buildings and the
machinery. I have to go to the Ministry of Plan
Implementation and get their permission for these
monies to be allocated because some of these buildings
do not belong to the Government. I have done that.
Next year I want to start these centres.

SR BD
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Then there is another problem, the old®recurrent
problem of handloom centres. That is, they are unablc
to produce goods for a market which is secure. I quite
agree that the old system of producing an innumerable
amount of sarongs and various things is not sufficient.
Certainly you can provide the hospitals with some bed
sheets and linen ; you can produce a certain amount of
bed spreads. But if you are really going to make the
handloom industry a profitable one and a secure one
you must try to get into the foreign market, because
there is a definite demand for handloom textiles
particularly in the Scandinavian countries and
America. You must set up some machinery for this
purpose. Otherwise you will not be able to procure the
market and give a secure market to the handloom
textile industry.

Then, Sir, a gentleman called Kumar has come from
India to develop our handloom industry. I went with
him to some of my handloom centres and he showed
that our people are still not able to produce a good
sarong. The hon. Deputy Minister, I think, went to
South India. In Karnataka you can see handloom
manufactured sarongs as good as the machine product.
We are not doing that here because there are cetain
processes which we still do not understand. We must
learn those ings. Then we will be able to produce very
good sarongs for sale in this country.

Then the Director of Textile in his report says :

“For example, we found that while raw material costs and wage
rates were virtually the same in both countries, the Indian
manufacturers were receiving considerable taxation and financial
reliefs from their Government. For two weeks of each year, the All
India Co-opertive Textile Society were permitted to sell handloom
products 20% below purchase price, and the Indian Government meet
the Society’s loss in the form of a subsidy. Interest rates from banks,
to Indian handloom manufacturers are around 8% as compared to
24% in Sri Lanka.

So you see, once again, the general economic
situation has an effect because our interest rates are
high and therefore we are in serious trouble. So we have
to overcome this. You must have a policy whereby you
are able to start these handloom centres and to produce
a certain amount of goods for the local market and the
balance for the foreign market.

In fact, as the hon. Deputy Minister would have
known after his visit to India, India has a considerable
market in the United States for handloom goods.

Now, the other area in which we can advance is the
making of handloom goods out of raw silk. Already the
Silk and Allied Products Authority is producing the raw
materials. An Indian expert told me that it is far better
to produce the silk woven material, because the costs
are much better. But wages are not better, and as such I
find that a lot of young girls are not prepared to go and
work on these handlooms for the wages that they get.
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Some of them get about Rs. 250 or Rs. 200. What is
that today ? I am trying to set up eight silk units after
discussing the matter with the Director of Textiles in
my area. At Pelawatte, which is close by, we are
producing raw materials for silk. We will be able to
produce the cloth which we can sell and also, at the
same time, give the girls who are working in these
places an income of Rs. 500 to Rs. 600 a month which is
very good, because they are working from their homes.
I wishathe Hon. Minister will really spend some time on
this matter and put to right the handloom industry as
far as the sale of handloom fabrics is concerned.

I would also like to know from the Hon. Minister
what the position is about the service centres and
Janasalu centres which they have started and how much
of goods they have been able to produce per month and
how much has been sold abroad. Now there are 62
textile service centres and 72 Janasalu centres. ‘The
total number of weavers who have been provided with
employment at the end of 1982 was supposed to be
10,016. 1 would like to know from the Hon. Minister
what the position is today.

Then, Sir, the other thing is the type of looms. I think
the loom which is 96 inches wide is much better,
because it can produce cloth, bed-spreads and even
heavy curtaining for which there is a market in Europe.
I would like the Hon. Minister to let us know what the
position is (/nterruption). You are doing that, but that
is not enough.
