However, every breach of convention does not necessarily
amount to proved misbehaviour. The standard of proof required is
very high. In all the circumstances of this case, while this Committee
cannot but condemn this speech, we cannot come to the conclusion
that the Hon. Chief Justice is guilty of proved misbehavionr.

I will be very brief in regard to the remarks that I
propose to make and confine myself really to one
particular aspect of this Ministry’s work and one
Corporation that comes under this Ministry. I refer, Sir,
to the Insurance Corporation. Now, of course, there are
two Insurance Corporation and I believe the setting up
of the second corporation is a prelude to the
privatization of insurance in this country. I am one of
those people, Sir, who stand against the privatization of
nationalized ventures, but when you see the work of the
Insurance Corporation, one really begins to have serious
double about whether the nationalized sector can work
in such an area as insurance. What has happened, Sir, is
really when the Insurance Corporation enjoyed a
monopoly of Insurance in this country, before the
setting up of the other corporation, they had a total
monopoly of insurance in this country, life, personal
accidents, other schemes of insurance including motor
insurance were entirely the monopoly of the insurance
Corporation. Even today, if they are not the monopoly

Sir, with regard to the Insurance Corporation of
Ceylon I want to make a serious complaint about the
way they handle claims. They are not here in the
capacity of a purely business profit making place. They
are a corporation belonging to the people of this country
and they must handle claims with some humane
approach. I have had occasion to raise a Question here,
which was answered on behalf of the Hon. Minister by
the Hom. Minister of Parliamentary Affairs about a
person by the name of Angamma of Ratnapura who
made a claim in regard to an accident arising from a car
which was insured with the Corporation. When that
man made his claim the Corporation totally ignored the
claim ! Then he filed action against the person who met
with the accident and made the Corporation a party. Ex
Parte judgmeént was entered because for some reason or
the other the Corporation lawyers did not come on the
trial date. The Corporation did not appeal. They did not
do anything. The judgment was in force. They
dilly-dallied about the payment. Ultimately, 1 do not
know at what stage it is now but writ of execution had
been taken out against them” This is a Corporation.
They had only to pay. That man is seriously injured and
crippled below the waist. He is waiting for this money to
go for an operation to the UK. That man has
approached you on a personal level and on a legal level
but has had no response what so ever from the
Corporation. So, there are a number of people like this
and a number of claims which have been totally
ignored. I want to ask the Hon. Minister to tell the
Corporation that they must deal with claims in a more
humble manner. That is one case,

But there are several cases of people
who have made claims to the Corporation which are not
dealt with either expeditiously or humanely. I am not
asking you to tell the Corporation to pay evey claim
that is made. Naturally you cannot do that. You cannot
then exist as a business and certainly not to pay
frivolously but there are genuine cases and the fact of
the matter is that those claims are not properly met. 1
think it is a matter of policy. It is not a question of
personnel working in any department but it is a question
of formulating adequate policy. Therefore you should
take some steps about this matter,

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Another mater I would like to ask the Hon. Minister
is actually whether he is thinking of privatizing
insurance because there had been various stories. There
was a newspaper story about three months ago saying
that insurance was to be privatized. There were foreign
companies here it was after a great deal of agitation
that insurance was nationalized. Of course, there are
weaknesses as I myself has had occasion to mention just
now, but that does not mean that this whole field of
insurance, which is a very lucrative business, should be
thrown open to private people. I know there are people
who are doing agency business waiting till this is
privatized to step back into insurance business and
particularly there are foreign companies which will
completely out manoeuvre any local company or any
local corporation if they are allowed to do insurance
business in Sri Lanka. therefore, I would ask the Hon.
Minister, on the one hand to get the Insurance
Corporation and the National Insurance Corporation to
remodel their policy in regard to claims and secondly to
Jealously guard the nationalized insurance ventures.

I would like to make a contribution in relation to this
Ministry because the period under review includes a

part in which I was also directly responsible.

Sir, I must first congratulathe Hon. Minister and
Deputy Minister for the very acceptable way in which
they are handling the rather diverse and tricky
problems necessarily involved in the functions of the
subjects of this Ministry,

The matter raised by the hon. Member for Kalawana
is an individual case which must necessarily be looked
into. While there have been such complaints and while
there may be some validity in some of those cases it
must not be forgotten that perhaps in the history of
insurance no two institutions have faced such
difficulties as those which arose after the incidents of
July 1983. I do not think any institution had so many
claims.

I believe that by and large the corporations have
acquitted themselves well and met the claims of the
public. If we had at that time private insurance
companies without sufficient financial backing we
would have had a series of defaults in the payment of
insurance after the incidents of July 1983, So, whatever
framework we work out in insurance, I think we need to
have strong financial institutions, and 1 persconally
believe that they must all be totally committed to this

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Sir, the matters I want to arise out of an observation I
found coming out from some report relating to the
purchase of ships by the Ceylon Shipping Corporation.
[ think I know more about those facts than many people
do. The Ceylon Shipping Corporation’s purchase of
ships was done in accordance with the procedures laid
down by the Government. The original proposal from
the Ministry of Trade and Shipping, which I endorsed,
was to purchase second hand-ships. When it went up to
Cabinet many strong views were expressed that the time
was appropriate to purchase new ships. That view was
expressed because the prices of ships in the world
market at that time were very, very low indeed, and it
was felt that the advantage of the low prices must be
taken by Sri Lanka. Up to that time Sri Lanka had not
purchased new ships. We had only purchased old ships.
That view prevailed, and new ships were purchased in
accordance with the properly constituted tender
procedure.

Now. at the time the decision was made nobody could
have predicted the disastrous drop in freight rates that
was to take place two years from the time the decision
was taken. When the ships came into the sea, as it were
and were put to use the freight rates had dropped
disastrously by that time. At that tige so may shipping
companies, including the national lines of other
countries, got into difficulties, and some actually went
into bankruptcy. But the Ceylon Shippong Corporation
has even during this difficult time, even having to make
payments on the ships, managed to keep operating at an
operational profit.

The point I wish to make is this. After this has all
happened, many years later, a group of people sit
together and make a comment and say, “Why did you
purchase new ships” ? I do not know whether they could
even question a Cabinet decision, which was to purchase
new ships. As I said earlier, the original proposal of the
Ministry of Trade and shipping was to purchase old
ships, but because the ships were so cheap at that time
the decision was taken to buy new ships. The point I
want to make is this. In this Ministry, by its very nature
you have to take risks at dicision-making. Nobody could
have at that time what the freight rates were likely to
be. But now in 1984 you have people who come and say,
“Why did you not in 1980 predict that in 1982 the
freight rates would drop ?” I mean, these are untenable
arguments. Nobody in the world could have predicted
these things. From those pundits I would ask one
question. This is 1984. Would you kindly predict and
tell me what the freight rates are going to be in 1986 ?
You cannot do business in that way.

