On bahalf of the Prime Minister and Minister of
Local Government, Housing and Construction and
Minister of Highways and Minister of Emergency Civil
Administration, I move,

“That the proclamation dated February 17, 1985, made by the
President under section 2 of the Public Security Ordinance (Chapter
40), as amended by Act No. 8 of 1959 and Law No. 6 of 1978,
bringing into operation the provisions of part II of the aforesaid
Ordinance throughout Sri Lanka, be approved.”

Mr. Speaker, under the Provisions of Clause 155(8)
of the Constitution, we need 2/3rds of the whole
number of Members of Parliament to pass this
Resolution.

On the 25th of January the Government placed
before this House ample reasons as to why the
continuation of the provisions of the Public Security
Ordinance should be operative for a further period. This
House passed a Motion in favour of such continuation
by a large majority.

The situation in the country since then does not
indicate a return to a state of peace and order to any
satisfactory degree for us to seriously consider relaxing
the operation of the provisions of the Emergency
Regulations.
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On the last occasion I brought to the notice of this
House the extent to which offences against persons and
property were committed with impunity, often in broad
daylight, both in the North and the East.

Today we have to say that gangsterism and highway
robbery have continued at an alarming rate and a
number of lives of innocent citizens, specially in the
North, have been lost on account of the gruesome
killings by terrorists. The dastardly “lamp-post killings”
of those who were suspected as informants to the armed
forces have continued.

Figures compiled of crimes committed during the
period under review indicate an increase in homicide.

There had been five attacks on police and service
personnel moving in vehicles in Vavuniya and
Batticaloa divisions. However, there have been no
attacks directed against public institutions or police
stations, either with bombs of firearms.

Figures available for the month reflect an increase in
the number of crimes committed by the terrorists in the
Batticaloa area. This is an indication that there is a
greater concentration of the activities in the East than
before. This may be with the intention of reducing the
pressure mounted by the services and security forces in
the North. It could also mean an attempt to divide the
preventive action of the security forces and thereby
weaken their position.

I would like to reiterate some of the glaring incidents
that have taken place during this period.

An attack was directed against the army camp at
Kokilai on 13.2.85 resulting in the death of four persons
from the army and thirteen terrorists.

On the 31st January 1985 four bowsers of petrol and
diesel from the Petroleum Corporation, Jaffna, were
seized by four unknown youths armed with SMGG.

On 23.1.85 Police Sergeant Dharmalingam and
Police Constables Masilamany and Sulaiman were
murdered by shooting at Batticaloa. They were
murdered after they had escaped death when the jeep in
which they were travelling was destroyed by a land
mine,

On 25.1.85 electrical appliances to the value of Rs.
128,376 comprising eight generators and three sprayers
had been stolen from the Electrical Stores at Jaffna.

On 26.1.85 the Co-operative Hospital at Vallai was
blasted with bombs by terrorists.

On 28.1.85 eight unknown youths armed with SMGG
entered the MPCS, Neervali, and robbed milk foods,
provisions, oliman goods, etc.
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On 29.1.85 about five youths entered the Rural
Development Training Centre on Jaffna and blasted the
building causing damage and loss of articles to the calue
of Rs. 140,000.

On 8.2.85 thirteen sewing machines were stolen from
the Teachers’ Training College, Irupalai, by six youths
carrying SLRR.

On 29.1.85 ambulance No. 34 Sri 6905 from the
Batticaloa Government Hospital was transporting
patients from Kalmunai and Kalawanchikudi to
Batticaloa Hospital, At Ambalanthurai a land mine had
exploded, damaging the ambulance and killing four
persons.

It is observed that the terrorists have committed
robbery of vehicles, battery chargers, tents, lengths of
electric wire and even a power generator and large
quantities of fuel.

I would like to place before you a summary of cases
involving terrorists in Jaffna, Vavuniya, Batticaloa and
Trincomalee.

These incidents, apart from being a threat to the
Government are also a threat to the free movement of
law abiding citizens. They have hampered the
suppliesand services to the people of Jaffna specially. In
the light of this situation and in view of the fact that
hostile political leaders want our country invaded by our
neighbour, it is not timely even to relax the operation of
the Emergency Regulations. -

In conclusion I would like to draw the attention of the
Hon. Members of this House to an appeal made by the
Hon. Prime Minister in his reply winding up the debate
on the emergency on 25th January.
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He said :

“Unconditionally we will get together. Do not give up your policies.
You are having your policies as regards our national problems. Let us
live with them. let us campaign with them. Let us go to our people
and canvass on them. That is different. But let us meet the world
community on a joint basis, on a united basis and say ‘We all uphold
the sovereignty of our country, the independence of our country, the
unity system of our country, the brotherhood of our various
communities. We are joint in that effort. If you are our friendly
peighbours, friendly partners and countries, please help us on this
occasion by not giving refuge, by not extending any assistance to
these traitors who are tyring to destabilise our country.’”

There was a ready response from the Hon. Leader of
the Opposition, on that occasion. I appeal again today
to all our political parties to respond actively and loudly
to the request of the Hon. Prime Minister.

I must say, Mr. Speaker, since the last debate, we
find a change of heart from the different quarters of the
world, including India, in regard to the plight of Sri
Lanka today.” They are now realising that the situation
has been created, not with an intention of winning any
ethnic or fundamental rights, but with the objective of
destabilising and destroying Sri Lanka’s sovereignty,
unity and territorial integrity. This is sufficiently
evident from news and lead articles that have appeared
in the world press, including the prestigeous
“Washington Post” and “Indian Express™.

His Excellency the President himself in his speech on
the occasion of the opening of the Fifth Session of this
House vividly described the actual situation we are
facing. His Excellency made the same appeal to all
sections of this House and even outside, to close ranks to
eradicate terrorism so that we may settle any
outstanding problems to the satisfaction of all
concerned.

I therefore commend to this House that this Motion
be passed by all those Members who wish to have law
and order and peace restored in the country.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, I wish to make certain
submissions on the Emergency in relation to our
Constitution.

@D
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Countries under the British Empire with the
Westminster style of legislature had paid the price by
partitioning and internal ethnic and religious
clashes—for example, Palestine, India, Pakistan,
Cyprus, South Africa, Nigeria, Ireland and Malaysia.

What is the cause and meaning of the Irish struggle ?
Ireland is supposed to be the most intellectual and
enterprising part of the United Kingdom. They are
racially and culturally of the European stock. But they
are fighting for a mere religious ritual for over a
century, and England’s first colony has become the
problematic last colony.

In India which has 24 provinces, some bigger than
most European States in size and population, some of
them often have to be under Presidential rule from the
centre due to the prevailing Westminster style. India
and Sri Lanka had been the political guinea pigs of this
laboratory erperiment. 700 million people in the world
are kept in a boiling cauldron in turmoil fighting one
against the other. Hindu, Muslim, Hindu-Sikh, Nagas,
Telegus, Hindu Maha Sabha, D.M.K., Assam, Ananda
Marg-all are fighting against all others. The Indian
National Congress whose first President was an
Englishman by the name of Hume had been created to
supply a political organisation essential to function as a
Westminster style constitution in India. So that 1/3rd
of the world population in the Commonwealth is being
kept in permanent bondage to this Westminster system.

In the land of its own creation, the United Kingdom,
it cannot solve the Irish question. Now the Scottish
people demand devolution and the Welsh too have a
minority problem. How can one defend this for other
multi-racial, multi-linguistic, multi-religious and
culturally different people in countries like India and
Sri Lanka ?

The crisis and the deadlocks created by the
Westminster system had led to the inevitable result of
military dictatorships and civil war.

After 50 years of universal franchise and 37 years of
sovereign rule we are debating how to give a modicum
of power to a Village Committee and an Urban Council.
The fusion that has to come from below has been
imposed from above.

England which had no written Constitution even
today went on granting and imposing model
constitutions all over the world during the last centary.
In actual fact it has been exporting not model
constitutions but English made crisis to the
Commonwealth. Excepting the white dominions, in all
other places the British model had collapsed and given
rise to Army rule.
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Let us pose the basic question: is a country for a
constitution or a constitution for a country ? An honest
answer to this question is a solution to this problem.

Can we name one country in the Commonwealth
where this system has solved the problems of the
people ? What is the difference between the
Chavakachcheri bomb explosion and Brighton’s
explosion to kill Prime Minister Margaret
Thatcher—both are the product of the Westminster
system ?

India became independent in 1947 and China became
free in 1949. India had Vinoba Bhave’s Pada Yatra of
Bhoodan, while in China they had Mao Tse-tung’s Long
March. The independent period is similar in both
countries, But where are China and India today ?

The harijans for whom Mahatma Gandhi wept in the
1920s are even today dispossessed, unprivileged
outcasts of society.

China, building a society and a constitution according
to the genius of her people, had been unrecognised for
30 years. Not a grain of wheat, not a bolt of metal, not a
cartridge, not one dollar had been given to her but,
finally, basing on self-relience, she has taken her place
among nations as a modern power, with Mao
conducting his heroic liberation and nation-building,
while what was once British India is now India,
Pakistan and Bangladesh, and with Sri Lanka are once
more where they were at the beginning of the last war,
oppressed by malaria and fed by food stamps.

The relations between India and Sri Lanka are
assuming cold war proportions and for the first time
this situation is educating our people in anti-Indian
sentiment and India phobia. This might get hardened
into the type of cold war relations between U.S.A. and
Russia. Such a development is far from the desire of the
majority of Sri Lankans. Instead of the daily war of the
broadcasting stations and war of communiques, why not
detente be brought about immediately ?

I will suggest a way: a delegation of the Sinhala
people truly representative of national life should visit
India, especially the north of India and their major
cities, and disabuse the minds of Indians as to any
anti-Indianism. They should meet the Members of
Parliament and Provincial Legislative Members and
explain facts and answer questions. Such a delegation
may be more useful than an army of conquest. I propose
that such an initiative should not be further delayed.
Something like ping-pong diplomacy with both North
and South India is necessary. Take this initiative.
Behind the cricket, hockey and the athletic teams let the
national delegations go — where the buxeaucrats bungle
let the people disentangle —a goodwill mission from
nation to nation not from Goverment to Government.
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Whatever Governments, present and past, had done,
all is not black nor is all white. There were and are
pluses and minuses on all sides unfortunately due to the
Westminster system. A lot of sane people in
Government and Opposition parties cannot speak their
mind about good things, commonly accepted, without
political bias. I am a pragmatist and have taken a
historical stand on problems. Those in the Government
and in the Opposition and in all walks of life find what I
call a language common to their thinking and their
aspirations. This area must be expanded. That is my
only effort and request. And every day and every hour |
see history vindicating me.

Today the country is compartmentalised horizontally
and vertically. No common vocubalary or common
ground exists among races, religions and classes, thanks
to the Westminster Constitution ! Two religions cannot
communicate, two races cannot dialogue, two classes
cannot mix, two castes cannot sit: we are in a blind
compartment, one fighting against all. Is not the
experience of the last few years a sufficient price we
have paid to understand the misery and division
perpetuated by this system ?

