China and the GDR are also prepared to produce all
our requirements of hand tractors and even

with 51 per cent of the shares in the hands of our
corporation and 49 per cent of the shares with the
foreign government or foreign company. We can jointly
start an assembly plant , and over a period of about ten
years we can commence to turn out part by part locally
and finally turn out the entire tractor locally. This is a
formula that is very favourable to us as a developing
country. This formula can be adopted even between the
public and private sector joint enterprises. This is much
more favourable than paying compensation to
thousands and thousands of workers and sending them
to the ranks of the unemployed and selling the project
for a palty sum to the private sector.

This is the reason why after 37 years of independence
over 50 per cent of the people are still existing on food
stamp subsidies. Did not the UNP undertake the policy
of worker participation in industrial enterprises during
the 1977 General Elections in their manifesto ? I speak
subject to correction. Instead of this, we find that
certain henchmen of the Government are given the
monopely to projects such as Tracmo to assemble
tractors in Imbulgoda, and overnight they have become
multi-millionaires, whilst corporations, instead of
working out a formula for the participation of the
people as promised, are closed down. This is a very
serious matter, and this is the difference that exists
between the open door policy of China and the open
economy of the UNP Government in Sri Lanka. There
the people at large benefit; here a few individuals
benfit.

This form of mixed economy is the one and only
solution to the economic problems we are faced with. I
have no doubt that the World Bank as well as the IMF
will support this formula. Otherwise, all these workers
whom you are driving out will end up as terrorists. This
should be the policy of the Democratic Socialist
Republic of Sri Lanka which is in.power today.

The Accelerated Mahaweli Programme is the
greatest boon to the working class of this country. The
Hon. Minister of Fisheries, whilst launching a pension
scheme for fishermen, can develop sea farms to make
use of the vegetation and animals in the sea to raise the
standard of living of the fisherman, just like the Peasant
Development Scheme which you have launched.

Mr. Speaker, let me next take the opportunity of
thanking His Excellency the President and the Hon.
Minister of Lands and Land Development for arranging
with the People’s Republic of China to set up an
International University for Acupuncture and
Traditional Medicine in Sri Lanka in the Siyane Korale
in Yakkala in association with the Bandaranaike
Research Institute for Traditional Medicine in
Nawinna opened by Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru in the
1956 era and also with the Ayurvedic Drugs
Corporation. This is a matter which I submitted to
Parliament during the course of the Budget Debate in
1980 on the advice of Dr. Sidney Rose-Neil, the then
Chairman of. the Acupuncture Foundation of Great
Britain, who had met His Excellency the President, the
Hon. Prime Minister, the then Hon. Minister of Health
and Madam Sirimavo Bandaranaike on this matter. I
am happy that Mr. Anil Weeratunga, who had
discussed this matter with the Government when he was
in China with the Hon. Minister of Lands and Land
Development in July 1985, has been appointed to
co-ordinate this project with the Government of China
and the Hon. Minister of Indigenous Medicine in Sri
Lanka,

The Health Minister of China is sending a team of
five specialists from Hopal Province who are expected
to arrive this month in Sri Lanka to evaluate the
available resource in Nawinna and work with Dr. M. B.
Ratnayake, Chairman of the Ayurvedic Drugs
Corporation, and other doctors here. Another team of
five specialists are coming in January 1986 to work at
Yakkala. This step that the Government is taking will
be a historic step to bring the health of this nation to its
pristine glory, utilizing the 18,000 ayurvedic and other
traditional doctors in the country.

I have also to thank His Excellency the President for
the inclusion of the Gampaha District in the Integrated
Rural Development Programme of the Government on
a submission made by me and also for having accepted
the plan of development submitted by me, which
included (1) the Muthurajawela Development Scheme
(2) the modernisation of the anicuts of the Attanagalu
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Oya Scheme (3) the setting up of a Technical College at
Werella Estate, Yakkala, and also for arranging to
obtain assistance from the Government of Japan for the
implementation of the latter two schemes.

I have to thank the Hon, Prime Minister Mr. R.
Premadasa for (1) the 1000 houses he is putting up for
low-income groups (those with land) in the Gampha
Electorate (2) for setting apart Louisa-Watte in
Yakkala, 18 acres, to the low-income groups without
land (3) for the decision taken to acquire Wadia Watte,
6 acres, in Kosowita in Gampha and Guard Watte, 16
acres, in Ganemulla for middle-class and working-class
housing schemes (4) for arranging to construct a bridge
at Makilangamuwa with World Bank aid (5) for
arranging to give a water scheme for Yakkala (6) for
arranging to give a sewerage scheme for the Gampaha
Hospital and the town. In fact, I am glad that the Hon.
Minister of Health has given quarters to the Gampaha
doctors, That building is now completed. In fact I
proposed eight lakhs of rupees, from DCB funds for the
scheme but the Hon. Minister was kind enough to give
us seventeen lakhs of rupees from Ministry funds
without a cent from DCB funds. I thank the Hon.
Minister for that.—(7) for arranging with the Urban
Development Authority to build a Cultural Complex in
Henpitamulla, Yakkala and (8) for arranging to replace
the dilapidated wooden bridge in Pahalagama. These
matters were submitted by me to the Hon. Prime
Minister at the Consultative Committee in Parliament.

I also wish to thank the Hon. Gamini Dissanayake for
arranging with the People’s Republic of China to
develop 8,000 acres of Muthurajawela marshes at a cost
of two thousand million rupees. The Chinese engineers
will be submitting their Project Report by the end of
this month. This is also a matter which was submitted
by me to the Advisory Committee of Lands, Land
Development and Mahaweli Development.

