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The proposal to establish Credit Councils for the
benefit of employees of Local Authorities, is a direct
result of the Cabinet decision taken on 25.01.1978
approving the conferment of the same service
conditions and benefits that applied to employees in
the State Sector to corresponding grades of employees
in the Local Government sector, as well.

Mr. Speaker, you will recall that for a very long
time the employees of the Local Government sector
were clamouring for similar status as that of their
counterparts in the Government Service. Successive
Governments' did not take appropriate action to grant
this demand, and I am happy to state that on my
recommendation this Government took meaningful
action and they will now enjoy the same benefits.
Although since that decision the 35,000 odd
employees of Local Authorities became entitled to the
same benefits as those enjoyed by State sector
employees, they have found difficulty in obtaining
credit facilities from their respective Local
Government Authorities because of the financial
situations prevailing in such Local Authorities. The
objective of the proposal made to establish Credit
Councils for the employees in Local Authorities is to
make available to them credit facilities similar to
those available to employees in the State sector.

A Committee comprising representatives of the
Treasury and the Credit Councils Department of the
Government, was appointed to look into this matter
and submit recommendations as regards the
establishment of Credit Councils for the benefit of the
employees in the Local Government Sector. The
Committee recommended that Credit Councils in
Local Authorities too should be run on lines similar to
those that applied to Credit Councils in the State

Sector and an Act similar to the Credit Councils Act
No. 23 of 1975, with necessary amendments fashioned
to obviate difficulties the
administration of Credit Councils in tl e State Sector,

“In view of the important role that the co-operative movement
has to play both in implenting the development plans of the
Government and in the distribution of essential consumer
commodities, my Government proposes to appoint a Commission to
examine its present state and to suggest measures for strengthening
and improving it.”

As a consequence of this decision, the commission,
which came to be popularly called the Laidlaw
Commission, was appointed under the chairmanship of
Dr. A. F. Laidlaw from Canada along with four other
commissioners ; namely, Mr. K. Alvapillai, former
Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Agriculture and
Food ; Mr. R, H. de Mel, well-known businessman and
mercantile director and former President of the
Colombo Co-operative Provincial Bank; Mr. T. B.
Panabokke, Chairman, People’s Bank, and a
well-known co-operator from the Central Province :
and Mr. S. 8. Puri, Joint Secretary of the Planning
Commission of India and Joint Secretary for
Co-operation in the Indian Ministry of Food and
Agriculture, who at present is the Assistant
Secretary-General in charge of the FAO Regional
Office for Asia in Bangkok. The Laidlaw Commission
did an in-depth study of the co-operative movement as
it had developed and functioned up to the end of the
sixties and made several important recommendations
for the restructuring of the co-operative movement.

One of the main recommendations which was
implemented through this law was the reduction of the
number of primary multi-purpose co-operative
societies and the creation of a unified system of
regional societies and converting the rural societies

within its region into branch societies of the'

multi-purpose co-operative societies. There are today
about 288 multi-purpose co-operative societies in the
Island with over 7,700 branches, all of which serve as
sales outlets for essential commodities.
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The Co-operative Societies (Special Provisions) Act,
No. 35 of 1970, was promulgated in order to facilitate
the implementation of a scheme to reorganize, regroup
and amalgamate the societies in keeping with the
recommendation of the Laidlaw Report. This Act also
enabled the requisition of buildings and premises
required by these societies as well as made provision
for liquidation proceedings to be finalized. Boards of
management for these societies were constituted
which provided for nine members to be nominated by
the Minister and six to be elected under the
Emergency Co-operative Authorities Regulations. Mr.
Ilangaratne was the gentleman who did that. He was
the Minister at that time. I do not know how'
satisfactory that was for a people’s movement. Where
the boards of management of a few had been legally
dissolved, new boards were appointed by the Minister
under the rules framed in terms of Section 61 of the
Co-operative Societies Law, No. 5 of 1972. In the
circumstances, some of these boards of the
multi-purpose co-operative societies came to be
nominated by the Minister, so that most of them had
the controlling power shared by a majority of the
me;ubers appointed by the Minister.

