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Life at Jaffna Hindu College Hostel under the Legacy of KSS Master

Pleasant memories always linger on in spite of the passage of time. There is no fence or hedge 

around time that has gone by. We can go back and have what we like if we remember it well enough. 

Nostalgia is a bittersweet yearning for the past. It's sweet because it allows us to momentarily relieve 

good times; it's bitter because we recognize that those times can never return. Longing for our own 

past is referred to as personal nostalgia, and preferring a distant era is termed historical nostalgia. 

It was 64 years ago when I first stepped into Jaffna Hindu College. The memory of the first day in 

school is still very vivid in my mind even though more than six decades have passed by, it is indeed a 

pretty long time. It was a bright day with comfortable weather in January 1958, shortly after the 

December monsoon. I have just moved to Jaffna from Batticaloa where my father had been working 

previously. It was my first experience at a Jaffna school, particularly at a Hindu school, and prior to 

that I was attending Christian schools. When I walked into the seventh standard that morning, 

naturally quite excited and nervous, the reception I received was not that very pleasant. It was 

indeed a very mild form of ragging, its true nature I learned only later when I entered the University. 

But, the real experience for me was when I went to the hostel that afternoon where I was destined 

to spend the next eight long years. It was a very strange experience indeed; never been in a hostel 

before, and being the only son of my parents never stayed away from home. The first few days were 

certainly difficult; wooden beds, a noisy dormitory, and some irritating characters around. More than 

that the enforced discipline, tea bell, study bell, dinner bell, second study bell, morning bell, whistle 

to take shower, oh God the list was endless. It took me quite some time to get adjusted. 

Then came the food, the vegetarian food, of course, thosai, iddly, saambaru and the famous puttu, 

sambal and banana and the associated strict regime at the dining hall, judiciously executed by the 

sub-warden, late Mr.Namasivayam, very popularly known as Karady (Bear). Had you seen him in 

person you would realise that it was more than a nickname. For me, the hostel food was a problem 

from the word go, and I could not disagree with what I have heard from the fellow hostellers about 

rubber thosai, concrete puttu and kambi idiyappam and there was a rumour that the final kitchen 

sweepings contributed the major and important ingredients for the sambaaru. But no one had ever 

verified whether the allegations were really true or mere myths carried down generations. And the 

kingpin who was behind that ritual was believed to be cook Murugesu, nicknamed “Kundiyar” (please 

bear with being, without nicknames it is difficult to identify most of the hostellers) owing to his short 

stature and over-proportioned gluteus maximus (Medical term for buttock muscle). Even otherwise 

Murugesu Annai was not too popular among the hostellers as he was a faithful assistant of the sub-

warden and ensured that he dished out the minimum into our plates by a very skilful and deceptive 

movement of his hand, a skill that you must see to believe it.  

Before the end of the first day, I had already gotten to know plenty about our boarding master Mr. 

K.S.Subramaniyam popularly known as KSS. In fact, the word KSS was very frequently chanted in the 

hostel as if it was a mantra. If you want to scare someone at the hostel just mention the name KSS 

and that was it. Already there were tales about him, but none were very encouraging, and I was 

wondering whether to take my belongings and bolt. Based on those revelations I felt as if I had 

already made a blunder and walked into a trap and my tender mind was working overtime on how I 

could extricate myself from that terrible mess. Days moved pretty slowly indeed and then it 

happened on the third day. KSS master visited the dormitory at night; later I was to learn that it was 

his frequent night patrol. He was a tall, handsome man, dressed in white verti, national and a shawl 

and with a stern look marched along the passages as if conducting a military inspection. Not a hum in  
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the dormitory and there was an eerie silence as if the whole world had come to an end. But, what 

shattered me most was a long cane in his possession; I had never seen such a thing in my previous 

schools managed by Nuns and Brothers. Why on earth should he carry a cane during a night visit 

after all, I wondered. But I need not wait long for an answer, because soon I realised the use of that 

cane and how not only discipline but also democracy was enforced. The well-known dictum “spare 

the rod and spoil the child” came to my mind only many years later. 

