Under the provisions of C]ausq 155(8) of the
Constitution we need 2/3rds of the whole number of
Members of Parliament to pass this Resolution.

Mr. Speaker, one month ago when we debated the
issue — the continuation of the operation of the
Emergency Regulations — in this House we had a ray of
hope that a solution to the ethnic problem could be
found through discussions. An agreement to cease
hostilities by both sides was welcome news to the
average peace loving citizen who suffered so much
during the last few months with only restricted freedom
of movement specially in the North and the East. But
what happened in these areas while the talks were going
on at Thimpu is far from encouraging. The militants
really observed the cessation of hostilities in the breach,
though the Armed Forces had strict orders to exercise
restraint in handling the situation in the North and the
East. Since the Thimpu discussions started there had
been over 600 instances where some of the Tamil
militants had failed to observe the cessation of
hostilities.

Though in reality the situation was so, they went all
out to win world sympathy by propagating a canard
that the Armed Forces were on the rampage..Several
attempts were made by them to drive fear into the
minds of the Sinhala population in Vavuniya, Mannar
and Trincomalee Districts and eventually forced them
to flee these areas.

While the representatives of the so-called Tamil
liberation groups at Thimpu were bargaining for the
right of self-determination their followers here were
resorting to genocide destruction, pillage and threat in a
very big way. Yet what they make out to the world is
that their rights are denied to them and that
Government is violating the terms of the cessation of
hostilities. They are impatient to run away from the
conference table to join the so-called armed struggle.
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For basic demands put forward by the Tamil
delegation have been found to be in conflict with the
provisions of the Constitution. It has been made clear to
them that whatever solution we may arrive at has to be
clearly within the provisions of the Constitution. We are
compelled to uphold the unity, integrity and
sovereignity of the State. The Government has always
stated that they would concede devolution of power and
even given an opportunity to the Tamil delegates to put
forward any alternatives they have. What the
Government is striving to achieve is peace and
tranquility in the country by a political solution to the
demands of the Tamils. But they might well bear in
mind that this cannot be achieved at the expense of
unity and integrity of the State.

Considering the events during the last few days the
indications are that the militants are getting ready for a
major offensive before long.

There had been continued violence in the North and
the East when the Tamil militants kept on attacking
public institutions in search of machinery, equipment,
stationery and other material.

A large consignment of rice sent to Jaffna for the
peoples’ consumption was stolen by them, Several
bowsers of fuel despatched partly for distribution to
dealers and partly for Government use were snatched
away at gun point.

Laying of mines on public roads was done on a large
scale than ever before leading to the blow up of even
private vehicles causing the death of innocent people. A
number of lamp post killings were reported both from
Jaffna and Batticaloa and the victims were alleged
informants of the Police.

The militants of Jaffna and Batticaloa do not appear
to have given up their hopes to have a backlash from the
Sinhalese. It is with this in mind probably that they
have resorted to a number of provacative acts during
the last month. The killing of a Buddhist Monk in his
own temple in Thirukonamadu and the slaughter of his
pupils and devotees whose bodies were found in the
jungle were deliberate acts to inflame the passions of
the Sinhala Buddhists. These were followed up with
acts of theft and murder on the Sinhala residents in
several villages in Vavuniya. Now they are resorting to
indiscriminate murder in the traditional villages like
Thorankaduwa and Namalwatte in the Trincomalee
District. Some of the people who have been abducted
from these places are still'not traceable.

Most of these villanious acts are reported to be done

in the guise of military forces by getting into army:

uniforms. Their intention is undoubtedly to tell the
world that the Armed Forces are responsible for these

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deeds. The story that 250 Tamils were killed in
Sampalthivu on account of the Armed Forces going on
a rampage on the 17th instant has been proved to be a
canard.

A report broadcast from London on the 20th by the
British Broadcasting Corporation correspendent in Sri
Lanka that 200 Tamils had been killed by the Army in
Vavuniya on Friday the 16th was found to be another
diabolical lie.

On the 15th instant the military was able to repulse
an attack made on the army camp in Murunkan near
Mannar.

On the 10th of August tension prevailed in Vavuniya
Town after a number of explosions occurred in the place
consequent to the killing of five Police Officers and nine
civilians.

On the same day the Army was able to foil an
attempt to rob the fuel that was being transported in
seven lorries from the Kankesanthurai Port to the Army
Camp at Palali.

