Mr. Speaker, I rise today with a deep sense of loss to
over a vote of condolence on the passing away of Mr.
Basnayake appuhamilage Abraham Tissera Basnayake,
Attorney-at-Law, Justice of the Peace and Unofficial
Magistrate, who represented the constituency of
Gampabha in this House from 1970 to 1977. Born on 15th
June 1909, he was 73 years at the time of his death.

Mr. A. T. Basnayake commenced his education at
Ananda college, Colombo, where he passed the
Cambridge Senior. Therafter he entered the Law
College and passed out as a proctor an set up a lucrative
practice at Gampaha in 1935. He had a successful
career at the Bar and he was appointed Crown Proctor in
1958 and held that post until 1968

He took to local politics and was elected the chairman
of the Gampaha Village Committee in 1938 and later
the Chairman of the Galahitiyawa Village Committee.
He served these village committees for over 16 years.

Mr. Basnayake entered national politics when he
became an active Committee Member of the Sinhala
Maha Sabha. A close associate of the Late Mr. S. W. R.
B. Bandaranaike, he was a founder member of the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party. As the SLFP nominee he
contested the Gampaha seat at the General election held
in May 1970 and was elected to the House of
representatives by a majority of over 12,000 votes. In
January 1970 he was sworn in as Acting parliamentary
Secretary to the Minister of Defence and External
Affairs during the absence from the Island of the
Parliamentary Secretary.

He took a keen interest in the upliftiment of the social
conditions of his people and played an active part in all
social and religious work in his area. He was President of
the Gampaha Bar Association and the Indigolle
Buddhist Society. He also served for some time as the
Chariman of the Ja-Ela Bapddha Mandalaya Trust,
which established the Jayanthi Vidyalaya at Ja-Ela. He
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was also the Chairman of the Mabima Vidyaravinda
Pirivena Paldka Sabhawa. He has left a lasting imprint
in every sphere of activity he was associated with.

A man of quiet disposition and amiable ways, he was a
gentleman in every sense of the word. He was a loving
husband and a devoted father, a man deeply conscious of
his obligations to his fellow-men.

Mr. Basnayake has rendered yeoman service to his
profession and his people during his full and fruitful life
of 73 years. His devoted services to the people of
Gampaha and the country will be always remembered.
Mr. Speaker, I propose that the condolence of this
House be conveyed to the members of the bereaved family.

Mr. Speaker, Development Councils have been set up
in all Administrative Districts with effect from the lst
July 1981 with a view to devolving authority on the
Development Councils and to decentralize the
administration, subject to certain terms and conditions
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as sepcified in the Development Councils Act. At
various discussions and seminars held by the Ministry of
Local Government, Housing and Construction,
representations were made by Districts Ministers,
Chairmen of Development Councils, District Secretaries
to the effect that this Act needs amendments to remove
certain operational difficulties and also to ensure smooth
functioning of the Development Councils. Here in this
House itself last month hon. Members pointed out
various shortcomings and I assured this House that I
would bring in an Amending Bill to ensure more efficient
functioning of the Development Councils and also make
provision so that the Development Councils will be able
to get the participation of Pradesiya Mandalayas and
Gramodaya Mandalayas in the development activities.
Also, there were complaints that sub-offices of the
Development Councils have failed in many instances to
continue to provide basic amenities and services in the
local areas, and we have taken those complaints into
consideration and formulated these amendments so that
these sub-offices will be given the necessary legal
authority and power to conduct affairs more efficiently.
There are about 50,000 members in the 4,275
Gramodaya Mandalayas and about 4,600 members in
the 233 Pradesiya Mandalayas already set up. We are
keen that we should obtain the participation of all these
members who are representing various organizations to
take part in the process of government, and we have
made provision for that purpose.

Sir, in addition to that, I would like to state that we
are taking a very important step to assign powers,
functions and duties to Executive Committees of
Development Councils in terms of Development
Councils Act No. 35 of 1980. The procedure followed in
this connection will be that in the first instance each of
the concerned Ministers of the Cabinet under Article
45(4) of the Constitution will delegate to each District
Minister functions and duties pertaining to the subjects
appearing in the First Schedule to the Development
Councils Act. The subjects are agrarian services,
agriculture, animal husbandry, co-operative
development, cultural affairs, education, employment,
fisheries, food, health services, housing, irrigation works
which are not of a inter-district character, land use and
land settlement, rural development, small and medium
scale industries and the respective Ministers, the
Minister of Agricultural Development and Research,
Minister of Rural Industrial Development, Minister of
Food and Co-operatives, Minister of Cultural Affairs,
Minister of Education, Minister of Youth Affairs and
Employment, Minister of Fisheries, Minister of Health,
Minister of Local Government, Housing and
Construction, Minister of Lands and Land Development,
Minister of Rural Development, Minister of Industries
and Scientific Affairs will take action accordingly.
Gazette notifications in respect of this delegation will be
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'published shortly. When once these notifications appear

