The Select Committee appointed by Parliament to inquire into the
responsibilities of Ministers for the recommendation for the
continuance of a state of emergency for the period from end of
December, 1972 to 16th February, 1977, in the course of its report to
Parliament (published as Parliamentary Series No. 33) referred to a
paragraph in a letter sent by Mr. Maithripala Senanayeke, M. P. dated
the 23rd August 1981 to Mrs. Sirima R. D. Bandaranaike, and
published in the ‘Ceylon Daily Mirror’ of 25th August 1981. In this
letter Mr. Senanayeke referred to certain instructions issued by Mr.
Ratnasiri Wickramanayaka to the Party’s Youth Organisations and
other groups about the campaign carried out against the deprivation of
the civic rights of Mrs. Bandaranaike which could lead ‘to the People
(being) destroyed ’.

The Select Committee recommended to Parliament to request ‘the
Government to take any steps it deems appropriate in this regard’.”

The offences disclosed come within Section 120 of the Penal Code and
certain acts have been committed in furtherence of the conspiracy
sections.

Fortunately there did not appear to be public support for these acts
of violence. The scheme failed. Only in a few places was damage
gaused.

Mr. Speaker, I do not want to make a long speech. We
have listened to a very interesting and at times
entertaining speech from the Hon. Prime Minister. The
Hon. Prime Minister’s speech reminded me of the
speeches we heard in Parliament in July, August 1977,
immediately after the victory in the Parliamentary
Elections. It was a victory speech that the Hon. Prime
Minister made. Fortunately, I am representing a party
which is neither the victor nor the vanquished in the
elections that took place on the 20th of October, because
my party kept out of the elections and we did not
participate in the voting either way. So that, I am in a
position to look at the whole situation in a dispassionate
way and make a few observations.

At the outset, I wish to say that the Government’s
action in declaring a State of Emergency on the 20th of
October was fully justified. In this country, after a
number of General Elections, we have had the
unfortunate situation of violence being unleashed and a
lot of destruction of property, and even destruction of
lives being caused in the name of democracy. I think His
Excellency the President has done the correct thing in
declaring a State of Emergency and seeing to it that
whether it be the victors or the vanquished did not seek
to resort to violence in order to celebrate their victory or
to wreak vengeance for their defeat.
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Sir, I wish only to say that the Emergency, the
invocation of the Public Security Act, though it is a very
useful medicine under extreme circumstances, can also
become poison which can damage the whole system. As
the Hon. Prime Minister quite correctly said, the
government that ruled this country from 1970 to 1977
resorted to administration under emergency powers for
nearly six years of their seven-year term of office. There
is also a tendency to abuse powers which are given under
Emergency.

I wish to refer to the action taken by the authorities in
sealing a newspaper office in Jaffna in the exercise of
Emergency powers. That newspaper is a by-weekly
called the “ Suthanthiram ”. No one can say that I am
partial to that newspaper, because for the last two years
no other paper has attacked me to the same extent that
this newspaper has done. I have been most violently
criticized and attacked in that newspaper. But as one
who believes in democracy, I believe in the right of that
newspaper to be published, and to publish what the
editor of that newspaper feels he has to place before the
people. Sir, I do not know what the offending article or
what the offending item of news that the authorities are
relying on to justify their sealing of the printing press
and banning the publication of that newspaper.

I would request the Hon. Prime Minister to look into
this matter and enable that newspaper to be published.
If there are any offending articles or items of news,
surely the Competent Authority can see that those are
kept out of publication, but to resort to the extreme
action of sealing that press is an absolutely wrong thing.
I remember when that newspaper (in the past) was
supporting the Federal Party to which I belonged at that
time, the previous S.L.F.P. Governments sealed the
newspaper office twice. In 1958 during the
Bandaranaike Government when an emergency was
declared that printing press was sealed and the
newspaper was closed. Again in 1961 Mrs.
Bandaranaike’s Government did the same thing for well
over six months to the same newspaper. I do not want the
same thing to happen to that newspaper under this
Government also. Therefore, I urge with all the
vehemence that I can command that the sealing of that
printing press be removed and the newspaper permitted
to be published. In the name of democracy, I make this
appeal to the Government.

Mr. Speaker, I do not want to anticipate the debate on
the amendment to the Constitution for the extension of
the life of Parliament. The Hon. Prime Minister has
fired an early shot in that skirmish in his own
characteristic way. [ do not want to anticipate what the
decision of my party will be, because as a democratic
party I will await the decision on that issue by the
Working Committee of my party. But I wish to say only
one thing to the Hon. Prime Minister and to the
Government viembers. (Interruption)

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In 1977 there was a delay in handing power to us, but
the moment we took over we took steps to ensure that
there was no violence in the country.

There
were the parents of those people, whom we could not
control. In fact in my electorate I had to give my support
to protect the person who gave information to the
Kadawatha Police in the 1971 insurrection where many
innocent lives were lost.

We could not do it
before that. When Mrs. Bandaranaike complained to His
Excellency, when he was the Prime Minister, as regards
Attanagalla, he declared a curféw there and saved the
boutiques in Nittambuwa or Veyangoda. We gave
whatever protection we could, and the take-over of
power was peaceful.

We must remember that the officials who served the
then Government continued to work, and it was
gradually that they were changed. Some continued. The
best example is this. I became the Deputy Minister of
Foreign Affairs and the First Member for Harispattuwa,
became the Minister of Foreign Affairs. The Secretary
at that time was Mr. W, T. Jayasinghe. He was
Secretary for Defence and Foreign Affairs under Mrs.
Bandaranaike. He acted as the Secretary for Defence for
some time. There were many posts in which the people
remained, and some of them are still there. It was a
peaceful take-over. The ambassadors were not recalled
immediately. The contracts of many of them were
expiring on the 31st of December. We decided to make
31st of December the date. Only one or two came back
without their contracts being terminated. Many
chairmen of corporations stayed on. It was slowly that
we took over ; you can ask the Hon. Minister of
Industries. Certainly, some are political appointments.
But you cannot do these changes overnight ; It was not a
violent take-over, and many of the officials who served
that Goivernment are also serving this Government.
What I mean is, they are members of the administration.

After this Presidential Election the number of
incidents are less, and in fact even this would not have
happened if not for the kind of speeches that were made
by the Members of ther Opposition. They were the
people who carried out this
campaign— “e&. @& €L8. eHhmmd wrfm@T
Who gave the ideas to the SLFP? The Communist
Party. It was spearheaded by the “Aththa” and finally,
,on the 17th of October when Mr. Kobbekaduwa
addressed the nation over TV-his second attempt was
more successful than his first-he reminded

them gz swceion ¢ e 19778 =Ed,
s, €42 "” and  roused them. He made

statements that were incorrect and roused the SLFPers
again to violence.
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Mr. Speaker, being a politician yourself, you would
have noticed the atmosphere on the 20th of October. It
was an atmosphere of violence. People were dressed in
blue. In fact, by about the 14th or 15th there was talk
that there would be violence when the SLFP won. Not
only were they directed aganist the members of the
United National Party. The making of lists started
thereafter. The name of the hon. Second member for
Nuwara Eliya-Maskeliya (Mr. Anura Bandaranaike) was
specifically being mentioned. That is, if Mr.
Kobbekaduwa won, amongst the victims would have
been the hon. Second Member for Nuwara
Eliya-Maskeliya. I am just stating facts : it is not that 1
have anyone to protect or any side to protect. These are
certain things that took place in the country. From that
time onwards the lists were being made of United
National Party supporters down to the village level, and
the “Aththa” newspaper, which is shouting today about
people being assaulted and trying to magnify the
situation, are the same people who raised this. Not only
that, after the 20th of October they did not accept
defeat. With the attitude they took of defiance of the
people’s will, I am surprised that only few incidents have
taken place. I think if the Government did not declare a
state of Emergency the “Aththa” newspaper may not be
there today ! We must realize all this, because now they
come and talk of violence and say that this is the most
violent election that we have had. Sir, let us remind them
of what they did in 1970 to protect the people.

