Many people talk of the BBC. During His Excellency
the President’s election and also the referendum the
BBC tried to mislead the people by saying that His
Excellency was losing. That was the impression given.

The article continues to say further :

“And, Mr. Anand continued, these achievements are omitted from
the BBC Overseas Service which alse concentrates on news from
India, Pakistan, etc., with emphasis on the inevitable negative aspects
of any country rather than on achievement. “So called ‘experts’
dissect issues in a manner which almost amounts to interference in
other countries’ affairs’.

This is what the BBC is doing! This is a paper
published in London. In their news items and comments
in subtle ways they interfere with the internal affairs of
other countries. The BBC should realize that they
should create more confidence in the minds of the
people. Otherwise the way the BBC is carrying on it
might become a joke to all.

We have interviewed one gentleman here a few days
ago. He had made a kind of statement which I think
was very disparaging on His Excellency the President.
He had used the word “old”. It is not fair for the BBC to
broadcast or to televise this type of thing. I think he
used the words “old man” or *elderly man”.

During the course of this week the legislatures of two
countries have passed very drastic measures to combat
terrorism in their countries. One is the Indian
Parliament which on Monday has passed the Terrorist
and Disruptive Activities Prevention Bill of 1985. 1 have
a copy of it here, Sir. It has given the Indiun
Government vast powers o combal terrorism
throughout India, If I may read out the Statement of
objects and reasons they recite thus :

“Since the 10th May, 1985, the terrorists have expanded their
activities. ... ... In planting of explosive devices in trains, buses and
public places, the object to terrorise, to create fear and panic in the
minds of citizens and to disrupt communal peace and harmony is
clearly discernible. This is a new and overt phase of terrorism which
requires to be taken serious note of and dealt with effectively and
expeditiously. The alarming increase in disruptive activities is also a
matter of serious concern”.
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Sir, under this act the death sentence has been
provided for terrorist activities, life sentence for
disruptive activities. They have been given very broad
definitions. It says that terrorist activities will include
whoever with intent to strike terror in the people does
any act as to cause, or as is likely to cause, death and so
on. The Central Government had been empowered to
make such rules by gazette as may be necessary or
expedient for the prevention of terrorism and this
includes regulating the use of postal, telegraphic or
telephone services including the taking possession of
such services, seizing, intercepting or interrupting
postal articles and telephone messages and so on.

Sir, these wide powers have been considered
necessary according to the memorandum introduced in
the legislation. I will quote from it. It says :

“The situation which arise as a result of terrorist and disruptive
activities are of a very grave nature. Further, it is not possible to
visualise the various types of situations which terrorists and
disruptionists may create.”

The Indian Parliament thought it fit to give wide
powers to its Government and our hope is that some of
these laws will be applied in the case of activities of
terrorism in South India as well.

The second country I want to refer to is Bulgaria. In
Bulgaria too this week amendments have been approved
to the Penal Code imposing the death penalty for
terrorist activity. The United States had passed a
Motion calling Bulgaria a terrorist nation. But
according to the official BTA news agency of Bulgaria
it is stated :

“Bulgaria, which the United States has called a terrorist nation,

said yesterday it hoped its new anti-terrorism and drug smuggling
laws would improve its world image.

“The amendments to the penal code are prompt and necessary and
will help to upgrade (our) international prestige’, senior BTA
commentator Mencho Hranev said”.

Hranov also said .

“no such problems existed in Communist Bulgaria. However a huge
stream of people from various states travelled through the country
and in recent years terror had become part of everyday life in their
countries of origin.”

In other words, Bulgaria admits that there are no
terrorist activities within, but outsiders are using its soil
to promote terrorist activities. Therefore, they have
taken those measures. So we welcome both these pieces
of legislation in India and in Bulgaria which have taken
meaningful steps to counter terrorist activities.

Sir, my time is running out, therefore, | wish to refer
to one matter that the hon. Member for Attanagalla
mentioned yesterday. 1 do not want to flog this horse of
Alam Khan. He said that the statements made by Alam

Khan are something which we have to consider because
they have a fear. They think, that is Indians think, that
we are in the China — America— Pakistan axis, and he
has said, are we in it ? I can assure the hon. Member
that we do not belong to any axis. We are non-aligned.
India has nothing to fear from us. We have no defence
pact. Sir, in fact we have not gone even as far as India to
have a Treaty of Friendship with anybody. India, as you
know, has a Treaty of Friendship with the Soviet Union
signed in August 1971 for 20 years. According to
Article 9 of the Treaty :

“In the event of either party being subjected to attack or threat
thereof, the High Contracting Parties shall immediately enter into
mutual consultations with a view to eliminating this threat and taking

appropriate effective measures to ensure the peace and security of
their countries.”

