PUTTALAM DISTRICT. 

Paddy : in Demala hatpattu about 1,630 acres were cultivated for the maha harvest of 1899, and the crops are 
good. Of these, the wedimal-wi crops have been partly reaped and harvested, and the rest are being reaped. The 
bala-wi crops are in various stages of growth. In Puttalam pattu division the crops have been gathered in and are 
being threshed, except those of some fields in Rajakuraarawanni pattu. Their condition is good. In the Akkarai and 
Pomparippu pattus of the Kalpitiya division the crops are being reaped, and are fair in the former and good in the 
latter. 

Fine grain : in Demala hatpattu 774 acres were cultivated for the maha harvest of 1899, and the crops have 
been mostly harvested and are good. The crops of some chenas have yet to be reaped. In Puttalam pattu division 
the crops have been harvested and are good. There has been no cultivation in Kalpitiya division. 

Staple products : the price of rice varied from Rs. 3'50 to Rs. 4 per bushel, and of cocoanuts from Rs. 3 to Rs. 5 
per 100. -

Health of people : a few cases of fever, colds, diarrhoea, itch, and rheumatism prevailed in some parts of 
Demala hatpattu ; and some of the people reported last month as suffering from parangi sores are completely cured 
and some are improving. Chickenpox prevailed at Mundel and Kiriyankali ; and a few cases of fever, coughs, and colds 
are reported in Puttalam pattu division ; and three cases of actual parangi and nineteen cases of parangi sores in 
Rajakumarawanni pattu. In Kalpitiya division the health of the people was not very satisfactory, fever, coughs, 
and dysentery prevailing, and two cases of measles occurred. 

Rainfall : the rainfall registered at Puttalam was 3-61 in. During the latter part of the month a few good 
showers of rain fell, accompanied by lightning and thunder. Nine people, who were on their way to Tetapola from 
Puttalam, were struck by lightning at a place called Kurivikulam, 3J miles from Puttalam. One was killed 
instantaneously, one died the following day, and four are in a precarious state, the three others have recovered. 
The portico of the court-house was also struck by lightning, but fortunately no one was there at the time. 

NORTH-CENTRAL PROVINCE. 
ANURADHAPURA DISTRICT. 

Rainfall at Anuradhapura : -36 in. There was not much rain throughout this Province. 
Paddy : the crops are being reaped, whilst the crops on fields cultivated late are ripening. The crops are very 

satisfactory. 
Tanks : most of the tanks are full, and others half full. A few are less than half full. 
Health of cattle : satisfactory. There are occasional cases of murrain in Eppawala korale. -
Health of people : fever to some extent is yet prevalent in Kalagampalata and in Tamankaduwa district. 

There were five cases of smallpox in Kalegampalata alone, close to the North road. Of these, four proved fatal. All 
these were confluent cases. The disease has now been stamped out. 

PROVINCE OF UVA. 
BADULLA DISTRICT. 

Paddy : maha crop in plants suffered from drought during the early part of the month. 
Chenas : kurakkan harvest nearly over ; yield, on the whole, not very good.
