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THE BEGINNINGS OF INDUSTRIAL -EDUCATION
IN THE NORTH.

The year was 1878. The scene was Tellippalai, a pioneer
American Mission outpost, where Rev. T. S. Smith and Mrs.
Smith had been sent by the Mission to replace Rev. W. W.
Howland and Mrs. Howland who werc moving to Uduvil.

.Thc recommendations of the flrst ever American Board
Deputation, the Anderson - Thomson Deputation, had ruag the
death knell on English and with it, on the Batticotta Seminary.

- Iwo pioneer American Missionaries who could not survive
the mpact on them of this cyclonic administrative tiat, was Dr
Danicl Poor who passed away in Jaffsa in 1855, while the
members of the Deputation were still in Bombay and Rev.
Marshall D. Sanders who died later in Xugust 1871, but ‘with
the satisfaction that he had worked hard to secure for Jaffn

Collcge a Board of Trustees in America, strong epough to hsip
the community in Jaffna to re-build Jaffna Cuﬁcgc. on the ashes

of the old secmimary, when the time is oppertune.

In the meniutile the Training and Theological Institution
established in 1859 to train mission assistants did not meet with’
success, “despite an eminent Irincipal, Rev. M. D. Sanders and
a loyal staff. For the Ba(ticotta Seminary was the highpoint in
Education of the pioneer missionasy efforts - Any other substitute
thea. was anti-climatic and bound to fail.

- It was in this grim scenacio, that Rev.'T. 8. Smith
Concmycd the idea of laanching out into the uncharted sea of
Technizal Education witn the nucleus of the teacher - training

lpstuu!ion at Tellippalai where there was also residential facili-
ties for students.

Whilre Jaffna Collcge (established in July 1872) re
vommenced forging ahead with its academic orientation, Rev. T.S.
Smith pul his heart and® soul into his Industrial Enterprise in
k_ducarm.n with the material he nhad at Tellippalai, a4 mature
group 0! young men who took up to the comses he offered
them wiith alacrily and a sense of mission, .o make society
the belter for the all - round training they reeeived.

: Rev. T. S. Smith’s efforts paid good dividends. The
5chnql he started was recognised for government grant in 1884,
H'}S lirst batch of nine pupils, - when they took up work in
village schools. be:ame an: influence for good in the village.
One of them, Allen Abraham was even catapulated to fame when
he traced the path of the Haley’s Comet, a task in which he

was pitiea agaiast somep of . the Astronomers of international
repute,

SANDERS HALL built at Tellippalar in August 1884 (to
commemorate the first Principal of the Training School) was
built largely out of the toil of the students who had acquired
enough proficiency in masonry and carpentry to make the build-

;ng a work of their own hands, pushed forward during vacat-
ons and ‘‘Industrial days of term time'’.

The 25th Anniversary Celebrations in 1884, when th®
r‘i_all was ceremoniously declared open by the Govarnor of Ceylon’
Sir Arther Hamilton Gordon and an Industrial Exhibition held
was a red - Jetter evant in mission annals. It was on that
day that Mr. C. K. Yesuthasan was introduced to the Governor,
as the product of the Industrial School who has been selected
h; lhyc M:lssion to proceed io the U.S. to obtain further trai.
ning in printing. The governor promised to meet the travel ex-
penses of Mr. Yesuthasan and also the freight expenses for the
machinery that he intended to bring with him, to equip theMission
Printing Establishmeat.

On his return in 1888 from America, Mr.
mstalled the machinery he had brought with him
period of training at the Institute of Technology at Worcester,
Massachusetts. He named the Press, the Gordon Industrial

Press after his bencfactor and became its first national superin-
tendent.

It was the Rev. J. H. Dickson (1900—1918) Missionary
1t Tellippalai who later amalgamated the original Garrelt Press
(1820) bought over from *“‘Strong and Ashbury’’ and the Gordon
Industrial Press into one unit — the American Ceylon Mission
Press. The Mission Press saw much of its growth under Rev.
J. H. Dicksom and Mr. C. K. Yesuthasan.

ening shadow” of Rev. I'. S. Smith, the pioneer. He went on
furlough in 1987 hoping to return. He died in America on
December 17, 1901.

It was his colleague. the Rev. W, W, Howland when the
