A recent pews item refers to
the efforts being made by the
Beiptian President Hosni Mubarak
to resurrect the mest famous
Library of the Ancient World
built by Alexander the Great
in 332 B €. in_ -Alexandria.
When Julius Caesar’s legions
sicked the city in 48 B. C. the
Library was destroyed by fire.
The aim mow is to construct a
Library on 45000 Sguare Metres
sf 1and near the alexandrig
Harbour and put on the shelves
at least 200,0060-books by 1995.

This should remind our readersg
of the feat of the Sri Lankan
Police which burpned down the
Jaffna Library with its 100,000
books many of them rare Tamil
Manuscripts some  years ago.
A Special Commission appointed
by the Government recommens-
ded a grant of ten million
Rupees to  reconstruct the
Library. However the building
still remains in  ruins. The
worjd Council of Churches
gifted & million Rupees worth
of Books to the Library through
the Ja“fna Christian Union. We
hope the -Jaffna Library will
not have to wait 2000 years to
be reconstructed.

. The fellowing is the full text of the Tribute paid to
Dr, W.L. Jeyasingam, formsr Presideat Jaffaa College at
“the Service of Thanksgiving held at the Cathsdral  Church,
Vaddukoddai on the 9th ef February 1990 by Mr. C. B. Raja-
singam, a Member of the Board of Directors of Jaffna
Gollege.

It may seem somewhat strang2 that the first tims [ met
Dr Jeyasingam was in the cariy forties when he was a
young man and when, b3iisv3 it or ney, [ too Was
young.

We entsained at the Chunnakam Railway Station in th3
Mail Train bound for Colombo. We got to kaow €ach
other only after eatraining. The mearest Railway Statioa
to Seuth Erlalai and , Uduvil was Chuanak am.

He was then in the publio service and [ was a student
in the final year at the Ceylon University College. Both
of us were returning after a holiday at hoeme.

It did not take long for me to discover that he too
would be joining the Uaiversity College for his Geography
Special Dsgree with the new Academie year and he Wl
now going te QGolembo to wind up matters with the
Government.

It was rcoently that I lsarnt that it was ons of his
sisters who had taken him by the scruff aad put him iato
the Ceylon University College where she thought he really
belonged. *

It did at first seem intriguing to me that a youog maa
the eldest in a family of ecight with three sisters should,
in those colonial days when life for public secvants flowed
like a song, should give up his job to obtain a degres,
which some would say ‘‘cannot turn 2 whesl or bake a
pudding”

It was eloquznt of the innsr culture of mind ef the
family that they viewed Jayasingam not through the filter
of their own needs and wants but through that of Jaya-
singam’s interests a:d aptitudes.

After obtaining his London degres through the University
College, he joined the Stafi of Jaffaa College. He was

later awarded a Fullbright  Schelarship at Clark Univer--

sity. Massachussats where he earned his Dostorate in 1958.

His Joctoral thesis was on the Urban Geography of Jaffna. - =

Dr. Jeyasingam’s early carser reminds ms of a po:m
written by George Eliot, the 19th Century  Novelist
whe was not in essence a Poet. The title of the poem
is *‘Strav'dari” - the pame of the famous Violin maker
The well knewn lines are these:- '

{t is not my intention in this talk 1o deal on the

subject of Dr. Jeyasingam’s copiribution to Education &t

Jaffna College.

What 1 do want to speak about is the impact of the
iife and we.k of Dr. Jeyasingam on the Jaffna community.
At a tim: when oar eountry is floating in crisis and
when in the words of an Israsli Prime Minister “all  our
lile is a permansnt revolution”” Dr. Luther Jeyasingam
wis a great stimulator of ideas.

it was Donald Woods, one of South Africas’s outspoken
jouraalists who said:

/Like the Kremlin, we must aot think the enemy is
words. The ‘enemy is thoughts. You can’t legislate against
thoughts. You caa’t detain them. You can’t bin them.
You cant restriot them. That is why the rulers . of
South  Africa canpot  survive  because the houghts
of many are against them”.

But stimulating ideas, is not enough. One has to be
throughly prepared with the subject on which he stimulates
Lew idéas. He has to bs thorough with the home work.

