Tertiary Education:

A Seminar was conducted on

the 24th March. this year to
consider  issues relating to
education fer the future. Ths

theme was ““Education for the
21st Century.” The main cpea-
kers were all eminant educaiion-
ists from the Universitv of
Jaffna. The Vice-Chanc'eHor,
Prof. A. Thurairajah presided.
Talks were given by Frof, K.
Theivendrarajah, Frof & . Bala-
su‘bramaniam. Prof. N . Bali-
krrshan, Prof. P Balacuncaram-
pillai, Dr. V. Nithiananthan. Dr
Saba Jeyarajah, Dr. s, Nages-
waran. Prof. R, Kumaravadivs
could not attend the semimar
but he sen* his paper to be
mcloded the publicatioa.
One of the poinrs repeited!y
made  was the inadequacy of
facilities fer Higher Egucation
i the country as a whole,
and in particular ia the Jaffna
area. Tt was urged that Jaffna
College which in the past, had
sucressfully  provided
1 r  higher education
Lisin to do so again.

the first University type College
in the whole of Asia will soon
have a higher education instjtu-
lion in its premises.

Provision of Higher
Education Facilities:

It is well-known that Jaffna
College, particularly its prede-
cessor the Batticotta Semimary
was a pioneer in the Provision
of higher education fin this
couctry. The ' American missio-
narics who had come te Ceylon
to propagate Christianity realised
carly on, the need to establish
a college similar to the Advaaced
Centres of Learning in Europe
end America. The Batticotta
Seminary which they
established, ;s considered one of
the oldest imstitutions in Asia
which provided higher education
in the English medium. The
Semiaary which introduced
the Tamil Youth to Western
culture and science, also laid
equal emphasis on Tamil and
Sanskrit studies.

In the Ilater years Jaffna
College became affiliated to the
Calcutta University and later
still, to the Madras University
and was thus able tocontinue to
provide tertiary educatioa ~ to
Jaffna  vouth.

In 1947 Jaffna College under
Rey. Dr. S. K. Buanker once ggain
started the degree classes and
prepared students for the exter-
DRl cXaminationg the l:&hdon
Uaiversities, when 8 result
of change in governmeat policy,
studeuts could not ampy longer
appear for examinations o ( foreign
universities. Jaffna Cojlege then
prepared candidates for examina-
tious conducted by the Univer-
sity of Ceylon.

[n 1974 the undergraduoate
Deparmsznt to the college was
taken over by the government
as a part of its plan to establish
a university campus in Jaffna.
This led to considerable upheaval.
The secondary section itself was
affected. Pheonix-like, the college
has again risen form its ashes.
The college has now two institu-
tions of higher Learning - sectien

functioning  efficiently - The
Institute for the Study of
Technology and Agriculture.

There isalso a Christian Institute
for the Studay of Religion &
Society at Maruthanamadam-
English medium classes far the
London O/L aad A/L examina-
tions have been rcintroduced.

The possibility of recommenc-
ing tertiary level classes which
would prepare students for
university level examiaations, is
again uadsr consideration. The
peed to do this has been urged
upon us again and again in recent

years. In the course of his

prize-Day address in 1988 Professor i

P.Balusundarampiliai diew pointed
attention to the lack of higher
education facilities and urged
us to restart the Undergraduate
section. He furaished statistics
to shew that a large number
of youth who had qualified for

admissioa te the existing
universities, mainly  because
universities do not have adeq-

uate facilities. He peinted out
the nced for a '* well .organised
higher educational iastitutien™
to meet the demand for higher
education.

Paul in relation to our theme.
Paul has many important things
to say on ‘Living in Christ’.

The theme ‘Living in Christ’
sims at the centre of our Chris-
tian existence. It aims at where
we come from, where we are
and where we move to as Chris-
tians. To live or to be in Christ
in fact meanss nothing else than
to be a Christian. The express-
iom *‘in Christ’’ refeys to him
who is the basis and the begin-
ning of oeur faith, to him who
sustains our faith and life and
to him who i the ultimate goal
of our lives and of the whole
cosmos as well. *“‘In Christ™’,
that means that we owe our
life as Christians to Christ, his
death and resurrection We live
and we are what we are throu-
gh Christ. To be in Christ in
this sense means to be rooted
in and fo be eswentially related
to the decisive and unigue event
in salvation history in which the
dzstiuctive powers of death and
evil were broken in Christ’s suf-
fering and resurrection.

very close, intimate and undes-
tructable relationship between
Christ and us by which we live
and shail live. To be in Christ
means to live in faith.

