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LEVI SPAULDING 200TH BIRTH ANNIVERSARY

The 200th birth
of the renowned scholar and
dedicated missionary 1o Jaflfna
the Rev. Levi Spaulding, M.A _,
D. D. was Celebrated on Thurs-
day the 22nd of August, 1991.
Levi Spaulding who was
bern om th 2Znd of August,
1791 inthe U. S. was edu-
cated at Cornell University
where be is reputed to have
obteined the highest marks
at the fingl M. A. exami-
natien. He belongs to the
second batch of American
Missionaries who arrived
in Jaffea in 1819. Spaulding
had a long missiesary career
in Jaffoa up to his death
on the 1%th of June, 1873. He
was among other things, a great
Tamil scholar and Lexicographer.
He chaired the Bible Traaslation
Committee which produced the
Jaffoa Tentative Tamil Version
in 1850. He was also instrumen-
lal o preparing & cataiogue of
all the Tamil Ola Books Extant.
This catalogue includes the
writings of Thiruvalluvar, Kam-
bar, llango and others.

The 200th birth anniversary
was observed at Vaddukoddai
on the 22ad of August beginn-
ing with the Thanksgiving Ser-
vice at 830 a. m at the Cathe-
dral Church. The preacher at
the service was the Rev. A A,
Paul. The service was followed

by a public meeting at the
Ottley Hall, Jaffna Collegs.
The speakers included Miss
C. V. Selliah, Principal, Uduvil
Girls’ College, Mr, S. Ratnavel
and a student from the Levi

Spaulding Boys’ Home at Vaddu-
koddai. After a fellowship luach
at the Boys' Home Dining
Hall, a cultural prezramme was
conducted at the Ottley Hall,
Jaftna College. One of the main
aliractions was a drama depict-
ing the life and service of
Levi Spaulding produced by
Mr. Manuelpillai of the Jaffna
College staff. Most of the acters

were from the Levi Spaulding
Boys® Heme. All those whe
viewed this programme were

moved by the experience. The
Diocese decided to commemorate
the name of the Levi Spaulding
ten years ago when it establi-
shed the Boys® Home at Vaddu-
koddai and named it afrer him.

Sioee education had been the prime souree of our advancement
the Editor argues it is the duty of every citizen 1o safeguard
this foundation with all his might.

There is every reasoa to believe that the Missionaries of the
ABCFM made the biggest centribution to the progress of this
part of the Island. As A. Vimalachandra puts it.

** The American passion for FEducation is a logical out
growth of their background in the enlightenment; like their
contemporary Jefferson they believed that Educaijoo was the
only avenue to all forms ol progress and that social and
economic development went hand in hand with growth ef
the spirit

**Im the plan’ for the College, Danjel Poor and his

colleagues wrote ‘* knowledge is power,” ““ This as a maxim is so
justly celebrated so steadily kept ia view by the plilosopher
and statesman is not less practical or important to the Christian
philanthropist. When those who are engaged in ameli_rating the
conditlons of their fellow men and have knowledge or means of
disseminating knowledge they have the power of doing good™.

With this firm conviction the missionaries established their
educational institutions. As early as 1823 the American Mission.
ariey had given to Jaffna a cempreheosive system of Education
with elementary schools, secondary schools and a university
college.

But it may be pointed out that the Tamil people also had
an equally big passion for Education.

When the American Missionaries arrived in Jaffna in 1816 th¢
parish school system of the Ducth had collapsed. But there were
native verandah schools in which the childrea were studying.
The Jaffna society was also in possession of a large number
of OLA maauscripts. Native Medicine, Astrology, Arithmetic
and Poctics were studied, with serenc joy.

Since the Jaffna society glorified the l|earned man, Jaffma
became a very salutory field for the missionary activities. At the
beginnig the Missionaries found it casier to cstablish schools
in Tellipallai a village in Valigamam North., We <(annot deny

the fuct that this village had bern an important cenire of
learning from time immemorial.
The ongoing civii — war and the consequent disturbances

have compelled the Editor of the Taml paper to make a plea for
the safety and security of the Educational foundation.

No doubt Education had been ome of the important assats
of the Tamil peeple. The Educationa]l system of the lamd had
enabled the people tomigrate to afflucnt countries and get lucrative
jobs. But the homeland remained poor and Jaffna became the
land of money order ecemomy-

The missionaries in the fifties of the past century discovered
the fallacies in our educational thought. They wrote.

““ We have heard it affirmed by the biggest Tamil authority

in the district that no education 1is valued by the people
except in the English laaguage; that the value placed upen that
languge is simply as a means of acquring wealth, office and
influence - and not for the purpose of reading English boeks
and so gaining access to the fountains ef English kaowledge"

Dr. S. F. Green a very resourceful missionary whe came here
in 1847 was very careful not to encourage ths ** patives’ in
mistaking Westernizatioa for civilization. He fouad occasion to say,
