'* This booklet marks the centenary of a glorious and fruitful life led by an illus-
o trous son of an ancient village in the Jaffna peninsula.

/7 \J Emmanuel Cecil Sandrasegara hails from Mathagal, a beautiful village of
ﬁ histarical importance, which lies to the northern most part of the Jaffna Penin-
M

sula. Mathagal, covering an area of five square miles, is bounded by the Palk
Straits on the North and West; the villages of Mareesankoodal, llavalai and
Periyavilan on the East; and the villages of Pandateruppu, Sillalai and Chu-
lipuram on the South.

Sambilturai, a port in Mathagal, where Sanghamitra, daughter of Emperor
Asoka, is reported to have landed with an ‘arasa mara’ sapling (Ficus Reli-
giosa) to introduce Buddhism to the island during the reign of King Devanam-
priya Tissa. The village's history is also marked by the recorded event where
Jaffna King Aryachakravarthi Paranirupasinghan's daughter, Princess Ve-
davalli, was given in marriage to a nobleman of the village.

Blessed by an abundance of natural vegetation and scenic beauty, Mathagal
is surrounded by vast paddy fields, sea and majestic Palmyra and coconut
palms.

It is home to both Hindus and Christians and has a number of temples and
shrines to cater to their spiritual needs; it has schools, which have produced
successful educationists, professionals, entrepreneurs and businessmen.

Emmanuel Cecil Sandrasegara was born on 24 January 1918 to Saverimuttu
Philipupillai Sandrasagra and Victoria Sandrasagra nee Mariampillai of St
Anthony’s Lane and belongs to one of the five branches of the Sandrasagra
family of the village

Members of the clan have been recognised as donators of land to churches
and Schools.

They have also strived to help the marginalised and the down-trodden. Sri
Lankan case law records an event in which one of them, using his position as
Maniyagar, successfully fought a legal battle to have a public well, opened to a
section of the people, who had been denied access to it.

Family history
According to J C Van Sanden, author of ‘The Chieftains of Ceylon’ ‘the tradi-
tions of the Sandrasagras date back to the times of the Tamil kings of Jaffna,
when the ancestors of the Sandrasagras were in the Royal Court’. There is
also a reference to them in Mudaliyar C Rasanayagam’s ‘Ancient Jaffna’
(pages 355-356).
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MATHAGAL ST. ANTHONY'S PARISH

hailed from a prominent person by the name of Kulathunga Mudalyiar. It has
not been possible to trace the genealogy to his time.

2. Swampillai's sons were Marisalpillai andLoppupillai and his daughters
were Sabena,Clara and Veronica . Marisalpillai was also known as Venthar-
kone and thisis the name that will be used in this Directory.

3. Ventharkone married Mary Thangam, sister of Phillippupillai who also
hailed from a leading family. This couple had five children, the eldest being

Anthonipillai, a son who was a Vidane and a prominent person in the village
. His sisters were Gertrude, Marylene,, Philomena and Francisca.

4. Loppupillai was married to Gnanam a sister of Appakuddy who also
hailed from another prominent clan of Mathagal. This couple had three chil-
dren, a son and two daughters.

5. Swampillai's three daughters were Sabena married to Appakuddy, Clara
married to Johnpillai and Veronica married to Philippupillai , Johnpillai had a
son named Swampillai and a daughter who married another person also
named Johnpilliai.

6. Swampillai was married to a daughter of Ventharkone and this couple had
five children.

7. One could see that there were five prominent families in the Parish, Ven-
therkones, Loppupillais, Appakuddy’s, Phillippupillais and Johnpillais. A de-
scendant of a family which had come from Karaikkal District of South India and
settled in Atchuveli, married a daughter of a Prince from Mathagal (Prince Pa-
ranirupasingam) , PrinceesslVethavali)and got mixed with them and this family
became the sixth.

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Sinnathamby Uncle, the centenarian we hold in awe

| am happy to send my greetings and congratulations to my dearest Sinna-
thamby Uncle, who, having been born on 24 January 1918 is celebrating his
100th birthday today.

Emmanuel Cecil Sandrasegara is ‘Sinnathamby Uncle’ to all his nieces and
nephews. | being his younger brother Victor's son, he is Sinnathamby Uncle to
me too.

| thank God for the gift of a long and healthy life for Sinnathamby Uncle and |
pray to Him to bless him with many more happy birthdays.

| have grown from childhood into adulthood living and associating with my be-
loved Uncle in his neighbourhood. What struck me most about him is his sincere
love and affection for his family and friends and his occasional flashes of temper.
His temper, often justified, is widely known to disappear as fast as it appears.

His filial love for his mother, Victoria ‘Chellamma’ (our ‘Appachchi’) was well
known: it has been said that he was like a pillar to her for her to lean against,
after she lost her husband and shared fully in her joys and sorrows, troubles and
tribulations. One incident serves to illustrate his devotion to her: on being in-
formed of her sudden and grave illness, he had left Colombo and rushed to
Mathagal.... Alas, as he got off the bus and reached the Arasady boutique — just
200 yards from home - he was told of her demise. | still remember how he
looked stunned, threw away his suitcase and started wailing like a small child.

