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MESSAGE FROM THE CHAIRPERSON

Dear friends,

After twenty years of coping with the consequences of limb loss caused by traumatic and other
causes and with finding remedies robust enough to effectively address the challenging needs of
our organization and that of our disabled clients, 1, in my capacity as chairperson and honorary
project director, have a personal pride and pleasure to present to you all very briefly our
achievements, our work and our expectations.

Psychologists say that the trauma of a person losing his/her limb is more than that of losing the
nearest of his/her kith or kin. For twenty years we have cared and shared this kind of trauma,
which thousands of innocent victims underwent and are undergoing as a result of a long
prolonging ethnic war. We are now in our 21st year of humanitarian service to the differently
abled community in the North of Sri Lanka.

During the eighteen years of my association with the organization's activities, | have steered the
project for fifteen years as its honorary director. In the discharge of my duties, | have had 100%
support from my dedicated colleagues in the Board of Management, from an efficient
administrative staff and from a competenf workforce in the technical side, some of whom are our
differently abled clients.

Our centre offers prosthetic and orthotic care; mobility equipments; physiotherapy services;
outreach care; economic and psycho-social rehabilitation opportunities; peer group support;
advocacy;, employment placement etc. Net working with UN agencies for mine disaster
survivors is also a salient feature of our project.

We could not have reached this pride of place as a disability service provider without the
resources and the willing commitment of individuals, associations, charities and missions. We
had little support from the government. In our formative years NORAD met most of our
operational expenses. Subsequently other funding organisations, foreign funding agencies that
had support from their own respective governments, service organisations, Tamil organisations
from overseas, business leaders and the Tamil Diaspora have helped us with our financial
needs. Of late, significant roles were played by the International Committee of the Red Cross
(ICRC), Motivation Charitable Trust (a UK based charity) USAID and CIDA to balance our
slender budgets and build our capacity development by way of technical output; technical and
physiotherapy training overseas at appropriate institutions; best practices guidance; class
leadership tips; sustainability solutions and fund raising.
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USAID had been financing an appreciable share of our working expenses for a long time. The
necessary funds were channelled to us through 'MOTIVATION' with whom we were the local
partners for their Disability Support Programme that had USAID funding. At the close of our
partnership, USAID funding also ceased. We had to look for alternate sources. Our ability to run
on our own is beyond our means on account of our ever increasing disabled clients.

The war situation in the North was a set back to our forward march. The transport facilities were
disrupted following the closure of the main trunk road - A9. This resulted in difficulties of getting
our raw materials from Colombo, which created shortage of raw materials. Funding agencies
showed hesitancy in financing us. It was at a critical hour the ICRC entered forthe second time to
extend their willing hands of support to our project. With ICRC help and moral support some of
our problems have been overcome. We also fervently hope that our liaising with an international
mission of the calibre of the ICRC will dispel the fears of some funding agencies to finance us.

We therefore humbly appeal to all friends of our programme to have confidence in us and to
extend to us financial support, so that we in turn could empower our disabled clients to be once
more contributing members to their families and to the society they live in.

We thank all our benefactors for the trust and faith they have placed in us and helped us so
generously. We earnestly look forward that they will continue with their assistance without any
reservation to empower us to continue with our humanitarian programme.

It gives me great pleasure to be associated with the 20th year celebrations of the Jaffna Jaipur
Centre for Disability Rehabilitation (JJCDR) and sending this message. The JJCDR is
completing the noble 20th year of service on the 1st of July, 2007 amidst the trials and
turbulences. Those who cherish humanity and human values will no doubt be happy to know
about the services performed at the JUCDR. This is an opportunity for the entire donors to come
together & cherish the fond memories. It is the spirit of unity among all well wishers, donors &
tremendous sacrifices and devotion of the staff that has always contributed to make this
institution a success in the history of Jaffna.

Looking back at the dawn of the Jaipur foot programme in Jaffna, Central committee of the
Mother's front has appointed a board of management on the 15th of September 1986 to form a
branch of Colombo Friend-in-Need society realizing the ever increasing demand for the artificial
limbs in Jaffna peninsula due to war & other reasons. The Jaipur foot programme is concerned
mainly in the rehabilitation of these people who had lost their limbs. On the 6th of December,
1986 the inaugural meeting was held at the Y.M.C.A hall in Jaffna with attendances from
Colombo head office. Two trainees both of them are disabled persons were selected for training
initially at Jaffna Technical Institute & then in Colombo for 6 months.

