He had the capacity to have helped
in the training of doctors and other medical and para medical personnel in
the field of microbiology and to bring them up to date with the most recent
international developments in this field. His premature demise is a great loss
to the health services of Jafina.

I do feel a personal sense of loss as he was a humble and friendly
person who retained human values despite his professional advancement.
He was not interested in making money but rather in serving patients and the
people. Atatime when the country is short of microbiologists he would have
strenghtened our profession and filled the void in the North.

[ express my deepest sympathics to his wife Dr. (Mrs.) Vani Pillai and
the children Bhanugoban, Barath Umasanger and Chenthuran and hope that
they too will follow his excellent example in the service of humanity.

My acquaintence with Dr.R.U.Pillai was all too briefin view of his tragic
and unexpected death. He was a neighbour while he was in Jaffna as he
stayed at the University Guest House while [ was in the annexe. Even so |
met him only briefly a couple of times due to the nature of our work.

From our conversations I came io realise that he had a sincere desire to
work in the Faculty of Medicine in the Department of Micro biology. Why
also would to have left his family and come to JafIna. His interset in teaching
was evident from his queries to me regarding references to certain mosquitoes
buteven this had him analysing the prevalence of the different strains present!
While in hospital too he was trying to find a bacteriological cause for his
Ulness. It is ironic that one of the glaring deficiencies in Jaffna is the lack of a
good Bacteriology service which might have proved helpful in his case too.

His attachment to his family was obvious. When | visited him in hospital
soon after his admission he was trying to downplay his illness but wondered
whether he felt worse because of home sickness. From his wife [ learned of
how supportive he has been to her and the children.

He will be sorely missed by his family for whom his loss will be ever felt.
The medical faculty which is already suffering from shortages of staff will
also miss his presence. His death however may prove amotivator to students
to dedicate themselves to join and serve the faculty themselves.

The news of the untimely death of Dr.R.Ukkiraperuvaluthipillai
on 23rd December 2000 after a very brief illness was met with
great shock and sadness by all his friends and colleagues. I met
Ukki ( as he was fondly called ) for the first time in 1968 when
we entered the Dental School of University of Ceylon
(Peradeniya Campus ). He met me in my surgery in Colombo
again on the 12th December 2000 for the last time to say goodbye
as he was leaving for Jaffna to take up an appointment as a Senior
Lecturer in the Microbiology Department of the Faculty of
Medicine. Providentially he told me that this could be the last
time he will meet with me. He was a good family man and he
spoke to me about his children. He wanted me to request my
wife ( who is a physician ) to attend to the medical needs of his
wife.

At this meeting he gave me a scientific paper he had written
requesting me to have it published in one of the Dental Journal
in Sri Lanka. He had on earlier occasions published his works in
the Journal.

(PERADENIYA). After serving the Department of Health for a short
time he obtained his Diploma in Virology and Diploma in Tropical
Medicine in Sri Lanka.

I first came to know him in 1990, when I was the Director of North
Lanka Medical College (Private). He came to me with a letter from my
father introducing Dr. Pillai as his friend’s son and to offer hima lecturer post
4t N.L.M.C. 1 took him as a lecturer in Anatomy, though there were four
others in the Anatomy Department, including a Professor and Senior lecturer.
Later on, he proved to be the best out of the lotand students liked his art of
teaching much better than other Lecturers, who were more qu alified and
experienced than Dr. Pillai. Why. he proved to be a good lecturer was that.
he came down to the level of the students and taught them. He conducted
lecturers and Tutorials even on Saturday, Sunday and on Public holidays and
students could clear any doubts without any fear. So, the students at N.L. M.C
loved hima lot.

In 1991, he left for UK. to do Post Graduate studies. He continued to
correspond with me with his progress in his studies. He did Diploma in
Parasitilogy at the Tropical School of Medicine in London. In addition he did
M Sc. in Microbiology and M.Se. in Virology. Later on, he was interested in
Pathology and did MRCP Pathology and got through the Part ] Examination.
When he was preparing for the Part Il Examination, he got in touch with me
with the intention of getting a suitable post in the Jaffna Medical Faculty. On
my suggestion, he applied to the Medical Faculty of the Jaffna University.
With great difficulties, [ got him selected as a Senior Lecturer in Microbiology.
Thanks to Vice-Chancellor and the Former Dean of the Medical Faculty
namely. Dr.Prasad who were very keen to select him. He was qualified and
competent to teach Microbiology, Parasitilogy and Pathology. I thought with
his selection, the shortage of staff in the Medical Faculty will be easedtoa
certain extent. Though he was selected. it took sometime for him to wind-up
in UK. He came here on 30th November, 2000. He had to wait in Colombo
for sometime to clear his books and clothes which he sent by ship. As there
was delay in clearing, he was impatient and told me, that the students are
waiting for him. However he flew to Jaffna on 10th December. 2000. I had
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made all the arrangements for his stay in the Doctor’s quarters in Jaffha.
Though he was in the Faculty for a very short time, he had impressed on the
students as a good teacher and had become popular among them. This was
amply demonstrated by the Medical students’ Union who not only organised
his funeral but also made arrangements to keep his body at a Medical Faculty.
where a short ceremony was held. | am sure. had he lived he would have
proved to the asset to the Medical Faculty. He has told the Dean and me,
that he would try to get lecturers from U.K. to the Medical Faculty. Jaffna
Medical Faculty has not been fortunate to have his services.

When he was in Colombo, he was offered a post in the Colombo Medical
Faculty and also at Medical Faculty, Peradeniya as Senior lecturer in
Microbiology, which he turned down. He could have accepted those posts
and remained in Colombo with his family. But he opted to go to Jaffha as he
was interested in the students of Jaffna. The Dean of the Colombo Medical
Faculty, who 1s also the Professor of Microbiology had commented that Dr.
Pillai 1s more qualified than some of the lecturers in the Microbiology
Department. I am sure, that he is one of the most highly qualified in
Microbiology in the Medical Faculties in Sri Lanka.

When I heard the bad news on that Saturday morning, I could not
believe it and later, when it was confirmed I was terribly upset and spent the
day mourning. Dr.(Mrs.) Pillai phoned me and asked me to make all
arrangements for her and eldest son to go to Jaftna for the funeral. Though it
was a Saturday and hence all the offices were closed, I managed to get the
officers of the Ministry of Defence, Joint operations Head Quarters, Air
Force Head Quarters at their residences and got clearance and ultimately
sent them to Jaffna on the same Saturday evening by Service Flight. My
thanks to these officers who helped me at very short notice.

His death is not only a personal loss to me but also a big loss to my
brother’s family in UK., where Dr. Pillai was in and out of their house almost
daily.
