In camparing the fresh-water leech to the embryo at
the ‘alaqah’ stage, Professor Keith Moore found a great
similarity between the two.

the embryo acquires the appearance of a biood clot, in
addition to the leech-like appearance. Both descriptions
are miraculously given by a single Quranic word
‘alagah’.

How could Muhammed (sal) have possibly known that
by himself? Professor Moore also studied the embryo
at the ‘Mudgah™ (chewed-like substance) stage. He took
a piece of raw clay and chewed it in his mouth, then
compared it with a picture of the embryo at the ‘mudgah’
stage.

And whosoever of you is ill or has and ailment
in his scalp (Necessitating shaving), he must pay a
Fidyah (ransom) of either observing Saum (fasts) (three
days) or giving sadaqah (charity - feeding six poor
persons) or offering sacrifice (one sheep). Then if you
are in safety and whosoever performs the Umrah in the
months of Haj, before (performing) the Haj, (Haj at -
Tamattu and Al-Qiran), he must slaughter a Hady such
as he can afford, but if he cannot afford it, he should
observe Saum (fasts) three days during the Haj and
seven days after he return (to his home), making ten
days in all. This is for him whose family is not present at
Masjidul Haram (Non- resident of Makkah). And fear Allah
much and know that Allah is Severe in punishment”.

“The Haj is (in) the well-known months. So whosocever
intends to perform Haj therein (by assuming Ihramy}, then
he should not have sexual relations (with his wife), nor
commit sin, nor dispute unjustly during the Haj. And

whatever good you do, (be sure) Allah knows it. And take a
provision (with you) for the journey, but the best provision
is Al-Tagwa (piety) so fear Me, O men of understanding!”

“There is no sin on you if you seek the Bounty of your
Lord (during pilgrimage by trading). Then when you leave
Arafat, remember Allah (by glorifying His Praises) at the
Mash’ar al-Haram (Muzdal‘ifa), And remember Him (by
invoking Allah for all good.) as He has guided you, and
verily, you were, before, of those who were astray.

Gold & Pure Silk haram for Men

Beautification and elegance are not merely permitted
But are required by Islam, and in general it repudiates
and attempts to prohibit them. Allah says:

“Say: who has forbidden the adornment of Allah
which He has brought forth for His servants, and
the good things of His providing?” (Quran 7:32)

Islam has, however prohibited two kinds of adornment
for men, while permitting them to women. These are,
gold and clothing made of pure Silk. Ali (Ral) reported
that the Prophet (sal) took some silk in his right hand
and some gold in his left, declaring:

“These two are haram for the males among my
followers, but halal for their females”. (Abu Dawud,
Ahmed, Al-Nasai, ibn majah)

Omar (Ral) reported that he heard the Prophet (sal)
say:

“Do not wear silk, for those who wear it in this life
shall not wear it in the Hereafter”. (Sahih al-
Bukhari, Muslim)

The Prophet (sal) once saw a gold ring on aman’s hand.
He immediately took it from him and threw it down
saying;

“Does a person pick up a piece of burning coal
and hold it in his hand?” After the Prophet (sal)
had left the place, someone told the man, ‘Why do
you not pick it up and benefit from it’ He replied, °
No, by Allah! | shall not pick it up after the Messener
of Allah (sal) has thrown it away’. (Sahih Muslim)

The Prophet (sal) howerer, permitted men to wear silver
ring. On the authority of Ibn Omar (Ral), al-Bukhari
reported that The Messenger of Allah (sal) wore a silver
ring. After him, Abu Baker (Ral) and then Omar (Ral)
and Uthman (Ral) wore it, until it fell off his finger into
the well of Arees.

The Prophet (sal) made concessions in the wearing
of silken garments for medical reasons, as he gave
Abdul Rahman ibn Auf (Ral) and Zubair ibn Awwam
(Ral), both of whom suffered from scabies,
permission to wear silk. (Sahih al-Bukhari)

Women has been exempted from this prohibition out of
consideration for her feminine nature, as the love of

jewellery and ornaments is quite natural and becorhih‘g
for awoman. However, she is not to use her adornments
to attract men and arouse their sexual desires.
According to a hadith;

“When a woman puts on perfume and goes among
people so that its scent reaches them, she is an
adulteress, and any eye which is attracted to her is
that of an adulterer”. (al-Nasai, Ibn Khazima, Ibn
Habban)

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- Who were the Sasanians and what did the Abbasid

learn from them?

