The
heavy rain has damaged them in some villages.

Health of people : fair, though fever has prevailed in some divisions. . :

Health of cattle : fair, but hoof-and-mouth disease exists in Tunukkai. An outbreak of murrain that
oceurred recently in one village of that district has been suppressed.
