Jegathambal on 4® of December 1944 in Anaipanthy, Jaffna. He
was the third child of cight children. He had his early education
in Anaipanthy Primary School and there after he attended
Central College Jaffna. While he was pursuing his higher
education in Civil Engineering in Marathanai Technical
College, he successfully passed the highly competitive Srilanka
Administrative Service Exam (SLAS). Following this
examination he was posted as a SLAS officer within the
Ministry of Education and Examination in various parts of Sri
Lanka including Vavuniya, Batticaloa, Jaffna and finally in
Colombo.

He grew up with three brothers and four sisters. He was his
mother’s favourite child and enjoyed all privileges within the
family. Together with his elder brother, Appa was one of the
main pillars of his family. All key family decisions were
discussed and agreed with him and his elder brother. As
someone who had keen interest in education, he adviced,
mentored and provided lessons in Maths, English and other
subjects to his siblings, his own children and others. During his
young age he was a keen body builder and trained with other
professional body builders. One of his sisters recollected him
joining two metal widow poles by bending them with his two
fingers.

He married Amma, Mrs Kamaladevi Jeyachandran of
Chankanai, Jaffna. He was blessed with two children,
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Jevarooban and Jeyakrisha. He supported and encouraged his
children to pursue their education throughout their young life.
He was proud of his children’s achievements. He was not only a
dutiful father but a friend to his children and siblings who
enjoyed telling adventure stories and jokes, playing games,
singing and dancing.

Throughout his life he helped many families with government
and official matters. For example in Sri Lanka he helped with
teachers transfers, processing application for carly retirement
pensions, helping to complete official application forms, writing
official letters and dealing with immigration cases in UK. He
carricd out this social service without expecting anything in
return.

In his late thirties he took early retirement from the government
job to take up a role within a multinational company Grand
Metropolitan ple currently known as Diageo ple in the Middle
East. After working in the Middle East for several years he re-
located to United Kingdom in 1990 due to the Civil war in
Srilanka. In the United Kingdom he worked as an Accountant
for a Chartered Accountancy firm until retirement at the age of
65 in 2010. After his retirement he affectionately and tirelessly
did school runs for his four grandchildren who adored him and
miss him very much.
