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My Loving Brother, Jawa

My brother Jawaharatnam was the third son of the late Mr. and Mrs.
Ratnam and was born on 18th October 1950. Even though he
suffered from frequent illnesses in his carly childhood, he grew
stronger in his teens and in fact became a well known sportsman and
was a member of the Jaffna College cricket team. An interesting part
of his early life was that I, as the elder brother, had to chase him
around our compound in Vaddukoddai and catch him and hand over
him to my mother and grandmother to bathe him as he totally loathed
bathing! He studied Accountancy to pursue his career and during this
period he met and fell decply in love with his late wile Saratha and
married her in September 1980. Both of them worked in Cey-Nor in
Jatfha and later in the head office, Cey-Nor Colombo. Having
sulfered a lot of hardships during the disturbances in Sri Lanka in
1983 both of them left Sri Lanka and came to London. He continued
to study Accountancy and worked as a Chartered Accountant in
different firms over the next 25 years or so. Dharshi and Dharshan
were born in December 1988 and their parents rejoiced over this and
looked after them with great affection and care.

Dharshi and Dharshan not only cxcelled in their studies but also
excelled in various cultural activities including music and dance.
Both the twins decided to follow a carcer in Dentistry and completed
their course very satislactorily in spite of their mother Saratha
becoming very ill and finally succumbing to the illness in Dec 2011.

A Tribute to Mr. Ratnam Jawaharatnam - RIP

Mr. Jawaharatnam, affectionately known as “Jawa “ (o his
Colleagues at Chartered Accountants, Ward Divecha Limited joined
the firm as a  Accounts Senior in February 2005; following the
departurc of the then Office Manager a [ew months later, Jawa was
appointed Office Manager, a position he held until the time of his
tragic and untimely death on 16 December 2012. It should be noted
that Jawa had been employed by Ward Divecha Limited in the early
80s for about 8 years, leaving to take up a more lucrative and
challenging position as the in-house Accountant to Mauritz, a firm
which specialised in the textile trade.

References to his extended family and the apparent bonds that
existed between siblings provided glimpses of Jawa as playing a
pivotal role in all family occasions and gatherings. He was
mmstrumental in providing assistance - malterial, emotional and
financial — to his Sister & brother-in-law in their re-location from
Germany to England. Over the years, Jawa had provided help and
assistance to people who came to him.

Jawa was first and fore-most a family man who took delight in his
family, relatives and friends. His warm and friendly nature brought
out the best in others. He will be greatly missed by those most close
and dear to him.  His Colleagues will undoubtedly miss his
unassuming manner and his warm, friendly and helpful disposition.
