Permit me to speak in English now Sir. In that field Sir the
number of families benefited through the Housing
developement is 11,669; the number of families benefited
through the water supply schemes is 85,062; the number of
families benefited through access to improved helath care
facilities is 53,047, the number of families benefited through
access toimproved child care facilities is 65,627, staff memeber
quarters, 253. And ambulances were provided to 14 clusters.
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The main idea is this, Sir, we want those people too, like the
people in the villages, to live comfortably, with self-respect.
When they live in linerooms Sir, the feeling of independence,
the feeling of self-respect is not there. Every individual who
isacitizen of this country isentitled to have a house of his own.
That is one of the basic human rights. It is that human right
which I am going to fulfill. That is why I am constructing
individual houses in place of line-rooms. That is one of the
basic policies of this Ministry. We are getting aid from two
countries, So far it was a selfhelp housing scheme. .I have
negotiated for the next year with those two Government to go
a bit further, Earlier loans were given. Now, from next year,
the donors have agreed that we allot the land free, that they the
allottees should construct the house. We have given the
timber. All those facilities are there.

Now from next year we give free material for roofing.
Whatever roofing whether it be tiles or sheets will be given
free by us. So, it is the particular allottee who will have to
decide which type of roofing he or she wishes to have. That
particular arrangement has been made from next year with the
respective donors because they did not want earlier to give
anything free. What they said was, in order to get this going,
let the allottees also come into the picture and help in con-
structing their own buildings. They did not want anything
given free, however, I did indicate to them, that in order to
speed up the construction of the houses in the estate sector,
why not we give at least the roofing material free in addition
to the land. They have agreed to that. From next year we will
be implementing that, Sir, I need at least one or two hours
more. With those few remarks, Sir I will wind up. Whilst
thanking you as well as all other Member in this House, I
expect them to make a contribution towards achieving some-
thing constructive in our Ministry.

Mechanization of operations

Alternative packaging, and

Health attritutes of tea consumption

Social Development: Although several innovations are emerging with
respect toimproved field and manufacturing practices, the researchefforts for
enthusing the workers to give their best to the industry have been lacking.

By and large, the worker-related issues in the region are common - low
productivity, occupational hazards, absenteeism and out-migration for non-
estate jobs.”

Sir, the social problems of the workers have also been
highlighted here. The other matter that has been highlighted
here is the area of marketing. It says:

Mr. Deuptuy Chairman, Iam happy to follow in the wake
of my good Friend Hon. Selvarajah. It gives me pleasure to
participate in this discussion on the votes of the Ministry of
Public Administration, Home Affairs and Plantation Indus-
trics.

Mr. Deputy Chairman, this is an important Ministry in the
apparatus of Government in Sir Lanka and the subjects which
come under its purview are integrally related to the process of
development in this country. Therefore, in my view this
Ministry has a vital role to play in the sphere of development
and change. It is from this perspective thatI would like to refer
to certain important matters which fall within the ambit of the
Ministry.

Public Administration and Home Affairs constitute both
civil administration and development activities. Public Ad-
ministration in the last several decades underwent a change
and its major forecast in development, It has been develop-
ment, The Sir Lankan administrative structure, [ mean all
institutions of Public Administration, is presently engaged in
development activities which in my view require a new kind
ol professionalism. That is the type of professionalism which
the administrative bureaucracy needs. The traditional meth-
ods of administration are, today, out of date and all countries
in the developing world are looking for innovative systems of
administration by which I mean, Mr. Deputy Chairman, a
system of administration that is capable of accelerating the
economic and social development, a bureaucracy that is
capable of responding to the needs and aspirations of the
people. At Independece, Sri Lanka inherited a highly central-
ized administrative structure which in fact was a colonial
legacy, and this system of public administration, while it
required radical changes in keeping with the aspirations of an
independent State, was not transformed with a view Lo realiz-
ing development objectives of a newly independent State. In
other words, though several ad hoc changes were made by
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successive governments which came to power since Inde-
pendence, this system experienced no complete transformation.
~ The same old archaic methods and procedures were allowed
to continue and modern methods and concepts were not
injected into the system. This has resulted in bureaucratic
lethargy, ineffeiciency and the total faith in routine matters.
That was the nature of the bureaucracy which we inherited an
Independence, the bureaucracy with the administrative elite
cadre at the top, at its apex, remained in the same colonial
mould and all vestiges of the colonial bureaucracy were
retained after Independence.

