New Zealand— North Island— Exhibition o f  Light 
on East Island, near East Cape.

With referrence to Notices to Mariners No. 239, 
dated November 12, 1398, and No. 13, dated January 
2U, 1900, the Government of New Zealand has given 
further notice (N o. 36 of 1900) that on and after 
Thursday, August 9, 1900, a light will be exhibited 
from sunset to sunrise from the lighthouse which has 
been erected on Last Island, near East Cape, on the 
east coast o f the North Islaud o f New Zealand. The 
position and characteristics are as follows :—

The site o f the light is in lat. 37° 4' south, and 
long. 178° 36' east, as measured from the Admiralty 
Chart.

The tower is constructed o f cast iron. The total 
height from the bottom o f the base to the top o f the 
lantern is 69 ft., and it is painted white.

The light will be 362 ft. above the level o f the sea 
at high water. It is a dioptric revolving white light

of ten seconds. It will be visible seaward over an arc 
of 280° o f the horizon, or as far round as the land will 
allow, and in ordinary clear weather it will be seen 
twenty-two nautical miles from the deck o f a vessel 
15 ft. above sea level.
