BURIAL AND CREMATION GROUNDS.

1. No burial or cremation of any person dying within the Municipal limits of the
town of Galle shall take place except in a cemetery duly proclaimed under Urdinance
No. 12 of 1862, or on premises specially registered (under Ordinance No. 2 of 1894) as a
burial ground or cremation ground in the office of the Municipal Office. .

2. The proprietor, trustee, or other person entitled to the possession of a burial or
cremation ground shall apply in writing to the Chairman of the Municipal Council to
have the same registered as such, stating the name of the keeper, if any, of 1.;he ground,
and annexing to his application a figure of survey of the premises certified by the
Surveyor-General or a duly licensed surveyor. And the person named as keeper in such
application shall subscribe the same in acknowledgment of his acceptance of the office and
duties of such keeper.

3. If no kecper be named, or if the keeper so named shall not have signed the
application in manner aforesaid, then and in either of such cases the person on whose
application registration of a burial or eremation ground is made shall be held to be the
keeper of that ground, and io be responsible for any breach of regulations.

4. Tu the event of the death or inability from any cause to fulfil his duties of the
keeper of a burial or cremation ground, fresh registration of such ground shall be
required ; and no buvial or cremation shall take place in such ground until such fresh
registration has been effected, except ou the special license of the Chairman of the
Maunicipal Council, or, in his absence, of the secretary or the sanitary officer of the
Municipality. .

5. It shall be the duby of the keeper of any burial or cremation ground to keep a
register of all burials or cremations carried out on the premises of which he is keeper in
the form prescribed by the Chairman of the Municipal Council, and to cause to be
delivered a copy of this register to the Municipal Office and to the office of the
Registrar-General every day. .

6. It shall be lawful for the Chairman of the Municipal Council, the Inspector-
General of Police, the Registrar-General, or any person authorized in writing by them
for the purpose to visit and inspect at any time any burial or cremation ground, and to
have access to all books or documents relating thereto.

7. It shall be the duty of every keeper of a burial or cremation ground to keep the
%ame gllean and in good order to the satisfaction of the Chairman of the Municipal

ouncil. .

8. A table of fees for burial and cremation shall be submitted by the keeper of
every burial and cremation ground for the approval of the Chairman f the Municipal
Council, and only such fees as are approved by the Chairman shall be charged.

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BURTALS IN THE GENERAL CEMETERY.

1. All applications for graves are to be made to the keeper of the cemetery within

six hours of the time fixed for the burial of the person for whom the grave is wanted.

2. T'he keeper, or, in his absence, the sexton of the cemetery, must intimate the line
to be followed by a funeral party on arriving at the cemetery, and if more than one
come at the same time, the order in which they are respectively to move to the graves.

3. Shounld it be necessary, for the purpose of preventing the disturbance of one
funeral party by another, and not otherwise, the keeper of the cemetery mny require that
one burial service should be concluded before another is commenced.

4. The keeper of the cemetery shall be entitled to keep order within the cemetery
and his comminds are to be obeyed. '

5. No grave shall be less than four feet in depth, or at a distance of less than four
feet from an® other. -

6. Thekeeper of thecemetery shall send quarterly to the Registrar of Births, Deaths,
and Murriages a copy or transcript of the burials as the same are registered in the
register book.
