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Principals of Jaffna Hindu College

Iyampillai . Thayanandarajah 2014-Todate

The new Performing Principal, MrIyampillai Thayanandarajah, had
his primary education at Delft West Maheswari Vidyasalai and had his
secondary education at Jaffna Hindu College from 1972-1976 (A/L
Commerce). He earned his BCom degree from Jaffna University
B.Com (1978-1982). On completing his studies, he joined the teaching
service, taking his first teaching appointment at Mannar District St.
Sevier Girls’ College. In 1987, he became the Principal of Mannar
Sithy Vinayagar Hindu College. The school had only 18 Students and
was a type-2 school when he took over. Now it has 1855 students
and was upgraded to 1 AB grade. It became a National School in
December 1999. The new Performing Principal also worked for 3 years in
Singapore as a Head Administrator at Singapore Ceylon Tamil
Association.

Ganesarajah .V 2005 to 2014

He had his primary education in Nainativu Nagapooshani Vidiyalayam
and got through his secondary education from Nainativu Maha
Vidiyalayam. He got his higher education from Jaffna Hindu College
and entered to University of Peradeniya and completed his BCom
Degree from there. Then he did post graduate diploma in Education at
Uninversity of Jaffna.He got his SLPS I (Sri Lanka Principals Service)
in 1989 (1st June 1989). He served as principal at Aththiyar Hindu
College, Neervely upto 1995. Then he continued his career as Director
of Divisional Education office Vavuniya South. He took over the duties
at Jaffna Hindu College on November 21, 2005. He has been promoted
to SLEAS-III from October 2009.

A. Srikumaran 1996 to 2005

He is an old boy and an arts graduate started his teaching career in
Nuwara Eliya and then moved on to Arunodhaya College as its principal
in the early nineties. He assumed duties as Principal in 1996 and
continued in that office until his retirement in 2005. During his period
the school saw many innovative changes. It could be said to his credit
that he was invited as the first functioning Principal to be the chief
guest for the London annual “Kalaiarasi “festival of our OBA branch
there.

A. Panchalingam 1991 to 1996

He was an old boy of Jaffna Hindu College and entered the University
from there. After graduation, he joined the staff of Kokuvil Hindu
College where he became Principal later. In 1991, he was appointed
as the Principal of Jaffna Hindu and continued till his retirement in
1996. His period saw a series of innovations in keeping with modern
educational trends to improve learning and teaching skills.
Special mention could be made of developing science education and
expanded library facilities. It was trying time then to run the school and he
succeeded in facing many of the challenges successfully.
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K.S.Kugathasan 1990 to 1991

He was Principal of the school for a short period before his retirement
from service. He joined Jaffna Hindu from Nelliaddy M.M.V and taught
Biology in the higher forms. He was the principal during the centennial
celebration of the college.

S. Ponnampalam 1984 to 1990

He joined his alma mater in 1960 as a teacher of Chemistry and
Zoology for the Advanced Level classes and continued his service for
three decades till 1990 in different capacities, first as Vice Principal
and from 1984 to 1990 as the Principal. It was a trying time to head a
school at that time and he successfully hurdled many challenges. The
school, in spite of the situation in the country, saw many beneficial
innovations. In 1990, hewent ontransfer to head another of hisold school,
Skandavarodaya.

P.S.Kumaraswamy 1975 to 1984

He was a student, teacher and finally retired as Principal from Jaffna
Hindu. From the primary level to his retirement he grew with the school
and the lives of both were inter-twined. On finishing his degree, he
was one of those hand picked by Principal A.Cumaraswamy to teach
History in the Advanced Level classes. After a long career as a teacher,
he left on being selected to join the Ceylon Education Service and later
was Principal of Karainagar Hindu College, Kokuvil Hindu College and
Mahajana College before taking over at Jaffna Hindu College in 1975.
He being an athlete and a scout in his younger days, later as a teacher
and as the head of the school, contributed in no small measure for the
wholesome development of all the students under his charge. During
his headship, the institution excelled in all fields and shone as a model
national school.

E.Sabalingam 1971 to 1975

He was an old boy of Jaffna Hindu College and an experienced teacher
for a long time at Kokuvil Hindu College. He moved to Jaffna
Central College as Principal where he proved himself to be an efficient
educational administrator. In 1971 he took over the Principal ship of
his alma mater, Jaffna Hindu College, and continued with great success
till his retirement in 1975. He was a strong believer in the theory that
discipline is a forerunner for good education. Wherever he was in
charge, there was a high level of discipline and it helped the smooth
running of the school. He being a great sportsman during his school
days and a popular football referee did all in his power to raise the
standard of all sports activities at school to make the institution an
outstanding one, not only in the educational level, but also in the
multifarious sports activities. He was an active teacher trade union-
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ist having been the President of the A.C.U.T. and had represented
the country in many international conferences. He was part of many
foreign educational tours organized by teachers’ union for the welfare
of teachers. Been an active teacher trade unionist, he always looked
after the interest of the teachers well. In running the school, his actions
were always child centered. Jaffna Hindu was raised to the highest
possible levels during his stewardship.

M.Karthigesan 1971

Principal A.Cumaraswamy took the bold step of appointing him to the
staff in 1946 considering his academic brilliance. He was a man of many
parts. He was an excellent teacher of English, Mathematics; a cricketer
and a cricket commentator, and edited the school Journal “Young
Hindu” for many years. He represented Vannarponnai in the Jaffna
Municipal Council. He crowned his career at Jaffna Hindu College as
acting head for a short time in 1971, later moved on to be the Principal
at Kopay Christian College and finally retired from service as Principal
of Pandaterruppu Hindu College. He is popularly called as “Communist
Karthigesan.”

N.Sabaratnam 1964 to 1971

He served his alma mater in different roles at different times — as a
English teacher in the mid forties, as a Vice Principal from 1962 to
1964 and as the Principal till he retired in 1971. He was well versed
in Comparative Literature and Hinduism. All his teaching intertwined
with humor were enjoyed well by the dullest to the brightest. He was
a strong fighter for the rights of the teachers, was the President of the
A.C.U.T, represented the country in many international conferences
and as the Editor of the “Ceylon Teacher” portrayed the country to the
highest level in the global arena. After retirement he was the Chief
Editor of “Eelanadu”, the only national newspaper from the north.
Being a master of both English and Tamil literature, his highly
informative, comparative, and sarcastic editorials were keenly awaited
every morning by the large readership.

C.Sabaratnam 1962 to 1964

He joined his alma mater in 1928 after his degree and continued in
the same school until his retirement in 1964. He started as a teacher
of Mathematics and Physics in the higher forms, was Vice Principal
from 1953 to 1962 and then Principal till 1964. He was a successful
teacher of his subjects and students always appreciated him for his
care and attention to raise the level of the weakest in the class. Having
captained the University soccer team, he always had an abiding interest to
develop all sports activities among the students and played tennis till
his last days. He was steady and smart in all his dealings and had a
methodical approach whether in teaching or administration. He always
practised what he preached. The administration block of the school was
named after him.
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V.M.Asaipillai 1952 to 1961

An Engineer by profession, he was the Vice Principal for almost eighteen
years and principal for a decade during which time the stature of the
institution reached the highest levels. He was a successful teacher
of Physics and Advanced Mathematics in the Advanced Level classes
during his entire period. At the national level, highest number of
students in the Physical Science stream entered the university from
Jaffna Hindu and the college was ranked number 1 in the A/L results in
that stream. He was instrumental in reaping the harvest of the previous
regime. He always measured his words and quick in making decisions.
Being a man of few words, he could finish the staff meetings within
half an hour but covering larger areas of activities. He inculcated the
idea of system and method for the whole school community. He had
clarity of thought and all the programmes whether of his own or for the
school were well set and one could set one’s watch by his movements.

A.Cumaraswamy 1933 to 1952

He was the first old boy to become Principal of the school in 1933
and the first Principal to die in harness in November 1952. He was an
educationist of no mean repute that the country had produced and
gave the necessary lead for many educational reforms in the country.
He laid the foundation for the growth of the institution in later years
and who had a noble vision for a broader education for the children.
He was the first to welcome the free education scheme, the swabasha
educationsystemand mooted theidea of founding the JaffnaHindu Ladies
College. The expansion of the sports ground and many sports
activities, expansion of the science laboratory, creation of the
laboratory facility for Geography and handycrafts, improving the
facilities of the library, magazine for the students, Lyceums and the
Parliament in school were all his brain child, all of which spread their
tentacles in the later years. Many of his ideals and principles were
meticulously followed in the later years for the expansion and glory of
the college. The golden jubilee of the college was celebrated during
his period.

