3. Clerks belonging to the First Class of the Clerical Branch of the Public Service, who have 
completed three years’ satisfactory service, and those employed by Provincial and District Road 
Committees, whose appointments date prior to July 1, 1875, are eligible for examination irrespective 
of age, and without fee.
