An Ordinance to amend “The Inventions Ordinance, 1892.”

HEREAS it is expedient {o amend the Ordinance

No. 16 of 1892, intituled “‘A.u Ordinance to consoli-

date and amend the Law relating to the granting of Exclusive

Privileges to Inventors,” hereinafter referred to as ‘the

principal Ordinance”: Be it -therefore enacted by the

Governor of Ceylon, by and with the advice and consent of

the Legislative Council thereof, as follows :

1 This Ordinance and the principal Ordinance shall be

read together as one Ordinance, and may be cited collectively
as “The Inventions Ordinances, 1892 and 1898.”

2 For sub-section 3 of section 5 of the prinecipal Ordi-
nance there shall be substituted the following sub-section :

(3) Before guch petition is so referred the petitioner or
petitioners shall pay to the Colonial Secretary,
within such time as the Governor in Exeoutive
Council may by rule or otherwise prescribe, such
fee as the Governor in Executive Council may
determine,
