The maha crops in Kuruwiti, Nawadun, Atakalan, Kadawata, and Meda korales have been sown, and the prospects 
are favourable, except in Nawadun, Kadawata, and Meda korales, where drought prevails.

Dry grain : in Kuruwiti korale all the chenas have been sown, except a few, which have be'en held back for 
want of rain. In Nawadun korale the yala chenas are being reaped, and those for the maha have been sown.- though 
the prospects are unfavourable owing to dry weather. In Atakalan korale el-wi chenas are from one to two months 
old. Kurakkan chenas in the Bintenna of Atakalan, Kolonna, and Meda korales are being cleared and burnt- In 
Kukulu korkle the yala crops are maturing, and some have already been reaped, the prospects being good. -In Kuruwiti 
korale crops on owiti are ripe, and the prospects are'satisfactory.

Cattle murrain prevails in Atakalan korale, and measures have been adopted to prevent its spread.
' The health’ o f the people is, on the whole, satisfactory. A few cases of chickenpox occurred in the town of 

Balangoda, and a few cases of dysentery in Moraula and Bowatta in Meda korale.

K egalla  D istrict .
Paddy : yala is being reaped in parts of the district; the yield is fair. Sowing for maha is retarded owing to 

the want of rain. ' .
Dry grain : hill paddy, iringu, and kurakkan prospects are fair. Mun is being reaped ; outturn is middling. 

Gingelly and tana sown in Beligal korale have been harvested : yield is fair.
Rain is much needed.
