NOTICE UNDER ORDINANCE No. { OF 1897

[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands.]

Paragahawila occupied by Don Adirian Ferdinandus Abeyawardena Wickremasinha ; Arachchigekumbura occupied
by Siddiarachchige Don Carolis and his co-heirs ; Udakumbura occupied by Balagoda Arachchige Juwanis ; -Depela
occupied by Balagoda Arachchige Juwanis ; Niyadegedeniya occupied by Balagoda Arachchige Don Andiris, Balagoda
Arachchige Juwanis, and Suriya Arachchige Don Mathes ; Polinduhena and Merenchigewatta, which are occupied by
Iswarage Babunhamy, who pays annual rent to Government ; Galgodawila occupied by Katukurunday Mohottige Don
Andiris, Katukurunday Mohottige Don Samel, Walpolage Don Siadoris, Walpolage Don Bastian, Suria-arachchige
Don Mathes, and Suria-arachchige Babunhamy. On the west by the Crown forest Dikhenakele and Ghalgodawila
occupied by Katukurunday Mohottige Don Andiris, Katukurunday Mohottige Don Samel, Walpolage Don Teadoris,
Walpolage Don Bsstian, Suria-arachchige Don Mathes, and Suria-arachchige Babunhamy—appear before me -at the
Matara Kachcheri and make claim to the said land or to some interest therein :
