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~ SOME THOUGHTS ON THE 30TH ANNIVERSARY

An active interest in fostering the religions of Srilanka, Viz: ‘Buddhism, Hinduism,
Christianity and Islam, commenced in the year 1955 at Royal College. The Hindu Students,
Union contiriues to inculcate the principles of Hinduism to all its members from them on
todate. Our, Union has been a guiding light to all the students in promoting the religious,
social and cultural activities. : '

Despite seyéal' Sbstacles we have tread the path as set out in our religion, utilising
the limited résources at our disposal. Some of the undesirable trends, such as disbelief in
religion, of modern youth have cast their shadows in our Union too. This has manifested in
all the religious movements. Some of the present day students prefer to serve international
unions such as the InterAct Club, Red Cross Society and the U. N. Club. We cannot blame
them altogether for this trend. Social Service affords happiness and self satisfaction. Young
minds are not satisfied with traditional religious rituals as these do not fulfil their immediate
expectations. '

Although from the beginning the union involved itself with all religious functions, :
participation in social activities has also been introduced in order to satisfy the wishes of
most of the members. Religion which does not go hand in hand with the activities of'society
is a mere lifeless mirage. Realising this the Union has actively helped orphanges, ashrams, etc
anually. To namfie a few:— Kaithady Orphanage, Jaffna Public Library and General Hospital,
Colombo. The Union did not forget the needs of our College. Recently the Union acquired
few large national flags for the College on the request of the Principal Financial help has
been offered to some of our sister unions when such needs arose, The Union has also
contributed to Buddhist Pirith ceremonies.

Several useful Schemes can be planned but due to insufficient cooperation from the
members such schemes cannot be successfully implemented. For example the Union
proposed to publish the 1985 calendar of important Hindu events. The Meihandan Press
Ltd. also agreed to carry out this venture. The Hindu Students’ Union requested to sell 1000

calendars at Rs. 2/- each. As there was no possitive response from the students this scheme
had to be scrapped. This is just one instance where we were disappointed. Although there
are over 300 Hindu students very few come forward to participate actively to implement the
schemes of the Union. Last year-we collected approximately Rs. 9000/- as surplus through
advertisements for our magazine. However we could not organise an active-student com-
mittee to utilize this fund usefully for some social cause.

 The Union likes to continue its service in the future as well. But there is a ‘gradual
drop in the mumber of students who actively participate in the activities of the Union, We
would request the, parents also to assist the students in this aspeet. If in the future there is
no satisfactory improvement we may not have the Kalaimagal vizha or the Sivasakthi
magazine. We cannot later blame Royal College with slogans that there is religious dis-
crimination.
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We are therefore looking forward to the active participation and cooperation of
students and parents in the future. Even if Hindu students function as office bearers in other
unions they. all must come together to promote the activities of the Hindu Students’ Union.
We also expect financial help and physical help from parents. Parents can help us in getting
excess advertisements for the ‘Sivasakthi’ magazine. They can also give their suggestions as
to how funds can be utilised in social services. The parents must realise that their children
form The Hindu Students’ Union. It is with this thought that.we expect the parents to assist
us in all aspects of the Union.

THE NAVARATHIRI FESTIVAL

The Navarathiri festival starts in the month of September or October and continues
from the thithi “Prathamai” to the thith; “Dhasami”. This is an annual occasion— a festival
of nine nights which is celebrated by the Hindus with much happlness in homes, temples and
schools. Almost all the Gods and Goddesses of the-Hindu origin are remembered with
reference on these nine colourful mghts

The festival is malnly dedicated to the three Goddesses, Sakthi — the wife of Supreme
God Shlva Lakshmi— the wife of God Vishnu, and Sarasvathi— the wife of God Brahma.
Honour is shown to these Goddesses by offering gifts of flowers, fruits, ornament, materials
and various other offerings. Cleaning of temples and houses are done daily. Beautiful Kolam
drawings are made on the doorsteps of houses and temples. Marigo leaves joined with
coconut thoranam are hung on the doorway to ensure bravey, wealthy and knowledge. Hindus
spend these days in fasting with one vegetarian meal a day. They say prayers and give offerings
to the Goddesses for the peace in mlnd and spirit. X

