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THE BHAGAVAD GITA

What follows in this account is a condensed and abbreviated form of the Gita. The
object of this article is to rouse an interest in the mind of the reader to the timeless
message embodied in its eighteen chapters. The Gita has been for centuries the source
which provlded, guidance to many in not only the conduct of their day to day life but

also in achieving the highest knowledge which leads to complete deliverance from
suffering

There are eighteen chapters in the Gita. The first six deal with action and duty.
The chapters from seven to twelve give insight into devotion and love of the supreme.
The last six chapters [2ad to understanding of the supreme knowledge. These are different
approaches to achieve the highest knowledge leading to a complete cessation of
suffering The princinles enunciated in the Gita are embodied in the discourse between
Sri Krishna and Pandava prince Arjuna. The occasion was the eve of the battle between
the Pandavas and the Kauravas. The Kauravas usurped the rightful kingdom of the
Pandavas who were then forced to declare war against the Kauravas. Duryodana the
Kaurava chief and Arjuna sought tha services of Sri Krishna. Sri Krishna on his part offered
the choice of his armies and material resources on the one hand and his personal services
on the other, to the two princes. Duryodana very gladly accepted the armies and mate-
rial resources and Arjuna was happy to have the personal services of Sri Krishna. Arjuna,
the mighty warrior, was content to have the services of Sri Krishna and depended on his
divine grace while Duryodana greedily went headlong to grab the armies and material

resources. This shows that divine grace is infinitely more acceptable and useful than
material resources.

Sri Krishna assumed the role of Arjuna’s charioter. With Ariuna in the chariot Sri
Krishna drove it into the open arena between the two opposing armies. Arjuna surveyed
the armies and the leading men who would fight against him. His most revered and loved
grandsire Bhismat and highly honoured preceptor Drona along with his other Kinsmen
and comrades were in Duryodan’s camp. Arjuna gazing at those kinsmen posted in
position spoke thus in sadness, filled as he was with choking compassion. Seeing these
my kinsmen collected here prompted by war, my limbs fail me, O Krishna, and my
mouth is parched up. My body quivers and my hair stands on end. The bow Gandiva slips
from my hand and my skin burns all over. | am unable to stand; my mind whiles as it
were: and Kesava | see adverse omeens. | do not forsee any good ensuing from the
slaughter of kinsmen in battle. O Krishna, | hanter not for victory or empire or even
pleasure. Those for whose sake we seek kingdom, enjoyments and pleasures, they stand
here in battle staking life and property. Although these, with understanding clouded
by greed, see no guilt in the extermination of a family, no crime in hospitality to friends
why should we not learn to revail from sucha sin, O Krishna, we who see evil in the
destruction of a family? Overwhelmed with sorrow in the battle field Arjuna sat on the
seat of his chariot abandoning his bow and arrows. The Lord who silently cbserved this
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change in attitude of Arjuna began his discource at this point, It is said that spiritual
enlightenment and total understanding of the phenomenal world is attained by those
who are faced with despondent situations as that which confronted Arjuna. Seeing
Arjuna in this state Lord Krishna smiled. As dawn is the harbuiger of day break the Lords
smile was the forerunner to the spiritual enlightenment that was to come on Arjuna. He
was to receive the sovereign remedy for all the evils of the mundane existance

Sri Krishna spoke these words to him who was thus overwhelmed with compassion
and drowned in distress and whose eyes were drenched in tears of despondency. From
where has these unusually, heaven-barring and shameful dejection come upon you, at
this juncture O Arjuna. Yield not to feebleness. It does not befit you. Cast off this
petty faivt-heartedness. You grieve for those wno should not be grieved for; yet-you spell
words of wisdom. The wise grieve neither for the living nor for the dead. As the indweller
in the body experiences childhood youth and old age in the body, he also passes on to
another body. The serene one is not affected thereby. The contracts of the sense with
objects create feelings of heat and cold, of pain and pleasure They are unpermanent.
Bear them patiently. Those who are not tormented by these end who are steadfast and
balanced in pain and pleasure are fit for immortality. These bodies of the indweller,
who is eternal, indestrictible and immeasurable, are said to have an end. Fight therefore,
O Arjuna. The indweller in the body, the Aturan does not slay nor is it slain. The Aturan is
neither born nor does it die. Coming into being and ceasing to be do not take place in
it. Unborn, eternal, constract and ancient, It is not killed when the body is slain. He
who perceives the Aturan as indestructible,. eternal unborn and changeless how can he
slay or cause another to slay? As a man casting off worn out garments puts on new ones
so the embodied. casting off worn out bodies enters into others that are new. This Aturan
is said to be unmanifested unthinkable and immortable. Therefore knowing it as such
you should not grieve. Death is certain of that which is born; birth is certain of that
which is dead. You should not therefore lament over the inevitable. You being Kashahiya
it is your duty to fight a righteous war. If you will not fight this righteous war, then
forfeiting your own duty and honour, you will incur sin. People will ever recount your
infancy. To the honoured, infancy is surely worse than death. Your enemies will slander
you. What could be more pairful than that? If you are slain you will gain heaven. If you
are victorious you will enjoy the earth. Therefore rouse up O Arjuna and resolve to
fight. Treating alike pain and pleasure, gain and loss, victory and defeat engage yourself
in the battle. Thus you will incur no sin: If you are firm in mind there is but one decision
seek to perform your duty; but lay not claim to its fruits Be you not the producer of the
fruits of action; neither shall you leave towards inaction. Arjuna, hearing these words
seeks clarification from Sri Krishna as to the type of man of true wisdom. The Blessed Lord
said : When a man abandons all the deseres of the heart and is satisfied in the self by the
self than he is said to be one stable in wisdom. He whose mind is not disturbed by
adversity, who does not crave for happiness, who is free from fondness, fear and anger,
is a man of constant wisdom. A person who broods on the objects of senses develops
attachment to them; from attachment comes desire; from desire anger sprouts forth
from anger proceeds delusion; from delusion confused memory; from confused memory
the ruin of reasons; due to the ruin of reason he perishes.

“\We are sitting on a time bomb.”* this was how. a leading scientist described the
present state of the world. He was ofcourse, referring to the deployment of nuclear
arsenals. Many people tend to blame the advancement of science and technology for
many of the problems which are threatening to destroy mankind and our living planet
together. But is science really to blame?

If one take a look back into history, one finds an endless list of wars in which
millions of lives have been lost. It is also obvious that there has been a gradual advance-
ment in the methods of warfare and in the arms used. It has to be accepted that this
advancement has been the effect of scientific development But it has to be noted that
this refers only to the physical aspect of warfare.

Seeing
the man, he stopped, bound the man’s wounds as hestas he could, placed him on his
donkey and tock him to a wayside inn. He paid the inn keeper to look aftet his ““friend’'“as
best as he could and promised to re-imburse him of any cost involved. '

This story beautifully illustrates who our neighbour is. In the many vyears of its
existance the Hindu Students Union has Integrated itseif admirably with the activities of
the school. They have worked alongside students of different backgrounds and calibre.
