A team of NCI Directors and staff visited the IDB
International Exhibition held at BMICH on the 23rd
of June, 2024. More than 1000 companies
exhibited their products. The exhibition premises
were divided into several sections, including
Apparel, Footwear, Food &  Beverages,
Information Technology, and Packaging.

There was a separate section titled “Made in Sri
Lanka” to display the locally made products of
micro-level industries in Sri Lanka. The NCI team
started their visit at 10 a.m. and completed it at
4:30 p.m. The team had the opportunity to
explore various industries, new machinery,
technology, know-how, packaging designs, stall
setups, and the organization of the exhibition.
Additionally, NCI representatives met with
industrialists at the exhibition and exchanged
contacts for potential future collaboration.




A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between NCI and the Canadian Tamil
Congress (CTC) on the 24th of June, 2024, based on discussions held at the NCI office in February
2024 during the visit of CTC Executive Director Mr. Danton Thurairajah and his team. The key points
of the MoU are as follows:
e CTC agrees to actively promote local products in Canada through its various events, including
but not limited to the largest annual street festival, Tamil Fest.
e CTC shall utilize its platforms, resources, and outreach capabilities to highlight and market
these products to the community and the broader public.

e CTC will provide dedicated booths, advertisements, and other marketing strategies during
Tamil Fest and other CTC-originated events.
