TA K E notice, tn l i unless within three months from the Twenty-first day o f July, 1897, being the date of ['this 
notice, the persons, if any, who claim any interest in the lands commonly called or known as Kirimetiyahena, 

Gurubebilehena, and Tuttirihena, situate in the village Malimmada in the Matara-Weligam korale, in the Southern 
Province, containing in extent about 80 acres, as described in the annexed sketch, and bounded as follows : on the north 
by Adikarewilakumbura belonging to Eugene Alles of Malimmada, Kirimetihena purchased from the Crown by Eugene 
Alles, Wahukoratuwawatta belonging to TJsgoda Arachchige Lowe, Adikarewilaowita belonging to Eugene Alles, 
G-urubebilehena, Deduwagehena purchased from Crown by J . N. Tillekeratna Mudaliyar, and Julgahawatta belonging 
to Maddugodage Punchi Appuhamy ; on the east by village committee road from Malimmada to Akurugoda, Wewa-
watta belonging to Maddugodage Punchi Appuhamy, and village committee road from Malimmada to Akurugoda; 
on the south by village committee road from Malimmada to Akurugoda ; on the west by Welikadahenewatta, 
Welikadehenaowita, Warraketi Udumulla belonging to Kaluarachchige Andrishamy and others, Nedungahahena, 
and Adikariwilahena belonging to the Crown—appear before me at the Matara Kachcheri and make claim to the said 
land or to some interest therein :
