NOTICE UNDER ORDINANCE No. I OF 1897. 

[An Ordinance relating to Claims to Forest, Chena, Waste, and Unoccupied Lands.] 

Q^ A K E notice, that unless within three months from the 19th day of August, 1897, being the date o f this notice, the 
persons, if any, who c ^ i m any interest in the land commonly called or known as Paragahawatte-addarahena
