COPY of an AGREEMENT made and entered into under section 4, sub-section 1, of Ordinance No. 1 of 1897, 
between 1, Samichchi de Silva Weerakoon of Matara ; 2, David Mendis Jayasooriya of Weligama ; 3, 
Don Nikulas .Weeratunga of Madihe, as the claimants hereinafter described of the one part, and 
Geoffrey Montague Oookson, Assistant Government Agent of Matara, of the other part.
