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Rerort oF tHE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC
IxsTRUCTION, 1847,

The report of the Director shaws that the
year under review was a prosperous one, In
10 year since 1871 has there been a larger
increase of pupils in grant-in-uid schools—8&,085
schalars more than in 1896 and an increase
of 42 schools, This makes a total of 1,172
schools and 102,485 scholars under the gract-
in-aid system. On the other hund, the number
of Gavt, schools remained the same 1.6, 47+ with
45,113 sholars, an increass of 575 pupils.
Of unaided schoois there woeve 2351, with 36,908
pupils (double the nuomber of grant-in-aid
schools aud only ane third the number of pupils)
which is an increase over 1296 of 63 schools and
188 scholars. This gives us a grand total of
3977 schools and 184,506 scholars, an inerease
of 105 schools and 8, 848 scholars.

We would call attention to one or twa facts |

in contection with these statistics. The average
enrolment of scholars in Govt. schools was 95,
and in Grant-in- aid schools 87. Again the
average daily attendance was 62 and GO per
cent respectively, There was very little dift-
erence therefore in the efficiency of these two
classes of schools as far as enrolment and ave-
rage attendunce was concerned. But the average
cost per head of each boy in a Guvernment
school was Bs. 544 and of a girl Rs. 3.64, or
aver 50 cents more per scholar than for the pre-
vious year. The cost per head of a childin a
grart-in-aid school was Rs. .30 an increase of
one ceint per head over that of 1896. There
may be good reasons for increasing the cost of
educating a child in a Government school by 50
cents and in a grant-in-aid school hy one cent,
but we have thus far failed to find them.

Another fact is this. Ounly about 16 per cent
of the pupils in the Government schools were
girls while full 30 per cent of the children in
Grant-in-aid schools belonged to this sex.
This shows that female Edueation is still far
behind the education of boys, and it also shows
that  Grant -in-aid schools are more
suceessful in enrolling girls than Government
schools. The Government has in past years en-
couraged female education, butjust assoon as
managers of Grant-in-aid schools made special ef-
forts to collect children in Girls' Boarding
Schools, the rates of grant were cut down, mak-
ing it impossible for a Girls’ Boarding Schaol
tu get as much grant per head as formerly, A com-
parison of the table of grants to Girls' Board-
ing Scliools with that of previous years will

rove this fuck, Anglo vernacular Boarding

thools, if once broaght up to the ligh standard
of the Code. w’shtearn as lurge grants us before,
but the requirements are go severe that the attain-
ment of this degree of excellency is well nigh
impossibile,

'he returns of the provincial dis'ribution of
echools and scholars are very gratifying to those
living in the Northern Province, One in ten of
the population is under instruction, the Western
Pyovince reporting the same, After these two
provinees come the Southern and Eastern with
one in 17: while Uva closes up the list with
one in 4, I'he cate for the Island is one in 16,
When the northern railway becomes an accom-
plished fust we shall not be surprised if the
Novthern Provinee takes the lead of ull the Pro-
vinges,

The return of certificated and licensed tea-
chers is encouraging, but it should be borne in
wind that quite a namber who obtain qualifi-
cations to teach do not vemain in the island or
in this profession. Some go to the Stiaits or
to lndia; some engage in other pursuits; se-
veral have died, Stillitis no donbt true that
the supply of qualified teachers in the vernacu-
lar is sufficient to meet the demand, From the
results of the License examination held in 1897
it would seem s it many presented themselves
for examination whowere totally unfit to appear,
Ouply 30 out of 133 obtained the fivet elass Li-
cense and T4 out of 350 the second class, The
first examination for Eoglish certiticates was
beld in this year vesulting iu a pass of 14 out
of 21 in the second class and 11 out of 31 in
the third. Of the 14 T'raining Schools one-half
are’in Jatina, Of the 23 who  passed the first

'ea‘["s examination |7 were in the Jatina schools,

while of the 13 who passed the final examina-
tion 10 were from our schools, This lenves but
9 passes altogether in the 7 schoqla in the rest
of the island,— a very poor showing,

