LITERACY AND [LLITERACY IN INDIA.

Some people revel in statistics, and awive at results
from which they derive Loth instruction and a haudle
for moraliging.  Whether the following results are ins-
tructive may be left to thoss concerned to cousider. The
censiis of 1891, which showed the population of British
1udia as 201,838,926, demonstrated the further Fact that
of this total 15,292,750 or 5.85 per cent were receiving
or had received education, and that 246,546,176 or 94,15
per cent were illiterate.  Therg is nothing of a stertling
pature in this. But bringing these figures gide Ly gido
with those relating to Jails published annually by the
Government, it is found that of the lolal number of con-
victs in the prisons in British India, namoly 178,034 (this
heing the average of the last three yours), those elussed
as literate numbered 25430 or 16 per cent of the total
pupnlation of that elase, while tha illiterate numbered
162,604 or only U6 of the latter class. In other words the
number of literate persons imprisond on conviction is pro-

ortionately more than twice as large as the illiterate
Snlling in the same migfortune, The moral ther is that
literaey g0 far bas not helped the people to diseriminate
between right dud wrong, and takes themmuch oftober
wiong than does illiteracy, Dues this ariee from the edu-
ecation imparted to the people—an education which, while
awakoning their wits, fails la give them direotion aud
Lreaking ¢owu conservatism, and caste and religious res-
trictions, substitutes nothing instead! Toroing, by the
way, to the fignres of the progress of educution, and taking
an aversge of the resnlts of the last ten yearsit 1s found
that out of nearly four millions of scholare in public
and  private institutions in British Iodia, an iofi-
nitessimal fraction go veyoud the elemeuntary courses:
only five thousand one hundred on the average passing
untually ae gradoates and uudergraduates,  Detailiog
the figures into provinces it is found that Bengal, with vne
and a lolf miliion students, regsters, 1,560 gradustes
and nudergraduates, While the Madras Presidency. with
Jess than half that wnmber of students (685.973), re-
gislera u greator number of sliccesses, 1,783 graduntea
aud undergraduates, ‘Ihe Bombay Presidency rop seems
o be better in the results (hun Bengal, namely 635,508
srudents and B48 stucesses. It ik instrialive 10 glance at
thio specinl courses whieh find favour in the provinees;
in the North-Western Provinees and Qudh and the Paujal
iy ik oriental languages and literatore, while in Bengal,
Madens, ond  Bombay it is law and medicine, And
what do the remaining three millions nine landred and
ninty-fiva thousand students who do not 2o above the
elementary elasses do? Is it they who contribte (o the
lnrger l;cncen(ogo;ahnveIho‘illitumlo in the jails? ‘Tha
(uestiun EE8Ms of &0 much importance thut we call atten-
lion to the matler. Representative men can do warse
It stady the satistical publications of the Guvernmest,
fur therein lie buried masses of fnstructive information on
any shbjeots- Wenoticed a few days ago figures relu-
{ing 1o litigation and the consequent dvain on the resonress
of the people. Previouely we drew attestion to the
furmg of disease most prevalent. And here iz uow this

Vow populi vor dei-the veice of the people
is the voice of God isamaxim to juggle with.
The voice of the people is also sometimes the
vaice of the Devil. KEyerything depends upon
the chavacter of a people, of whom certain ideas
have taken possession and wmong whom these
ideas linve become ruling forees, whether their
dominant ideas are good or evil,—whether tlngy
are the voice of God or the voice of the Deyil.
Public opinion is the fruit of the eommon mind
on subjects of general interest; and by this fruit
we may kuow the moral character of a people
and, wice veren, if we know the character of the
people we will be able to predict the character
of their public opinion and of their public ins-
titutions,

