she future. An incentive bas undoubtedly been
given to sinall and distant coloties which are
badly governed to seek to better their condition
by revulting against the ruling power. Aud
tbe friendship between the two great Hoglish
speaking nations lus been strengthened, wlhich,
ir not resulting in an Anglo-American alliancs,
will at least make America aud Great Britain
allies in any great humanitarian scheme. The
desive for colonial possessions has been awakened
in the States. Hawaii has been formally an-
nexed and is now a part of the Great Republic.
Cuba is to be left to govern itself though under
American protectiou. Puerto Ricu wul 1 ost
likely becowe a part of the United States. The
fate of the Philippines is uncertain though it 18
wors than likely that America will retan full
control of thut zroup as well as have sumething
to say about the Carulines.

In South Awmerica there have been one or
two rebellions but not of & very serious uature.

In Central America the fate of the Nicaragua
canal still remains unsettled. In the meantime
the Pauama caual scheme is being brought to
the front again, thougl with Little hope of
sUCCEsS.

In Burope, France has had internal troubles
which have weakeued the government aud
which have veflected discredit upou the army.
The Fashoda incident came neat precipitating
a war with England, but was bappily averted.
The attitude of South China towards France
isa sevivus wubter ealling for wise counsel aud
guidance asthe new year opeus. “France,"” says
n writer ina promineut American paper, “is
rapidly demonstrating that she is unfit for self-
government, Ooly a people who will insist
upon the anthority of the civil over the military
power can remain a democracy. No one can
tell whither France is drifting. 1t may be tuan
empire, or it may be something worse. o either
ovent, there is likely to come an intevval of
anarchy."”

Germgny has tried hard to arouse ill-feeling
in Ameriea Lut Las nut succeeded in doing
50 to any gveat extent, The Ewperor
Willisin made a visit to Palestine and on
his way exchanged frateroal greotings with the
sultan at  Uonstantizople, an act which las
excited the udignativu of all righeinded
people, Hpaiu has'beea torn asunder by inter-
nal discord; aud it would be ditliculv to fore-
cast the result of the conflict between ths two
great political purties,

‘T'he Austrian Ewpress was brutully assassina-
ted, an act cailivg foieh the symputhy and indig-
nation of all Europe, Lhe corouation of Queen
Wilheinia has caused great vejuicing through-
ont her realin. Uhie Czar of Russia bas issued
& Peace Message suggesting the veducing of the
armaments of Burope, In the wentine Russia
has been busy in pusbing Ler railway across
the Asiatic continent, aud has secured inportant
concessions from China,  There has been an out-
break against the Christians in the island of Creve
in whieh the Tark had a aand. Prince George of
Greece has been appointed by the Powers the
Governor, and Turkish control bas been reduced
to & minimum, Great Britain has heen putting
down rebellions in Africa and India, wod has
also been pushing ou her scheme of uniting
Egypt with Caps Colony by a railway. Lord
Kitchenar has avenged Gordon’s death and
reconquered the Soudan, and luy been titled
“Sirdar of Egypt" by his grateful country.

Tn Asia, Chiua bas bad political disturbances
which have resulted in so weakening her as a
nution that it is quite within the vange of proba-
bility that this vast empire becowes the prey of
the principsl Buropean Powers. In India famine
hay been relieved, and good crops are assured
for the new yenr, but plagne has spreal from
place to place cavrying consternation every-
where. 1t has been especiully bad at Bangalore,
three foorths of the persons attacked dying
from it. Lord Curzon, a brilliaut statesman
as well asa sivceve fricud of the Indian Ewpire,
liag been appointed Viceroy and hasalready
Iunded ut Bombuy and been tendered an enthusi-
astie reception, These have heen the principal

o0

existence in South India his caused the Gpvern-
ment to redouble its pmcuutinns and we trust
the new yearupun which we have enteved will
be free from this pestilence. The ports, with
the exception of Colombo, have been closed
to trafie with India, 'The colony is ina
prosperous condition and the outlook is en-
couraging. We are in the hands of 2 higher
Power than man's, aud may the Great Ruler of
nations give us a prosperous and blessed year.

AMERICAN Miss108 CRURCHES.

The annual meeting of the Ecclesiastical A3
sociation of the churches under the American
Mission, was held at Uduyil on Thursday the
20th ule. Though it wasa rainy day every one
of the 18 churches was represented by its pastor
or catechist and most of (fsem by « delegate be-
sides, Of the 16 pastors only one was absent
and be was out of the province, I'he statistical
tables show that theie bas been growth, tho
not as much as was boped for early in the year.

There buve been b9 persons received icto the
church on profession of their faith, and nearly
60 infant buptisms. The total nunker of coni-
municants is 1912 being 70 more than a year
ago. 'I'he nominmal Christians including the
children of Christians would amount to twelve
or fifteen hundred more. This with five or six
hundred adherents would represent a Christian
community of ubout 4000, all told, in the Ameri-
can Mission. ‘The contributions from puvely
native sources amounted to over Rs. 9600 —
though this was Rs. 500 less than the amount
contributed in 1897, When we remember that
the year has been an unusually hard one, there
is cause for thankfulness that the amount
was to Jarge, The total raised from all
sources, including rents and contributions from
foreigners&e &e, was Rs. 10, 150,—0f this about
Rs. 100 were paid towards the Native Kvange-
lical Society and Ry, 252 to the Auxiliary Bible
Soe, Sums paid for educational purposes, and
the collections of the difterent Y. M. C. As.
liave no place in the above statistics.

