 PROTEST  FROM  THE  WESLEYAN  SYNOD  To  THE

 DIRECTOR  OF  PUBLIC  INSTRUCTION.

 The  Ceylon  Provincial  Synod  of  the  Wesleyan
 methodist  eliureh,  sentin  some  resolutions  to  the

 Director  of  Public  Instruċtion,  among  which  we
 note  the  following:

 SPhat  constant  and  nnexpeeted  alterations  of  the  Foda
 prove  greatly  embarrassing  to  Managera  and  injurious  to
 thu  stalulity  nf  selionls  and  that  the  Edueation  Code
 slunld  remain  iu  foree  for  a  period  of  three  years  withont

 vevision  nnless  on  the  representation  ofa  majority  of
 Muñagers.  amendments  are  desired,”

 We  have  more  than  ence  referred  to  this

 matter  and  wonld  again  urg  :  that  some  such  plin

 be  adopted.  After  our  new  Director  has  visitnl
 all  thë  Provinces  and  made  himself  acquain  “L

 with  the  working  of  the  schools,  he  might  ma-
 such  tentative  changes  in  the  Code  as  seemeil  10
 hiim  desirable  and  then  call  apon  the  Managers
 of  the  Island  to  give  their  views  personally  or

 thruagh  the  Ceylon  Educational  Association
 before  submitting  the  Code  to  the  Legislative
 Counneil  for  their  sanction.  After  being  sauc-

 tioned  and  printed,  it  should  remain  for  at  least
 fiye  years,  in  our  opinion,  unchanged.  It  was
 anly  last  week  that  we  asked  one  of  the  Assistant
 Inspectors  a  question  in  regard  to  the  Code  for
 1899  and  he  confessed  that  he  had  not  yet  seen
 the  atest  Code.  The  chûnges  arè  so  frequent
 thatit  is  difficalt  for  eyen  a  Departmental  officer

 to  keep  track  of  themall!  Burely  there  is  some-
 thing  wrong  here.

 Another  resolution  reads  as  follows:—
 "That  the  instruction  to  Inspectors  allowing  the  ex-

 amination  of  Girls  in  Auglo-Vernacular  Barding  Schools
 to  be  conducted  either  in  stages  or  standards  at  the  option

 of  the  Manager  sliould  be  embodied  in  the  Code,”
 The  difference  should  be  clearly  defined,  and

 shonld  have  the  seal  of  official  anthority.  In  this
 connection  we  think  it  well  to  call  attention  to
 clause  S0  of  the  Code  in  respecific  subjects.  ln

 (a)  no  mention  is  made  of  standard  VI  while  in
 (c)  this  standard  is  included,  ‘The  two  clauses
 seem  to  contradict  each  other  and  should  be  made

 tuagree.

 A  third  resolution  reads  ag  follows:—
 “That  the  praelice  in  yogue  amongat  some  Government

 sohvol  Inspectors,  of  publishing  school  books,  except
 ıhrongh  the  Department  of  Publie  Instruction  places
 teuchers  in  a  most  nadesirable  relalion  to  them  and  shold
 ba  prohibited  by  the  Department”

 We  have  often  heard  teaċhers  say,—Mr.  So  and

 So  is  coming  to  examine  my  school  nextyear,
 therefore  I  must  buy  the  text  books  published  by
 him  and  prepare  for  the  examination.  Itis  un-
 doubtedly  true  that  Inspectors  should  be  good

 judges  of  what  is  needed  in  the  line  of  text
 books,  and  that  they  are  fitted  for  sucb  work,
 still  it  would  be  far  better  for  the  Department

 to  authorize  sach  publications  and  assume  the

 disposal  of  the  edition.
 We  huve  mentioned  but  shree  out  of  the  nine

 resolntions  though  all  are  important.  Itis  tobe

 regretted  that  nothing  wae  said  about  the  grant-
 ing  of  Firs!

 First  Class  certificate  even  if  it  did  not  entitle
 him  to  a  bonus.

