ONEHUNDRED YEARS
< No. 9. IST9—1889.

(Contributed.)

We have now to review the mast remarkable
decade in the history of the Society. Its history
presents one feature simgularly resembling a
teature of its predecessor, the decads reviewed
in onr last chapter, We there saw that while the
earlier years 1869-72 were a period of deep de-
pression and anxiety, the later years 18740
werea period of unprecedented enterprise and
advance. And similarly, we shall now find that
while the earlier years 1879-81, wers a time of
doubt and disconragement the rest of the decade
was marked by forward movements of all kinds
In fact the year 1881 may be sald to have been
the year of transition from the Past to fhe Pre-
gent, It wasmnot felt to be soat the time, Wa
are rarely able to perceive the gignificance of a
period, whether it ba a year or a month or a day,
in which we are living and acting.

Early in the history of the decade wa have to
record the death by drowning of the Henorary
Secretary Revd, Henry Wright which 2ast a gloom
over the Christian world. He was drowned
while bathing in Conigton Lake on Angnst 13th
1880 and was succeeded in his respousible post by
his cousin Hevd, F. B Wigrim, There were
many signs of progress in the established mis-
§10nS.

One was the extension of the Episcopate, This
had been a featnre also of tha previons decade,
in which we saw the dioceges of North China,
Moosones, Athabagea, Sagkatehewan, Lahoreand
Rangoon established. In 879 were formed the
dinceses of Ualedonia and Teavancore and Cochir
to which were appointed as first bishops two C.
M S Missionaries, Ridley anid Speechly In
1880 North China was divided into two, and a
. M.8, missionary G. E. Moule, becamae hishop of
the division thenceforth to be called Mid China,
Tn 1883 was founded the Japan bighopric and
the new archbighop of Cauterbury, Dr. Benson,
made his first episcopal appointment by selecting
for it a U. M. S. migsionary {rom India, A. W.
Poole; and when Poole died after a too hrief
tenure of the See, the head of the Cambridge
Delhi mission conneeted with the 5. .G, E
Bickersteth wag appointed to succeed him. In
18484 Bishop Bompag’s-vast dincese was divided
and he took the northern half which received
the name of Mackenzie Ruin, while the old
name of Athabasea was retained for the southern
half of which one of the sniety’s labourers in
the North Waest R. Younz hecame highop. In
thie same year a bishop was appointed for the
Sneety’  Missiong in  Fasten Equatorial,
Africa in the person of James Uannington and
on his deeply lamented death Henry P. Parker

of Calentta was invited to succeed hin. Thu#
in five years seven C. M. S. missionaries Wers
raised o the Episcopate and all these new plans
witnessed to the progress of the missions,
Soma of the missions however were causing
grave anxiety during the earlier yearg,of onr de-
cade, Metlakahtla wagone of these. The com-
mittee while admiring 88 all the world daid Mr.
Duncan's singular success in training, civilizing,
and christianizing wild Indians in Britieh Co-
lnmbia, had long felt dissatisfaction with him
on account of his contriving to postpone year
after year, the admission of the converts to t.hs
Loril's Table. He feared their making a fetish
of the sacrament, but the Society's experience
all aver the world confirmed the assurance if
such confirmation were necessary, that the Lord
can take care of his own ordinance and that the
most infantine Uhristians, if true Christiand,
_can be safely invited to be partakers of its
blessing Clergyman after clergyman had been
sent out to take spiritual charge of Metlaknhtla
but all had failed to override Duncan’s autharity
and even Bishop Ridley, on reaching his-dincess
in 1879 found himself helpless except at the
| cost of an open breach. After nearly two years
more of patient effort onhis part and on that
of the Saciety the Committee could no longer
forbear to send out a positive order fo their
valued lay Missionary with the alternative of
disconnection. Dunean at once called his Indi.
ans rounid him and separated himself and them
at least the large majority —from the society- A
iew of the very best people clave to the Bishop,
but five or six years of great trial and ditficully
enaned the two parties being side by side yet not
on friendly terms, At length the digaffected
Indians having quarrelled with the anadian Go-
vernment on a guestion of land tenure, Duncan
moved away with them some sixty miles into a
| cornerol the United States territory of Alaska
| and there founded a gettlement called New
Metlakahtla, From that time the original Met~
| lakahtla prospered under the fostering care of
Bisbhop and Mrs, Ridley; and while its material
success becume as great as of old, its gpiritual
influence became much greater Mareover, the
Mission grew and flourished np the rivers into
the interior and also in Queen Charlotte's
and other lslands; and in no part of the world
hds the power of Divina grace upon the hearls
and lives of a onge barbarous people baen mare
signally manifested, i
But throughout the period Uganda was in
the front as regards, constant and eager
interest, as indeed it has been ever since
the Mission was begin—so frequent jand
atartling’have beer the vicissitndes of its history.
‘I'he throe years 1879—81 were yeats of much
trial from the eaprice of Mtesa, the rivalry of
the French priests, and the bitter hostility of
the Arab traders yetall the while boys and young
men wera being tanght to read and the reading
tor them was being provided by dint of assil-
nous study of the langnage and by means of the
small printing press Mackay being the chief work
er all along, At length the genuine work of the
Spivit of God began to be seen and on March 18th
1582 the firgt five converts wera Daptized,
Other baptisms quickly followed anid on October
28th 1883 twenty one converts vacpived the
Lord's supper for the first time. In the mean-
while James Hannington, R. P Ashe and Cyril
Gordon had gone forth in 1882 to join the
mission; but only Ashe actnally entered Uganda
atthat time Hannington driven home by severe
illness went back again as first Bishop of Eastern
Kquatorial Africa being consecratated on June
21th 1834, Then he essayed to reach Uganda by
anew ronte direct from Mombaga; but on the
very border of the conntry he was crually pnt
todeath Oct. 20 1885 by order of the new king
Mwanga who had succeeded Mtesa just a year
before, The voung tyrant hai alveady roasted
alive three ehristian lads; and he npw praceded
to slanghter ruthlesslv some seores of the adher-
ents of both the English and French missious,
Most touching were the accounts of the deaths
of some of these true Martyrs for Chrigt. This
persecntion was in 1886 and it was followed by
two years of trial and difliculty while yet con-
verts were being won all the time. Then came a
e In 1888 occurred a series of ravolutions
which led to the flight of Mwanga and the expul-
gion inOctoher of both the Fnglish and TFrench
Miggions from Uganda by the Mohamedan party,
The Uganda Mission, said the committee in the
Anuual Report in May 1880 has ceased to exist-hut
not the Uganda Chureh. While the only three mis-
sionaries then on the gtafl Mackay, Gordon, and
Walker wereat the gonth endofthe Nyanza a large
hody of Native Christians were in exile on the
West side in Ankilo and there Mr. Stanley on his
return from his march throngh Darkest Afriea, in
geaveh of Emin Pagha, met them, to his surprise
anil gatigfaction and found them daily ussem-
Bling 4@ read Mackay's Luganda St. Matthew and
prity together.