What I am worried about, Sir, is that in this field
there are a number of officials—civil servants, heads of
corporations—who have to take decisions which are
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fight. But if we are going to have a committee which
suddenly turns up many years later and questions their
judgment, then all you are going to do is, you are going
to stultify those officials ; you are not going to allow the
public sector of this country to work on proper business
lines. We do not need to have people who are wise after
the event. It is far better to have these committees to
tell us what is going to happen in the future.

So I would strongly suggest that in the assessment of
the work of this Ministry that must be borne in mind. It
is inherent that there is risk in taking commercial
decisions. These decisions are right most of the time. In
fact, if you look at the record of the Ministry of Trade
and Shipping, most of the time they are right. If fact,
their record of being right is quite impressive. But
occassionally, sometimes, world conditions are such that
you cannot fully predict a situation totally. But I am
confident that as the years go by and as the freight rate
market in the world becomes more remunerative and
stabilize, it will be said that the decision to purchase
these ships and acquire this fleet was undoubtedly right.
At the moment, if we go to buy new ships now, they are
much more expensive than they were at the time we
ordered. Nobody says that. At that time it was bought
at possibly the cheepest point in the set-up.

That is not the thing I am really going on, Sir. I do
not want to see public officials who have to take these
risky decisions suffer. Actually, it is not the politicians
who take the decision because when the Cabinet
decided to purchase these ships a Cabinet tender board
was set up headed by officials. No Minister or Deputy
Minister gets involved in this, and I think the country
knows that the tradition of the ministry of Trade and
Shipping in the last seven years, which is now being
ably carried out by the Minister and Deputy Minister,
1s not to get involved in any of these individual tender
businesses. But the officials have to take the decision.
You must trust them to take it with the attendant
commercial risk. If those things are sometimes not
predicted with a kind of astrological sense of accuracy,
we must not try to be wise after the event and try to
castigate them or find fault with them or complain
about them. As the Deputy Minister says, all that was
done with the advise of ESCAP, which is an
international UN organization.

Then, Sir, there is the question which is seeking to
agitate people now quite a lot, “ Why are prices so
high ?” In the first place, prices are not necessarily
determined by the Ministry of Trade. The country
knows that. The Ministry of Trade is concerned with
supply. Prices are determined by the availability of
supply, the amount of money in the market, the cash
flow situation, the inflation situation, the supply and
demand situation, all of which are not controlled by any
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But as far as the month of December is concerned — I
have followed the prices now for the last seven to eight
years — Prices are high in December. They are always
high in December. Yesterday, in the debate on the
Votes of the Ministry of Food, I think the hon. Member
for Akmeemana (Mr. Richard Pathirana) raised the
question, why are rice prices high at this moment. It is a
perfectly fair question. But if you look at the price
structures, always in December the prices go up. Why ?
One, for seasonal reasons, Vegetables are relatively in
short supply in the month of December unless weather
patterns change. From the 10th of January the picture
will change when all the crops that have been sown now
begin to be harvested. Rice prices also follow the same
pattern because the stocks of rice collected in the month
of August in the Yala season gradually begin to run
down. But soon as the Maha begins to be harvested by
about the 10th of January, unless the weather pattern
changes radically, you will have a situation where the
prices will come down.

Sometimes there is an element of consumer hoarding.
Sometimes there could be trader hoarding. Now, trader
hoarding is a matter which the Ministry of Trade has to
deal with, and I find they have dealt with it quite
adequately. But please do not think that perishables are
hoarded by anybody.

My experience in te last seven years of this is that
nobody hoards perishables because they perish with it if
they hoard. Perishables are largely determined by
weather patterns and supply. So while there should be
concern always about the level of prices one should not
ignore the fact that seasonal factors play a very large
role in determining the actual prices.

Then, Sir, part of the food distribution system is
affected by the fact that for security reasons we had to
put certain restrictions on movement. But I think the
Hon. Minister of Trade will agree with me, that
together with the Ministry of Food and Co-operatives,
and the Ministry of Defence and the Ministry of
National Security we have worked very closely together
to see that nobody in this country will starve and
nobody will do without. I want to congratulate the
Ministry of Trade and the Ministry of Food and
Co-operatives for the very great and unstinting
co-operation that they have given us on all defence and
security matters. | know that many of their officials run
grave risks in ensuring that food and other necessary
items are distributed. To the people. of Jaffna in
particular, Sir, I would like to say that despite curfews
we have a system by which food will be distributed. We
will see to it that nobody will starve and nobody will go
without even in the Jaffna peninsula, although there
was a 61-hour curfew which ended this morning and

against the terrorists. It was one very useful way of
separating terrorists from innocent people because
innocent people do not go out during curfew time. We
managed, in order to have food distribution, to lift the
curfew locally for an hour or two to ensure that food is
adequately distributed. In the future also when the
curfew has to be imposed — and it should be imposed
again for very long periods of time — we will follow the
policy of removing the curfew locally for an hour or two
in order to enable the people of the area to get their
essential supplies. This Ministry has in the past faced a
number of challenges. Now they have to be more
conscious of the security and the problems that security
creates for their distribution. I am certain that they will
be equal to the task. We have a Minister and a Deputy
Minister who, like my Deputy Minister and me, work
togeher like two wheels of a bicycle. I want to tell the
new Deputy Minister that that was the secret of success
of how the Trade and Shipping Ministry worked from
1977 to 1984, and now I see that the same principles
and can the same comraderie are operating.

I thank them for giving me always the opportunity of
being closely consulted on all important matters and I
am certain that this Ministry will continue in the years
ahead to work with the same acceptance that it has
gained with the public. The public’s faith in the
Minisrty is strong and I am sure it will continue in the
years ahead.

That is a reasonable way of putting it, perhaps
because he has an intention of bringing it down. But
according to the discussions he has had with Mr.
Esmond Wickremasinghe, it does not prove that
weather has played any part in that. There the eni.::
blame has been laid by Mr. Wickremasinghe on one
factor, and that is devaluation. Even in the discussion
that he had with Mr. Wickremasinghe this aspect of
devalution is something that they should have looked
into. I have been all alone saying that as long as you are
thinking of devaluation, as long as you are thinking of
factors pertaining to tariff and so on, the price of goods
cannot come down. The only way to bring down the
price of goods is to go for a revaluation. Not only a
revaluation, but you should also have a two-tiered tariff
system, which the Hon. Minister of Fiance is now
operating. It is not officially announced, ‘it is not
officialy known, but we know it very well that like the
old FEEC system he has worked it through the tariff
system, That is one thing the Hon. Minister would have
to look into because that is a very important
aspect — whether he can establish a dual exchange
system where the rate has to be established, and
secondly whether a revaluation is possible.