Africa is marching forward, Latin America is getting
emancipated, and it is only in South Asia that countries
that came under British rule and Westminster-style
remain in permanent stagnation and misery and
warfare of all on all.

The following are some of my proposals for the
creation of a Unified Sri Lanka.

1. Suspend the Constitution.

2. The President and Parliament to continue till
1989 as a Government of National Redemption.

3. Summon a Constituent Assembly to draft a
Constitution outside the Westminster-style or party
politics. (Where there would not be a so-called
Government and Opposition),

(a) That would bring about national unity in the
country.

(b) that would safeguard and enshrine the
Democratic and Human Rights of all individuals
irrespective of community, caste and creed.

(¢) Whereby all the people could participate in the
day to day activities of the Government and the
administration and no one would be dubbed as
anti-Government,

(d) Decide on a form of Government whereby the
people, especially the youth work unitedly to
develop the country rapidly.
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[22 & aathdmom Bom)

(e) Let us evolve a system that would eliminate the
so-called depressed classes, and the large mass of
people existing on food stamps below the poverty
line ; the large mass of youth and students living
in squalor and malnutrition ; the large mass of
youth who after their education find that what
they have learnt is of no benefit to them in
society.

(/) Let us evolve a system that would eliminate all
these barriers and relics and unite the country to
stamp out the four hundred and fifty years of
foreign domination and servitude of the Sinhala,
Tamil, Muslim, Burgher and Malay people.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, we are engaged in the usual
monthly exercise of debating and extending this futile
Emergency. But, in 3]l these months and all these years,
Sir, if I may say so, never, never has the Government
stood so naked and so alone.

Now, Sir, I am sorry that the Hon. Minister is not
here, but we read in the newspapers that a
Sub-Committee of the Cabinet, of which he is a
Member, has made this recommendation. I want to ask
the Hon. Minister or somebody on behalf of the
Government to say whether the Sub-Committee was
appointed before or after 14th December because I say
it is a very serious matter. The Hon. Minister, I am
sorry to say—he is normally an affable gentleman—seems
to have misled this House. Certainly, he has misled me
because I had a lot to say on this matter during the
discussion of the Votes of his Ministry and he said that
there was no such thing. but today private hands are
going to deal with telephones.

That is not all. The Hon. Minister of National
Security, who was also till recently the Minister of
Trade and Shipping, will bear me out. It was only two
days ago that the newspapers reported that private
insurance companies are going to be allowed to function
in this country.

Now, these two are vital sectors. Every thing is being
dismantled, the public sector is being dismantled.

What has happened to the Highways Department ?
In the Highways Department thousands of people have
been thrown on to the roads. You promised to give
compensation up to Rs. 20,000, each to all those
workers, but not one single cent has been paid. Their
food stamp books have been removed because they were
drawing salaries. I have hundreds of letters-literally
hundreds of letters. Every trade union has made
representations. You have snatched their jobs from
them ; you have snatched their food stamp cards from
them. You promised them Rs. 20,000. Not 20,000 cents
have been paid and they are now on the roads without
jobs, without food stamps and without compensation.
That is what has happened to the Highways
Department. Then Sir, look at what has happened to
the Buildings Department. It has been more or less
privatized. The Highways Departiment has been
privatized. Insurance is going to be privatized.
Telecommunications Department is going to be
privatized. All these are being privatized. And now the
latest thing is that Universities are going to be
privatrized.

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I am glad the Hon. Minister is here. There was a
report of an interview that he has given to Mr.

Now, Sir, that is what 1 want to say about the
question of privatization. But I come to a very much
more serious matter and 1 want to say that on this
occasion I propose to vote against this Emergency being
extended, for the reason that this Emergency is now
being prostituted to be used against the progressive
movement of this country, against the working-class
and against intellectuals, without the slightest excuse
for that happening.

Now, Sir, what has happened ? The univeristy
students have come out on an agitation on a erfectly
legitimate issue. The Hon. Minister of National
Security himself says in his interview to
Venkatanarayan, that it is the intentin of the
Government shortly to start private universities. Now
what has happened ? What is our experience of this ?
Sir, I do not want to belabour this point about this
Colombo International School, but people who came to
do business in fast foods, hamburgers and so on have
started churning out children for seven thousand rupees
a term. Who is going to open private universities here ?
I want to ask the Hon. Minister, who is going to start
this ? Are these the people who printed the “Time”
magazine which you have had to ban? Are they
Americans or missioneries ? Who are they ? Because,
surely are not the students entitled to protest against
that action ? Who are these univesity students of
today ? They are not people who have come from elitist
families of Sri Lanka, They have come form the
families of workers and peasants of this country. Many
of them are on scholarships provided by my Hon. Friend
himself. They are on ‘grants from other institutions.
Some are studying on loans. They live eight, ten and
twelve to a room. In some places when some students
sleep during the day-time, the other students sleep in
that same room during the night. They are utterly
poverty-striken and this is the only hope that they have
in life. They have climbed through the vast cordon of
examinations, being selected through this terrible, strict
process and become entitled to follow lectures and get a
degree at a university. So when their whole future is
threatened, when their right to meet together and elect
a Student Council is denied, when the Vice-Chancellor
becomes an appointee of the President and when private
universities are going to be flowering all over the place,
surely what do you expect the students to do ?

I knowthat the President has told certain people that
he is not going to allow the people in the South to stab
the country in the back. Now what is the position ? I

understand that there is going to be a separate Debate
on the President’s Speech. Therefore I will not go too
far into that matter. But what does the President say in
his speech at the Opening Session of Parliament ? He
says that we will have to compromise on the very
foundations of democracy—(Interruption). If you live in

hope, if you live in eternal hope you can derive some
hope for sustenance from those nuances such as “may”,
“will”, “shall” “be™ and so on. But it is quite clear, when

you take his statement along with what is happening
today, that what is really intended is to curb democracy
in the name of curbing some terrorism that is supposed
to be going on somewhere. Why do I say that ?

The student’s movement is subject to repression. It
was only on the 20th of this month that the police
entered the Colombo campus and assaulted students,
including Buddhist priests and women, with batons.
Yesterday five university students went to
Wennappuwa. They were taken to the police station,
their statements were recorded at the police station and
they were released. They were released straight into the
hands of some waiting goondas— shades of the JSS
again !-(Interruption). In Wennappuwa. they were
taken by those men and assaulted. One of those students
went back to the police station and said, “Please do not
allow us to go, keep us here, because they are trying to
assault us”. The police said, “We cannot do anything
about it.” Till 7 O’clock this morning three of those
students had not returned to Colombo. 1 do not know
what has happened to them. Two of them returned and
three of them have not returned. So I say that there is
repression going on in a dual way, in a most sinister
way.

What happened in Pettah ? The police were inciting.
The police that were on duty in Pettah when the
university students’ demonstration took place were
inciting the bystanders to assault the students. The
bystanders refused to do that. Then the following day
CID personnel, or maybe regular police personnel,
came in mufti and started assaulting those students.

You have allowed some but you have not allowed
others. 1 want to ask you this. Mr. Vasudeva
Nanayakkara of the Nava Sama Samaja Party has been
taken into custody. There is a reason given by the Police
Commissioner, Mr. Neil Weerasinghe. He says he was
close to a police car that was damaged. He does not say
that he damaged it. He does not say that he attempted
to damage it. He merely says he was close to that
vehicle. We are running a terrible risk these days ! I we
happen to be close to some place that is damaged we
will be arrested and locked up. What is the the logic of
this ? The Janata Vimukti Peramuna is under
proscription for the last two years. No reason is given
for that. What the President said is that some
contigency of the future has already started and the
compromise with democracy is going on a pace, going
on at a terrible rate. That is the real danger. That is
why, as far as the Emergency is concerned, I propose to
vote against it. You are misusing the Emergency, and
there is no real jurisdiction whatsoever for asking us to
support you in this abuse of the Emergency that you are
all now engaged in.

I want to ask this question from hon. Members of
Parliament. Most of you in front of me are some variety
or other of Minister. You are a Cabinet Minister a
Project Minister, a Deputy Minister or a District
Minister. But these are amongst you Ministers, and
certainly also Members of Parliament, who never
intended to take away the entire public sector of this
country. There are people who never expected to
suppress and repress the entire Opposition. [ want to
ask you, do you realize what is happening ? How long
are you going to remain silent in the face of what is
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happening ? You extended, by the hoax of the
Referendum, the lifetime of your Parliament. 1 was
watching when the President made his speech on the
20th. It was only at one place that he got applause from
the Government Benches, namely, when he announced
that he did not propose to disslove this House for the
next five years. When he said that he got a thumping
applause. But do not think this is an easy business. Do
not think that the situation in this country is normal. Do
not think that people are taking everything lying down.
Signs of the people showing some awakening is now
beginning to mainfest themselves.

Members of Parliament on the Government side
whether they realize what is happening to the estate
sector today ? The previous Government passed a law
lying down a celing on land. Vast acreages of land.
particularly in the Kandyan and the Southern areas,
were taken over and vested in various institutions of the
Government. You devested those lands, gave them to
various other institutions such as NADSA and the
Lanka Estates Development Company. How many of
those lands are now being given to private owners ? I do
not want to mention the names. It is not my way.
Members of this House have got lands on very, very
profitable terms. Some day these things will come out.
Do not think that you can do all these things and
hoodwink the country for the rest of your life. Much
more serious situations have existed and people have
risen and fought, because that is ultimately the weapon
of the people. They will fight. Do you realize that every
one of you will have to share the blame when 50 acres,
100 acres, factories are given to private individuals,
lands that belong to the Government ? I as Member of
Parliament was instrumental in alienating the lands in
my electorate to people, but the Government fell at that
time and I could not get the authorities concerned to
give them the permits. They were de facto on the land,
physically on the land, but they did not have the legal
documents. Last week-end when I was in my electorate
all those people came and told me that some gentleman
from Galle had turned up there and said “I own this
land”. They had asked, “How do you own ? “We own
this land ?* He had said, “I own this land because the
Lanka Estates Development Company has leased it to
me for 99 years”,

This is an utter crime. There are a lot of poor,
landless peasants in this country who are thirsting for
land. It does not matter whether they are UNP or SLFP
or Communist or any blooming thing. They are not
being given land, but the rich people are given land.
People who have always been enjoying the privileges are
being given land. And the worst is that Members of
Parliament are at the receiving end of the land. T want
to ask each hon. Member, please examine your
conscience and say to yourself, “Is it right that I take
land that belonged to some other man which came to
the Government under the Land Ceiling law ? Now I
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have become a Member of Parliament. Therefore I will
take the land.” You blamed the SLFP, quite rightly,
those days—(Interruption). Some of the people in the
SLFP, LSSP or CP-any party-at that time went into
those estates and lived in those bungalows, but they did
not take the land; they did not write deeds for
themselves—{/nterruption).