All this work can be done in the Gampaha Electorate
if the UNP organiser in Gampaha does not obstruct this
programme of work and act like a bull in a china shop,
as he has done in the Gampaha Urban Council and in
regard to other proposals so far.

Mr. Speaker, I wish to join the several Members who
have congratulated the Hon. Minister of Finance for
having set a record in presenting his ninth Budget since
1977.

The Budget of this year is a continuation of the
financial principles that were accepted in 1977 and it is
a journey along the same path which the several
Budgets that the Hon, Minister of Finance had
presented in this House with one difference, a very
significant difference, and that is, he has had the
unenviable task of presenting this Budget under
unprecendented circumstances which no other Finance
Minister has been faced with in the past, and hopefully
will not be faced with in the future. All the
circumstances that I refer to are beyond the control of
the Hon. Minister of Finance and many of them beyond
the control of the Government. First is the world
economic situation. A Third World country like Sri
Lanka depends to a large extent on export of primary
products. The recession in the developed countries has
created a situation where there has been an
unprecedented fall in the prices of primary products of
this country resulting in a severe strain on the Budget.

In 1984, the Hon. Minister of finance was fortunate
in having unprecedentedly high tea prices. But I must
mention to you, Mr. Speaker, and the House that even
at that time, the Hon. Minister frequently warned this
House as well as the Cabinet that we could not depend
on those highly elevated tea prices and that we must not
go on a journey of massive expenditure, expecting those
prices to keep up. And 1 think his Cassandra-like
statements have been proved only too true this year
when he has had to face this unprecedented factor.

Then, again, in addition to the woes of the
international situation, as has been said several times,
locally the massive expenditure on defence has upset all
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the careful financial management that had been
envisaged with great difficulty and maintained by the
Hon. Minister of Finance over the years. However, I do
not wish to labour that point as everybody agrees that
this is money that had to be spent, but there is only one
point that I would like to make.

Though 1 may not agree completely with the analysis
of the hon. Member for Gampaha there is one matter
that 1 agree with him and that is we cannot allow a
stalemate situation to exist for any length of time in the
terrorists situation in this country. Terrorism can find
various fronts. Today it is here as an ethnic issue, but
there is nothing to prevent the concept of terrorism
spreading to other issues in this country and there is no
denying the fact that the urgency with which we solve
this problem at the discussion table, if possible, is very
great. Over the years, this new phenomenon has been
growing all over t world and we have been rather
complacent that the problem of terrorism would not
come to our country. It is something like the drug
menace or the more recent AIDS menace. We always
feel that these problems would not reach us but it is only
when the problem arises that everybody starts getting
excited and then start looking for a scapegoat! But I
think this is not the time to look around for scapegoats,
but the time for all of us to decide how we should solve
this problem and thereby minimise the expenditure that
we have to allocate for defence and divert it, as quickly
as possible, for the development of this country. I feel
that the way discussions have been progressing and the
way that we have been able to usefully spend the money
that had so for been allocated for defence, there is a ray
of hope that in the course of 1986 we would see some
sort of satisfactory solution to this problem.

The other problem, also referred to by the hon.
Member for Gampaha, is the massive subsidies that
have been given over the years to the Corporation
Sector by the Hon. Minister of Finance. When the
economy was opened in 1977, the Corporation Sector,
which has for many years—something like 25 years—been
protected has taken a very long time to wake up and
open its eyes to the realities of our times, that in an open
economy competitiveness is of vital importance when
you no longer have a monopoly. This message did not go
down to the Corporation Sector and that is why the
Hon. Minister of Finance who has been regularly
burdened has had to take rather drastic steps. It is
unfair that 15 million people of this country should be
made to pay in any way for the lack of foresight on the
part of a certain sector.

Mr. Speaker in every way the Finance Minister has
had problems to face ; the external situation over which
he has absolutely no control, the terrorist situaticn over
which to some extent the Government has the
responsibility and over which the Finance Minister as
an individual has no control, and the Corporation
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Sector, over which the Finance Minister has some
degree of control but he has been patient with for a long
time and has now had to come down harder.

So, in these circumstances for him to produce a
budget and fill a gap of Rs, 30 billion has indeed been
an achievement. Let us take heed of the warning he
gave in the course of his speech that, in the course of
next year, we will have to see that all our expenditure is
very carefully husbanded, we cannot have extavagance,
we cannot depend more and more on supplementary
estimates and most of us have to work within the
budget. This is going to be an increasingly tough task.

Therefore, this is the challenge the Government faces
in the next year, to give co-operation to the Hon.
Minister of Finance, not by praising him on the floor of
the House but by seeing that in the course of the next
year his budget is not made impracticable by
unnecessary expenditure. He has given us a 5 year
medium-term development programme and if we can
adhere to that I do not think there will be any problems.
This I think is the message that the Hon. Minister of
Finance tried to convey in the course of his Budget
Speech and I hope we will be able to stick to that.
Despite what various newspapers reported there has
been no cut, in the allocation to Health and Education.
But there has been an increase and it is up to us to see
that this money is properly utilised. In the course of the
Committee Stage we would be able to go into more
details regarding these matters. As it is I would like to
say that, as far as Finance Ministry is concerned, I as
Minister will try to give my full co-operation in
financial management over the next year.

The Hon. Minister of Finance has been criticised for
certain measures he has taken to give some incentives to
the private sector. This has been the continuous theme
of our Government, that the private sector must come
as responsible partners in the development of this
country, but unfortunately the resposibility has not
been uniform.