When this Government came into power, Sir, we felt
that it was not the correct thing to be done. So, after
the new Government took the reins of office in July
1977, an official committee was appointed to
re-examine the existing system of distribution of
consumer goods—food items like rice, flour, sugar,
spices, textiles and Lakspray. As is substantially done
today, these commodities were supplied to the public
by the Food Commissioner and the public
corporations. This Committee observed that there was
widespread rationing and restrictions in regard to
immediate consumer goods made available to a limited
number of sales points. Accordingly the Committee
recommended to the Government an increase of the
number of such sales points by increasing the number
of authorized distributors.

Whilst implementing this recommendation,
consumers were asked to give their option. This is a
very important thing. It must be emphasized here that
a large majority of the consumers who had been
traditionally linked with the co-operative system of the
country opted to remain with the co-operatives. This
consumer preference gave the Ministry of Food and
Co-operatives the initial impetus to promulgate new
legislation both to increase the efficiency of the
co-operative societies as well as to reorient their
activities.
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At the same time it was found that after a
continuing legacy of leakages, corruption and
malpractices, the co-operative societies, which had
now to face the challenge of an open competitive
market, were unable to fulfil the task of meeting all
the consumer needs in their areas. Their financial
surpluses were dwindling and those societies that were
not bold enough to venture on new lines of trade were
falling behind and pulling the whole system back into
the pre-1970 period when as many as 54 per cent of
the co-operative societies were running at a loss.. The
position is more or less the same today. There has been
a slight improvement but we cannot be happy or
satisfied with that. As many as 55 per cent of our
co-operative societies are not viable. A close
examination of their working efficiency shows that this
is largely due to inefficiency, mismanagement and
lethargy amongst the employees.

In order to assess the working of the co-operatives, a
Committee chaired by the Hon. K. W. Devanayagam,
at that time the Minister of Justice, was appointed on
23.2.1978. The other Members of the Committee were
the hon. Mr. M. L. M. Aboosally, then District
Minister for Ratnapura, Mr. Keerthi Abeywekrema,
District Minister for Matara, Mr. G. M.
Premachandra, the then Deputy Minister of
Highways; Mr. Palitha Weeraman, former
Commissioner of Co-operative Development and
Regional Director of the International Co-operative
Alliance ; and Mr. R. H. de Mel, Company Director,
Co-operator and member of the Laidlaw Commission.
One of the terms of reference of the committee and
perhaps the most significant of them, was to revive the
existing co-operative network since 1971 and the
appurtenant rules and by-laws in the context of the
working efficiency of the co-operative and to
recommend suitable amendments thereto. This
Committee held over 50 sittings in various parts of the
country and made several important
recommendations. They observed that amendments
should be effected to sections 44, 47, 48, 49, 58, 59,
61, 67, 70 and 72. The Ministry Committee headed by
the Additional Secretary took cognizance of these
recommendations as well as several observations made
by the Parliamentary Advisory Committee Members,
as well as the National Co-operative Council.