As time went by, the whole mindset changed, and hostel life became more acceptable and pleasant. 

More friends, more fun and more life and even the advanced warning of KSS master’s approach gave 

a thrill, a sort of painful pleasure. Even though KSS (please permit me to use this abbreviation for 

convenience and not out of any disrespect) was a stern, strict disciplinarian he was also a witty and 

kind man with a good sense of humour. He was a dedicated man, a gift to Jaffna Hindu College, and 

with a mission to mould the students to take responsible roles later in their lives. I came to realise 

that mere academic performance is not the only criteria to progress in life and in fact self-discipline 

was equally important if not more for one to “really” succeed in life. 

 KSS was very particular about personal hygiene and he ensured everyone bathed daily. There was an 

organised system with several showers fitted for many to bathe at the same time. He appointed 

“motor supervisors”, as they were referred to, who controlled the smooth flow of the bathers. Of 

course, some of those “motor supervisors”, though they were more than the principal. Their 

frequency of whistling too depended on who was bathing at any particular time, if it happened to be 

his friend, well he got extra time. 

Years rolled by; JHC hostel by then had become a home away from home, hostel had its own 

traditions, a culture of some sort and a separate hostel community altogether. Many felt that there is 

no JHC without the hostel and one did not belong to JHC unless he lived in the hostel. Hostellers, no 

doubt, had better control of the school events, be the sports, cultural events, religious functions, 

dramas or any mischief. KSS master used to say that even if a ship sunk at KKS harbour,JHC hostellers 

would be implicated. Slowly but steadily, we got used to the discipline, the frequent bells and food, 

iddly and thosai and even saambaru. As we became progressively seniors the fear of KSS (I mean the 

physical fear) became less intense. He would jokingly say, for some this hostel is for sayanam, 

snanam and poshanam and for some only sayanam and poshanam and not even snanam”!  

I remember him on Fridays, seated in a classroom at 4 pm to grant permission to those students who 

wanted to go home for the weekends. The boys waited nervously in the queue because their 

requests may be refused and one could see some of them going back to the hostel with tears in their 

eyes. On other days after school hours, he would be laying in his usual easy chair at his home 

veranda across the College Road for students to see him. I used to go to him, not very frequently to 

get permission to go for English movies that commenced at 4.45 pm. I started this habit in 1960 and 

until I left the school, I continued to enjoy that privilege and I cannot recall a single day when he 

refused to grant me permission. It is also significant that I escaped from his cane strokes during those 

eight long years, which was a sheer stroke of luck, and not that I was a saint. I must admit that luck 

really played a big role because I also escaped from none other than Narayanasamy Iyer, the 

mathematics teacher when I moved to the eighth standard. 

No one except me escaped his wrath. He used to close his eyes and throw the chalk into the students 

and depending on whom the chalk landed that particular student had to go to the board and solve 

the problem. During the entire 1959 the chalk never fell on me in spite of his unbiased throws and 

one cannot explain that phenomena in any other way other than sheer luck.   
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I could recall at least two students who urinated in the classroom. But one good thing happened to 

me in 1959; I started learning mathematics for the first time! 

Now those pleasant memories (some are not all that pleasant though) are in the distant past yet they 

will remain fresh in my mind forever, like the immortal songs by Jikki, Raja and Ghandasala that still 

keep our soul young and happy. My sense of gratitude to KSS master, my indebtedness to him in 

many ways, is something very personal to me. But KSS was a public person, he was a leader of a 

whole community, he belonged to all and he was an institution by himself. He laid the foundation for 

many and ensured that everyone succeeded in life in their chosen field, immaterial whether they 

entered the university or not. 