On the 13th it was reported from Trincomalee that
the terrorists had killed 11 Tamil refugees at Thiryayi
and Pallampattu refugee camps.

The next day a report was received from Trincomalee
that 37 fishermen and their families, who were all
Sinhalese, were missing from Erattakandi.

On the 11th August it was reported from Batticaloa
that the Tamil terrorists had destroyed the main
agricultural research station at Karandiaru by laying
explosives at different points in the building.

I will now present a statistical summary of the
incidents that occurred between 18th July and 20th
August for the information of this House.

While the Government is taking every step to repulse
the attacks of Tamil militants, they keep on changing
their tactics and locations of activity, as is usual with

terrorists. Our forces in fact had been successful in
foiling their attempts on several occasions. Nevertheless
it is apparent that their activities have been steadily
escalating in the recent past while the talks are going on
at Thimpu to work out a peaceful solution. The
Government is keen to see that peace returns to this
country as early as possible. But until such time as a
workable solution is arrived at the Government will be
compelled to keep its Armed Forces on the alert against
any sudden and ruthless attacks by the terrorists.

The displaced people at the refugee centres are being
provided for at Government cost. We have been
compelled to provided for their safety as well for the
terrorists have now turned to killings in the refugee
camps themselves.

In these circumstances, I am certain that hon.
Members will agree that the Emergency Regulations
will have to be extended for a further period of time. I
therefore strongly recommend that you vote in favour of
this Motion.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, [ wish to make a few submissions
on this Emergency Debate. As a result of the party
political system being thrust on us by the British
Empire in 1948 and the divisions that have developed in
our country as a result of this system we are unable to
bring about national unity to solve the Tamil problem.

In fact, the people of this country expected the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party to operate as a link between the
United National Party and the Tamil militants fighting
for their rights, but unfortunately party politics and
power politics is the chief obstacle to such a course of
action.

Sir, Hon. R. Premadasa, Prime Minister, as reported
in the ‘Divaina’, on 19th December 1983 has stated as
follows : “My sincere opinion is that this party system is
no longer needed. After throwing away this party
system we should all unite to develop the country. This
is a matter that should be discussed by the general
public. My opinion is that the present system of
administration is now outdated. A new system of
administration suited to the present day needs of the
country should be organized., People speak about
corruption and waste in the country. The cause for this
corruption is the party system. There are instances
where justice cannot be done due to this party system. It
is natural for political leaders to come forward to
safeguard culprits who are loyal to the party when they
are caught doing corrupt practices. Here we find
corruption taking place automatically. To eradicate this
there should be a system of administration outside party
politics”. This is an English Translation of what was
stated by the Hon. Prime Minister. This was the
warning expressed by the late Prime Minister S, W, R.
D. Bandaranaike too as far back as July 7th, 1932 in the
submissions he made in the State Council on
constitutional reforms at that time.

In this respect I call upon all Hon’ble Members of
this House to follow this call of the Hon. Prime
Minister, and go amongst the masses and discuss this
question with the masses. This is the one and only
method of finding a solution to the national problem of
the Tamil people as well as all our economic problems
that we are faced with after 450 years of foreign rule.

If the party system of politics of the Westminster
form did not exist in 1956 the bus companies would not
have been nationalised in that form. Instead 51% of the
shares would have been taken over by the state with
49% of the shares in the hands of the companies, with
two members on the Board of Management from the
companies on the board of five, as I had suggested at
that time,
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In fact, all corporations functioning today are on the
verge of closing down would have been established as
joint ventures on this formula.

Today all political parties have to€ome to a coalition
front on a minimum based programme. The leadership
of such a front has to be collective according to
seniority, with those over 75 years of age being
appointed as advisers in the politibureau of the front.
Elections to this assembly can continue where the
united front nominates candidates for elections to seats
on requests made by the people, and candidates to seats
could be elected on the programme of development
submitted by each candidate.

What happened in 1956 was that the party in power
was only interested in taking revenge from the
opposition party, as we are continuing to do today ; and
that is why I called the system and the Parliament a
‘Hora Guhawa’ thrust on Sri Lanka by the British
Empire, in the 1956 era.

It is in utter desperation that the Tamil youths since
1956 have had to resort to terrorism to fight for their
human rights in Sri Lanka.

The four cardinal principles laid down by them in the
talks in Thimpu are rights that any citizen of any
country is entitled to. These four cardinal principles
have to be the basis of any agreement that we the
Sinhala people have with the Tamils, the Muslims, the
Burghers and the Malays, the minorities in or country
who have made this Island their home.