in the gazette each District Minister will publish a
gazette notification delegating powers, functions and
duties to the Executive Committee of the Development
Council of his District. Thereby, Sir, we propose to
achieve the participation of the people of all Districts in
this country in the development process, as I said easlier.

Now, I hope that this devolution of authority will
make the people more concerned about the development
in their own areas, and I have no doubt that their
co-operation will help the Government in carrying out its
obligations.

Mr. Speaker, we quite appreciate the submissions
made by the Hon. Prime Minister with regard to the
Development Councils, and I wish to bring to his notice
one or two matters which have brought a lot of work in
our electorates to a standstill. I suppose it-may be due to
various reasons, and it may be without his knowledge or
because of other reasons. First and foremost, I must tell
you that I represent an electorate where we have no
proper chirman for the Gramodaya Mandalaya. I
received a letter from Mr. Paskaralingam, who is the
Secretary to the Ministry of Local Government, saying
that Mr. D. C. Wanigasundera of Urapola is the
Chairman. But, the person who is working there, who is
having a frank and so on, is a lady by the name of Rohini
Perera. (Interruption.) Not Rohini Dias. I am sorry I do
not know who the chairman is. But I must say that the
Hon. Prime Minster’s Secretary has written to me saying
that it is Mr. Wanigasundera, So, we would like to work
with him and associate with him rather than associate
with Rohini Dias—I am sorry, Rohini Perera ! Therefore,
we would like the Hon. Prime Minister to find out who
these intruders are. We in the Opposition especially
would like to work with a person who has the interest of
the area at heart, and who would like to serve the people
as one of their own. So that is one thing that has taken
place in our area.

The second matter that I would like to bring to your
notice is this. The other day, when I went to a village
called Heendeniya, Pattigoda, I was told that there was
an SLFP meeting. Now, the chairman from Heendeniya
who is supposed to be the chairman of the Gramodaya
Mandalaya had torn some posters or something like that
and had taken them to the police station to make a
complaint. So, when he went to make the complaint, the
police were baffled as to who the chairman was.
Anyway, they entertained the complaint, but still the
police cannot find out who this person was, who came
there posing off as a Gramodaya Mandalaya Chairman.

I do nét know, he may be the chairman. What I want to
say is, these people have no identification. There are
various people at village level who pose off as chairmen
of Gramodaya Mandalayas and take advantage of the
fact and collect money ; I know some of them. Therefore,
I would like to ask the Hon. Prime Minister to give them
an identity card, begause we do not know who these
people are, Let them have it round the neck or
somewhere, to say that that particular person is' the
Gramodaya Mandalaya chairman. There are so many
like that at village level now and one cannot find out who
they are. There are the SSOs and various other people
and different Ministries have various individuals. In the
olden days there was only one person and that was the
Grama Sevaka. I think at that time they used badges or
something like that for the purpose of identification.
Even the Grama Sevakas had badges at one time. I do
not know whether they use them not. But, I think it is
very important for us to have clarification as to who
these people are.

Thirdly, as I mentioned to the Hon. Prime Minister,
funds have not been allocated to the Gramodayas. The
other day, I went to a village called Induragara, in my
home electorate which the hon. Member for Divulapitiya
(Mr. Ariyaratne Jayatillake) represents. When I went
there a gentleman came up to me and said, * I have been
appointed the Gramodaya Chairman” Then he asked
me, “ Sir, has the Parliament allocated funds ?” I said,
“1 do not know whether they have allocated funds or
not, but in the Attanagalla area we managed somehow or
other.” —(Interruption) Sir, you are trying to utilize that
one. That is the decentralized budget. That is different.
You cannot utilize that because that has been given and
spent, I suppose. That is not the point. He came and
asked for funds. I said, “ Look, I have no right to
allocate funds but anyway the hon. Member for
Divulapitiya (Mr. Lionel Jayatilleke) is a very congenial
person ; he is a fine gentlemen, you go and meet him and
ask funds from him.” Now, 1 would like the Hon, Prime
Minister to look into that matter—in regard to funds.