These are facts that people should know. If not for
those speeches, even this atmosphere would not have
arisen. We have tried our best, and T would say that we
have succeeded in controlling the situation. But this talk
of violence is something I myself heard and conveyed to
His Excellency when he came to Biyagama to address
the meeting on the 14th of October— that amongst many
others, even certain members of the SLFP were marked
out. The hon. Member for Medawachchiya was against
it. It may be that he was not in the inner council of the
“Hector-Actor” group ! But, we must realise what took
place in this country.

When I went round in my electorate, I found that in
two polling booths there were people outside who had
been brought from Gonahena, because I must say that in
Kelaniya and in Mahara there were two organizations
being built up by the SLFP to use violence. But I must
say, in fairness to the gentleman who conducted the
campaign in Biyagama, that he was not involved in that.
But some of these people in Mahara and Kelaniya had
links with the people in Biyagama. I found in two polling
booths—one was in Pahala Biyanwila—that people were
brought from Gonahena. I must also say that subsequent
to the elections a member of our party, one of our branch
officials, was killed. So what are you talking of violence ?
It is our supporters who are being killed.
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Then on the 20th morning I went to Colombo to vote,
and on the way back we had to go to Pattalagedera—our
count was not in Gampaha, but in Attanagalla-and I
found that the whole of Peliyagoda area was full of
people in blue, shouting and threatening. There were
vehicles full of people in blue caps going towards
Gampaha. Then again, after Ranmuthugala, I found
people in blue on both sides of the road. They were
jeering and hooting at some of the vehicles. Some of our
people wearing green caps were following the ballot
boxes. I saw a cap being taken away. There was an
atmosphere of fear in the area. At Balummahara I saw
some UNPers from Mahara and Gampaha, but
generally there were large numbers in blue caps out on
the roads using vehicles. The whole of the
Paththalagedera counting center was surrounded by
S.L.F.P. supporters. You should have seen the
atmosphere there. In fact, I went and spoke to the S.P.
Gampaha and said: “ Why do you not clear the roads of
all the people, whether they are UNPers or SLFPers 9 ”
We were in the heart of Attanagalla. I was personally
against the count being taken in Attanagalla. I thought,
as a matter of principle, it should be in the Gampaha
District office, in the Gampaha capital. I would like to
say that in case we lost or if there was a second count,
none of us would be here in this house today to address
you. I had to ask the S.P. Gampaha to clear the area.
Then what happened ? After about 12 o’clock when the
news came that we were leading, all of them
disappeared.

Many people thought in the last few days that the
UNP was losing. What happened was that some people
in the SLFP who were inactive, got on to the field, and
some of the LSSP votes came to them. All of us in the
field knew that we were not losing votes. It may be that
some of the groups of the opposition were all rallying
round the SLFP but they were not affecting our votes. It
was not the case in Colombo, especially in that circle in
Colombo that talked of some Police reports which went
around saying that we were losing the election, which the
“ Aththa ” had published. Everywhere the talk was the
UNP was losing. All of a sudden we found people who
had benefited by this free economy making large
contributions to Mr. Kobbekaduwa’s campaign ! We do
not mind. They mentioned that people like Mr. Chitru
Peiris contributed a million rupees to the SLFP
campaign. More and more information is coming of
those who made use of the free economy, then tried to
get insurance. It does not matter. In time to come we will
deal with it.

I must tell an experience that 1 had, which the Hon.
Prime Minister happened to mention in the House. Sir, I
went with my counting agent to Paththalagedera, and
there I found there was a lot of confusion. I found hon.
members had to sit on the corridors—hon. Members of
the Opposition and of the Government. The hon.
Member for Attanagalla fell asleep on a chair. .I went
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past him. He was fast asleep. No provision was made
even for people to rest. Counting agents in my area could
not even get any meals, because the Veyangoda
boutiques were closed. 1 wanted to find out where the
postal count was taking place and I went into the room
where the Returning Officer was. I must say, he was
busy on the telephone. In fact, he had two telephones.
He was speaking and 1 was waiting till he finished
speaking to find out where I should send my counting
agent for the postal count. There were a large amount of
government officials who are Senior Assistant
Secretaries and Heads of Departments in Colombo, all
seated. The room was full. I was standing and waiting
because this gentleman was on two telephones. I know
many of them. They all looked at me. Some of them did
not even recognise me. | very humbly smiled at them,
Mr. Speaker. Not a single chair was offered to me. It did
not matter to me, though, in fact, Paththalagedera
Training School comes under my Ministry. Generally as
a matter of courtesy a Minister or Member of
Parliament or even an ex-Minister, if he was there,
should be offered a seat, I think. No, some of them could
not even recognise me. Anyway, when Mr. Rodrigo
_finished his conversation, I found out where the centre
for the count was and I sent my counting agent there.
The people in charge of the hostel, Mr. Suriyapperuma
and the matron, Mrs. Suriyapperuma, were good enough
to accommodate the District Minister and me in their
quarters. Of course, by about 1 o’clock, when it was
known that the UNP was leading, Mr. Speaker, these
same officials were congratulating me and some of those
who did not even recognise me earlier were not only
shaking my right hand, but some of them were shaking
even my left hand on which I had an injury. I had to put
my left hand in my pocket to save my hand from getting
injured further. I do not blame them. This is the way
people act during election time. But this was the mood
that was going on in this country. In Homagama I just
checked from the Minister of Agriculture-1 heard it
from an official who was working in my Ministry, the
S.P., Mr. Gamini Perera, was taking orders from
Yasaratne Amaratunga. This is the way. [ Interruption. ]
Yes the same Gamini Perera from Balangoda to whom
we gave a promotion. I mean taking orders. Take it from
the I.G.P. This is what happened. People thought the
UNP was going to lose. Some of our voters went to the
polls wearing white. And there was a justification for the
fear of violence, because violence had been planned long
before ; preached and planned by the Hector-Actor
group. | heard on the 14th, from people who were very
close, who had contacts with these groups, that violence
was going to break out, and it was openly mentioned that
the Second Member for Nuwara Eliya-Maskeliya was
one of those who was in the list. I must say that for the
first time I found that he and T were put in the same list
for elimination. Generally we are in opposing camps in
many respects, but this is what was taking place in the
country. Among their circle the talk was going on that
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though in fact they were telling that the SLFP had been
asked to vote for Mr. Kobbekaduwa to restore the civic
rights of Mrs. Bandaranaike, privately they were talking
of not restoring it and that there was a deal on between
the Maithri group and Mr. Kobbekaduwa’s group not to
restore the civic rights of Mrs.
Bandaranaike—(Interruption). 1 am telling you of the
talk that was going on. That is why I said that there was
a talk. But I know of one thing that a leading member of
that group-not your group but of the Hector-Actor
group-made a very obscene remark about what Mrs.
Bandaranaike can do with her civic right. I will not
mention it in this House. Because | heard it I want to
say. The remark about what she could do with it was
made by one of the leading members of that group.
These are what I have heard and I take responsibility for
what 1 utter here—(Interruption). The person who
uttered it is our friend. See what they have been talking !
They have been telling something else to the country.