That is, in the event of India being subjected to attack
or threat, she is oblighed to immediately enter into
mutual consultations with the Soviet Union to eliminate
this threat and to take appropriate and effective
measures. We have not gone even so far with anybody
to sign a Treaty of Friendship. So, they need not have
any fear of our non-alignment.

Finally, I want to stress that the dialogue with India
is continuing and will continue. However, it must be a
dialogue of equals. We are both equal and free
countries. We have emerged from long years of
colonialism when our matters were discussed in the
British Parliament and in the Dutch Parliament and so
on. So we do not like our matters to be discussed in any
other Parliament. As equals, our dialogue will continue,
and I think that over the Khan affair, for the strong
stand we took, India respects us even more now because
we have said what we had to say, and 1 think you will
have news of some positive development soon.

I only wish to quote the “Times of India” which has
normally been very critical of us :
“Colombo may have a legitimate ground for objecting to some of

the statements in recent days by the Indian Minister of State for
External Affairs, Mr. Khursheed Alam Khan.

Mr. Rajiv Ghandi owes it to himself to see to it that delicate
relations with Sri Lanka are not allowed to be complicated
needlessly.”

Yesterday the “Indian Express” editorial states :

“But brash and gratuitously hurtful or incomplete statements from
responsible quarters in India are less than helpful and can only render
the task of internal reconciliation in Lanka that much more difficult
by creating an impression in Sinhala minds of external intervention in
a matter concerning the integrity of their country.”

Now, | wish to quote from the “Ceylon Daily News™
of 18.5.85, in which there is an article by the Sunday
Telegraph Correspondent, Christopher Dobson. It says ;

“Jaffna is a city of fear. The pepole, all Tamils because the
Sinhalese who lived among them have been driven out, are equally
frightened of the army and the terrorists.

And the army itself is frightened. Its soldiers were trained.
Aldershot style, to fight a war that could never happen. They were, in
fact, a ceremonial army, and they were hit by a savage guerrilla war
for which they were untrained, unprepared and unkitted.

The effect on these simple country lads of seeing the remains of
their colleagues strewn about the road after being blown up by
landmines has been catastrophic. They have replied in the only way
they know — how setting their weapons on automatic and blasting
away at anything that moves. But by the time they open fire the
terrorists are long gone and the only people led to be killed are the
innocents ; and their deaths mean another propaganda victory for the
Tamils.”

I think the hon. Members there will recongnize that it
is a fair statement that people on both sides, innocent
people, are being killed and therefore we must find a
solution to this problem. However, as far as the SLFP is
concerned we want to say that since 1983 the situation
in the country has deteriorated repidly. You are in the
government. What has happened today ? Many parts of
our country today cannot be entered by us. Last year |
went to Trincomalee. This year is it possible to go
there ? Today Wilpattu is occupied by terrorists ; in the
South Yala and Kumana are occupied by terrorists.

The borders, His Excellency said, should not be
allowed to come to us : we should go to the borders. But
what is happening today ? The borders have come to us.
First of all to Medawachchiya, then to Nikaweratiya
and now to Anuradhapura, and today the Sinhalese
people in our country are living in fear. Now, you are
the people who are responsible for it.

Now, does not that show
to you that we are prepared to co-operate with you ?
Now the time has come to tell the people in this country
the truth. The truth is that the people in the country
have lost confidence in this Government, the ability to
carry on the war, the struggle against the terrorists. The
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Maha Sangha has lost confidence in this Government.
So, in all walks of life today you will recognize that the
people are saying, “we have lost confidence in this
Government.”

Mr. Deputy Chairman, the hon. Member for
Baddegama in his statement said that none of the police
officers had been compensated. I think for the matter of
record it is important to say that so far since 1977, 137
police officers have been paid compensation except for
19 cases in respect of which inquiries are being made
and will be finalized soon, because when one has to deal
with payment of compensation one has to see to whom
and in what form it should be paid. So those are the 19
cases which will be dealt with very soon.