There is an Euglish idiom taken from the game of
Tconis: “Dont Come up to the net behind nothing®’
T.nnis players know that a player who follows to rhe

nst a weak or badly plaosl shot is hapzleisly valasrable.
He will get the backlash he deserved.

I have beca at Consultations and Conferences organised
by Dr. Jeyasiagim, soms 01 subjecs of public moment ,
others affecting local interests but both assumiag a menac-
ing shape. He never played an ineffectual role as he was
thorough with his graund.

There was the stamp of forethought in his handling of
vary grave social, edusational Beaaomic aad political issaes.

1 remzmbar haviag attended three Seminars at the
Ashram, organissd by Dr. Jeyasingham  shortly after he
took over the Study [astitute from Dr. Buaker. They were
all on issues of vital lecal interesi. One was on the sub-
ject of **Caste” which Dr.Jeyasingam himssif led and discussed
uader four broad catsgories. The other was on “Parent’
Help to young Persons” led by Mr. Lionel Fernando :
Dr. Jeyasingam gave the eoacluding address on ths role
of the Church in the situation Taz third was on the subjecs
“Hindu Culture in the Modera Scientific age’’ led by Rev.
C. Arangadea then Translation Secretary of the Bible
Society, India. The Consultation was presided ever by
Mr. Ambihaipahan a Hindu. the Priacipal of Vaideeswara
College, Jaffna.

This brings me to the subject ef the Christian Iastitute
for the Study of Religion and Society of which Dr. Jaya-
singam was a pillar.

I read an article recently on “*Facing the New Millenium
I thought the writer had something very sigaificaat to
say on the subject.

But what was ther: had ths overtones of an after - dinner
speech. The writer speaks of the “dezen shopping years’
befere us, about the bookiags already made for the bes
site to toast at midnight the year 2000 A.D., about the
World Milleninm Charity Ball on the cards in Washingston
and to cap all about some Germans having cernered
Coacorde for a supersonic flight to cross the Atlantic
Time Zone to celebcate the eveat twice.

Anatole France, the pen name for the French Novaelist ,
Poct and Critie Jacques Anatole tThibalt, once said ** [t is
well for the heart to be naive and for the mind not te
be™

Dr. Jeyasingam did cast the plumbline of thought decp
enough to sensitise our community on some of the vital
issuse coafronting the country and its people.

The garbage at our door 2 writer says is now no lenger
a pile. It has become a growth, and many of our problems
are pot just barriers te be crossed ever but are test
questions to be formulated,

The Study Institute of Jaffna College at the Ashram
had at one time four Directors, each handling & -subject
which was his ‘discipline’ Dr, Luther Jeyasingam’s subject
was Nation Building. The other Directors were Dr. Buaker
who bhandled the subject of ‘$ociety’, Dr. D. T. Niles the
subject of the Bible and Bishop Kulandran who handled
the subject of *‘Religions”.

It was William Barclay who whsn asked to comment on
the elactronic- church said “Photographs are good and
valuable but real people with tlesh and bloed are
irreplaceable.

"t is wreng to eonclude that Dr. Jeyasingam was always
living in a higher mental sphece aund cthercal reaim of
his own. As a leading citizen of the laad he was fouad
at many bleceding points.

During the dark days in the aftermath of July 1983
riots in Colembe, Dr. Jeyasingam was the king pin of the
organisational details in connectlon with the reception of
the Tamil Refugees when they arrived at the Kankesan-
thurai harbour as each vessel docked onme after another at
411 times of the day, following no schedule.

Ap old lady told me on her arrival that it was a tcnse
jonrney because when they were put inte the vessel bound
for Kapkesanthurai, no one knew exactly what the ground
situation was at Kankesanthurai.

She said she heaved a sigh ot relief when she saw the
grey head of Dr. Luther Jeyasngam standing at the
wharf, He was a presence at bleeding points €vem seme-
times withont his knewledge

Dr. Jeyasingam emigrated from Sri Lanka in 1984,
Jle worked for 4 1/2 years at the U.S. Wilmington Ssnior