The close relationship to Christ
finds its realization through
baptism auad through the partici-
pation in the ‘*Body of Christ"’.
“We were all baptized into
one bedy,”” says Paul (1 Cor
12:13). Through baptism ws are
“in Christ” in the sense that
we participate in Christ’'s death
and resurrection as well as in
the sense that we are part of
the ‘“Body of Christ, i.e. of
the communion ef those who
belong to Christ and who there
fore are the Church. *“To bein
Christ’* then also means to be
part of the Church, to live in
commugion and not in isolation.
We can be in Christ oaly in
the commuaity of sisters ane
brothers.

In the following I shall focus
now on four aspects of what it
means to live in Christ. I be-
lieve that these four aspets are
of particular significance to us
here in India:

l. Living in Christ istc be a

new creation,

Living in Christ is to live

in freedom.

3. Living in Christ is to live
in unity,

4. Living in Christ is to live
reconciled.

The reflection on these four
aspects of our theme can be
preliminary and somewhat ab-
stract only at this stage. Ry;-
t!ler exploration and actualizg-
tion through reflection and aet-
ion fs called for.

Living in Christ is to be
4 new creation

In 2 Cor 5:17 the .apostle Paul
states: *“Therefore, if any one
is in Christ, he is a new crea-
tion, the old has passed away,
behold, the new has come.”
Life in Christ has the quality
of a new creation. This means
firstly that life in Christ is not
something which results frem
human effort or goodwill. Life
in Christ is not something
which we can achieve by our
own means or activity. If amy
one is in Christ he is 2 new
creation, i.e. Life in Christ is
the result of God’s creative
activity. God is the acting subjecs
who in Christ or through Christ
begins a new creatien, who
renews us individually as well
asS corporately.

Secondly, the emphasis on
newness indicates the radicaj
change which takes place in
and tkrough Christ. Something
new begins indeed. There is =
discontinuity between the old
which passed away and the new
which has begun in Christ.

New creation does not mean
restoration or improvement of

humano being and life, it means
radical and fotal newness. flhe
new ereation im Christ has no
foundation in the eld. it does
not arise from the old, but it

breakes the old through God’s
dynamic creativity.

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Editorial
Points to Ponder

Sensing the depth of crisis in Education in
Sri Lanka, affecting particularly the Tamil youth, have
been two Seminars recently, one at Jaffna College,
Vaddukoddai and the other at Ramanathan Hindu
Ladies College at Bambalapitiya.

Although both Seminars were on the subject of
Higher Education, they had an important bearing on
Education as a whole in this country, which is fast
becoming a nightmare of confusion, exhaustion and
even despair considering the fact that 4.5 per cent
of our GNP is speat on EDUCATION, the highest,
we learn, in SAARC and som: ASEAN countries.

Every year an average of FIVE LAKHS of
“students in the age group of l4to 16 sit the G.C.E.
(O/L) Examination, some 25 per cent qualifying for
the G.C.E. (A/L) Examination.

At the G.C.E. (A/L) Examination, some five
percert qualify for admission to the Universities but
only 1.2 per cent are admitted to the various facul-
ties. The Open University is unable to absorb the
large number secking higher education.

Several schemes have been suggested to solve
this problem of educated youth, swayed by restless-
ness, and impatience - increasing the Varsity intake.
upgrading and wupdating the Provincial Technical
Colleges and diversifying Tertiary Education, to pro-
vide courses in fisheries, agriculture etc. ia Colleges
affiliated to the Universities.

~ In this context of our potential (in thz North)
in Fishing, let us not forget that in 1982, the yesar
preceding jthe communal riots, the Fishing Triangle-
Mannar, Mullaitivu and Jaffna - accounted for 45 per
cent of the export' of shrimps in Sri Lanka. (Thaere
are 200,000 Tamil fishermen in the North and Easu).

We have to be grateful to the Vice - chancellor
and Staff of the Jaffna University for the
are giving to the country in educational re-thinking
and planning, purposefully for the future.

But .a great responsibility rests also. on the
schoois and parents in setting right values to ths
students to whom many of their wants are gratui-

tously supplied. Some of our bigger schools now offer
generous Boarding Scholarships and those students
enjoying such scholarships, are also exempted from
Welfare, Facilities and even Stationery fees. Most
parents in Jaffna provide bicycles for their children
to go for tuition classes. \

But in a set - up in the country where an eth-
nic ratio determines quotas for employment, our Tamil
youth must! be taught to live with their vulnerabi-
lity with intelligent and crucial judgement.