Sinnathamby Uncle’s devotion to his own family and to his three brothers and
two sisters and their families was well known. He would never hesitate to inter-
vene and help in any problem that his close-knit kith and kin might face. He used
to pride himself in the fact that he and his brothers had chosen to serve the
public by becoming government and bank officers. For him, four brothers in a
single family becoming state officers was unigque.

In 1986 when | found myself unable to travel to the North to attend my kid
sister Malini's wedding owing to the extraordinary situation facing the country,
he wrote to me urging me to attend the ceremony without any fear. Cautioned by
several people in Colombo about the dreadful things happening to travellers, |
had to reluctantly cancel my trip. Later, in April 1989, while the dangerous situa-
tion continued to prevail, he lost his beloved Mangayarkarasi Aunty. | braved the

situation to attend her funeral. ‘u
__ oG
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Seeing me after several years, he embraced me saying, ‘You were unable to
attend your sister’s wedding but | am glad you are able to attend your aunty’s fu-
neral’.

| have always loved Sinnathamby Uncle tinged with a measure of fear and
awe, that is customary for nephews with ‘periyapahs’ to have. He loves me more
because, as he would often say, | had chosen a career, like his father and my pa-
ternal grandfather Severimuttu Philippupillai Sandrasagra, as a Government
Building Contractor.”You are there to carry forward my father’s profession”. By a
happy coincidence, my maternal grandfather was also a Government Building
Contractor.

In 1993, people of Jaffna had to face major displacement and Sinnathamby
Uncle was among those adversely affected. He had to flee to Colombo and on
arrival, he came direct to my residence. During his one-year stay with my family,
| learned quite a lot from him about our relatives, both paternal and maternal:
close and distant. He proved to be a vital source of information about Mathagal's
matrimonial links with different villages from Naranthanai to Karampon to Suruvil
to neighbouring villages of Pandateruppu, Sillalai, Peria Vilan and llavalai

The relationship among Sinnathamby Uncle siblings has been special. My
father Victor and the youngest Alphonsus Uncle had a lot of respect and affec-
tion for their eldest brother Augustine, but never feared him. It was different with

their immediate older brother: they had affection for Sinnathamby Uncle but their
love and respect had a tinge of fear. They knew Sinnathamby Uncle had a quick
temper and a sharp tongue. | have seen them at the receiving end of his
tongue-lashing (“swlis® waiE 2 esmtuyg Guren™) and even occasional cuffs.

His anger, however, will not last: in a few hours he would cool down and ap-
proach you as if nothing has happened. Here | am reminded of the Tamil saying:
Gamub 2 slien @LHFD ra G @mSGW. | also learned that Sinnathamby
Uncle is an example for, ‘Forgive and forget’

Sinnathamby Uncle’s long life can be attributed to his being a teetotaller. |
have learnt he has been public-spirited and benevolent. He will not hesitate to
help those in danger or need. He has helped educate some of his relatives. He
has come to the aid of needy people irrespective of race, religion or caste. As
they say in Tamil, his “@Lg @& Gsulums suwg ®a eifwrs”. From him | also
gathered that my grandfather Phlippupillai was also a benefactor like him.

It is a matter for satisfaction that since the time | have known Sinnathamby
Uncle, there have been no occasions when we have disagreed or argued. | have "m.:
never been admonished by him. | thank God for making me a good nephew to "
my Uncle. ".
It is my fervent prayer that God bless Sinnathamby Uncle and keep him
healthy in body and soul so that we will continue to enjoy his presence among
us, his kith and kin and his several friends for many more years to come. :

It is through the historical perspective that we can visualise the life and times that this
gentleman lived, his achievements and his stature among his community.

Educated in a cloistered Catholic environment with the Oblate missionaries, many
from France, he would have been nurtured in faith and morals from his early child-
hood.

Having had his early education at St.Anthony’s Pre-school at Mathagal, he moved
on to higher studies at St.Henry’s College,lllavalai, a prime Catholic institution in the
Jaffna Peninsula.

Education at that time was more than learning the 3 R’s — Reading, Writing and Arith-
metic. It was character building. He was imbued with values, tradition and custom
which stood him the test of time over these 100 years.

In the 1918’s we see the end of the First World War and the rebuilding effort at resto-
ration of normal life in Colonial Ceylon. It was expected that he would have experi-
enced much

austerity in his childhood years, but it would have given him an understanding of use
of his talents to aspire to a higher lifestyle after completing his secondary education.

Work in those days was on merit, but to get a position of trust was more than reliant
on family upbringing. It was on the basis of diligence and arduous engagement.

His first work assignment was as a Clerical Officer at a premier Bank in Jaffna, Bank
of Ceylon. He was promoted to the Colombo branch and worked at several of their of-
fices, at Maradana and completed his banking career holding a higher status at Bank
of Ceylon, Talaimannar.

In his working environment he must have had many business relationships and must
have benefitted from the association of many friends, which he had cultivated over the
years.

The hard work, honesty, dignity earned him the respect he deserved in his retire-
ment. His meticulous dress sense and courteous behaviour during in working career
continued through his retirement.

Many of his Tamil cultural traditions he was able to explore. He was endowed wit
good health and social graces which made him respected and a gentlemen in retire-
ment in his community.