On the 1st of July 1987, the workshop commenced production with a works manager. This was
formally declared opened as Jaipur Foot Programme, Jaffna by Mrs. Swarna Ferdinand, Project
Secretary of the Colombo Friend-in-Need society. The produce was artificial limbs on the
concept of Jaipur foot limb innovated by Professor Sethi of Jaipur. This undoubtedly is the most
humanitarian project undertaken by the Colombo FINS & its Jaffna branch. But due to the war
the workshop ceased to function between October 1987 and December 1987. The entire project
was initially sponsored by Mr. Hutchison from NORAD. As the time evolved with relocation, the
services of the Jaipur foot programme expanded. In July 1989 the Mobility workshop initiated by
Handicap International commenced production of low cost wheelchairs and fricycles.
Physiotherapy services were provided in the same year. Meanwhile the orthotic devices for the
differently abled were also produced as another milestone. From 1993 the foot pieces were
produced in Jaffna. At the completion of 10th year of this programme 1540 limbs were fitted for
the amputees of which majority were due to blast or other war related injuries.

This programme emerged in to Jaffna Jaipur Centre for Disability Rehabilitation (JJCDR) in
November 2002 with full autonomous powers & expanded services. At present with the initiative
of International Committee of Red Cross (ICRC) JJCDR uses polypropylene - thermo formable
plastics to produce artificial limbs. The modern polypropylene limbs are produced in par with
good old aluminium Jaipur foot for the amputee to choose the option. Another mile stone is the
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introduction of revolving loans to the limb users for their economic rehabilitation & educational
grants given monthly to school going children who are limb users.

The statistics of the JJCDR spans widely & speaks the truth silently. Up to December 2006 a total
of 3959 limbs were produced and fitted which include the newest polypropylene technology.
Together 3441 mobility devices such as tricycles, wheel chairs, walkers, crutches were
produced & issued to the needy. Around 946 various orthotic devices were provided which
enable the differently abled to be on their own & relieved the burden on the community. 9365
physiotherapy follow-up services were given. The above facts speak themselves about the
services that has restored number of youths to normalcy who otherwise would have been in
despair for the rest of their life.

Special training of the staff and technical support was given by the expatriate consultants of the
ICRC & Motivation. Also overseas training was given to some of the staff in the prosthetic,
mobility & physiotherapy sections thus enhancing their knowledge & technology.

| recall with gladness my association with JJCDR & especially with the differently abled who
benefited from this centre. During the past four years | have seen the zealous and enthusiastic
efforts of the staff & the associates in bringing the best out of everything what ever they take over.
It is a treasure to have this centre right in Jaffna to serve the needy in the peninsula and to
Kilinochchi, Mullaitivu & Vavuniya as well.

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REVIEW REPORT 1999-2007

The Board of Management of Jaffna Jaipur Centre for Disability Rehabilitation (JJCDR) submit
with pleasure the review report for the period 1999 to 2007. The work performance with
advanced technology in the prosthetic and orthotic section and in all our activities in the mobility
section to the differently abled is remarkable. During the period under review, the volume of
production had steadily increased with supply of high quality prosthesis, orthortics using
polypropylene technology and special devices thereby satisfying the needs of the differently
abled. Various obstacles faced by the centre including scarcity of materials locally due to closure
ofthe trunk road (A9) to and from the south and resultant escalation in prices of materials needed
for assistive devices. However, production of assistive devices and quality were maintained.
Statistics of all our activities appear elsewhere in this report.

In 1999 ICRC sponsored the advanced polypropylene technology, by providing machinery,
equipment, materials, expatriate consultant service and training to the technicians locally and
short term training abroad. Their four year term of assistance ended in 2003. Details of overseas
training by ICRC, technical training and study tour provided by USAID are mentioned under the
chronology of events published elsewhere in this report.

With the help of the main donor - USAID funding most of our activities through Colombo Friend-
in-Need Society and from April 2002 till March 2007 through Motivation Trust, donations from Sri
Lankan based Tamil associations abroad and other well wishers overseas and locally, paved the
way to strengthen our other activities effectively. Motivation who monitored our activities for the
period April 2002 to March 2007 conducted workshops in Colombo which were mostly
participated by the project officer, some of which are fund raising, patient database system and
employment placement. Workshops were also arranged by Motivation which was conducted in
Jaffna by PASS consultants (PVT) Ltd., Colombo in strategic management, operational
management, quality control and accounting & financial management which were participated
by members of the board of management and staff.