Baghdad was the inheritor of the vast pre-Islamic
Sasanian Persian Empire. The Abbasids adopted
many administrative policies the Persians had
employed and one of these was the Sasanian
practice of meticulous record keeping.

What did the warraqun supply to the Abbasid state?

The warraqun, consequently supplied (rizmah)
reams of paper.

What did some of Baghdad s book shops
resemble?

Many warragun were active manuscript copyists
and were involved in translation. Others permitted
their customers to read the books they had in stock,
thus acting like private research libraries. In many
ways, they resembled the very best bookshops of
today that offer their patrons comfortable reading
areas.

What was Al-Khwarizmi’s contribution to
mathematics?

These were exceptional times in the history of world
civilization. While books were being translated
faster than ever before, Muslim scientists were
also making original contributions to human
knowledge. Al-Khwarizmi, for example,
synthesized the Hindu concept of reckoning using
numerals. His groundbreaking work, Al Maqalah fi
Hisab al-Jabr wa-I-Muqabilah, written in baghdad
around the year 825, made the term ‘algebra’ a
household word while the author himself is
immortalized in the term ‘algorithm’ Mathematical
calculations using the new ‘Arabic numerals’ could
now be completed on paper, thus eliminating the
need for the cumbersome ‘finger - reckoning’.

When was paper first manufactured in Cairo?

It took several centuries for the secret of
papermaking to reach Europe. But the first for
knowledge was so great in ‘Dar al-Islam’ that paper
mills had beed established in Damascus by the
year 800. A century later, Fustat (Cairo) had
replaced its once lucrative papyrus (Qirtas-in Arbic)
Monopoly with paper production.

One of the first Madarasa Al-Azhar university and
Mosque founded by the Fatimid Caliphs, in 10th
Century.

What two cities of islamic learning in North Africa
became papermaking centres?

By the 11th century, Qayrawan (in Tunisia). and
Fez (in Morocco) were both manufacturing paper
to meet the growing demand for private libraries

Where and when was the first paper mill
established in Europe?

The end of 11th century, papermakers crossed over
the strait of Gibraltar and arrived in Andalus, Muslim
Spain. The first paper mill in Europe was
established at Jativa, a town close to valencia. With
ready supply of paper available, the large Muslim
population of spain could now finally access
dozens of public libraries that acquired copies of
all new books being produced. Copyists would also
now be available to meet the popular demand for
Qurans and collections of Hadith.

Compare the new libraries of Andalus with those
found in the rest of Europe?

While Andalus soon boasted outstanding private
and public libraries containing unique and sizeable
holdings, it would have been impossible to find one
comparable library in all of the Europe. Andalus,
with its literate book-loving population of Christians,
Jews and Muslims, became a beacon which soon
attracted seekers of knowledge from well beyond
its border.

Why were some Europeans reluctant to use paper
extensively?

The use of paper was disfavoured by the Christian
world who saw it as a symbol of Muslim culture.
So, the rest of Europe continued the labour -
intensive production of parchment and languished
in ignorance. Muslim Spain, along with the rest of
Dar al-Islam, advanced by embracing the new
technology and the culture of the book.

Australia

Eyeing the chance of getting a share of the booming
Islamic finance industry, an Australian firm is planning
to launch a shari’ah compliant fund to enable Muslims
to save for retirement. Talal Yassine, the managing
director of the Australian fund management crescent
wealth, told Reuters, “The first Islamic pension fund
would be launched by December 2012, which will
allocate between 15 to 30 percent of it in property. The
fund will also planned to invest in property asset on
Australia’s east coast as well as in real state investment
trusts. It also allocate money to Australian and
international equities and cash management products.
The pension fund will initially target domestic investors
but will be open to international ones. Steady cashflows
from property investment are attractive to a lot of
investors especially in the Shari’ah space, he said.

German court ban circumcision

A court in Western Germany has ban the circumcision.
The court ruling followed the circumcision of a four-year
old Muslim boy by a German doctor on his parent’s wish.
The court ruling said the four year boy was not old enough
to consent to have part of his body removed permanently
and his parents should have let him decide when he got
older.