One important aspect of this legacy was the observance of
the same modes of bureaucratic controls and bureaucratic
organization which in fact gave birth to a form of bureaucratic
authoritarianism which certain governments made use of,
Although attempts have been made to demolish this kind of
bureaucratic power of the official whose role is today an
impediment to deveolpment-based aspirations of the people,
no raidcal changes were made in the system, In principle, a
commitment to the ideal of democracy based on the Westmin-
ster model of Parliamentary Goverment ensured a formal
scparation between the bureaucracy and the representative
political executives.

In actual practice, Mr. Deputy Chairman, burcaucratic
authoritarianism inherent in the colonial state structure re-
mains intact even after independence. This kind of legacy
interferred with the development process and changes in the
country. No re-organization of the burcaucracy and the ad-
ministrative struclure was undertaken to guarantee the
supremacy of the elected institutions. Thisis acriticism which
I would like to make. In Sri Lanka, for instance, several
changes were made in an ad hoc [orm to achicve this objective.
Today Sri Lanka State is undergoing a change, the nature of
the Sri Lankan State has undergone a change in respect of the
role of the Government institutions. Administrative decen-
tralization paved the way for devolution of power and the
process of provincialization of power has been given a Con-
stitutional status, In this particular context role of public
administration has undergone a change and today Sri Lanka
has a burcaucratic apparatus with the following levels in the
country’s bureaucracy.

There is the central bureaucracy associated with the line
Ministries and the centre in Colombo. Secondly, there is the
provincial bureaucracy with a bureaucratic centre associated
with the Chiefl Minister and the Governor and the Provincial
Council as the devolved unit. Thirdly, there is the district
bureaucracy as the traditional centre of the district administra-
tion which still remains distantly associated with the Kachcheri
system. Next level Mr. Deputy Chairman — [ may call it the
fourth level —is the divisional level, which in fact is the closest
unit to the grass-root level of development and the people. In
the context of this vast change which was a phenominal
change in the administrative structure in the past few decades,
public administrative institutions need to be infused with both
effectiveness and efficiency. All Governments in the world
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come to power with a mandate to implement a set of policies
for the benefit of the people. It is the bureaucracy which is
expected to implement these policies. What Iam trying to say,
Mr, Deuputy Chairman, is that the country needs a committed
bureaucracy that is capable of responding to the needs and
aspirations of the people.

The Hon. Minister has taken a very realistic decision in
relation to the age limit of the applicants who wish to sit the
SLAS Competitive Examinations. The age limit has been
increased to 32 years which I welcome and this certainly helps
a large number of Graduates who pass out from the Universi-
tics in their late twentics. This happend as a result of the
closure of the Universities in the late *80s. This delayed the
entry by three or four years, In the last four years, the Mi nistry
of Education and Higher Education in association with the
University Grants Commission managed to clear the backlong-
the number of students who were waiting to get into the
Universities. In the Sir Lankan set-up, Mr, Deputy Chairman,
lack of co-ordination is amajor weekness and this is primarily
due to the fact that institutions have been created without
much investigation and thought. I refer to the creation of the
Divisional Secretariats, Though Divisional Sccretaries have
been brought under the District Secretaries, I do not see much
co-ordination and supervision in this particular area. In my
capacity as the Chairman of the Public Accounts Committee,
[ came across a number of examples where Divisional Secre-
tariesrun their own administration without paying any altention
to the existing ruels, regulations and procedures, Itis my view
that they need 1o be given proper guidance. Initially, the
previous Government appointed inexperienced officers and
what was intended by this scheme of administration was not
rcalized. Since these Secretariats are primarily engaged in
development activities in the given area, a good system of
monitoring of the development programmes is vitally neces-
sary.

I would like to refer to the Grama Niladhari Service which
in fact was a creation of the SLEP Government in the 1960s.
It was created Mr. Deputy Chairman, to replace the Village
Headmen system which remained a corrupt and obnoxious
system of village administration in the colonial period. It was
an engine of oppression. That is how it was described by two
Commissions in the early 1920s and 1930s. I can remember
reading those two reports — one in the twentics and the other
during the Donoughmore period — which condemned the
institution as corrupt and oppressive, The United National
Party Governments wanted it retained because at one stage it
was converted into a repressive political arm of the United
National Party. What did they do with the Grama Sevaka
Service in the last seventeen years? T am sure there will be a
reaction from the Opposition. They wanted the Grama Sevakas
to be their party electoral agents [[nterruption.] I do not want
to respond to these interruptions because normally I do not
respond to feminine garrulity. Sir Oliver Goonetilleke, during
his short period as Minister of Home Affairs in the United
National Party Government brought all Village Headmen to
Colombo by train and gave instructions to support the United
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National Party — [Interruption]. I am saying this because it is
a historical piece of information. You can check that. I refer to
these facts to say that the United National Party, throughout its
history, tried to convert the village-level official into a party
political tool. [Interruption.] Iam not giving way. The recruit-
ment goes entirely on the basis of party loyalty and this
resulted in arecruitment of alower-level official who remains
totally politicized. This, in my view, is dysfunctional for
development.