V.R.Venkataramanan 1928 to 1933

The first head of Jaffna Hindu College to make meaningful curricular
innovations and introduced the concept of the old boys participation
for the welfare of the school.
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= M. Sabarathnasinghe 1927 to 1928

A veteran teacher and one of the pillars of Jaffna Hindu College at its
early years. He was a pioneer in scouting and was Principal for a short
time around 1927-1928 before being appointed Principal to our branch
school, Vaddukoddai Hindu College. During his period as Principal,
Mahathma Gandhiji visited the College.

W.A.Troupe 1926 to 1927

The only Britisher to head the Jaffna Hindu College. He organized
a library in his own quarters to promote the habit of reading in the
children.

N.Selvadurai 1916 to 1926

In the earlier days the school was popularly called the “Selvadurai
School”, He strived hard to put the school in the educational map of
the country. He was Principal from 1892 to 1909 and then after a
break at Kandy Trinity College, again held office from 1916 to 1926. He
was responsible for organizing the higher classes preparing students
for the Indian University examinations and elevating the institution
from the status of a school to that of a college. During his period, a
college development fund was established by raising funds in Ceylon and
Malaya. He, after retirement, represented the Kayts seat in the
country’s legislature.

B.Sanjiva Rao 1913 to 1914

A renowned educationist and linguist who later became the Vice
Chancellor of the Benares Hindu University. As Vice Chancellor, he
visited Jaffna Hindu College twice, once as the chief guest for the prize
day in the mid forties.

G.Shiva Rao 1910 to 1913

A role model educationist who initiated the organization of the
library, hostel, laboratories and the school magazine. The Old Boys'
Association Colombo branch was inaugurated by him. With his initiative
a club was formed in Madras to fund for the library and many books
were bought with that fund.
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N.Selvadurai 1892 to 1909

In the earlier days the school was popularly called the “Selvadurai
School”. He strived hard to put the school in the educational map of
the country. He was Principal from 1892 to 1909 and then after a
break at Kandy Trinity College, again held office from 1916 to 1926. He
was responsible for organizing the higher classes preparing students
for the Indian University examinations and elevating the institution
from the status of a school to that of a college.

S.Godman Appapillai 1890 to 1892

The first Headmaster of the “Native Town High School” (Shifted from
Main street to the present site) the forerunner to the present Jaffna
Hindu College.

“Your courage to act like a true Hindu with such broad mindedness is
appreciated and most welcome”. This was a greeting message sent to the Jaffna
Hindu College Association (U.K), on 20.11.2002 by a Supreme Teacher of our
College and a popular and well recognized Tamil Scholar the late Sivaramalingam Master. The
Jaffna Hindu College Association was formed out of necessity as a charitable organization a decade
ago by the Old Students of Jaffna Hind College with vast clarity of mind to serve the needs of their
own Society. Many Teachers and Students from the College and outside ,and well wishers have
contributed to this good cause in many ways and means.

The Jaffna Hindu College was not only an academy but was an aspirational structure of the Tamil
Community which included excellent education, culture, language, social and sports activities. A
true reflection of an idea which was conceived in the minds of many leading social personalities. It
has spread its roots into each and every village of the Mother Land of Tamils, and has ramified like
an immortal huge tree. A College of fame where the Worlds’ Prominent Persons have set foot on,
now and then.

An Educational Organization which is a reflection of the same race and community, to serve the
present needs of the community it belongs to and the school, we have to be truly proud of it when
formed by it’s Old Students. The JHCA which helped the College on several ways and manners has
also rendered its services to the community whenever required.

Though the inception of the Jaffna Hindu College Association was a matter to be proud of, on
several occasions it had to carry out its’ services by overcoming several obstacles and challenges.
But today by the formation of “Jaffna Hindu College Association” and the community services
carried out by it and by it’s services in the past have proved to everyone that its ultimate objective
was only to serve our Community and fulfilling its’ needs is the truth. The truth is the ‘Formation of
the Union was a ‘Difference but not Partiality’

However it was regretful that the formation and the services of the Union was viewed by some
persons as a ‘Reflection of Partiality’. Also the aim of this essay is a ‘record of history’ and not to
strengthen or with an aim to praise any individual person.

Let us register the formation of the Union and its Objectives briefly and thereafter view its past
activities.
2002

- Donated 500 chairs to the College for Kumarasamy Hall

- JHC OBA through the Jaffna Branch granted a sum of Rs. 100,000/- as an additional

payment to the teachers who kindly volunteered to conduct extra lessons at the College.
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- Financial Assistance was provided to the School Sports Division, together with the Old
Boys Association of Germany.

- The Vanni Organization of the Jaffna Hindu College Union was established. Through this
Organization, Humanitarian and Educational Facilities were granted to the people
and students of Vanni.

- Appeals were sent to the Foreign Embassies in the United Kingdom, requesting to facilitate
eviction of the Armed Forces from the Tamil Schools.

- Asan Annual Event, ‘Joly Vibe’ (Jolly Stars Night) was started and the Hindu Youths (U.K)
(‘Inthu llaygnan’) was published as an Annual Issue.

2003

- Asum of Rs. 30,000/- each was granted to the Science Club, Chess Club, English Union and
Internet Club of the College.

- In association with Kilinochchi Aesthetics Kala Mandram, through the Government Agent
Kilinochchi, Education Workshops were conducted with an aim to increase the Mental Re
sources of the Students affected by war. Rs. 732,500/- was spent for this purpose.

- Books were sent continuously to the several Educational Organizations in the Mother Land.

- Through the establishmen known as ‘Ladder’, £1750.00 was gifted to purchase books for
the Libraries of many schools in Sri Lanka that have been affected by financial constraints.

- To the Students who were financially affected and was selected to the Universities in Sri
Lanka were granted a Monthly Assistance through the Government Agent Kilinochchi.

2004

- The Yolly Stars Twenty 20 Cup’ Tournament was initiated for the first time and is being
continuously conducted annually.

- Many Books were sent continuously to the Mother Land.
2004
- Tsunami Disaster Relief:
- £10,000 was sent immediately as a First Stage Relief to the Tsunami victims.
- £6,500.00 was sent as a Second Stage
- 200,000 kg. of Clothes were sent from London by Cargo.
- 100 kg. Medicines were sent from London

- Also a Children Home was constructed in 2006 at a cost of £ 11,500 for the Children
affected by Tsunami.
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2005 — 2008 - JHCA (UK) Undergraduate Scholarships

- For the First time during the history of the Old Boys Association, three students were
selected from the Mother Land and Financial Assistance provided to them to continue
their higher studies for 3 years at the Queens University Belfast till they successfully
completed their studies. That is to say arrangements were made to meet the entire cost of |
their Travelling, University Fees, Lodging and Other Expenses totaling more than 100,000.00

- It has to be mentioned that the participation of the Old Boys Union of the Jaffna University
helped in the selection process of the above students and in several other ways.

2005
- Financial Assistance for the Centenary Issue of the JHC OBA
- Financial Assistance was given to purchase Tent for the Scouts of Jaffna Hindu College
- Memorial Services were organized at the Kanaga Thurkai Amman Temple at Eling- London
in memory of late Mr. Sivaramalingam.
- Also Hindu Youths Special Issue was published in memory of late Mr.Sivaramalingam.
2006
- ACultural Show ‘Nam Kaattru’ (Our Breeze) was organized
- ‘lolly Stars Sports Personality for the Year’ was introduced
- 2500.00 was donated through the Croydon Community Relief Foundation to the
construction of Fowl Farms in the Batticaloa and Ampara Districts in Eastern Province of
our Mother Land.
2009
- By way of appeal the Jaffna Hindu College Union (UK) requested the World Famous Non
Governmental Organizations and all the Foreign Embassies in Britain to confirm the safety
of the general public during the final stage of the war which was a precedent to the
other Unions.
2010

- A sum of Rs. 5,000/- each to the 25 students who were affected and displaced due to
the war is being sent through the Principal of the School monthly to allow them to stay in
the hostel at Jaffna Hindu College and continue their studies.
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2011

2014

The School Principal was invited to England and Honoured for his services.