The first three nights starts with the worship of Goddess Durgha— the Goddess of
creation, preservatzon and destruction of Evil. Her colour is red, and she is seen seated ona
lion.
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The succeeding ;chreel‘nights are the. creative aspect of Goddess Lakshmi that is
adored. She is the Goddess of prosperity, joy and glory— without which life in this world is
meaningless. Wealth help us to lead a life in peace, and happiness. She is seen seated on a red
lotus. :

On the last three nights the blessings of Goddess Saraswathi who gives us Knowledge,
Wisdom and Intelligence are invoked. She gives us the intelligence to differentiate the Good
f:om the bad. She is seen seated on a white lotus, and her saree and all her ornaments are in '
white which is a symbol for purity. This reminds us that we should be pure in our thoughts,
words and deeds always. She carries a “Veena'’, and she is the Goddess of all Arts and Crafts.
too; and they are divided in to sixty four parts in Hinduism.: The ninth day of Saragwathi
Pooja is called “Maha Navami*” ,

The final and the tenth day is celled as “Vijaya Dhasmi”— the day of Voctory. This
day commemorates the Victory of Knowledge and Goodness over the Evil. The children are
taught the first letter of the Thamil language and given admission at school. On this the
carpentar, mason, tailor, artists and all technical works do Poojas for their instruments. In
offering Pooja they recognise the power of the divine mother Sakthi.

Kings stop fighting with their enemies and their weapons of war, are kept aside, and
they engage in Chanting prayers. This pooja is known as “Ayudha Pooja‘’. Business men
close their old accounts and open fresh ones. School children keep their books at the Pooja
and remove them on the fast day to invoke for good— sound— education.

“Pommai Kolu” also plays an important scene. Statues of Hindu Kings, ‘Great
scholars, beautiful toys are arrangéd nicely and Poojas are offered all ten days. This tenth
day is a victorious day for Goddess Parasakthi. She fought and won the Rakshasa— Mahida-
sooran who was a terror to the innocent Devas.

May we adore this sacred month with great devotion, fast and prayers, and get the
blessings of these Goddesses in Triple form to bring Wisdom, Goodwill, Peace and Prosprity
on Earth. : "

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THE SCIENCE BEHIND THE DANCE OF SIVA

You may be surprised to know that-as you read this article glued securely to the
ground by gravity you are in reality spinning around the earth’s axis at 1,600 kilometres an
hour. Every one knows that Earth spins.

Rather more astonishing may be the realisation that very little in the natural world
does not spin. The spinning earth and all its spinning sister planets circle the spinning sun,
while the sun revolves with the pinwhee! of spinning stars that is the Milky Way.

The spiral shape of the Milky Way is almost indistinguishable from the pattern milk.

makes as you pour it into your.coffee. And milk particles are ccmposed of spinning particles
— electrons, protons, and neutrons. Quarks and quassars — the smallest and the largest
known objects in the universe — spin..

Why do things spin?. Have you noticed water rushing into a small hole or pipe? It
swirls. “The fact that things come together toward a commr 1 centre,and miss is behind
both the spin of galaxies and the spin of water going down the bathtub drain”.explains
physicist Frank Oppenheimer: :

What is the peculiarity of the spin? The total amount of spin in a system always
stays the same. Says physicist Philip Morrison of USA: “Spin is just a kind of motion. What
makes it an important kind of motion is that it is conserved". i

Just why every scrap of spin in the universe should be so scrupulously preserved isn‘t
well understood. Like energy spin seems to be one of those quantities that never changes. If
you get rid of it in one place it pops up in another. If you stop a spinning wheel with one
hand, the wheel pushes back on you, imparting a small but very real spin through your body
to the earth. \ '