The Girls Boarding Schools number 24 of
which 6 ave in Jaffun. These six presented 364
pupils for esamination and earned over Rs.
6,000 of grant, ‘The rewaining 18 presented on

an average 43 pupils ench. The Tndustrial
schools number 25 of which only 2are in our
peninsula, one at Tillippally and the other at
Colombogam. '

The Gilehrist scholarship, and the Mathema-
tical Prize were hoth earned by Jaffna Tamils
studying in 8t. Thomas College,

With regard to €, schools the Director thinks
that some are inclined to take unfair advantage
of the Department and urge €. schools where
the conditions are gaite fayorable for A, schools
for the suke of getting the enhanced grant,

He refers, and justly, to the bad reading in
most of the schools. He urges the making of
school gardens, a scheme much in yogue in Eu-
rope, There are gardens already in many
village schools and he hopes a greater interest
will be taken in this department of instruction
in future. It would not be a bad idea to make
such gardens places for trying new plants for
the sake of introducing them into the country.

Ofthe Board of Education the Director writes:-

! In the educational history of the two previous years,
perhaps the most important *feature Lo be noticed was
tlie cstablish y His Excellency the Governor of
the Board of Educalion in 1896. The Boardis eseenti-
ally advisory, The interests of all mission and educu-
tional agencies are represented on it. Itsduties prima-
rily are to confer with the Director of Public Instruction
upon all questions affecling schools other than govern-
ment sehools, acd generally to assist the Dirgctor in the
multifarions details which must necessarily from time
to time oceur when so many conflicting interests of agen-
cies und managers are involved, It was admittedly an
experiment and has succeeded, The interests of indivi-
dual managers are safeguarded by their representatives,
their complaints are formnlated and made audible through
their representatives. There is an absence of friction
which tended so much to militate against harmonioys re-
lations between the managers and the Director of Publio
Insiruction. T regard the Board as astrenuous supporter
of good progress in education, &e. &e.

1t is a great pity that a repoit from the
Educational Department should contain somany
statistical evrors. These have been pointed
out by our contemporaries, and by the Colombo
papers, and are to be corrected in the Govt,
Gazette,

But we would vespectfully suggest that
this is not sufficient, The parties responsible fur
these very serious blunders should be fined
not less than one tenth of their sp'ary for the
year. Wedo not see how otherwise the Di-
rector can be consistent. If grant-in-aid schools
ave fined for smaller mistakes surely the
Departmental clerks should be fined for snch
gross blunders. And we would take thiy op-
portunity also of calling attention to the fuct
that Managers have to write two and even
three times oceasionally before they can get a
reply to their letters. We know a Manager
who had to wait nearly a month before he
could get some examination sltps that he had
asked for. 1n the meantime the schools had
been examined, slips having been borrowed
from other Manngers, 1t strikes us that for an
Trdueational Department business is conducted
in a very un-business like way. Surely some of
these defects can be remedied aud better satis-
fuction ve given to the body of Managers,

Tug JAVENA T'RIESD 1IN NEED SOCIETY.

I'he report for the year 1897 has reached us,
and shows that this institution is in a Hour-
ishing state.  Dr. Paul, the resident Surgeon,
was laid agide for part of the year by severe
illness; hut other wise there has been no inter-
mption in the carrying on of the work. A total
of 2437 cases were treated in the hospital due-
ing the year—the largest number in the history
of the institution, Of this number 2309 wers
discharged. 73 died and there remained 55 cases
at the close of the ysar. In the out-door Dis-
pensavy the number of new admissions for the
year was 10,333, ard the collections Rs.1029,79
both less than for the previous year. The sale
of medicines realized Rs. 832446, a filling off
of nearly Rs. 800, which is accounted for by
the establishisent in Town of private Dispen-
sarvies. ‘The total receipts for the year from all
sourees were Rs 15,011,87 while the expendi-
tures were Rs. 15,192,07 or Bs 180 in excess of
the veceipts, Waork lias been carvied on in the
Victoria Ward reducing the Balnnee of available
funds to a little over Rs. 1000. tho it is not
stated how near completion this building is.