Nothing is so eapricions and so often swayed
by themad force of prejudice :ud of passion as
thie voice of public opivion. Mubs do not ve-
fieet, they are swept madly onin a rash eaveer.
Public apinion las committed some of the rank-
esb injustices thub wera ever perpetrated ou tlie
caith. It is often as fickle as the mind, On
the other hand some idess which arve held fre-
quently in the public mind tend to fixite them-
selyes and become fossilized in institutions and
cstoms, The public acquives a fixed eharacter,
the noral quality of which is determined by
the moral character of the individuals who
make up the community, Men of weak and of
Bal chavacter will contorm to bad customs for
the sake of popularity, conveu@ipn or conyeni-
ence. ‘The prejudices thus avising huve been
guilty of some of the worst crimes recorded on

Ehe pages of bistory, Poutius Pilate fearing for |
his popularity yielded to o public opinion, -

fired by passion and prejudices, which sl;w
ignominiously as a malefuctor the most guilt-
less, spotless prisoner ever brought before a
bar of justice. The injustice of an ecelésiastical
court, presided oyer by u lear!xed bighup: the
sngratitude of her own sovereign; the vroelty
of the English generils and nobles,—all these
iuspired liy a buse public opinion sold Juan of
Arc from one potentute to another as if she
were merchandise. And those graces and illu-
minations which under other eircumstances
would have exalted herioto a Catholic suint
wers turned against her by her diabolical ex-
ecutioners. What then must be the character of
the individuals of a community which will
grmit brigandage in capturing the persons of
emales whatever their moral character may he?
Accuntry which has a marviage system which
differs listle from  traflic in the persuns of wo-
men might natwally be expected to counten-
ance sueh oubruges ond 2o it does. Is it any
wonder that a communiby which ubridges the
liberties of the fumale sex should persecute those
who bave the conrage and Christivn grace to
sun szainst strong prejudices to  grant their
duughters more libeity? All reformers ave niar-
tyrs, Itwas ever so, Nuthing in the moral
* guvernment of Gud is more wysteriuns than the
ﬁ\(e whieh usually falls to the lot of great
benefuctors. To us it seems sad and anjust and
nothing can reconcile us to the same but the
yewards of a future apd bhigher life.  Yet amid
the flanes which destroy the martye aeise the
voices which save nations,

Again what ig the character of o pnblic opi-
nion which allows un inglitution to exist which
vivlently eompels men to buy in the dearest
market and sell in the cheapest, and which makes
o whole elass of gociety worse thau slaves because
it will not assumo the responsibilities of the
ownership of those whom it enslaves?  The
prejudive of custom commits such crimes, yet
en fear to regist the on-rushing currdut of pub-
lic opinion. In @ community where the general
moral tone is low men despise virtue because
goudness is unpopular, jurors settle verdicts ac-
cording to the demands of a vitinted public opi-
nion before all the evidence is heard rather than
in aecordance with the demands of juslice, and
men domineer over their fellows usif they were
gticks and stones instead of rational souls, and
wlory in the genins which can imake the worse
appedr the better reason,

With all like to be popular and this isa praise
worthy ambitior Weall like to be thooght
well ofespecially by those whom we eateem ag
wothies and those into whose society we long
to enter. It is hard very hard to feel one's self
turpedfto ridicule or madealaughing slock by
those in whose good graces we long to be; but
one mway pay too dear a price for popularity. It
ig easy tegell a =irthright for a mess of poltage,
39 e me n hath laughter turned from the right
than tervor armetl with fire.” Mon who do not

distingnigh what ig right from what is mere pru-
dential conventionalism cannot expect to have
a high sense of duty or fine moral sengibilities.
Injustice, erunelty and persecution are a8 often
the fruits of a vitiated public opinion as they are
of personal enmity or arbitrary hostility. The
disapproval of some men ig to be infinitely pre-
f\3rret1 to their approval.