A “Pastors Relief Fund” bas been started,
about half of the churcbes contributing towards
it at this time. Others expect to coutribute in
the ensuing year, Whbile thankful for the suc-
cess youchsafedl us in the past yewr, we woull
pray eurnestly thut larger results may be in store
for us in the year upon which we have entered,

o Jaffus is a Christian laud compared fo China.
Oh! the igpoconcs, -the iguorance of the Ulinse
women; very few van read, nonw ean wiile except the few
Bonvding schoul girls, Mies Dr. Ligler of the U. L.
Miskion lives iu Chinese quarters, sud hos an average of
150 patients a day I All the work is done in Chinese, even
to the preseriptions, dates and ull. She works duy und night.
The Principal of the Girls Boarding Selioul at Ganton cou-
nected with the A, B, C. F, M lives night in the nalive
quarters. Her streel is just as wide as my umbrella, She
lias begged and begged fur suma one to come v Lor hely,
but there har been nu response. How can [ talk of Cey-
Juu's needs when 1 have seen Chioa !

Dr, Hager of Hong Kong took me all over the city,
way Up the peak, througl the Botanical gardens, through
tomples, ehops &, At Caunton L saw the large Buddbist
tomple. It is not 6o fine as the ove in Madura, but they
have lovely gardens where fluwers seem to shrive in spite
of the heathen surroundings  Everywhere there are
Roses, Cliryeanthemums, Daliling, and lieaps of beantiful
flowers that I do oot know the names of, The Poin-
geltias grow fo be tiees, Oue morning I picked some
beautiful Buglish violetu.,.oooioo They tell me that 20
yoars ago there was o railway fiom Woosung to Shanghai,
13 miles, butthe Chinese bought it up, tore up the raile
and threw them info the river; and now efforis are being
made to re-build the line. The Woosung Bar is called
tho “Heavonly Barrier”. Duwingthe French war of 1884
the Ohinese siuk stone-losded junks acroes all but one
uarrow chatnel, makiog it a mosi effectual bartier, Along
the banks of the river are high walled villages. Smooth-
skinned water buffalaes wallow in tho mud below, aod
everywhere are people toiling fur their bread.”

9); and ‘Jeeus
Cliisl is in you except ye bo reprobates,' (2 Uor. =il §).
Fuither, we all have the very fulhess of the presence and
power of the Moly Bpirit in the Divine gift. The Spint
of God is notdivided, and in giving the Spirt, God gives
Himsslf, and ali that He is. That wighty Gift was bes-
Lowed at Peuteeus(. Llecame in the fulness of His Power
to be the Tudwelling Person 1u the believer for holiness,
the Divine Anoiuting for leaching and the Endugment of
Power for service. All taat He is meant (o be tu us and in
us, and thironga us, He was gicen 10 bu un the duy of Peu-
toeost.  And rhe whole body of ©liist wax theu baptized
fu the Holy Ghost and fire as a permanent cunditivo.
Calyary is one great abiding fact, and Pantecost ie another.
And just as the whole church died in Chrst, sud with
Christ oo the Cross, though theie wera bul few believers
then on earth; so, it seems to s, the whole budy of Uhrist
was baplized in the presence and power of the Huly
Bpirit al Pentecost. wFor," says Paul, “in one Spiriy we
were all Laptized into oue body™ (1Uor. xii. 13).

Thus 1u the Divine Gift we all Asge ail st wo need,
But Gol's Giftis one thing, and our appropiiation aud
pussession of that Gift is quite another. — Henee, it often
liappens that thongh somnuch s onrs in the gift of Gud
w0 little i tealized in tbe expericnce of the life. God
gave the whole of the Land of Prowise w Isiavl sy ous
complute gift; but it was a long time befare thay actually
possessed it if they everdid, "Gud ro loved the world
that He gape Lis only begotten Son;” “hut” oaly to sy
many as received Him, gave Lo the right {o become the
gong of God."" 8o, Gud has given the Holy Spiriv Lo ue,
given Him as the Ludweller, Uomlorter, Teucher, Sanc.
lifier, and Power for service, the ure mighly Baplism has
taken place, but there needs to be tie definite receptun
of our privilege and birthright by o curcions approjpmating
act of faith, As sinners we receive the Lord Jesue by
£aith for unr justilicacion, and theu as sons il s onr divine
Tight to receive the preseuce and power of the Holy Spiris
in all the fulpess of His blessing for life aud service.
Tlis then ie what we need, viz., (hat niighty Baptism
which includes the indwelling presence of the Huly Ghost
in uur hearts fur huliness, the Unetion or Auointing of the
Huly One for teaching, and tue Mighty Enduement of
Power for service; in other words, we need Pentecostin afl
the fulness of it age-long Baphism made persoual and
actnal in lite and serviee, Nuw why isit so often not
wade actual?