 Otherwise  we  do  not  sec  howa  large  school  is
 to  secure  efficient  teachers.  No  man  who  holds
 a  Second  Class  certificate  will  be  willing  here-

 after  to  take  an  appointment  in  a  school  as  second
 teacher,  since  sucha  position  débars  him  from

 getting  his  First  Ulass  certificate  He  might  be
 willing  to  forega  his  chance  of  earning  his  bonus
 until  some  time  in  the  future  provided  he  could
 in  tha  meantime  be  qualifying  himself  for  re-

 xwa  propdke  to  «ull  information  from  Mr.  Stock’
 History  and  shall  often  quote  freely  from  that
 book

 «fhe  closing  years  of  the  Eighteenth  century,’

 writes  Mr.  Stock,  "were  dark  period  for  Eng-
 land,  The  cenrury  had  beten  u  f  immenke

 expansion  of  the  British  dominions;  andit  had
 geen  the  beginnings  of  important  industrial,  mer.
 cantile,  social,  aad  scientific  developments  Brt

 naw  the  French  Revolution  had  filled  the  minds

 of  Englishmen  with  terrer  and  dismay."
 “Buonaparte  was  gaining  vfctwry  after  vie-

 tory,  and  soon  afterwards  he  formed  his  grand
 scheme  for  the  invasiou  of  England,”

 Such  was  the  state  of  Europe  and  England
 when  the  C.  M.S  was  born,  lf  the  political

 horizon  was  dark,  the  spiritual  horizon  was  no

 brighter  The  “sporting  parson”  was  by  no
 means  rarely  to  be  seen,  Dr.  Johnson  told
 Boswell  that  he  had  never  met  ‘a  religious

 clergyman”  However,  God  had  His  witnesses
 even  in  that  dark  period,  among  hoth  clergy
 and  laity;  so  that  we  have  to  thank  God  for  a
 Jobn  Venn,  a  John  Newton,  a  Richard  Cecil,  a
 l'homas  Secoit,  a  Basel  Woodd,  a  William  Goode

 anda  Charles  Simeon  among  the  elergy.  Also
 for  a  William  Wilberforce,  a  Henry  Thornton,
 a  Charles  Grant,  a  James  Stephen,  à  Zachary  Ma-

 caulay  and  a  Lord  Teignmouth  among  the  laity.
 These  men  and  others  like  them  were  the

 founders  and  early  supporters  of  the  U.  M.  8.

 On  April  12h  (799  the  C.  M.  S.  ship  was
 launchell  ata  meeting  heldin  the  “Castle  and
 Falcon”  in  Aldersgate  Street,  London.  lt  was
 not  an  influential  meeting”  writes  Mr-  Stock,

 “Only  sixteen  cleryymen  and  nine  laymen  are
 present.  The  lay  Magnates  ofthe  Evangelical
 circle,  Wilberforce,  the  Thorntons,  Grant,  Steph-

 en,  Macáulayare  not  there;  nor  Simeon,  nor  C  cil,
 John  Venn  takes  the  chair.  Formal  resolntions
 are  moved  and  ċarried  and  a  committee  and  ofli-

 cers  are  appointed,  Henry  Thornton  is  Treasurer
 and  Thomas  Scott  is  Secretary.  A  President
 was  also  nominated,  Mr,  Wilberforce,  but  as  he

 declined  ga  prominent  a  position  the  Society
 started  without  one,  One  thing  strangely  enough
 was  omitted;  no  name  was  given  to  the  new

 Society]  But  six  weeks  after  another  meeting
 was  held,  when  the  name  was  settled.  “The

 Bociety  for  Missions  to  Africa  and  the  East,”
 Oniy  gradnally  in  subsequent  years,  did  people
 begin  to  usethe  word  “Church”  colloquially  to
 distinguish  the  Society  from  vthers;  and  not  un-
 til  thirteen  years  bad  passed  away  was  the  full
 title  formally  adopted  "The  Church  Mission.

 ary  Society  for  Africa  and  the  Bast.”
 The  first  two  donations  were  £  100  each

 The  first  two  years  produced  £  912;  against

 which  the  only  expenditure  was  £95  for  printing,

 On  January  31st  1804  was  held  the  first  Vale-

 dietory  neeting  to  bid  farewell  to  two  mission-
 aries.  These  were  Germans  as  tio  Evglishmen

 conld  be  found  to  offer  themselves  formission

 work!  During  the  first  10  years  ofits  existence,

 the  Society  sert  out  only  8  missionaries,  all  of
 whom  were  Germans!  The  first  Englislmanto

 offer  himself  was  Henry  Martyn,  Seuior  Wrang-

 ler  of  his  year  and  Fellow  of  his  college.  How-
 ever  in  thè  event,  he  went  out  to  India  as  “Chap.