in Oct. 1889 they and the thousands of their
fellow countrymen who sympathized with them,
defeated the Moslem parly, regained the chief
power in Uganda, restored ¥ wanga to the throne,
and invited the missionaries back, but this carries
ug beyond ourjpresent decade.

§The Jubilee Year of the Queen’s reign, 1857, will
ever be remembered as the year when the policy
of faith was reneweil and the Society determinedl
to send outall qualified men and women who
might offer themselves for the work; and this
poliey has been adhered to ever since that year.

It remaina for 1< now to review the last decadn
of the history of tli ¢ hnrch Missionary Society,
a decade of growtl il congolation.

THE JAFFNA CULLEGE Y. M. C. A.

Dear Sir,

1 wish to vontribute through the Stor a few hints about
the above said Y. M. C. A. with a view to get a belping
hand from the Christian pablic vl Jafina snd ather
places.

This Y. M. C. A,, as many of your readers know, was
orgapiced in 1884, sinee which it hae done a good Chiris-
tian work, There are five Sunday sclonls under its angpices
and furthermore it las taken upon itkerf the evangelisa-
tion of nne of the émallest of the adjoining felands. A
an appropriate means to the end wished for, a sehiol has
been started here in the centre of {he islet o fnstrnet the
Jads and lasses especially in the fundamenfal doctrines of
thewnrld-wide Religion and in addition tu thizinthe leseans
required by the Gavernment Uode of cducation. A fea-
cher was posted there with his wife who was sujporied by
the Y. M. C. A. partly, uutil he wag able to gupport him-
solf wholly by he produce of lig labor; and be s liewn
a resident of the 1sland ever gince. Altheugh the duly uf
preaching the Gospel was impored upon him, whiel lie has
done to our satisfaction, wenow feel it neceseary to fund
a catechist to attend to this only exclusive of any other
doty, This thaught rules in the Leart of the Y. o1, C. A.
members sinee they huvean idea of estending their work
to other iclands, Therefore wa wanted to establieh a per-
manent fund from 1he proceeds of selich to support &
catechiet; and accordingly we gave enbeeription pupers to
students who bave now raised o capital of abont {wo-hop-
dred rupees. OF thin we owe the larger share to the
Christians of the small Julina-uamely the Strails—some uf
whom have contributed freely towards this fund, when a
member made a trip last year to the Strails with big subs-
cription paper. Aund he wag able to collect a eum
from the Christians and others in Perak which amounts to
Rs.60 cts. 50. Wegladly acknowledge the receipt of the
sum and name some of the subaciibers here 8S an encimr-
agement especially to tho Honorary members of the as.
sociation whom we expect to lend us a helping hand in the
work.