Now, Sir, what happened to that Rs. 100 that we
got 7 We got it last month. This month the cost of living

Digitized by Noolaharh@as geneap. By next month it will go up some more. By
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the next month perhaps the rate may slow down, but yet
it will go up. Within a period of three months the Rs.
100 will be absorbed. For the balance nine months how
is the Hon. Minister going to bring down the cost of
living because there will not be a tangible rise in the
salary structure ? Let us now at least concentrate on
one thing. We know that the Hon. Minister of Finance
is not going to give us another pay rise. He has frozen
the salaries, and we know that no one is going to get
additional pay after Ist January 1985 till 1st January
1986. So it is the duty of the Hon. Minister to consider
certain aspects of the matter.

Obviously, one way would be to step up production,
but production in what areas ? This is important. The
other day I referred to the famous letter of Esmond
Wickremasinghe. It is a very famous letter because [
think in the compilation of this letter he has had the
good offices of the Hon, Minister because he says, “I
have had various discussions with Mr. Amarasiri”. I
think he knows very well that the Hon. Minister is one
person who knows about the internal distribution of
goods. 1 suppose he knows more about the internal
distribution of goods. I suppose he knows more about
the internal distribution rather «han going in for
international trade.

What has happened is that even today in this
Ministry international trade is being looked into — and
quite rightly, T do not say no because it is Cabinet
responsibility and a Cabinet form of Government — by a
person who knows the subject of international trade. So
it is being looked after by the Hon. Minister of National
Security, When one looks at Esmond Wickremasinghe’s
letter, he says he has had various discussions and also
discussions with some members of the COPE, though
not with us. He has had discussions with members of the
COPE and has laid down guidelines on how to bring
down the cost of living.

One of his proposals is to revalue the rupee, and this
is what I have been saying right along the line. The
second proposal is to have a dual exchange rate. That
has been the policy of the SLFP Government and that is
why the FEEC system was there. Here is a gentleman, a
working committee member of the UNP, a very
powerful member, who has given advice to the
Government on how to bring down the cost of living. He
says on page 9, item 11 -

“The largest savings of all will come if there is a phased ban on the
import of all foodstuffs that Sri Lanka grows on the lines of Your

Excellency’s plan of 1966 which was only partially accepted by the
then UNP Government..”

I do not know how you can accept something partially
and not wholly !
....and as a result of which in 1967 the UNP Government

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the Director-General and senior technical officers of the Mahaweli
Authority that the following crops can be grown to supply all the
requirements of Sri Lanka and even for export.”

This is just what the hon. Deputy Minister was
saying : “Why not do it ? Why not expand ?” What are
the items they want to expand on ? Chillies, potatoes,
soya beans, black gram, green gram, cotton, cowpeas,
Bombay onions, sugar cane, gingelly, Lanka parippu,
cashew, fodder, pulses, maize, sorghum and a whole
range of vegetables, fruits, flowers, etc. This is the
scheme laid down for the Mahaweli area in order to
bring down the cost of living, but what steps have you
taken ? As far as we know, the price of chillies has gone
up. What are your plans for chillie cultivation in the
Mahaweli area ? You are saying you must bring the
cost of living down. — (Interruption), Please let us not
argue on this matter.

We want to see that potato price come down, but
there is another school of thought that from the potato
farmer’s point of view you must strike a balance, How
are you going to strike a balance ? In that case you have
to forget the supply and demand system. If you forget
the supply and demand system you can strike a balance,
but then it becomes a controlled economy. It will no
more be liberalized. All this goes hand' in
hand. - (Interruption). Please do not disturb me. You
can reply later. It goes to prove that the Government
must take a genuine stand on this.

Now, who is going to grow these vegetables and
fruits ? 1 only request this government not to give it over
to foreign organizations or multi-nationals, We have
seen what has happened. We have seen the price of milk
going up when the cost of living is so important. It was
Rs. 4.50, and has now shot up to Rs. 15. We have seen
yarn prices going up. We have seen cloth prices going
up from Rs. 7 to Rs. 21 or Rs. 28. We have seen in every
sphere, whenever the foreign national take over, that
the price of all those items have gone up. In those areas
where foreign nationals have not taken over the prices
have been stable up to a point. Those days there was a

No, no, it was a formula of 1966. This was a formula
started*in 1966 when the importation of potatoes was
banned. Now do not laugh at this.

If you want to bring down the price of food, you have
to consider to whom you are going to give the
production of these commodities. That is important,
because of the factor that everybody is thinking in terms
of various export villages and various formats of
sending these goods abroad as exports. I have a feeling
that it has a bearing on our local food. Take fish for
instance. The price of fish has gone up. Why ? Recently
because we could not get the North and the East to
work on it. But previous to that problem when the
tourist industry declined, fish prices too came down
because of the demand went down. It is high time the
Hon. Minister considered all these. Speak to Mr,
Edmond Wickremesinghe, take his advise, take it to the
Cabinet and try to bring down the cost of living which
has assumed very serious proportions.

Secondly, I wish to bring up the matter of setting up a
bank for the local mudalalis. It is not that I have a love
for the mudalalis, but a proposal has been sent up by the
Sinhala people of this country to have a bank of their
own. Up to this date that bank has not been set up, and
because of that the ordinary people and the ordinary
traders have not been able to have such a facility for the
importation of cheaper goods. The cost of money is high
— about 52 per cent today. I think the Hon. Minister
must take the initiative in creating a bank to service
them.

There is another matter which I would like to raise
with him, but before I go to that I would like to answer
the charge that has been made by the Member for
Agalawatte, who is not here. On the 4th of September
he made a statement to say that the food cannery that
has been set up at Attanagalla was originally meant for
Agalawatte but once Dr. Colvin R. de Silva went away
from there it was taken over to Attanagalla. I must put
the record straight. Dr. Colvin R. de Silva left the
Government somewhere in 1975. The construction work
of the Attanagalla Cannery was started on the 29th of
March 1973. Dr. Colvin R, de Silva left in 1975. The
Cannery was opened in 1976. One cannot argue and say
that we closed down the Cannery. That is not correct. It
may be that he did not start one in Agalawatte.
Certainly start a Cannery in Agalawatte if you can find
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hon. Deputy Minister knows this — there is no
production to serve these places. But Attanagalla is
fairly lucky not because of passion fruit but because of
pineapple. We have fair quantities of pineapple in that
area and this Cannery can be run at a profit. Now that
this factory has been handed over to the private sector it
is being run reasonably satisfactorily. But I have a
feeling that if the machinery and the work done there is
not looked after well, we may have to close down the
Cannery in spite of the fact that a little filip has been
given by handing it over to the private sector. But if
there is to be progress the raw materials should be
there.

I think the hon. Member for Kalawana raised the
question with regard to the privatization of insurance. |
hope the Hon. Minister will resist privatization because
we have seen how useful the Insurance Corporation has
been during the time of the troubles. We have seen how
the co-operative sector has been useful during the time
of the troubles. We have seen how the National
Insurance has been useful during the time of the
troubles. We have seen how the C.W.E. worked during
the time of the troubles. We have seen how the
Marketing Department worked during the time of the
troubles. 1 think all these institutions were started by
various governments to get the necessary assistance and
help during crisis periods. I hope the Hon, Minister will
not be pressurized on this question of privatization of
insurance. Keep the Insurance Corporation going. Help
the Insurance Corporation to strengthen itelf.