On the last
occasion I mentioned — when I was talking to the
Leader of the Opposition this morning, he was telling
me the same thing - the tremendous parallels there are
in the pre-Bangladesh situation in India and the present
situation in Sri Lanka and India (Interruption). Now,
Sir, the Hon. Minister went and met the Prine Minister
of India. He met the Prime Minister of India and he has
come back. He says the Prime Minister of India has
said no intervention under any circumstances, no
military intervention. I do not want to say anything
about anybody. But nobody who intervenes into a
country announces the date and time. But what I want
to say is it would benefit the government a great deal if
they studied the close parallel there is between the
statements. What is the exact refugee situation today ?
India says 40,000 refugees. Some thousands in
Rameswaram. Now what does the Hon. President say ?
He says why does not India agree to a joint surveillance
operation because then we can stop the refugees from
going to India. That is said in the speech opening this
session of this Parliament. So the President admits that
there are refugees going. If you admit that there are
refugees going — if you use the word “refugees” — that
means you admit that there is a situation from which
people have to take refuge. That is how they become
refugees. The numbers are in dispute. But I want to say
it is a very serious matter. If it goes on like this, can
anybody give a guarantee that what happened to
Banglade:sh will not happen to the North and East of
this country ? Can anybody give it. Because the people
of this country must know the terrible alternatives
before it. People cannot be used to whip up communal
feelings which everybody seems to be doing now.
Without being told the consequences are these.

I am not in a position to make direct accusations but
serious'misbehaviour on the part of the armed forces is
now coming to light. I want to directly say that this is on
totally good information’s reliable information, that in
a village near Mannar. — I think it was the 30th of
January, but [ am not sure of the date— but this
happened. Vaddukondal, was I think the name of the
village. Certain people in the army went in early
morning and physically shot a large number of male
inhabitants of that village. The first information that I
had of it was when a man came to see me about the
Widows and Orphans Pension Fund benifits for his
sister. It was then that 1 asked him how did his sister
come to become a widow, and then he told me about this
incident quite casually. He was not interested in
repeating that to me, and then I checked up from
various other sources.
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You have banned the “Time” Magazine the “Time”
Magazine which my friend read. When you ban the
“Time” Magazine you are virtually admitting one of
two things : either the “Time” Magazine is printing the
truth which is unpalatable to you or you are saying that
the “Time” Magazin is publishing a whole pack of lies,
none of which is a proposition you would like to agree
with.

wlr. Deputy Chairman, I am surprised that the hon.
Member for Kalawana should have on this occasion
concentrated on and diverted our attention in large
measure to the incidents relating to the universities.

He is well aware, and Members of the Opposition are
well aware, that university problems had to be sorted
out in consequence of all the tensions and indiscipline
that arose after ‘the liberalisation of the structure of
university administration when the UNP_ Government
came to power in 1977. We did our best to liberalize the
situation and went further than what the previous

Government had done. We were however compelled to
re-examine the problem in the light of what had
transpired. I think the hon. Leader of the Opposition
and his predecessor as leader of her party would know
how the turbulence of the universities created problems
for them. It would be worth while for all critics to
re-examine the clauses carefully and see the effects
before they rush to criticize what the Government has
done in the best interests of student education and not
in the best interests of those how would seek to
exacerbate feelings and encourage student violence as
part of their political strategy.

The hon. Member for Kalawana (Mr. Sarath
Muttetuwegama) referred to the monks being on the
roof of the university building and accused us of having
attempted to use it for political propaganda. Whether it
is used for political propaganda or not, Mr. Deputy
Chairman, I must confess 1 was rather surprised when I
saw the picture and T do think that as many people in
our country should see it because it adds a new
dimension to Buddhist practice in Sri Lanka. I was
under the impression that monks were given to quiet
places, to arboreal refuges and silent rooms, to practise
their thoughts and meditation. I now see that the
Opposition has brought in roof-tops to add to the
experience of the monks. I do hope that what has been
published will be taken cognizance of by the Venerable
Mahanayakes and the Karaka Sabhas of the respective
Orders so that some measure of discipline can come to
those who should adorn and not disgrace the yellow
robe. I am quite-sure that the Leader of the Opposition
and other Members of the Opposition party who are
still not estranged from their cultural heritage, unlike
certain sections of the Opposition, still endorse my view.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, the Member for Kalawana
mentioned the problem of searching all houses in order
to draw out some problems that may have arisen for the
Member for Kelaniya (Mr. Cyril Mathew). I think the
Member for Kalawana should familiarize himself with
all the details. Whether it concerns the relations of the
Member for Kelaniya, his relations or my relations, any
Government is entitled to examine in a proper way any
house in respect of which information has reached them
that it contains material which brings it within the
purview of the law and if the Member for Kalawana
feels that that is unsatisfactorv and wishes to offer us
advice, he might do so simultaneously by offering that
advice to his political mentors in other countries.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, a very valuable contribution
was made in the speech of the hon. Member for
Matugama. (Mr. Anil Moonesinghe). I must refer to it.
But before I do so, I would like to point out certain
contradictions that were made in his speech. He
mentioned that there was a change of view in regard to
the language issue by the LSSP itself. I think I am right
in my belief that that was what he expressed.
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I remember, the Lanka Sama Samaja Party always
took up the view that two languages might lead to one
nation and one language would lead to two nations,
when the official language was introduced by the late
Mr. S. W. R. D. Bandaranaike. Mr. S. W. R. D.
Bandaranaike correctly rejected that view and I am
quite sure that the hon. Leader of the Opposition too
still adheres to the views of his late father, the founder
of the party which he now represents in Parliament. I
think the hon. Member for Matugama should realize
that in Sri Lanka where 75 per cent of the people spoke
the language, it was only correct that Sinhala should
have been introduced as the official language, because
in India where only 40 per cent spoke Hindi it was
accepted as the official language. I am very happy that
the hon. Leader of the Opposition endorses that view
because | was having lurking doubts as to whether any
pernicious influence of the recalcitrant section, of the
separatist elements, in our country were not
encouraging them even to go back on that basic,
fundamental and correct position that should obtain in
Sri Lanka. Anyway, I am happy that the hon. Member
for Matugama too has changed his view and accepted
the S.L.F.P. view because when he was young, perhaps
in his more aberrant political days, he too subscribed to
the rejected view of the Lanka Sama Samaja Party
which of course, the party still clings to in its public
statements and in its commemoration meetings on its
long and rather uneven political history.

The hon. Member for Matugama praised Mrs.
Bandaranaike’s period, paid a glowing tribute for her
ability to have gone to Jaffna to address a public
meeting. I think he has forgotten that ultimately there
was turbulance in Jaffna and a stalwart of her party,
Mr. Alfred Durayappah, was brutally murdered in a
kovil where he had gone to pray, and Mrs.
Bandaranaike’s Government has been castigated by a
document prepared by the terrorists as a racialist
Sinhala Government, a document that was found when
one of the terrorist camps was raided. I do not think
that the ability to have had a meeting on one occasion
by itself indicates that there was any differences at that
period because equal heat was displayed towards her
government as it is now displayed, though with a
greater degree of violence, towards the present
Government.,

Sir, the hon. Member for Matugama attempted to
show that certain promises had been made by the
Leader of the United National Party as a prelude to the
election campaign of 1977. There was no secret
agreement. All parties discussed with other parties the
possibility of electoral support and I do not think that
the United National Party was wrong in obtaining the
support of the Ceylon Worker's Congress or of the
T.U.L.F. or of any other party when it went to the polls
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against the last government. I think the last government
too sought in many ways to obtain support from various
parties and I do not think that that type of campaigning
before an election is indicative of any secret pact,

As far as the comments of the Singapore Foreign
Minister are concerned, 1 am very happy that the hon.
Member referred to them. As the hon. Member for
Kaduwela (Mr. E. P. Paul Perera) pointed out, the
abuse levelled by Mr. Rajaratnam, the Foreign
Minister of Singapore, equally embraces all politicians
in Sri Lanka and it is a vulgar, crude statement made by
a responsible Minister of a friendly country, who seems
to have forgotten that there are three Tamil Ministers
in our Government. He says that he got an opportunity
in Singapore, thereby attempting show that that
opportunity was not available in Sri Lanka. In fact, that
opportunity has been made available to three Ministers
here. Tt was made available by the last Government to
Mr. Kumarasuriar, It was made available earlier to Mr.
G. G. Ponnambalam, and Mr. Tiruchelvam and I do not
think that Mr, Rajaratnam was correct, and he would
do well to remind himself that Mr. Devan Nair was
elevated to the Presidency of Singapore to live in
splendid isolation away from trade union activities and
apparently is rather unhappy in his inability to play a
more dynamic and active role in the national life of
Singapore. Mr., Rajaratnam also seems to have
forgotten that Singapore itself went through a
turbulent, troublesome period earlier in its political life
and that the streets of Singapore were as splattered with
blood as happened in many other Asian cities and
countries whether it was Indonesia, Malaysia or even
countries closer to us like India.

As for the comments he made of Mr. Fullerton and
Mr. Nalin Seneviratne, I really think that the views of
an Army Commander that they await a political
solution even if it is true need not be taken seriously by
any political party particularly the Government in
power. No officer of Government, whether he be
administrative, military or otherwise, has a right to
publicly offer political advice to a government. We
resent it. We do not accept it.

Member for Kalawana, I
am happy that the hon. Member for Matugama

specifically pointed out that laying down arms was not.

opportune at his moment. The time has passed. Tt would
be only a government displaying folly of the highest
kind that would lay down arms or declafe a moratorium
when those with whom they contend have repudiated
any peaceful settlement. We are not fighting the TULF.
We are fighting its military arm that has grown bigger
than the body that created it or encouraged it. The
terrorist movement has a life of its own, and the
terrorist movement is not likely to be guided any more
by the TULF or any other body of Tamil citizens who
would like to negotiate with anybody or any political
body on this side of the country. It is therefore,
necessary for us to deal with it as firmly as possible
while leaving the options open for the résponsible
sections of the Tamil community to meet the
Government and to find out what political solutions are
possible.

As far as the Government is concerned, it will go
ahead with all the possible steps it could towards
involving every section of the people, be they Tamil,
Muslim or Sinhalese, true to its principles of
participatory democracy. The devolution that we
contemplate is not a devolution merely to help the
Tamils. Tt is a devolution that is necessary in the
interests of the growth of democratic freedom and true
local government in Sri Lanka.

As far as its relationship to autonomy and the
provincial administration is concerned, I would like to
point out specifically that provincial boundaries or
provincial governments are not necessarily the solution
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that would help any community. India conceded it.
They created Punjab. It did not end the Sikh problem.
They continued the Government of Madras. The area
that was defined by the British was extended. The
Government of Madras came into being. And
ultimately what happened ? In 1976 Indira Gandhi had
to send her army, and the army had to take over.
Presidential rule had to come. I am one of the few Sri
Lankans who were present in Madras on that occasion.
It was friends of mine in Delhi who had informed me of
what was happening, and I was there to watch the fun. I
entered Fort St. George. | was there in the room of Mr.
Sabanayagam, the Permanent Secretary, a close
associate of Mr. Karunanidhi, just when orders had
come from Delhi that the Government of Madras had to
be dissolved.