I have with me, Mr. Speaker, a note sent to me by a
person from Dehiwela who describes himself or herself
as a “sufferer”. I have been sent two bills for 10 tablets
each of the same medicine, one bought from Osu Sala
on the 9th of October, 1985 at Rs. 36.20, and the other
bought from a private practitioner on the 5th of
October, 1985 at Rs. 51.20. There was no time for a
price increase. This is an example of gross
irresponsibility on the part of the private sector.

The Hon. Minister of Finance, in the midst of all
these probles, in refashioning the BTT, has reduced the
BTT on pharmaceuticals that are imported by one per
cent. One per cent is a very small amount if you
calculate if in terms of a tablet, but for a person who
has to be on continuous medication and depend on
taking a large number of tablets the whole year, that
one per cent goes a long way. It is the duty of the people
who sell these things to pass on the benefits
immediately to the consumer.

The Hon. Minister of Finance
had given us an Integrated Rural Development
Programme which I would say is the one main factor in
the Hambantota District that is keeping the people with
the Government. The massive amount of aid that we
have received since 1978 for the development of that
area is something that the people of Hambantota will
never forget.

Next year our
main task will be to maintain this happy trend under
difficult circumstances and let us hope that the people
of this country and everyone concerned would give us
and the Hon. Minister of Finance all the co-operation in
this endeavour.

While congratulating the Hon. Minister once again, I
wish to state that a difficult year is ahead of us and in
that difficult year a lot of hard work and clear thinking
will have to be put in by all of us to make this Budget a
success. Thank you.

Mr. Speaker, I am extreamly pleased that I have the
opportunity of participating in the 9th budget of the
United National Party Government, mainly as there is
a contiunity in the economic, monetary and fiscal
policies of the Government since its inception in 1977.
In my view as a Member of Parliament and more so as a
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back bencher, the Members of this Government are
extremely grateful to His Excellency the President the
Hon. J. R. Jayewardene, the Hon. Prime Minister and

the Members of the Cabinet for having ensured this
continuity. They have made every effort to see that the
Government goes on and goes on implementing the
policies which it started in the year 1977 which were
wholeheartedly accepted by the people of this country.
And in that direction, the man behind the enforcement
being the Hon. Minister of Finance he has done an
execellent job. We could see that in the past few days.
There were several press interviews ; some did come on
the Television, some over the air. All of them
wholeheartedly accepted that the proposals brought
forward by the the Hon. Minister of Finance were the
best and in the interests of the country.

As Members of Parliament when we go back to our
electorates, particulalrly after the presentation of our
annual Budget, we are happy and proud to tell the
people that in the review of the past year of activities
the Government has done well. The Hon. Minister of
Finance has very clearly emphasised and shown the
comparative progress in the South East Asian
countries — the fact that the economic growth has
remained at 5.2 per cent, if I am correct, as against
some of the more developed countries like Japan, the
Philippines, Malaysia, South Korea, etcetera, which
have rates far below the rate that has been achieved by
Sri Lanka.

In this connection, whilst congratulating the Hon.
Minister of Finance, I must also commend the
Secretary to the Treasury, the Governor of the Central
Bank and other officials who have also been partly
responsible for these operations. They have quite
rightly, during the past year, from time to time, taken
certain measures to curtail public expenditure, to
enforce fiscal and monetsary policies to maintain the
terms of trade, budgetary controls, etcetera. Timely
action has been taken in order to keep the economy in
proper form and it is as a result of these measures, these
exercises, that we have been able to have a favourable
balance of trade, a reduction of the budgetary deficit,
increase in the gross domestic product and above all
keep the inflationary trend at zero lelvel.

Sir, now I will come to the subject that is much more
dear to me, which is none other than the question of
public enterprises. The Hon, Minister of Finance in his
speech complained to this House that as much as Rs,
40,000 million has been expended on public enterprises
from the day the United National Party took over the
Government and that as much as Rs. 6,000 million was
required for the ensuing year. He said that the
corporations are mismandged, that there should be
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some change in this system, that they should ensure
better management, make sure that there is no waste,
see that burdens are not placed on the Budget and
finally on the people of this country.

Sir, before we enter into a detailed discussion on the
performance of corporations, we must go back to see
why the corporations were created and the rationale for
their existence in this country. I will now proceed to
explain briefly some of the reasons which I gather for
the creation of these public enterprises.

In the background of the history of this country
immediately after the Second World War, the then
rulers thought fit that this country should not solely
depend on agriculture for its existence. They thought an
industrialized policy would be helpful to have a
balanced economy in this country. Therefore, they were
of the view the there should be a helping hand to
develop industry in this country. In this connection,
immediately the few Government Departments that
were handling a few of the industries were converted

into public corporations by enactment and they were
placed in the hands of Chairmen and Boards of
Directors which had full autonomy.

There were also a series of other reasons for the
creation of these corporations. As I remember, as the
population grew there was a necessity to create more
employment and, therefore, the Government had to find
ways and means of finding more employment
opportunities. Then, there was the need to fill the gap in
the structure of the economy caused by the private
sector which was not willing to undertake certain
functions due to the poor anticipated returns, lack of
expenditure funds and due to the size of investments,
for example, in corporations and industries such as
Cement and Ceremics. Then there was the necessity of
the State to provide certain basic infrastructure
facilities. There was also the need for the State to
provide utility services such as transport, water supply
and drainage etc. The State had to intervene in certain
specific areas in the interest of national economy in
order to maintain the independence of its activities
which could be classed or classified as the LRC, the
JEDB and the plantation sector. Then there was the
need to set up agencies which could act as checks and
balances of the industries in the private sector. There
was also the necessity to ensure that the strategic
sectors of the economy be directly controlled by the
State.There was also the reqgirement to have regional
development, industries in all parts of the Island to
ensure a reasonable pricing policy, income
redistribution, to take Government ventures out of the
ARs and FRs and to give way to the economy in the
management of the day to day affairs.