At the outset, on a close examination of the
proposed amendments, I wish to refer hon. Members
to the principles on which those amendments to the
Co-operative Law No. 5 of 1972 had been formulated.
The first is that the elective principale of the
co-operatives should not in any way be violated. That
is a very important recommendation. Hon. Members
will agree that the co-operatives are and should
continue to be essentially a people’s movement.
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Secondly, whilst maintaining this very important
principle the Commissioner of Co-operative
Development should be empowered and strengthened
to take speedy action in order to deal with
mismanagement, fraud, misappropriation, breach of
trust or any other deficiences.
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The series of amendments I am introducing today
deal with the additional powers given to the
Commissioner, in order to inspect books, records and
cash of societies, to suspend or interdict officers or
employees of societies who have been found to be
derelict in their duties or have engaged themselves in
fraudulent activities, to suspend the board of directors
for a period of six months and within that period put
necessary. officers to manage the affairs of the society,
pending inquiry in any society, and to dissolve a
society if after inquiry it is found that the society has
been mismanaged.
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Hon. Members will notice that according to the
amendments 1 am bringing in, these inquiries will have
t “e completed within a period of six months so that
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there will not be undue delay in the conduct of such
inquiries. Furthermore, amendments are being
introduced today in order to inquire co-operative
societies to prepare annual budgets in respect of every
financial year setting out projections of revenue and
expenditure, both recurrent and capital, finance and
cash resources available, investment of funds
contemplated and the objectives the societies have in
mind.
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The Department of Co-operative Development will
prepare the guidelines in order to implement these
objectives and circulate them amongst the societies
and the Department will thereafter monitor their
implementation. Hon. Members will see that the
objectives I am trying to achieve by these are to make
the societies more disciplined in their financial
planning, transactions and management. Already
action has been taken to update the management skills
of co-operative society officials. A programme is being
implemented to train senior managers of co-operative
soieties with assistance from the Swedish International
Development Association (SIDA) and in collaboration
with the Co-operative mangement Services Centre, the
National Co-operative Council and the Co-operative
Department. Hon. Members will also notice that in
Section 67(A), which is a new Section, officers of the
Co-operative Depariment would be empowered to
conduct prosecutions in courts of law.
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This Section 67 (A) has been brought in, in order to
minimize delays in bringing cases to Court. At present
departmental inquiries under the main Act are
conducted according to the provisions of Sections 46
and 47. Experience has shown that these Sections are
not fully effective in obtaining sufficient evidence,
discovering documents, summoning people, and so on.
Therefore, these Sections are being strengthened in
such a way that the Commissioner of Co-operative
Development would be empowered to summon even
past committee members and past officials to come
and answer for their stewardship. These provisions
would ensure that some of the greatest problems which
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have confronted the co-operative movement, mainly
mismanagement and fraud, would be minimized. We
may not be able to remove everything but we may be
able to at least minimize them. I hope, we will be able
to achieve that.

The other amendments are mainly amendments of a
consequential nature relating to the impact of certain
other legislative enactments on the Co-operative Act
and the proposed Amendment. These mainly relate to
certain provisions of the Civil and Criminal Procedure
Codes and the offences against Public Property Act
No. 12 of 1982, and their inter-relationship with the
Co-operative Act.

In relation to the offences against the Public
Property Act, I wish to inform hon. Members that
already those who misappropriated funds of
co-operative societies have been brought within the
ambit of that Act. I repeat, in relation to the offences
against the Public Property Act, I wish to inform hon.
Members that already those who misappropriated
funds of co-operative societies have been brought
within the impact of that Act. By my amendments
today, this would be strengthened further, so that
co-operative employees who misappropriate even
property or goods, not only cash belonging to the
co-operatives will be brought under the provisions of
that Act.

Hon. Members are already aware that bail is not
normally granted to any person who is charged under
this Act. But, in actual fact, many offenders have been
enlarged on bail. So it would be doubly necessary to
link co-operative offences more directly and closely
with the Civil and Criminal Procedure Codes.

Sir, in summing up, I wish to reiterate the basis on
which entire range of amendments has been
formulated. Firstly, it is to the crdit of our
Government since 1977 to re-establish the democratic
basis of the co-operative sector. The co-operatives are
essentially an organisation of the people where the
ordinary people of our country have a stake in their
proper working. Most of our farmers have their money
in the co-operatives and they obtain loans and material
imputs for their cultivation through the co-operatives.
The rural banks have accumulated deposits made by
the ordinary people of the country, and these funds are
handled by the People’s Bank which was originally set
up in order to support the co-operatives. The
co-operatives themselves naturally obtain most of their
loans from the People’s Bank in which both the people
and the Government have a major stake. In operating
the Food Stamps Scheme large funds belonging to the
Food Commissioner are handled by the co-operatives
and a good proportion of these funds are regularly tied
up with the co-operatives.
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For these reasons, while it is ideologically necessary
for us to preserve the democratic structure of the
co-operatives, we have an obligation by the people as
co-operators to protect and safeguard their funds and
interests, and this we do through the machinery of the
Registrar of Co-operative Societies. It is for these
reasons that most of the amendments to the
Co-operative Societies’ Law No. 5 of 1972 are focused
on Sections 46 and 47, which give the Commissioner
and the Registrar the power and authority to examine
the assets and liabilities of the societies, investigate
the malpractices and frauds and take suitable
consequential action against offenders both elected
and officilas. Accordingly 1 have attempted to
maintain the balance between the principles of
co-operative democracy and the need to supervise the
working of these co-opeative societies through
amendments to the Act which, with your permission,
Sir, I will try to detail as briefly as possible.