I learned later on that there was an attempt to revive the abandoned hostel back to life. But when I 

visited the school in 2015 it was still abandoned. The dining hall, junior’s hostel, kitchen etc were in a 

state of neglect. When I saw the building, I was very saddened and all the past pleasant and beautiful 

memories came back to my mind. I don’t know the logistics, but if that hostel is revived back in the 

name of our great warden and teacher, that will be the great gratitude we will show to that great 

man. Thankfully my friend Dr Jothilingam has built a beautiful auditorium in the area where the old 

hostel stood. It is appropriately named as Sabalingam Auditorium and presently helps many in having 

a modern auditorium.

 
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An Insight into Being a Film Music Composer

One of every parent's greatest fear, I suspect, is that society would not value their children as a 

musician and most importantly they have no information about potential career paths and ways of 

making a good living out of music. In most communities, we are made to measure our worth against 

others. This results in parents expecting or choosing a career path for their children that they believe 

would make them valued and respected by society. Parents, sometimes, impose their own dreams 

on their children too. Because of this family and social pressure, many children's own interests are 

left unexplored and dreams are sacrificed. We have two lives to choose between, one is living for 

ourselves, and the other is living for what others expect of us. Most people struggle to choose 

between these two. When one chooses to  pursue a career they are passionate about could offer 

fulfillment and advantages over peers in the profession as you get involved early in the career 

process and have the right motivation and attributes to excel at that chosen career.  

Choosing a music career could be like being lost in the jungle with water-soaked map, it can be hard 

to navigate. Many fail in this as they do not know the music business and the right people to 

approach. It is important to be in the right place where business takes place in that field too. For 

example, it could be hard for someone with a dream of becoming a film composer from a small town, 

where there is no music or film-related industry. Furthermore, being a good musician and having 

strong theoretical and practical knowledge in music is far more important. This could be achieved 

through formal training. However, in present days the internet has democratized knowledge. Lots of 

colleges and universities provide distant learning. For instance, Berklee College of Music is one of the 

best music colleges in the world, which provides the highest quality of education in music. Going to 

Berklee could be awfully expensive and hard as the college is very selective. In spite of that, Berklee 

provides several online programmes that are available for anyone with interest.  

Musicians earn money from advances, merchandise, royalties, licensing fees and playing live music. 

Unless the artist remains independent, they pay a share of their money to others involved, such as 

managers, agents, promoters, PR teams and sound engineers. In music, one could choose to be a 

performer or composer. In music performance, one could major in a particular instrument of their 

choice.  A performance major student could major in vocal, which could be western classical, Jazz or 

even Hindustani and Carnatic vocal. Similarly, majoring in other instruments such as any instrument 

from string, wind, brass or percussion family are options too. Composition stream is very diverse too. 

One could write concert pieces, film scores, songs in several genres.   

Scoring film, by which I mean composing for film, is one of the highest paid job in the music industry. 

Scoring a narrative film involves storytelling through music. Music in film serves several functions. 

Among them, it helps shape emotional responses, creates a rhythm to scenes and segments, and 

comments on the action. Music is often crucial to the experience of a scene and, in some cases, 

becomes as iconic as the movies themselves. Film music is something viewers don’t pay much  

S.Sukanyan is a music composer and music director of "Watch" - a South Indian movie and scored 
background music for many feature films and commercials.

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attention to, but they ought to. The art of using music in film is to choose music that underscores 

emotion without telegraphing it. A film composer needs to have knowledge of scoring techniques 

such as understanding of diegetic and non-diegetic models and music placement techniques and 

many more. Above all, a right approach to the process of scoring play a substantial role in creating a 

good score such as potting and making right themes for the characters. A well-finished film score 

involves a composer, an orchestrator, a producer, a music editor, a copyist, a supervisor and 

performers. It is important to note that a live music requires all these people, otherwise, expect far 

few collaboration.  