Once
we decide to accept these four cardinal principles the
imbalance in employment business, etcetera, which 74.6
per cent the Sinhala people, have come to after 450
years of foreign rule and 37 years of the Westminster
System has to be rectified.
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If the Ruhunu, Pihiti, Maya boundaries of Sri Lanka,
changed during the time of foreign rule to meet their
own ends, have to be altered, certainly do so, but these
four cardinal principles have to be granted and be made
the basis of agreement on final unitary system of a
sovereign and independent Sri Lanka. It is not by
acceding to these four cardical principles that
separatism is brought about but by denying these
fundamental rights of the Tamil minority.

It is just impossible for an autonomous state or states
to operate in the Northern and Eastern Provinces under
the present Westminster constitution. That is the reason
why the entirety of the Constitution has to be changed,
without bringing about peacemeal amendments at
various times.

The people of Sri Lanka should have trust and
complete confidence in Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi
and the Government of India in this hour of need.

Therefore 1 call upon all media today, the press, the
radio, television, excetera to carry this message to the
masses of this country before it is too late. We have to
unite to destroy this system before the system destroys
all of us and our nation.

Sir, I now wish to submit to this House and through
this House to the people the obstacles that the 45 per
cent of the people in the opposition parties are faced
with as a result of this Westminster System. I shall now
read out a letter submitted by Navasigahawatte
Somaratana Thera, the Viharadhipathi of Sri Bodhi
Vihara of 254/4, Bollatha, Ganemulla dated 19.03.85.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, today we are debating this
Emergency soon after the Thimpu talks have been
postponed or adjourned indefinfitely. In a sense, it is
already in some danger. At this time I think it is the
responsibility of both sides of the House to contemplate
this problem soberly and act with a sense of
responsibility. Even if there is no actual violence in
some of our areas, we cannot deny the fact that the
fears and anxieties that have been caused by terrorism
have taken toll of all of us. However, it stands to the
credit of the President and the Indian Prime Minister
that they have been able to achieve some measure of
dialogue between the terrorists and the Government.
We must cangratulate all those who were instrumental
in bringing the two sides together at Thimpu.

An aspect of Tamil terrorism which is very disturbing
to us is the totally extremist and uncompromising
attitude of the terrorists. We see the almost total
commitment of the Tamil youth who have taken up
arms. We hear of the teenagers who have joined them.
We hear of terrorists with cyanide capsules hidden in
case they are arrested. We find that a good many of
them are in fact prepared to make the supreme
sacrifice.

Looking at the Sinhalese side, we have found that of
late the Sinhalese are becoming more and more restive.
I was told last week that there were some posters that
came up in Kandy. Apparently, the posters had been
threatening some of the Tamil businessmen and the
Tamil community in the area. I believe some of the
Tamil families in Kandy had taken these poster
warnings very seriously, and I was told that some of
them even started leaving the city. I am not sure to
whom responsibility has to be attributed for these
posters, but it is certainly a very disturbing feature that
these posters have started reappearing and the fears of
1983 are resurfacing.

Now what has happened is that mutual suspicion
between the two commuinities has been growing more
and more. We find that the attitudes and the feelings of
bitterness have hardened. We find that there is a vicious
circle which is extremely difficult to break through.
Whatever negotiations we have, whatever solutions we
may arrive at in a foreign place, we find that one of the
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chief obstacles to implementing those proposals would
be this mutual suspicion and this vicious circle of
intenecine war that we have at this moment.

One question that we have to ask ourselves is why the
Tamil youths have taken such an extreme position. We
have also to ask ourselves why some Sinhalese have
taken such an extreme position. Sir, my belief is that
the TULF and the Eelam supporters have over a very
long period been propagating various false myths about
the history of our country. This propaganda, as we all
know, has been anathema to the Sinhalese people. For a
very long time interested people have been spreading
these myths to further their own aims, and peace-loving
people have had to suffer for it. Some political leaders,
some intellectuals, some academics, some Marxist
theoreticians have been promoting these falsehoods not
only here but also abroad, and I feel that a good many
people have started believing these staries, a good many
people believe that these myths are the actual history of
this country, because they have had no occasion to know
the actual truth of our history. These propagandists are
actually living a very safe distance away from the actual
suffering and the people affected, and therefore they
are able to continue to do their propaganda, which
keeps adding to our miseries.