In our villages a new gentlemen class of people how
come up—English educated people, members of the
Rotary Club, Singha Samaja people with various ties
and all that—and they attend these meetings, and I find
that the village atmosphere has disappeared and some
people of that nature dominate the place. Most of the
people come and promise money—I do not know for what
reason. It is very good if they come and make
contributions, but one has to be a bit careful to see that
the village structure we had hitherto where the Buddhist
priests, the Buddhist clergy held sway—is safeguarded.

The other day 1 was going through Gampola to
Nuwara Eliya, and I always take the short cut through
the old road from Srinivasa Pirivena—(Interruption).
No, I was going to Nuwara Eliya for a meeting. When I
was going for that meeting, I stopped at Mathgamuwa to
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pay my respects to an old priest or ours who died
recently in our area, a very learned Bhikku from
Mathgamuwa. When I met the priests there they posed
the question tome:  “&'2:8sf daFel’ @O dufe
8Cw Bedmbic melice Gadacag?”

Mr. Deputy Speaker, while welcoming the
Amendment to delegate powers to the Gramodaya
Mandalayas by Development Councils and to make the
Gramodaya Mandalayas corporate bodies, I would like
to make some observations about the mode of election of
Chairmen to the Gramodaya Mandalayas and to the
Pradeshiya Mandalayas. Now, this amendment is
actually giving sufficient powers to the Gramodaya
Mandalayas. The Development Council and delegate its
powers to the Gramodaya Mandalayas, the Executive
Committee of the Development Council can delegate its
powers to the Gramodaya Mandalayas and even the
District Secretaries can delegate their powers to the
Gramodaya Mandalayas. Corporate bodies like these
should be freely elected. The Development Council
members and Chairmen were elected by a free vote by

e 88c®sin2
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the people of this country, whereas the Gramodaya
Mandala Chairmen were elected by approved societies.
The mode of election was specified only by a circular
sent by the Secretary, Ministry of Local Government,
Housing and construction.

In my electorate, Sir, overnight several societies were
approved for the election of Gramodaya Mandala
Chairmen. In one family alone, in Mandur, six societies
were formed overnight and approval was given by the
Assistant Government Agent, contrary to all the
circulars sent by the local Government Ministry. The
Local Government Ministry circular specifically
mentions those who can authorise the societies that take
part in Gramodaya Mandala Chairmen’s elections.
Except the R.D.S., most of the societies that took part in
the Gramodaya Mandala elections in Batticaloa District,
according to the circular sent by the Ministry of Local
Government, had to be approved by the Assistant
Commissioner of Local Government, that is, the
Assistant Secretary in the District Development
Council, whereas an election in my electorate took place
purely on the approval of the Assistant Government
Agent—AGA’s Wellaweli and Kaluwanchikudi. A
circular was sent by the Ministry of Local Government
debarring Special Service Officers from taking part in
the election of Gramodaya  Mandala
Chairmen—Circular No. /LM/77/9. But, in spite
of this, the Special Service Officers stood for the
election and two of them were elected, and when I made
representations for their removal, the AGA
Kaluwanchikudi took up the position that they were
already elected as Chairmen of Gramodaya Mandalayas,
and as such he had no power to remove them ! Even after
the District Secretary specifically instructed the AGA of
the area, quoting reference to this circular and sent a
letter No. ET/A/65/PHS/2 of 12.7.82, these Special
Service Officers who were elected as Chairmen of
Gramodaya Mandalayas were permitted to stand for the
Pradeshiya Mandala elections because there is no clear
legal provision as to how the election for Gramodaya
Mandalayas should be conducted. Now after making
several representations to the Hon. Prime Minister, his
Secretary and even to His Excellency, reports had been
called for from the Assistant Government Agent of the
area, After that the District Secretary had sent him
reminders, the Senior Assistant Secretary of the
Ministry of Local Government had sent him reminders,
but with all that he has not replied any of those letters.
Therefore, I have to now resort to legal action to remedy
this situation. So, I must tell the Hon. Prime Minister
that, when providing so much of power to the
Gramodaya Mandalayas and Pradeshiya Mandalayas,
he must ensure that either these bodies are freely elected
bodies by a free vote by the people or at least for future
guidance the societies that can take part in the election
should be specifically laid down by a statute or by
another amendment.
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The other matter is this. As these societies are not
properly elected and because there are irregularities
taking place at these elections I think there will
definitely conflicts when you give so much of power to
these societies. At least where our parties are concerned,
we will not consider these Gramodaya Mandalayas and
Pradeshiya Mandalayas in the Kalkudah and Paddirippu
electorates as properly elected bodies. As a result,
definitely—it is a human weakness—we will be reluctant
to give them these powers, because we feel that someone
has usurped these powers from the Development Council
and the Executive body. So, I earnestly request the Hon.
Prime Minister to go into these matters to see whether, if
these Special Service Officers already elected cannot be
removed, some legal remedy or some necessary
amendment could be brought to the Development
Councils (Amendment) Bill to rectify this situation.