Then subsequently on the night of the 20th there was
a meeting held at Aloe Avenue at the residence of Mr.
Kobbekaduwa because they by then were sure of victory.
They said at every meeting held on the 17th there was a
larger crowd than the two UNP meetings in Colombo.
They were sure of victory. They had even divided up the
posts, and on the 20th night there was a meeting. What
they planned and implemented was going to be a violent
take over after the polls. If we lost we would have
certainly handed over our resignation and gone. We were
not going to stay. After having won we have handed over
our letter of resignation to the President. Do you think
we would have waited here if we had lost ? Some
members from the SLFP may have had aspirations of
becoming chairmen by a peaceful process, that sort of
thing we do not mind even if they happen to be
government officials because the change over must be
peaceful. But what was planned was a violent take over.

In villages the houses of our supporters were noted
though they were the same people who protected the
SLFPers from violence in 1977. Estates were to be taken
over. They were going to jump into factories. This is the
information that is coming from members and the
general public, and this is one thing I propose that the
Government should investigate. We should not let go of
this. All those who planned violence, of post election
violence, should be prosecuted and dealt with. If a man
has an aspiration and the SLFP is willing, and after
someone becoming a Minister he makes him a
Chairman, yes, that is quite legal. You can aspire to that,
but not violence. You must stop this once and for all.
Just having an enmergency alone is not enough. Those
who planned should be dealt with and that is what I
would advocate, They were planning a very violent take
over of the country. There were discussions. The hon.
Member for Attanagalla (Mr. Lukshman Jayakody) is
not here but I would like to say that the Hector-Actor
group suspected the bona fides of the hon. Member for
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Attanagalla. He was marked as someone who should not
be relied upon. Marked for elimination among others
was the second Member for Nuwara Eliya-Maskeliya,
the Rajapaksas and some other members of the SLFP.
There were discussions as to what whould be done. There
were many groups present including Dr. Mackie
Ratwatte and the Vijaya Kumaratunga group. I think
Dr. Ratwatte suggested that there should be no
Ministers, that there should be only Secretaries
appointed by the new President, Kobekaduwa. It was
suggested by the Kumaratunga group that the hon.
Member for Medawachchiya should become the Prime
Minister and take over as Prime Minister. This was
going to take place even before the Gazette was issued
when they were sure of victory. After the election, of
course, the plan was that the actor should be the Prime
Minister. Anil Munasinghe should be the Minister of
Finance. Mr. Udaya Nanayakkara was to be the
Chairman of Air Lanka. Mr. M. D. Fernando formerly
of the army was to be the Commander of the army.
Prasanna Dahanayake was to be the Secretary, Defence.
Harry Gunatilleke, former Commander of the Air Force,
was to be the Co-ordinating Secretary to the Ministry of
Defence, replacing Gen. Attygalle. The Air Force and
Navy Commanders were also to be replaced as was the
L.G.P. On a report given by former Air Vice-Marshal,
Mr. Harry Gunatillake, to Mr. Anurudha Ratwatte, a
few months ago, many of the pilots of the Air Force were
deemed to be unreliable and all the fixed wing
formations as well as the choppers were to be grounded
and a team of people were to be asked to remove certain
parts so that the planes could not fly and could not be
made use of against Kobbekaduwa’s Government. Five
units of the army were to be confined to barracks and a
decision was to be taken whether they are to be
disarmed. Similarly, many units of the Navy were
regarded as being pro-U.N.P. and they were to be
confined to the barracks until a future decision was to be
taken. In this meantime, the party supporters and party
cadres were to take over the country and certain police
officers were in touch with them to ensure the
breakdown of law and order. The cadres of the
Communist Party especially—there were some
members—who had been urging that arms should be
taken away from the unreliable units and handed over to
the trade unions for the purpose of arming the workers
and the peasants. This was what was going to take place.
Certainly, all of them were to be locked up under the
Prevention of Terrorism Law. In order to safeguard the
independence of the press, the Independent Newspaper
Group was to be demolished and a young journalist who
was suspected of being Migara was going to be dealt
with in a very unsavoury fashion, more reminiscent of
the times of the Sinhalese Kings, as described by Robert
Knox in his books about his travels in Sri Lanka. Mr.
Ratnaweera of the Communist Party was to be in charge
of Lake House as its Chairman, which even the Janadina
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mentioned, and was to be the overall co-ordinator of the
mass media in this country. These are some of the things
which had been planned. Many corporations were to be
taken over violently and many members of the SLFP
who did not agree with them were going to be eliminated
and pushed out and amongst them was Mr. T. B.
Illangaratne who had in fact helped Mr. Kobbekaduwa
to be the Presidential Candidate of the SLFP. The
judiciary was to be replaced with Mr. V. W, Kularatne
as the Chief Justice. Hector and actor had got a proctor.
The doctor of course is Dr. Neville
Fernando.—(Interruption)-They had planned for an
Attorney-General also to take over. Then the State Film
Corporation was to ensure that none of the actors and
actresses who campaigned sgainst Mr. Hector
Kobbekaduwa was going to have any future in the film
world. 1 wonder what will happen if we do the same
thing to those who campaigned against His Excellency
the President.

Their plan as far as Mrs. Bandaranaike was concerned
was this. Although they promised publicly to restore to
her civic rights and to make her the leader they were not
going to do it. She was going to be isolated. A part of the
SLFP was going to be eliminated completely, was going
to be done away with. Further, their plan was to storm
the President’s House, the house of the Prime Minister
and other Ministers—I was the only fortunate one
because I have no house-and to install Kobbekaduwa’s
Government. They discussed when they should install
Mr. Kobbekaduwa as President and Mr. U. L. M.
Farook who was there suggested that they must wait till
the Gazette is out and Mr. Kumaratunga has said
“ What Gazette do we want ? We are going to tear this
Constitution. We are going to get in and we are going to
shoot the President”. If this information got out on the
20th to our supporters even the United States Army
could not have stopped the massacre that would have
taken place in this country. Fortunately, we kept +this
information to ourselves, but I think the country is
entitled to know of what at least was going to be done.
Many Members of Parliament were to be exterminated.
The only consolation is that some of us would have been
among SLFP Members and would have walked together.
This was what they were going to do.

Mr. Speaker, I do not know whether you would have
been there to be addressed or whether someone else
would have been put there instead. I suppose you would
have got a Muslim burial, that is within 24 hours. All
this was not necessary and as I said earlier if they won
we would have handed over: Why do we want to hang
on ? Why penalize the Government Officers who carried
out instructions ? Then many people made their own lists
in their areas.