Then, the hon. Member for Attanagalla in his speech
made a demand for an inquiry. 1 want to say that an
inquiry has been instituted by His Excellency the
President on the very next day and it is being conducted
by the Secretary to the Cabinet. We do not want to have
a judicial inquiry because in this kind of situation you
do not do that, and I will quote a very good precedent
for that. I have here with me a speech made by Sir
Winston Churchill in the House of Commons on the 8th
of November 1939, after the Royal Oak was lost. When
people asked for a judicial inquiry he said as follows :

“Having most carefuly considered the issues involved in this
particular case, I propose to take such steps within the service as are
proper and necessary, but I do not intend to embark upon a judicial
inquiry with a view to assigning blame to individuals. Such a course
would impose an additional burden upon those who afloat and ashore
are engaged in an intense and deadly and as many may well think not

wholly unsuccessful struggle. It is on this struggle that all our thought
and strength must be concentrated.”

It is in this same spirit thal we are going to have an
inquiry, to find out as such, without seeking to just find
fault with people, but trying to see if anything went
wrong. That is the important thing and that is what we
must ensure will not happen again, because the lessons
of Anuradhapura must be learnt. It is not only the
lessons of Anuradhapura, but the lesson of every other
place should be learnt. The essence of terrorism is that
where they take you by surprise you are at a
disadvantage. offed oEeédc® OEs gdoliRso
SeAnth 2® Ul LuS eouEnd DD oodd. | [f we can

resist that, if we can get over that problem we can
succeed.

I will give you examples where they had the
advantaed of surprise. They are, Chavakachcheri,
Anuradhapura and Mannar. Those are the three cases
where they had the advantage of surprise. But where
they did not have the advantage of surprise were
Kokilai, the Kilinochchi police station, the Velvettiturai
police station and army unit. Wherever we had the
advantage of being ready we had no difficulty in
meeting this problem. I will give vou an example of
what happened in Manampitiva. Two of the persons
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who were on guard were shot dead. According to the
information we have now, they were not holding onto
their guns when they were shot at. They had been given
a gun, but they were not holding on to their guns and
awaiting this event. But, immediately thereafter, a
civilian who was standing not so far away saw the
terrorists, came out and opened fire with a shot gun and
as a result the terrorists ran away.

So we have to work out a method by which we can get
over the element of surprise. This is not new to us. In
England there is a famous case, what is called the
“Sinking of the Royal Oak”. I do not know if you are
aware of that. If the Royal Oak was one of the

[Interruption]. The fact that 800 people died brings
it closer to the Ark than the Oak! But what did
happen ? They had information that the Germans were
going for it. So they put her in the Scapa Flow which
was considered the most secure of the British naval
harbours. Having analysed everything they expected
the attack would come from the air, so they had
everything ready. Suddenly there was an explosion in
the ship and they actually fired upwards. Then another
explosion came. Then only they realized that the
Germans had sent a small submarine and torpedoed the
Royal Oak.

Churchill said something which 1 think is worth
remembering, that a conflict like this —he used the word
“war” -is full of unpleasant circumstances. You cannot
avoid it. In every single anti-terrorist battle like in other
bigger wars you are faced with a situation where
occasionally they can punch you. Whoever is running
the show, whichever government is running the show,
whichever individual is running the show, whichever
group is running the show, you cannot avoid being hit
occasionally, because all the time your resistance is not
always ready.

He was shot in his
stomach. The man died after bleeding and his body was
found in Wilpattu by 10.15 a.m. in the morning.
Choppers that came from Jaffna, Vavuniya and
Colombo were actually engaging terrorists in a place
called Thanavillu in the Wilpattu park. Two other
terrorists who died, died because of choppers’ fire. I am
not trying to paint a rosy picture. All I am saying is,
there has to be some inquiry as to what happened in the
first thirty, forty, fifty minutes —the response after
that, to my mind, is very heartening for the future. You
have to improve on that. That was only possible because
we had the joint operations command.

The hon. Member for Matugama referred to some of
the new proposals that have been made.—[fnterruption].
Of course I have made one proposal about how to wean
the Jaffna youth away from the terrorists influence.
There is a proposal of how cities can be defended. These
are all new things that have to be worked out. Things
are happening. You and I may think it is not happening
quickly enough. It can never be quick enough from our
point of view. But this is the only way in which you can
tackle a terrorist menace. You have to move forward, to
my mind, in a concept of total defence. Everything has
to be measured from a defensive point of view. When
you build a road, you put up a building, you put up a
dam, you have to bring in defensive dimensions and say,
can this be defended ? That is what a democratic State
has to do - there is no other way —and that we are
doing. But I cannot promise you miracles overnight. For
example, 1 will tell you, the security structure in the
country is such that it has to gain the co-operation of
other Ministries. I will give you an example. I think the
Hon. Minister of Health is not here, but I do not think
he will object to my saying this because he has been
very co-operative. We needed to get certain doctors to a
particular hospital - not in the North but another
important hospital — and we have spoken to him and he
has been very co-operative. He has given orders to the
Directors of Health Services. He has tried his best but
the bureaucratic machinery moves in such a way that it
is only next Monday that | am getting a doctor into that
hospital and 1 have been trying for the last six weeks to
do it.