Several activities initiated by Motivation were not completed due to abnormal situation in Jaffna
and resultant difficulties encountered in travelling between Colombo and Jaffna by our staff and
Motivation expatriates.

Prosthetic and Orthotic Section

With the training provided to the technicians abroad and the three year certificate course to the
sectional manager and the female technician in Vietcot Vietnam, the prosthetic and orthotic
sections have contributed in production of high quality prosthesis and orthosis using advanced

polypropylene technology to the differently abled. )
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Mobility Section

The advanced technology in wheel chair production gained by the sectional manager in 'Tatcot'
Tanzania and Technicians in Motivation Colombo are contributory factors in furthering their
specialised production of high quality wheel chairs. Also quality tricycles, walkers, crutches and
other assistive devices are being produced in this section. Notable creations by the sectional
manager are power operated tricycle, wheelchair and walker with alarm device for the benefit of
people with defective vision.

Physiotherapy Section

Physiotherapy services are essential for overall success in the prosthetic, orthotic and mobility
sections. With USAID funding overseas training was given to two Rehabilitation Therapy
Assistants for one year in 'Mobility India' Bangalore. This training has contributed to enhance
theirknowledge further in the field of physiotherapy and is an asset to the differently abled.

Two Rehabilitation Therapy Assistants visit the Teaching hospital Jaffna, (where most of the
amputations are done) on every Saturday to see the amputated patients in the surgical wards
advise them about stump care etc., so that prosthesis can be fitted as early as possible.

Surgeon's Monthly Visit

Dr. D. C. Ambalavanar, senior lecturer & consultant surgeon, Teaching Hospital, Jaffna,
extended his honorary services to the differently abled by his monthly visit to our centre to see
the patients and suggest the corrective devices to be fitted for them, left for the UK in December
2003.

At present Dr. K. Umapathy visiting orthopaedic surgeon of Teaching Hospital, Jaffna continues
with the noble task of assessing the differently abled who are amputees, victims of polio and
those of congenital deformities.

The monthly visit of the orthopaedic surgeon suggesting modified prosthesis and other special
devices for those with congenital deformities and polio victims lead them in the correct path. His
honorary services are a blessing for the differently abled.

Rehab Field Assistance

Since August 2004, UNICEF sponsored project of Rehabilitation Assistants field visits to help
those affected due to mines, other war related causes and others is another worthy activity. Their
home visits to the amputees about demonstration of proper bandaging and how a limb should be
kept in healthy condition by the affected clients, monitored by a co-ordinator have contributed for
early fitting of prosthesis. Those affected due to congenital deformities, polio and other causes
are referred to the centre for supply of orthotic devices. Those who need orthopaedic surgeon's
consultation are seen at his monthly visit, who suggests corrective orthotic devices or refer to
Teaching Hospital Jaffna for further treatment. The field visits by the Rehabilitation Field
Assistants have helped the differently abled to regain normal life.
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Economic Rehabilitation

Rehabilitation services by way of physical rehabilitation is further complemented by assisting
them financially by way of a revolving micro credit scheme. Prior to 2001 an interest free loan of
Rs. 2,500/- was given to the differently abled for income generation activities. In 2001 UNHCR
granted a substantial amount to give a maximum loan of Rs. 10,000/- for the needy to enhance
their earning capacity without depending solely on others for their livelihood. With the present
tense situation in the North the quantum of differently abled who need rehabilitation services
increases each year. Existing assistance is far below the growing demand. UNHCR has now
approved a maximum loan of Rs. 25,000/-. This will no doubt help the differently abled to
enhance their earning capacity furtherto reach a level of economic independence

Educational Grant

The monthly educational grant of Rs. 500/- given to the differently abled school going children to
meet their educational expenses for furtherance of their studies is another step in helping the
young differently abled. The funds for this activity are met from donations received from well
wishers.