Thousands of young boys are circumcised every year in
Germany, in Jewish and Muslim communities. The world
Health Organization has estimated that nearly one in three
males under fifteen is circumcised. In the United States,
circumcision is often performed for hygienic reasons on
infants. “We have to be clear: religious tradions are
protected in Germany. The free exercise of religion is
also protected in Germany” German foreign minister
Guido Westerwell, said.

Haj iPhone to guide pilgrims

A German Muslim computer scientist has developed a
new smartphone application to help millions of pilgrims
to find their way in the Holy city of Makkah for Hajj and

had a navigation device that could also be a religious
guide.” Habibur Rahman Dastakeer, a graduate from
computer science department in Stuttgart University, told
Global Post. Finishing the hajj iPhone app, it is now
available in Turkish, English, Arabic, and German sofar,
and Dastakeer plans to translate it into other languages
soon. The young German Muslim Dastaker also travelled
to Saudi Arabia as a part of business delegation. It took
over two years to develope the Amir app, named for the
Arabic word for the guide. It also help pilgrims to know
what and where the rituals have to be performed.

One of them is launch of an
OIC satellite channel to exchange information and news
of the Muslim world and project the true picture of Islam”,
OIC secretary General Ekmeleddin Ihsanoglu, said at a
conference of the 9th session of the Islamic conference
of Information Minister’s in Libreville, Gabon.

100 years of Islamic Law

3 Austrian government has celebrated with its Muslim
} community the 100th anniversary of issuing a law to

recognize Islam as an official law in the European country.
Austria is a model in Europe in dealing with Islam. The
Austrian Muslims are also a European model”, vienna
city councitor, Omar al-Rawi, told BBC.

The law gives muslims the same rights as other officially
recognized religions in Austria. The law also guarantees
Muslims in the country all the rights including religious
education in state schools, administration of internal
affairs and public worship. It was brought into force in
1912, under the Habsburg Empror Franz Joseph, as
result of Austria’s annexation of Bosnia - Hercegovina.
Marking the aniversary, senior members of the Austrian
government and the country’s Islamic community
attended a mosque ceremony.

Austrian Muslims are estimated at about half a million,
nearly 6 percent of Austria’s 8 million population. About
60,000 children take part in Islamic religious education
classes in Austrian state schools. Islam is the second-
largest religious group after Roman Catholicism.

Muslims fighting for Halal Meat

Finding Halal meat is one of the most problematic issues
for European Muslims. Similar to Judaism, Islam
decrees upon practising Muslims to eat only the meat
of animals slaughtered according to Islamic rituals.
Anything other than this ig not edible for Muslims.
However, slaughtering animals is considered to be
inhuman by animal welfare Organizations, thus the
issue becomes a matter of tension between Muslims
and the host communities. According to reports the
french veterinary Ph.D. Professor Bill Reilly has
criticised the rise in slaughtering animals, according to
the religious laws, and suggested it should be either
curbed or banned. This sparked a harsh reaction from
Muslim community.

ISSUE : | have been informed that our parents were
unable to perform Haj, we can perform Haj on their
behalf. Is this correct?

ANSWER : “Haj is a duty that mankind owes to Allah. ..
(Quran 3:97) This verse states that a person who can
afford to do Haj, should do so. It is not conditional that
Haj must first be performed on behalf of parents. If Haj
was compulsory on the parents, it was their duty to
perform it, but it would not be obligatory if their
circumstances did not allow. If someone wished to do
Haj on behalf of his parents because they had a good
reason for being unable, then he should perform his
own Haj first, before he does Haj on behalf of theirs.
(Moulana Mahmood A.Mirpuri)

ISSUE : The Prophet Muhammed (sal) by himself
slaughter any sacrifice animal?

ANSWER : Anas bin Malik (Ral) narrated: The Prophet
(sal) offered as sacrifices, two horned rams, black and
white in colour. He slaughtered them with his own hands
and mentioned Allah’s name over them and said ‘Takbir’
(Bismillah Allahu Akbar) and put his foot on their sides.
(Sahih al-Bukhari)

ISSUE : Pre-Islamic time people eating donkey meat,
when was this stopped?