I am happy to learn from the Hon. Minister that the Grama
Sevakas who are appointed by our Government were chosen
on merit on the basis of a competitive examination. It is only
through this kind of recruitment that the country can obtain a
village-level official who would do his job on the basis of
administrative loyalty. I would like to commend the Hon.
Minister for making use of them for agricultural extension
work, especially on such crops as tea, rubber and coconut in
the plantation sector. In my view, Mr. Deputy Chairman, the
multi-purpose role of the grama sevaka needs to be strength-
ened. They need good office space and travelling and telephone
facilities. This of course, can, be done depending on the area
where they serve.

In the sphere of plantations, which is another vital segment
of this ministry, steps have been taken to revitalise the plan-
tation sector. Mr, Deputy Chairman, attempts have been made
for the first time in its history to improve the social infrastruc-
ture facilities of the plantation sector, which the Hon.
Sathasivam referred to.

Smallholding have been contribting a great deal in the last
several years. They control nearly 44 per cent of the tea lands
and in terms of production they account for nearly 58 per cent
of the total tea production in the country. This amply demon-
strates, Mr. Deputy Chairman, the importance of the
smallholdings sectorin the country. Inthe rubberindustry, the
smallholdings sector accounts for 63 per cent of the total
rubber grown area and in terms of production it produces over
72 per cent of the total rubber production in the country.
Therefore the smallholdings are making a tremendous contri-
bution to the development of the country. Rubberis completely
a smallholding venture,

The smallholdings sector needs to be provided with more
incentives so that they can produce more and more for the
betterment of this country. They need factories in the central
areas to which they can sell their tea. In other words leaf
factories have to be established in the areas where smallhold-
ers are operating. The chairman, Mr. Rohan Ilangaratne, is
doing an excellent job in attending to these matters, I welcome
the proposal to establish a factory in the Kegalle District.

The road development programme which the Tea Small-
holdings Development Authority undertook has contributed
to the improvement of the road infrastructure in the rural areas
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where tea is grown. The improvement and extension of roads
in the tea grown rural areas would help the smallholder, and
the accompanying changes, Mr. Deputy Chairman, would
make a contribution towards improving the socio-economic
environment in the area. In my view it would accelerate the
process of economic and social development.

Sir Lanka’s plantation sector, though it became the main-
stay of the economy, remained neglected especially inrelation
to its social infrastructure facilities, This is the point which the
hon. Sathasivam stressed in the course of his speech. This
Government has taken several steps to improve the social
infrastructure through a variety of programmes, [ do not have
the time to go into all these programmes. The public policy
objectives in relation to the welfare of the plantation worker
have undergone a transformation. These policy objectives
should have been introduced several decades ago to integrate
them into the society. I would like to quote from the report
which has been given to us by the Ministry. Thisis whatitsays
in relation to the welfare fo the plantation workers. I qoute
from page 13:

"The focus of plantation worker social welfare was changed from the
traditional provider approach which tended to strengthen the colonial depend-

ency syndrome”
This is the point with which I agree with them:

—"to a self-help based system geared to develop independent settlements
which are self-sustainable.”

I would like the Ministry and the relevant authority to got
themselves guided by this philosophy which has been in-
cluded in this report. If you adhere to this concept you will
achieve quite a lot in the plantation sector. It is only through
this kind of strategy, Sir, that the welfare facilities in the
plantation sector could be extended for, the benefit of this
nation.

In concluding, Sir, I would like to say that the Ministry has
played its role well in the last four years, and the programmes
whichit undertook have contributed tremendously, immensely
to the development of an efficient administrative system,
which in itself is a resource for further development in a
country like ours. I would like to commend both the Hon.
Minister, who has his feet firmly on the ground, and the Hon.
Deputy Minister for doing an excellent job in the last four
years. The new secretary, Mr. P. A. Senaratne, whom I knew
as one of my contemporaries at the Peradeniya University in
the same hall of residence, is a competent person who can do
a job with both commitment and dedication.

"Bismillahir Rahmanir Raheem"

Sir, today we are discussing the Votes of the Ministry of
Public Administration, Home Aftairs and Plantation Industrics.
This Ministry, Sir, is by all means a Ministry which has to
conceptualize the theory of a multi-ethnic society and take it
to the grass roots. Since the Ministry is the basic mechanism
by which the Government is taken to the people, if you
exarnine very closely the sentiments of Members representing
minority parties in this House during the Committee state
discussions of the Budget for the last two o three years, you
will observe that there is a certain sense of ambivalence with
which they approach the Votes of this Ministry.