The outstanding Batsman Mr.Prabaharan known as ‘Sulthan’ of the Jaffna Hindu College
was honoured and the ‘Life Time Achiever Award was granted to him by the Principal of
the Jaffna Hindu College during the ‘Jolly Vibe’ Function of the Jaffna Hindu College Union.

Upon the urgent request made by the Principal of the College, £ 2000.00 was donated to
construct drainage and to purchase equipments to the Resource Centre of the College.

Although KSS was a strict person, he was very kind and looked after the interests and welfare of
the students in the hostel. Life at the hostel was fantastic and we all enjoyed it thoroughly. When
| was studying in Colombo and living in rented accommodation, | shared a room with the late
Mr Pararajasegaram, KSS's eldest son. It was a memorable moment in my life and a rare privilege
to meet the late Mr K S Subramaniam who had come to visit his son in Colombo. Although we had
tried to book him a room in a nearby hotel for the night he was determined to stay with us. All his
son’s efforts to persuade him to stay in the hotel were in vain. In the end, the great man stayed with
us, roughing out with the bare minimum facilities in the room. This incident demonstrated the type
of man he was —a man of humility and simplicity.
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KSS had inspired so many generations of college students, and his association with the college
hostel was legendary, to say the least. He was truly humble, and passionately and intensely
committed to the wellbeing of those staying in the hostel under his care. KSS was absolutely
fearless and would do whatever was right and fair by his students. | have maximum respect for KSS
and salute him for all his magnanimous and untiring services as a teacher and hostel warden.

Many of us will remember little incidents and amusing anecdotes, funny as well as serious, about
the teachers and fellow students. Recollecting and recounting many of these memories will bring, |
am sure, much joy and pleasure during the reunion.

As an old boy, | am greatly appreciative of just how much | owe to our Alma mater. Looking back over
a long and interesting career in engineering, | have deep feelings of respect and gratitude to those
fine teachers who had such a lasting and profound influence during my formative years. | should like
to pay tribute to them for their dedication, interest, and support during my early education.

The excellent education and training we received during our time at JHC have greatly contributed to
our successful careers; and it is these along with our fond memories that have brought the alumni
together and will continue to strengthen the ties and deepen our loyalty to our Alma mater.

After working with the Department of Irrigation
in Sri Lanka, | decided to come to the UK to pursue my engineering studies at the University of
Kingston Upon Thames. From the mid 60’s | worked on many interesting bridge projects with the world
famous bridge design firm, Freeman Fox and Partners (now called Hyder), in their London offices,
and later joined the Department of Transport in the Bridges Engineering Division.

During my career with the Department of Transport’s Highways Agency, | represented the
Department on international committees responsible for bridge and tunnel standards, as well as
numerous British Standard committees dealing with civil engineering structures. | was responsible
for the technical approval of the 5 km long Second Severn Crossing, from England to Wales, and
for the Government’s design specification for the illustrative design of the bridge, which was
subsequently adopted by the Second Severn Crossing Concessionaire. The bridge was opened by
Prince Charles in 1997,
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The great honour of receiving the prestigious OBE from the Queen in 1997 came as a delightful
surprise to the whole family and for me a humbling reminder of the reliance that must be placed
on the co-operation and support of my colleagues. My willingness and commitment to take
responsibility of the many difficult and complex bridge designs and bridge assessments had been
recognised by this Award. My sheer determination, hard work and ambition had helped me to
achieve what | had dreamt of at Jaffna Hindu College. To quote from Thomas A. Edison “Our
greatest weakness lies in giving up. The most certain way to succeed is always to try one more time”.

Now even after six years of the civil war being brought to an end, we are still deeply concerned for
the welfare of our loved ones all over the north and east of Sri Lanka, and in Vanni in particular. The
Government of Sri Lanka has done very little to improve the situation with regard to the military
occupation, people’s lands, human rights violations and the restriction of fundamental freedom
. | admire the degree of zeal with which many of you have responded to this organisation’s fund
raising appeals in the past and it is my fervent desire to see such magnanimity continue into the
future. We are all grateful and fortunate to have had our lives enriched by the high standard of
education at the college. We in turn should ensure that the present and future generations are
provided with this same opportunity and we acknowledge the immense help several UK
organisations, like the JHC (UK), are offering to those in our Motherland in these difficult times.

JHC (UK) has helped our college in the past and, with resources and abilities coming from your
support and loyalty, it will continue to do so in the many, many years to come. It would be a fitting
tribute to our fellow students, both past and present, to quote from Longfellow “The heights that
great men reached and kept were not attained by sudden flight, but they, while their companions
slept, were toiling upward in the night.”

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The Role of Hindu Schools in Jaffna
— Bala Muhunthan

The best schools in the Island of Sri Lanka and some say the best schools in
Asia were in the Jaffna peninsula. American Missionaries supported education
as a means to convert students to Christianity. The people of Jaffna responded
enthusiastically to the opportunity. The Jaffna Tamils used the opportunity to
move into English speaking occupations in Government, the private sector and
the professions such as teaching, law and accounting.

Many Tamils moved to the Sothern parts of the island and to overseas countries such as Singapore
and Malaysia. The pinnacle of Jaffna education in the first half of the century was when many
obtained degrees from the newly founded University of Madras in 1857 and received the first
degrees awarded by these institutions. The Hindu Tamils found the rate of conversion to
Christianity through the provision of English education was alarming which included the Hindu
Tamils opting to change their names to Christian names and converting to Christianity to obtain jobs
in the Government and prominent Hindus united to prevent this from happening.

The British the then rulers of Ceylon introduced a grant system and the majority of the
indigenous schools were not eligible for grant initially since they did not offer Western subjects
that were considered secular. However after 1880 the British Government began to aid Buddhist
and Hindu schools. This was the beginning of Jaffna Hindu College which was founded in 1890 and
many other Hindu primary and secondary schools followed, the rest is history. These schools were
administrated by Hindu Tamils with Western Style education with all extracurricular activities
such as Scouting, Cadetting with all kinds of sports including cricket, soccer and tennis. The
primary schools were administrated by a body called Hindu Board and the secondary schools were
administrated by another body called Hindu College Board. In the 1960s many of these schools
became government schools which were directly funded by the Government of Sri Lanka. For
the Tamil administrators this was a blessing in disguise while the financial burden was lifted, the
independence of running their own schools was lost.

While the emphasis was to provide a Western style education the Tamil culture and Hindu
religious education was strictly nurtured by these schools. The students were provided with a sound
understanding of Hinduism and Tamil culture with debates and speech contests. The pride in the
culture and in being a Hindu Tamil was instilled in all of the students.

This level of education provided us with the foundation to go overseas when the domestic racial
political situation was not favourable to a free and fair education with restrictions placed on
university entry. These great institutions have produced enormous number of students with
the capability of surviving in foreign land without losing their cultural identity resulting in our old
students excelling in every field and reaching higher places internationally and are very actively
involved in preserving our cultural identity.

The very evidence of this is the number of Hindu Temples and Tamil schools run by many volunteers
and funded by the Tamil community in other countries. Jaffna Hindu College old students are in the
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forefront of this activity all over the world including Australia and they are ever ready to recite a
“Thevaram” when asked with pride and enthusiasm. The challenge now is how we are going to instil
this spirit into our next generation.

We are proud to see our school achieving its 125th years in existence and | would like to
congratulate the current administration for having the cpportunity to celebrate this great event.