Not only big things but also minute subatomic particles spin. ‘‘How can an electron
spin?’’ a physicist asked recently. It has no centre, no outside. It has nothing to spin arcund"’.
Electron spin does not come from a push or a collission. It is an intrinsic property of the
eléctron, like its mass and electric charge. Every proton in the universe spins at the same rate
as every other proton. There'is even a particle that has practically no properties except spin:
the airy, massless, chargeless neutrino has been called ‘‘a spinning nothing”.

Do you think we need delve more into the secrets of the omnipresent spin for us to
realise the wisdom of the Hindu Rishies who decided to symbolise the cosmos with the

Dancing Siva?. Matter spins. energy spins, everything in the cosmos spins to the rhythm of

the Dance of Siva.

HAS RELIGION FAILED?....

One of the problems facing mankind is the lack of social and economic jUStICG While many are
suffermg from poverty .as a result of prevailing economic and political systems, few have benefitted. The
problem of the many is that they have little while a few have much. Still there is somethmg common in this
disparity. Both the ‘‘haves” and the ‘’have-nots” do not know what to do with what they have. However,
the truth is the plight of the poor is an insult to humanity as a whole.

“Blessed are the poor’” and “it will be easier for a camel to go through the eye of the needle than the
rich to go to heaven’ is the response of religion to this question of poverty. It is this other-worldliness, the
promise of a better “hereafter’’ than a modest “there in’’ that have prompted Karl Marx to exclaim
“Religion is the opinion of the Masses”

It must be admitted that religion does not approve of over indulgence and greed. One ‘of the four
Noble Truths preached by the Buddha is Dhukkha— Suffering . This suffering comes from greed-Tanha.

Those who are afflicted by greed could find salvation if they analyse the ephemeral nature of existence in’

this world. But, where is the time to analyse and realise in arat -race? There is no time to stand and stars in
this life life which is full of cares, as bojnted out by the poet.

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What is Hinduism?

[s it a faith that tells unimaginable fairy tales and asks its followers to believe them?
Is it a faith that has so many Gods having many consorts .nd issues? All appearing as
members of a human family.

Is it a faith that asks its followers to worship rock, sand, sun, or water?
No; certainly it is not

Then what it is?

It is nothing more and nothing less than a simple way of life! It tells us how to live i m;
this world amidst so many evils and dangers. It shows us the -ath that leads o the man’s

emanicipation. It preaches a code of good behaviour on earth. So, make use of the teachings
of this ancient religion, life would be worth while. Life would be healthy in the Hindu way .
We say it because Hinduism incorporates some principles of medical sciences. How to lead a
good and healthy life finds an important place in all the literature of the Hindu religion.

The most ancient documents of the In.do-Aryan race are the Vedas, otherwise the
“Books of Revealed Wisdom"'. The most ancient of these is the Rig Veda (or ‘“Knowledge of

Praise”), being composed of sacred songs written between one and two thousand years

before the Christian era. Mention is there found of a special class of physicians: The book
also contains passages praising the healing powers of herbs and waters. It also mentions at
least two diseases, namely phthisis and leprosy. But the fourth book, entitled the Atharda
Veda (or ‘‘Science of Charms'’), which was written seven hundred years before Christ, is, as
might be expected, the one of these four great religious works possessinga medical character.
Invocations of demons to cure or cause disease are to be found in great number. As an
example, Takman, the demon of fever, is implored to strike the woman Sudra — a low-caste
personage. The rarest remedies, however, seem to have been reserved for the use of princes.
Thus the son of Bimbisara, king of Magadha, who reigned about 600 B.C ., lost consciousness.
In order to obtain a cure the patient was placed in six tubs of butter, one after the other,
and lastly in a tub of sandalwood. It is interesting to know that the prince survived and
succeeded his father on the throne.
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Aithough the invocations given in the Atharda Veda were undoubtedly recited by
Brahmins, it is especially to be noticed that the physicians of the Vedic age did not belong
to this religious caste. In the ancient laws of Manu, physicians are placed among the impure
individuals who are excluded from funeral feasts, and their origin is attributed, in the
Brahmin writings, to marriage between men and women of different castes. However, it is
probable that the great majority belonged to the middle Hindu caste —the Vaisyas —compris- -
ing farmers and merchants; at a later date physicians were permitted to have as students
members of almost any caste, excepting a Sudra.