Dr, Grenier, the Visiting Surgeon, writes;—
“Owing to the conservative ideas of the people
it was found necessary for several years to set
apart wards for patients of higher and lower
castes. 1t would be very desirable to alter this
arrangement and lave distinct  Medical and
Surgical Wards, A new operation room

is much needed. The old one is quite out of
the way, and operations at present are per-
formed in a screened off portion of the verandah
of the Male ward.”

R, W. Ievers Esq. is chairman of the Com-
mittee of management, and Sir Wm Twynan
K. C. M, G. the Hon’y Secretary and Treas-
urer.

THE NEW VICEROY OF |NDIA.

The Hon. George N, Curzon has been appoint-
ed Viceroy ot India in place of Lord Elgin
Wwhose term of service has about expired. Tue
appointment has been received with great satis.
faction as Mr, Curzon has shown “special apti-
tude for public business both in the Indian and
Foreign Offices " He was edncated at Eton and
Oxford and entered public life in 1885 when he
could not have been much more than 27 years
of age. 1n 1891—2 he served as Under Secretary of
State for India; and in 1895 wasad pointed, Under
Secretary of state forForeign affairs which position
henew leaves for the Viceroyalty of India. Mr.
Curzon is married to an American lady which
makes his appointment all the more interesting
He will undoubtedly be raised to the Peerage in
his own right, before coming out to India, |he
Observer refers to him as one who “knows more
about Central Asia and Indo-China in all their
parts, than do any of his subordinates in his
Indian Conueil. e is intimately acquainted
with the home administration through the India
Office and he has latterly been watching how the
imperial foreign policy bears upon Indian in-
terests, Altogether no Viceroy was ever better |
equipped for the task before him, if only he is
properly served inthe Finance Department,”

THE WAR.

In the West Indies there has nothing hap-
pened of importance. In the Philippines a
hattle took place between the two forces re-
sulting in a loss to the Spaniards of 300 killed
and 1,000 wounded. A few days later after a
desperate engagement when the Americans lost
heavily, Manila sorrendered. Tha Spanish
Captain General escaped in the luuuch of the
German cruiser which was in waiting, and
wus landed at Hong Kong,

In the meantime a peace protocol was signed
by the Spanish peaca plenipotentiary at Wash-
ington on the afternoon of the 12th” inst, 1n-
structions were at once cabled to all command-
ers to suspend hostilities. The terms were that
Spain should immediately evacuate Cuba and
FPuerto Rico. Gen Blanco has resigued his
position as Governor of Cuba declining to see
to theé evacuation of the troops,

The American government acknowledges
Gomez, the Insurzent leader, as the Corumandes-

| in-chief of the island. Five plenipotentiavies

are to be appointed by each country, and are to
meet in Paris not later than October 1st. to
conclude the treaty of peace.

England, Parliament was pro-rogied on the 12k
ingt, LThe Queen's spoech states thut relations witl uther
nations are friendly. It refers to the vavions dietur-
bances that have faken place in her dominions, and also
Iaments the American-Spanish war but lopes that pesce
will soon be secured,

America. Mr. Day, the Sccretaryof State finding
it imposeible fo stand the strain of the duties of his de
partment, resigns to take up some other position. The
Awmerican Ambassoder in London succeeds him. The
cosl of the war thus far tc America is said fo be about
$150.000,000. A heat wave swopt over the conlinent
early in the month reaching London abont the 15th wheje
it cansed inoumerable oases of sun stroke and seversl
dealhs.

Russia. It is officially stated that Russia will not
interfere with British interests in China.

Andia, Plagne still lingers in Calentta, Up fo the
19th there have been 212 cases and 175 deaths
One case of plague is reported from Bangalore, The
plague is increasirg again in Bombay.

At Madras cholera 18 reported as epidemis. From
the 8th tothe 12th Angust there were 55 deaths. over
a hundred having occurred before the earlier date.

The  heavy rains cansed & dangerous landslip
below Nainital when one Buropean and several Natives
were killed,

Crete, Annarchy reigns supreme in the intorior of
Crate.  Over 1,600 ontlaws are at large and murders are
daily increasing.
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