DESTRUC'I;IVE FIRE,

Diwellers in the East obtain peculine freedom
from thelfive fiend, With their dwellings so largely
built of elay-or brick, or in the better class houses
of stone and movtar,with but one storey, the toors,
and partitions of uninflammable muterials, the
only real danger lies in the thateled roofs. The
terrors of the Fire Alirm bell e not known
to ordinary people. The sportive lads are de-
nied the privilege of leaping from their bads it
midnight awakened by the Alarm Bell to1un a mile
or bwu to “see the fire” The Fire Brigade except
in large cities bas no existence, The fire engine

| would be viewed with the same curiosity that the

Western boy enjoys in looking at the elephant-

Like a regiment drilling in times of peice,
the firemen's duily parrade attracts the atten-
tion of all passers by. But how different is the
scene when at the signal of the Five Bell the
engiue is drawn by horses gmalloping at full
speed towards the scene of the fire., Like an
army on the march they claiwm the right of way
and none will dave dispute their claim, The one
question on every lip is “wlere is the fire?” It
is another illastration of adjustment to environ-
ment.

New Westminister, thecapital of the province
of British Columbiz, Canada, has just Leen visited
by a most destructive five. The builiings were
almost entively composed of wood; walls, roofs,
partitions, floors withuut exeeption being made
of the iuflammable pine which grows in such a-
bundauce on the neighboring mountains. At mid-
night of Sept, 11eh spurks from & steamer kindied
a fire in sowe tiwber placed on the whatt, and
with a strong wind blowing ab the tiwe, the fire
spread with such rapidity that in three hours the
whole business part of the city and a large pro-
portion of the dwelling honses of thecitizens were
swept cut of existence, Biaty three lavge hlocks
of public boildings ineluding hotels, hanke,
ware houses, fuctories, post office, coart house,
city bLall, newspaper otfice, customs office and
merchants shops of every description; four larae
churches and bwo hundred and fifty dwulliﬁg
honses were destroyed in this incredibly short
space of time, Citizens wlio rotived with minds
ab perfect ease weve turned out of bed at wid-
night and the morning saw them with no homes,
and no shops where necessary food could be ob-
tuined, Nothing but smoking ashes where but a
few hours before had stood imposing rows of
large buildings. The fire engines called ont
early to fight the foe were soou rendered nse-
less as the intense heat Lurned up the hose
whiel couducted the stieams of water awaiust
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A eyelone coull bardly have wroushit more
quickly aud certainly not as thmonghly, All
the large cities of the neighboring disbricts
lpve tendered their sympathy and Allﬁllly Luve
sent the sufferers needed Lelp.

FaSHODA,

Fashoda is a name which often appears among
the telegrams in our prominent daily news papers,
Day by day the palitical relations of (wo great na-
tions forms a theme of interest to intelligen tmen,
Faghoda 18 numinally the point of contention.
Actually, the question involved is much greater
than who shall possess ab nnimportant fortress
far np the river Nile, A brief review of the
events which have led up tothis pregent woment-
ous issue may be in ovder,

We must begin thicty or forty years back of
present history. Sir Samuel Baker in exploving
the river Nile to agcertain its actnal source was
horrifled with what he gaw of the slave trade
and its effects. His narrativn of it horrified the
world,  Phe British government arousedlhby the
terrible description of affnive in Lower Kgy pt,mado
atreaty with Ismuil Pagha the Viceroy of Baypt,
in which he agreed to do all he eould to abalish
the trade in Egypt, But as his whole people,
and the people of the Soudan, found their great-
est profit in the trade, natavally enough, very
little came of his agreement, When in need of
money, however, to gecure a loan in England,
he madea great show of zeal in putting down
th® trade. [le repregented that fhe only way