 Jain”  and  not  as  a  "Missionary;  tlie
 Rulers  in  those  days  were  not  prepared  to  wel
 come  missionaries.  Tle  first  C.MS,  grant  to

 India  was  a  sum  of  £  580  to  be  spent  in  pro.

 moting  the  tvauslatiobs  and  editions  of  the

 Seripbüres  now  Carkying  on  in  tlie  Bast,”
 To  slow  how  the  tines  have  changed  since  the

 early  days  ofthe  O.M,S.  and  present  period
 when  the  Atlantic  is  crossed  in  5  days  orso  we

 will  conelude  by  quoting  Mr.  Stocek  once  more,

 “How  did  these  men  geb  to  Africa?  It  was  no

 is  to  say,  room  on  the  voyage  out,  before  the
 slaves  were  shipped  1—but  passages  by  these  were
 refused.

 trading  ship  was  going,  under  convoy,  for  fear  of

 French  privateers,  (Trafalgar  was  not  yet  fought
 when  the  first  two  went.)  The  second  party  of

 three  had  strange  adventures.  First  they  wait-
 ed  five  weeks  at  Liverpool,  while  the  ship  that
 was  to  take  them  was  detained,  Tlen  she  was

 tranded  on  the  Irish  coast,  and  they  were  de-

 layed  sevén  week  in  Ireland,  Then  they  sail-

 ed  again  from  Bristol,  and  the  ship  put  into  Fal-
 mouth  to  wait  for  convoy.  Then,  while  they
 were  ashore  she  sailed  away  without  giving  theim

 notice;  but,  agale  drove  her  back  again,  and  they

 gotb  on  bourd.  After  losing  the  convoy  and  nar-
 rowly  escaping  a  French  privateer,  she  reached
 Madeira  safely;  but  there  the  captain,  who  had

 been  drinking  suddenly  died,  so  she  had  to  be

 kopt  three  months  for  fresh  ard  Atlast  they
 did  arrive  in  safety  at  Sierra  Leone,  only  seven
 months  after  the  first  start  irom  Liverpool!  That

 As

 FRANCE  AND  178  NEW  PRESIDENT

 The  recent  telegrams  from  France  are  disquiet
 President  Faure  died  in  Paris  on  the  13th iBS,

 February  after  a  very  brief  illness.  It  is  claim-
 ed  that  thestroke  of  apoplexy  which  caused

 his  death  was  largely  due  to  worry  over  the

 Dreyus  case  which  has  heen  for  so  long  disturb-

 ing  the  public  mind  of  that  Republic.  M.  Loubet
 was  elected  President  in  his  stead  on  the  18th,

 obtaining  483  out  of  the  753  votes.  Hostile  de-

 monstrations  commenced  at  once  and  the  police

 had  to  ba  called  in  to  quall  the  mob,  Nearly

 50  persons  were  injured  and  350  arrests  mađe.
 The  next  day  there  were  renewed  disturbances
 and  more  arrests  1b  is  claimed  that  the

 new  President  was  complicated  in  the  Pans-
 ma  scandals,  and  that  heis  a  man  of  yery

 little  ability.  On  theother  hand  it  seems  cer-

 tain  that  the  agitation  against  him  is  confined

 to  a  few  who  are  against  himin  politics,  and  who

 are  nnserupulous  enough  tohbire  ruffians  to
 create  trouble,  Publie  opinion  is  só  fickle  in

 France  that  we  should  not  be  surprised  ary  day

 to  hear  of  the  overthrow  of  the  present  govern-
 ment  while  we  do  not  think  thereis  sufficient  rea-

 son  just  now  for  a  political  npheaval.  It  is  more

 likely  that  affairs  will  quiet  down,  and  the  new
 President  he  accepted  as  the  best  possible  choice

 hy  the  majority  of  the  people.  And  it  may  bring

 abofft  a  speedy  termination  to  the  great  case
 which  has  been  such  a  scandal  to  the  Republic —