Yesterday or the day before, we had a discussion at
the Consultative Committee of the Ministry of Traue
and Shipping at which the Hon. Minister and the
Deputy Minister were present and the question was
raised as to why the prices of rubber were low and why
the smallholder was not getting a good price. Of course,
we had different views on this question. One reason
adduced was that there was not enough production. But
I feel there is a way out. First and foremost, we have not
only to educate the persons concerned but action must
be taken to see that the sheet rubber that is produced is
of good quality. That is the first thing that must be
done. The second thing is that you must see that there
are enough funds available for the purcahse of rubber
from the smallholder. It is true he does not get a fair
price and these check stalls put up by the Department of
Commodity Purchase are not strong enough. In all
these depots you must start a sorting point. Please
purchase sorted rubber or pay the person an advance
once the rubber is brought to the depot. Let there be a
sorter to sort the rubber, and once the rubber is sorted
out, pay them off. If there is R.S.S. 1 rubber, pay them
R.S.S.1. Pay them off according to the grade. In other

sufficient raw material. But my fear iﬁj’%&ﬁ\&&j%‘{ﬁﬂoﬁ?&ham words. you do a sorting at that very same
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point. (Interruption) - They do, sometimes, they do by
bulk. It is not sorted rubber. Please, Deputy Minister,
you must get yourself educated a little more because it
is a large subject.

Secondly, Sir, we find that every time in all these
places if you do not do it, the produce that is taken over
is always down-graded. The reason why this is being
down-graded is the person who purchases there does not
want to give the best to them, but he wants to give the
best to his organization. Therefore it is down-graded.

Thirdly, Sir, whatever they say, there is still the
export duty operating in a very peculiar way. Though
we have reduced the export duty, it has not yet gone
deown to the purchasing point. So the only thing to do is
to start your export unit as a check vis-a-vis the other
shippers. Start your shipping unit. The other day I
mentioned that you must strengthen the Consolexpo’s
Division. I even said that they should go down to the
village level and do the purchases. That is one way out.
Another way out is, if you are thinking in terms of
strengthening the Commodity Purchase Department,
then consider the export of rubbeg yourself, whatever
quantities that you get. You might not get anything
more than 2,000 to 3,000 tons, most probably, or a little
more than that and start the export unit. You must also
get your finances, not at this very high rate of interest.
Today cost of finance, as I said, is about 52 cents per
rupee. So it is a very high cost. Therefore that has to be
worked out. Also please see that the rubber is not sold
but rubber is marketed. You can sell any produce that
you have, but you must think in terms of marketing of
rubber. We have got used to a particular system of
selling rubber to the Rubber Commissioner, but not
marketing rubber at the village level. Therefore I think,
we should start the marketing of rubber at the village
level. In order to do that what should you do ?

First and foremost, Sir, for all these places where you
get the Commodity Purchase Department buying
rubber, please get the Central Bank to finance you on
the concessionary terms of finance. That is one thing
that you should do. The second thing that you should do
is reduce the freight rates. There are ways and means of
reducing the freight rate. I am not going to tell you to
reduce the freight rate from Colombo to London ; no,
that is not what I mean. The rate where freight is
concerned does not only mean the distance, but even
where packing is concerned. Pack the rubber in such a
manner as to bring down freight rates. Therefore, I
would tell the Hon. Minister, consider packing like in
the system of SMR packing, not in the same old way in
which these rubber bales are packed, but pack
according to the SMR system.
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Thirdly, Sir, you have to organize all producers, big
and small, in the village into groups or organizations.
(Interruption). 1 am very happy, Sir, that you are doing
it, but let it be done in another manner, Not only among
themselves, but do it in the co-operative way. Now, Sir,
this is where I want the Hon. Minister to study this
aspect of it. At the moment the Hon. Minister is buying
rubber straight from the producer into the depot. He
knows that there are certain shortcomings at the top
level, but why would you not think of a co-operative
way of purchasing and working together 7 That is one
way. The other way is the organizations of the
producers — smallholders. (Interruption). 1.know you
have now taken certain steps to do that. You have got
various RRI and various people to come and speak to
them and all that to educate them in that manner. But [
find that the intensity and the velocity in doing this are
not good enough. Thirdly, Sir, I think even at the village
level they should know what they call the international
world market. All these Mudalalis or whoever buy
rubber hide the correct prices. It is only a person who
listens to the radio who will be able to find out that the
price was so much on the previous day. (Interruption)
Yes, the newspapers carry it. Even though the
newspapers carry it, they have various other means of
reducing the price. They will say, “Look, what about the
transport charges ? What about this and what about
that ?” Therefore, Sir, T think they must know the
correct international price.

I suppose now the Hon. Minister is thinking in terms
of group purchasing also. I hope he does that. I am
making these suggestions to him because at a
Consultative Committee meeting about two days ago
we were going in circles to find out how we should do
this. So let us work out these systems that we have
submitted.

There is another department that comes under the
Hon. Minister, that is the Department of Internal
Trade. This is a very useful sector because I think it is
from that that even the provisions of the Consumer
Protection Ordinance are being carried out. I found in
the Daily News of Wednesday 5th December, 1984, the
price tags have been given.

“Pre X’ Mas Bargains. Visit RAJABDEEN & SONS~

Under the consumer protection law whenever you
advertise, the price of each item must be noted in the
newspapers. If you do not do that you are subject to a
penalty.

Mr. Chairman, 1 have been quoting a newspaper
where [ said that a company has quite correctly and
genuinely put down the prices of all the commodities
that they are going to sell. In the very same paper |
found an advertisement by Associated Electrical
Corporation Limited.

“YAMAHA Self-Priming Kerosene Water Pumps™.
Now Sir there, he says,
“Prices : Rs. 7,500 upwards.” For Better Yields,.....

Then of course he has got the water pump also being
fixed with the engine. When you put down as Rs. 7,500
upwards what does it mean ? When you go there he
may quote even Rs. 20,000 or Rs. 30,000. I would like
the Hon, Minister to buy this for me for Rs. 7,500, this
Yamaha Self-Priming Kersene water pump, because [
am also a cultivator and 1 also would like to have that
water pump. I hope the Hon. Minister will look into this
aspect. When some say it is Rs. 7,500 upwards it can
even be one lakh of rupees. While Rajabdeen & Sons do
it in the correct way, here we find the Associated
Electrical Corporation Limited doing it in the wrong
way. These people are liable under the Consumer
Protection Act-I think this must be brought to the
notice of the authorities and see that these people do not
violate the Act. I have noticed that in various other
places. Therefore, I would like' the Hon. Minister to
look into that aspect also.
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The other day, I think, the Hon. Minister mentioned
to us about the exports of minor food crops. The only
way out that I could submit is—especially after the hon.
Fair Member for Karandeniya mentioned about
cinnamon, cloves and various other commodities—by
having an export floor price and strengthening the
auction system. In other words, you must have an
export floor price and strengthen the auction system so
that by the time you go to the auctions, you will find the
export floor price operative and you just cannot buy it
at a lower price. Or, if that is not possible, let us have an
export floor price with a technical committee to monitor
the international market. This is where you can consider
a method as to how you can get a good price for your
minor export crops.