Provincial administration does not solve a problem.
District administration is the furthest this Government
has agreed to go. And I make this specific statement on
the Floor of this House, that if this Government had
gore beyond district administration I would have no
longer been a member either of this House or of the
United National Party. We are not members of a party
in order to seek peace with the Tamil community to
create bases for the ultimate destruction of the whole
Island and to Balkanize Sri Lanka at the dictates of a
small section in the North who may be acting as
puppets on behalf of powers who are across the seas.

Mr. Chairman, naturally we are critical of India at
times. The hon. Member for Matugama was wondering
why we made criticisms in the House. There are times
when we have had to do so. We are friendly with India,
but that does not mean that we have not the right to
point out on occasions when there are problems the
problems which it is their duty to clarify and to help us
to satisfy our minds as to her role in regard to the
friendship she claims to have towards us. That is why
the Hon. Prime Minister was correct, and that is why
the Hon. Foreign Minister was quite correct when he
asked for India’s co-operation to jointly survey the
maritime demarcation to ensure that there was nu
illegal movement of vessels and people across the sea
limits that define the boundaries.

Mr. Chairman’s, we do not blame India for her
record of stablizing her own State and her boundaries.
We are aware of her history in regard to Junagadh and
Kashmir where she had to repudiate the UN resolution.
We may not agree with her action in Bangaladesh, but
that is a problem she had to explain, and her
explanation at the international level gave as the excuse
the large number of refugees that were crossing over
into Indian territory. Unfortunately, many of the
arguments then used seem strangely to be applied now
in the case of Sri Lanka. I shall refer the refugee
problem in a just a moment. In regard to Sikkim, which
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was incorporated in Indian territory, an independent
State, the Indian Constitution after the incorporation
precludes anyone from asking for the independence of
Sikkim. Pondicherry and Karikal came within the
boundaries of India. Goa was taken over, and the
victorious Indian commander rode in a jeep into the
capital of Goa.

Mr. Chairman, all these can be justified from the
point view of the security of India. India is entitled to
criticize any foreign country when she has suspicions.
She did that during the problem of Punjab. We too have
fears. India is a friendly country, but that does not
mean that in the name of friendship we are not entitled
to be vigilant. We do not repudiate our Indian
connection. We are as much Indian as any Englishman
is European, but that connection stops there. It does not
mean that because of a long heritage of relations with
India we are under perpetual obligation to accept the
Indian view in regard to Sri Lanka’s problems. Qur
interests must be and shall always be the interests of Sri
Lanka and Sri Lanka alone.

Member for Matugama made a very
earnest plea. He said that the country should be taken
into confidence, that unity in this dire time of our
history was vital. No finer statement in recent times has
been made from the Opposition benches. T totally
endorse it, as all of us do, and in this connection I would
just like to mention in the context of Sri Lanka’s
problem what happened in England 200 years ago.
When negotiations had failed with France, when a
naval mutiny had taken place in the north, when the
Irish rebellion was at its height, when a financial crisis
was on in England, at the time of threats of invasion,
William Pitt said, “It is now indisputably necessary for
us to unite in one common cause. It is incumbent on us
to consolidate our efforts, to reconcile different views,
to concentrate our individual exertions, that we are
bound to proceed by a spirit and promptitude of action.”
And as his great father, the Earl of Chatham, said,
“Any state is better than despair. Let us make one
effort, and if we must fall let us fall like men.”

Mr. Chairman, His Excellency the President had
indicated that there may be dangers to the Constitution
in the hour of crisis. Abraham Lincoln said that the
very Constitution of America may be threatened, but if
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it was necessary to do so he would not hesitate to take
action for the greater cause of America’s independence.
That is the spirit in which even in a libertarian country
like England, where the rule of law obtained, where
democracy was valued, the Defence of the Realm Act
came,

We are at war, even if there is no declared war. It is
something that the Opposition knows, and the
Opposition does not deny it in their hearts. We do not
ask the Opposition merely to express those views here.
We ask them in the hour of the peril of the nation to
forget the petty disputes and stand with us on this
occasion and vote with us, for the nation will judge you
as they judged political parties in India in 1942. Let
that mistake not be made. For petty political advantage
let not the Opposition make heroic declarations that
they will be opposing this Government on this vote.

I am sure we can all curtail our speeches.
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Mr. Chairman, listening to the speeches from the
Opposition, particularly the speech of the hon. Member
for Kalawana, gives me an opportunity to predict what
would appear in the terrorists’ journals in the months to
come, because all these speeches that are made from the
Opposition find a great deal of prominence in the
pro-terrorist journals of the world. They say, “Here are
the statements of the Opposition in Sri
Lanka.”(Interruption). We have not banned them, It
is all there. I will give you a good example. The hon.
Member for Kalawana referred to an alleged incident in
a village in the Mannar District, and what did he say ?
That somebody came to see him —something which
appeared to be professional but may not necessarily
be —and in the course of that he said somebody had
been killed by the Army. And he used that as an
example of his fears that the army had committed some
excess there. I am very sorry that allegations like this
are based on circumstances such as this, because if an
ordinary person commits a crime there is a presumption
of innocence, and I am sure the great criminal lawyer,
the hon. Member for Kalawana would concede that we
do not rush to conclusions and say he did it. We go
objectively to try to find out the truth. But the hon.
Member may not have meant it as seriously as it
appeared but the separatists press will give it bannar
headlines and say this is what is said in the Opposition
in Sri Lanka.

Now, what is the truth about that incident. The truth
about that incident is that particular version is totally
denied by the army. Are you not aware that terrorists
are using army type uniforms ? Why did you not
consider that possibility ? We had a similar case where
a great noise was made about a priest in a church in
Vankalai. Without going into the facts great allegations
were made, The body was never found, but we know
that the Radio Vatican has broadcast statements that
the priest is alleged to be in India. But all over the world
the pro-terrorists press announcecd his death,
announced his killing and some even said that the body
was going to be taken to America. What did we do when
that allegation was made, particularly because it was
made by the Bishop of Mannar ? An investigation was
launched by the CID and that is now going on. When it
is concluded, if there can be a prima facie case against
anybody, action will be taken. This is the kind of thing
that is being thrown at the armed forces with gay
abandon.

I will ask the opposition one question, those of you
who are quick to rush in to condemn the security forces
who are doing a difficult task, have you ever come out
and publicly condemned the terrorists ? Have you
condemned the brutality of the lamp post killings ?
Have you said that must stop ? The place where the
terrorists take boats from South India to come here, a
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place in the village of Vedaranyam next to
Nagapatnam —the Member of Parliament in the Lok
Sabha for that constituency comes from the Communist
Party of India (Interruption). Perhaps the Communist
Party of Sri Lanka can write to him and say, please do
not allow those people to bring their guns and
ammunition and come and kill our people. Not one
word is said about terrorists atrocities. Not one bit of
credit is given to the Government of Sri Lanka for all
the steps we have taken when they have given a
reasonable suspicion of conduct which we did not expect
from the security forces. Numerous times we have had
action taken without proof in a court of law. Nobody
talks about that. We must get out of this attitude. If we
deprecate our own people, our own people who are
sacrificing their lives to preserve the security of this
country, if you do tifat, you are unconsciously perhaps
aiding the terrorists. That does not mean that where
any member, any citizen, whether he is a policeman, a
terrorist, a soldier, or anybody violates the law, he
should not be dealt with. But we must get out of the
attitude of only complaining about the security forces
and ignoring the atrocities committed by the terrorists.

The hon. Member for Kalawana in a very erudite
speech, I must say, talks so gliby, talks so wonderfully
about political solutions, abandoning solutions. Let us
examine that for a moment. We have never said that we
believe in a military solution because this problem
concerns our won citizens. A solution must come by
agreement. A solution must be based on a consensus
agreed to by all the communities of Sri Lanka. So let us
forget about military solutions and let us stop alleging
about military solutions. But it is a different thing to
say “weaken the military”. Even though you do not
believe in a military solution in the present context, you
have no option but to strengthen the security forces.

Yes, I know that you said it. But I am talking of what
he said. Now, why do you have to do that ? Because all
your preaching about political solutions is not a
preaching to the terrorists. The terrorists do not believe
in a political solution. The terrorists are saying
categorically that they believe in terrorist solution. So it
is unsless to preach only to one side ; preach to us and
say “political solution” and not preach to the terrorists
who say, “What political solution 7 We want a terrorist
solution.” If you do that it is almost a cry in the
wilderness, something similar to what the Communist
Party of Sri Lanka is in the political wilderness today. If
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you are preaching, let us preach to both sides. You are
saying call a moratorium. All right, we will have a
moratorium today. To please you, I will announce a
moratorium. Then what will happen ?2 Will the
terrorists pay heed to what I say. Surely, you know their
conduct ! While the All Party Conference was going on,
on the opening day of the All Party Conference, they
did something. At every meeting of the All Party
Conference they tried to do something. So to believe
that a unilaterial call for a moratorium would be heeded
by the terrorists is like what the ostrich sees when he
puts his eyes under the sand. You cannot get any kind of
solution by a unilateral moratorium. It is a defferent
thing to say, “Try to de-escalate the violence”. That we
will try to do. And I must say in all fairness, with the
adoption of the new regulations in the Jaffna Peninsula
since the end of November, there has been no major
incident where the terrorists were successful in the
Jaffna peninsula since the Chavakachcheri incident.
Then you say the regulations are too harsh. But the
regulations have had the effect. One of the good effects
is to curb the terrorists to that extent in the Jaffna
Peninsula.

What is it that you require to have a political
solution ? Let us discuss that. We all agree we want a
political solution. The terrorsits do not want it. Earlier
there was a story “Talk to the moderates”,

I do not know whether Mr. Amirthalingam really
qualifies to be a moderate unless, as somebody said, he
qualifies to be a moderate terrorist or a terrorist
moderate, or whether he will be somebody who has now
become the joker in the pack — I do not mean that in a
personal sense but I am saying it in the sense of the
game.(Interruption)

The hon. Deputy Minister says he is part of the
soft-pawn in the pack. On that I think you will have to
ask other people for the details. Let us, for the moment,
forget about Mr. Amirthalingam and the TULF. These
moderates are people who can talk but they can never
deliver. Look at what happened to the Akali Dal in
Punjab ? They cannot deliver an agreement. They can
talk and they can theorize but they can never deliver an
agreement. That is what happened to Amirthalingam at
the All Party Conference. There the President, taking
the consensus at the All Party conference, put together
a proposal which tried to strike a compromise. Mr.
Amirthalingam cannot compromise. He cannot
compromise because the moment he appears to
compromise, he will be shot dead.