There was also the requirement to draw in the best
brains, the more efficient people into the Government
sector, to manage these institutions. Considering all
these reasons there was good cause and good reasons
when we look back for the creation of these institutions.

However, the question we have now to decide is
whether the objectives of these organizations for which
they were created have been achieved. Have they been
effecient, have they been effictive or have they become
a burden on the people ? If they have been a burden,
then who is responsible for this situation and what is the
remedy ? The simple decision to close down a
corporation, I would think is not the solution to this
problem. One has to examine not merely the profits and
losses of these organizations ; we have to evaluate and
find out for ourselves what are the socio-economic
gains, what benefits have we had in the society,
short-term and long-term.

I am also pleased to note that the Hon. Minister goes
further on to say that before he takes the decision to
close down these institutions a closer study has to be
made. I wholeheartedly congratulate the Hon. Minister
for giving another chance to some of these organizations
to see whether they could be revived and they could
continue.

The important question I am coming to now is, who is
responsible for the mismanagement, bad financial
controls, inefficiency, inactivity ? That will have to be
considered. In my view, Sir, it is unreasonable for us to
place the whole responsibility on the shoulders of the
Chairman and the Board of Directors or the poor
workers. 1 sincerely feel that a part of the responsibility
should be borne by the Parliament itself. We have been
appointed by the people to manage the affairs of this
country, and, as bosses, if we have failed to do so, than
a part of the responsibility will have to be borne by the
Parliament itself. When I refer to the Parliament, 1 do
not mean the present Parliament, but all successive
Parliaments, Parliaments that have been since the
creation of Independence and the creation of the
corporations. It is because all financial matters emanate
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from the Parliament. It is accepted on the Westminster
model that Parliament controls the finances. When a
corporation is created, it is created by an Act of
Parliament. The necessary capital for its formation is
also approved by Parliament in the course of the day to
day affairs. If grants are to be made to on-going
corporations, they have to have their passage through
Parliament. If loans are applied for and guaranteed by
the Treasury, they have to have the ministerial approval
and a series of other approvals. Therefore, the
supervision and management lies mainly in the hands of
Parliament. When I speak of Parliament, it is not only
the Government ; it is also the responsibility of the
Opposition. The hon. Member for Gampaha said that
we should have presidential commissions. But he should
understand that the Opposition itself is partly
responsible if these corporations have failed in their
performance.

I will now, Sir, briefly enlighten this House as to
what are the provisions, the measures and the laws that
are available for the effective control. The Cabinet of
Ministers and the Secretaries too should take a part of
this responsibility for mismanagement. There are
provisions in the Constitution. There are provisions in
the Finance Act. There are provisions, in the enabling
Act, the Standing Orders and circulars, and regulations
which give supervisory powers controlling powers and
the opportunities for evaluation to monitor the
performance of these corportions. The question we have
to ask ourselves now is, whether representatives of the
people have effectively made use of these exercises,
rules, regulations and laws to ensure that these
enterprises are effectively and efficiently run. When
grants are made to corporations, we have to find out
whether a proper feasibility study has been done and
whether when loans are granted we are satisfied that,
whether they are repayable possibilities have been
assessed. These are some of the matters that we have to
look back on in a discussion of this nature. Let me now
examine what are the available ministerial controls for
the purpose of effective management and judge the
efficiency and effectiveness of the operations of
corporation. We have first the appointment of a
Chairman and a Board of Directors. Every enabling Act
that creates a corporation gives the right to the Hon.
Minister in charge to appoint a suitable person as
Chairman and a Board of Directors. He has all the right
to choose who is competent and able to manage an
institution. He has to choose a person who is
knowledgeable, who is able and who is qualified to run
an institution when he appoints one. It applies also to
the Board of Directors.

If he has not done so, then it is his responsibility. If
the mismanagement has been caused by wrong
management or failure on the part of the top
management, then we know who is responsible for it.
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The enabling Act provides the Hon. Minister with the
opportunity of giving specific or general directions to
the corporation. There is provision for the appointment
of stututory auditors in addition to the appointment of
the Auditor-General. The Hon. Minister can appoint
any auditor to audit the accounts of the corporation at
any time on the subject with which that corporation
deals. He has the full power to call for audit reports, to
examine them and take corrective measures. This is in
addition to the annual audit done by the
Auditor-General. Then there is the Finance Act which
lays down that each corporation shall prepare its annual
budget and that their capital budget should be approved
by the Minister in charge, and also the Minister of
Finance and the Minister of Plan Implementation.

Then we have the appropriation of surpluses, the
imposition of levies on corporations, the preparation of
corporate plans and borrowing powers. All these
regulations are available and the Hon. Minister has the
opportunity of controlling this.

In the second line of control, there is in the Treasury
in the Ministry of Finance the Public Enterprises
Division which comprises management experts who
have the opportunity of looking into the performance of
these corporations.