The main changes sought by amendments loan
facilities for non-members. Section 39(1) is repealed
and a new sub-section introduced to enable goods to be
supplied on credit to any registered trader functioning
as an agent of the society. This has been done to
provide the same credit facilities available to
co-operative outlets or to the authorised distributors as
well to those who handle Food Stamps on behalf of the
Commissioner. This change can encourage more
authorized distributors to join the scheme to distribute
foodstuff where necessary.

Preparation of account and budget, audit and
ivestigation : This affects a change in the title of
Chapter VIII, Audit, Inquiry, Inspection or
Investigations, enlarging it to include the accouts,
budget, audit, etc. Also included under this chapter
are two new sections 43(a) and 43(h) making
mandatory for co-operatives to prepare annual
accounts and an annual budget.

At present books of accounts are referred to at rule
37, and neither the main Act nor the rules framed
under section 61 of the Main Act provide for the
preparation of an annual budget. These are necessary
both for the purpose of financial control and the
planning of business. Every assistance will be given by
the Department to those people who need assistance
and the Department will ensure that they will conform
to these rules.

Custody of books and documents and inquiries and
investigations : One, at section 44 (4), the amendments
involve a minor change whereby the Registrar of
Co-operatives is enabled to have access to and to
inspect all accounts, documents and securities
maintained by or in the possession of employees or
members of a co-operative society. This provides for
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examination of any documents directly in the
possession of employees or members. Section
44 (6) (a) : Here the reference is to recoveries and
surcharges against officers and employees who spend
monies contrary to the Act, rules or by-laws and the
Society’s working rules. These latter are enlarged to
cover rules made under any othr law and financial
procedure approved by the Registrar or any general
directions issued by the Registrar or the Co-operative
Employees Commission.

Paragraph 44 (6) (c) provides for in the existing law
appeals to the Minister against surcharges. This
sub-section has been repealed and in its place the
provision at 44 (6) (b) to recover such monies through
a Magistrate’s Court under section 66 (2) has been
brought up as 44 (6) (¢). Thereafter sub-section 44 (d)
has been repealed.

Inquiries and Investigations Proper—Section 46 (d) :
The change gives authority to the Registrar or his
agent to take into custody accounts or documents even
where he has reason to believe that there has been a
fraud or irregularity in the course of any inquiry. If he
has the slightest reason to believe that he can start
action on 46 (d).

Section 47 (8) is an entirely new sub-section that has
been introduced in order to enable the Registrar or his
agent to perform the following duties :

(@) Summon both past and present officials of the
Society and even any other person who might be able
to provide material evidence.

(b) Similarly, requires the production of any books
or documents by the present and past officials and
members and also other persons in possession of such
documents.

(¢) Summon a general meeting of the members if
and when necessary.

(d) Take into custody books and documents when he
has reason to believe that there is fraud or irregularity
cte.

Consequential action after inquiries and
investigations ;: These consequential changes are
contained in Chapter 9. The heading of this chapter
has been widened to include suspension and removal of
officers of a registered society and dissolution of the
Committee.