A composer’s approach to a composition can be categorized into two streams. Firstly, the whole 

piece is derived from any concept or idea that drives the process of composition, in which a small 

idea is focused initially rather focusing on the whole piece and the ideas are connected arbitrarily or 

schematically. Secondly, a film composer’s stylistic approach to music could be influenced by several 

factors such as genre, story, time, period, location, action, dialogues, colour, characters and many 

more aspects of a film. Furthermore, budget and the director's music preference could highly 

influence and limit composer’s choices as well.  

Let's discuss a little about film and film music history in short. In our times, narrative films seem to be 

the most prevalent artistic and entertainment form. The story and narrative in the film allow the 

spectators to evaluate behaviors, emotions, and situations through stimulated audiovisual 

environment. The story of any film mostly reflects the universal human experiences and fantasies 

that a creator can have through those human experiences. Films can be classified into two 

categories, art films and commercial films based on the purpose of the movie and other creative and 

commercial motives. However, the contrast between these two categories are very difficult to 

determine and often debatable. Art films are usually created to convey a deep meaning and explore 

the artistic horizon of artist, specific technique or technology, where the commercial films are purely 

made for entertainment purpose that target a vast class of spectators in the intention of making 

profits. Nevertheless, some films might have artistic meaning and commercial and entertainment 

values as well. While the product is fantasy the business is not. Film is a collaborative effort between 

artistic sensibilities such as screenplay, cinematography, music, editing, vfx, art direction, Foley art 

and etc. However, music is an important artistic element in a film that contribute to increase the 

profit of the production and distribution house as an independent art form by streaming, selling 

music and music rights.   

Most directors often do not meticulously plan out the score. In a film making process scoring always 

comes at the end. Until then, the temp tracks are used, which have been a popular technique used 

by the directors and editors during the editing phase of the postproduction as a stand-ing. The temp 

tracks are usually taken from pre-existing soundtracks, independent music or any classical music, 

most commonly classical music. Using temp tracks are helpful in some way but it could also lead into 

issues such as editing inaccuracies, sequence of shots being controlled by the music and by the time 

a composer writes an original music, there can be difficulties in syncing the new score with the 

editing rhythm. Not only this, but when a director is so used to a tempt track, it might be hard for the 

director to accept another music for that scene and mostly he is tend to ask the composer to mimic 

the music. These pastiches are common in many films and such pastiche of the romantic period 

composer Brahms can similarly be found in Godard's Le Mépris.  
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The development of sound film music started with original compositions that was tailor-made to the 

movie but later the repetition of thematic ideas of the composer’s previous work, burrowing ideas 

from classical and pop tradition emerged. Not just composer’s stylistic choice of music but also the 

director and the producer influence caused extensive changes in the culture and nature of the film 

music. In an interview of Bernard Herrmann, a great compose of golden age of film music with Royal 

S Brown, Herrmann says “it’s Hitchcock. He just wanted pop stuff, and I said, “No, I’m not 

interested.” I told him, “Hitch, what’s the use of my doing more with you? Your pictures, your 

mathematics, three zeroes. My mathematics, quite different.” So it meant forget about it. I said, “I 

had a career before, and I will afterwards. Thank you.”  This is an interesting conversation between a 

film director and a composer on choosing a music style to match the movie.    

In summary, making a career in music could be challenging, however, the modernization and digital 

age have opened up many diverse opportunities for musicians around the world. Same as learning 

engineering from a good institution is necessary to become an engineer, choosing a music career also 

needs formal training. Writing music for film is a fascinating process filled with lots of excitement and 

fun. A film and music have a counterpart relationship, where each art form support and complement 

each other while they can stand on its own to express and convey artistic meaning. Music has been 

traditionally used in the film to unify sequence of different scenes and provide continuity and 

momentum, while supporting and enhancing the narrative of the film. Furthermore, it helps shape 

emotional responses, creates a rhythm to scenes and segments, and comments on the action.

During the period of 2020 and 2021, a sum of $7350 spent on partitioning walls, flooring, 

counselling room, 100 chairs, projector and office equipment. Further $1950 spend of restoration of 

external staircase was reinstated, preserving the existing features.

support.