The false propaganda and beliefs that the Eelamists
are promoting can be seen from one of their
publications, the “Tamil Times”. I would like to read
some excerpts from the editorial of the “Tamil Times”
of July 1985. It says :

“Before one can discuss constitutional arrangements or units of

devolution, it is essential to diagnose the politicai disease by
establishing certain facts.”

Sir, what are these facts ?

“The Tamils, including the Tamil-speaking Muslims, perceive
themselves as an oppressed people and this oppression has been
carried out by successive governments representing or purporting to
represent the interests of the majority Sinhala community.”

Now they have linked up the Muslims also in this cry
for Eelam, which is absolutely untrue.

Then this editorial goes on to say :

“The Tamil people were treated as a separate people when ethnicity
became a criterion for discriminatory recruitment to employment and
admission to institutions of advanced learning.”

Sir, this totally ignores the very rational basis of the
standardization system and the district quota system for
admissions to universities as it is operated today.

Further down in this editorial it says :

“The fact that the Sinhala people have lived predominantly and
traditionally in the seven provinces other than the north and east,
must be recognised. Equally, the fact that the Tamil speaking people,
including the Muslims, have lived in the northern and eastern
provinces must also be accepted.”

You find statements like this being issued by the
Eelamist propagandists, and you find that these very
same ideas have expressed in their manifestos also.
They have said that even before the Christian era the
entire Island had been ruled by Tamil kings. They have
insisted that the Sinhalese and the Tamils have always
lived separately and that they have been ruling two
different nations, two different states.

Sir, I came across a paper written by a Peradeniya
Don by the name of Mr. G. H. Peiris. Its title is, “An
Appraisal of the Concept of a Traditional Tamil
Homeland in Sri Lanka”. In this paper he has discussed
it in relation to a number of historical studies done by
authoritative historians, and some of them are Tamils.
He has analysed the whole history of this problem of a
Tamil nation, and it is very interesting to find what his
conclusions are. In this Paper he refers to a report of the
1890s by a British Officer. This is about the
Trincomalee district. It says :

“This part of the district (i.e. Kaddukulam Pattu West) is
inhabited by Sinhalese villagers of Kandyan descent.... (who), I
fear, are dying out of becoming effaced. This district is most
interesting, being dotted over by numerous village tanks, some of
which are restored and others abandoned.

The villagers retain many of their primitive Kandyan customs, but
they are rapidly becoming *Tamilized'. . . . They intermarry with the
Tamiis and many of them speak Tamil as well as they speak
Sinhalese. Even the government schoolmaster is Tamil. . . .. v

And it goes on to say further down :

“and even the names of villages are assuming a Tamil
dress”.—[Interruption

It is at Kaddululam Patin West. This report has been
written in the 1890s by ar English officer. Sir, he has
analysed the population census since 1871 when the
official census was first taken. Some of the conclusions
that he had come to are very interesting indeed. He
says :

“In the Eastern Province almost all Tamil settlements were
confined to a coastal strip barely extending even ten miles to the
interior. The Sinhalese settlements though comparatively fewer in
mumber were scattered over extensive areas of the interior covering

the entirety of the Administrative Districts of Bintenna Paththa, Uda
Palatha, Meda Palatha and Wevgam Pattu.”

Then, this is his second conclusion ;

“In the northern parts of the Batticaloa District and Trincomalee
district extensive tracts of territory in the interior were either
uninhabited or venues of scattered Sinhalese settlements”.

Then, another conclusion :

“The only non-Sinhalese settlements in the interior were those
associated with the irrigation works which were restored. This Tamil
settlement nearest to the claimed ‘Southern boundary’. . ..”

That is, the Kumbukkan Oya.

“of the Tamil homeland was a coastal township of mixed
population, 35 miles north of that boundary™.

4 - A 085691 (85/08)
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The fourth conclusion :

“The 1921 pattern of settlement was the culmination of a long
drawn out historical process the chief feature of which was the
advances of the Tamil population and the retreat and recession of the
Sinhala population. This means that the process of Tamilization of
the Eastern lowlands of Sri Lanka had not penetrated significantly
into the interior even at its most extensive territorial spread”.

Another conclusion, Sir, is :

“The area claimed as the traditional homeland encompasses areas
with entensive tracts never occupied by Tamils and in fact was the
traditional homeland of other groups™.

The sixth conclusion, Sir, is :
“The Eastern littoral is not homogeneous because it is the
traditional homeland of the Muslims as well as the Tamils.”