The question addressed to the Hon. Minister of Social
Services is a question arising out of the floods and the
earth-slips. I have asked the Minister concerned whether
he is aware that the member of Parliament for Kalawana
made representations to the Government Agent,
Ratnapura, and the Additional Goverment Agent,
Ratnapura, that the distribution of compensation in the
Grama Sevaka divisions of Galatura and Palawela of the
Kalawana Electorate was unsatisfactory.

I have personally gone and handed over letters
protesting and asking for a re-inquiry into this matter.
Nothing has happened. What are these people to do,
Sir ? I have gone and seen the Government Agent, but
the Government Agent was transferred. Then I have
gone and seen the Additional Government Agent, who is
in charge of the subject. Surely, there must be some
relief for this.

Then the second question is “ will immediate steps be
taken to revise the lists of people entitled to
compensation following the recent floods by including
those who have been actually affected but left out of the
present lists 7"

Now what actually happened was that some of the
Grama Sevakas are under pressure of work—some of
them are utterly callous and careless—and in the
preparation of the lists of people who are entitled to
compensation, either deliberately or by accident some
names have been left out and some of the assessments
are wrong. So I have asked that this be re-assessed. It
can be done. The flood damage is still visible in some
places, but obviously nobody seems to be interested in it.

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Then there is another matter. After the earth-slips, his
Excellency the President visited the area and directions
were given to give land. Some land was given. Some
people may not have got land. Anyway, that is not my
complaint. If land is given to people who have been
affected by earth-slips—they are, I think, under the
dispensation of the Social Services Ministry about this
matter—they are entitled to some compensation. in
respect of their houses. This money has not been paid to
a large number. As far as I know, it has not been paid to
most of the people who were affected by the earth-slips.
They cannot suddenly go and start building houses. They
are mostly poor people. They have been given the land,
but they cannot build the houses. Therefore, I request
some hon. Member to convey to the Hon. Minister that
this money be paid forthwith, because otherwise those

people cannot move in to the new lands which have been
given to them following the earth-slips.

My second question is addressed to the Hon. Prime
Minister. There was a small news item which appeared
in the “ Ceylon Daily News ” on the Ist of September
1982. The caption of that article was “ Casual Staff for
Elections ”. The body of the article said that some
retired persons etc. were to be recruited on a day-to-day
payment basis to work during the elections.

Now, Sir, hitherto the elections Department has
worked on the principle that public servants are the
people who should man the important posts during
elections. Of course, if some casual labourer is going to
be recruited to sweep the polling booth, nobody is going
to take objection to that. But this article seems to
suggest that more important persons were going to be
recruited on this basis. Today’s particular news item in
the “ Daily News ” says that some teachers who are not
in government service are also going to be recruited.

So the question that I have addressed to the Hon.
Prime Minister first of all, is whether that news item and
today’s news item are true ; and secondly whether casual
staff is to be taken from outside the public service. If
that is so, this will be the first time in the history of
elections in this country, since 1947, that such a thing is
going to happen. The third question is whether this has
ever been done before, and, if so, in what capacity people
outside the public service have worked at elections
before. It may be that some casual labourer, such as a
person to clean the garden in the polling booth premises,
might have been taken. I want to know in what capacity
this has happened before. The fourth question is: in
what capacity will casual employees outside the public
service be recruited for work at the forthcoming
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presidential election, if that news item is true. The fifth
question is : will the names of the casual employees who
are bing recruited for work in each district be revealed
earlier ?

Sir, it is not like recruiting men from the public
service. For example, this government has appointed
SSOs on chits from M.Ps. SSOs are Special Service
Officers. They were appointed after interviews but on
lists supplied by M.Ps. If such people are going to be
recruited we will have to object to that because they will
be partisan people. So I want to know whether the lists of
casual employees will be available earlier, at least to the
candidates and to the agents, so that they can object to
any person who is an obviously partisan person being
recruited for election duty.

The sixth question that arises is: will objections to
these persons from any of the candidates be considered a
disqualification to their employment as casual
employees ?

Those are the questions to which I would like answers.