In Corporations, political appointments such as those
of Chairman would not have varied very much if this
Government had changed,-but they were goint to do
away with many efficient officials in the Corporations
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who had just carried out the instructions, who had even
served the previous administration. We must take notice
of this and inquire into this. Certainly, people
campaigning to defeat the Government democratically,
we do not mind. People having aspirations of taking over
high posts after we lose in a non-violent change over, we
do not mind. But not by violence like this. This is not
given by the Constitution. How can we allow people to
contest these elections when they talk of tearing the
Constitution ? Was is not condoned by the Communist
Party ? Was it not condoned by the hon. Member for
Medawachchiya, though he says now that he was against
violence ? What did he do when Hector Kobbekadduwa
and Vijaya Kumaratunga said they were going to tear up
this Constitution ? Those who condoned that should not
sit in this House as Members of this House. We have
taken an oath to uphold this Constitution. Silence should
be taken as consent. Did you in fact dissent from it ?
Kindly tell us about this. Why was this violénce
planned ? I mean, we would have handed over if the
people wanted us to do so. It would have been their
verdict that Mrs. Bandaranaike should also-get her civic
rights back, if we lost. That would have been the people’s
verdict which we would have followed. But they were not
even going to do that. What was planned was a violent
take over, which would have eliminated the leadership of
the United National Party up to grassroot level and a
section of the leadership of the SLFP which was capable
of independent action. We may not agree with them.

I certainly do not agree with them. I know the harm
that I have suffered under them. That is another matter.
I think Mrs. Bandaranaike has been punished for some
wrong which she did. But that does not mean that she or
the hon. Second Member for Nuwara Eliya-Maskeliya
(Mr. Anura Bandaranaike) or any one else should be
killed. If the people want them back and they want to eat
grass istead of rice, that is their wish which we must bow
to. But what happened ? What was planned was a violent
take over, the elimination of the UNP by force. They
were being told that they were the people who did away
with Mrs. Bandaranaike and then opponents were being
roused up by ¢ The Dinakara ’ and ‘ The Aththa ’. I make
this specific charge. So they will abuse me in the papers
tomorrow. That is their game, but we also know how to
deal with these matters now. The people are being
roused up. They would have exterminated the leadership
of the UNP down to the grassroots. Then what would
come in is not what is called the leadership of the SLFP.
That section of the leadership of the SLFP including the
MP for Attanagalla (Mr. Lakshman Jayakody) would
have been disposed of already. Only the * Hector-Actor
Group ’ would have been in that. They cannot run the
country. Behind it there would have been the
Communist Party ready to take over this country. They
were trying to do what they were doing in Afghanistan
and other places. Eliminate the total anti-communist
leadership, allow chaos to take place and then take over.
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Now they are silent and they will deny it. But that is
what they planned. I say so on the Floor of this House,
on the evidence this Government has got. Complete
elimination of the leadership of two Parties. The TULF
would have counted for nothing in that. A little bit of
violence is unleashed on the Tamil speaking people of
the area, and that is the end of it. What more ! Who was
one of the brains behind this? K. P. Silva of the
Communist Party. They were waiting for this take over.
Because there was a dilemma in the Communist Party
whether they should remain as an Independent Left
Group together with the LSSP and go on from there or
whether they should join with the LSSP and get into the
SLFP but some are against it because the association
with Mrs. Bandaranaike will make them go down
further. But with the situation which arose in the SLFP
with different factions fighting, Mrs. Bandaranaike
being moved out and the Kobbekadduwa faction taking
over the Party, they saw an opportunity of taking over
the Party which was not available earlier. That is why
they went in, deserting Dr. Colvin R. de Silva to whom
they had promised their support just two weeks before,
and that is why they do not want to summon their main
assembly to discuss this. This was what was planned by
the Communist Party. They put forward the hon.
Member for Kalawana (Mr. Sarath Muttetuwegama) as
their very civilized mouthpiece. Certainly, I know he
himself was not very happy about joining with the LSSP
and he would do his defence now, but he would have
been very unhappy of what he had to do, in getting away
from the LSSP. But this was what was planned by the
Communist Party and this is what I think the country
should know. For it is the very same people who will now
get up and say we are going to impose a dictatorship in
the country, that we are going to do away with elections.
We are not going to do away with elections. We do not
want a dictatorship in the country. We are only asking
the people of this country. Since you gave a mandate to
His Excellency the President to continue for six years,
would you like to give the same mandate to the UNP
Parliament which you elected in 1977 to continue to
finish this work ?”

I certainly as an individual do not think that people
who preach violence should be allowed to come into
Parliament. Their views on economic questions, on social
questions and educational questions can be far different
from ours. But they must not use violence. That is what
we are against. I think the country should know about
this. They will talk of our trying to establish a
dictatorship. We are not going to establish a
dictatorship. We are going before the people and asking
the people to use their vote and decide whether they
should give us a mandate to carry on the work with His
Excellency for the future, and His Excellency had given
the assurance that he will remove any Member whom he
feels the people of the area are against. No one else has
done this beofre. We have voluntarily handed our
resignations over to him. We are asking for a mandate to
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continue the economic, the social, and the political
policies of this Government. We have seen from the
results of the presidential election that the people wants
us to go ahead. They have given His Excellency a
mandate and said, “Go ahead and finish the job”. And
now we are asking him to finish the job. The people of
this country can decide to give him the team that he
deserves, and that too the people of this country can
decide. We are not imposing it ourselves. No other
Government in this world would have done this except
the United National Party. The last government
extended their term without consulting the people. We
have not done so. Remember, in fact, in spite of this
referendum, in spite -of winning it, there will be
Development Council elections, there will be local
authority elections and there will be more elections in
time to come with more bodies having elected members
than before. That system is not being done away with,
But we should tell the people what took place and I think
we should also ask them for a mandate to continue in the
future.

I would like to commend His Excellency for his wise
decision of having imposed emergency to prevent
violence. Some of those whom we are safeguarding today
do not derserve that protection. But we do it because we
are committed to safeguarding law and order in the
country. Whatever may be our personal views, we will
give them that protection. If necessary, we will hide
them even in our houses though they have threatened to
kill us and do away with us.

I do not want to take any more of the time of hon.
Members of this House, and I thank them for giving me
this hearing.

That you should know yourself. (Interruption) As the
hon. Member for Medawachchiya (Mr. Maithripala
Senanayake) said, we agree with the decision of the
government in declaring emergency. The Hon. Prime
Minister and the Minister of Education spoke of violence
that was planned by the SLFP presidential candidate,
Mr. Hector Kobbekaduwa. 1 am not aware of this. I do
not know whether this story has been planted to discredit
Mr. Kobbekaduwa and his supporters. But thers are a
few matters that I would like to raise on the floor of this
House. That is, with regard to certain incidents that took
place in my own electorate. I was not able to participate
fully in the campaign, for more than one reason. For one
thing, I was not quite well. But in some way I had to
participate, and certain representations have been made
to me by some of my constituents.

One matter is, Sir, just after the victory of His
Excellency the President, a Boutique at Abdul Hameed
Street, bearing No. 52/1 A, which has an Assessment
No. and is occupied by a person called Razeek who has
been paying rates for the last so many years, has been
demolished. You spoke of thugs and hooligans and
people who threw bombs or planned to throw bombs.
Here I regret very much to state, Sir that the Colombo
Municipal Council with the assistance of the Aluthkade
Police demolished this permanent building that was
standing there for so many years. For one thing, the
occupants of that shop by conviction were opposed to the
United National Party. I have brought the Assessment
Notice and the rates that were paid by this occupant.
Today that building is completely demolished and razed
to the ground. That is one matter, Sir, regarding
constituent of mine.