All we want is peace but it must be peace with
dignity. It must be peace which satisfies all the
communities of this country. It cannot be a peace based
on the sell out of one community to another. That will
not work. It will not last. That is why T would like to
reiterate what 1 said at the beginning.

The hon. Leader of the Opposition is giving me five
minutes and I will finish. [.am coming to the last two
matters. The duty of a responsible Opposition is critical
at this time. It is not enough in words, but in deeds they
have to help us. I believe it must be unconditional and,
if it is unconditional, T believe that some of the
conditions that you would like to have in the back of
your mind will also, in the process of time, be fulfilled.
That is why I call for a secret debate. Even now 1 hope
that on another occasion I would have the chance to
explain more in detail in a secret debate what 1 would
like to tell this House.

The greater the delay in working
put a political solution, the greater will be the frustration among the
TFampils and this can only strengthen the militants.

When President Jayewardene came for the Commonwealth
meeting last November, he himself spoke of restoring Mrs, Sirimavo
Bandaranaike's civic rights, but he seems to have taken no steps so
far.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, I believe that today that the
Government and the Opposition are meeting to discuss
the current situation in Sri Lanka at a time, perhaps,
when this country and her people are undergoing one of
the most turbulent, pathetic and helpless periods in our
long and glorious history. The Opposition requested this
two-day Debate to discuss the current situation in the
country not merely to take a few debating shots at the
Government - anyway, the news is censored and the
galleries are closed —not to score few debating points
off you but to genuinely focus the attention of the
Government, and through Parliament to tell the people
of this country, that if this Government does not really
make an effort to combat terrorism and to find a
solution in the near future, this country will tear itself
apart, as it is doing now slowly, leading to a sad and
terribly tragic end.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, the main reason why we
requested this Debate, as you all know, is the tragic
incident that took place in the city of Anuradhapura,
which | believe is one of the saddest chapters in Sri
Lanka’s history. Anuradhapura is perhaps the holiest
city for the Sinhala Buddhist people. In Anuradhapurg
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we have the beginning of our culture, the citadel of our
religion, and all our civilization is enthroned in this
ancient and magnificent city. Barely ten days ago a
handful of terrorists desecrated the holy city of
Anuradhapura by spilling the blood of innocent people,
numbering well over 150, attacked the holiest shrine in
Anuradhapura, and were able to get away with it. The
Sri Lanka Freedom Party and I myself unequivocally
condemn this shameful act of terrorism, which has left
an unerasable page in the history of Sri Lanka and the
Sinhala people. There is no question of condoning this
act. As a party that has ruled in this country for nearly
17 years, the Sri Lanka Freedon Party totally condemns
this violent act. I for myself, if I may strike a personal
note, feel a oneness with all the innocent people who
have suddenly been rendered fatherless, motherless,
brotherless, sisterless and so on, because, Sir, I myself
at the age of nine years through a tragic, personal
incident experienced the pathos and sadness of violence
and assassination, Therefore, Sir, if you will permit me
to make this personal remark, I feel a oneness with the
tragedy that has befallen a large number of innocent,
harmless families.

Now, Sir, it is the pronounced objective of terrorists
to destabilize the Government. Whether it is an act of
terrorism committed in Sri Lanka or in India or in
England or in any part of the world, the whole purpose
of terrorism is to destabilize the established order. You
must expect them to do this. That is their definite, clear
objective. There is nothing surprising about it. There is
nothing shocking about it. They are murderers,
cold-blooded murderers, and they will do everything
possible to achieve their objectives with violence and
terror. That is their modus operandi not only in Sri
Lanka but all over the world.