Sports

The differently abled are all encouraged including children to demonstrate that disability is not
inability. In the midst of uncertainty and tense situation in the North, sports festivals were held in
order to exhibit their talent. Track and field events were conducted. Equal opportunities for males
and females are afforded for optimum participation. On several occasions bicycle, tricycle road
races, cultural programmes including dance recitals were also conducted. The recent one was
the bicycle road race for both males and females held to commemorate the International Mine
Action Day 2006 on 4th April. Fabulous cash prizes were given for the winners. Cash prizes were
given to all with a view to encourage those who participated in different events.

Exhibition

To create public awareness of the services provided by JICDR for the betterment of the
physically challenged, exhibition (free of charge) were held in 2001 and 2007. Due to the keen
interest and enthusiasm of the younger generation especially school going children, the
exhibition was extended on both these occasions

Productions and services provided to the differently abled especially the modernised designed
new creation of mobility devices were displayed. These were exhibited with a view to afford
selection of products to suit the comforts of the differently abled.

ICRC- JJCDR Project

USAID Motivation support to our centre ended in March 2007 on completion of five year term.
Project proposals were submitted to ICRC and several other international organisations, for
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technical and financial support to continue our activities for the differently abled. ICRC has come
forward to continue their support technically and financially. The memorandum of understanding
with ICRC-JJCDR was signed on 29.10.2007. The expatriate consultant Mr. Emmanouli
Kokkiniotis and Head of ICRC - JUJCDR project has already taken swift action to transport our
purchased materials which were lying in Colombo for want of transporters. Aimost all of our
purchases were transported from Colombo by Air, except inflammable items which are to be sent
by seain the nearfuture. ICRC's presence for the second term of their collaborated assistance to
JJCDR will no doubt improve further access for the differently abled to good quality prosthesis,
orthosis and mobility devices. We are confident that the ICRC's humanitarian support to the
differently abled will continue for several more years.

ADMINISTRATIVE SECRETARY

During the period 1999 to 2007 our centre has achieved in producing good quality prostheses,
orthoses, and mobility devices using modern technology, and providing efficient physiotherapy
services to the differently abled. Our collaboration with the UN agencies and international
organizations in successfully implementing the projects with utmost satisfaction to the donors
and clients are remarkable. With the advent of advanced technology, we have kept in pace
computerising our important activities. In spite of the limited availability of computers,
achievements in this field are much appreciable. A note worthy activity is the creation of Data
base entry of all clients.

Regarding donations received, special mention has to be made of several young individuals
abroad who with their parents and well wishers have raised funds for the cause of the differently
abled by organising Bharatha Natya recitals. Some of whom worth mentioning are
Miss.Shobana Balaratnam of middx, UK, organized by the Tamil Union of Herts and Miss
Sinthuja Magalingam of Los Gabos, USA organized by the Tamil Association of Northern
California. The appreciable gesture of the school going children of Luxemburg and Pre - school
children of young minds of Colpetty, Colombo - 03, with their parents, Principal and staff need
specialthanksfortheircontributions made on numerous occasions.

USAID the main funding agent, who funded 60% of our activities, channelled their funding from
March 2002 till March 2007 through Motivation- a UK based NGO. From September 2005, we
had difficulties in getting the one hundred percent ('1 00%) reimbursement for our productions.
Motivation approved the reimbursement ranging from 80% to 36% for the project period
September 2005 to March 2007. After persistent agitation we were able to receive the 100%
reimbursement except for the period September 2005 to November 2005 which was at 80%.

During the last ten years much development was possible due to the unstinted cooperation
extended by the dedicated staffin the administration and all other sectors. Meaningful steps are
being made by the board of management to raise the living standard of the staff to be a
contended work force and thereby achieve optimum output.

Our current problem is transport of raw materials from Colombo. If the required raw materials are
made available, the production will grow to meet the needs of many.

Given below is alist of our products:

Tricycles, wheelchairs folding, unfolding, with commode facilities, walkers including adjustable
devices, special walkers for the visually handicapped, white canes, arm and elbow crutches,
walking aids including adjustable walking sticks, power operated tricycles and wheelchairs.

We take pride in mentioning that the battery operated wheelchair received the first prize in the
exhibition organised recently by the Department of Industries.

Helping us to improve the institution for the benefit of the physically challenged was the training
given in Colombo and abroad to the Technical staff, funded by USAID through motivation the
monitoring organisation of the USAID project. In addition to training locally and abroad, valuable
tools and equipments were donated to us, which help us to provide quality products.

The secret of our success is the cooperation and dedication by the workers together with the
encouragement lent by the administration and by the board of management of our centre.