ANSWER : Jabir bin Abdullah (Ral) narrated : On the
day of the battle of Khaibar, Allah’s Messenger (sal)

forbade the eating of donkey meat and allowed the eating...

of horse meat. (Sahih al-Bukhari)

ISSUE : If someone fallen sick which surah should
he recite to get well soon?

ANSWER : Aisha (Ral) narrated : Whenever Allah’s
Messenger (sal) became sick, he would recite
‘Mu'awwidhat’ (Surat Al-Falaq and Surat An - Nas) and
then blow his breath over his body. When he became
seriously ill, | used to recite (these two surah) and rub
his hands over his body hoping for its blessings. (Sahih
al-Bukhari)

ISSUE : | was praying the Dhuha prayer in my house,
and after | had made the first Takbir and recited Al-

Fathiha, Someone knocked on the door, so | made the
Taslim and opened the door. Then I returned and prayed
again, making the Takbir from the beginning. Shouid |
make any expiation for it?

ANSWER : There is no objection to breaking off the
prayer - even if it were an obligatory prayer for some
necessity, such as you have mentioned. Because the
person knocking on the door may raise his voice or
knock louder or even bang on the door, which will cause
annoyance and prevent one from performing prayer in
the required manner. As for breaking off the prayer
without necessity, it is not permissable, but if a person
did so and then repeated the prayer, then there is no
sin upon him Allah willing - and there is no expiation
required, except to regret it and turn in repentance to
Allah. (Sheikh Ibn Jibreen)

ISSUE : | had sex with my wife, then | got up and made
‘Ghusal’ and prayed the Fajar prayer. Is it permissible
for me to return to sleep on the same mattress on which
I'had sex with my wife, and cover myself with the same
cover?

ANSWER : Semen is clean, and does not make a
person or his mattress impure. ‘Aisha (Ral) said “I| used
to rub it (sperm) from the clothes of the Prophet (sal),
then he would pray in them”. And based upon the fact
that sperm is clean, it is permissible for a man to sleep
on the mattress and to cover himself with the covering
under which he had sex with his wife, and there is no
harm in that. (Sheikh lbn Uthaimin)

ISSUE : If | missed the prayer time and | wish to pray
one prayer with another, for example, | pray ‘Luhar’ with
Asar’, what should | pray first?

ANSWER : You should perform the prayer you have
missed, such as ‘Luhar’ before ‘Asar’ or ‘Maghrib’ before
‘Ish’. Howerver, if you found the people in the mosque
already praying ‘Asar’, you may join with them with the
intention of praying the ‘Luhar’ which you missed, then
pray the ‘Asar’ prayer after it, as both prayers are of
equal length and character. Allah knows best.

Quran in Sinhala language
The completion of translation of the Holy Quran into
Sinhala language by MICH, the philatelic Bureau issued
a 60 cents postage stamp on 17" October 1985.
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Women'’s Position in Islam
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Allah established the ‘Mahar’ as a gift for the woman
upon marriage in response to her innate desire to own
property and in compensation for work opportunities she
may have missed. Given the fact that such opportunities
are often easier for men to avail themselves of than
they are for women. Allah says.

“And give the women (upon marriage) their (bridal) gifts
(‘'mahar’) graciously” (Surah An - Nisa:4).

In addition, Allah forbids the man, be he a father, paternal
uncle, grandfather, brother or anyone else, to make use
of any portion of a woman’s ‘mahar’ for himself. the
only exception to this is a situation in which the woman
chooses willingly to allow someone to enjoy part of her
‘Mahar’. After the above Quranic statement we read,

“But if they give up willingly to you anything of it, then
take it in satisfaction and ease” (Surah An-Nisa : 4)

As a means of providing additional guarantees of the
woman'’s right, the divine Lawgiver warned against the
practice- which was common among men in pre-
Islamic times - of exploiting their capa‘city as guardians
over a girl or woman whose father of husband had died
by exercising control over her fate without taking her
wishes into account. They might, in some cases, even
prevent such a girl or woman from marrying at all in
order to benefit themselves from her Allah-given financial
rights. Aliah says;

“O you who believe, it is not lawful for you to inherit
women by compuision” (Surah An-Nisa : 19).