If I may peint out, Mr. Chairman, a repeated matter, one
which had always been emphasized by many Members from
both the Opposition and the Government ranks representing
the minorities, is the issue relating to the composition of the
public sector and its ethnic dimensions. A recent census has
revealed that almost 91 per cent of the public sector of this
country is represented by the Sinhalese. Only 5.9 per cent of
the public sector isrepresented by the Tamils. Itis much worse
when it comes to the Muslims — only 2 per cent of the public
sectorrepresents the Muslims. When itcomes to the plantation
community, it is an extremely abominable condition; that is,
they represent only 0.1 per cent of the public sector. This fact
has repeatedly been emphasized in this House, and the only
way to allay the fears of marginalization of the minorities is to
effectively implement Circular No. 15 of 1990.

Sir, all ot'us know that this circular is being implemented in
the breach and we had pointed out repeatedly that this anomaly
has to be corrected. Unfortunately, certain excuses are trotted
out to show that there are difficulties in implementing the
circular. One reason given is that the Supreme Court has
struck down the implementation of the circular when itcomes
to promotions and there is the likelihood that when it comes to
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appointments too those could be challenged if the Government
persists in implementing this circular.

If'youtake the position in 1985, Mr. Chairman, the Muslims
represented almost 3.4 per cent of the public sector, Today it
has come down to 2 per cent or perhaps even lower than that.
Tamils in 1985 represented 9.9 per cent of the public sector.
Today they have come down to almost 5.9 per cent. So
gradually we sce a decrease in the number being recruited to
the public sector from among the minorities. This is not a very
healthy sign. If we are trying to portray this country as a multi-
cthnic country, a country which looks at the minoritics
grievances with some compassion, this is certainly not the
way to sustain that. In a multi-ethnic society, with deep-scated
suspicion of the manner in which the State machinery functions
under democracy based on majoritarian principles, merit will
never be the criterion, Mr. Chairman. Equality may cxist as an
abstract theory and a pious intention. The wider political
significance in the ethnic quota lies in its symbolic value to the
minorities. This, T belicve, should be realized very soon and
steps must be taken to effectively implement Public
Administration Circular No. 15 of 1990. Quotas are not anly
a compensation for past discrimination. Rather, they are
designed to guarantee against future discrimination. That is
what is most important for us to bear in mind.

I'was very pleased (o see in the report that has been given
to us by the Ministry that steps are being taken to create 101
grama niladhari divisions in the Nuwara Eliya and Badulla
Districts and that steps are being taken to appoint Tamil-
speaking grama niladhari officers. That is a very welcome
feature. 1 must congratulate the Hon, Minister, the Hon.
Deputy Minister and the officials for taking steps to fulfil this
long-felt need of the Tamils in the plantation sector.

There is another dimension that you must also look at. The
appointment of grama niladharis should not be done in an ad
hoc manner. Since 1,000 or 1,300 grama niladhari officers are
going to be appointed very soon, you must bear in mind that
wherever there is a predominance of one ethnic community in
aparticular grama niladhari division you must try and appoint
a grama niladhari who represents that community in that
particular grama niladhari division. That is hecause that
person has to interact with that community. He has to get
statistics and to file data, He has to move with the people to
know their gricvances, to know their social status, and therefore
he must be one of them. Otherwise it will be very difficult for
the Government to carry the message forward to the people
and o show that this Government is doing justice by the
minorities.

If you take, for instance, the Udunuwara Divisional
Seeretary's Division, you will find that there arc 18 Muslim
predominant gramaniladhari divisions where almost 16 grama
niladharis belong to different communities, The predominance
in a particular grama niladhari division has ben ignored in
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appointing a grama niladhari who does not belong to that
community. I am talking of predominantly Muslim grama
niladhari division in the Udunuwara Electorate. This is just
onc example. This is the classic case in almost the entire
country. This has to be corrected.

There is one rule that is adopted in order to prevent
minorities getting these appoiniments. Thatis, when a vacancy
oceurs in a minority area, where there is the predominance of
a minority, a person is immediately transferred there from
some otherarea and that vacancy is filled. But a vacancy is left
inan area where the majority is living, so that that appoiritment
gocs to the majority community. This has been observed. This
must be corrected. Some steps must be taken to correct this.

When it comes to paragraph 4.8-of the report that has been
filed, I {ind that there are almost 19,338 acres of LRC land that
has been identified for village expansion programmes. Only

. 1,525 acres have already been released. However, here too, if

you look at the proportion of land allocations to minorities,
I do not think that would measure up to anywhere near the
national ethnic proportion. There has to be some criteria
applied to see that justice is done even in the allocation of land.