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MY JAFFNA HINDU

Sinnathamby Sittampalam (1948 - 1954)

It was January 1948 when Principal Coomarasamy admitted me to Jaffna Hindu
~ College. | was 14, the class was 111rd Form, and our class master and English
" teacher was Mr.A.S. Kanagaratnam (ASK). There was no room in the hostel and
| had to travel daily from Nelliady my home town 18 miles away. It was tough,
| but there was no choice. After a month K.S Subramaniam (KSS), squeezed me

into the vacant sick room for a brief period and later into the main dormitory.
My change of residence to the hostel was of great importance in my student life, in that it marked a
complete change of environment. Nelliady had already become the Commercial and entertainment
centre of Vadamaradchy. The two cinemas that were in my neighbourhood would have ruined me,
had | continued to live there. When my father put me in the hostel, he fully realized that it was the
only salvation for my future

Life at Jaffna Hindu was the beginning of a new era in my life. The training was wholesome to shape
me to successfully face the challenges of a competitive world. The academic training right from
the 111rd form to the Advanced Level, laid the solid foundation and confidence in me, not only to
gain my Degree in Science and Diploma in Education of the University of Ceylon, but also the LL.B
(Ceylon) and Advocate Finals of the Law College Colombo externally. During my years at College,
our college had a galaxy of dedicated and efficient teachers and | had the fortune to be instructed
by some of them, in my curricular programs, notably ASK(English), Mr.Mahadeva (History),
K.S.Subramaniam (KSS) (Geography ,Mr.C.Sabaratnam (MathsSaban), MrVijayam Asaipilla( Physicsi),
Mr. Subramaniam ( Kaddai Supper) (Botany), and Mr. Ramakrishnan( Zoology). Further,
Mr. A. Vaithilingam and Mr.Karthigeyan enriched us of our political and social knowledge by their
discourses in our student associations.

My life at college went well beyond the classroom and involved extra-mural activities as well. . | was
a member of the Senior Cadet Corps of the College and attended Camp in Diyathalawa. | was in the
college soccer team in all three Elevens and was the captain of the 1st Eleven inn 1953. Our 1954
team not only won the JSSA Championship but went on to beat Jaffna College 6-1 and St lohns
College 4-1 and was praised by Daily News Sports column as the only team that played Copy Book
soccer. The same year | was selected to represent Jaffna District Selected Team for the Inter-District
soccer Competition and also to play the visiting Madras team. Soccer was then the most popular
sport in Jaffna and if you were the anchor of the college team you are in limelight. Your performance
in the field, in the Inter-collegiate matches is critical to the prestige of the school and the pride of
our students. | vividly remember the day | failed to convert a crucial penalty kick and faced a barrage
of criticism and ridicule in the hostel that gave me a sleepless night and | also remember the day my
assist of a singular winning goal against Jaffna Central showered me with praises. These invaluable
experience of roller-coaster of pains and pleasures, and emotional strains were the building blocks of
my character and disposition that put me in good stead to face the harsh realities of life. | went on
to play for the University of Ceylon Soccer Team and won Soccer Colors for all three years. Our team
captain was Peter Ranasinghe, from the Engineering Faculty who was also the Captain of All Ceylon
Soccer Team. In 1958, after completing my Science Degree | was teaching at Colombo Hindu College,
Ratmalana, when Peter invited me to join the trials for selection of the All Ceylon Soccer Team. Soon
after | started my trial sessions the communal riots drove me to Jaffna, never to return to Colombo,
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thus ending my soccer career. | owe my distinguished career in soccer and the success of our
college team in the fifties, to the devoted service and interest of our sports master P. Thiyagarajah.
This bold-headed man with a stocky frame and large heart, enlisted the services of some efficient
coaches to provide us quality training. His schedule included two hours of rigorous field practice in the
strategies and nuances of the game, followed by three to four mile run to build our stamina and a raw
egg and coffee to each player to wind up the day. No wonder he achieved success.

Jaffna Hindu had the largest student hostel among Jaffna schools. It had the cheapest hostel to
cater to the poor students and its student population were from the remotest islets of the
Peninsula to Vavunia, Mullaithivu, Trincomalee and Batticaloa. Warden was K.S. Subramaniam
popularly known as KSS. His assistant and book keeper was Namasivayagam, fondly nick-named as
Karadi Food was strictly vegetarian with a variety and taste palatable even to a non-vegetarian. Quality
is such that eventhe visiting cricket teams relished our hostel lunch. The administration focussed on the
physical and academic need of the students, who made the hostel their home. Three meals, a morning
coffee, afternoon tea with snacks daily, a haircut and oil bath as required weekly and monthly
laundry facility.. A morning prayer and studies, afternoon field activities and evening two studies to
meet the moral, religious, physical and academic requirements. An extra coffee to those who made
use of a third study during public examinations. An evening walk couple of times a week to Kallundai or
Pannai beach, for relaxation from the daily tight scheduley. And all these facilities for a meagre
monthly fee of Rs.30, which is almost half of what was charged by other student hostels. KSS was a strict
disciplinarian. He wanted absolute obedience to the rules that governed the hostel and no
compromise to good behaviour. Infringement invites warning and mild punishment and repeated
misconduct expulsion.

Jaffna Hindu was unique. It was founded towards the end of the 19th century. Those were times
when English medium education was the only avenue to prosperity and status. It was also the reality
that it was in the almost exclusive domination of the denominational institutions. Even Hindus had
no option but to join those Institutions in pursuit of good life and even to switch their faith if need-
ed. It was in this context that, some prominent Hindus who sought to contain this trend, formed the
Hindu College Board and established the Jaffna Hindu College, to provide quality English Education.
Their dream was realized towards the Mid 20th century, when Jaffna Hindu was one of the leading
Educational Institutions in the peninsula and undoubtedly the premier Hindu institution in the Island.
What is more, whether it is quality education, sports or Co-curricular performance, it stood up to
compete with the other institutions of the peninsula. Jaffna Hindu is a mission accomplished.

As for me | am fortunate and proud to be an alumnus of Jaffna Hindu. My experience at school and
hostel served me well in my later life. In Canada, from 1988 | worked with the Tamil Eelam Society of
Canada in helping the huge influx of Eelam Tamil refugees and received the prestigious Qutstanding
Achievement Awards for Voluntarism in Ontario, from the Ministry of Citizenship, Ontario | was also
involved in the Tamil Eelam freedom struggle, as the president of the Tamil Eelam Society of Canada
and World Tamil Movement of Ontario. These positions presented me with some of the worst
challenges of my life. | would venture to say the training of laffna Hindu helped me to face them
boldly to success.

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We Never Walked Alone

-Some fond memories and remembering the dedicated teachers by
V Karthigeyan BSc (Eng) MSc CEng MIStructE MICE MIMarEST CMIOSH

'} Between 1962 and 64 scout masters Sivasubramaniam and Muthucumaraswamy
! guided a previously unheard of scout troop to eminence on the island. Our era
of success started in 1962, when for the first time, many members of our troop
achieved the first class badge. The scout masters were busy organising training and
hikes necessary to obtain the Queen’s badge. With Mr Alwines teaching first aid, most of us obtained the
scout and St Johns Ambulance badges. With this hive of activity, three of us became Queen’s scouts — an
honour our troop had not experienced before. In the 1963 Old park rally, we won the Rotary Club Shield
putting us in first place among the Jaffna scout troops. This success was soon followed up with winning
the ‘Island Merit Flag’, which placed us first in the whole island. In 1964 our first aid skills helped us to
win the Thinnakaran first aid shield. Later that year seven more of our members became Queens’ scouts.
Our achievements were celebrated with a field day in May 1964 with the Scout Commissioner as our
chief guest.

Scouts looking to achieve their first class badge must take part in a hike. We were split into groups of four
and were given clues for the hike. After a long trek, camping far from home away from the guidance of our
Scout masters left us feeling alone and nervous. During the night we were disturbed by three strangers;
to our relief they turned out to be our Scout masters accompanied by future principal PS Cumaraswamy,
later to become the principal. Their dedication to the troop led them to spend the whole night going
from camp to camp making sure we were all safe.

Our teachers never confined themselves to the syllabi in the record books. | have fond memories of KSS
(KS Subramaniam) giving up the geography lesson occasionally to treat us to the Mahabaratha story. In
his narration the characters came to life whenever Veman (Bhema) was angry, it could be felt in the voice
of KSS as he rattled his heavy desk.

A blacksmith is not injured by a high temperature spark from his forge, but a saucepan full of hot water
can scald you badly. | have never forgotten this explanation of temperature and heat given by Senathi
(Mr Sanathirajah) during my first physics class. Messrs Senathirajah and Saravanamuthu laid the founda-
tions for many of us going on to careers in science, engineering and technology. | feel very thankful when
I think that as a Structural Engineer, the professional expertise | have was built on the foundation laid by
Saban (Mr C Sabaratnam) and Varathar (Mr Varatharajaperumal), who taught us statics and dynamics.