Beside the four great religious books, or Vedas, the Hindus possess books of less
ancient date called the Upa Vedas, whose contents pertain to more mundane subjects, such
as music, medicine, architecture and so forth. The first of these books is the Ayur Veda, or
“Knowledge of Life”. This title applies to all these books, and comprises those in which the
history of medicine has been supernaturally revealed. This is especially true of the writings
of Charaka, which were revealed directly to him by Indra, so it is said, by the inter-mediary
of a Rishi, or sage. The pages written by Susruta are said to haye been dictated to him the
divine Dhanvantari, who became incarnate for this purpose.

In the writings of Charaka and Susruta the son of the famous warrior and sage,
Visvamitra, a large amount of medical and surgical knowledge is contained which can well
bear comparison with that of the writers of the Hippocratic Collection. Such advanced
knowledge of medicine was completely wanting in the more remote Vedic age. The most
striking feature of these writings is the very high place given to surgery. This fact itself was
held quite sufficient to show that these works possessed a divine origin, and Susruta says:
““Surgery is first and highest in the healing art, it is pure in itself, its use can never die, it is a
product of the heavens and a sure source of rerown on earth (to those who practise it)’’
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At the same time he especially advises the unity of medicine, for he says: “He who
only knows a single branch of his art, is like a bird with a single sina”. |

Both practical and theoretical knowledge must be combined: “He who is only versed
in books will be hoth discomfited and cowardly when he finds himself in the presence of a
patient, and he who rashly embarks upon the practice of medicine without first having
_stud1ed the books of science, must not expect the respect of humanity, but rather merits
punishment by the King.

“But he who combines the reading of books with experience can with surety under-
take the treatment of disease”

Susruta also warns his students against too much reading, *“. . . . because the student
who acquires his. knowledge‘in this way is like an ass with a load of sandalwood on his hack,
for he feels the weight but knows not the value’’.

As a sample of the general style of the work and of Hindu military medicine, a few
extracts from the thirtyfourth chapter of the first book may be given

“ When the king goes forth with his army to fight the enemy, or to punish them for
their ‘wickedness, he should take a learned phys101an with him who is a pious penitent,
whose prayers w1ll be hear -

e

The physician should examine the food, water, woods, and site of the
with the greatest care, because it is quite possible that poison has been spread on all these
things by the enemy .-

“If he tinds poison he should remove it and thus he will save the army from deat.
and destruction. He will find the means for doing this by reading the chapter on poisons”’.

“The pious penitent should remove all harmful influences by prayers and relieve the
oppressed from their pain and the sinners from their shame”.

““Should a disease develop in the army the physician should resort to every means
for its control and especially he should give great attention to the person of the king, because
he represents the entire people, and, as the proverb says: ‘Where there is no king, the people
will devour themselves’. The physician’s tent should be near the king’s and his medicaments
and books should always be within his reach. A flag should fly over the physician’s tent in
order to show the wounded where he may be found