“and raised such a storm

to do this was to conguer aud hold the whole
country through which the trade had its chan-
nels, Great Britain supplied him with money
and with men to attain this object and in 1870
Bir Samuel Baker was sent with a Commission
t» annex the Upper Nile countries to Lgypt.
The heart of Ismail was not in the project
neither did he have {he sympathies of the
people, Althongh Sir Bamuel Baker did all
that a man could do under the circumstances the
British were dissalisfied, Lut they did not know
whether to blame sir Samuel or Ismail whom they
suspected of insincerity. Sir Samuel resigned
and General Gordon wag appointed. Gordon the
Champion of the oppressed and downtrodden en-
tered upon hig work with his accustomed vigor,
Hig inflnence soon became wiiely felt on ihe
Upper Nile, He 1 in some e in
putting.down the trade but even he with the
Viceroy and all the Egyptian Officials and Avab
traders secretly against him, could not kill the
trade a8 he had hoped tw do. Leaving Ewin
Bey as Goyvernor of the provinces which bad
come under his vontrol, he returned to Cairg
and cleary uccused Ismail of his duplicity,
thatit resulted in
Gordon being appointed Governor General of the
Soudan with the power of life and death over
all the millions of the subjcets of the Vieeroy
in that vast region. He returned and workedl
marvels, and soon he abgolutely stopped the
trade in the three central and chiel provinees
of the Scudan, Higinfluence extended through-
out the whole neighboring tervitories.  The ap-
pression of the Negro tribes by the Egyptian
Officials and traders wag relieved but he could
not wholly stamp outa custow which had ite
roots 50 deeply set inthe very character of the
people who were m control of Egppt.

The tagk of 8ir Herbert Kitchene, with British ru-
lers and ad ministeators at Cairo is a very liffer-

‘ent one from that et to General Gordon. Generval

Gordon returned to England in 878, having
virtually given to Egypt the whole of thy
Soudan. But oppression soon led to oontbrealks,

The dervishes headed by the Mahdi attacked
the oppressors and little by little {he conguered
conntry was lost to Epypt. General Gordon
lost his life while attempting to stem the on-
ward mareh of Mabdism.

France and Britain jointly controlled Egypt
for some years, but the carrying cut of their
orders led to arebellion in the Bgyptian Armg.
It wus necesgary to firmly estublish the joint
control of Egypt or entircly relinquish it
France withdrew und Britain alone in  thres
months broke the power of the insargents, She
announced nointention of immediately reconguer-
ing the Sondan, but oeeupied hergelf with potting
affairs in Egypt in order.

After gome years Brituin resolved to reconguer
the Soudun and sccure control of the whole Nila
valley withoul which Loewer Egypt could nevor
be gecaryd. An opposing aation conld divert
the waters of the Nile and destray the prosperily
of the whale country. Annonncing this inten-
tion of reconguest ghe at the same time  intimatedd
that the eflorls of uny other nation to estublish
itgelt on the Upper Nile would be considercd
ag hustile,

During the period of withdeawal (ram  (Le
Sonduu, the Frencel, while Britain was seeupied
in Boypt, gent various exveldifions tu secure a
foot holil un the Nile. From the east through
Abyssinia went one forey which however wis
thwarted by the king of Al ria. From tho
west through the Congo basin an  expedition
gtarted noder Myjor Marchand,  After very o
diflicully he gueceeded in pushing his way
the Nile and establishing himself at hoila
a point four hundrad miles above Khartoum.
Meanwhile Sir Herbert Kitchen has been gra-
dually forcing hig wuy up the Nile and by (he
recent grent buttle at Omdurman he  completely
Lroke the power of the dorvishes, The presence
ofn foree of white men at Fashoda was ascor-
tained and Sir Herbert aseended the Nile to find.
Major Marchpnd inoff valy established at Fas-
hoda. Both Generals have gone to their respect.
ive countrios and now the burning question is
ghall the richt of the French be recognized, 'I'ho
Britigh ave firmly vesolved to meintainjthe pos-
ition thut they alone bave the right. Certain
seclions af the Fronch ave justas strongly insis-
tent that 'what she has gained with difflenlty
ghall not be lightly given up, Tha I'rench have
mohilized troops and war vessels at Toulon.
The British ave in astate of active preparations
for a possible war with France. We cannpt
but beligve that diplomacy will prevail and
that the peace (hat has existed between France
and England for the last eighty years shull not
be distarbed.