I would like to stress again: have an export floor
price and strengthen the auction system-—with an export
floor price, you strengthen the auction system—or, knock
off the export floor price and have a technical
committee to monitor the international market ; have
one of these two methods. If you do that, I suppose, you
might be able to get a fair price for your commodities
that are for sale.

Secondly, I have noticed that the market information
service is very poor. Whatever is said and done, it is
extremely poor. Every person who purchases any
commodity must send a daily return to the organization
that controls this, giving the FOB price, the CIF price
for the day and the Forward price for the ensuing
period. That must be stressed very carefully with the
exporter—that every exporter shall give the FOB price,
the CIF price and the Forward price for the day, and it
must be for the following commidities : pepper, coffee,
cardamoms, cloves, cocoa, cinnamon, cashew,
citronella, nutmeg. papaw, mango, passion fruit.

The other day we found it very difficult to know
whether there was enough passion fruit available for the
international market. A person had come to this country
and asked for 50,000 gallons of passion fruit juice. They
were not geared to give that amount. When they come
for commidities of this nature, they come for big
amounts. Therefore, I think the Government must be
geared to do that, if at all, they think of exporting minor
crops which comprise a very valuable sector where
foreign exchange is concerned today. The Government
must concentrate more on them.

Lastly, | am coming to a matter pertaining to the
Companies Law. When the Companies Law came
before Parliament—I think it is the biggest Act that I
have ever seen ; there are some 500 odd clauses and it is
an unwieldy thing—all the Government Members voted
for it, but I abstained from voting. you might recollect
that I abstained from voting; the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party did abstain from voting. Why did we abstain ?
Because we knew that it cannot be operated. That was

Digitized by Noolaham €heirréason that we gave-that you cannot operate this
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Companies Act as it is, unless you are prepared to
implement the clauses in that Act. Two or thre years
have elapsed up to now, but the operation or the
working of this Act has not taken effect.

I will give you one example about the implementation
of Part V of the Act regarding “Insider Dealing.” We
find no action has been taken against certain activities
that have taken place where the shareholders are
concerned. In the stock-exchange we know that there is
a big battle going on at the moment between two parties
who want to take control of the stock exchange. We
know that. At the same time we find that these two
groups have gone into certain compaines and obtained
control of those compaines including banks and finance
compaines. In other words, there are cartles being
formed. There are big financiers who have taken control
of various finance companies, banks and other
companies that are being quoted in the stock exchange.
This Act was prepared to counter it, but it is now
happening.

Sometimes, private dealings are going on in some of
the unquoted companies and companies outside. That is
permitted. After all, a private c;)mpany can have
private dealings; a partnership can have a private
dealing. But in a public company you cannot have that.
I feel that there should be some way to stop this type of
cartel formation in these companies. Otherwise, in the
end, as in Pakistan, you will find that there are a few
families controlling various companies. There will be
interlocking directorates in various companies.
Therefore, 1 would suggest that no family or group
should have anything more than 20 per cent of the
shares in a public company. No person, no family, no
group, cartel should have more than 20 per cent of the
shares in a public company. It is happening now, you
can do it and a battle is going on between two groups
each of which feels that it should have supremacy.
Therefore, I would like the Hon. Minister to look into
the working of the Companies Act.

I am not very happy about the working of the
Companies Act. I know that it is unworkable. It is
unwieldy and certain changes are necessary, but this is
not the way to do it and I hope he will go deep into this
aspect of the Companies Act so that there will not be
any formation of massive organizations within the
public quoted companies.

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(Mr. U. B. Wijekoon-District Minister, Jaffna)
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Mr. Chairman, I must congratulate the Hon.
Minister of Trade for the excellent manner in which he
has performed as a Minister during the past one year. It
was with a great sense of delight that we watched his
work in the revamping of the Marketing Department
which had helped many areas in several ways.

Today 1 have particularly decided to speak a few
words to bring to the notice of the Hon. Minister a few
matters where our electorates, the country as a whole,
can be helped in a great way.

The hon. Member for Minuwangoda who spoke a
little earlier said a very important thing. I also would
like to say a few words on the same thing. He said that
some people say that passion fruit can be grown and
that it can be sold, and if somebody can help us to sell
whatever we produce, then there is absolutely no
difficulty in producing as much as anybody wants. To
quote his own words, he said “annasi”. He said he can
grow any amount-but where is the market ? Sometimes
they buy and sometimes they do not buy.

Sir, if you look at any of oar electorates you will
would find that the same system is prevalent all over the
country. In the case of vegetable growers, they will grow
some vegetables and when the season comes—during the
season-large quantities of those vegetables are
available. Then because of the availability of a large
quantity there is a drop in price. Therefore the incentive
to grow those vegetables also will become lessened to
that extent during that time, and the middleman
operating further exploits the situation, which
necessarily demoralizes the grower in getting into
production of that particular item.

Various rhechanics have been adopted in many
countries to overcome such problems in agriculture. In
our country also we have certain schemes. The only
scheme that we have been adopting during the past few
years has been the system of guaranteeing the price of
any item-a guaranteed price scheme.

2EBeBnd
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We had that system for paddy for many years.
Anybbody producing a quantity of paddy can bring it to
a certain place and sell it to the Paddy Marketing
Board. There had been the guaranteed price for a
bushel of paddy and they buy at that guaranteed price.
But in my personal view, still the operation of the
middleman in a guaranteed price scheme has not been
altogether eliminated.

I produce a small quantity of paddy ; the purchasing
centre is 25 miles away ; I am a villager in a remote
area ; 1 do not have lorry transport ; I do not have other
facilities to see that these commodities are taken to the
centres of marketing. Then the middleman come in,
collect all the small quantities of all the farmers and
they in turn take them to the centres where the
guaranteed price scheme operates, and thereby they still
stand to benefit and the full benefit does not fall on the
farmer.