So, you really do not have the option of talking with
these people. Why is it that you do not have the option ?
It is for the simple reason that the terrorists and their
international supporters are hoping that they can win.
Some time ago they were sure of winning. Now they are
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a little less certain of winning. We now know from
terrorist intelligence sources that they are saying to one
another that the way things are going, they will not get
Eelam for one or two generations. Why do they say
that ? It is because they know that we are not keeping
quite. They are now forced to tell absolute false-hoods
abour their activities.

You saw that they said about Karainagar ? Even the
Agence France Presse (AFP) repeated the lie for the
benefit of the world. What did they say ? They said that
150 sailors were killed at Karainagar. I laughed because
I knew that could not be true because there were not
even 150 sailors in Karainagar that night. They could
not have died from outside the base. Not one sailor died.

The mock armoured car they built was also captured
by us and their equipment was captured by us. But what
is the notice they sent out ? It said that the whole naval
base had been destroyed and 150 sailors killed. The
whole world was told that the Sri Lanka naval base in
the north was destroyed. They had to tell that lie to keeo
themselves going and to get their international backers
to give them more money. The hon. Member for
Kalawana presumably knows them better than I do.

Then there was that lie about Kokilai. They said the
Sri Lankan army was outnumbered at Kokilai, but what
happened ? The Army put up a heroic defence and not
only defended the camp but after the attack, went out
and destroyed a number of the enemy. In the end, two
soldiers died in the course of the battle and two died
while reinforcements were coming in Forteen terrorists
died in the actual situation and six died when they were
being pursued.

The terrorists now know that they take on the armed
forces of Sri Lanka at their risk. His Excellency the
President mentioned that they are now getting ready to
attack us head-on. I must say we will be very happy if
that is so. If they come out in the open and attack us,
that is very nice. Then we.can decide this once and for
all. That would be like the 1971 Insurgency which the
leader of the SLFP says she was able to destroy in four
weeks.

That was a different kind of clash. Those people came
out into the open, attacked police stations and captured
ground. The Government was then able to recover that
ground. Here they try to attack and they do not take
ground but they disappear —the difference betweeen
eo@s oo and DBE oo That s
the difference between then and now. But if this
insurgency become something like what happened in
1971, this problem can be resolved either way. So your
political-solution dream will never becomes a reality
unless the terrorists and their supporters are convinced
that they cannot win. So long as they believe that they
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can win, so long as some people give them hope that
they can win, you will never get any kind of political
discussion or any kind of political solution which is
meaningful. Why should they ? They think they are
going to win! Why ? They thought on November
20th — they made vague statements — that by December
31st the Sri Lanka Army will be removed from the
Northern Peninsula and on January 14th Eelam was
going to be declared. Now if you believe that, why
should you come to some compromise 7 Why should you
have a give and take 7 Why ? It is far better to wait and
win. So please remember, all those who sincerely want a
political solution must know, that one of the necessary
components for a political solution is a conviction by all
the people of Sri Lanka that the terrorists cannot win in
their game.

India states that she is not for division of Sri Lanka.
India says that a division of Sri Lanka is not in her
interests. Of course, India repeats that there are no
training camps there, but that we know. Indian
academics know, Indian newspapers have seen it,
foreign journalists have seen it. And the only
unfortunate part is that the Indian Government with
such tremendous resources at its command has still not
been able to find it. But anybody who wants to help
must help to de-escalate the violence. If you want to
de-escalate the violence, then you must cut off the
supplies that are coming from Tamil Nadu to Sri
Lanka. We propose to do it to the best of our ability on
our own. There is nothing to hide. We have got better
boats. We are getting better boats, faster boats, more
people in the Navy, more people on the coastal
defences. Whoever helps us or whoever does not help us,
we propose to go ahead with that. But, if others want to
help us, they are welcome to help us and we are happy
about their help, but you cannot have a political
solution, you cannot talk of political solution, you
cannot move towards a political solution so long as you
keep on allowing the terrorists to get reinforcements
from the other side. You cannot, because the terrorists
will sfill go on thinking that they can win. But the
moment the terrorists think they cannot win — earlier
they thought the Indian army will invade Sri Lanka,
now I think they think that the Indian army will not
invade. To that extent they are disheartened. The
terrorists are greatly short of money these days, because
all the places they can rob have now been more or less
saely guarded or robbed and finished. I know what they
are going to rob now. I think they will try to rob the
temples, the churches.

The next thing that is required for a political solution,
in my view and I appeal to all the Tamil people in Sri
Lanka, our citizens — what is the canker that is
preventing the Sinhala people coming to some kind of
accommodation with the Tamil people in this country ?

One thing is the call for a separate State. Unless you
abandon that, you cannot get a political solution which
is acceptable to all, and I can understand it. The
majority of the Tamil people do not want it. Certainly
those who are living amongst us do not want it. Even
those Members who are not here now, you know what
they told us in the canteens : Though we are asking for a
separate State —privately they do not want it. If you do
not want it privately and if you are genuine and
moderate and you think it is not feasible, please say you
want a political solution. So long as you say, “We are
going to to claim for Eelam but we will consider a viable
alternative,” you are negotiating with Sinhala people
with a gun pointed at them and I am sorry to say that no
group of persons will agree like that. Tt will not work.

If we come to some accomodation by a some miracle
the Government will be happy, all of us will be happy
because we want some kind of settlement. We do not
want to see our innocent citizens being killed. Who
wants to see that ? T have stated repeatedly, when
terrorist incidents happen and some people die, people
are sitting down quietly and scoring. I have condemned
that attitude. The Government condemns that attitude
because whoever dies is a tragedy for Sri Lanka. If a
citizen dies, particularly a young person, it is a a
tragedy for Sri Lanka which we must try to avoid. But
you cannot have a political solution like a Manthram. 1
saw a statement by three political parties the other day :
Call upon the Government to have a political solution.
“ e mos oo " ", Nice slogan. But what is the
relaity. What is their proposal ? Please do not delude
anybody by talking about a political solution in a
vacuum. It does not happen.

At least those parties talk of a political solution. The
only think that I am not sure of is how the S.L.F.P. is
looking at it. I am sorry I was not here to listen to the
speech of the hon. Member for Matugama. So please
pardon me. I have only to go on your public statements.
I cannot understand it- please explain it to me — because
the illogicality of it is frightening to me. On the one
hand the S.L.F.P are calling for a general election. On
the other hand they say, nothing is happening in the
North and in the East and the Government does not tun
that part of the country. Now both cannot be true. If
one is true, the other is impossible. If the Government
does not run the North, then, how are you asking us to
hold an election in the North ? You want to have an
election only in the seven provinces where you say the
Government writ runs. You want to have that. We gave
you two opportunities at Kundasale and Minneriya. We
will give you another two opportunities at Mulkirigala
and Mahiyangana.

Please do; then you will find that I have said that
repeatedly. I know that 90 per cent of every community
is not concerned with violence. They do not like
violence. But the so-called moderates cannot speak out.
They are frightened of terrorists, and your conduct is
only helping the terrorists.

Mr. Chairman, I have now ‘taken 40 minutes of the
time of the hon. Leader of the Opposition. So I would
not borrow more from him.

I believe, Mr. Deputy Speaker, that Members of the
Opposition have dealt at length with some of these
incidents that have taken place. I will devote the major
part of my speech, which I will try to curtail as much as
I can possibly can, to what I consider to be a very
serious and most disturbing development that has taken
place in India. I am referring, Sir, to the speech that is
alleged to have been made by the former Leader of the
Opposition, the General Secretary of the Tamil United
Liberation Front, Mr. A, Amirthalingam.

Now, Sir, let us start at the beginning. Let us really
see some of the documents and some of the material
that have been made available to the public of Sri
Lanka regarding Mr. Amirthalingam’s alleged request
to the Prime Minister of India. Let us also examine in
the same light the contradiction that Mr. Amirthalingm
had issued when he was subsequently questioned about
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his alleged remarks asking for Indian intervention in Sri
Lanka. Le us go step by step because I wish to deal with
the thoroughly anomalous and contradictory position
that has been taken up by the Cabinet spokesman, Dr.
Ananda Tissa de Alwis, which I will deal with later on.

The first news item that was brought to our notice
was in the “Sun” newspaper of 16.2.85. Mind you, this
got through the censor! There is a very strict
censorship, Mr. Depty speaker. The newspapers have
been constantly complaining, particularly the “Island”
group, that there is unreasonable use of the censor’s
pen. Mind you, all this got through the censor’s strict
use of the censorship laws. The item that appeared in
the “Sun” newspaper on 16.2.85 says this :

“TULF leader Appapillai Amirthalingam, has called on India to
intervene in a ‘Bangladesh-type action’ to prevent what he describes
as ‘genocide in Sri Lanka.’

According to a Reuter report from New Delhi, Amirthalingam told
a news conference in Madras yesterday ‘the situation in Sri Lanka
differd from Bangladesh in only one respect-refugees could easily
enter India by while Sri Lankan refuges had to cross a stretch of
water.

New Delhi sent troops into the former East Pakistan, now
Bangladesh, and fought a war with Pakistan in 1971 after millions of
refugees had crossed into India.”

Now, Sir this was the first news item which brought
to the notices of the Sri Lanka reading public
Mr. Amirthalingam’s alleged request to the Prime
Minister of India. This was followed in the “Weekend
Sun” of 17th February, 1985, the folowing day by a
banner headline article titled “Rajiv rejects Amir’s call
to intervene,” from Sinha Ratnatunga in Madras. I
believe that Sinha Ratnatunga, and I am sure the Hon.
Minister National Security will agree with me, has
proved himself to be a very able and very competent
journalist. This is what he says :

“Indian Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi has rejected the Tamil
United Liberation Front (TULF) Secretary General Appapillai
Amirthalingam's appeal for India’s direct intevention.”

— India’s direction intervention —

“to end what they call ‘mounting killings of Tamils by Sri Lanka
armed forces’ in the island.

Amirthalingam while calling for India’s intervention to stop
‘genocide in Sri Lanka, has likened the recent influx of Tamils from
north Sri Lanka into the South Indian towns of Rameshwaram and
Tiruchirapalli as a Bangaldesh — type situation . . . .

Political observers note that the TULF is now openly asking for
Eelam as the only alternative available to the Sri Lankan Tamils.
Both Amirthalingam and TULF President M, Sivasithamparam have
gone on record as making these assertions. The TULF is now publicly
appealing for India’s Intervention.

Meanwhile PLOTE Leader Uma Maheswaran told newsmen in
Madras on Friday that there was a growing need for unity among the
different militant groups fighting for Eelam.
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[ems aaiihdman Som]

Indian Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi now on a hectic electioneering
campaign for state elections however dismissed the TULF appeals.
Speaking to newsmen at Hyderbad in Andhra Pradesh neighbouring
Tamil Nadu Premier Gandhi emphasised ‘there is no question of the
indian Army moving into Sri Lanka’. He made this statement at a
press conference at the airport when asked to comment on
Amirthalingam’s suggestion for a ‘Bangladesh-type operation in Sri
Lanka.