In the third line of supervision and control there is the
cabinet of Ministers to whom some of these financial
matters are referred; for instance, in the case of
tenders, supplementary estimates, loans etc. There is
also control exercised by the Ministeries and the
Minister in charge in the selection of personnel. Before
any manager to an upper grade is recruited, the
approval of the relevant Minister is necessary. There
are various other methods and controls which are
created internally by the Ministry. The supervisory
machinery and controls are available but the question is
whether these measures, laws and procedures have been
made use of,

We next come to the Parliament which is composed
of the elected representatives of the people. Parliament
also exercises supervisory controls and I will list some of
them. The first, regarding public corporations, is the
Committee on Public Enterprises, which tables its
reports from time to time. I will deal with them later on
in the course of my speech. Then, there are Annual
Reports of Corporations which are tabled in this House.
There are also the Consultative Committees where
matters pertaining to corporations are discussed. There
are also the audit report, debates on Supplementary
Estimates, there is Question Time and the Budget
Debate itself. All these opportunities are available for
the Government and the Opposition to debate. But the
question is whether the responsibility of the Opposition
has been adequately discharged. It is their business to
see that the moneys voted by Parliament are properly
channelled for the appropriate purposes and whether a
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proper evaluation has been done. Unfortunately, even
the Opposition has failed to discharge its duties in
regard to these matters.

Since the inception of the Committee on Public
Enterprises in 1979, it has tabled a series of reports in
Parliament. I have a series of reports with me, a big
bundle. I have 8 to 10 reports with me. In certain
reports, we have dealt with 70 to 80 corporations. We
have evaluated their performance, gone into their
annual audit reports and made certain observations and
recommendations. I am sorry to state that — many
Members of this Committee and I have also
complained — no consideration has been given to these
reports which have been tabled. It is just a case of our
preparing bundles of these reports which no one has
probably mase use of.

I am confident, Sir, that some of the waste and
mismanagement that is being complained of could be
avoided. There are still a number of corporations that
could be corrected. 1 have had the opportunity of going
into one of these corporations in great depth. I find that
a closer study of these institutions could lead to the
possibility of reviving them instead of privatizing them
or closing them down,

Sir, in considering the question of effective
management, effeciency and effectiveness, I would like
deeper aspects — the minute or procedural aspects. I like
now to place a few recommendations. I am not going
into the particularly to underline a few
recommendations,

One, I say, is the question of selecting chairmen and
boards of directors, more especially the top
management, the chairmen. I think we should seriously
consider adopting the Indian system where the
chairmen of Public corporations are selected and
appointed on the recommendation of a bureau. They
have a list of people who have consented and applied to
be chairmen of corporations. They are tested. Once they
are found to be suitable they are kept on a list. As and
when vacancies occur in the respective corporations, a
recommendation is made by the bureau through the
supervising Minister that there is a person of this
calibre who is suitable and that the Minister may
consider him. We should have a list of such able,
capable and qualified people who could be put into
these responsible posts. That is one of the
recommendations I feel that the Government should
seriously consider if they want to ensure the continuity
of the public corporate sector.

The next is the question of a corporate plan.
Whatever the corporation may be, whether it be
economic, welfare, infrastructure or development, it has
to achieve certain goals. In achieving them it has to
operate with an increased degree of complexity. The
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[68. & & @m0 Somm]
preparation of a corporate plan, if I may say so, is part
of a systematic effort to manage the public enterprise in
the future, for it enables the management to anticipate
changes and benefit from it. It increases the
performance of the public enterprise in the short,
medium and long term by a better use of existing
resources. An orderly and responsive growth is ensured,
and the public enterprise is not analysed by the external
environmental sources. This type of planning gives it
the ability to look into the future and if necessary to
take remedial measures.

I must also comment with regard to the
Auditor-General’s Department. Today the audit of
most corporations is done by private auditors. As the
Auditor-General's Department is handicapped. It does
not have a sufficient number of officers to go and audit
the accounts of each and every corporation. There
should be a resident audit of Government in every
corporation. The corporations that have a resident
audit, you would see, are better managed. They are
more efficient and effective than the others. I have had
the experience sometimes of seeing that when they are
audited by private auditors it is not so effective. I
strongly recommend that the Auditor-General’s
Department be strengthened, that more personnel be
recruited and trained in the fields of auditing public
corporations, so as to ensure that the culprits ‘and
wrong-doers are brought to book before long and
remedial measures taken before the damage is done.

There is another matter, the question of penlties for
the managers for the crmies that are committed, which
are referred to as “economic crimes”. I will read out a
passage from one of the Reports of the COPE
submitted to Parliament pertaining to that matter and
as to how it should operate :

“If a management decision has been taken because of a wrong
judgment it is excusable since it is a part of the business process, but

at times without number this Committee has come across decisions /

taken by managers of public corporations either through sheer
carelessness, indifference or false calculations. Such decisions are in
the nature of economic crimes. For managers are trustees of the
people and those culpable should be penalized. The Westminster
tradition is to extract political accountablility from the Ministers for
such failures. Qur Committees suggested that the process of judicial
review provided in the French tradition be adopted for the managers
of corporations. In the discussions the Committee of Public
Enterprises had in France the Committee has noted the efficacious
manner in which the court de comtes the budget court undertakes this
responsibility and that the Committee has strongly recommended this
model. If decision makers in the local government system are subject
to penalties there is no reason why managers of public corporations
too should not be penalized finally.”