Section 48 (1) is repealed and replaced with a minor
change as follows : Instead of “After an inquiry under
section 46 or inspection made on an application of a
creditor under 47" the new sub-section will read as,
*After an inquiry under section 47 or an inspection or
investigation under 477,
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Section 48 (4) (b) is repealed and a new sub-section
has been introduced so as to provide the Commissioner
or the Registrar with mandatory powers, rights etc..
both of the Committee as well as the powers of the
general body, to the exclusion of such general body.

4. New sub-section 48 (10) has been added in order
to provide the Registrar or the Commissioner, if found
necessary after inquiry or investigations, with the
power to suspend the Committee of a Co-operative for
six months and appoint an interim board to manage its
affairs. If he finds this, he has the power to suspend
the Committee of the Co-operative Society for six
months and appoint an interim board to manage its
affairs. This change also requires such an inquiry or
investigation should be completed and a decision
finalised within such six months of such suspension.
That is now law.

New section 48 (a) (1) has been introduced to give
the Registrar the authority to suspend or interdict any
officer or employee where after inquiry or
investigation such officer or employee of a registered
society is not performing his duties in the proper
manner or is unsatisfactory or otherwise unable to
discharge his duties efficiently. By this new section the
Registrar can suspend any Committee, Chairman,
Vice Chairman etc., or interdict an officer pending a
full inquiry, but after calling for explanation and
objections.

In the case of an employee a more complicated
procedure has to be followed in accordance with the
CEC regulations. Further, the Committee or its
Chairman may not be in a mood to act against an
employee against whom a case has been made out by
the Registrar. There had been several cases where
managers of petrol [filling stations had
misappropriated large amounts of money, but there
was no way of taking prompt disciplinary action
against them. Therefore, this new provision meets
most of these difficultics. This authority has been
granted notwithstanding anything contrary to this Act
or in the Co-operative Employee’s Commission Act
No. 12 of 1972. By sub-section 12 where any such
officer or employee is removed under sub-section 1
above, and where such an order for removal has been
affirmed by the Co-operative Employees” Commission
or no appeal against such order has been preferred
within 30 days, any other officer or employee may be
elected or appointed. If the person who has been
dismissed or interdicted does not appeal within 30
days-he has a right to appeal within 30 days—then a
person could be appointed. That is for an
employee—thesc small employees.

At present the Registrar or CCD can act only in
terms of Rule 51 (1) where he has to follow certain
procedures like issuing a charge sheet, giving a chance
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to be heard, etc, before removal of a Committee
Member, Chairman or Vice-Chairman, or an employee
of this society. By this new section the Registrar can
directly deal with the officers and employees, suspend
and interdict them respectively.

Dissolution of a Co-operative Society : Section
49 (1) has been repealed and a new sub-section
introduced with a minor amendment as
follows : instead of * an inspection made on the
application of a creditor under section 47 ", the
following has been substituted. In section 59 (3) the
last four lines have been changed so that substantively
“ the provisions of section 226 and 297 of the Civil
Procedure Code shall mutatis mutandis apply to and
in relation to such seizure and sale ". This has been
done to update the correct reference to the law. It is
just a consequential amendment. In section 59 (4) the
last six lines have been deleted from * under provisions
of section 312 except paragraph (a) and (c¢) of
sub-section 1 of that section of the Criminal Procedure
Code had been changed and the provisions of section
312 except paragraph (a) and (¢) of sub-section 1 of
that section of the Criminal Procedure Code occurring
in that sub-section ” and replace it with the words and
figures “ and the provisions of sub-section 291 except
paragraphs (a) and (d) of sub-section 1 of that section
of the Code of Criminal Procedure Act no. 16 of
1979 ”. This again has been done in order to bring
offences under correct legal provisions and act.