These conclusions were based on censuses since 1871
up to 1921, well before any government-organized
colonization really started in those areas.

Another contention of the Eelamists is that
State-sponsored colonization in Tamil areas is making
the Tamils a minority in an area where they were
traditionally a majority. But when you compare the
population figures of 1921 with those of 1981 you see
that there is no significant change in the population
composition except in the Trincomalee and Amparai
Districts, where due to irrigation schemes like Gal Oya
there has been a sudden influx of Sinhalese. But these
schemes do not cover areas occupied by Tamils, and
very often Muslims and Tamils have been included in
these colonization schemes. Where there is a drop in the
percentage of Tamils in predominantly Tamil districts,
there is an off-setting gain of the Tamil population in
other districts.

A look at the peasant and youth settlement schemes
shows that not only Sinhalese but also Tamils have been
settled. The percentage of Sinhalese is slightly higher
than the national average because peasants are drawn
mostly from the Sinhalese community and also because
density of population and land hunger are found more
in the Sinhalese areas than in the Northern and Eastern
areas. No settlements have been done at all in the
Districts of Jaffna, Mullaitivu, Batticaloa and Mannar.

In 1979, Sir, the Land Commissioner’s Department
did a survey on encroachment of crown lands. One
significant finding is the encroachment of crown land in
Mannar, Mullaitivu and Vavuniya by Indian Tamils.
The State has never sponsored encroachment, and very
recently, when the Government acted against
encroachers, it was done against the Sinhalese.

Dr. Pieris in his conclusion says that Tamilization of
the North and certain sections of the Eastern littoral
had no effect on the interior of these areas, which
remained very much a traditional home of the Sinhalese
peasantry. He also says that the settlement schemes do
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not involve any intrusion, and State- sponsored land
settlements were meant for the poorest segments of the
poulation, that is, the ladless peasantry. There is no
discrimination when selecting families and when taking
action against encroachment. One conclution that he
makes there which is very, very significant, I feel, is that
the Northern and Eastern Provinces , which constitute
about 29 per cent of the total area of Sri Lanka, are
inhabited by 72.6 per cent of the Sri Lankan Tamil
population. This is equivalent to approximately 9 per
cent of the total population of the country. So the
demands for separation in the North and the East is
equivalent to saying that 9 per cent of the population
should live in 29 per cent of our land area. This is rather
and unfair demand in a country where there is such
intense land hunger.

Sir, the “Daily News” of 14th August 1985 gives a
report of the statement made by Dr, H. W,
Jayewardene. It is captioned, “Govt. vetoes 3 Tamil
claims”. It is correct that we have rejected the principles
or arguments brought by the Tamil terrorist groups that
there is a distinct Tamil nation, that we should
recognize a Tamil homeland, and that there is the right
of self-determination of the Tamil nation. All these
have ben rejected.

Sir, what we should do now, particularly at this time
when myths are actually operating on both sides, both
the Sinhalese and the Tamil sides is to explode these
myths. The Government has to put the mas media — the
radio, television, the press —to proper and more
effective use. Not only abroad, but if we cannot manage
a propaganda war abroad at least in our own country,
we should be able to convince the people of what the
truth is. Whatever solution we arrive at at Thimpu or at
any other foram has to be implemented here, and I am
sure the people of this country, whether they be
Sinhalese or Tamils would then be more receptive to the
solution. They will look at it in a different light if we
succed in exploding al these myths about the new
history of Sri Lanka.

Member for Attanagalla to wind-up the Debate on
behalf of the Opposition, but I am just taking two
minutes of his time to clarify an absolute falsification
that was stated on the Floor of this House by the Hon.

Mr. Deputy Speaker, at this moment I do not wish to
take much of your time just unswering. I thought it was
a very absurd submission that was made by the Hon.
Deputy Minister of Education when he said that the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party walked out of this House last
time saying that we will join up with the Maha Sanga
and others and oppose every move or sabotage every
move or whatever proposals that are going to be
submitted. That is a total falsehood, because at the last
Emergency Debate on the 25th of July and on the 26th
of July we fyully participated in it and not only that we
were here for the voting. I am sure he must be thinking
of the previous time. It is true that on the previous
occasion we walked out but it was not for that reason. It
was because we were not given adequate time. He might
recolect that. Therefore, I want this to be corrected, and
I hope he will realize at least now to come out with the
facts in the proper manne when he makes a speech.