Then Sir, two shops at Dam Street which have been
occupied for so many years have been completely
smashed. One was a tea boutique and the other was a
tinker’s shop.

All this has been done by Municipal employees with
the assistance of the Police, and not by thugs or
hooligans. I do not know; I was not able to check
whether it was the Kobbekaduwa group
or—(Interruption)—.

Then, Sir, at Gas works Street, there are some very
poor vegetable vendors, one by the name of Kularatne
and the other by the name of Kalumahattaya, who are
really pavement hawkers with many others ; their places
of business have been completely shattered and thrown
.out. Many such instances have taken place in Colombo
Central. The hon. first Member happens to be the Hon.
Prime Minister and also the Hon. Minister of Local
Government. I do not know whether he is aware that the
Municipality did these things. He could even inspect
these premises at Abdul Hamid Street, No. 52/1A, of
which I have even brought the assessment notice and
receipts to show that rents have been paid. I have given
the particulars regarding the Gasworks Street incident,
about these poor vegetable vendors, Kularatne and
Kalumahattaya and so many others, and even some at
the Manning Market who were really on the pavement.
Why was this done ? It was done for the simple reason
that they might have had a photograph of Mr. Hector
Kobbekaduwa or they might have had a blue flag flying.
Sir, is it reasonable, is it fair or is it dharmishta, to throw
these people into the streets, just because they are
opposed to the policies of the United National Party by
conviction ?

Then, I wish to bring to the notice of the Hon.
Minister of Transport that at the Bandarawela and
Badulla CTB Depots, quite a number of workers are
unable to enter the places of work. This was brought to
my notice by some very responsible people, and I hope
the Hon. Minister of Transport will look into this
matter—(Interruption)— =& eméc 58sd i etd
Co B8 eerst®m emdd.

In the Nivitigala Electorate a procession of cars, vans
and lorries proceeded from Kahawatta to Galwetiwatte
Kiranthotaagama Housing Scheme headed by an
influential politician in a jeep, but fortunately the police
had to intervene and no trouble took place there. Again,
at Rakwana Electorate, a person by the name of
Ariyadasa, a supporter of the SLFP was taken and
nearly assaulted. He was asked to worship the
photograph of His Excellency the President and the
Hon. Member for Rakwana. There too fortunately, the
police had to intervene in this matter and save that poor
man. Another instance that took place in the Rakwana
Electorate was that a car belonging to a person called
Moti was taken by force, and he happened tc be an
SLFP supporter. Again, the Army and the Police had to
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intervene and the car was returned. There were many
other instances in Rakwana that were brought to my
notice. I am happy that the Government is taking a
stand to see that these matters are investigated. I do not
know who really has spread this rumour and who really is
behind this. As the hon. Member for Medawachchiya
(Mr. Maithripala Senanayake) said, we as democrats are
opposed to any form of violence in this
country—(Interruption)-May be, but the Communist
Party has been contesting Parliamentary Elections from
1947, and I do not think that if they think of contesting a
Parliamentary Election, they would think of violence in
this country.

Mr. Speaker, the Hon. Minister or Education made an
allegation, a charge, against Mr. Kobbekaduwa, that he
did not thank his voters. But, I read a statement in the
English newspaper where he had thanked his voters.
Then, the General Secretary of the Sri Lanka freedom
Party, Mr. Ratnasiri Wickramanayake, in his capacity as
General Secretary has made a statement to the press
thanking all the supporters, every person who suppouted
the SLFP.—( Interruption )-1 read the English
newspaper. Sir, the hon. Second Member for Nuwara
Eliya-Maskeliya (Mr. Anura Bandaranaike) brings to my
notice that it had appeared in the Sinhala newspapers
also. Sir, do you think that Mr. Kobbekaduwa who had
been a Minister for seven years in the last government, a
person of his age, an active lawyer, a Chairman of the
Public Service Commission, would have condoned
violence in this country ? I am sure some group of people
have got together to plant this story in the minds of the
Government, and the Government has also taken
advantage of this story to tell the people that this is a
violent section that asked for a mandate from the people
to rule this country,

I do not wish to take much more time. I hope the Hon.
Prime Minister will inquire into these matters where the
Municipality itself used Municipal vehicles for
demolishing this building and throwing out those poor
hawkers in Gasworks street and Manning Market. I also
hope that the Hon. Minister of Transport will take
necessary action about the Budulla and Bandarawela
depots.

Sir, I wish to say a few words with regard to the
Emergency. I think we all must blame the newspapers of
the Opposition parties for creating the present situation ;
and our President has been very thoughtful in declaring
the Emergency well in advance in order to protect the
people. The President’s foresight and timely action have
averted a great deal of bloodshed which would otherwise
have occurred in this country. His victory in the elections
is an example for all of us. He has been fair and
impartial to all communities and the ordinary man has
endorsed the manner in which he has administered the
country. When he went before the people, by providing
his own opponents with equal opportunities in the TV.,
radio and other advertising agencies, he has earned a
good reputation as a fair person. He has shown the
people that he will give equality even to his opposing
candidates, This has brought him more votes.

I must say that after an election, there is always
tension in the country, and when it is encouraged by the
leaders of the respective parties, it becomes worse. In
Colombo-Central the voting was peaceful and there were
no incidents.

The hon. Third Member for Colombo Central stated
that at Aluthkade a boutique had been broken up.
Aluthkade gave me a lot of support and I was in and out
of that area on the day of polling. I do not think action
was taken regarding this matter in view of the elections.
I understand from the municipality that they had issued
an order to demolish all unauthorised annexes of those
houses because I think the Hon. Prime Minister is going
to give the ownership of those houses to the tenants. I
telephoned the Commissioner and told him that this was
taking place at Kochchikade South and requested him
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not to demolish immediately but to give them time. I
hope the Hon. Prime Minister will agree with me and see
that the poor people are not put into hardship,

Our policy of an open economy has been accepted by
the people and this has been shown by our victory in the
Presidential elections. If they have accepted our policy,
peace must prevail to implement it. If there is peace and
if all communities can live together, the policies of our
Government can be easily implemented and there will be
more employment and a general upliftment of the poor
people.

Further, Sir, from Colombo Central, as pointed out by
the Hon. Prime Minister, 25,000 people are out of the
island. I think most of them are Muslims, because I
know the number of them who have been employed in
the Middle East and all their votes would have been
UNP votes. Therefore, I would wish to mention in this
House that the extension of the Emergerncy is essential
if the reports from various parts of the country indicate
that we are still in a position where we cannot withdraw
the Emergency without creating a lot of difficulties for
the poor and innocent people becuase they are the poeple
who really suffer during this type of post-polls violence.

Therefore, Sir, I would conclude that the declaration
of a state of Emergency is a thing which has been
provided in our Constitution, and you cannot simply
carry on an Emergency without coming to this House for
approval. That itself is feather in the cap of our
Government and also of the President.