Therefore 1 do not think it should have come as a
terrible shock to anyone in this country that the
terrorists in fact decided to butcher 140 to 150 odd
innocent people. That is their declared objective.
Therefore, Sir, let us now focus our attention on
whether the guardians of this country, the twice-elected
United National Party, could have avoided this bloody
massacre in Anuradhapura. That is the question that we
must debate. When we say this the Hon. Minister of
National Security says, “You are helping the
terrorists.” We are not helping the terrorists. We are
trying to help the people of this country so that they will
not experience such a violent act ever again,

On a number of occasions during Emergency
Debates, time and time again, I have mentioned to this
House that you had prior warning about an impending
attack on the Yal Devi, way black in December 1984.
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You did not take the necessary precautionary measures,
and there was a bloody massacre on the Yal Devi. You
had prior information about the impending attacks in
the Kent and Dollar farms. You had prior information
about the impending attack on the Medawachchiya
Police Station. If you were taken completely unawares,
my entire sympathies are with you. But my point is that
time and time again this Government has been
forewarned, may be by the astrologers, may be by the
security advisers, may be by the SS or may be by the
Israeli Intelligence. You have been forewarned that
some of these impending disasters were going to come
as fast as possible. What did you do about it ? That is
the question I am asking.

The “Sun” newspaper of 29th April 1985, which I
believe has been quoted in this House, clearly refers in a
front page article to this impending attack on
Anuradhapura.— (Interruption).

“A tight security umbrella was laid over the city of An uradhapura
yesterday following information that terrorists are planning an
operation in the area.

Reports said roadblocks have been set up at all entry points to
check vehicles entering and leaving the city, while several roads
leading to the heart of the city have been closed to vehicular traffic.

A senior government official told SUN that pilgrims to the sacred
city may have to undergo certain difficulties, which will prevail till
the terrorist threat is over. *“We have been compelled to impose these
regulations to protect the lives and property of the people in the
area’,” -

This was the 29th of April 1985. On the 14th of May
the massacre of Auradhapura took place. If on the 29th
of April you tried to bring about those measures to
protect life and property in Anuradhapura, why did that
fail in two weeks’ time ? This is the question you must
ask yourself. Why did you relax security in
Anuradhapura 7 I will deal with that later. There is a
very interesting quotation by the Hon. Prime Minister
which I will quote in regard to this matter. The “Sun”
newspaper continues to say :

“SUN learnt that the new regulations were discussed at a top level
meeting held at the Anuradhapura kachcheri last morning. It was
atterided by the District Minister for Anuradhapura Chandra
Bandara,”

“Police sources said, the new security regulations follow the arrest
of a terrorist suspect two days ago who revealed that terrorists had
plans to strike in Anuradhaputa.”

This article has been proved to be correct. T do not
know whether the “Sun” was speculating. But the fact
that there was a full security alert in Anuradhapura two
weeks before the terrorists attacked is true.

But the Hon. Prime
Minister himself refers to this in a speech he has made
in Kolonnawa.

Yes, on the Government of that day, but it is most
relevant to your Government of today — nearly 200
years later. The neglect and lackadaisical approach to
which I referred earlier is something you will have to
seriously think of. The Hon. Minister of National
Security spoke eloquently today of the need for full
defence. That is the phrase, I believe, he used.

I will give you one example. Last night, from the
Katunayake Airport to Colombo, I did not pass a single
army personnel or a single police officer. At 9.30 in the

night ! The Kelaniya Bridge is one of the main arteries
leading out of Colombo and it was completely
unmanned ! There was not a single army or police
officer on the Kelaniya Bridge. Mind you, this is after
the bloody massacre at Anuradhapura !

The Hon. Prime Minister himself made a recent
statement — I will quote that later on — saying that they
are expecting a full-scale attack on Sri Lanka. Why are
you neglecting this ? The Kelaniya Bridge is one of the
main bridges that must be safeguarded. Vesterday I did
not see a single police or army officer there. What is the
meaning of this ? Can you explain to this House why
you are conducting the affairs of the country like this ?
We all want democracy to be preserved. We all want
Parliament to survive. We all want the freedom of
choice. But how are you going to ensure that with this
lackadaisical approach of the Government ?

Now, Sir, look at the situation in Anuradhapura. The
Hon. Minister of State says that the “Sun® article of
April 29 was mere newspaper speculation. Now, Sir,
whether it was newspaper speculation or not, what the
“Sun” predicted did happen. Obviously the “Sun”
newspaper’s intellegence -has been far superior to the
Intelligence of the CID, of the British SS and the Israeli
Counter Intelligence. They knew what was happening,
and what did the Hon. Minister of State turn round and
say ? He said that it was a mere speculation. And he
says this. “For how long can you maintain a security
alert ?” It is your duty to maintain it 24 hours a day,
until the last day you are in office, to safeguard the
people who voted for you. It is your duty to maintain it
every minute of the day. And you turn round and say,
“How long can you maintain a security alert ?” What
are you buying arms for ?