Immediately following this, Allah warns against a similar
situation, namely, one in which a man who has a wife
whoes company he dislikes and to whom he whould
be obliged to pay a compensatory ‘Mahar’ in the event
that he divorced her. Allah says;

“And do not make difficulties for them in order to take
back part of what you have gave them unless they
commit a clear immorality (adultery). And live with them
in Kindness. For if you dislike them - perhaps you dislike
a thing and Allah makes therein much good”.
(Surah An-Nisa : 19) (by : Dr.M.Sa’id Ramadan al-Buti)

Protect from Allah's curse

Algama (Ral) narrated : Abdullah bin Mas’ud (Ral) said,
“Allah curses those ladies who practise tattooing and
those who get themselves tattooed, and those ladies
who gets their hair (removed from their eyebrows) and
those who make artificial spaces between their teeth in
order to look more beautiful, whereby they change
Allah’s creation”

His saying reached a lady from Bani Asad called Umm
Ya’'qub, who came to Abdullah and said, “ | have come
to know that you have cursed such and such (ladies)?”
He replied, “Why should | not curse those whom Allah’s
Messenger (sal) cursed and who are (cursed) inAllah’s
Book!” Umm Ya'qub said, “l have read the whole Quran,
but | did not find in it what you say” He said, “Verily, If
you have read it {the Quran), you have found it.

Didn’t you read: “And whatso ever the messenger
Muhammed (sal) gives you, take it, and whatsoever he
forbids you, abstain (from it)...” (Quran 59:7). She
replied, “Yes, | did” He said, “Verily, Allah’s Messenger
(sal) forbade such things”. She said, “But | see your
wife doing these things?”. He said, “Go and watch her”.
she went and watched her but could not see anything
in support of her statement. On that he said, “If my wife
as you thought, | would not keep her in my company”.
(Sahih al - Bukhari)

Its allowed women to go out

Aisha (Ral) narrated: Sauda a wife of the Prophet (sal)
went out to answer the call of nature, after it was made
obligatory to observe the veil. She was fat, any body
who knew her before could recognize her. So, Omar
bin Al-khattab saw her and said, “O Sauda! By Allah,
you cannot hide yourself from us, sothink of a way by
which you should not be recognized on going out”.
Sauda return while Allah’s messenger (sal) in my house
taking his supper and a bong covered with meat was in
his hand. She entered and said, “O Allah’s Messenger!
| went out to answer the call of nature and Omar said to
me so-and-so”.

Then Allah inspired him-Prophet (sal) and when the
state of inspiration was over, and the bone was still in
his hand, as he had not put it down, he said to Sauda,
“You (women) have been allowed to go out for your
needs”. (Sahih al - Bukhari)
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‘Prophetic Medicine’
Treating of heart disease

Sa’'d (Ral) narrated; “I fell sick and the Prophet (sal) paid
me a visit. He put his hand on my bust until | felt its chil
on my heart and he told me; “You are suffering from heart
disease. Bring Al-Hareth bin Kaleda from Malik as he’'s a
man who cures the ailing, let him take seven dried dates
of the pressed dates of Madinah and grind them with
their pips in order to administrate them to you by the
mouth”. (Abu Dawud)

The cardiac person suffer from a pain in the heart just as
the one suffering from an intestinal ailment. Dried dates
have a miraculous specialty concerning this disease,
especially the dates of Madinah and their pips. The fact
that seven dates are required for the healing is a matter
preceived by inspiration.

Amer bin Sa'd bin Abi Waqgqas, citing from his father that
the Prophet (sal) said: “The one who eats seven dried
dates brought from, El-Alia Madinah would be safe from
the stony ground between the extremeties of Madinah
covered with volcanic black stones in the morning would
be safe from all poison until the evening”. (Sahih al-
Bukhari, Muslim).

Dried dates are a virtuous aliment that preserves health
especially for the one who is accustomed to be nourished
with dates such as the inhabitants of Madinah and others.
Dried dates are one of the best aliments in cold and hot
countries whose heat is in the second degree. Dates
are more beneficial to them than _to the inhabitants of
cold countries.

Owing to the coolness of their inhabitant’s stomach and

the heat of the stomach of the inhabitants of cold’

countries. Thus, the people of Hijaz, Yemen, Taif and

similar countries consume abundantly hot aliments that

are not efforded to others, such as dried dates and honey.