Those few matters apart, I must also point out another
common issue that minority Members, particularly when it
comes to the Votes of this Ministry, have raised during the last
two years. I am sure that it will be raised again today. That is
regarding the abolition of holidays for the Haj Festival and the
maha Sivarathri. That has been scen as a serious injustice done
to the minorities in this country, particularly when you talk
about the Muslims, During the Haj Festival, since it is not a
public holiday, cxaminations are conducted and court-houses
also function on that day. Various non-Muslim schools which
Muslim children too attend alse function. Therefore, those
Muslim children miss classes. There is a variety of difficultics
that minorities, both the Muslims and the Hindus, have to
undergo because of this decision to do away with the public
holidays granted for Haj and Maha Sivarathri, This too has
been repeatedly echoed in this House, but T am sorry to say
that no positive reassurance has been given to the minorities
that some steps would be taken to correct this injustice that has
been donc.

Having pointed that out, Mr. Chairman, I must now move
on to another issue, which has become somewhat of a public
issue of late. That is the debate about liberalization of divorce
laws. Particularly, the need for reforming marriage laws has
been spoken about for some time. The Ministry, somewhere
in 1995, sought to introduce a Bill to amend the divoree laws.
There had been protests from various quarters, particularly
from the Ministry of Women' Affairs, saying that it was not a
well thought out amendment that they were moving what
regard to the General Marriages Ordinance. They attempted to
move an amendment to provide that just a mechanical test of
actual separation {rom bed and board for seven years should
be enoght ground for divorce. Therefore, there were various
protests.
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But 1 still feel that this issue has to be dealt with very
carefully because the Ministry of Public Administration and
Home Affairs, having to administer the implementation of the
different marriage laws in this country, has to deal with the
dilemma of how to reconcile the values of the past and the
presentand the values of different cultures andreligions. They
have got 1o be taken into account and they have to be very
carefully considered in liberalizing the divorce laws in this
country. This issue has become somewhat contentious after
the judgment in Abeysundere vs. Abeysundere, which has
now overturned the judgment which had existed since 1964,
the judgment by the privy Council in Attorney -General vs.
Reid. Here the issue of Muslim law and the so-called issue of
convers is has of convenience have coming to public scrutiny.

The judgment has, in my opinion, left many questions
unanswered. I believe that this kind of coversions of
convenience occur, as far as marriages under the Muslim law
are concerned, precisely because the first wife does not wish
to allow a divorce. The grounds for-divorce under the General
Marriages Ordinance are theoretically fault-based. In practice,
where both thee husband and the wife arc agreeing , divorce
by mutual consent is effected by the simple device of one party
filing divorce action and the other not consisting that action.
But the Muslim community has always been worried about
the exploitation of its laws for the purposes of convenience of
others for their own private purposes. The only way is to
enable both the innocent and the guilty spouse to get out of a
marriage that has clearly broken down.

I know that this is a very difficult issue to deal with without
proper deliberations, and I would urge that the Hon. Minister
takes some steps to deal with the laws of marriage pertaining
to different communities. There is the Knadyan law. There is
the Muslim law, Both the Kandyan and the Muslim laws
recognize divorce but mutual consent, whereas the General
marriages Ordinance does not give recognition tothatconsent.
So, difficulties have arisen because of this. Proposals for
reforms should be with consultation and consensus of the
Muslim community. I do not think that we can leave such
matters simply to be resolved by judicial intervention. It has
the potential to aggravate problems. India judicial
interpretations of certain Muslim Marriage laws have lead to
a lot of confusion and there has even been blood-shed.
Therefore, that is a good example for us to follow.

We have to see whether we can simplify the divorce laws in
this country without creating a problem for personal laws.
Particularly, I would like to refer to an observation made by
the Muslim Law Research Committee which was headed by
Prof. H. M. Z. Farouque. He is not here — he is in Australia
now. He says:

"The increase in this type of marriage has caused considerable concern
among Muslims who fear that their personal laws will be brought into
disrepute by persons who protess to be Muslims not from conviction but out
of the unscrupulous desire to utilize to their advantage certain provisions of

the Muslim law of Marriage which are in practice used by the Muslims in
exceptional circumstances.”

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I must underline the Words "exceptional circumstances.” Not
all Muslims do resort to polygamous marriages. It is only
being resorted to in very exceptional circumstances.
Unfortunately, there are some people who exploit this
provision. However, this judgment by the Supreme Court in
Abeysundere vs. Abeysundere has left considerable doubt as
to whether a divisional bench of the Supreme Court, which is
not a collective or full court, is competent to overrule a
decision made by the Privy Council while it was the apex court
of the country. That doubt is also being advanced now.