In his message to the 1964 scout field day, the principal C Sabaratnam wrote ‘We are living in a world
faced with vast difficulties. Many of them stem from the inability of people to be tolerant and cooperative.
It is the function of schools like ours to inculcate the quality of friendliness in thought, word and deed in
all our individual and group activities.” We all benefited when his words were put in practice.

V Karthigeyan studied at JHC from 1958 to 1966. He was one of JHC’s first three Queen'’s scouts. He was a patrol
leader and became the troop leader in 1964. In 1965 he served as the Cub Master. Mr Karthigeyan was one of a record
number of 23 from JHC to enter the engineering faculty in 1966. He worked for many consulting engineers and contractors.
At present he is working as a Structural Engineering Specialist for the UK regulatory authority for the offshore oil industry
and is involved in the examination of the integrity of offshore installations as well as developing the international
standards.
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Vythilingam Paramanathan,
a former student of Jaffna Hindu
College

| was a student at Jaffna Hindu College from 1956 to 1960 for my GCE ordinary
level and advance level classes. Those were the happiest years of my student
life. Apart from my studies, | participated very much in sports competitions -
football, athletics and cricket — representing the college in cricket. | obtained
my BSc engineering at Technion, Israel Institute of Technology in 1968.

Following that, | was employed by River Valleys Development Board (RVDB) and introduced sprinkler
irrigation systems in Gal Oya and Walawe development projects in 1969. Based on the successes of
the sprinkler systems, the Plan Implement Department (PID) under the Prime Minister’s office gave
me a lead role to introduce the scientific method that | had proposed for determining crop water
requirements, while doing away with the ‘rule of thumb’ method (introduced by the British
engineers in the late 1920s) the Irrigation Department and RVDB engineers had been using for
3-4 decades. | also pressurised, via PID, the Irrigation Department to change its land use planning
concept that it had used in many irrigation projects, which | proved in 1970-71, had been the main
social factor that caused almost all major river basin schemes to perform well below expectations.
| introduced an alternative concept, which was adopted by the Irrigation Department-RVDB for the
70,000 acre Walawe Irrigation Project.

In 1971-72 | did MSc in Water Resources Technology at Birmingham University (England) and after
obtaining the postgraduate degree | worked for a respected civil engineering consultancy firm in
London for almost 5 years in water related projects. | become a chartered engineer, by securing
membership of the Institution of Civil Engineers, UK.

As | wanted much greater challenges, in September 1977 | took employment with Enplan Group, a
Nigerian consulting firm. In July 1979 Enplan Group bought into a major joint venture called MRT
(comprised four large British based firms) and elevated me to be an Associate. Initially, | led design
and study teams on a number of water resources and irrigation developments and from 1982 to
1986 coordinated the work of similar teams. My role as a Projects Coordinator took me to meet our
teams and clients in Cameroun, Niger, Chad and Ghana. In January 1987 | was appointed by MRT as
the Chief Resident Engineer of Jibya Dam, Irrigation and Water Supply Project in northern Nigeria
(about £140 million project in 1987 prices). | completed the assignment in December 1989.

In January 1990 | joined Halcrow, a major British consulting firm with projects and offices in
30+ countries in Europe, Asia-Pacific, North America, South America and Africa. An unexpected
requirement for Halcrow to replace its Chief Design Engineer on a mighty irrigation project
covering 450,000 acres in Pakistan took me there in February the same year. The Asian Development
Bank (ADB), the agency that was funding the project threatened to blacklist Halcrow for the poor
performance of a joint team that comprised Halcrow and the client’s counterpart engineers, though

Now, | can recollect with satisfaction that | contributed to the successes of many projects in a
number of countries — the UK and some others in Asia- Pacific, Africa and in Sri Lanka (both during
1968-71 and 2003-06) - and helped to improve the wellbeing of many communities. Further, it gives
me pleasure to recollect that all my employers and clients in the different countries | worked always
showed me the highest respect.

| have been supporting humanitarian organisations since 1974, when a few Tamils got together and
registered a charity called Pothigai Trust to help families who were struggling to uplift themselves
from poverty. Soon after the anti-Tamil riots in Sri Lanka in 1977, Pothigai Trust, together with 3-4
other Tamil organisations based in the UK, formed Standing Committee of Tamils Speaking People
(SCOT). It provided immediate help to thousands of families who were displaced by the riots and
later to set up programmes to encourage families in poverty to improve their livelihood. | continue
to provide technological direction and support to SCOT and a few other charities in the UK, Australia
and the US. These charities have now given priority to livelihood enhancement projects.

| attribute my professional successes and involvement in humanitarian work to the specific advice
and direction given by many of my teachers at Jaffna Hindu College, particularly the then Principal
Mr Asappillai and Messrs C Sabaratnam, K S Kanagaratnam and Pathmanayagam.
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Jaffna Hindu College
Memories and Memoirs

One can go back to yester years and try to remember all
the events that crossed our paths. Generally speaking,
they say that as you age, memories tend to fade away,
somewhat a natural phenomenon. But, when it comes to
our own Hindu College life, it's still a vivid memory, some-
thing that never goes away from our aging minds. Yes, we
are talking of events and memories that happened more
than 50-60 years ago. But, seemingly, it’s like yesterday.

Joining the school at a tender age is an experience by itself. But, the hostel life is something beyond
any description. Being away from home, the hostel is a: “Home Away From Home”. Out of the
365 days of the year, we almost spent 300 days in the hostel. The hostel has provided the needed
accommodation, food, and companionship with friends and all what is part and parcel of life. Of
course, not missing the main purpose is the education and the values ahead.

It will be a miss, if we don’t talk about the delicious food that was provided week after week. Being
a Hindu hostel, vegetarianism is the order of the day. If one recapitulated the weekly menu, even
now, it’s still invigorating the taste buds. Those days, one cannot easily forget.

| joined the school in 1952 and spent a decade before entering the university. During that time
period, the school was headed by V.Coomaraswamy, V.M. Asaipillai, C.Sabaratnam and later
N. Sabaratnam. Though there were four principals during this era, to all of us the hostellers, the
principal stalwart was our boarding master, K.S.Subramaniam, shortly known as KSS5. What an
experience under his leadership, who single handedly kept us in his harness making sure that we
did not go astray. Of course, there are always exceptions, who still find ways to escape from his
tentacles, sometimes getting caught resulting in public caning etc.

Life in hostel under KSS was something like a love/hate relationship and we never understood the
love part then. For all the mischievous hostellers, he was not a welcome person. Though, in essence,
he was the ultimate guardian angel. What we feared most was getting caught and being caned in
public. As you age, maturity and responsibility sets in and that’s when one begins to understand the
noble deeds, the hidden guidance and wisdom, imparted by KSS.

One can go on narrating all the experiences during our hostel life. But, that’s only one half of the
story. What about the college part of the life? After all, the main purpose of staying in hostel is to
further our education and become productive members of the society. Truly, the staff of the school
was highly dedicated, well-educated teachers who really believed in imparting the knowledge to
the students. The annual admissions to the University in all disciplines were a testament to the
achievement.

Taking a moment away from the hostel and the learning side of things, many episodes can be
brought to the attention of all. The most important and significant thing that would not escape
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from our memories, is in the sports side. Coach Thiyagar was the athletic director, soccer coach and
cricket coach for many years. He was a charismatic man who somehow singlehandedly managed
to arrange so much of athletic activity and games for the various teams for all those years. Hindu
College is well known for these extracurricular activities, namely cricket, soccer and athletics. Of
the three, most of the time we excelled in cricket and to a lesser extent in soccer. Names of many
cricketers come to our minds. But, the one and only one name that sticks out well is my dear and
good friend Dr.Balakrishnan, Bala for short. (I don’t mean in the physical attribute —that’s for another
time). Though he came to our school in later years of my time, he caught the attention of many,
being a cricket wizard. Originating in Saravanai, but spending most of his time in Batticaloa, he was
a fresh face in school, illuminating all the cricket fans of the school, the Vannarpannai area, the
Northern Province, as well as the girls from the schools nearby. As years passed by, his popularity
rose to greater heights and his name was in the lips of everyone and that made it easy for what is
to follow.