At this point the author suddenly changes the subject: —

“The physician, the patient, the drugs, and the nurse represent the four pillars of
medicine upon which recovery depends. When three of these pillars are as they should be,
then with the aid of the fourth, which is the physician, recovery will be complete, and the
physician will be able to cure a very severe disease in a very short time. But without the
physician the three other pillars are quite useless, even if they are themselves all they should
be—just like Brahmins who recite from the Rig and Sama Vedas when making a sacrifice
? w1thout any Brahrmn to recite the Ayur Veda
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“But a good physician may be able to cure his patient by himself alone, exaétly asa
pilot can guide a ship into a port without sailors. The physician who has been able to pene-
trate into the hidden meaning of medical works, who has seen and taken part in the opera-
tions (of medicine), who has a fiym hand, an honest mind and a courageous heart, who has
his instruments and his books always with him, who is possessed of presence of mind, judge-
ment, resolution, and experience, ard who values the truth above all things; such a physician
may be called a true pillar of medicine (pada). A patient worthy of the name should have
vital force, and if he should not be very poor he should have sufficient control over himself
not to indulge in harmful pleasures. All 1his if he has faith in his physician.

“A drug that can be considered as a pillar should grbw in excellent soil, should be
plucked on a favourable day, and should be given in proper doses at the proper time. Also
the plant should be fresh''.

“Lastly a nurse is a pillar when he is good hearted, when confidence can be placed in
him, and when he exactly follows the physician’s orders”’.

For the ancient Hindus, diseases were believed to fall upon man as a punishment for

offences that he has committed in his present life, but the doctrine of transmigration of soul
has brought with it the belief that disease many occur as punishment for offences committed
in the dormer births and existance and that they are to be remedied by the performance of
religious penances. Therefore whenever a man fell ill, first he is taken to the priest and the
worship of God starts instantly. When the illness reaches its peak, the physician is consulted.
By medicine and by slow process of nature, the illness cures. This way of not going to the
physician at the first instance satisfies the patient. He believes that he had got the punishe-
ment for his sins and this mental satisfaction gives him a new lease of life.

The greatest success of Hindu surgery was certainly in the plastic operations on the
nose, and even at the present time the Indian technique is not infrequently resorted to. The
great skill with which this operation was performed by the ancient Hindu surgeons was
acquired by experience, since despotic governors and jealous husbands were accustomed to
mutilate their subjects and their wives.

In several Indian literature we come ‘across the chopping of noses of females by
males. In Ramayana, Letchuma the brother of Rama, cut the nose of the sister of Ravana
named Soorpankai as a punish nent for her undesirable love exploits.

Susruta also mentious the section of the infra-orbital nerve in cases of neuralgia, as

well as laparotomy and suture of the intestines in case of occlusion or other lesions of the
intestine. He gives a description of more than a thousand instruments, but the first and best
of these is the surgeon’s hand. (he also describes twelve kinds of leeches.) This portion of his
book was later on held in great esteen by the Arabian physicians who, as far back as the
eighth century, translated certain portions of the works of the Hindu physicians.

The early medical ideas of the Hindus have even taken over for consideration by
advanced European medical authorities. The first great stimulus to the study of the mental

factor in diseases came from the need to understand the mysterious action of hypnotism. -

Though this agency had long been known in Europe, as in the other parts of world, and had
been brought prominently to the notice at the end of the eighteenth century by the activity
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of mesmer, the knowledge which Abbe Faria brought to Europe from India, acted as a great
stimulus to its scientific study, in which Braid of Manchester holds a fore most place, while
the later experience of Esdaile in India did much to help the practical utilization of hypno-
tism in this country. The practical utilization of hypnotism in surgical operations were
carried out successfully when he returned home. Many drugs were mentioned in Hindu
literature including at least two (Henbane and Indian hemp) which were employed quite
extensively in the production of certain degrees anaethesia. Possibly it was this knowledge and
the knowledge of the use or many \nowadays medical historicans count thems as one
hundred and twenty) surgical instruments have partly contributed to the amazing develop-
ment of modern surgery.

If these things show the advanced stage of medical knowledge in India. What made
this relatively advanced science to degenerate afterwards?