If you examine some of the schemes and systems
prevalent in other parts of the world, say, for example
USA or Canada or the European Economic
Community, you will see that where the farmers and
other producers are concerned they have a specific
system called the price support scheme. Now, what is
this price supprot scheme ? Let us take the example of
pineapple that my learned Friend gave earlier. In the
case of pineapple the Government will declare a total
national market quota for pineapple for 1985. Let us
say that that scheme is in operation and we are going to
have a price support system in Sri Lanka. The
Government of Sri Lanka has taken such a decision.
Then what the Government would do would be to
pronounce it to the country giving a sufficient amount
of publicity saying that it would 100,000 tons of
pineapple for the year 1985, invite the various pineapple
growers to come forward with an application for a
certain quantity and then allocate a certain quota to
each farmer. Now, Sir, in such a situation you might
find about 20 farmers coming forward. One farmer
would say that he would supply 3,000 tons of pineapple,
another farmer would say that he would supply 5,000
tons of pineapple and yet another farmer would say that
he would suply 6,000 tons of pineapple. Now, the
100,000 tons of pineapple will be distributed among the
farmers who make their applications, depending on
their credentials as to whether they are genuine growers
of pineapple and they own the land and the rest of it. By
such a scheme you are doing a significant thing by
keeping the middleman out.

A guaranteed price scheme operates after the
harvesting is completed ; you come to deal with the
customer when he is at your door step with the product
or the commodity that he has produced. I am a
cultivator of paddy. After the harvest I come to your
counter with the produce and then only I will be entitled
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Now, here is a case where beforehand you meet the
people who are to be growers of pineapple, You decide
on them and in turn the grower also will be able to plan
his crop for the next year. He is certain of what he is
going to get ; he is certain of what he is going to earn.
Therefore, without any interferencg by the middleman,
with a certain sense of certainty, you can get on with the
business of growing, knowing how much you are going
to earn.

In the case of a guaranted price scheme you will see
that the Government would find it difficult, not
knowing what quantity would be brought to be sold, to
decide on a proper allocation of money for the purchase
of a commodity. Then there is also the difficulty of
dealing with a variety of what is grown. For example,
you ma¥ have pineapple, passion fruit, brinjal and a
variety of other vegetables. Therefore it is difficult on
an allocated budget to systematically encourage the
growth of a variety of items in this country.

Now, Sir, as I mentioned earlier, this is esentially a
matter of trading. People are producing as independent
individuals in different parts of the country and market
forces, seen and unseen, are driving them to decide on
the direction that they should go ; the margin of profit
that they should have; the motivation that should be
given to them without any State intervention in an
effective manner. Tht is why I say that if the Hon.
Minister can evolve a plan, a scheme in every electorate,
bringing into effect such a concept, I am certain that it
would help the growers in this country to overcome that
problem in a big way.

Then we also have the question of trade in various
other commodities. As an example, in my own
electorate there was a certain section which was
producing a very large amount of salt bags. In simple
terms they are called ¢ ®= . At one time the
Salt Corporation bought them on a large scale, but then
came polypropylene bags. The people said that it was
cheaper. It might be cheaper than the cen O |
They also said that it saved a certain amount of wastage
and therefore ce8 ®g  was effectively knocked
out by the polypropylene bag in packing salt. But, Sir,
cah g are now being widely used in other areas.
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Now the production of wood charcoal has come to
stay in this country. Apparently, packing of wood
charcoal in C& ®¢  Jooks a better proposition
and even packing vegetables in ¢ 8¢ looks a
better proposition. It may be that in some other
countries where they want to pack coal or something
like that, there is the possibility that G# ®¢  can
do a better job of work.

Now, if you look at the entire production units in my
electorate, you will see that in little pockets, in various
parts of the electorate, they produce ce 8¢
with two machines in one place, with three machines in
another place and with five machines in yet another
place and so on. All of them are trying to market these
products independently but the production is large when
you look at the village as a whole. It may be that they
can produce about 500,000 ceq g for a month
il you take the electorate as a whole. The individual
people who are trying to market them may be trying to
market a thousand bags, two thousand bags, three
thousand bags, four thousand bags and five thousand
bags at a time. You will thus see that there is a lack of
cohesiveness, the lack of some organisation to keep
them together and some system to promote their trade
necessarily hampers their production, with the result
that T find that in my electorate a large number of
people are thrown out of employment. That is because
there is not effective manner of marketing their o3
®e . It may be that if they are available there may
be so many people to buy them. I checked this up with
the estate sector. They say that it can be used for
packing tea leaves. Similarly there are many other
products in every parts of this country like handicrafts,
handlooms and all manner of things, These products
can be sold in two different ways. As in the period of
1977, even now sometimes we push some organisation
to buy the product and it tries to find some buyer for
that. A State Sector organisation buys the product and
then goes on looking for a buyer. It results in certain
difficulties in locating a person. There is also the
question of quality control and various other factors,
with the result that you end up sometimes with the
State Sector organisation getting into difficulties.

Now, the proposition that I am putting forward is
this. For example, district auctions can be set up by the
State Sector itself for auctioning such products, with
facilities for storage and then if the products are not
sold they can be given back to the people. The traders
can come to these auctions centres on day in the week or
one day in the month and people might find them to be
effective centres of trading. Let us take the Galle
District. Let us say there are some people who are
producing wetakiya products, like wetakiya bags, some
are producing wood products. If under some trading
organization a centre has been established in the Galle
District where they can hand over their products to that

trading centre, with a certain commission or a
percentage being kept back by the state trading sector
for marketing the product, and all the products of the
people are auctioned on a specific date by giving
country wide publicity in a public auction, giving a floor
price, you might suddenly find many traders from
Colombo, Pettah etc. coming to this trading centre as a
practice and possibly buying whatever they wish to buy
from the trading centre it could relieve the people of a
great difficulty. Sir, it has a two sided effect. On the one
side, it will prevent the state sector from tying up money
on useless items, storing them unnecessarily, incurring
losses, having to pay money and other things, when
people go to sell items saying “This quality is not
proper”, 1 am not saying bribery. Sometimes Salusala
people have that problem. They take the handicrafts to
the Salu Sala and when they say “This quality is not up
to the standard”, the matters has to be decided on the
discretion of a particular individual. Therefore, Sir, all
that can be avoided. The interests of the producer and
interests of the State can both be looked after in an
absolutely precise manner. Here the producer will find
a good place to store his product and that this central
organization is doing the advertising of his products, by
putting an advertisement in the news papers that an
auction will be held on a particulir day in the Galle
District for the marketing of given quantities of
particular products. All traders are invited to come to
that district and participate in these auctions. Thereby
you will find that you might be able to give relief to a
very large number of producers of various other
products as well.

Now, Sir, we have to think of an organization as well.
The Hon. Minister would see that he has a wonderful
organization under him called the State Trading
Corporation. In the 1970s, when this organization was
established, it was established with a specific intention
of knocking the monopoly out of any particular
individual on the one side. Secondly, eleminating the
middlemen in the business of trading. Thirdly, to ensure
fair competition, Now, Sir, if you look at the list of
items that the State Trading Corporation is importing it
is only concentrating on trading in certain aspects only.
Maybe it wants to reduce the price of motor spares and
therefore imports large quantities of motor spares.
Maybe it is importing large quantities of hardware
items. In other words, it is confining itself only to a
limited area of marketing and competing in a limited
area, leaving a much larger hemisphere of the country
out of this operation. Therefore, it is my proposal that it
is better if the State Trading Corporation can have their
branches in every district, fairly large warehouse under
their command. Maybe an officer who takes anybody’s
product and if it is not being sold to return the product
to the producer. If such auctions and trading centres are
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established, I am sure the production of the country can
be increased an trading activities can be helped to a
very great extent.