The TULF's open invitation for India’s intervention comes in the
wake of a media blitz herein India following alleged shooting by Sri
Lankan Navy boats of South Indian fishermen and of Army excesses
in north Sri Lanka.”

Sir, this is what appeared as the headline and the
main news item in the “Weekend Sun” of last Sunday,
the 17th February, 1985. It gives a detailed account
from a responsible young journalist who was on the spot
in Madras, who has in fact interviewed Mr.
Amirthalingam — I will come to that subsequently — and
who is reporing in a responsible newspaper that there
was in fact a request by Mr. Amirthalingam for direct
intervention by the Indian Government in Sri Lanka.

Sir, this appeared not only in the “Weekend Sun”, it
was also given a prominent place in the Rupavahini
news and in the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation
news. Both these institutions come under the Ministry
of State, whose minister is the Cabinet spokesman, Dr.
Anandatissa de Alwis. Now, when Dr. Anandatissa de
Alwis subsequently tells this country last Thrusday that
there is doubt, that, there is some unsureness about
what really Mr. Amirthalingam is supposed to have
said, that there is going to be a committee to inquire
into this, I find myself totally at a loss to understand the
way in which the logic of this Government or the
intelligence of this Government is working.

Look at this —“India’s direct intervention”. What
does Mr. Amirthalingam mean by saying “direct
intervention” ? Look at his denial, Sir, I believe Mr.
Sinha Ratnatunga has met Mr. Amirthalingam in
Madras and interviewed him about his so-called appeal
to intervene in Sri Lanka. His denial is better than his
original story. This is what the news item says :

“Amirthalingam however denied subsequently that he had made
any references to Bangiadesh.”

Listen to this very care carefully. This is very
interesting, He has denied that he had made any
reference to Bangladesh.

It says :

“What he had said, Amirthalingam claimed, was that a situation
similar to the one that prevailed in East Bengal in 1970-71 had arisen
in the north and the eastern parts of Sri Lanka....”

He says he made no reference to Bangladesh but he
says he did make a reference to the situation in East -
Bengal in 1970/71. Now what happened in East
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Bengal ? How was the state of Bangladesh created ?
The state of Bangladesh was created from what was
then the unitary state of Pakistan. East was
dismembered and a new independent regime was
installed after the Indian military intervention.

When Mr. Amirthalingam says, “I did not refer to
Bangladesh, I referred to East Pakistan”, whom is he
trying to bluff ? The state of Bangladesh was created
from East Pakistan. Whether he calls it East Pakistan
in 1970/71 or whether he calls it Bangladesh in 1972,
he was referring to the same territory with the same
territorial boundaries. There is no difference
whatsoever between the boundaries of East Pakistan
and the boundaries of what is today the unitary state of
Bangladesh. Who is he trying to mislead ?

I was trying to refresh my memory about the
Bangladesh war last night. I am sure the Hon. Prime
Minister also must have read this. I will read this
account, written by neither an Indian nor a Pakistani.
Last night I sat down and decided to read Dr. Henry
Kissinger’s memoirs, the first volume on “The White
House years” in which there is a very long chapter —
about 80 pages — on the Indo-Pakistani crisis of 1971. 1
do not want to go into that at the moment because it is
not strictly relevant to what we are discussion today.

I read this to refresh my memory as to how the state
of Bangladesh was created, as to what eventually took
the Indian Army across the boundaries of East Pakistan
into what was then East Pakistan and what made the
Indian Army activate itself against the Government of
Pakistan. I see that the hon. Member for Kalawana has
said — I do not agree with all that he said but I agree
with him in this view-that there are striking and
frightening similarities between the situation that
existed in 1970/71 between the Government oif India
and the Government of Pakistan and the situation that
exists between the Government of India and the
Government of Sri Lanka today. That is all I wish to
say now because I do not want to go further. There are
many parallel and many similarities and there are also
dissimilarities. This is not a discussion about Indian
intervention in Bangladesh. So I will leave it at that and
get to Mr. Amirthalingam’s denial.

He goes on to say that the time has come for the
Indian Government to take “positive action”, the work
“positive active”, Hon. Prime Minister, have been
substituted for “direct intervention”. What is the
meaning of “direct intervention” and what is the
meaning of the phrase “positive action”? What are the
different connotations you will give to these two
phrases? 1 do not want to get into a fruitless exchange
with the Government in trying to interpret “direct
intervention” and “positive action”. That is a useless
exercise, but suffice it so say that what Mr.
Amirthalingam clearly had in mind was to draw the
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attention of the Indian Government to the similarities
in the situation that existed before the Indo-Pakistani
war of 1971 and before the creation of the state of
Bangladesh and from then draw clear parallels with the
situation in Sri Lanka today.

When he draws those parallels, Mr. Deputy speaker,
what does he amply? What does he mean? What did
India do when there were refugees who crossed the East
Pakistan border? Never mind the numbers! There may
have may been 500,000 East Pakistani refugees who
crossed over to India in 1971 and there may be 5,000
Sri Lankan Tamils who have crossed over to South
India. The numbers are irrelevant; the arithmetic is
irrelevant. What is relevant is the set of circumstances
which necessitated Indian intervention in Bangladesh.
The same situation exists here, says Mr.
Amirthalingam, in that there are refugees crossing over
to India. The same situation existed when refugees
crossed ove from East Pakistan to India; therefore
intervene. What did he mean by that? When you draw a
comparison with Bangladesh the only logical conclusion
that any intelligent person who knows the history of
what happened in East pakistan, the only logical
conclusion that one can draw, Mr. Speaker, is that
Mr.Amirthalingam in unequivocal terms is asking the
Government of India to intervene militarily in Sri
lanka.

Then he goes to say :

“Asked by “Weekend” what he meanr y positive action, Mr.
Amirthalingam said that that it was a matter for the Government of
India to decide what it should be”.

He places all the cards on the table. He says that
there are thousands of refugees crossing into South
India. He says that this is the same situation that
existed before the creation of the State of Bangladesh.
And then he says, “I leave it to India to decide what to
do”. So, Sir, it is clear I think even to my Friend the
Hon. Dr. Anandatissa de Alwis that what Mr.
Amirthalingam has also said in his denial is
reconfirming over and over again what he has in fact
asked the Indian Prime Minister to do.

All right, now let us take our Government’s position
on this. They say that we do not know this, there is some
anomaly in this. Therefore, they are going to appoint a
committee to go into this. All right, I will put the
question the other way. Since Mr. Amirthalingam’s
alleged request for intervention, has the Prime Minister
of India or the Government of India ever denied this
story? Now this is a very serious matter where the local
newspapers had carried headlines, our television and
our radio have carried news that the former Leader of
the Opposition, who is still a citizen of Sri Lanka, had
requested a friendly country to invade sri Lanka-a very
serious allegation, Sir, if it is untrue. It is equally
serious if it is true. I will deal with that later. If it is
false, should we not expect the Prime Minister of India

or the Government of India to deny this? Up to date
there has been no denial either from th Government of
India or from the Prime Minister, of India which means
that Mr. Amirthalingam has in fact made such a
request.

Now, Sir, let us see what the Prime Minister if India
says :

“Indian Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi has rejected a Sri Lankan
Tamil leader’s appeal for Indian troops to be sent to the island.

“There is no question of taking any such action’, the United press of
India news agency today quoted Gandhi as telling reporters at
Hyderabad.

Gandhi was commenting on a call by Tamil leader Appapillai
Amirthalingam for a ‘Bangladesh-type’ intervention in Sri Lanka to
protect Tamils there.

Amirthalingam had compared developments in Sri Lanka after the
latest ethnic unrest with the situation in 1971 when India fought a
war with Pakistan after millions of refugees fled to India from the
former East Pakistan, now Bangladesh.

Amirthalingam General Secretary of the Tamil United Liberation
Front and based in the South India city of Madras, said military
intervention would prevent what he described as genocide.”

Thank you very much. I will not take long.

Now, Sir, the Prime Minister of India has
categorically stated that there was a request by
Mr. Amirthalingam. So why do we doubt this ?
Mr. Amirthalingam’s denial is worse than his original
call. The Prime Minister of India has never denied after
his statement that this is untrue. Therefore on the
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evidence of the newspaper statements made both by
Mr. Amirthalingam and by the Prime Minister of
India, Mr. Gandhi, what other deduction can we come
to except the one single deduction that in fact Mr.
Amirthalingam has asked India to invade Sri Lanka ?
And what does the Cabinet spokesman say 7 I am at a
loss to understand this. Look at what the Cabinet
spokesman says. He says :

“The Cabinet yesterday discussed the statements alieged to have
been made by TULF leader A. Amirthalingam in India, State

Minister Dr. Anandatissa de Alwis said yesterday....But in all
reports available, the reference to troops is difficult to find.”

I do not know whether he is joking or whether he is
serious. Look at what he says :

“But in all reports available, the reference to troops is difficult to
find.”

Need the word “troops” be there when you are
comparing the influx of refugees, to the influx of
refugees from East Pakistan to India ? When you are
asking India to directly intervene must you say, send
troops ?—(Interruption). Whether you say “speak® or
“talk” it is the same thing. You are just splitting hairs to
avoid taking action against Mr. Amirthalingam. That is
why I oppose. I will deal with that later.

Then, he is trying to show that there is a diffeence in
Mr. Amirthalingam’s denial and the original story. As I.
have demonstrated to you in the last ten minutes
Mr. Amirthalingam’s denial is more damaging, is more
serious than the original story because he has never
denied that he has asked India’s assistance. All he has
done is to play around with words and that is what even
the Cabinet spokesman is doing. To continue :

“Dr. de Alwis also said that the Cabinet had noted that while the
Leader of the Opposition had called for the arrest of
Mr. Amirthalingam in this connection, his mother had said that the
government should talk to Mr. Amirthalingam. The Cabinet took
note of this contradiction, Dr. de Alwis said.

Asked by a pressman which of the two courses was likely to be
taken by government, Dr. de Alwis said it was considered dangerous
to follow either of them.”

1 will deal with this very briefly. There is absolutely
no contradiction whatsoever between the statement
made by Mrs. Bandaranaike and what I said here. The
Leader of the S.L.F.P. and myself and our party have
been consistently and constantly urging the
Government not to close the doors to a possible political
or peaceful solution. Nobody will suggest that to a
government. Therefore, we both suggested that we
should talk to the Tamil United Liberation Front, talk
to India, appeal to India’s good offices and try to solve
the problem. I said this myself when I addressed the
Lions International Club. Barely a month ago I
appealed to the Government to talk with the TU.L.F,,
which 1 believe the Hon. Prime MiniSil;gellt'i uoted last
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time. That is absolutely correct, That was before Mr.
Amirthalingam made this treacherous and dirty remark
in India. It is before that. There is no contradiction
whatsoever, Mrs. Bandaranaike and myself have both
emphasized right throughout not to close the
negotiating doors to the Tamil people but when the
so-called leader of the Tamil United Liberation Front
goes to a friendly country and remaining a citizen of Sri
Lanka, asks them to invade our country, there is no
question of talking to such a treacherous man ever
again. I said this because I felt it. Never in the annals of
Sri Lankan history, did a politician who has been a
member of this House from 1956, a prson who has sat in
the chair of the Leader of the Opposition, more than all
that while remaining a citizen of Sri Lanka, go to India
and ask the Prime Minister of India to invade Sri
Lanka. If that is not a treacherous, if that is not a dirty,
if that is not a damnable remark, I do not know what
can be called treacherous.