Sir, lastly 1 would like to make one more
recommendation, which is a matter of public
importance, and that is pertaining to the holiday
structure in Sri Lanka. As regards the manufacturing
corporations, we find that the number of working days
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that are available is insufficient. I think Sri Lanka is
one of those countries in South East Asia which enjoy
the largest number of public holidays. How can a
country develop economically if for the greater part of
the year the people are holidaying ? Therefore the
Government will have to seriously look into the matter
of holidays and provide for more working days. Today
even Saturday is not a working day, and in addition to
that when a public holiday falls in between two working
days Government servants or corporation employees
apply for another day’s leave and enjoy as much as four
to five days’ holidays. How can an industrial venture
run like this ? How can you achieve the necessary
production ? This is one reason why we find that
industrial and trading corporations have found it
difficult to live up to their objectives and their
profitability targets. Therefore serious consideration
should be given to this matter. If I remember right on
the statistics available it is Bangladesh and Sri Lanka
that have the largest number of holidays. We have to
examine the holiday structure in other countries. We
will have to make a close study and see how the public
sector and the corporation sector could be provided with
more working days than at present.

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(Mr. Jabir A. Cader — Deputy Minister of Rural Development)

Mr. Deputy Speaker, thank you for allowing me to
speak on this important Budget. Once again, we must
congratulate the Hon. Minister of Finance for
presenting the Budget for so many years despite the
tremendous odds against him such as defence
expenditure and fall in tea and coconut prices and prices
of non-traditional items. The people expected that the
burden would fall on them due to the massive Rs. 30
billion deficit. Instead the Hon. Finance Minister’s
ability, experience and sound financial policies have
helped him to give relief to the people. We expected a
devastating cyclone but that has been avoided and all
are thankful for the relief.

What is very clear is that the Government’s
liberalization and open economy policy has saved the
country from what would have been a calamity. We
have seen how State control over industries and
enterprises has resulted in huge losses to the country. If
I may repeat an often quoted statement, it is the
business of the Government to govern but it is not the
business of the Government to do business. It has been a
failure in many countries, and even the UK is
contemplating very seriously a change to privatization
from State enterprise. While countries like the UK are
converting many State enterprises into private.
companies, we also have the example of non-capitalist
countries experimenting with privatization and relaxing
the very rigid rules to enable private business. Even
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China is now permitting a Free Trade Zone. Similarly,
farmers are allowed to farm their own plots and sell
their produce. Even in socialist countries one hears
criticism about the State ventures not functioning as
they should.

Of course, some areas of the economy must be left to.

the State. Joint ventures between State and private
sector should also operate. But certain areas of the
economy must be left to the private sector.

The two periods, 1970 to 1977 under the previous
Government and 1977 to date under the present
Government, give a study in contrast for any economist.
What was the development under the seven-year term
of the previous Government 7 Even without expenditure
on development, there were restrictions, controls,
rationing and so on under the previous Government.
There was no development. Compare and contrast the
development work done since — the Mahaweli Scheme,
the number of dams, the increase in electricity
generation, the number of houses built, the expansion of
the telephone system. Despite the massive expenditure
on development projects there have been no controls or
restrictions.

It is true that the cost of living has gone up, but
salaries have been increased several times.

Then take the expansion in the educational system,
the higher education opportunities, with the Mahapola
Scholarship Scheme and free books being given to
children, all of which are beneficial to the poor people.
These are all verifiable facts.

The Government is now introducing a pension scheme
for farmers. It is a practical method of helping the
farmers.

Therefore, it is obvious that the economy of the
country, which was on the verge of collapse in 1977, has
been revived and revitalized by this Government, in
which the Hon. Minister of Finance has played a large
part.

It is very tragic, Sir, that when the economy is
restored the country should be faced with a grave crisis
which is curbing development. Because of this a massive
sum has now to be allotted for defence. This vast
amount would otherwise have been available for
development. Money must be spent on defence. The
crisis we are faced with is one that affects the very
existence of Sri Lanka as a Untiary State. All over the
world Sri Lanka was known as a peaceful country where
communal and religious amity prevailed. Sri Lanka was
held up as an example. It is sad to think that when Sri
Lanka was saved from the shambles that would result
from the closed-door and restrictive policies of the
previous Government, this grave ethnic situation should
arise. Development is affected not only to the extent of
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Rs. 6 billion that has been allocated for defence, the
ethnic disturbances have had a serious effect on the
other sectors of the economy too. While it is now the
intention to close down or privatize corporations and
boards which are a heavy drain on government finances,
care should also be exercised to ensure that this does not
result in large scale unemployment. Where a
corporation should be run at a profit but does not do so
due to obvious mismanagement, it should be further
investigated by competent accountants and business
management experts. Otherwise it will be like throwing
the baby with the bath water ! For example, Sir, if you
take the Associated Newspapers, it is also a government
concern, but it is run efficiently showing profits every
year. Therefore, I do not see why other Government
institutions should not follow that example,

A very important matter pertaining to the ethnic
question is that at present all students are segregated in
various schools and that itself creates an ethnic problem
from grass-rot levels. Instead of that, Sir, I would wish
that the Government seriously considers teching all
three languages, Sinhala, Tamil and English, in all
schools without segregation for the future good of our
country. Language is one of the reasons that have led to
the present situation.

If equality of opportunity is the policy of the
Government, then this equality must prevail in all
areas. In employment, for example, the Job Bank
Scheme enabled Members of Parliament to ensure that
jobs were fairly and evenly distributed among their
constituents. I am of course referring to the unskilled
jobs where educational and technical qualifications are
not required. Prior to the Job Bank Scheme those in
control of government departments, boards and
corporations were able to fill all the vacancies as they
liked. The so-called Employment Exchange was a
farce ! The Job Bank Scheme improved matters. Still it
is necessary to ensure that in the filling of vacancies
those from the areas are given preference. In fact, this is
the policy adopted all over the world. When persons
from the area are given employment there is
considerable saving in transport costs. Transport is also
a heavy drain on government funds. The railway fares
have been increased and regular commuters who travel
daily for employment are those who will be mostly
affected. As far as possible it should be ensured that in
the filling of vacancies at least 25 per cent should be
filled from the electorate where the government
departments or corporations are located.