Rules made by the Minister: A new sub-section
61 (2) has been added and by this new sub-section the
Minister is empowered to prescribe the
disqualifications for a member of a co-operative
Society on being elected to the Committee of
Management as the present rule 21 of the rules framed
by the Minister under section 61 will enable the
Minister to specify the disqualifications. Rule 21 has
certain disqualifications and the provisions of these
have been regularized in the main Act from which
these conditions flow. That is a gate to regularize.
Miscellaneous powers of the Minister and the
Registrar : The words * employees of the society ” in
lines 9 and 10 of Section 61 has been changed to
“ employee of the Society who has utilized funds of
the society Contrary to the provisions of this Law or
any other Law or Rules or Regulations made
thereunder by the By-laws and Working Rules of the
society or financial Procedures approved by the
Registrar or any general directions issued by the
Registrar and Co-operative Employees Commission. ™

By this amendment, employees who have committed
financial mismanagement under this law or any other
law or rules of financial procedures approved or
directions given by the Registrar and the CEC, have
been brought within the purview of Section 46 and
especially the legal action such employees can be
subjected to under Section 66 (2).
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There are two amendments to Section 66 as
follows : (@) By the substitution for the words “ the
society ” on an application to the magistrate of the
words “ the Registrar ”, This has been done in order to
allow the Registrar himself to take follow-up action
after he makes the order in terms of Section 66 (1). At
present the society may or may not comply with the
Registrar’s order if the committee of the society and
the employees concerned have been acting in
collusion. Also, the Registrar or his nominee like an
Assistant Registrar in charge of the district can apply
to the magistrate of the area. (b) The same change as
done in the case of Section 59 (4) has been effected
here in order to give reference to the correct provision
and Law, namely, Section 291 of the Code of Criminal
Procedure Act, No, 15 of 1979.

A new Section 66A is proposed in the printed
Co-operative Societies (Amendment) Bill. This gives
power to the Registrar prospectively to nominate such
number of persons to be members of the committee of
such registered society as are in his opinion necessary
and expedient for such purpose.

Then we have the proviso; at the end of the new
Section add after the words “ for such purpose ” the
words “ provided that the number of such nominated
members shall be less than one-half of the total
number of members of such Committee ”. This
amendment enables a few people to be nominated to
societies where managment problems have been
arising and there is danger to funds and investments,
especially funds advanced by government or state
banks or corporations, because, as you know, there are
certain co-operatives where, with all the training or
whatever we may give them, and so on and so forth,
the elected members—sometimes not one of them-are
persons who could do this. So in those rare and few
cases where government funds have been given, it is
our duty to look after those funds also. It is only in
such cases where the Registrar feels it is very
necessary that he can take this action, but at the same
time to ensure the democratic process the nominated
members shall be less than one-half of the total
number of members of such Committees. That is
different from what took place in 1976, I believe,
under Mr. Ilangaratne.

Sections 67 has been replaced by a new section
where the main changes are as follows :

Persons who have handled or had dominion over
both money and goods have been brought in. Also, the
amendment enables recovery of the value of such
goods or property in addition to monies that have been
shown in the books.
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Secondly, the Committee of three Ministers and the
Attorney-General appointed by the Cabinet on Ist
August, 1979 considered that the present sub-section
67 should provide for a summary trial before a
magistrate and imposition of both a term of
imprisonment and a fine even though a magistrate
may not have that jurisdiction.

New Section 67 (A) has been added to enable
Co-operative Department officials of investigate,
inquire and conduct prosecution which fall within
Chapter XVII of the code of Criminal Procedure Act
No. 15 of 1979. This will help to reduce the inordinate
delays when the police have to take action in the
courts. This also brings the law in line with other Acts,
like price control or public health legislation, which
enable departmental officials to prosecute.

Section 70 (3) has been repealed and a new section
subsitituted which keeps alive all appointments and
orders made, notifications and notices issued, suits and
other proceedings and all disputes that have arisen
under the repealed Co-operative Societies Ordinance.
To this has been added awards made by arbitrators,
and decisions mabe by the Registrar.

Section 72 (2) has been repealed and a new section
has been substituted so that the earlier words
maximum punishment of a fine up to Rs. 500 has been
changed to simple or rigorous imprisonment for a
period not exceeding 2 years or to a fine not exceeding
Rs. 12,000 or to both such punishments even if such
punishment exceeds the Magistrate’s jurisdiction.