Sir, I am very happy that we heard afrer a long time a
valuable contribution being made in this House by the
young hon. Membe for Hanguranketa. I wish to
congratulate him, because he has made an important
point, namely, that he has collected certain facts
pertainig to the Sinhalese people living inthe Eastetn
Province and the history of it. He even explored the
situation where at the first particular time certain parts
of the Easten Province were colonized, were Sinhalese
areas, and that it stretched right up to the sea.
Therefore 1 must congratulate him for giving us that
valuable bit of information in history,

Now, I would like to say we are not very happy if the
talks for the reconciliation of this problem are going to
fail. It is a very unfortunate thing. I must state
categorically that we got the information yesterday
from his Excellency the President who has stated in the
“Daily News” that he was very confident of the success
of the Thimpu talks.

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Indian Ambassador here is the one who gave us this
information, Up to this date, up to this very moment,
neither the government, nor His Excellency, Nor the
Hon. Prime Minister made any announcement of this
fact that the Thimpu talks have now been postponed or
adjourned for another date. Some say it is abondoned,
some say it might not come at all, some say there will be
another venue, various people say various things. I think
it is high time the government made an official statment
pertaining to this fact as to what really happened in
Thimpu.

[ do not want to go on with the other statements that
had been made by Dr., Anandatissa de Alwis but I am
very sorry that the government has still not given this
country a complete picture of what had happened at the
Thimpu talks. Everyone knew that when the Thimpu
talks were announced that it was going to be a failure.

Either journalists or historians, a university don, they
are the people who should have gone. I could
understand, Sir, if they are the people who had gone.
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They are the people who should have gone. What I
personally feel is that the whole structure of the entire
team that went there was incorrect and the whole
proposal was wrongly handled. From the very first
moment what happened was it was decided that the
proposals are to be rejected. It is true that the
submission was made by Mr. H. W. Jayewardene but it
was submitted in a manner for anyone to reject all the
proposals. There were four proposals made. One is
about the homelands, the other one is about
self-determination, the third one is about nationality
and the fourth one is about the 94,000 Indians. They
accepted the one about the 94,000 Indians. The total
submission that was made was rejected by the terrorists,
by the other party. From that time onwards it became a
mockery. The entire exercise came down just to be an
utter mockery and no one took it seriously.

On the other hand, whatever submissions that were
made by the other side, we ourselves did not take them
seriously and ultimately it became a total failure. We
all knew that Mr. Bhandari had to be rushed there
because there was no proper calculation of the situation
of what had happened in this country. There were
various submissions made. I can remember there was
the occasion where the Hon. Minister of Transport had
gone to Saudi Arabia and given a press interview. There
he had categorically stated — I do not know from where
he got it — that there are Eastern European countries
who are supporting the terrorists. Noe, those are the
very words that he has used.

Hon. M. H. Mohamed, I think I have that quotation.
I cannot remember where it is. I think he said so. Then
he was asked whether Libya was involved. He said
“No”. Likewise the whole thing went. Now there is
another angle to it. There is no concentrated or proper
assessment of the situation as to what has happened and
therefore, I think, the entire picture that has been given
to the world at large or the world media is completely
anti-Government and not anything that would be useful
to the Government. So much so, I am very worried
about the next situation that will arise because we did
not take proper action with regard to the Anuradhapura
attack and on which Mr. G. V. P. Samarasinghe has
been asked to report, which we never saw. I asked for
that report here but that report did not come.

The next mistake that the Government made was to
release 536 so-called terrorists, and from that day
onwards, Sir, you might recollect how much we tried to
take those fishermen of Negombo back who lived in
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[Eedd oD Bom]
Kokilai, Nayaru and Salai. We have not been able to
take any of those people back. They are all here. The
reason being that most of them are being terrorised
again by those very terrorists who have been released
from the camp at Boosa.

Then there is the case of the Rest House Keeper of
Mullaitivu and the entire Vavuniya Tekkawatte are
that is being attacked today. Mannar and Madhu
cannot be reached ; Trincomalee — Batticaloa road is
most unsafe and Pawakkulama — Mannar road is also
the same. Therefore, one has to consider what is going
to happen next. It is obvious has we failed where the
surveillance and security zone is concerned. I do not
know how far we are going to rescined the Prevention of
Terrorism Act. We do not know whether the
rescttlement scheme has started, how far it has gone or
whether it has been stopped. Are we resettling people or
are the people going to be settled in those unsettled
areas ? All these factors are there where the
Government has come to a standstill.