Sir, today we have had a very long and tiresome
debate lasting nearly seven hours and fifteen minutes
and as is customary in this House, which is quite

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unfortunate, all we have had for these seven hours have
been accusations and counter-accusations thrown at each
by the United National Party to the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party and by the Sri Lanka Freedom Party to the
United National Party. But it is rather unfortunate that
none of the speakers from either side of the House
condemned violence. Whether it had originated from
your side or from our side violence must be condemned.
Up to now I have not heard a single speaker condemn
this, apart from making one allegation after
another—(Interruption). You did so ? I am glad, but I did
not hear you saying so. I do not think it prudent at all or
wise for a House, an august Assembly as this, to waste
seven hours of its time making futile accusations at each
other. If violence has been resorted to, whether it be by
supporters of the United National Party or by the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party, I do not think the average citizen
of this country exercised his franchise and gave an
overwhelming mandate for President Jayewardene to
continue with violence from anyone.

I think the only speech worthwhile that was made
from the Government benches, was the speech by the
Hon. Prime Minister. As is customary with him, very
eloquently, playing with words he was hitting right round
the wicket, and today I saw him hitting sometimes into
his own goal, his own side with great eloquence. Now, as
I proceed I will deal with the Hon. Prime Minister’s
speech, where there are two or three points which 1 like
to clarify.

Today, the Debate that we are all participating in is
the Debate on the Emergency originated as a result of
the Presidential Elections. For over one month the
United National Party presented its case to the people.
During the same one month, the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party and the chief opposition force in this country
presented its case to the people as well, and the people of
this country have decided by a majority vote to repose
their confidence in the United National Party candidate,
President J. R. Jayewardene.

Now, as is customary with all opposition parties, when
one loses one begins to analyse the causes of defeat.
Sometime in an attempt to rejuvenate one’s own
supporters and sometimes in an attempt to malign the
victor, Whatever that may be, several statements have
originated from the opposition. 1 do not wish to say
“yes” or that I disagree with those statements. But,
whatever the analysis may be, whatever criticism one
might make, particularly in some of the statements there
have been innuendoes, unfortunate innuendoes, a shot
here and a shot there, sometimes at our own selves, these
analysis are not worth anything at all. The people of this
country rightly or wrongly have given a mandate. We
may not agree with them, but they have given you an
overwhelming mandate to rule this country for six years.
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Therefore, as a democratic party, as a party that accepts
the verdict of the majority, the Sri Lanka Freedom Party
accepts that verdict of the people, and on behalf of the
Sri Lanka Freedom Party-I am sorry that none of our
speakers referred to this-I think it is our duty in the
course of this Debate to congratulate His Excellency,
President J. R. Jayewardene on the overwhelming
mandate he received.

Sir, while saying that, may I also say that the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party has no reason to feel dejected. It
has no reason to feel. that it has no future, because with
all the overwhelming odds that were raised against us,
we polled 30 per cent of the votes that were cast, and we
increased our votes from 1.8 million to 2.5 million. The
Hon. Prime Minister in his speech, tried to show that
this increase was insignificant. He tried to argue by
quoting various names—I have taken them down-saying
that because of those people votes were increased, and
he mentioned the names of Mr. Monnekulama and Mr.
Jinadasa Niyathapala. T would like to remind the Hon.
Prime Minister that both Mr. Monnekulama and Mr.
Niyathapala, though they contested as independent
candidates in 1977, had the fullest backing of the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party. So, if you want to show that we
have increased our votes because you add on votes of
people like Niyathapala and Monnekulama, I think that
is a futile exercise, because we backed them and they
were virtually our candidates before they became
independent candidates.

The Hon. Prime Minister referred to Mr. Mudiyanse
Tennekoon. Mr. Mudiyanse Tennekoon—I am subject to
correction—pledged his support to President Jayewardene
in the middle of the campaign. I think he made a public
statement saying that he was endorsing his candidature
(Interruption). Yes, but whatever votes he obtained in
1972 would have gone to you (Interruption). No, he
made a public statement.

He made certain suggestions for the country. But you
know that he was one of the candidates who gave his
nomination against our candidate.

That is right. His nomination was rejected. But I think
I read it somewhere, and 1 thought he supported
President Jayewardene. That is what I was aware of 7.
The Hon. Prime Minister referred to the MEP. What is
the total vote of the MEP in this country ? Not even
25,000 votes, They referred to Mr. Dharmasekera. What
is the total number of votes he polled in Beruwala last
time ? Not even 7 or 8,000 votes. Whatever the small
number of votes they polled in 1977, the fact remains
that in this country there are two fundamental political
parties. The people have endorsed it in 1977. They said it
is OK in 1972 — that is the Sri Lanka Freedom Party and
the United National Party. There is no doubt about that,
Sir (Interruption). No. T leave that to the hon. Member
for Kalawana.

Now the verdict that the people gave on the 20th of
October is a clear and a definite rejection of extremism
and of revolutionary politics. What happened to the
Janatha Vimukthi Peramuna ? These great heroes of the
revolution — they appeared to be the local Che Guevaras
or Fidel Castros. If you look at it all, you would have
thought that they would have ruled this country for 25
years. They claimed to have 8,00,000 members. What
has happened today ? They polled only 4 per cent of the
national vote, and Mr. Wijeweera got only about 2 1/2
lakhs of votes. These are the great heroes who wanted to
take Mrs. Bandaranaike to Galle Face Green and hang
her. But the people hung them on the 20th of October
and relegated them to the dust bin of history.

Sir, what happened to the Lanka Sama Samaja
Party ? I have my personal regards, the greatest regards
for Dr. Colvin R. de Silva. He is an experienced
politician and an eminent lawyer in this country. What
has happened to him ? His politics for 40 years have
been rejected totally, and he polled only 50,000 votes.

I gave you these two illustrations to show that the
people of this country have given a clear verdict that
these two parties will continue to dominate the politics of
this country for a long time, and that the only two parties
that will remain in the political arena will be the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party and the United National Party.

Now, Sir, I am not saying this with any intent to insult
my Colleague on my left. T do not want to talk about the
Communist Party, Sir, because they helped us in the
election.

Mr. Speaker, 1 would also like to take this opportunity
of placing on record the sincere thanks of the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party to the people of Jaffna. Because, for the
first time in the history of Jaffna politics, they have
voted overwhelmingly for a Sinhala party. 1 am not
going to analyse now the reasons as to why, but I think it
is our duty to place on record our sincere thanks to the
people of Jaffna for having given us a large number of
votes from the Jaffna peninsula.

Now, Sir, the speaker who spoke on behalf of the
Opposition said today that there was a pillar in the Sri

Lanka Freedom Party. The Elections Commissioner on
the 9th of September, without any question, irrefutably
decided that there was only one Sri Lanka Freedom
Party, and that Sri Lanka Freedom Party is led by Mrs.
Sirimavo Bandaranaike. So that there are no two Sri
Lanka Freedom Parties in this House. There is no
Maithripala Senanayake Sri Lanka Freedom Party.
There is only one Sri Lanka Freedom Party. The decision
of the Elections Commissioner is final, it is clearly stated
in the Constitution, and there is no dispute over the
matter whatever. Therefore, I would like to deal with
that matter, because that idea was placed on record here
during the course of the debate.