For what are you buying arms for then, if you cannot
maintain this ? “There is a limit to how long you can
have a security alert in force. After that it just relaxes”.
These are the words of a responsible Cabinet Minister.
So, in other words, the Hon. Minister of State has very
cloquently placed the entire blame, quite unwittingly,
on the shoulders of the United National Party
Government .It just relaxes! So you claim today, the
President claims, that the army and the police take
orders from the politicians. So how did they relax
without your knowledge ? Either you have no control
over the army or the army does not take your orders.
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Now, Sir, this is a pathetic situation which you are
faced with. The terrorists travelled 55 miles from
Puttlam to Anuradhpura completely unhindered. They
did a grand tour of the sacréd city, Sir-they did a grand
conducted tour. First, they went to the bus stand,
slaughtered well over 100 people there. Then they went
to the Mahamaluwa and the Sri Mahabodhiya,
slaughtered a number of people there 1 believe,
including a Buddhist nun and some buddhist priests.
Then they go to the Archaeological Department. From
there they go to the prison quarters. From there they go
to the Mirisawetiya. From there they saunter into the
Water Works Department. From there they go through
Nochchiyagama to Wilpattu butchering the game
guard there causing death, hastening their way. They
do a grand conducted tour of the city of Anuradhapura.
What were the police and the army doing ? I mean, if
they went to one place and slaughtered and ran, I can
understand. They went to a number of sacred places
and got away scot-free, and if anyone of your believe
that they are still in Wilpattu, may 1 assure you, they
would have got away long long time ago. This is the
kind of lackadaisical approach of the Government for
which we have always blamed you.

Now, Sir, the basic criticism we have on the
Anuradhpura massacre is that security was lax in an
area where they should have had maximum security
alert for at least another year. That is how you should
have conducted the affairs of the NCP.

Now, look at the situation in Polonnaruwa. “Panic
strikes Polonnaruwa”, says the “Sun” of 21.5.85.
Panic — all the shops were closed and school children
were seen runing into nearby jungles. Offices were
closed. Polonnaruwa goes into a panic. The new
Diyawadana Nilame of the Dalada Maligawa, young
Mr. Wijeratne, closed the Dalada Maligawa.
Kataragama was closed about 3 days ago including the
Maha Dewale. And I believe there was a news item that
some terrorists have landed by boat on to the
boundaries of the Yala Sanctuary, and I do not know
whether they have been discovered or found. Nothing
has happened. Anuradhapura, Nikaweratiya,
Polonnaruwa, Kataragama, Yala, Kandy-these are
predominantly Sinhala areas. I believe Kumana and
Panama have completely been taken over by the
terrorists. 1 do not know whether it is true. There is a
large number of Sinhalese. I heard this news this
morning. A large number of Sinhala people are leaving
Seruwila. They are leaving out of sheer terror. Already
a de facto Eelam has been established. Now only that ;
now they are drawing into the Sinhala areas. And if the
Government does not take immediate action, even
Colombo is not going to be safe as envisaged by your
own Government.
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Now, I have got some reference in brevity and I hope
it will be taken in the same spirit as it has been said. It
is-a very interesting meeting which the Hon. Minister of
National Security and my good Friend the Hon.
Minister of Mahaweli Development both attended in/
the Ratmalana electorate on the 17th of March 1985 at
the Punya Wardanaramaya Temple at Kandawela. Asfd
this is what the Hon. Minister of Mahaweli
Development said during the course of his speech :

It is all right, Sir.

You use double standards in your so-called mercy
and your magnanimity where you released the indecent
society, the man who was responsible for unlashing one
of the worst insurgencies known is Sri Lankan history or
even South Asian history for that matter, and now you
complain that the JVP is helping the terrorists because
they are Marxists. Stand in front of a mirror and look at
yourselves.

Last night we had a blackout for about 45 minutes —
a complete blackout. I do not want an answer from the
Hon. Minister. Please, I would like to draw the
attention on the Floor of this House that one of the key
areas which must be fully guarded is the electricity line.
Colombo was in darkness. There was total panic.
Within half an hour I had more than 15 calls,
“Terrorists are going to attack Colombo. They are
going to come”. In total darkness you can imagine what
mayhem they can do. I am not saying about the
activities of the terrorists but the blackout yesterday
showed how vulnerable we are in Colombo — more than
half an hour. How vulnerable we are ? There was a total
islandwide blackout. I believe, in Kandy and Galle also
there was a blackout. Therefore, one of the prime areas
where you must give the maximum security is the
supply of electricity. Once the city is plunged into
darkness total fear breaks out, panic breaks out and if
anything goes wrong anything can be done. The army
cannot move because there are no light. People cannot
guard themselves because there are no lights. Please
divert all your energies to ensure that electricity does
not fail even for a minute, if you possibly can ensure
that.