We saw them season their food with pepper and ginger
more than others as we saw them eat ginger as others
eat sweetmeat. Also they offer ginger as dessert. This
suits them without harming them. In view of the coolness
of their stomach and the mergence of heat to the surface
of the body. Dried dates are a nutriment, a medicament,
and a fruit. (By: Ibn Qayum al-Jawziya )

Sesame seeds for Insect bites

Ancient 8" - century herbal from China gave an effective
remedy for treating insect bites, as well as minor burns
and many types of sking sores. About 2-3 table spoonis of
sesame seeds should be ground to powder and add some
water into it, then made into a paste and apply tothe
affected area. Another herbal remedy, sores on the head
and face were can be treated just by chewing the raw
sesame seeds for a couple of minutes and then applying
the resulting wet mash to them. It will disappear in days.

Sesame and Sunflower seed oils also play a valuable
role as well in preventing coronary heart disease. Both
oils contain a group of compounds called ‘Phytosterols’,
which researchers have found significantly lower blood
serum cholestrol and do not build up any fatty plaque on
the artery walls of the heart. Foods made or cooked in
hydrogenated oils, can cause the blood to become thick
and stagnant. Not only is overall circulation slowed down,
but artery walls, especially those leading to the brain and
heart, become narrower. If you feel sluggish then take 1-
2 tablespoon of Sunflower oil ‘each day, it will improve
the situation. Most common uses of sesame seeds in
Chinese homes are as nutrients, tonics, and laxatives.
All three effects can be obtained from a drink- a soup
made from Sesame seeds and rice. Two cups of this
delicious soup clear up constipation too.

Muslim Rulers in History

Al-Nasir Salah ud-din, (Saladin) Real name :
Yusuf bin Ayyub bin Shadhi, was born 532 hijra (1137
A.D). he was the founder of the Ayyubid state, and ruled
hijra 570 to 589 (1174 - 1193 A.D). He was great
opponent of the Crusaders. He used his position as
vizier to the Fathimid Caliph Al-Adid to overthrow the
fathimid Dynasty and establish himself as the first
Ayyubid Sultan (1171 A.D) He ended the Zangid dominion
at Homs and occupied Syria and Mosul. He conquered
Tiberias and defeated the crusaders at the Battle of Hittin
(1187 A.D) He conqured Jerusalem and captured its
king. He then concluded a treaty with the Crusaders.

Al-Adil | bin Ayyub, Real name : Muhammed bin
Ayyub bin Shadhi, was born 540 hijra (1145 A.D) Vice
Sultan of Salah ud-din and the governor of Aleppo (579
hijra) He controlled Eqypt (596 hijra) and ruled hijra 596
to 615 (1199 - 1218 A.D), Syria, Armenia (604 hijra) and
Yemen (612 hijra). Then put an end to the Ismailites in
Eqypt by arresting most of them in hijra 604. Later He
died in Damascus while preparing for a war with the
Franks. He built a school which still bears his name.

Al-Kamil | bin Muhammed, Real name:
Muhammed bin Muhammed bin Ayyub, was born 576
hijra (1180A.D). His father named him governor of Eqypt,
then he assumed control over it after his father’s death.
He widened his empire by conquering Carrhae, Edessa,
Saruj, Al-Raggah, Amid the fortress of Kifa, then finally
Syria. He died in Damascus and was buried in
Damascus in its castle. He left a school which still bears
his name.

Al-Mansur Shirkuh bin Shadhi, Real name :
Shirkuh bin Shadhi bin Marwan, he was known as “Al-
Malik al-Mansur”. He was the first Ayyubid to rule Eqypt.
The greatest commander of the army of Mahmud bin
Zangi, He triumphed over the Crusaders at the Battle of
Tal Bastah. He was the minister during the reign of the
Fathimid Caliph Al-Adid. He died suddenly in 564 hijra
(1169 A.D) and was buried in cairo, then his body was
moved to Madinah.

Al-Mu’azham Isa, Real name : Isa bin Muhammed
bin Ayyub, Known as Al-Mu’azham, was born 576 hijra
(1180 A.D).. Sultan of Syria and one of the recognized