I believe that the question that has arisen from the judgments
in Attorncy-General vs. Reid and Abeysundere vs.
Abeysundera is one of great importance to Muslims and non-
Muslims alike. THis affects not only Muslims in the society
but also non-Muslims because the provision is often sought to
be resorted to by them also. I am sure that after the Abeysundere
vs. Abeysundere judgement there will be a ot of afterthought
inthisregard, However, ithasleftalot of questions unanswered.
I would like to read out one or two suggestions that have been
made by the committee that was appointed by the United co-
ordinating Council of Muslim Organizations to conseder this
matter.

But I thouaght it was appropriate for us to mention this
under the Votes of this Ministry. Thatis why I am justreading
out one proposal, the enactment of a declaratory statute.
I quote:

"For the avoidance of doubt it is hereby declared that notwithstanding the
judgment of the Supreme Court in the case of Abeysundere vs. Abeysundere,
marriages contracted in accordance with Muslim law between persons
professing Islam where the male spouse had been a party to marriage under
any law other than the Muslim law, shall be deemed to be valid and effectual
at all times and for all purposes.”

This is because, Mr. Chairman, a subsequent polygamous
marriage of a convert to Islam who was a party to a subsisting
monogamous marriage is also being put into question by this
Judgment. The decision would have farreaching consequences
not only with respect to criminal liability but also in regard to
various aspects of personal relationships such as legitimacy of
the issues of the polygamous marriage, the custody of children
born to such a marriage, the prohibited degrees of marriage
and the rights of intestate succession.

Therefore, Mr. Chairman, | commend to the Hon. Minister
that he examines this issue and appoints a committee to look
at reforms of personal laws and the General Marriages
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Ordinance in consultation with prominent Muslims who can
be drafted into that committee, to study in depth the various
issues that have arisen and to do away with the anomalics that
this judgment has now created. I once again cmphasize that we
cannot leave it to the courts to intervene and interpret issues of
society in this manner and create anomalies. Therefore it is the
duty of the Government to intervene and correct this situation.

With those comments, Mr. Chairman, I conclude. Thank
y()l.l.‘

Mr. Deputy Chairman, [ am glad that 1 am able to participate in the
debate on the votes of this very important Ministry, The Ministry of
Public Alministration. Home Affairs and Plantation Industries.

Sir. as you mentioned the anxiety of all Tamil speaking Members
of Parliament Which was raised even When the Votes of this
Ministry was discussed during the last two years, is about the
recruitment of the necessary personnel who could work in the Tamil
language. [ am glad that the Hon. Minister this moming gave an
assurance that the nccessary persons Would be recruited for service.
Well ,Sir, the cadres meant for a particular Province have been
utilized elsewhere, thereby creating shortages in that Province. I do
hope that this will not be continued as a standard practice.

Sir, at this stage I would like to request the Government to
ensure that the cadre of a particular service should be
commensurale with the services that have to be rendered to
every ethnic group in this country. This principle should be
adhered to at the Centre as well as in the Provinces. Well Sir,
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what we would suggest is that the cadre should be identified
in each of the Provinces and the Provincial Public Service
Commission should be delegated with the authority to recruit
cadres to the respective Provinces. This is only an
administrative matter. Sir, today the position is really not on ly
recruitment on an enthic ratio. Today there is a shortage of

staff, be it in the SLAS, the Clerks, the Typists or the

Translators Service and all that. In all sections there is a
shortage and it is very difficult for Tamils to have their matters
attended to. Sir, as such it is very necessary that the number
of persons, who could work in the Tamil language should
really be increased.

Another matter I would like to refer to is this.

The Ministry Report says:
“Strengthening of District Administration

Owing to the difficulties faced by the Ministry in co-ordination and
supervision of the work of Divisional Secretariats on account of the devoluticn
of administration, the co-ordination and supervision of the DHvisional
Secretariats were handed over to the District Sectretaries, They were also
appointed as Additional Secretarics (Home Affairs) forthe respective Districts

entrusting them with more authority and responsibility."