During his years, came the “Cricketer of the North” contest. It was organized by the biggest
newspaper of the region and the selection process was by votes casted by the sports fans and
readers. The voting ballots were printed in the daily newspaper. Though, Bala was considered the
most outstanding player and an outright winner considering his performance, this ballot issue
caused a stumbling block. We had to get the majority of ballots to cast the votes to achieve the
final outcome. It became a hot issue to all of us. This meant that, we had to start an ambitious
campaign insupportof this selection process. Not realizing well that other schools had already started
collecting all the newspapers with the ballots, we had to come up with a strategy to be ahead of the
game. We started collecting funds to purchase newspapers as they arrived and one should see the
competition at the Jaffna Railway Station before the bundles were whisked away by other school
representatives or the newspaper agents. It was daily phenomenon starting at 5.30 am to meet the
incoming Yal Devi from Colombo. All that starts well ends well, they say and true enough, he was
selected as the “Cricketer of the North” by an overwhelming majority.

The take home message from this successful episode is to emphasize that solidarity, unity and
support from everyone that will breed success.

We had years of successful cricket seasons in the 50s and 60’s. | am able to name some of the
captains of those good teams.

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My Hostel Life
In Jaffna Hindu College 1953-1963

| am privileged to write about the hostel life in Janna Hindu College

| hail from Pungudutivu which is one of the seven islands around Jaffna.
Education was the backbone of the tamils. Even though higher education was
available in Pungudutivu, my father wanted me to be educated in a well known school in Jaffna
namely Jaffna Hindu College.

| was a boarder until | finished my HSC (A/L now).| joined Jaffna Hindu College at the tender age of
nine years.| was fortunate to have had late Mr Sivaramalingam who also came from my village, as
my mentor.Inspite being eligible to start in the sixth standard,Late Mr Sivaramalingam advised me
to repeat fifth standard to improve my English knowledge.l now realize how valuable was his advice.

Lot of old boys of JHC have written about our alma mater,l thought | will share some of my
memories of hostel.l had the experience of a boarder in baby | when | started in JHC, junior and
senior hostel.l was in the baby hostel at the start of my life in JHC.

The baby hostel was next to the boarding masters house. | was a shy student and did not know
many boarders in the baby hostel but there were many from my village in the senior hostel who
helped me to get through the initial stages in JHC.

There were many mango trees near the boarding master’s house and we used to pluck mangoes
when the boarding master was not watching.

Later on | moved to Chettiar hostel which was a junior hostel,where late Mr Narayanasamy, a maths
teacher was also residing .At around 5.00am ,he would come around knocking on our trunks to
wake us up.

When | joined JHC Late Mr V.Asaipillai was the principal, K.S.Subramaniam ( Fondly called KSS)
was the boarding master and late Mr Namasivayam was assistant boarding master.KSS was a strict
disciplinarian but boarders welfare was always in his mind.Even though KSS was strict but was also
a very kind personality.

We had two study periods separated by dinner time. KSS appointed prefect to supervise us during
study periods. Often KSS will come round to check to make sure that the students were behaving
properly.When KSS came to check his dog will arrive before him and the students would know that
KSS was coming and the boarders will be on their best behavior’s came to know this, hence he
would tie his dog in the house before he came to check on the students.

How ever his sandals will indicate his arrival, and the boarders again behave well.

Somehow KSS had come to know this and later KSS would come barefooted to catch the misbehav-
ing students.
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The food in the hostel was vegetarian, as you would expect. Menu for breakfast is different each day
and the favorite with boarders was “Pittu” so much so there is song called “pittae vaa” (in the same
melody as in “anbe vaa”).Highlight of the term end is the lunch with payasam, vadai and banana.
The teachers,day scholars and the boarders enjoy that lunch.

KSS is a religious person and a keen sportsman . The boarders have to wake up at 5.00am on a Friday
and walk to the Nallur temple and back before breakfast.

During away cricket matches KSS will arrange a coach for those boarders to go for the matches and
also arrange for lunch packets to be delivered for those attending the matches.

During the national examinations for SSC and HSC , the students sitting for the exams are allowed a
third study after the best coffee in the hostel. Even during the holidays those sitting for the exams
are allowed to stay in the hostel.

The hostel was a big community of students from various parts of the country.

There had been instances when the so called good for nothing students have become KSS's
favorites due to his influence and appointed as hostel prefects

| would like to end this memories with one instance when one of the senior boarder acted as KSS
to deceive a couple of boarders.

We are only allowed to go to cinemas with KSS permission but the rules are there to be broken.

One night a some senior of boarders wanted to go a second show for a film and this has been
leaked to other friends. To go out after late hours the boarders had to climb the wall to get out of
the hostel.

This group allowed the first group to jump the wall but dressed as KSS in his green shawl, sandals,
cigars atorch and the famous sandals lit torch at the second group, thinking that KSS has noticed
them , they ran away and not wanting to get caught, they ran and was found out that the second
group went as far as Pannai and only returned at about 5.00 am to climb back to get into the hostel.

They were kept in tenter cooks for couple of days thinking that KSS was going to punish them until
the plan was exposed after couple of days.
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My School Experiences...

It is a privilege and a great honour to be asked to write about my schoolboy
days at Jaffna Hindu College on the occasion of its 125th anniversary. It was
and remains one of the top schools in Jaffna and | am proud to be amongst its
alumni.

It all began in late December 1965 when |, along with another four stu-
dents from a little known village called Usan, started our journey to our future school which
was twenty miles away in Jaffna town. Being away from home for the first time and accli-
matising to a completely new way of life proved very unsettling. My first night turned out
to be a disaster when | fell from the wooden plank-bed and split my face on the rusted iron
stand and had to be taken to hospital in the middle of the night to be stitched up. To make
matters worse, an older boy who was supposed to be looking after me, stole the fifty rupees my
father had given me as pocket money.

Despite an ominous beginning, my first day at school with my new friends and teachers replaced
those initial fears with feelings of excitement, courage and a desire to succeed. | was determined to
be at the top of my class and | studied extremely hard, perhaps on reflection, too hard. My diligent
work ethos placed me at the top of the class most of the time but there were certain arts subjects
(e.g. wood work, drawing and music) in which | pitifully and persistently scored no more than 20%.
| used to worry, quite irrationally, that my father had only sent me to boarding school to master
maravelai and would be so disappointed in my lack of craftsmanship!

A typical day would kick off at S5am. We would wake up abruptly to the sound of a big bang on
the iron rail outside the dormitory, which was struck hard by our watcher, Banda. Those who
failed to rise in time were woken up by the insertion of a nasty mookupodi into their nostrils by
K Subramanyam(KS), our boarding headmaster, on his routine dawn visit to the dormitory. In a
hectic rush we quickly washed and ran to pick the best flowers in the garden to adorn the statues of
the gods and goddesses that watched over us in our bedside cupboards. This was followed by hot
milky coffee, some early morning study and then the routine of communal bathing and queuing up
for the very sophisticated bucket lavatories. Then proper school studies began interspersed with
breaks and games.

It was a strictly regimented routine. KS enforced discipline with a just iron fist and many a time | was
at the receiving end. A caning or a smack on my mischievous cheek became a regular occurrence
and after a while | became quite immune to it. Despite this painful but deserved discipline, KS was
the teacher who | respected and admired the most. We are all eternally grateful to him for guiding
us through those tumultuous teenage years, without him we would not have grown up to be the
people we are today.

We also studied the arts such as drama, tamil literature and religion. KS's after dinner lectures on
mahabaratham still reverberate with me today. | am eternally grateful to the school for teaching us
the great epics of tamil literature; the mahabaratham, kural and silapathikaram. From time to time
| quote from kural and mahabaratham and teach the richness of those great sagas to my children.
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We also had ample opportunity to do sports and other extracurricular activities such as gardening.
Unfortunately, my sports career was painfully disappointing and | did not make it into any teams
not even into the garden club!

We were also taught key life lessons that would benefit us greatly in the future. Our experience of
doing siramathanam, trips to Kilinochi to work in the paddy fields and early morning yoga lessons
(after firstly sipping down a hot coriander drink!) instilled in us the importance of hard work and a
sense of self-discipline, community service and patience.