It may be the gradual decay of old indigenous art of medical treatment over the one
introduced and developed by and immigrant population. Another cause is the Mohammed-
lan conquest of India, which took place in later years. The Muslims took whateVer that is
useful from the Hindu medicine and left it todie on it only without developing. After the
birth of Buddhism, Hindu medicine had a survival and developments and information were
added to improve its standard. Later on, the-Buddhist advocated the Hindu medicine. How-
ever, in most of the books published nowadays all the medical sciences that were said to
have been develcped in India, are grouped under the Hindu medical sciences.

The fraternal love and sympathetic pity which were taught by 'ghe Buddhist ir;itiéted
were extremely favourable to the progress of the most sacred art which the prejudices qf
caste and the unending formalities of Brahminism restricted. And lastly we possess indubi-

‘table evidence proving that the physician was held in great hcnour by the Buddhists. Thus,

one of the greatest misfortunes of poverty was that a'poor man could not have a physician
or medicines, and travellers were warned not to remain in a country where the following five
things did not exist: a king, a river, rich men, teachers, and physicians.

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Nowadays modern doctors themselves know the importance of Yoga and advise
their patients to do the yogic exercises. These excercises keep the body in good health and
for many patients, it cures some important ailments. This type of medical treatment has
been practised by Thirumoolar, the Hindu Sage who is said to have lived for 3000 years and.
is widely considered the originator of the yogic way of medical treatment and the Siddha
Vythiya system of Indian Medicine. ‘

In any medical system the primary reliance is on medicine. It is assumed that a parti-
cular medicine will cure a particular diseases. The medical doctor does the diagnosis, identi-
fies the disease and prescribes a suitable medicine. The patient in this system has to do very
little or nothing at all. The talk of correcting the disease and disorder and restoring the
health is assigned to the medicine. :

Seen in this context, there is a contrast between the medical system and yogic
system of treatment. Whereas in the medical system an external agent (medicine) does the-
corrective work, in the yogic system this external agent is not neeced at all. As said earlier,
it is the patient himself whose personal understanding, practice and care cures his disease in
the yogic system. ; E

It would not be improper to mention that we encountered several patients suffering |
from various chronic diseases, who had lost their faith in the medical system because inspite
of years of treatment they had not achieved permanent and satisfactory cure. Ir certain
cases, the medicine provided them immediate relief, but not a lasting cure. On the other
hand, a great number of such patients achieved permanent cure through therapeutic yoga
within a period of two to four months. This has specially been so in cases of diabetes,
arthritis, asthma, gastro-intestinal disorders, nervous tension and various other cases.

This limitation of the medical system should not mean that it is inferior to the yoga
system; rather it is only a matter of the limitation and scope of a given system. There are
areas where only the medical science and not yoga can come to the rescue of the patient.
Similarly, there are certain diseases, which though regarded incurable through medicinal
system, are definitgly cured through yoga. This shows that every system of treatnient has
certain unique points as well as limitations.

Further, the medical treatment has now become so expensive that millions of people
all over the world cannot afford it. It is, therefore, not surprising that our hospitals now fail
to provide medicines to the patients although they used to do so liberally in the past. Yoga
on the other hand does not involve any expenses.

Therefore, it would be prudent on the part of the medical men to adopt and use this
tested ancient system of yoga for treating those diseases and ailments whose mediciral cure
is not certain. Since the system of therapeutic yoga is now scientifically established, it can
be used as a “self-cure method” by people suffering from various disorders in many parts of
the world.

I am very happy to note that although the knowledge of Hindu medical sciences, I
had mentioned at the beginning of this articles is not widely practised and not bothered
much by the present generation. The Yoga System s gettinga wide publicity and accgptanpejr{ &
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the western world, which relied very much on their emvented medical science. More and

more books and articles are published to suit the western people in their own languages. Qur
Hindu Saints and Rishis getting popularity and have more deciples in the western world

particularly in America.

Let our Hindu Medical thoughts also help the world in the advancement of the

human race.