While talking of trading, I must also say something
about cinnamon trading. In our areas large quantities of
cinnamon are being produced and all being sold through
agents in Colombo. If you go to some street like
Bankshall Street or the Fort, you would find somebody
having a small office with a telephone. All small
producers do not know the international prices and how
this operation is going on. Now, they come to these
places in Pettah, the Fort and other places and these
few individuals buy these products by putting small
deals through and stand to earn millions whereas the
producers is being exploited ! Therefore, Sir, it is my
suggestion if you are having a compulsory auction for
tea and other things that it might be better if we can
examine, in the case of cinnamon and other products, to
have district auctions where the producer will find it
easy and convenient to go to such auctioning centres to
obtain better marketing information and also to see that
they get the best possible price. The trading in this
country will then operate on a much better
understanding which will be better for the trader
himself who is a direct trader and the producer as well.

I decided to make these few comments because 1 am
certain, Sir, having seen the Hon. Minister in action for
the past one year. He has had a very practical approach
to problems. I have seen many times that many things
he has done, which I do not want to enumerate, had
directed your entire Ministry on a practical line. That is
why I decided to place these few points before this
House because I am quite certain that, being a practical
person, he will certainly find them to be useful
suggestions.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, whilst’congratulating the
Hon. Minister of Trade & Shipping and the Deputy
Minister of Trade & Shipping on the new roles that
they are called upon to play in the sphere of trade and
shipping, I must place on record the excellent work that
has been done by the Hon. Minister Athulath Mudali
during his tenure of office.

Of course, the Hon. Minister of Trade & Shipping is
hailed as a person from the Galle District. I do not want
to consider him as a parochial figure. He is a national
figure and he is liked by everybody, and I think he will
deliver the goods in terms of national priorities.

At this time I wish to say a few words about the
excellent work done by Hon. Athulath Mudali. His
work was commended by everybody, both friend and
foe, and in fact he has brought in an array of
innovations into the sphere of trade and shipping, apart
from launching a new and liberal trade policy that
eliminated distortions both in the trade and production
sectors. He has been able to rationalise the tariff
structure. He has also been able to update all
commercial law by way of introduction of a new
Companies Act, the Consumer Protection Act, and the
Consumer Credit Act. He has even introduced a new
patents and trade marks law, the Code of Intellectual
Property Act, and in fact he has created a number of
new institutions for the promotion of export in Sri
Lanka such as the Export Development Board and the
Sri Lanka Export Credit Insurance Corporation. In
addition, he has established the Trade & Shipping
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Corporation which now works in collaboration with the
private sector. Furthermore, he has established a
number of subsidiaries such as the Sathosa Printers
Ltd., Sathosa Motors Ltd., Sathosa Computer Services
Ltd., Lanka Milk Food (CWW) Ltd., and Lanka
Canneries Ltd.

I know that the Ministry of Trade & Shipping is
about to convert the National Prices Commission into a
Fair Trade Practices Commission, and there are
innovations by the Ministry such as the Export
Production Villages, Exporters’ Forum, Mahapola
Scholarships, and Mahapola Fairs.

At this time I would also wish to say something about
a proposal that was made by me during the course of my
speech on the budget per se. In fact I proposed the
establishment of an Export Development Bank. This
proposal was originally made at the meeting of the
Consultative Committee on Finance and Planning and I
have already brought it to the notice of the Consultative
Committee on Trade & Shipping as well. What I
suggested was that the Government establish an Export
Development Bank either as a subsidiary or as an
independent organization to cater exclusively to the
requirements of the exporter community in Sri Lanka.
As all hon. Members are aware, the commercial banks
are reluctant to finance the export sector. Perhaps
financing the import sector may be more remunerative,
and the export sector has been neglected to a certain
extent.

As I indicated earlier, many persons have argued that
we “export or perish”. But much has not been done for
the purpose of promotion of exports. In regard to the
Export Development Bank, I think there were some
constraints that were enumerated, one of which was
finance,

As hon. Members are aware, the Hon. Minister of
Finance and Planning is now drawing about Rs. 1,650
million from the Central Bank by way of profits to the
Treasury, perhaps in order to bridge the gap in the
Budget. But he should obviously be able to procure
about Rs. 500 million for the establishment of this new
Bank, because we have noticed that the level of credit
that has been given to the export sector, in terms of the
total credit that has been given to the economy, is
disastrously low, and even the level of interest that is
charged by the commercial banks makes the export
uncompetitive in international trade. Therefore, I would
earnestly request the Hon. Minister of Trade &
Shipping to consider the establishment of an Export
Development Bank, in collaboration with the Ministries
of Finance and Planning and even Industries and see

Information Service and the Nationalilasuyancehanthat thisiproposal is made a reality.
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Commenting on the National Export Development
Plan that has now been launched by the Export
Development Board, I should say that there is a target.
Perhaps that target is called the minimum required
growth tate of 10.94 per cent. An average annual export
growth of 10.94 per cent or 11 per cent is expected in
ordr to ensure availability of imports at a reasonable
level. Apart from that the Export Development Board is
plannjng an investment of Rs. 12 billion—40 per cent
from the public sector, 35 per cent from the private
sector and 25 per cent from foreign investments. If we
are to achieve such targets, facilitation of finance to the
export sector is a prerequisite. That is why T have
emphasized this point. The progress report that has
been presented to us today, says :

“An Advisory Committee on the National Export Development
Plan was also established to co-ordinate the work of the Sectora! Task
Forces as well as monitor export policy and finance.”

I know that the Export Development Plan is in force
but there is no monitoring that has been done. I would
request the Hon. Minister to keep us informed of the
details of the progress of this Export Development Plan.
Otherwise, as other plans that have been put forward, it
might not become workable in the longrun.

In fact, many hon. Members spoke on the
encouragement of exports at the production level.
Therefore, as I have already suggested, 1 would once
again request the introduction of a LC system for the
facilitation of production at the grassroot level. Export
is possible only if production is available and, therefore,
it is necessary for the Ministry of Trade and shipping, in
collaboration with the Central Bank and the Ministry of
Finance and Planning, to work out a domestic letter of
credit system by which not only the exporter, but even
the producer is able to obtain or procure finance at a
concessionary rate of interest from the commercial bank
because under this scheme even the producer who is the
beneficiary of a letter of credit that is open in his favour
by the exporter in Sri Lanka might be able to obtain
more finance.