Emotion is not going to work in this kind of thing. I
do not want to be emotional. I want to explain to you
the sequence of events that led to the Cabinet
spokesman’s most amazing, most putrid press
conference he has given in his whole life. He tried to
show a contradiction in the S.L.F.P. that is all he was
interested in. Here is a former Leader of the
Opposition, the Leader of the major Tamil party in Sri
Lanka who goes and indulges in a treacherous act in
Madras. He does not talk one word about Mr.
Amirthalingam. He does not talk one word about Mr.
Amirthalingam’s request to India to invade Sri Lanka.
All he is talking about is the contradiction between
Mrs. Bandaranaike and myself. Have we degenerated
the politics of this country to such a putrid level, that
when a former Leader of the Opposition goes and
makes remarks like this, the Government is ineffective
or impotent to deal with Mr. Amirthalingam and to
deal with the Tamil United Liberation Front ?

Before T get to what I really want to say, let us look at
the same paper, the government gazette, the “Ceylon
Daily News” of the same day, Wednesday, February
20, two days ago. In the same paper Mr. Anandatissa de
Alwis’ amazing press conference appeared. On the top
two sides of the same newspaper. Mr, Deputy Speaker,
there are two news stories which contradict the very
Minister of State who has said this. So, listen to this. I
will read it out because it is vey interesting :

“Indian Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi categorically told TULF
leader A. Amirthalingam that India would never invade Sri Lanka
and had turned down a TULF appeal for intervention here.”

Now, who says that ? It is the National Security
Minister, Hon. Lalith Athulath Mudali, at the

Mah%po_la celebration at Elpitiya, on Monday. Now,
ation.
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the Hon. Minister of State is saying that Mr.
Amirthalingam may not have said 1t, while the Hon,
Minister of National Security who has just returned
from a very unsuccessful visit to New Delhi gets up on a
public platform at Elpitiya and categorically states that
Mr. Amirthalingam did in fact ask Mr. Rajiv Gandhi to
invade Sri Lanka. The Hon. Minister of National
Security is saying one thing and the Hon. Minister of
State is saying something else. What I am telling the
Government is that they are very quick to find
contradictions in the SLFP. I know you are riddled with
contradictions. I do not want to score a point here. In all
political parties in a democracy, in a free couniry
contradictions are inevitable. I mean where human
beings are, particularly where the Sinhala race is,
contradictions are very difficult to eliminate. We all
know that. But you try to find contradictions when on
the same day on one side of your own Government
newspaper the Hon. Minister of National Security is in
fact completely contradicting the story put up by the
Minister of State, and on the other side of the same
newspaper, the “Ceylon Daily News” they are quoting
the “Indian Express.” Of course, Sir, the “Ceylon Daily
News” have a remarkable capacity to quote the Indian
newspapers when it suits them and also to dam them
when it suits them. They are a bit anomalous in quoting
the Indian press. But I do not want to deal with that.
The “Indian Express” has said this :

“A frontline Indian newspaper, on Monday, joined the chorus of
protest against TULF leader A. Amirthalingam’s recent call for an
Indian military intervention in Sri Lanka, and said that such
“provocative statements” are an embarassment to India.

The ‘Indian Express’, one of India’s largest circulating English
language newspapers, said of Mr. Amirthalingam’s demand : “It was
irresponsible for Mr. Amirthalingam...... to have called for such
action, especially when he enjoys the hospitality of Indian soil”.

Mr. George Verghese, the editor of the newspaper and one of
India’s most respected journalists, pointed out that such statements
can only diminish the credibility of Lankan Tamil spokesmen and
their ability to negotiate a settlement of the ethnic problem.”

Now, the “Indian Express” one of the largest English
circulation dailies in India has categorically stated that
Mr. Amirthalingam had in fact made such a statement
and Mr. Amirthalingam admits it. The Prime Minister
of India admits it and the Indian press also admits it.
Our Hon. Minister of National Security who has just
come back from New Delhi and who has run away from
here now, admits it. But the Cabinet spokesman says,
“Oh, no, we are not sure of what Mr. Amirthalingam
has said.” What more do you require after this, Mr.
Deputy Speaker ? I have placed before this House all
the required evidence including Mr. Amirthalingam’s
denial and the only conclusion that anybody can come
to without a shadow of doubt is in fact that Mr.
Amirthalingam has requested the Indian Government
to intervene in Sri Lanka.

Then, let me get on to my next argument. But before
I get to the next point may I say this on behalf of the Sri
Lanka Freedom party ? That we would wish to
corpliment and thank the Prime Minister of India for
whont we have always had our warmest and our greatest
respect for having rejected Mr. Amirthalingam’s eall
for a Sri Lankan invasion. He rejected him and made a
statement without any fear categorically saying that the
Indian army will never invade Sri Lanka, which is
something for which I on behalf of the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party would like to commend the illustrious
son of a very illustrious mother, and I have no doubt
that in the tradition of his grandfather and of his
mether he will maintain the warmest and the closest
links with Sri Lanka as long as Sri Lanka responses in
the same warmth and the same friendship.

Having commended the Prime Minister of India, Sir,
I will deal with the next part of my speech which is,
what can the Government of Sri Lanka do ? I have
spent about half an hour trying to prove to this House
that Mr. Amirthalingam has in fact calld upon the
Government of India to intervene in Sri Lanka. Now,
when a responsible person like Mr. Amirthalingam, a
citizen of Sri Lanka, a former Member of Parliament, a
former Leader of the Opposition, does something like
this, what is the avenue open to the Government of Sri
Lanka tq deal with such a situation ? Now I will deal
with that.

The Tamil United Liberation Front of which Mr.
Amirthalingam is the General Secretary has, before
Mr. Amirthalingam’s appeal for an invasion of Sri
Lanka, called for a separate State of Eelam. I am
quoting from the ‘Island’ of 11th February 1985 :

“TULF LEADERS REITERATE EELAM DEMAND AS
LALITH & RAJIV MEET

TULF leaders in Madras have reiterated their commitment to a
separate state of Eelam.

Political observers noted that these statements were made on the
eve of the weekend meeting between Sri Lanka President’s Special
Envoy, Lalith Athulathmudali and Indian Prime Minister Rajiv
Gandhi on the Communal problem in Sri Lanka.

TULF President, M. Sivasithamparam is quoted in the Madras —
based ‘Hindu’ as saying that whatever hardship the Tamil people in
Sri Lanka had to undergo, they would not give up their reslove to
secure a Tamil Eelam.”

The TULF had gone on record saying that they will
fight until a Tamil Eelam separate State is established.
The Leader of the Tamil United Liberation Front and
the TULF as a political party have, without any shadow
of a doubt, first of all said that they want to establish
Eelam and then called upon the Indian Government to
intervene in Sri Lanka. Now what does the Government
of Sri Lanka do in a situation like this ? What can it
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do ? Let us go back to a very interesting piece of
legislaion the Government introduced on the 4th of
August 1983 which is the Sixth Amendment to the
Constitution of Sri Lanka. I would just remind this
House of some of the clauses in this amendment and
also very briefly fefer to some of the speeches that were
made that day by a number of Government spokesmen,
to prove to the Government that it has got the
instruments to deal with Mr. Amirthalingam. Why do
you not deal with him then ? If you have got the
necessary laws and if it has been established beyond
reasonable doubt that Mr. Amirthalingam has in fact
asked India to invade Sri Lanka, why does the United
National Party Government not deal with the TULF
and not deal with Mr. Amirthalingam ? Look at the
powers they have got, Sir :

157A. (1) No person shall, directly or indirectly, in or outside Sri

Lanka, support, espouse, promote, finance, encourage or advocate the
establishment of a separate State within the territory of Sri Lanka.

(2) No political party or other association or organization shall
have as one of its aims or objects the establishment of a separate State
within the territory of Sri Lanka.

Now, Sir, the Tamil United Liberation Front fought
their 1977 election on the pledge of establishing a Tamil
Eelam. At no point had the TULF said that they have
abandoned their call for an Eelam — At no point. As I
quoted to you five minutes ago, ten days ago, in India,
the TULF had reiterated that they will fight to the end
for the establishment of a Tamil Eelam. Then why does
this Government not use Article 157A and proscribe the
TULF ? You have got the instrument to do that. We all
in the Sri Lanka Freedom Party supported you. I do not
know what the Communist party did. I think the MEP
too supported you. We supported you, the Government,
when you brought the Sixth Amendment because we
thought you were sincere in dealing with the TULF, in
dealing with the TULF, in dealing with the call for an
Eelam and we gave you unequivocal support in
Parliament for the implementation of the Sixth
Amendment. You banned the Communist Party. You
banned the Communist Party for six months in 1983.
You banned the Nava Lanka Sama Samaja Party for
one year. Up to now you have banned the JVP. Why
have yo not been able to ban the TULF even for one
second, Mr. Deputy Speaker ?

The Communist Party did not ask for a division of Sri
Lanka. As far as I know they have never asked for a
division of Sri Lanka. His Excellency, that day, in his

Address from the Throne made a remark about the
candidate for Eheliyagoda, Mr. Vasudeva
Nanayakkara, saying that he had asked for Eelam. On
those grounds you banned the NLSSP. You banned the
JVP. Why have you not banned the TULF ? You are
asking for our co-operation. You are asking this and
telling the world that we are under attack from
terrorists. Use these laws and show the world that you
mean to use them. Otherwise why did you pass these
laws ? If you pass laws use them. Or did you just pass
them and then got scared of India and scared of the
Tamil United Liberation Front ? Look at the teeth you
have got in this.

It provides :

“(i) be subject to civic disability for such period not exceeding
seven years as may be determined by such Court ;

(i) forfeit his movable and immovable property other than such
property as is determined by an order of such Court . . .

(iii) not be entitled to civic rights for such period not exceeding
seven years...” :

You have got power under this Sixth Amendment to
ban political parties, to take away people’s civic rights
for seven years and to confiscate their movable and
immovable property. Civic rights mean the right to
obtain a passport — you can confiscate the passport — the
right to sit for amy public examination, the right to own
any immovable property, the right to engage in any
trade or profession which requires a licence, rigistration
and so on. Now, you have got the instrument. You have
come before this Parliament, and we have supported
you on this Sixth Amendment. You have passed it. Why
have you not used it ?