While all effort must be made to stop waste and
corruption in all govermnent departments and
corporations, there is also a good deal of waste in other
areas which require to be seriously looked into. Ours is
an agricultural country and the economy has to be
agriculture-based for a long time to come. The price of
rice, for example, could be much lower if waste is
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eliminated. It has been estimated that there is a loss of
Rs. 900 million on rice annually due to the wastage
between harvesting and consumption. This figure has
being worked out by the Agrarian Research and
Training Institute. Similarly, there are many other
areas in the agricultural sector where this aspect has not
been adequately considered.

In conclusion, Sir, I would also like to point out that
while the government is concentrating all its efforts on
fighting terrorism, it appears that crime and thuggery
are on the increase. A serious situation can develop if
immediate action is not taken. There are more instances
of intimidation, thuggery, violence and crime now than
before. Finally, Sir, I would like to point out to the Hon.
finance Minister that the reduction of the qualifiying
payment to one and a half lakhs investment from five
lakhs is going to create less capital for the future
development of various businesses which are approved
businesses requiring financial assistance. I wish, Sir,
that he looks into the matter and increases the amount
at least to three lakhs.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, thank you for giving me this
opportunity to speak on the Budget. This Government
has presented nine Budgets, but the foundation for all
the nine Budgets has been the same, namely, a sound
economic policy and development strategy. That has
been adopted since 1977.

Sir, in the year 1976 people clamoured against the
burdens of the closed economy and voted the
government out of power. The austerity measures that
prevailed then denied the people material happiness.
Exchange control reguldtions, import controls,
shortages and queues made the government very
unpopular. The earlier government failed to realise that
costing human happiness should be the first and the last
step in an economic programme. Therefore, Sir, our
Government had to deviate and devise an entirely new
strategy and a new economic order-to promote economic
prosperity.

During the past years the heavy dependence of the
economy on the revenue of the three major
commodities, tea, rubber and coconut, gradually and
steadily weakened the economic prospects of the
country. The diversification of revenue sources was not
attempted. In the year 1950 the external resources of
the country were able to meet 92 per cent of the
country’s annual import requirements. But in 1960 the
external assets dwindled to a low ebb and were able to
meet only 21 per cent of the requirements. This
situation could have averted if there was planned
development. There was no attempt at broad basing or
diversifying the economy. Therefore, Sir, the economy
became vulnerable to the fluctuations in the prices for
tea, rubber and coconut. Therefore, the country had to
face a foreign exchange crisis during this period.

It was in the year 1965 that the Sri Lanka Aid Group
was formed to mobilize foreign resources to meet the
crisis. I must mention at this juncture that this
Government is trying to unlearn the practice of
borrowing learnt from the earlier governments. I
mentioned earlier that in 1977 we introduced a new
economic order, The control system was relaxed. There
was free, liberalized trade. In short, an export oriented
open economy has come to stay,

The GCEC has played a major role in this sphere,
particularly to promote export oriented foreign
investment. Two hundred and six projects have been

approved by June this year. The Katunayake
Investment Promotion Zone has 63 within and 15
outside the Zone. The creation of employment
opportunities was another objective that has been
realised in a big way. For example, the Free Trade Zone
has given 34,091 jobs up to June 19835.

We must congratulate our Minister of Finance for
the dignified role he has played in obtaining loans for
our economic programmes. In a fast developing world,
foreign aid is considered a form of development
assistance given by industrialized countries to the Third
World nations. The World Bank and the IMF are the
main financial agencies international in character. They
help all the Third World economies. We do not beg or
borrow from them in the narrow sense interpreted by
critics. We have justified our claim for development
assistance by sound economic performance. This is just
what has impressed the foreign donors. Our Budgets are
not prepared as the World Bank wants as criticized by
the Opposition Members if that was so, the World Bank
will have to have too many Third World Budgets on its
hands. Our economy has shown promise of growth.
Therefore, we are rather in a position to bargain for
more assistance. This has been proved by the stand
taken by the Hon. Minister of Finance at the recent
Conference he attended in the Maldives. He dared to be
forthright in his observations on the premier
institutions, namely, the World Bank and the IMF. He
commented on the poor remunerative prices for tea and
pointed out that the surpluss of developing countries
was siphoned off through unequal trade.

We must congratulate the Hon. Minister of Finance
for obtaining foreign aid on the best possible terms.
Some are grants and others concessionary loans with a
long repayment period of 40 to 50 years with interest as
low as 1 /2 to 1 per cent, Such a rosy picture is bound to
fail as time goes on. It is not only the duty of the
Government but the responsibility of the people as well
to participate in our development programme. The
people also have a role to play. In no country in the
world is everything left to the Government. It has been
pointed out, Sir, that the rate of utilization of the
project loans is 55 per cent which is a rather low rate.
We cannot afford to dilly dally. We must introduce a
mor efficient work culture to accelerate the utilization
of loans. All projects must have a time frame and
should be concluded within the stipulated period and,
most important, within the approved budget.

If you
read the Central Bank statistics you will get a wrong
picture of the utilization. I think the Central Bank at
least should have a foot note whhch says that this is how
it happens.

As | said, Sir, some eyebrows have been raised at the
positive attitude taken by this Government towards
privatisation. This has been the trend in some advanced
countries as well. The Finance Secretary in the United
Kingdom had been nicknamed “Mr. Privatisation”. This
is because the British Prime Minister has thought it
progressive to privatize some of the public sector
enterprises.