Here, the law has made offences under Section
72 (1) for wilful disobedience, concealing information
etc., subject to more deterrent punishment.

New Section 72(A) has been added in order to grant
immunity to the Registrar, his Deputies, his Assistants
and other authorized persons, who have to act under
Sections 44, 46, 47, 49, 52, 66 and 67 of this Law.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, we are today debating some
amendments to the Co-operative Societies Law No. 5
of 1972. When you look at that Law, one would think
that the Co-operative Societies Law was enacted for
the first time in 1972 because it embodies the
principles under which a society should be registered
and covers the entire gamut of rules governing the
running of a society. But, Mr. Depty Speaker, the first
law concerning co-operatives was enacted in 1936 and
there were amendments thereafter in 1961 and 1964.
On each occasion, the law was amended to suit the
circumstances of the day and the varied ways of life so
that the laws would be helpful in developing the
societies.

The first laws were enacted in 1936 and laws were
thereafter enacted in 1961 and 1964. In 1972 a new
law was brought in which should have been an
amendment of all these earlier laws. This new laws was
enacted in 1972, during the 1970-77 regime. The laws
were brought in during the time Mr. T. B. lllangaratne
was Minister. The first section of the-law enacted in
1972 was a copy of the original section of 1936 where
it says :

“There may be appointed a Registrar of Co-operative Societies
for Ceylon or any portion thereof and such number of Deputy or
Assistant Registrars as may be necessary.”

As you go on, you will see that a number of these
sections had been copied into Law No. 5 of 1972.
What | am trying to make out is that that law was
supposed to have been enacted as though it was an
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original piece of legislation created for a special kind
of society. In fact the co-operative movement is such a
vast subject that it cannot be debated at length in such
a short time.

As the Hon. Minister mentioned in the course of his
speech, Sri Lanka was at one time looked upon as a
model in respect of the running of co-operative
societies. Great names like Soysa, Fernando,
Weeraman, Perera have been associated with it, and a
number of them have come and gone. They have been
so experienced that some of them have been chosen to
be Regional Directors for South East Asia. Rajaguru
is there now.

At one time, co-operatives in this country were well
developed on the correct principles of the co-operative
movement. When | say ‘correct’ I mean correct in the
sense of the real principles under which the Rochdale
pioneers first established the co-operative movement.
In 1970-71 the running of the co-operative societies in
this country took a certain turn, one of the most
important being in respect of the elective process in
the movement. This was taken away and it became,
not a people’s movement as it had been, but a
movement known as the Minister’s movement. From
that time the entire co-operative structure of the
country took a completely different turn. The
movement suffered a great deal by this retrograde step
and many societies even broke down. They did not
progress after that.

The Laidlaw Commission was appointed, and I must
say with a certain amount of regret, that this
commission was not suited to the needs of our people.
They followed the British co-operative model. In
Britain they have small societies. Every village there
has a co-operative society and the greatest advantage
in the movement was that you know all the members.
The Rochdale pioneers were set up by 10 members or
more who had a common purpose. They associated
themselves for the economic betterment of that group.
They established co-operative socicties in villages
where the entire village became a co-operative, where
the members knew each other.

But laidlaw who headed the Commission came from
Canada. The Canadian Co-operative movement is a
large movement. They have big Societies where the
members do not know each other, unfortunately for us
that was accepted with modifications to some extent. |
think one person who wrote a differing report was Mr.
de Mel, that this pattern was not suited for our
country. In fact, I also went before the Commission
and objected to it. Because, according to today’s
system, there is no member participation in the large
societies. The branch socicties themselves have groups
and each group selects delegates and they come to the
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main societies, and no member societies’ members
have any participation with the other members. This
is the greatest drawback in the present set up, and I
think the late Minister, Mr. S. B. Herath, tried to
remedy these defects and organize a committee. That
committee went into these matters very carefully and
had sittings all over the Island, right from the North,
the South and East and everybody’s opinion was that
we must go back to the system of the old societies, and
the whole concept of it was that the real co-operative
societies are the credit societies. Because of their close
membership they knew each other and they had the
ideal, the model of the Rochdale pioneer societies. So,
this committee recommended that we should go back
to the original concept and remodel them into societies
that will have fuller member participation and
thereafter bring in the real spirit of co-operation.