We are also made to understand that the submissions
made at Thimpu were on a federal style or Canadian
Indian style federalism with a certain amount of
regional autonomy. During this period we have asked
the army to come to barracks. We have lifted the
curfew. We have done all this but what is the end
result ? Have we achieved anything by doing all this ?
Have we gained anything ? What is the advantage we
have got ?

Sir, it is a very serious matter, and serious thought
has to be given to it mainly because the next step is
going to be still more serious. The next step is this.
When we see what is happening, according to the
media, we find that there is going to be an
internationalization of this problem in another manner.
We were very lucky, Sir., at the beginning. We thought
that it might be internationalized, but we managed to
contain it within India-Sri Lanka. We did not allow it to
go beyond India. But now we might see people like the
British MPs getting activated again. People like
Richard Balfe, Barbara Castle, Llewellyn Smith, all
Members of Parliament, are getting interested in this
problem again-Members of the House of Lords and
Members of the House of Commons. In the United
States, the Reagan administration is again going to
testify as a US House of Representative through the US
Deputy Assistant Secretary of State, Robert Peck,
about our problem in the near future. Then, Sir, there is
another organization called SCOT, the London-based
Human Rights Council of Standing Committee of
Tamils. They are getting activated. There is another
organization, an emergency committee called
SIFEC - Standing International Forum on Ethnic
Conflict and Development of Human Rights established
by the Norwegian Peace Research Institute and the
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Netheriands Institute. There is another organization,
again in London, called SIFEC that is getting
interested in what is happening in Sri Lanka. Then
there is the organization called Eelam Tamil
Association of Quebec in Canada.

All this shows, Sir, that there is going to be another
showdown, another diplomatic onslaught on this
problem against Sri Lanka in the UN General
Assembly. Are wé prepared for a situation like that ?

Some time ago, Sir, we all came to know that there
are contries favouring the division of our country. One
perhaps is Mauritius, and it may be that very soon
Mauritius will make a submission in the United
Nations. You can recollect, Sir, how Korea was divided,
how Yemen was divided, how Vietnam was divided and
how Germany was divided. There again, they used an
important term. The important term was “ceasefire”.
They accepted the word “ceasefire” which was used at
that time. When we use the word “ceasefire” we are
asking our enemy to stop firing. On the other hand, we
are committing ourselves to a ceasefire. We ask both
sides to stop firing. We use the word “ceasefire” if we
are going to accept the enemy as a legalized army. If it
is a legalized army we can use the word “ceasefire”. But
what are we doing 7 We are using the word “ceasefire”
in regard to a terrorist guerilla group. We must ask
them to lay down arms. It is not the word “ceasefire”
that should be used. I learnt this when we had this
problem in 1971. It was a specific decision of certain
lawyers who said, “Do not use the term ‘ceasefire’ but
use the term ‘lay down arms’ and nogotiate.” What we
should have done was, we should have asked them to lay
down arms and nogotiate and not ceasefire and
nogotiate,

This is very important, Sir, because the next step
would be, if we cannot come to an agreement, if the
matter goes to a world forum or international
organization, that there would be a UN peace — keeping
force. That would be the next step.

We all know that the terrorists want to come right up
to Vavuniya. Everyone knows it. Everyone knows that
they want to come right up to Manampitiya. In fact
they want to come right up to Manampitiya because
they want to connect the Gammuduwa area to the
Mahaweli Ganga, and beyond the Mahaeli Ganga is
Manampitiya. It is history and common knowlwdge.
Then the central hills will have an open corridor right
down io the sea.

Therefore, Sir we would like to know from the
Government what information they have about the
internationalization of this problem in the coming
months.—[Interruption]. A sovereign Government will
be forced to ask for it. That is exactly what I am saying.
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1 am very happy that the hon. Member raised that
matter, We may be forced to. How do you know ? Did
we expect the situation of today, say, six months ago ?
We never expected this situation at the beginning of the
year. No, Sir ! Therefore, we should be careful of what
is going to happen because from every area, from all
quarters, we are made to understand that at the present
boundaries, which we now call the North and the East,
the Sinhala people are being chased away gradually, so
much so that we find it difficult to find a Sinhala person
in a place like Kinniya or Gomarankadawela, the the
Sinhala areas of Seruwila and even Morawewa. They
are all running away ! I think it is something that we
will have to think about more seriously than we are
doing now because the situation is becoming graver and
graver every day.