Now, Mr. Speaker, the Hon. Prime Minister in his
speech, followed by a number of Ministers and Members
of Parliament, particularly by my Friend the Hon,
District Minister of Colombo, tried to impress upon this
House that the Sri Lanka Freedom Party was taken over
by some sinister Marxist Group, a Group that was totally
opposed to any form of democratic ideals, and so on, and
so forth. 1 am not getting into a debate, Sir, on the
veracity of those facts. All 1 am saying is this. My father
built this Party to be a Party committed to
Parliamentary democracy, to decency and to human
dignity.

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but that request was turned down, I think, on the ground
that already Mr. Maithripala Senanayake was the leader
of the Sri Lanka Freedom Party Group, and at that time
there was a dispute that was pending. You yourself said
a dispute was pending, and the Election Commissioner
had not decided. Now I do not think there should be any
dispute over the matter at all. Mr. Maithripala
Senanayake is not a member of the Sri Lanka Freedom
Party (Interruption).

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Now, this is how the Sri Lanka Freedom Party’s
Constitution starts its preamble. If anybody, a member
of the Party, says that we are going to form a Red
Government, that is totally against the principles of
democracy. These speakers have received no mandate
from either the Working Committee of the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party or the Politbureau of the Sri Lanka
Freedon Party to establish a Red government in this
country. (Interruption) I wish I had the power to do that.

Mr. Speaker, the Sri Lanka Freedom Party, as some
speakers from the government tried to show, is not a
party of anarchists, it is not a party of nihilists, neither is
it a party that is based or founded on the principles of
Marxism. There are certainly Sir, principles of Marxism,
of Maoism, of Leninism, of Castroism, or whatever ‘ism’
there is, that we must learn. But the Sri Lanka Freedom
party especially committed and wedded to the
Parliamentary system in this country, and whatever
changes that take place must take place through
peaceful and just solutions particularly through the vote,
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Sir, may I say this, that if anybody wishes to take the
Sri Lanka Freedom Party on other paths, they are not
taking us on the paths the founder of the Sri Lanka
Freedom Party meant it to go.

It is precisely because of that
that within three years of our foundation we were able to
come into power in 1956, defeating a powerful UNP
government, and it is because of that that twice after
that, in 1960 and 1970, the Sri Lanka Freedom Party
was able to gain so many more seats in Parliament. It is
precisely because of that that 2 1/2 million people still
repose confidence in the Sri Lanka Freedom Party.
Therefore, Sir, 1 would like to assure this House, and the
people of this country through this House, that the Sri
Lanka Freedom Party will not tolerate any form of
anarchy, any form of violence, and if the Government
has any evidence, any concrete evidence that can be
proved, not just mere allegations, we will take action
against those Members. We will not tolerate this kind of
violence in our party. May I assure this country, Sir, that
if the Hon. Prime Minister can prove the allegations he
has made-I am not doubting what he says—if he can
prove them, substantiate them, we will deal with them.
If any of our members have been trying to resort to
violence, to take over the State by means of violence,
that is totally against the principles of what we stand for.

I have heard of this. I was out at Nuwara Eliya at that
time after the election. If it can be proved, why do you
not take action? If innocent people’s cars have been
attacked, whether they are SLFPers or UNPers, I think
we should act. The Government has been appointed—

I am not saying that the hon. Member for Wattala
must be wrong. What 1 am saying here is very clearly
that whoever had resorted to violence, whether it be the
members of our party or members of your party, the
people have given you a mandate to deal with this.

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Therefore, I urge you, if any member of our party or
member of your party for that matter—I will come to that
in a moment—has resorted to violence, please deal with
that. I am not standing up here and saying that the
SLFPers have done no wrong. If there is evidence please
deal with them. Equally, I am urging you, if there is
evidence against members of your Party-there is
mounting evidence against some of them-please deal
with them in the same manner, because this mandate
was given to President Jayewardene in spite of some of
our Members in Parliament. I know in many electorates
many UNPers have told our supporters that they are
voting for President Jayewardene and not for the UNP
member of that area. So it is a clear mandate he has got,
and 1 am sure the President will deal with this very
severely, because he has already ordered that one hon.
member of Parliament be arrested. I do not want to
mention names, Sir. He is now on bail, I believe. That is
the kind of way you must deal with them. If you deal
with the rest of the members of your Party in the same
manner, I think there will be no violence hereafter, after
elections.

The Hon. Prime Minister, in a long and lengthy
analysis, went on to make several allegations. I will deal
with just two of them. The Hon. prime Minister made a
reference to a speech alleged to have been made by Mrs.
Chandrika Kumaranatunga in Attanagalla where he
alleged that she called the President a dog. I do not know
whether this was said, and I find it very hard to believe
it. I must check on the veracity of that satement, and if
such statement has been made, I do apologize to the
President that a member of our Party should have ever
said a thing like that. Because we do not consider the
President to be a dog. He is 2 human being. I do not
think Mrs. Chandrika Kumaranatunga has said it, and if
she has said it, I do apologize.

Now, Sir, there are Members of this House who have
called the President a dog. I never called the President a
dog because I always admired him as a person, however
much I may have disagreed with him, we do not agree
with his economic policies at all. There are a number of
occasions where we violently disagreed with him, but I
never thought of the President as a dog. But there are
Members of this House who called him a dog:
ac’ees,  They have joined you
now. But I do not think Sir, other members of our Party
have ever called the President a dog. So if such a
statement has been made, I do apologize.
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Now, getting on to the other point raised by the Hon.
Prime Minister, he made a reference to a former
member of this House, a former member of your Party,
the Member for Panadura, Dr. Neville Fernando who
has now joined us. He made reference to him, and
subsequently another member also made reference to
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him. We are proud to have Dr. Neville Fernando with us.
I think he is one of the few members of this House who
can still walk on the road without allegations been cast
on him. An honourable man, for whatever reason he
came out of this House, he has been able to raise the
SLFP votes in Panadura from three thousand to
twentythree thosand. Your majority from eleven
thousand was brought down to two thousand entirely
because of Dr. Neville Fernando, and we are proud to
have men like that. I think it is your loss and our gain to
" have Dr. Neville Fernando with us.

Now, Sir, this talk of violence and thuggery that has
dominated the proceedings of this House for over seven
hours is not uncommon in this country. After every
election the winners go on the rampage. In 1970 half the
voters went on the rampage because there was a change
from a U.N.P. administration to an S.L.F.P.
administration. In 1977 also there was another change
from the SLFP Government to the UNP Government
and your supporters went on the rampage. But, here,
there has been no change of government at all. When
there is a change of government there is euphoria, there
is enthusiasm ; there is bound to be some ragging or
some stoning—perfectly natural-though it should not be
allowed. Out there are certain acts which can be
accepted. Here, there was no change of government. Tt is
another six years you have been given to rule this
country. It is the continuation of the same Government
and the same President. So there was no need for your
supporters to have gone on the rampage. If they had
done so, you must deal with them. If our supporters had
gone on the rampage, even having lost, there also you
must deal with those people. Therefore, I do not think we
should hide behind the excuse: the SLFP supporters
have gone on the rampage ; therefore, what is the harm
in the UNP supporters going on the rampage ? That is no
argument.

Now, Mr. Speaker, President J. R. Jayewardene
declared the Emergency before the presidential election
was over. That was indeed a welcome thing. It was a very
good thing that he anticipated this kind of incident and
declared the Emergency. But has the Emergency that he
declared been used wisely ? Has the Emergency been
used to prevent your supporters going on the rampage
and harassing innocent people ? T do not think that is
happening. From a number of cases—I will quote now two
or three of them-I will try to show this House some of
the events that have taken place.