The other area where we must give the maximum
security is the water supply. If the water supply to the
major cities is in any way interrupted even for three to
four days there will be another major victory for the
terrorists and one of the major problems of the Sinhala
people particularly of those people who are living in the
city.

I do not want to labour this point any further. I feel
very much in oneness with the Hon. Minister of
National Security. He has given a very candid off the
cuff interview I believe to the “Sun” of May 22nd which
was the day before yesterday. I did a !ot of reading since
I came back. Otherwise I will be out of touch with the
situation here. This is what the “Sun” says :

“The National Security Minister Lalith Athulathmudali said

yesterday he had no direct authority over anyone and has not been
given any legal powers to give direct orders. Mr. Athulathmudali said

there was no opposition but you must realise that in performing my
functions 1 have to co-ordinate among a large number of
depariments”.

I agx e with him entirely. I am in full agreement with
the Hon Minister of National Security. You cannot
decentra’ _e defence at a time like this. You have been
selected by the President because he thinks that you will
be the best man for National Security. Whether you are
or you are not, is not my concern or my problem. But
your President believes you to be the most competent
person in the UNP front ranks to handle the subject
matter of security. Now if he selected you to handle
national security, you yourself on your own admission
say that you have no direct authority over anyone : “I
have not been given legal powers to give direct orders”.
Now, Sir, this is one of the most helpless confessions of
the talented Minister of National Security. I am not
trying to score one over you. I can well understand your
plight. If I were you, [ would have said something worse
than this. Look at the way they have castrated the
Ministry of Defence. Look at the number of Ministers.

Then, hon. T. B. Werapitiya — nobody knows what the
Ministry is. I am also confused. So we will leave that in
abeyance. I do not think even he knows what he is
supposed to do. Man Power and Mobilization — Hon.
Ranil Wickremasinghe. Eight individuals are tackling
the subject of defence. When the country is tearing
itself apart, when the Sinhala nation is performing
hara-kiri on international forums, and innocent lives are
lost, you are trying to satisfy individuals by giving them
ministries and plums. I am not blaming you. Is that the
way the affairs of a country are conducted ? Please, 1
beg of this Government, in the name of the people of
this country, give full authority to the Minister of
National Security. Let the Minister of National
Security handle the affairs of defence in this country. If
he is not good, let them change him. I know the Hon.
Minister will resign if he cannot handle it. I know that
the will resign. The Minister of National Security must
be given the full authority to deal with the defence of
this country. If he is not adequate let them appoint
somebody else. That is a matter for His Excellency the
President. I cannot advise him on that. But there cannot
be a decentralization of military authority. If the
British had decentralized military authority during the
war the Germans would have walked into Britain.
Therefore, I am in entire sympathy and oneness with
the Hon. Minister of National Security on that matter.

Now, Sir, His Excellency the President himself had
made an admission recently, as mentioned by Mr.
Hayden, the Foreign Minister of Australia who was
here — I am quoting from the “Observer” of Thursday
May 23, 1985

“Answering a question on indiscipline among the local security
forces, the Australian Foreign Minister said that President
Jayewardene had admitted that there had been a certain amount of
indiscipline among the forces”.

It is quite true. Now when Mrs. Bandaranaike says this,
what do you say ? “Oh ! She was helping the terrorists.
She is a traitor to the Sinhala people, a traitor to Sri
Lanka” and you condemn her. But when the very
Minister in charge of Defence, His Excellency the
President of Sri Lanka says it, nobody says a word. It is
only when the SLFP says it, we are blamed and we are
called traitors and so on and so forth.

Now, sir, the Hon. Minister of National Security
talks about an eight-point plan to control terrorism. At
least he is the only person in the Government who has
come out with some suggestion on this matter. There
are a number of matters here on which I do not agree
with him. He says, “People are being mobilized for this
purpose. It takes time. Security arrangements are being
done to safeguard government institutions. It is a long
term defence plan.” There can be no long term defence
plan to provide security for government institutions.
There can be no long term defence plan to provide
essential security to key areas like water supply,
electricity and the bridges that connect Colombo with
outstations. You have to take immediate steps. There
can be no long term plans in these matters. These are
steps you must take immediately, without any delay
whatsoever.