Here Sir, what we suggest is that the District Secretariats,
Divisional Secretaries and the Grama Sevakas should be
brought under the Provincial Administration. In North India,
officers who really do the functions of our Government Agent
or District Secrelary are known as District Governors and in
South India they are known as District Collectors. If they are
brought under the Provincial Councils, then certain subject
which are directly handled by the Centre, such as issuing of
passports or attending to some Customs matters, the
‘Government Agentor the District Secretary could be authorized
to undertake these functions on behalf of the Centre,

Then as far as the Grama Sevakas are concerned, carlier,
priortothe Government taking control of the Jaffan Peninsula,
eventhose whoreally scored highmarks and who were ranked
very high at the competitive examinations, were not selected
because of the interference of the LTTE, who wanted families
of the great heroes appointed to such posts. As such they were
discriminated. Most of them, really efficient and fit for the job,
were not selected even after competitive examinations. Today
there are a number of vacancies for Grama Sevakas and these
should be filled because people are undergoing practical
difficulties.

Sir, Iknow of certain cases where at interviews for Samurdhi
Animators they stipulated that Samurdhi Animators should be
from that particular Grama Sevaka's division. When an acting
Grama Sevaka of a Division issues a certificate he normally
uses his rubber stamp of his permanent station. The candidate
appearing for the interview with that certificate is told that he
is told that he is not from the area where the vacancy exists
because the rubber stamp on'the certificate indicates another
area. As a result the candidate is not selected. Sir, it is very
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necessary that all vacancies for Grama Sevakas are filled at the
very earliest because it is the Grama Sevaka who is really the
agent of the Government and he handles all Government
activities on behalf of the Government at the grass root level
or the village level. In fact, Sir, it is very difficult for people
living in villages to have their affairs conducted. Added to
this, as far as Combined Services are concerned a table
indicating recruitments for the years 1994 to 1997 and for this
year from January to October has been gi ven.

Sir, in addition to what I said when [ began, I wish to further
say that the General Clerical Service, Typists' Service,
Stenographers' Service, Store-keepers' Service, Translators'
Service, Book-keepers' Service, Graduate Trainees, Shroffs'
Service, the closed services, Clerical Service, Driving Service,
KKS and the Combined Services have recruited large numbers,
Sir, we udnerstand that these numbers have been recruited for
the Sri Lanka Engineering Service, the Sri Lanka Scientific
Service, Sri Lanka Agricultural Service, Sri Lanka Animal
Production and Health Service, Sri Lanka Service and Sri
Lanka Technological Service. Sir, we really like to know,
specially at this stage, from where these personnel were
recruited. Recruitment to these services is very essential for
any country o undertake progressive development. Especially
in the north which has been devastated by the on-goin g war.
Technological services, enginecring services, public services,
even agricultural, animal production, architects' sevices, the
services of these persons are definitely required in Jaffna at
this stage specially if any meaningful rchabilitation or
reconstruction is to be undertaken.

Sir, there were a large number of Hon. Members including
your good sclf, Mr. Deputy Chairman who referred to the
implementation of the Official Languages Actand the necessary
personnel forits implementation. Sir, Mr, Douglas Devananda
of my Party suggested in his speech during the Budget Debate
that the only way this could be done at this juncture is to
empower the Commissioner of Official Languages to recruit
the necessary staff - translators and typists - and see that these
persons are sent to therespective departments or the secretariats
where their services are required.

Hon. Deputy Chairman you referred in your speech to the
reduction in the number of employees who belong to minority
committies in the Public Service, Earlier, as you know there
was a very large percentage of Tamils in the Public Service the
colonial days and even after Independence for a very long
time. But Sir, today, their number has almost reduced to half
of what it was ten years back. Sir, thatis not all; it is now very
difficult for any Tamil person to conduct any business even in
the predominantly Tamil-speaking areas or where the majority
of persons are Tamils. Sir, for the transaction of day-to-day
business, be il in the civil administration or the security
scctions, a Tamil person finds it very difficult to do so.

Well Sir, during this weekend 1 was in Vavuniya. Going
from here I found that the security points were manned by only
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[2ed Bogean? ®omo]

Sinhala-speaking officers who cannot speak in Tamil. A very
large number of Tamil people who do not or cannot speak or
understand the Sinhalese language find it very difficult to
answer their questions. As such the Tamils are really undergo-
ing alot of hardships. Please see that they are able to goto and
return from Vavuniya with the least difficulty, because all
those security points, or even the police stations, are manned
by officers who do not know and cannot speak the Tamil
language.

Sir, hon. Members on both sides of the House are very
appreciative of the work done by you, your Deputy Minister
and the officials of your Ministry and the departments. Sir, for
us of course, you are a very accessible Minister and the Deputy
Minister also, to whom we can come with our problems,
discuss them and see that our grievances are remedied. Well
Sir, our only hope is that you will consider ths request.