This great school gave us the platform and confidence to achieve and excel in whatever we
aspired to be. | greatly benefited from my schooling at Jaffna Hindu College, which culminated in my
admission to medical school. Despite our previous clashes, | could see KS was very happy about this
achievement. This gave me great pride and an understanding that his discipline and wise teachings
had significantly helped me to this success.

My key values and attributes to a large extent took root during those early years at school: my
fondness of the tamil language, my commitment to a Hindu way of life and my respect for my elders.

At this point | would like to mention the names of some of those teachers who | very much respect
and am forever indebted to: Messrs Sockalingham, Sivasubramanium, Ariyarajasingam, Selvadurai,
Muthukumarasamy, Ganesharatnam, Francis, Ponambalam, Saravanamuthu and KS of course.

I was blessed with very happy formative years at Jaffna Hindu College and | have greatly benefited
from my time there both personally and professionally. | wish the school, teachers and the students
all the best.

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HISTORIC VISIT BY, HISTORICAL PEOPLE

Spiritual, Non-Violence and
Academic visit to
Jaffna Hindu College

Swami Vivekananda
(Visited Jaffna Hindu College
on 24" January 1897)

A magnificent pandal was put up in the precincts of
the Jaffna Hindu College to receive Swami
Vivekananda when he visited Jaffna on his way back
from America. The Swamilanded in Colombo on 15"
January 1897.

The Swami reached Jaffna on the ensuing Sunday,
The Swami was taken in procession from the city to
the College a distance of two miles with torch lights
and music along Jaffna K. K.S Road. He reached the college at 10pm, his real appearance and
majestic dignity as he entered the hall evoked spontaneous awe inspiring reverence from
the vast audience. He delivered a very stirring address. His entire speech was listened to in
pin drop silence. The impact on the thousands who heard him was so tremendous that
hundreds milled round him to touch his feet.

On his speech:

' The highest of gifts is the giving of spiritual knowledge, the next is the giving of secular
knowledge and the next is the saving of life; the last is giving food and drink. He who gives
spiritual knowledge saves the soul from many a birth. He who gives secular knowledge
opens the eyes of human beings towards spiritual knowledge, and far below these, rank all
other gifts, even the saving of life.’

Mahatma Gandhi
Visited Jaffna Hindu College on 27" November 1927

No politics for the Mahatma.

BY the standards of an incident-filled life, 1927 was not an especially exciting year for Gandhi.
He was not injail, nor was he planning a Satyagraha. He spun and he prayed, but these could
not completely fill up the days. So much time did he have on his hands that Gandhi was
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compelled to work on his autobiography,
a luxury generally afforded to a poli-
Hcian only in retirement? My Experi-
ments with Truth appeared a chapter at
a time, in the weekly Young India all
through 1927. It was at the end of what
— for him — had been a rather somno-
lent year that Gandhi made his firstand
last trip to an island then known as
Ceylon. Gandhi arrived in Colombo on
November 12, 1927, accompanied by his
wife Kasturba, his friend, follower, and
critic, C. Rajagopalachari, and the
latter’s daughter, Lakshmi. Also in the
party were his secretaries, Mahadev L= '} .

Desai and Pyarelal. Gandhi in Jaffna

In his three weeks in Ceylon, Gandhi covered the island from top to toe. He delivered dozens
of speeches, to organisations connected with Buddhists, Chettiars, Christians, and Depressed
Classes. He spoke in to girls” schools and in men’s colleges. Gandhi’s schedule was hectic
indeed. Consider thus his programme for Sunday, November 27, 1927:

9 to 10 a.m. Visits Jatfna Hindu, Parameshwara and Manipay Hindu Colleges.
3 to 5 p.m. Visits Puttur, Achveli, Velvettiturai, Tondaimannar,

Point Pedro, Chavakacheri and Chiviateru.

6to 6.15 p.m. Ladies meeting at Ridgeway Hall.

6.15 to 6.30 p.m. Cigar Factory Worker’s Meeting.

6.30 to 7 p.m. Message to Hindus.

A first-hand account of this visit is contained in Mahadev Desai’s With Gandhi in Ceylon,
printed in 1928 by that sturdy nationalist publisher of Triplicane, S. Ganesan. This is a scarce
book, not available even in the best of libraries. However, Desai’s narrative has been
extensively drawn upon by Gopalkrishna Gandhi in his recent edited book, Gandhi and Sri
Lanka, 1905-1947. While using Desai’s volume this collection goes beyond it, by including a
selection of letters written to Gandhi by his Sri Lankan friends, as well as newspaper reports
of the trip.

Mahadev Desai and Gopalkrishna Gandhi both cover the Mahatma's trip as a whole. Here,
however, let me focus only on the days he spent in the Tamil-dominated Jaffna Peninsula.
Gandhi arrived in Jaffna town to a tumultuous reception. The Jaffna railway station on the
morning of November 27, wrote the Ceylon Independent, was “the scene of a seething mass of
humanity..., expecting the arrival of Mahatma Gandhi by the Colombo train. From six in
the morning, crowds began to steam in and by 6.30 the avenues to the station were
impassable”. When at seven sharp the train arrived at the station, “there was a general
struggle among the crowd (with) people raising their heads to have a glimpse of the
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Mahatma... There was promiscuous charging in the crowd and even the reserved path could
not be kept clear. A narrow path was made and the Mahatma who returned the greetings of
the crowd in oriental fashion — namaskaram — was ... led to the car that was specially
decorated with flags bearing the spinning wheel”.

In his speeches in Jaffna, as elsewhere in the island, Gandhi stayed scrupulously clear of
politics. There were no polemics against colonial rule, no demands for constitutional reform
or democratic representation. The avatar the Mahatma had chosen for the tour was that of
the social reformer and theologian. Thus, he was especially pleased to find that the town of
Jaffna was more-or-less dry. He told a large public meeting that this “closing of the pestilential
taverns and liquour dens is a great step in the right direction”.

Gandhi was less impressed by other aspects of social life in northern Sri Lanka. He was
depressed on hearing that the practice of untouchability was apparently as widespread as
in India. As he complained to his Jaffna audience: “Living in a country over which the spirit
of the Buddha is brooding, I had felt you would be free from this spirit of untouchability. ...
Let us realise that it is a sin to consider a single human being as inferior to ourselves or (as)
untouchable. If you believe in an all-wise and all-loving God, as you must believe, you will
immediately fling the doors of your temples open to receive the suppressed brethren”.

Gandhi also confessed to having received a “painful shock” at being told about the
“differences that have arisen between Christians and Hindus” in the Jaffna Peninsula. Ina
speech to a group of influential Hindus he urged them to take the lead in promoting the
constructive dialogue of faiths. “ And seeing that you (Hindus) are in a vast majority,” said
Gandhi, “itis up to you to make advances and settle all your disputes”. Some days later, he
told the Hindu students of the Central College to study the teachings of Jesus Christ. For
“those who, no matter to what faith they belong, reverently study the teaching of other
faiths broaden their own, instead of slackening their hearts”.

Non-violence, the eradication of untouchability, inter-religious harmony: these perhaps were,
and are, the central tenets of the Gandhian message. Itis tempting to judge how far they are
honoured in contemporary Sri Lanka. The verdict on non-violence is pretty clear — asidea
or practice it has been comprehensively rejected by both sides in the civil war. As for caste,
anthropological evidence suggests that, as in India, its influence is probably on the wane.
The processes of modernisation and low caste assertion have combined to make untouchability
a less pervasive influence than was previously the case.

Which brings us, finally, to inter-religious harmony? Here, perhaps, is the real failure and
fault-line, the single most important reason for the absence of peace in Sri Lanka. Sinhala
Buddhist chauvinism was a prime contributory factor to the rise of Tamil radicalism. But
the Tamil revolutionaries, in turn, have not shown themselves to be religious pluralists either.
In particular, clashes between Hindus and Muslims have seriously damaged the case for
Tamil self-rule.

One must hope that in the Sri Lanka of the future, as indeed in the India of the present, the
Buddhist comes to live peaceably with the Hindu, and the Hindu peaceably with the Muslim,
the Christian, and the Sikh. Relevant here is a cable reproduced in the Gopalkrishna Gandhi
volume. The cable is eccentrically charming, in that it advertises — as apparently did all
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telegrams under the British Raj — commercial products, in this case Lipton’s tea and Imperial
Specials cigarettes. But it is also socially inclusive. For its sender was the Anagarika
Dharmapala, its recipient, Mahatma Gandhi. Dated February 7, 1924, the cable read: “Ceylon
Buddhists delighted your release (from Yeravada jail). Invite you and family to Colombo.
Quiet seaside residence ready”. The hand of friendship extended by a great Buddhist reformer
— accepted, three years later, by a great Hindu reformer. Except that, this being Gandhi, his
time in Ceylon was spent not in a “quiet seaside residence” but among the seething mass of
humanity.