The concept of export promotion villages is an
excellent idea. In fact many such export promotion
villages have come into operation. Therefore, We would
request the Hon. Minister to apprise us with more
details regarding the operation of export promotion
villages. Even in my electorate 1 propose to start three
export promotion villages. One for the export of betel
leaf is already in operation although it has not been
officially opened. I propose to start a block rubber
export village, and another for the export of spices in
my electorate.

I would like to make a few suggestions at this
moment to the Hon. Minister. Firstly, I would suggest

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Yesterday when the Votes of the Ministry of Justice
wete taken up I referred to this proposal and argued for
the establishment of a Commercial Code in Sri Lanka,
This proposal is now being looked into by the
Consultative Committee on Finance and Planning. I
presume that the Hon. Minister of Trade and Shipping
would also explore the possibility of helping the
Government to establish a Commercial Code because
there are many trade matters which have to be taken
into consideration in the establishment of a Commercial
Code.

The Hon. Minister is aware that I functioned under
him and the Hon. Minister of National Security as
Chariman of the Sri Lanka Export Credit Insurance
Corporation. I am glad that the SLECIC is working
well. I would wish at this moment to make a few
proposals which I had in mind at the time I reverted
back to the Central Bank.

The first proposal is the introduction of a Domestic
Credit Insurance Scheme. Many hon. Members of this
House spoke for the equitable distribution of goods in
the economy. I suggest that a Domestic Credit
Insurance Scheme be devised by SLECIC and I hope
the Hon. Minister will look into this matter,

The other schemes 1 would like to propose for
operation by SLECIC are, an insurance scheme for
employment abroad, an insurance scheme for the repair
of vessels in Colombo Port, gurantee facility for
medium and long term finance, operation of an export
re-finance scheme for deferred payment in
collaboration with ESCAP, provision of all types of
gurantee facilities to FCBUs, provision of gurnatee
facilities to local companies through commercial banks
for construction and engineering projects in Sri Lanka,
such as the Mahaweli project undertaking which is
financed by foreign governments and foreign
companies.

Obviously, that is why I have argued the case for an
Export Development Bank because the level of interest
rates in Sri Lanka is very high. We have examined this
matter. When gurantee facilities are made available by
the SLECIC or any other organization, it is possible for
any exporter or any other client to obtain finance at the
concessionary rate of interest. [.would even suggest the
provision of gurantee facilities for the purpose of lcasiflg
or hiring machinery and equipment to export-oriented

the introduction of a Commercial CodeiditizStibLankiahanpfajectstion.
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Then the other is a new bank financing scheme for
gem miners. In fact [ was about to launch a scheme for
the gem miners who are now being exploited by the
middlemen, and this scheme was to be developed in
collaboration with the People’s Bank, the Bank of
Ceylon and the State Gem Corpofation. I do not think
that this scheme came into operation. I would request
the Hon. Minister to look inte this matter. In addition,
finance facilities should be made available for geuda
treatment and for the lapidary industry. The Hon.
Minister will appreciate that if we develop geuda
treatment and the lapidary industry in Sri Lanka, there
is potential employment for at least 50,000 people. This
is a matter that should be considered seriously because
much foreign exchange is being drained out of the
country by Thaisand others. If we help geuda treatment
and the lapidary industry, we should be able to conserve
a fair amount of foreign exchange.

In regard to some organizations like the CWE, I must
say that their performance has been very satisfactory
but the Hon. Minister should note that there is no
shortage of lentils or masoor dhal, dry fish and onions
which are crucial to our day-to-day living. 1 would also
suggest that Consolexpo develop a more effective selling
campaign by exploring markets. I @m thankful to the
Hon. Minister for endeavouring %o re-organize the
activities of the Marketing Department.

There is also good potential in Sri Lanka for
ship-breaking. The hon. Member who will follow me
will perhaps elucidate the point that ship-breaking
would also be a profitable industry, The hon. Member
for Maharagama (Mr. Dinesh Gunawardena) referred
to monopely practices that now exist in the trade. I am
happy that the Ministry of Trade and Shipping is about
to introduce a Fair Trade Practices Commission which
would certainly, I presume, control monopolies, mergers
and anti-competitive practices.

Lastly, I would like to speak a few words on the issue
of the privatisation of insurance. The hon. Member for
Akmeemana (Mr. Richard Pathirana) said that the
policy of the Government is to transfer public sector
organizations to the private sector. Of course, there are
arguments for and against the privatisation of
insurance. There are many groups which are against
this, For example, the unions in the ICSL and the NIC
are aginst the privatisation of insurance. I presume the
National Chamber of Commerce has also vehemently
argued against the privatisation of insurance. On the
other hand, principal agents, except perhaps Acland
Finance and’ Investments Limited have argued for the
case privatisation of insuranc. In this sphere, I would
urge the Ministry to think of introducing a new Control
of Insurance Act. There is no such thing at the moment
and even the office of the Controller of Insurance has to
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Insurance is a technical person who is primarily
preoccupied with the insurance business. If privatisation
takes place, there is the possibility of a number of
companies mushrooming and it would ultimately bring
about disastrous results.

If you are to consider the matter further, you may
think of a Re-insurance Corporation which will
re-insurance business in the field of insurance in Sri
Lanka. I would ask the the Hon. Minister not to rush
into this matter because it is a matter that has caused
concern in many circles. There are now pressure groups
operating everywhere who want to see that the private
sector is given a fair slice of the business.

The hon. Member for Attanagalla once argued for
revaluation and again argued the case for a dual
exchange rate. He knows that when he was in the
previous government the Hon. Minister of Finance,
Mr. Felix Dias Bandaranaike revalued I think by about
18 to 20 per cent somewhere in March 1979, and
became the laughing stock ! I do not understand why
the hon. Member is now arguing for a revaluation at
this time. Obviously there is a balance between
economics and politics. As an economist I would rather
argue the case for a devaluation, but as a politician now
I would be more cautious when I have to say something
about devaluation because as you are all aware, in many
countries devaluation has brought disastrous effects to
the economy. I remember reading an article by Harry
Cooper somewhere in the 1970s, where he had done a
study on the effects of devaluation in about sixty odd
countries of the world and ultimately he concluded that
devaluation is politically disastrous. In fact, he went
into details to find out what happened to government
after devluation, what happened to ministers of finance
after devaluation, and ultimately concluded that
devaluation is politically disastrous. But, of course,
from an economic point of view it is better to devaluate
now than later, Otherwise, there will be a series of
shocks to the economy when devaluation is inevitable. I
will give you one good reason. When India devalued in
1966 and we devalued in 1967 Pakistan refused to
devalue but ultimately what happened ? They went into
a lonely devaluation of 56.5 per cent in 1972. So
obviously we need a rational and proper rate of
exchange, which is a must. I presume this government
would by way of a trawling peg ensure a realistic rate of
exchange. That is all I wish to say at this moment and 1
would wish quite sincerely that the Hon. Minister of
Trade and Shipping and his Hon. Deputy Minister
would really do the work that has been assigned to them

and make Sri Lanka a prosperous couﬁg