Look at the speeches that were made on that day. The
Hon. Prime Minister in a very eloquent and moving
speech on that day introduced the Sixth Amendment. I
have no doubt that he meant it very sincerely. Please do
not think that I am attributing any ulterior motive to
you. All that I am saying is that the Government has
not implemented it. The Hon. Prime Minister, in
presenting the Sixth Amendment, said this—Column
1278 of HANSARD of 4th August 1983 :

“We have formulated the offence in the widest possible terms. As
such no support can be given for separatism directly or indirectly or
even from outside Sri Lanka.”

Then he goes on to refer to the relevant sections of the
Act and says this— Column 1280 :

“Section 114 of the Penal Code provides that a person who wages
war against the republic or attempts to wage war or abets waging
war, is punishable with death or imprisonment for a period which can
extend to 20 years, The illustration to that Section states that a
person who joins an insurrection commits that offence. So it is clear
that if in pursuance of the establishment of a separate State, a person
joins an insurrection, he faces the death penalty, or 20 years in jail.”

-
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The Hon. Prime Minister then goes on to say :

“I should also refer to Section 115 of the Penal Code which, among
other things, states that whoever conspires to deprive the sovereignty
of Sri Lanka or any part thereof, commits an offence for which he is
punishable with imprisonment up to 20 years. This would apply to
those who seek to establish a separate State.”

What more do you require, Sir? Look at what the
Hon. Prime Minister says at Column 1281 :

“The hon. Members are now aware that we have provided for the
proscribing of parties wich declare as one of their aims or objects, the
establishment of a separate state. So a party may not ¢ven commit
any act in furtherance of the establishment of separate State. Yet, if
one of its aims or objects is the establishment of a separate State, that
alone would be sufficient to deprive a party of legal existence.
Consequently all members who continue to be in-that party would
also face the same consequence as those who individually advocate
the establishment of a separate State.”

Sir, the Hon. Prime Minister has very clearly and
eloquently explained to this House on 4th August 1983
the purposes of the Sixth Amendment. All we are
asking the Government is this. I am not asking the Hon.
Prime Minister; I am not blaming him on this. Why has
the Government not been able to implement what you
so eloquently presented to this house?

Now, recently you have taken inte custody Mr.
Vasudeva Nanayakkara. | am not a defender or
admirer of Mr. Vasudeva Nanayakkara. However, you
were quick to arrest Mr. Vasudeva Nanayakkara. Why
do you not show the same agility of mind and purpose
by trying to arrest the leaders of the Tamil United
Liberartion Front or proscribe the Tamil United
Laberation Front? You passed the laws, not we. Now, I
know the UNP will turn round and say, “Your Leader,
Mrs. Bandaranaike, asked that the TULF be invited to
the conference.” Correct. But we did not pass this law.
You passed this law. You all said, “Once and for all we
are going to bury the demand for a separate state. We
will deal with it once and for all. We will eliminate the
cry for Eelam.” And we honestly thought you would do
it, but you have been unable to do it yet.

Then, Sir, look at the speeches made by the others.
Look at the speech made by my Friend the Hon.
Minister of National Security. He is talking big today.
Look at what he said that day. I read from Column
1298 :

“The TULF has become a party which seeks to achieve the
impossible, Either they change now or they will cease to be a

"

They have not changed and they still continue to be a
party. That is what Mr. Lalith Athulathmudali
said.—(Interruption). Who ? That does not matter; the
JVP is not here. You have proscribed the JVP. You can
proscribe parties that are not here.(Interruption). Do
not worry. You will not be proscribed. You are quite

safe, They are very scared of you. You are playing your
cards well. 1 will come to that later. I admire you a
great deal. You are a consummate politician.

Now, Sir, the other quotation I would like to deal
with is that of my Friend the Hon. Minister, of
Mahawe!i Development. He made a very fine speech
that day where he quoted at length all the statements
Mr. Amirthalingam has been making, at
Kalawanchikudi on the 5th March 1983, at Valaichenai
on the 20th of November 1982, at Trincomalee on the
28th of August 1982, on the 5th of February at
Kankesantural, on the 22nd of November at
Wellawatte and on the 7th of July at Urumpirai. All
these speeches he has quoted, and he had driven home
one point, that Mr. Amirthalingam was openly inciting
the terrorists to violence. That is what Mr. Gamini
Dissanayake said. If you were so convinced about it that
day, why had this government failed to implement this ?
Why had this government failed to implement these
laws ? Not one person has been deprived of his rights —
not one single person.

Look at what Hon. Minister of Finance, Mr. Ronnie
de Mel, says ;

“It is because we have come to the end of our tether that we are
compelled to bring the Sixth Amendment to the Constitution”,

You had come to end of you tether in August 1983. We
are now at the end of February 1985. What have you
come to the end of now ?

You have categorically stated that you wish to
implement the Sixth Amendment to the Constitution. I
remember his Excellency said, “ Once and for all
terrorism will be wiped out from this country. We will
eliminate terrorism from this country with this
amendment. We will eliminate the call for a separate
state,” But up to date Mr. Amirthalingam has been
coming into this country and he has been travelling
around the world maligning Sri Lanka. He is given a
police escort from Katunayake to Colombo and back.
Why are you scare to take action against Mr.
Amirthalingam ? Why are you scare to proscribe the
Tamil United Liberation Front ? That is the question
we keep asking you after this damning remark which no
politician, either Sinhala, Tamil or Muslim, has ever
asked any government to do. Not a member of the UNP
has asked that, nor a member of the SLFP. You are still
reluctant to take action against Mr. Amirthalingam.

Now, Sir, may I also remind this House of the speech
that I made that day. I will read from it very briefly :

“ Therefore, the position of the Sri Lanka Freedom Party regarding
the Sixth Amendment is that we will vote with it and we will support
you wholeheartedly to carry it through without any division in this
House ".

That was the position we took on the Sixth Amendment,
Sir. Up to date there are a number of parties which you
have proscribed from time to time, but, as I mentioned
earlier, the Tamil United Liberation Front has still not
been proscribed nor has any action been taken against
its leader.

I am glad that the hon, Member for Kelaniya is in the
House today. As a Minister in the UNP Cabinet there
were a number of issues on which we disagreed with
him. We were totally opposed to his politics. But there
is something that I must say for the Member for
Kelaniya. He has from the very start been very firm in
his convictions, he never minced his words ; he always
fought for what he believed was right as far as the
Sinhala people were concerned. We may have disagreed
with him, we may not agree with the way he said it, but
he said it with sincerity. I think many people in the
United National Party would agree with me that the
hon. Member for Kelaniya, whatever political
differences he may have, has a long tradition of his
family for the rights of the Sinhala people and that is
why you, hon. Member, has now been transferred from
the front to the last row and that is why the hon.
Member, Mr. Thondaman, has been sitting in your
Chair and that you have been sent to the back.

I have therefore appointed
Mr. Denzil Fernando, M.P., as minister in your place.

This letter was written by His Excellency the
President to the hon. Member for Kelaniya giving him a
very gentle but positive “go” sign.

I went into this quotation from Ivor Jennings. I do not
want to go into the concept of Cabinet responsibility
now, but according to His Excellency the hon.

The main victims of the nationalisation attempts of the former
regime, he said, were the small holders, most of whom were
Sinhalese.

Eighty per cent of the coconut cultivations were in the hands of
small holders, ninety per cent of whom were Sinhala people, the
President said, addressing a mass meeting at Dematagoda.

In the area of rubber cultivation, he said, sixty per cent was held by
samll holders, most of whom were Sinhalese.

Ninety-five per cent of the rubber cultivators were Sinhalala small
holders, he said adding that the nationalisation carried out by the
former regime struck a blow to the Sinhala people.”

With all due respect to His Excellency the President I
beg to disagree on a number of matters. Firstly, the
SLFP does not concede at any point of time that the
concept of nationalizing of foreign-owned estates and
limiting ownership to 50 acres is bad. The
implementation may have been wrong. | agree with
some of the Members of the Government when they
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criticize us that the implementation of the land reform
policy was in-fact defective. I concede that. I conceded
that in public before the Elections in 1977. The concept
of nationalization, of the very birth of the Land Reform
Act, is something which we of the SLFP hold dear to
our hearts. Whatever the judgment of the people may
be-the implementation may have been wrong—I am not
concerned with that.

But, Sir, if His Excellency the President feels that our
nationalization policy has weakened the Sinhalese, I do
not agree with that. But let us take his argument and
face it. If he feels that the nationalization of land has
weakened the Sinhalese people why did he not
denationalize 7 He has been in power for 7 1/2 years;
the UNP has 143 Members of Parliament. If His
Excellency felt that the policy of nationalization has
weakened the Sinhalese, why did he not return the land
to them ? And why did he not strengthen the Sinhalese
area 7 you have denationalized insurance. You are
about to denationalize telecommunications; you have
virtually denationalized all Government-owned textile
mills. You are now engaged in a policy of
denationalization. So, if the Government felt that our
policy of nationalization of land has weakened the
Sinhalese people, I am asking the question from the
Government, why then did you not, if you felt so,
sincerely give back the land to the Sinhalese people ?
You have been in power for 71/2 years. I am not
saying it is good thing I still want ot go on record as
saying that our nationalization policy was in fact good.
But the Government says that it is bad that it has
weakened the Sinhalese people. So, then, why have you
not returned the land to them ? You have returned the
textile mills. As the hon. Member for Kalawana (Mr.
Sarath Muttetuwegama) said earlier, the Sterling
estates have been given back to the private sector. So, if
you feel that the Sinhalese small-holders of tea and
rubber have been weakened by this, why have you not
strengthened them 7 What is the use of blaming us ?
You have been there for 71/2 years. You have
reversed everything that we did. Why have you not
reversed this ? You have reversed everything that the
former Government did. Why have you not reversed
this if you felt it was bad ? This is the only question I
wish to ask, arising from the statement that His
Excellency the President has made yesterday at
Dematagoda.

Now, Sir, finally all I wish to say is that my Friend
the Hon. Minister of National Security has always the
weird habit of making all sorts of charges, but he is not
in this House to face the reply to his charges when we
are replying to them. I must say in fairness to the Hon.
Prime Minister that whenever he speaks he sits there
and listens to us.

from the President, Mr. J. R. Jayewardene, that the themc of
devolution could be developed further.”

and so on and so forth. And this whole article, Sir, is a
complete indictment of the attempts made by him in
Delhi which ended in complete failure.

Sir, finally, may I say that I have no time to elaborate
on the question of students. I think a number of
Members dealt with this question at length. We do not
want the Government to accuse the Opposition of trying
to fan student unrest. You have brought an obnoxions
Bill. You have brought a Universities Amendment Act
which is totally contrary to all the autonomy the
students enjoyed all this time. Yo have imposed a
virtual presidential control on the university and when
the students are protesting, the police assaults them.
They are driven away by tear gas, some of them are
arrested and they are all branded as terrorists. This is
something that the SLFP deplores and when
amendments like this are brought they must be
discussed fully.