Back at home in Sri Lanka the prospects for some of
our public corporations are bleak. They are virtually a
drain on the government purse. The tax-paying public
has to support Lhe costly experiments of these
corporations. The words of the Hon. Finance Minister
become relevant in this context. He said, “I do not
believe in the magic of public sector management; I
only believe in the magic of sound management.” The
criterion of sound management seems to have been
observed more in the breach.

When did the cracks in the management appear ?
Why was it not detected and arrested at the outset ?
The Committee on Public Enterprises has had monthly
mectings to evaluate the progress of Corporations. How
effective has this committee been ? Was action taken on
the evaluation reports or have reports gone into cold
storage ? Sir, the Government has laid emphasis on the
fact that rural development is a corner-stone of our
development strategy. Nearly 75 per cent of the
population live and work in the rural areas. The
agricultural sector contributes on average 28 per cent of
the gross domestic product and 50 per cent of

=ilelgColA o)
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employment. The National Agriculture, Food and
Nutrition strategy when implemented will make a
qualitative improvement to rural development efforts.

Prior to 1977 the plantation sector which was the
chief source of revenue suffered reverses. The threat of
nationalisation as early as 1958 was hanging like the
sword of Damocles and discouraged the estate
proprietors from effecting improvements. In the year
1970 the nationalisation of the plantation sector further
dislocated the management. Therefore, Sir, the
rehabilitation of the plantation setor is one of our major
programmes. The 5-year medium term investment
programme will take care of plantations. The MPIT is
considered the centre-piece of the Government
Investment strategy. There are in addition 6 of these
rehabilitation projects for small-holders, about 55 to 60
per cent of these costs are funded by donor agencies.
Sir, I am very much interested in some of .he projects
that are to be started in the district. The Swiss aid of
Rs. 12 million is for the development of dairy industries.
It assists the economic and social upliftment of the

~small farmer. This development aid is for the districts of

Amparai, Batticaloa, Polonnaruwa and Trincomalee. In
these areas the cattle breeders have an unsolved
problem of finding grazing land. The Government has
not intervened to solve the problem of pasture land,
particularly in the Amparai district for the last 7 years.
Will the Swiss aid of Rs. 12 million be taken to grass
root levels to give the cattle breeder a better livelihood ?
Anyway, Sir, the new thinking of privatising of the
collection, processing and marketing of milk is
progressing. The creation of the first VMPC or the
Village Milk Producing Company consisting of the
members of the milk producers’ families will absorb
local production into business. Membership in the local
MPC Will enable the producer to share in the parent
body which is called Milk Industries of Lanka
Company. 49 per cent of shares of this Company will be
owned by milk producers and 51 by public investors.

Sir, the re-structuring of the rural credit system will
make the horizon brighter for the small farmer. I pray,
Sir, that the Regional Rural Development Banks
already established in 7 districts will proliferate and
benefit other areas too. When the Rural Development
Bank was set up in India the Government of India
directed the bank to restrict its lending to weaker
sections of the community and so this bank came to be
called the small man’s bank. Sir, deposits mobilised in
rural areas should be re-invested in activities in rural
areas.

To conclude, Sir, I must commend the Hon. Minister
of Finance for having steered the economy through
difficult times. More commendable is the fact that our
growth rate has been better than in most Third World
countries. We have missed our place in the top flight of
fast developing countries, may I stress, for reasons other
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than economic non-performance. This is a great pity.
Non economic factors have applied the brake on our
pace of acceleration. All the same, we have achieved
most of our targeted goals,

He mentioned to me on
Friday that he wanted to ask me to postpone my
question for today. Here he walks in! Exact to time.

Sir, I wanted to ask this question about the delegation
where the hon. Deputy Minister of foreign Affairs (Mr.
Tyronne Fernando) wanted to go to Iran sometime ago
but that scheduled visit did not take place. However, I
am made to understand that — I came to know about
this only this morning — after all he did go. I do not
know whether that is correct or not but I was given the
information that he did go.

What I wanted to know was this, Sir. Iran is having a
very peculiar situation today because of the war that is
existing between Iran and Iraq. I know that the Hon.
Minister and the government are not taking any side.
No sane person will take a side where the Iran-Iraq war
is concerned. The only thing is, we would like to try to
bring about a settlement. That is all we will try to do.
But the information that went round the country is that

SEedrnd
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it is because of a particular friendship that we have with
Israel, the Iranians did not want the hon. Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs to come on the occasion he
wanted to go originally. What I want to know is
whether that is true, and if he did go subsequently,
whether we have got over that difficulty after that. I am
sure we have to get over that difficulty. We have to’
explain as to what the situation is. Even a situation
where a Member of this Government or rather a
Minister says that he is not permitted to go to a country,
just because we have friendship with another country is
a very serious matter.

Therefore, it is high time that the Government
considers whether we should really have this close
alliance, close friendship, with Israel. I say this also for
another reason. I think I am correct that His Excellency
the President did meet Mr. Peres, the Prime Minister of
Israel, in Paris and we were made to understand
through the AFP, the Paris correspondent, that there
were some negotiations between the two and that was
on a very secret basis. What I mean is that they will not
come out with it. When such propaganda is used against
our country, linking our chief executive, His Excellency
the President, I can just imagine how much the Muslim
countries or the Islamic countries would react. 1 would
like the Hon. Minister to,—because 1 know that he has
gone subsequently and I am not interested in that-and I
would be grateful if he can, explain or make a statement
in this House about these difficulties that we face
pertaining to the friendship that we are having with
Israel. I do not want to add to this any more. I would
like to ask that question from him.