Sir, in those days we would say that there was better
co-operative understanding, because as you would
know the Co-operative Department was a closed
department. There were officers who were educated
right from the grass roots and they learnt their way
right up to the top levels, and as such they were sort of
dedicated officers who knew about the co-operative
movement. As you say, the co-operative movement is a
way of life and to fit into that concept, that idea, they
had to bring into the departments people who were
devoted and experienced in this co-operative way of
life. So, I think now we have departed a little from
that period. Because this kind of officer went about in
the villages educating members, there was member
education in those days. So that, it was actually a way
of life that they wanted to introduce into the ordinary
man’s ordinary living. So from that period, from 1970
to 1977, there was a certain amount of corruption that
has got into the co-operative movement, and from that
time many efforts were made to stem that tide. I think
already there have been many steps taken and today
the amendment of this law is to prevent any further
erosion of this co-operative movement, to make it run
on correct principles.

Sir, the co-operative movement is a business
concern. It is true that this is a kind of service, but the
co-operative society is also a business concern. So, I do
not think you would succeed unless you learn to
conduct that organization in a business-like manner.
Therefore, some of the measures here are calculated
today with that idea. So that when you say in one
chapter that you must have a budget that means that
you should consider that organization like any other
organization that deals with finance and prepare your
expenditure. Similarly there are some steps taken to
see that the co-operative society is regarded as a
business concern and that you run it on business lines.
That is why this provision is being introduced into the
Law.
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There is also the question of membership. The Hon.
Minister has explained that you can deal with
non-members. That means, you can open out the
facilities of the co-operative movement even to those
who are not members of a co-operative society.

Then, what 1 would consider as the most important
matter is this : when a certain amount of corruption is
discovered in a society, there is no method or mode to
stop it. In the earlier Ordinance there has been a very
laborious method of getting at the rogues. I think it is
under section 46 and section 47 (1). If the Hon.
Minister or Registrar, finds or suspects that there is
something wrong in a society, he immediately gets his
officers to inquire into it, and a preliminary report will
be furnished to him within the quickest possible time.
Then he will act. If the report discloses that there is
something wrong, he will immdediately take steps to
arrest it by dealing with the members of the society.
This, in one way, will stop in time the amount of
money that is misappropriated and also save the
society itself from being completely ruined.

Therefore, some of these measures are taken in
order to bring the co-operative movement and the
co-operative societies to an honest way of dealing and
also to see that no dishonest person takes liberties with
a society or the finances of a society.

Sir, I do not intend to take a long time. The other
measures are also calculated to discover corruption as
early as possible, to summon books of account and
various officers so that they may be available to the
Department as early and as easily as possible in order
to go into the entire working of a society.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, I conclude my speech by
commending the amendments to the co-operative
Societies Law which are calculated to make the
existing societies free from the corruption that is now
taking place. Thank you.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, in regard to the question raised
about the Vijaya Studio, the Film Corporation is in
charge of His Excellency the President. I discussed
this question with him and I am directed to say that
under the new Rehabilitation Authority that has been
gazetted under His Excellency the President, steps
will be taken to take over the Vijaya Studio as state
property for the present. It is then proposed to appoint
a Board consisting of people who have long been in the
film industry, the purpose of which is to get back the
valuable film materials that have been taken away.
What had been burnt, of course, is beyond remedy. It
is also then proposed to rehabilitate this studio. But
the Government intends to have a substantial share in
the future undertaking that will continue the studio,
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and arrangements will be made for people in the
Sinhala film industry to have a control of its
functioning and its ownership together with the former
owner, Mr. Gunaratnam.