Sir, I want to move away from matters prtaining to
the Tamil problem to another problem that arose
yesterday which I wanted to speak on. Yesterday, Sir,
the Hon. Minister of Fisheries made a very serious
charge against two persons, or perhaps one person. The
charge was against one person who has been a Secretary
of a Ministry. Some time ago also I think a very serious
charge was made by the Hon. Minister of Finance
pertaining to an hon. Member of this House over an
organization called Kelaniya Foundation, and he
pressed that day that they should hold a Presidential
inquiry against the type of corruption that is taking
place in this country. What I say is this, Sir. At one
time we had the situation where Dr. Neville Fernando
was removed by this Government. Even though there
was a court injunction saying that he was very critical of
the President, yet he was removed by the Government.
Of course, he resigned. What I say is, if there is going to
be so much corruption in the country, corruption in the
Government, by having corrupt men at various places, 1
think the Government should take a very important
decision as to what they are going to de and revive the
Presidential inquiry or Presidential Commission to
proceed against those who have made mistakes.

In this Debate today, Sir, I want to make a point very
clear. Sir, we were told that the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party and some others have got together in order to
sabotage the activities of this Government pertaining to
the Thimpu talks and the ethnic problem. I want to be
very clear and very categorical on this. We formed a
National Front. That National Front was formed
mainly because there was no broad front of
Sinhala-speaking people to talk about their side of the
problem. We found that in this country there were so
many to speak about the minorities — quite rightly — but
at the same time we found there was no broad front to
talk about the Sinhalese people’s point of view, There is
Mr. A. C. Goonaratne. You cannot call him an SLFPer.
Mr. A. C. Goonaratne has been a long standing member
of te United National Party. He was a member of its

front.—[interruption]. Suriyapperuma and Niyathapala
are membes of the Sri Lanka Freedom Party. I am not
talking about them. I am talking about members who
are not members of the Sri Lanka Freedom Party. Mr.
Suriyapperuma and Mr. Jinadasa Niyathapala are
the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party.—[Interruption). He is representing the BTS. You
cannot call M. B. Ariyapala an SLFPer. Professor
Ariyapala is treasurer of the Royal Asiantic Society and
Chairman of the All Ceyon Buddhist Congress. Mr. Siri
Perera is the Chairman of the YMBA. They are all
members of Buddhist organizations, and they are not
there illegally. They are not people who are just
purporting to be members. They are definitely people
elected to these organizations which represent the
Buddhist public of this country. And therefore, Sir, I
am very sorry to say, if ever—[Interruption]. Well, that
was a political turncoat. I am telling you very frankly,
there is nothing about it. He has just changed sides. I
am not used to that sort of thing, though perhaps you
are used to it. I do not know whether there are others
here who are used to turning from this side to that side,
but I am not used to it. Anyway he joined the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party, and he is a member of the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party now, Surely he has a right to be a
member of the Sri Lanka Freedom Party ?

Anyway, Sir, what I feel sorry about is that are

blacking out whatever the National Front of the
Sinhala speaking people say. They should be heard.
They are knocked off from the mass media and the
news. I must say this. Last time, when they had a
sathyagraha just outside Parliament about a mile away,
I am very happy to say that the Hon. Prime Minister
said, “Have more of such meetings ; have bigger fronts
of this nature”. It is not that we caught his hint, but it
automatically happened that we had to do it. There
must be someone to speak on behalf of that grouping
also. Not only that, even the three nikayas met and they
had their own members. Therefore, Sir, the fact
remains that there must be some people to speak on
their behalf.—[Interruption].

That is right. So my dear Friend, the hon. Member
for Attanagalla, please do not help them to ensure that.
That is important.
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Here is your own magazine — I do not think it is your
magazine ; it is the “Lanka Guardian”. She had given
an interview. It appears in question and answer form.
She says in answer :

“The TULF must finally renounce the separatism but that need not
be before negotiations.”

See now well she speaks for the TULF also. That is very
good but she must maintain some consistency.

Sir, just see this :

“The TULF must finally renounce the separatism but that need not
be before negotiations. Amirtalingam explained his probiem and 1
must say that I found the position was underatandable. Rightly or
wrongly though we do not endorse their view the people of the North
voted for a separate State. Of course it was good election slogan for
the TULF but that is the TULF’s mandate, as he told me.”