To start with my electorate in Nuwar-Eliya, on the
day before the election the van of one of our principal
supporters, Mr. W. V. Ranatiinga of Kotmale, was
waylaid in Patana near Talavakelle. He was at one time
a supporter of your party'. He contested as an
Independent in 1977 and collected 7,000 votes on his
own, Now he has joined us and he is one of my active
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supporters in Nuwara-Eliya. He was assaulted brutally
and, in fact, on the day of the election, before I went to
cast my vote, I had to go and see him in hospital. He was
badly bruised with a couple of broken ribs. Several
complaints had been made to the police and they did not
act upon them. The SLFP’s office is in Nuwara-Eliya
town. The election office was smashed to smithereens.
Again, one of my organisers, Mr. R. Senarath, the owner
of the property had to incur a loss of over one lakh of
rupees. Nothing has been done, no inquiry has been
made.

Now, Sir, take the example of what happened in
Polgahawela. I do not want to mention the names of
anybody here, but I think one of the worst affected
electorates has been Polgahawela. My private secretary,
Lionel Rajapakse, who was also a very active SLFP
politician in Polgahawela had gone to a funeral on the
day after the election. He was coming back on his motor
cycle with another supporter of his. He was waylaid and
brutally assaulted with iron bars, crow-bars and cycle
chains.

Then the MEP organiser of Polgahawela, a man by
the name of Amarasinghe was also very badly attacked.
His child was dashed on the ground. I have seen some
newspaper photographs of his child in hospital. The
father was attacked. The mother was attacked and the
boutique was smashed up. These are two cases which I
know personally because I went to visit them in the
Kurunegala hospital and I heard the whole story.

These are things that you must control, and
particularly now that the President has got into his hand
the resignations of all the Members of the UNP, I hope
he will take them and act wisely. I am sure that he does
not condone this violence. In fact he received a mandate
to wipe it out, and a mandate received by Mr. J. R,
Jayewardene should not have been misused by Members
of Parliament who never received such a mandate.

Those three examples are not the only examples.
There is the example of our organizer at Kesbewa, Mr.
Dickson J. Perera, who is a member of the Dehiwela
Municipal Council and who was also brutally assaulted.
Kesbewa Electorate was one of the few electorates in the
country that the Sri Lanka Freedom Party won back
from the UNP by a majority of nearly 1,000 votes, and
our organizer at Kesbewa has been brutally assaulted
and he is still in hospital. In Ratnapura, there are reports
of various acts of violence and thuggery.

I do not want at this late hour of night to go into the
laborious details of incidents that have taken place. I
have mentioned to you three or four examples of your
top politicos who have abused this and done various
wrong things. Now do not reply to me by saying that our
fellows have done worse things. That is not the
argument, but it is to deal with this kind of violence and
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end it once and for all because the people gave you a

mandate for peace and justice and not for war and

injustice. Therefore, I urge the government, particularly
President J. R. Jayewardene, to deal with this kind of
violence so that it will never occur again never again in
this country, whenever elections are held, and that is
what exactly every citizen in this country, whether he
belongs to the UNP or the SLFP wants.

Reference was made, I think, in the course of the Hon.
Prime Minister’s speech to an attack on a vehicle, I
believe, belonging to the hon. Member for Wattala (Mr.
J. A. E. Amaratunga). Now, if there is sufficient
evidence that certain hooligans or thugs have quite
unnecessarily and unprovoked set themselves upon a
vehicle of a Member of Parliament, for that matter of
anybody else, I think, the Government must firmly deal
with that. I am not asking you to protect the SLFP
supporters. If they have done it you must deal with them
as much as you would deal with the UNP supporters.

I would like now to make three requests from the
Government. My first request is to continue the
Emergency until the situation completely settles down,
to continue it until all acts of violence and thuggery in
this country are brought under control. Secondly, I
would request the Government, and particularly
President J. R. Jayawardene, to appoint a comittee of
impartial persons, not of politicians but of former Judges
acceptable to both sides of the House, to inquire into all
acts of violence that have taken place in this contry. The
third request is to pay compensation to alleviate the
sufferings that the average man is going through due to
thuggery and violence in the villages of this country.
These are the three requests that I wish to make from
the Government and specially from President J. R.
Jayewardene.,

Before 1 wind up may 1 say that I support the
extension of the Emergency as long as this violence
continues and we hope that you will have the courage
and the foresight to bring it under control as soon as
possible.

Mr. Speaker, with these remarks, and thanking you
and the House for the indulgence given me at this very
late hour of the night, I conclude my speech.

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Sir, he made very serious allegations in regard to some
incidents at Medawachchiya. In fairness to the
Medawachchiya electorate and our organiser Mr.
Ariyadasa, I think it is my duty to read this report and
see that it goes into HANSARD. Now this is the report
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that was sent by Mr. J. D. M. Ariyasinghe, D.I1.G. North
Central Region to the Inspector General of Police :

ALLEGATIONS OF MR. MAITHRIPALA SENANAYAKE OF
ELECTION INCIDENTS AT MEDAWACHCHIYA

1. Regarding your telephone conversation this morning, I had the
allegations made looked into by S/S. P. Anuradhapura and A.S.P.
Adhapuras(2) whose report is annexed herewith.

2. 1 also personally questioned O.1.C. Medawachchiya and A.S.P.
Anuradhapura (2) and I too personally visited Medawachchiya and
looked into the situation. The picture painted by Mr. M. Senanayake is
highly exaggerated. There is no evidence of disconnection of
Electricity or Telephones during this period. There have been no
reports of supporters of Mr. Ariyadasa going about in vehicles and
harassing S.L.LF.P. supporters. On the 21st evening after the
announcement of the results Mr. Ariyadasa visited Medawachchiya
and at 3 points people were collected to greet him and the A.S.P. and
O.LC. had been personally present and saw to the dispersal of the
crowds gathered. Mr. Ariyadasa himself had co-operated to get them
away and had stopped further visits on the request of the A.S.P. That
evening I too visited Medawachchiya and checked on this. Army
Patrols were also sent to Medawachchiya.

3. In all, seven pre-Election incidents and two post-Election
incidents had been reported by S.L.F.P. supporters and all these
incidents had been inquired into and appropriate action taken. Only
one incident had led to physical injury to persons, that of assaulting
with a club on the head and robbery of a gun of R. M. Rajakaruna of
Kadawathgama, on 1982.10.24. The two suspects in this case had
surrendered to the A.S.P. and allege that Rajakaruna was parading
with a gun when they took away his gun. On a statement this gun was
recovered. The suspects have been produced in courts to be remanded.
OIC Medawachchiya had conducted proper inquiries into this case. No
cases of damage to dwelling houses or shops have been reported.

4, 1 have inquired from Mr. Maithripala Senanayake who rang me
to-day and also from the persons who had called at Mr. Maithripala
Senanayake’s house and ascertained the sensitive spots and having
discussed with the A.S.P. and the OIC arranged for special patrolling
of the sensitive areas, both by the Police and the Army. I informed Mr.
Maithripala Senanayake of the action being taken.