Then he goes on to say something which we have said
a long time ago. “We have to get the world support for
it, specially our neighbours.” I think now the
relationship with India is very much improved. 1 will
deal with that in two minutes, Sir. “We have to win the
terrorists campaign abroad. This has been done very
well in the recent past.” No, Hon. Minister, you are
sadly mistaken. In every country either friendly to you
or hostile to you, even in Japan, the kind of propaganda
that the international press is carrying on against Sri
Lanka is having an effect. It is having a very serious
effect. In Britain we have lost the publicity battle. In
the United States we have lost it. In Western Europe we
have lost it. In India we never won it, we never came
anywhere near winning it. And you say that we are
winning the international publicity battle. Where ? I
think the Hon. Minister knows it is not true. He says,
“The security in the South and suburbs has however,
been strengthened” — which I have not seen at all. We
will leave that alone. We do not want to labour that
point.

Now let us talk about India. You spoke very
eloquently about the relationship with India. We have
always been saying that on a number of key issues the
SLFP differs on the approach of the Indian
Government. We have said so on the Floor of this
House and we have said so elsewhere. But as you was
rightly said by the Hon. Minister today, if you really
want to find a solution, whatever form it may take, to

"the ethnic conflict in Sri Lanka, the support and

co-operation of India is imperative. If India is going to
be hostile towards you, if India is going to block you at
every turn and you make it worse by your utterances
and conduct, then you are not going to make the
situation better. Keep one thing in mind and that is that
every time you quarrelled with India the terrorists have
won one major battle.— The closer you get to India the
terrorists will lose the battle.— That is exactly what they
want the Government to do and that is exactly what you
are doing. Look at the confused, apathetic approach of

the Government to the recently held South Asian
Regional Co-operation Meeting in Bhutan, the SARC
meeting. You took the statement made by Mr. Alam
Khan, which I think was incorrect, fundamentally
incorrect, and unnecessary, and the Acting Minister of
Foreign Affairs at that time came to this house —and
performed on the television also for the whole nation to
see —and said, “We will never accept the big bully of
India.” Look at this, look at what he says !.

“Said Mr. Fernando, we are not going to join any club where the
biggest member is the biggest bully.”

Y ou come on television, you come to this house and you
say that ; and the Hon. Minister of State claims that Sri
Lanka Government is of the view that Mr. Alam Khan
should withdraw his statement and apologize to Sri
Lanka as he has spoken in his official position on the
Floor of the House, which implies that he is speaking of
the official position of the Indian Government. I will
ask you a simple question. Has Mr.Alam Khan
apologized to you ? Has India withdrawn one word that
Mr. Alam Khan said ? But what did you do ? You did a
hundred per cent turn around and you went to Bhutan
and sat with the big bully you condemned on the Floor
of this House and on television. You sent one of your
closest advisers, a gentleman who is far wiser than his
son, to meet the big bully, the Prime Minister of the big
bully country. If you say, “You are not going” do not go.
Take a principled position and say, “We are not going.
India has said something very wrong. We are not
going.” But you say one thing and then India has not

winthdrawn one word. As far as I know, Mr. Rajiv
Gandhi has not in any way disowned one word made by
Mr. Alam Khan in his statement. Look at what the
Indians have done. I will read that.

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“CAN MR. GHANDI PLAY HOST TO TELO ?

The death toll from the national tragedy which struck the sacred
city of Anuradhaura on Tuesday keeps mounting while the
responsibility for the bloodbath which has shocked a nation has been
taken in Madras by the Tamil Eelam Liberation Organisation
(TELO), one of those assorted acronyms of terror, which
masquerades as a liberation movement.

Whatever the reason or provocation for the Anuradhapura attack it
is dastardly and cowardly act which can have no justification and will
be unreservedly condemned by all sections of civilised opinion. By
taking credit for the gruesome massacre of civilians the TELO has
only placed itself outside the pale of civilised society.

This is not the first time that terrorist groups based in and
operating from Madras have taken responsibility for incidents of
violence in Sri Lanka, but this is the first time that the cold-blooded
nature of terrorism has been so starkly expressed and confirmed.

Certainly the time has come to cry a halt to this insensate spree of
mindless terror which finds such a ready refuge in parts of India
which all the while dissociates herself from having any truck with Sri
Lankan Tamil terrorism.

But now that the TELO has so brazenly claimed credit for the
grisly killing of defenceless men and women, what does the Rajiv
Gandhi Government have to say ? Can it any longer maintain the
threadbare fiction that there are no tetrorist bases in South India ?