Sir, as far as the cocount industry is concerned which too
comes under your Ministery the previous speaker also re-
ferred to the blocking of these coconut estates and their being
sold as small plots. Sir, when you are going on any highway,
either from Colombo to Kandy or from Colombo to Kurunegala,
you could observe this. As far as the North-East is concerned,
quite a number of coconut trees have been felled. Coconut
tunks also have been used to build bunkers by the Security
Forces and various organizations. It is very necessary that the
replanting of cocount trees should be accelerated in a very
systematic and scientific manner.

Sir, as far as the North is concerned, there are. number
of coconut estates. Of course, as you know for the secarcity
of land in Jaffna the extent of these estates cannot considered
large. Some of the owners of these estates do not have access
to their estates. As such they are unable to maintain them.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, once again I am constrained to express
my greatest dissatisfaction on behalf of the entire Muslim
community over the Government failing still to restore the Haj
Festival holiday. The Tamil community is also highly wor-
ried. It is their unanimous request that it should be restored.
I would kindly request the Hon. Leader, if there are excess
holidays in this country to appoint a committee to review the
whole holiday structure. Thatis the way. For vesak you do not
say only the Buddhists are entitled to take the holiday for
Naththal you do not say only the Christians can take the
holidays. Soitis aninsult to the Muslim and Hindu committies
when you deprive them of this holiday.

Please appoint a committee to review the entire holiday
structure, I am happy that the Hon. Minister for Public
Administration is nodding his head in acquiescence.

The ratio basis on the ethnic quota which was introduced by
the late President Ranasinghe Premadasa is now done away
with. I am very happy to see the Hon. Minister of Foreign
Affairs present here today a very rere moment in this House.
Twenty one Counsellors were appointed, but not a single
Muslim or Tamil was appointed. The veterance and famous
writer and editor, Mr. S. Sivanesa Chelvam, and the former
President of the YMMA, Alhaj M.C.M. Rasooldeen, were
applicants. But, alas! they were not chosen.

Then, Sir, there is the Muslim séctll:m in the SLBC, This
type of injustice is being caused to the Muslim community
everywhere by this Goveljpment Although it is not a matter
coming under you, Sir; T should tell this House that there was
a Muslim direq;or'i’ﬁ the SLBC from its inception. I think the
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former Minister of Media will endorse this. Mr. Ali Farook . -
was the lastdirector appointed by Hon. Dharmasiri Senariayake
from the Muslim Community. He is now no more and no new
appointments have been made since the new Media Minis’iél'*_"
took over. But a Muslim Section is existing in the Sir Lanka
Broadcasting Corporation. I want the Mushim Ministér%, in-
cluding Hon. M. H. M. Ashraff, Leaderof the Muslim Congress,
the big-mouthed partner of your Coalition Govemment to
take note of what they are doing.

Then, Sir, there were threé commemorative stamps 'i'sslue'd-_x
on the last National Day. A stamp was not issued this time to:
honour a Muslim leader. We have requested that a stamp be
issued to honour the late Dr. M. C, M. Kalesl, éifnd also your
own Dr. Badi-Uddin Mahmud, two great Muslim leaders of
this country. '

Then there was an Anglo-Sri Lankan Colloquium held
recently at Trans Asia Hotel. Writers were invited. Not a
single Muslim writer was included in that list. Why? The
Cultural Ministry funded this Colloquium, and your Ministry
was extending all assistance. men of the calibre of Mr. S.M. -
Kamaldeen, Mr. Mohamed Sameem, Mr. M. A. Nuhman; . .
reputed Muslim-Tamil writers and scholars, are there. ln-'-
ample number in our country. But you failed to rcco;,mm any :
of them. What a shame?

In regard to the Quazi court, Al-Alim A. R. M. Zarook, on
behalf of the Board of Quazis, had made representations
asking for an increment of Rs. 350, and it is in keeping with
their dignity and the honour of the office. I would kindly ask
you to increase their allowance and ensure them a rightful
place in society.

As regard the Law Committee, I agree with Mr. Rauff
Hakeem that as far as personal law is concerned it is a divine
law. It is flowing from the teachings of the Holy Quran. No
man can interfere with it. Divine law is final and conclusive.
No human endeavour or interference could change it. It is,
based on Quranic injunctions. There is the institution of ljma
and Qiyas to determine certain mundane matters without
causing injuries to the original Islamic texts of Al-Quran and
the Sunnah. I am happy there is a Conference in this House
fixed for next Thursday. There is this comprehensive docu-'
ment prepared by Alhaj S. M. A. Jabbar, He is the Secretaty
of the Sub-Committee on Legal Affairs to the United Co-
ordinating Council of Muslim Organizations. Hon. M. H.
Mohamed is convening this conference. I think the Hon.
Minister will take note of its deliberations for necessary-
implementation of the decisions subsequently. %

been recruited. This is a very great injustice done to the
minorities.