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Establishment of sea cucumber
(beche-de-mer)
hatchery and farm in Punguduthivu

Increasing demand for beche-de-mer (Kadal Attai) along with steady price increases has led to
worldwide intensification of sea cucumber harvesting (golden sandfish/ sea cucumber). The sea
cucumber (golden sandfish) is one of the most highly sought after species in Asia.

The worldwide supply of high quality beche-de- mer will not be sufficient to meet the Asian market
demand, unless a viable sea cucumber aquaculture develops to partially replace the steady
decrease in wild stocks. Aquaculture studies on tropical sea cu- cumbers have been largely focused
on the widespread commercial sea cucumber Holothuria scabra.

The high demand for beche-de-mer on the Asian market and the systematic overexploitation of
wild populations support the call for sea cucumber farming. Aquaculture is a potential alternative
source for the market and can also sustain wild harvest fisheries. Over the past decade, efforts
to develop hatchery techniques for the culture of commercially important sea cucumber species
have in- creased significantly. Several hatchery and grow-out projects have also been undertaken by
International agencies with the aim of restocking commercially valuable sea cucumber species.
Sea cucumber aquaculture would provide a permanent solution, making it possible to both
enhance declining wild sea cucumber populations through restocking, and provide sufficient
beche-de-mer product to satisfy the increasing Asian market demand.

The Jaffna Hindu College Old Boys’ Association of Sydney has completed 20 years since its
formation in 1994. During this period, it has succeeded in bringing together JHC Alumni and their

families to share and uphold the values of Jaffna Hindu College. The association which started with
few tens of people has grown over the last 20 years and now it has over 200 members in its fold. It
was because of the collective effort and enthusiasm of the old boys in Sydney the association has

grown to this level now.

The main objective of the JHC OBA Sydney is to foster friendship among the old boys and their
families and harness the potential of the group for the development of the school, community and
its members. The association organizes various social and cultural programmes to promote socio
interaction among the old boys and their families. It also uses these programmes to expand its
network beyond Jaffna Hindu College and into the Tamil community in Sydney. The funds raised
through these programmes are used for various school development projects and educational

development projects in the Northern Province, especially in the Vanni region.

The prime programme in the annual calendar of OBA Sydney is the Geethavani Awards. Geethavani
Awards is a Tamil singing competition among local talents in Australia. This was the first ever Tamil
singing competition in Australia which was initiated in 2006 and has continued annually. This year
it hosted the 10th Geethavani Awards as a mega event to mark the 125 years of excellence of the
college and the 20th anniversary of the Sydney OBA The aim of the Geethavani Awards is to
encourage the growing number of talented Tamil singers in Australia, especially those who are
born and raised in Australia but are actively engaging in their Tamil heritage, and motivate them
by providing a stage to share with established singers and musicians from the Tamil music industry
in India. Each year over 20 talented local Tamil singers perform on the stage in the finale of the
competition. The Geethavani Awards, for the last few years, provides a platform to local musicians
too to play in the Geethavani Orchestra along with experienced Indian musicians and grow as

professional musicians. All the proceedings of this event are directed for funding the ‘Education our
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Investment project.Also, since 2013, the Sydney OBA has been hosting the Pongal feslwal annua[ly
in a grand scale to make the younger generation understand the value system intertwined into our
cultural festivals. It is held in a public park and is opened to all. Anyone interested can take part in

the celebration.
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Sport is another area that brings people together and it played a major role in the development
of the OBA Sydney. OBA Sydney actively promotes sports among old boys. It is also an avenue to
interact with the old students of other Jaffna schools and build a healthy relationship among the
old student associations of Jaffna schools in Sydney. Cricket and Tennis are two sports that take
predominant place in the sports activities of the OBA and regular tournaments are organized among
the OBAs in Sydney predominantly with Hartley College PPA NSW. From 2014, a cricket encounter
“The Battle of Blue and White” between Sydney OBA and Melbourne OBA has been initiated. The
Battle of Blue and White for Kugan Cup is a joint initiative by JHCOBA Sydney and JHCOBA Victoria
and played in Sydney and Melbourne alternatively. It was named as Kugan Cup in memory of Late.
MrYoharatnam Kugan’s contribution to sports and other activities at Jaffna Hindu College.

Apart from the activities hosted in Sydney, the OBA is also committed to the development of
the school and its students as well as the development of education in the Northern Province
as a whole. Its slogan for education development is @s0el emimen cpeogbend (‘Education our
Investment’).” From 2013, it has been working on a number of projects under this caption.
Education and hard work have always been our identity and on that strength only we are
rising up like phoenix birds from the shambles of the past and against all the odds. But sadly, the
education standard is declining in the recent time due to various reasons. To understand the ground
situation and create awareness of that, the Sydney OBA initiated a research study with the support
of the university academics in Sri Lanka. Also, it has obtained the opinion of the university lec-
turers, school principals, teachers, and student for the decline in the education standard and the
reasons for that. According to the research findings based on university admissions in Sri Lanka, the
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number of students entering the university

on merit has drastically dropped after 2009. The district quota for Jaffna district and some other
northern districts also has gone down due to the recent population census. All these findings and
opinions were published in the Geethavani Souvenirs since 2013. Also, Sydney OBA organized an
Educational Workshop in Sydney to share the information with other old students’ associations of
other Tamil schools so that the information will be disseminated to more people.

Some of the other projects in this area are increasing the reading and self-learning habit by
strengthening the library facilities, conducting personality and leadership development workshop
for A/L students and immediate school leavers, and rewarding student who excel in studies and
thereby motivating others also to do well. According to a recent study that we conducted with
the support of university academics (the report is published in Geethavani 2015 souvenir), the
English standard of our students is having a detrimental effect on their university education too
especiallyinthe preferred competitive field selections. Therefore, wearetargetingaprojectforEnglish
learning in North and East. Also we have another plan to conduct a job finder programs soon in
Jaffna.

OBA Sydney, beyond the school development, also involves in community services. We believe it is
our duty to take care of our people in North and East, especially those who are affected by the civil
war. We have identified some war affected people and will be providing life support assistance. In
the first step, we donated milking cow and cow-shed for a war affected family in North. Also, we
have donated school needs such as school bags, shoes, etc. to students in the Killinochchi region to
uplift the quality of their school life.
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Further, the Jaffna Hindu College is not only the leader in academic excellence but also in other spheres
too. It has produced many skilled artistes. Therefore, as the college celebrates its 125th anniversary,
the Sydney OBA deemed it’s necessary to recognize those special talents too. At the Mega Geethavani
Awards 2015 held on the 19th September 2015 in Sydney with Ace drummer Sivamani, we honoured the
Jaffna Hindu old boys who have contributed to the Tamil music and cine industry in Sri Lanka. Also, we
have honoured Mr.Nimalan Tharmalingam (1994 A/L Bio) with the title “Hindu Creative Artist” (Inthuvin
Varainjar). He has designed 9 books so far for Jaffna Hindu OBAs and for their activities. He designed the
2006 - 2008, 2012, and 2015 Kalaiyarasi souvenirs for UK OBA and 2013, 2014, and 2015 Geethavani
souvenirs for Sydney OBA, which portray his excellent designing skills. These are the best books ever
released in school functions in Sydney and London.
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The Jaffna Hindu has active OBAs in 12 cities in the world. Like Sydney OBA, all the OBAs are commit-
ted to our alma mater and contributing for its development in many ways. But, if we all unite and take
planned initiatives, we can do more for our school and our community. We all need to get-together as
one team, identify and define projects for our school and for North & East educational development,
draw up a master plan, and distribute projects among all OBAs and work collaboratively to deliver them.
This way, we will have more strength and can also reach out to all the old boys and supporters around the
word, and get their support for our “Education our Investment” project and community development
projects. We have to work towards this target for the next two years.
