The Batticaloa District.

Thc extent of the Batticaloa Dist-
rict is a little over 1,000 sq. miles. The
Batticaloa and Valaichchenai lagoons
divide the major part of the District into
two from North to South. The major
part of the total population of 230.000
in the District is conceatrated in the

narrow strip between the ses and the
itwo lagoons.

2. The soils in the Hastern side of
the lagoons are sandy regosols on
recent beach and sand dunes. To ges
a sucessful Annual Agricultural erop
on these soils, heavy manuring with
organic manures is necessary. Due to
the obvious difficulty of irrigating
these crops on such soils which bhave
a very poor water retention capacity,
and due to the high cost of irrigation,
it is uneconomical to cultivate these
crops in this area. The crops for which
this area is suitable, are Coconuts and
in very poor soils, Cashew.

3. The Major part of the Western
shore of the lagoons consists of alluvial
soils of varying texture, mostly sandy
loams and small areas of clayey loams.
In between these alluvial soils there
are small patches of nonecaleic brown

4, This area is very sparsely populated,
the population being concentrated
small hamlets fourd in the scattered
highlands in the vast extent of low-lying
sreas eminently suited for paddy culti-
vation. About 909, of the total paddy
area in the Distriet is found here.

5. The total aswedumized paddy land
in the Distriet is 110,000 acres, about
1/12th of the paddy acreage in the
island. Of this about 63,600 acres are
entirely rainfed. As adequate rain at
the appropriate time is a factor beyond
human control, planned cultivation and
obtaining maximum harvest from this
large extent of rainfed paddy land are
very uncertain. When there is such a
real risk attached to the output, the
pessant cultivator is reluctant to spend

his energy or hard earned or borrowed
capital for adequate outlay? Even the

38,600 acres under Major irrigation
schemes in the District are dry sown
during the Maha season to
inadequate water supply available in
the irrigation tanks at the beginning

of the season. The cultivator under
these conditions has to fight bard against
heavy weed growth in the paddy fields.

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6. Of the 22,600 acres cultivated
during the Yala 8eason 3,700 acres arc
under Minor Irrigation Schemes. The
water available in the Minor Tanks is
not sufficlent to cultivate a 4-month
crop. Hven for a B8-month crop, the
water in these tanks has to be supple-
mented with rainfall during April. In
case there is a failure of the April
rains, there is often a crop failure.

7. As the population is concentrated
in the East of the lagoon, the labour
snd materials for the cultivation of paddy
lands in the West have to move from

the East to the West during the
cultivation season. Non-availability of
proper transport facilitics in the

Western side, due to poor roads, isa
major obstacle to the Agricultural
progress of this District. Absence of

Agricultural roads through large paddy
tracts causes hardship in the transport of

Agricultaral materials to fields. 80%, of
M P.C.8. 8. which serve the eultivators
are concentrated in the thickly pupulated
Eastern side and the cultivators are

unable to derive full benefits from thesa
socletias.

8. Intensification of Agricultural Ex-
tension Activities, has given promising
results. The average yield in Maha
1965/1966 which was 32 bushels per
acre, has incieased in 46.48 bushels in
Maha 1968/1969, an increase of 419
in 4 years. ¥ducation of the farmers
on proper tillage, use of high yielding
improved varieties of paddy, weed control,
proper use of artificiz] fertilizers and pest
and disease ocontrol compounds, through
Demonstrations, Field Days and Farmer

Training Classes, is the main reason for
this achievement under the very unfavour-
uble conditions stated earlier.

9.  With further intensified farmer
Education activities it is not difficult
to bring the yield under Major Irriga-
tion Schemes, to 80 bushels per acre
and the average for the District to 60
bushels per acre during the Maha Season
and 80 to 90 bushels per acre during
the Yala season. With the programme
for restoration of Village tanks being
given full effect and the extension of
the Gal-Oya Left Bank Channel to
Unnichghai tank, it is not difficuit to
get yields averaging 100 bushels per acre.

10, HIGHLAND CULTIVATION

The Hastern shore of the lagoon
is suited only for permanent crops like
Coconut, Cashew and Mangoes. The
present acreage under Coconuts is about
18,647 acres and the acreage under
Cashew 066 amecres. With the alienation
of a large acreage of marginal land availa-
ble in this region for Cashew Cultivation
and a subsidy scheme for the Cultivation
of this erop, this crop is expected to
be a very good source of income for
the District. Though the actual acreage
under Mangoes is not known, the acreage
is not less than 200 acres. Castor will
be another suitable crop for this area.
The Coconut estates need replanting and
proper management to obtain economic
vields from them. The culsivation
of Onions and Chillies and Home Gardens
can be undertaken successfully in small
plots close to wells in this area.

il. An increase in the acreage and
production of Chillies, Ground Nuts and
Puises can be achieved if Irrigation
facilicies in the form of Food Product-
ion  Wells and pumps to highland
allotments in the Distriet, az well as
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proper transport facilities to Kallichai,
Vadaimunai, Kongalla, Pothana, Peiilla-
veli and Mayaveddai areas in the Korala
Pattu D. R. O’s Division are provided.
The Irrigation facilities can be provided
by installing tube wells wherever possi-
ble.

12. The highland allotments in the
Gal-Oya Left Bank colonisation scheme
would be a very high potential area
for these crops if [rrigation facilities are
improved. At present the Irrigation
facilities in this area are very unsabis-
factory as this area is at the tail end
of the Gal-Oya Left Bank Channel and
most of the water is illicitly tapped
by colonists in the upper reaches.

13. Another direction in which the
cultivation of subsidiary food crops can
be expanded is in the 60,000 acres of
paddy lands left uncultivated during the
Yala season. Green Gram, Cow-peas and
Gingelly can be growo successfully 1n
these fields making use of the rainfall
in March and April

14. The area adjoining the Verngal
River is very suitable for the cultivasion
of Subsidiary Food Crops, Pineapples
and Plantains, provided
are made for ¢ Lift Irrigation” from
the river. This area is also suitable
for rearing Livestock on a large scale.

o 1918, R. A, J. Festing, while

being stationed in Batticaloa, in
his capacity as Government Agent of
the Eastern Province, was constrained
to observe that the frequent assertion
to the effect that no improvemeat had
taken place in the Batticaloa District
for well over a hundred years, was, to
a large exient, true. ! He went to the
extent of adding that as far as pro-
gress in Ceylon was concerned, the
Batticaloa District was in all probabi-
lity at the bottom of the table. 2 How
could it have bheen otherwise, when
some of the state’s servants here had
to perform free serviees, unjike in Biany
other Districts? Headmen, for example,
had not been in receipt of salaries,3

That the development of this dis-
trict was relatively slow even during
British times is distressing, for according
to Lennox A, Mills of the University
of Minnesota, the promotion of the
prosperity of the districts counted
among the foremost functions of British

There was absolutely no walid
ground for the neglect of the developmens
of the Batticaloa district under Brisish
rule, as it was making aa apprcciable

contribution > to revenue. Recipients
of land grants had to, on the inst-
ructions of Frederic North, give the

government one-tenth of the produee
after benefiting from a tax holiday of
five years, Land reveaue realised in
1811 amocunted to three and a half
times the collection of just five years

befors. Production of cloth too en-
abled the government to levy a tax.
In the circumstances, recognition of

the value of Batticaloa could not long
Lbe delayed.

The industriousness of the people
of the district had caught tha eye of

Pridham who prophesied that the de-

velopment of its agricultural potential
would earn for Batticaloa town the
recognition it richly deserves.6 The

1433 reforms which marked the ascen-
daney of Trincomalee over Battiealoa
by the stationing of a Government
Agent in the former station and only
an sssistant in the latter? had pot
taken into aceount the growing im-
portance of Batiicaloa. Remedial action
was taken in 1870 when the head-
quarters of the Eastern Province was
shifted to Batticaloa.8 Trincomalee
then had to remain content with an
Assistant Government Agent.

The opening up of Jands for Agricul-
ture9 was the key feature of the
development plans that the British
had had for the Batticaloa district. This
is evident from the construction of the
Unnichchai Tank in 1919. But the
establishment of the colony near it
had to wait till 1946 when it had the
good fortune to precede the grant of
independence to Ceylon by just two
years.

The British rulers realised that
the communications too were essentinl
for the economic development of the
district. 1924 saw the publication of
Sessional Paper 5 which pointed to the
promise of extending the railway line
from Batticaloa to Nintavur. !0That
track is yet to be. If the British
had not relied far too much on boats !!
to carry goods between the southeru
part of the district and the provincial

capital at sn average speed of seven
and & half miles an hour, Batticaloa
would vot be in the sorry plight of
being inaccessible to vehicular traffic
during the height of the north-east
monsoon.

After independence, a factory for
the manufacture of paper was built ab
Valaichchenai in the northern part of
the distries. Since ‘illuk = (Imperata
arundinacea) and paddy straw were to
be the chief raw materials of production -
materials which were available in
plenty in the neighbouring area — it is
pleasing to observe that the govern-
ment of the day decided against the
establishment of the factory in the
Colombo district which was favoured
by some foreign experts. 12 The avail-
ability of a large indigenous
force and extensive local supplies of
paddy straw have served to demolish
the foundation of gloomy forecasts.

‘The construction of the aerodrome
by the army, with assistance from the
Public Works Department, was a great
boon to the people of Batticaloa.

‘Adaliu”) on masses of rocks, and there
were also (as we ourselves saw just
below the surface of the boat) numerous
large, white, gleaming Jelly-fishes (which
did not sing, but for which Jonklaas
had a pet aversion, as contact with
them irritated his skin). He pointed
out, to ounr great surprise, that though
at several points we in the boat
could ot hear the musi¢, he was
able to hear them “down under” in
varying degress of intensity — that is

to sag, the deeper he dived, the
louder became the Croaks ”, due

perhaps, he thought, to the acoustical
properties of salt water. And, right
at the bottom, he stated that, curiously
enough, there was no music at all.
This statement alene, apart from his
other arguments, seemed to shatter the
theory, which I and others previously
held, that the singers were shells, simply
because, on previous oceasions. we heard
the strains only at definite spots or

Apart from the “oroaks” (the low
bass notes heard towards the end of
the vibrations, and which were often
ridiculously attributed to frogs which
did not inhabit salt water), the other
musieal notes, Jonklaas said, were not
heard at ths bottom which was composed
of ooze and so devoid of much fish
life, not even molluses. But these latter
sounds were heard (according to him)
“well above the bottom”, though not
on the surface, or where there were
no strong curreats.

Our spearman also discovered that
the musical notes were distinet from
“‘eroaks”. The former he described as
“‘single notes of rather medium pitch
coming as from a harp, or from the
plucking of violin strings when tuning”.
He compared them also to “‘the sounds
produced when a fairly long pin, held
firmly at various lengths between the
front teeth, was plucked at intervals”.
In regard to the audible, sharp, well-
defined sounds, however., he was of
opinion that they could emanate only
from fishes. Te clesr my doubt, he
oalled my attention to the fact that,
in the film “‘Voices of the Deep”,
he was able to hear that certain fishes
of Chesapeake Bay in the U. 8. A.
made similar sounds. And some of oar
own fishes (like the Black Bream-Tamil:
‘Karu-mural’), a= I know, uttered noises,
too, when taken out of the water, let
alooe the sounds they produced under
it.

While summing up his conclusions,
Jonklaas was of opinion that the
“croaks’” were uttered by one kind

He added that the sounds should
be carefully recorded with very sensitive
instruments in order to trace the type
of sounds heard in the lagoon. For
this purposc, he owned that he was
not competent enough, and that a
more experienced person, like an expert
icthyologist, should take np tho matter
from where he had left, for morte
intensive research, in order to arrive
at a ocorrect solution, after a gradual
process of elimination, of this contro-
versial and fascinating mystery.

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The Floods of December 1968

he rains began on the 22nd of

December after two years of
scorching drought. There were minor
floods in December 1967, but the Nerth
East monsoon dried up early that sea-
son, and during almost the whele of
1968 and 1969, till Christmas time,
Batticalos was under a long hot dry
spell. The heat and drovught had com-
bined to sap the soil of moisture and
virtually destroy most of the cocoaut
plantations in the District. For three
seasons in succession, the paddy fields
in several areas were deprived of much-
needed water. This time too it looked
as though the monsoon would fail.

The persistent rain which started
on the 22nd of December gave a clear
indication that this spell of droughst
was over, and that the flood was in
the offing. [t continued to rain hard
on the 23rd and the 24th, and harder
gtill on Christmas day. The 2.88" of
rain which dreached Batticaloa on
Christmas day, was accompanied by a
gale going up to 45 miles per hour
shortly before noon. The rains eased
off slightly on the 26th but came back

with a vengeance on the 27th when .

Batticaloa recorded 5.37” of rain. The
rain beat down with a gale touching
55 miles per hour at 8.30 p.m. By
this time, the lagoon had risen omin-

" of the tremendous rate

ously and was threatening to inundate
large stretches of land on both sides.
That night, and the next day, heavy
rains continued incessaatly, and the
level of water in the lagoon near the
Koddaimunai bridge rose to 4 above
sea lovel, The two breaches made
earlier in the Batticaloa Sand Bar off
Kallady, proved to be ineffective. An
incision was made in the B8and Bar,
200’ long, 8’ deep, at the crest, and
4" wide, on the night of the 27th, by
manuel labour in the midst of strong
winds and heavy rain. Water spurted
out of the lagoon and into the ocean
at great speed. The racing waters ase
into the Sand Bar on both sides and
the breach widened rapidly. Within
94 hours the breach had widened to
about 300°, and the speed of the flow
had not diminised, but the lagoon
continued to swell. Enormous quantities
of water trapped in the 1200 sq miles
catchment area of the lagoon and
spilling from numerous tanks, continued
to rash into the lagoon faster than
the lagoon could empty its burden into
the sea. The rains continued unabated,
and the next day, the lagoon had risen
to nearly 5’ above sea level in spite
of discharge
into the sea through the breach at the
S9and Bar which had widened to over

. a quarter of a mile. The rains per-
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sisted, flood waters rushed into and
out of the lagoon, aad the breach at
the Sand Bar continued to widen. The
level of water in the lagoon near the
Koddaimunai bridge, remained at nearly
5’ above sea level for half a day be-
fore the rate of outflow to the sea was

able to overtake the rate of inflow to
the lagoon.

In the moantime
the villages in

practically all
Batticaloa werc under
water. Batticaloa o¢ity was flooded,
Weber stadium and the adjoining
grounds were deep under water, and gave
the appearance of a lake. Many houses
had collapsed and thousands of homes
had become uninhabitable. Most roads
were impassable. The ferries were not
funotioning. The bus service had dwin-
dled to almost nil, and the telecommuni-
cation serviec was severely disrupted.
Almost all sormal communications be-
twesn one area and another were cut
off. The whole of Manmunai west
Division and much of Manmunai South
and Eruvil Porativn, Eravur Pattu and
Koralai Pattu Divisions could not be
reached at all. Refugee camps sprung

up wherever there were permanent
buildings on high ground, mostly in
school buildings. In some areas, even

this was nov possib'e as such buildings
were not available, and the eondition
of the roads did not permit evacuation
to other aress. An urgent message
was sent to the Miniatry of Education,
and the opening of schools was pat
off from the 2nd of January to the 8th
of Janusry,

Food
to HRravur

supplies could not be sent
and Valaichenai by road.

Fortunately, the rail service which had
been disrupted by a derailment between
Polonnzruwa and Hinguragods, resumed
on the 30th. Plenty of rice was avail-
able, but stocks of flour,
and some other essential commodities
were running dangerously low.
A special goods train, loaded with flour
aud sugar, was quickly sent by the
Food Commissioner to deliver these
commodities at Valaichenai, Fravur and
Batticaloa For several days. Eravur and
Valaichenai could only be reached by
rail. Supplies were despatched to Kalu-
wanchikudy by road from Batticaloa.
Some areas were supplied with essential
commodities by boat. Some of the
boats were privately owned and two
were provided and operated by the
Army Unit stationed at Amparai. A
few villages like Irunooruvil, Pavat-
kodichensi, Perillaveli and Kallichchai
could not be reached even by hoat,
and urgent radio messages were Senutl
to Colombo for food parcels to be
air-dropped. Mr John Perera, Asst.
Director of Bocial Services, and Mr.
T. M. Hannan of the C B C. flew
in by a special plane to Batticaloa to
study the situation at first hand and
report back. The available stocks of
flour and sugar were quiokly exhausted,
snd urgent messages were sent for new
stocks. Alarming reports received, that
Upnichchai and Welighakandiya tapks
had breached, were promptly’inveetigated
and found to be false.

sugar and

On the 30th and 31st, the awell
of the lagoon was slowly subsiding. At
the turn of the decade, the lagoon level
was down to 2% above sea level, but
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the greter part of the Distriot was
yet immaersed in water. New Year's day
saw the water draining out fast into
the lagoon from the flooded area, in
spite of continued rains. By the 3rd,
the rains bad tapered off, and the coastal
arens had almost returned te normal,
although much of the interior was still
flooded. Many previously msrooaed vil-
lages , became approachable by road.
Almost all the flood - stricken people
had received their free rations of rice,
flour, sugar, tea, dhal and coriander
within thrce or four days of the disa-
ster. Stocks of flour and sugar in
gshops were limited, and this affected
the middle class, but the poorer sec-
tions of the population were not in
want a8 they were issued with generous
dry rations. With the arrival of more
consignments of flour and sugar, the
scarcities eased.

A late - aight telephone call from
American Anibassdor Corry to 'the
Government Agent seb in motion the izsue
of CARE biscuits to flood striken children.
Dr. Kingsley Sesvaratnam, Chief

" Planning Officer of the International Red
Cross in Geneva and a fellow-officer, Mzr.
Pierro Burtin flew to Batticaloa in &
special plane for an on-the-spot assess—
wnent of the urgent needs of the area.
More roads became passable. The
numbers in the refugee Camps dwindled,
as more and more familiss went back
to their homes, or what was‘left of them.
Confirmatiom was received in respect of
the tragic death of 8 persons (in different
villages) as a result of the floods. A
second issue of free rations commenced. A

- sub-committee of the D.C.C. was urgently
summoned on the 3rd of January to make

_division.

& rough assessment of the damage and the

relief measures already undertaken, to
determine the course of further action.

On the morning of the 4th of
January, the Hon’ble Prime Minister and
the Hon’ble Minister of Agriculture and
fuod, arrived by air, and met officials and
members of Parliament at the Kachcheri.
Immediately after the meeting, the Hon’
ble Prime Minister and the Government
Agent went on an aerial survey of
Batticaloa. Much of the District was
gbill under water, but it was clear that

the floods had considerably subsided. The

major tanks were seen to be spilling but
intact, and the breach in the Sand Bar
appeared to be over half a mile broad.
Very little damage to crops was indicated.
There was no rain on that day.

By this time, aid despatched by the
Ceylon Red Ci1oss Chairman, Mr. A D.
Samaranayake, had started to come in,
Clothes, food stuffs and other items
bronght by the Red Ccoss personnel, were
distributed in the willages all overthe
District. Offers of help came from the
Rotary Club ¢f Batticaloa and the Batti-
caloa Youth Service League. The members
of the Senats, as a body, under the leader-
ship of Senator the Hon’b'e A.Ratnayake,
gave substantial assistance to three or four
selected villages iv Koralai Pattu and Era-
yur Pattu divisions. Professor C.C. de Silva
and a band of Soukyadhana Volunteers
gave assistance to some of the areas in
Manmunai West Divisions. A young
team of helpers from the Trincomalee
Yonth Service League gave asgistance to
some of the villages in the M. 8. & E. P.
Help was also received from
the Survey Department Hindu Association
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the Colombo Young Women’s Hindu Asso-
ciation, the Jafina Diocese of the Church
of South India, the Colombo Diocese of
the Church of Ceylon, the Rotary Club of
Kandy, and other organisasions and indi-
viduals. Among those who offered large
scale assistance for rehabilitation projects,
are the Methodist aud Roman Catholie
Churches, and the Rotary Clubs of
Colombo and Colomboe North.,

The Health Department machinery
rolled into action to prevent and con-
trol the diseases that follow in the
wake of floods. Hstimates of damage

telecommunications, equipment etc. were
prepared by the respective departments
with & view to repairing the damage.
Very wurgent items . of work were
attended to immediately, some on
Shramadhana. Plans were prepared for
Housing Schemes to rehabilitate somie
of the flood affected families.

By Thai Pongal day, the immediate
problem of flood relief was almost
disposed of, and the task of rehabilitation
had begun.

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Milk Production in the
Batticaloa District

hen the Milk Board was esta-

~~ blished in 1954, by an Aet

of Puarliament, the stated aims, as

defined in the Act, were, ““to establish

and maintain efficient and cheap milk

production and marketing services in

order to ensure that an adequate sup-

ply of milk of good quality is available

to the consumers of milk in Ceyloa
at rteasonableé prices.”

Bearing thess enunciated aims in
mind and also the urgent necessity to
create  ‘“‘milk consciousness” amongst
the " people - average consumption being
% ozs per day per per:on - the Board
set about not oaly to collect, process
and sell but also to belp produca the
milk necessary to make this country
self-sufficient in this very essential
source of high protein food. During
the initial years of operation of the
Board, the daily intake of milk was
6 - 120,000 pts. a day. Today the
daily intake of milk is in the region
of 120,000 pts per .day. However,
with the completion of the sterilised
Milk Plant at Pallekclle, the condensery
at Polonnaruwa, and the Spray dried
Milk Powder Plant at Ambewela, the
daily  minimum requirement of the
Board's factories will be 480,000 pts
per day, in 1970.

It cannot be denied that this
guaranteed market itself will form the
biggest incentive for milk production
in the TIsland. The Board has divided
the Tsland into four areas to service
the major projects in each of these
areas, and to facilitate - development.

1. Coconut triangle
Milk processing Factory, Colombo.
2. Tea triangle

Powdered Milk Project, Ambewela;
Sterilised Milk Plant,. Pallekelle.

3., Tes cum coconut area of

Southern Province
Galle and 1its suburbs.

4. North Central, Eastern and
Northern Provineas
Condensed Milk Factory at
Polonnaruwa.

The zonal differentiation was moti-
vated by the need for the efficient
utilisation of the sources of milk pro-
duction and to carry out intensive
dairy development. For instanee, the
daily requirement of the condensery is
120,000 pints of milk.” It is evident
that a major portion of this requirement
has to be met by the Tamankaduwa,
Batticaloa and Amparai Districts where

However, till the advent of the
Milk Board into this area, dairying,
though traditional, had not proved to
be an economic undertaking.  The
owners of cattle did not consider it
worth their while to take an interest
in dairy farming. The number of
cattle owned, merely added to their pres-
tige. The local ‘‘Podiyars” literally
owa over a hundred head of cattle each.
The payment to herdsmen was the
milk and a certain number of calves
each year. The milk was either turned
into ghee or sold to ‘mudalalis’ who
made curd and made fabulous profits
by the sale of this product in towns
and cities. The income earned by the
herdsmen was barely enough to eke
out an existemnce.

In this state of affairs, the quality
of our National Herd deteriorated
owing to indiseriminate breeding. The
problems that beset the Herd aud its
owners became acute when the pressure
on land was felt with increasing human
populaticn. Large colonisation schemes
have made inroads into the free grazing

lands that were available. These con-
ditions necessitate a reorientation in
the thinking of the owners of the

cattle and a change in the manner of
management. It is urgent that the
primitive type of management that
prevails even now, be eradicated and
more scientific and intensive
of management be introduced.

methods

The National Milk Board and the
Department of Agricnlture have taken
stock of this situation and have today
launched a vigorous pregramme of da'ry
development in thiz area. The Depart-
ment of Agriculture attacks these pro-
blems on various fronts, such as;

1. Recommending the breed for the
zone.

9. Bupply of superior male steck for
cross breeding.

3. Provision of artificial insemination
service.

4, Supply of planting material and
Technical advice in the establish-
ment of grasses.

. Provision of curative service through
the Veterinary Burgeons.

6. Selection of land for livestock

projects.

Testing of herds for contagious
diseases and immunization against
them.

The National Milk Board raised
the price of milk by 10 cts. in 1967,
following a Cabinet decision in order
to make dsirying an economic and
profitable undertaking. This provided
the necessary organised
and intensive dairy development end
it is hoped that it would prove 80,
also in this area. It must be stated
that the market price of milk in this

a. If his animal husbandry project
derives no income for that year,
the deductions and rebates al-
lowed on that project ean be
set off against his other sources
of income.

h. All expenses incurred in his pro-
ject can be deducted from income
derived from the project.

¢ He is allowed lump sum depre-
ciation and development rebate
on capital investment made on
his project.

d. If the project is on crown land
given out specifically for animal

husbandry, bhe ean claim a five
year tax holiday.

3. The Board has arranged for loans
to be given under various schemes
to milk producers for the purpose
of dairy development through the
Ceylon State Mortgage Bank and
the People’s Bank.

4. An Insurance Scheme for cattle has
also been finalised with the Insurance
Corporation of Ceylon.

In order to enable producers to
market their milk to the Milk Board,
the Board has established Milk Collecting
Centres at points ceutral to the pro-
ducing areas, at an approximate cost
of 2 lakhs each. Three such centres
with a storage capacity of 12,000 pints
each, have been eatablished at Illupadi-
chenai, Amparai, and Kanchirankudah,
More such centres will be established
in 1970. These centres will also accom-
modate the extension of the veterinary
staff of the Milk Board and the De-
partment of Agriculture. Thus, the
prodncers will be able to market their
milk and also obtain technieal advice,
veterinary aid and be able to discuss
their problems at one place. In this
manner it is envisaged to make these
centres the hub of all dairy develop-
ment in that erea.

With the active co-operation of the
District Administration and the Coope-
rative Department, Dairy Co-operative
Societies are being established in each
D. R. 0's division. These societies have
been a long felt need and will provide
the Board and the Department of
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Agriculture with & means by which
adviee and assistance can be channelled
to the individual producer. The aims
and objectives of these societies are
more broadbased than to serve merely
as purchase and marketing organisations,
They will he a safeguard against in-
debtedness of the small producer to
the rudalalis. The societies will site
collection points at which milk from
each village will be collected and then
transported to the Board's Milk Collect-
ing Centres,

Hence, it can be sgeen that it is

our intention to use the potential

available and develop the dairy industry
in this District. The old saying that
Batticaloa was a land flowing with
milk and boney will in fact be a reality.
But, it is now a challenge to the
milkk producers of this District to make
use of the available services and take
to scientfic breeding of livestock and
production of milk. This will not only
be a very profitable uudertaking bus
will also make them proud of being
partners in a national venture, which
is striving to make this fair isle of
ours self-sufficient in milk and save
valuable foreign exchange for develop-
ment,

FISHERIES

in the Hastern coast, which is the
second largest fish producing area
in Ceylon, fishing, as an industry, comes
second only to paddy-cultivation, Its
long sea coast, with suitable bays at
intervals, coupled with the rivers and
their mouths, the miles-long lagoon,
the innumerable tanks and water-holes,
provide ample scope for this industry.

Originally, fishing in this area was
confined to fresh water in tanks and
rivers, with the traditienal cast nets
and the novice lines as the mode of
fishing. The innumerable tanks, both
irrigation and village, provided enough
facilities for fresh water fishing. The oil
content and special taste of the Viral,
the Loole, the Senganan, the Kokkichan,
and the Sethal have earaed for them
an exelusive reputation. The recently
introduced ““Thilapia”, popularly known
as “Yappan’, is such a heavy breeder
that it has surpassed all other varieties
in number and has successfully
displaced the indigenous species. It
provides cheap bulk and thus enables
the less fortunates to have their quota
of fish. It is said to be rich in its
oil and fat content though the taste
and smeil are not as attractive as those

of the indigenous species.
fishing here are the netbs,
the Athangu - a hand-net with
stick frame, and the novice lines. There
is also the primitive form of Karappu,
a cage-like implement made of sticks,
and the Thandi - adi Athangu. These
ate extensive fishing kraals with a
team of men taking part where all
species, big or swmall, find it difficult

to escape. These methods are now giving
way to more modern ones.

cast

The Batticaloa Lagoon provides for
large-scale fishing with various modes.
The miles - long lagoon explains the
growth of several fishing villages.
Thuraineslavanai was famous for its
large — sized Koduwa — {Mutlet). The
fishermen, here in addition to the tradi-
tional cast-net, the ‘‘Sillu
Valai” - a big-sized cast-neb, which,
varying from 100 to 1000 square feet,
was operated by a team of men, the num-
ber depending on the size of the net. This
fish and, especially its roe, are considered
a delicacy. The Paddiruppu fisherman,
in addition to the traditional cast-net,
“*Sool”
He goes in ‘oru’ boats with a burning
torch and the fish that jumps for the

adopted

has a diversion in the catch.
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glow of the torch is killed by throw-
spikes with an attached long rope.
The principle underlying this, is that
the healthiest fish jumps highest, and
it becomes the target. This practice has a
blend of sport with fishing. The Kayal
fish that falls a vietim to this mods
of fishing is good eating and has to be
bought at a price. The present day
fishermen, however, are too busy to
waste their time in this mode of precision
fishing. The Pala fish around Araipattai,
caught with the throw-ropes during the
North East Monsoon, compares
favourably with any sea-species of fish.,
The Kallady, Batticaloa areas, are famous
for their Otti and Ora which are not
sold by the pouad but at a

price,
as a delicacy. The lagoon crowns it
all by the more famous ** Singing
Figh.”

The Batticaloa lagoon and the
many Kalapus along the coast, are
famous for the Prawns and Crabs. In
faet, the Batticaloa prawns are said
to be the best. Prawns are caught by the
Cast-net and the ‘‘Athangu” in the lomp
light, while crabs are caught in cages
or on lines with bait. It is uafortunate
that there have been no
marketing facilities for the fishermen
to get the best price. There are no
modern methods of preservation adopted
for the fish to be taken to the towns.
Even the canning of prawns and crabs
should prove to he economic concerns.

organise

Sea fishing, as a trade, is s recent
innovation dating back to about fifty
years, introduced originally by the
migrant fishermen from the South. The
oldest mode of sea-fishing had been the

Madhal fishing with the customary drift
nets. Today, a nylon net is used with a
long “‘con-net” on either side, attached to
thick long ropes. This needs a broad
beach, a sea-faring oru boat under the
command of a Thindal and a team of men
on the shore, They operate on a Kottu
licence and follow the Padu basis, the
turns depending on the number of boats
and nets that claim a right. With all
the experience and skill of the Thindal,
this is mostly speculation till the ecatch
reaches the beach. Madhal fishing has
since ceased to be a preserve of the
immigrant fishermen. The local Muslims
and Tamils have taken to this mode

in all the popular fishing centres.
These men have mostly organised
themselves into co-operative fishing

societies and are enjoying credit and

other facilities.

There are several forms of '‘Lines”
the fishermen sdopt. This method is
mostly adop:ed by the immigrant fishermen
from the S8outh. They go far out into the
sea in small Oru boats, have them anchor-
ed, and then operatel their lines. Various
types of lines are uscd, depending on the
fisherman’s individual espacity and his
finanoial resoarces. This method is con-
sidered sufficiently remunerative in pro-
portion to the capital and the effort. but
it is not modern enough to compare
favourably with nylon net-fishing.

Nylon has been used more exten-
sively for the fishing industry than for
This net is used in pieces of
varying dimensions joined up to suit
the person and the mode of fishing:
This mode of fishing provides the bulk
for local consumption and for ieing

any other.
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aud transport to other districts. This is
widely used in all fishing eentres alung
the coast from Valaichchenai to Aru-
gambay. There are local men, district
immigrants and the immigrants {rom
the South, engaged in nylon net fishing.
The fishermen immigrate with no system
or cotrol, causing untold eenfusion in the
administration. This becomes worse,
as is very often the case, when the
beaching space and the wadi aress are
limited in the varions centres.

There is often a clash of interests
between the different groups, Such
disputes are difficult to be settled, as
there are no organised plans or regula-
tions to follow. Though the local
conditions and formalities are relevant,
an organised, comprehensive planning is
necessary to direct and guide the de-
velopment of the industry. This has
to be studied carefully and, on the
basis of the data available, an over-
all plan should be worked out, providing
for more modern and suceessful methods
and forms The proposed fishery har-
bours should come in, along with such
plans.

The marketing of fish has been a
serious problem. Apart from supplying
the local market, the old practice has
been to cure the fish, dry it, or preserve
it in ealt supplied by the Department
at a concession price  The present prac-
tice is to hand it over to Fisk Mudalalis
who are operating with well-organised
wadis and transport fleets. These Mu-
dalalis advance large sums of money to
the fishermen and the latter are bound
morally to supply the fish at only a
fraction of the market price. Some
Mudalalis even organise hooch and gamb-
ling sessions to provide entertainment
and thus they make large sums of money.

The fisheries Corporation isa poor
competitor in this field. The Corpo-
ration, with its proeedures, is very
cnmbersome and irksome to the fisher-

men. The Corporation can only
recommend loans to the People’s
Bank. But The fishermen need im-

mediate cash for their hooch, the
gambling table or for an urgent
call from home. The Corporasion’s
offer of a recommendation to the People’s
Bank does aot satisfy the fishermen.
The Corporation is also helping the
fishermen to get loans to improve their
implements, in addition. The Corpo-
ration is making progress but has a
very long and difficult way to go.
The Mudalalis are influential men with
initiative and tact and it will not be
that easy to oust them.

The Government is helping the
fishermen by granting them loans for
the purchase of mechanised Loats and
by selling implements at subsidised
prices. Only those fishermen who have
some oapital, can avail themselves of
these facilities For the beginner, the
facilities are not made available. The
Government grants relief, but only up
to Rs. 300/- (Three hundred) to the
fishermen who suffer loss of implements
under circumatances beyonrd their con-
trol.

The Government has constructed se-
veral fisheries roads through the assis-
tance of the local bodies. It will be desir-
able to have these maintained and improved.
The Government has planned to construct
fishery harbours with cold storage faci-
lities at the important fishing centres.

The potential in this area is very
high and it is heartening that this is
recognised. More facilities for fishermen
to preserve the catch, better organised
marketing facilities, more credit facili-
ties, more social amenities like housing
schemes, sports facilities, insurance
schemes, etc, are necessary to have
this trade well developed. With these
facilities, an organised comprehensive
plan will make the trade more attrac-
tive and productive.

1. The Batticaloa District — its situat—
ion and extent.
he Batticalon Distriet, inelusive
of the Division of Amparai, (a
recent partition for administrative con-
venience) stretches from Verugal Ganga
in the north to Kumbukkan Aru in
the south, over a distance of 150 miles
along the coast of the Indian Ocean
(Bay of Bengal).

2. Our Peoples.

The origin of the majority of the
Batticaloa peoples is bound up largely
with the relations between the Arabs
and the Mukuwas.

Tradition has it that some of the
Hashimite Arabs who emigrated to
various lands, after the death of the
Holy Prophes, settled along the coast
of Malabar. The Mukuwas who formed
the indigenous population of the Malabar
coast, readily welcomed the Arabs, but,
later, embarrassed by their efforts to
convert them to the Islamic faith,
- emigrated to Ceylon. BSome of these
Mukuwas who migrated to the Batticaloa
district, songht the help of some ship-
wreeked Arabs who were their guests,
when attacked by the Thimilars, the
ruling powers of that area. The help
rendered by the Arabs to the Mukuwas,
led to a close friendship between the
two and, finally, to inter-marriage,

out of which arose the large majority
of the Batticaloa Moors. Their numbers
have been added to, by fresh settle-
ments of Muslims in the Batticaloa
district, from time to time.

Tamils as two separate races, each
with its own distinetive enlture, religion
and way of life.

This tradition

3. Our land and Water Resources.

I fully believe in the dietum:
“Working with eich other, and with
water, light and soil, men can change
a valley’s fuoe and its life’’. Until a
fuw years ago, Ceylon’s development
had been mainly confied to the uplands
and the Wet Zopne in the production
of eash crops. The Government has
since turned its attention to the Dry
Zone for development. And for such
development, the three basic essentials
are, provision of stored water, cheap
electricity and the prevention of <oil
erosion and floods.

This distriet could easily become the
“‘bread basket” of “‘8ri Lanka’’, if
our natural resources ars viewed with
the statesman’s eye, unbiased by pro-
vincial or political considerations. This
District can be easily made to procure
an all-Island self-suficiency in food.
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Here are Batticaloa’s four glories,
Firstly, we have about a dozen rivers
which could be “‘reservoirad” to provide
us with an assured water-supply even
during years when the monsoon fails,
8econdly, we have a very extensive
acreage of virgin land eminently suitable
for paddy. Thirdly we have a healthy
dry climate, and fourthly, and above
all, we have an enormous manpower
steeped in century-old farming tradit-
ions. As a first step to harness these
glories, or, if I may say so, to awaken
this sleeping besuty (that is Batticaloa)
so richly endowed by wnature, the Gal
Oya Reservoir was constructed. Oun the
eve of its completion, a few weeks
before his tragie desth, the Right
Honourable D. B. Senanayake, the then
Prime Minister, handed over to me on
i1-6-1951, a Testament which reads
thus:

¢+T vigited the Gal Oya Pro-
ject on the 10th June 1951 and
have seen for myself the pro--
cregs of the development work
here. The Scheme iswell on its
way to early fruition. On this
day, I recall with pleasure the
great enthusiasm displayed by
Gate Mudaliyar M. 3. Kariapper
over the Scheme from the very
beginning. It 1s exactly a
decade since I cut the first
tree on the site of the dam as
an earnest of our sincere desire
for the ecomomic upliftment of
the se parts. Gate Mudaliyar Il,S,
Kariapper who never relaxed his
efforts to see the Scheme fully

implemented, ghould be a happy
man today to see those entrusted
with the work, making such great
progress. He and I have jointly
realized our dream’’.

The solemn desire of the late Prime

Minister has not been implemented
vis-a-vis ‘‘the economic upliftment of
these parts’. The landless peasantry

of these parts, whose economic uplift-
ment is promised in this Prime Minis-
terial Testament of 11-6 1951, have
received only a few crumbs that fell
from the table of the Gal Oya Develo-
pment Board. And, as if toadd fuel to
the smouldering fire of discontent in
the breast of the local farmer, ten
thousand acres had been set apart to
feed the ‘“White Elephant” ( SBugar
Factory) at Hingurana. The most tire-
some job in the management of this
Factory is to find, year after year,
fresh reasons to account for itg recurring
losses and escape the frowns of the
Central Covernment and the Parliament.
The Officers in charge are certainly not
to blame. For to them has been
allotted the unenviable task of growing
““the right plant (sugar cane) in the
wrong place (too low-lying)”. The Plan
Implementation Committee on the pro-
posed Sugar Project at Uda Walawe
(whose Chairman is Mr Rajendra,
presently the Secretary to the Treasury
and one-time Government Agent of the
Rastern Province, which included the
Gal Oya Valley) has recommended that,
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in view of no satisfsetory solusion of
the major problems confronting the
Gal Oya Sugar plantation being in sight,
the Government should coasider the
alternative of using the land under
sugar at Gal Oya for paddy, for which
crop, it appears to be most suitable,
and shifting the Sugar plant to a better
location available at Uda Walawe,
instead of investing what little Foreign
Exchange we have, on the purchase of
a new SBugar Plant. I must congrasu-

late this Committee for hitting the
nail right on its head, and express
the hope that, out of rno unrealistic

sense of prestige, the Government wiil
hesitate to act on this advice. The
acceptance of this advice will conserve
our Foreign Exchange savings as stated
by the Committee, and will also bring
into the National granary au additional
ove million bushels of paddy being the
sure vield of the said 10,000 acres,
besides eliminating a certain percentage
of present landlessness. When the SBugar
plant goee, the buildings left. can best
be profitably utilized by co'version into
a Paper Factory, for which the raw
material (paddy straw) needed to keep
it in function right round the year,
is available, ad lib, close at hand.
In fact none can deny that the straw
in this region could feed two or more
factories working to maximum produc-
tion capacity all the weeks of the
year. An what’s more, self-sufficiency

in our paper requirements will be more
than assured.

In regard to the Galoya Reservoir
dream referred to in the late Primier's
Testament, I must confess that, as far
as I am concerned, I have realized

only half my dream. The other half
which is a vision of this Reservoir
being permanently kept at full spill
level, while water from it flows out
unstintedly all the vyear round for
agricultural, electricity and other pur-
poses, remains yet to materialize. No
miracle need happen to achieve this
objective. There is a point in the Uva
Province, somewhere near Okkampitiya,
where the perennial Kummbukkan Aru
runs within a distance of abouc 15
miles from Galoya, The construction
at this point, of a channel linking up
the two rivers, will convert Senanayake
Samudra into one of those God-made
Samudras (oceans) which no failure of
monsoons ever dries up, and this re-
servoir could send up water to irrigate
all the Batticaloa North paddy fields
as well. The need for this conversion
was underlined this year and last,
when the Reservoir failed to fill, aand
as a consequence electricity production
came to a grinding halt, and cultivation
acreages were severely ocurtailed. We
must remember that the Gal Oya which
feeds the Reservoir, iz a North-east
monsoonal stream which dries up during
the latter part of the year, as this
distriet does not get the South-West
monsconal raing. This Reservoir will
remain a half-solation to our economie

ills, as long as mr dream is not
realized in full.

There is even at this late stage, no
room for pessimism, and our economic
sibuation is still not beyond repair, A
merciful Providence has blessed this
district, more than any other with al-
most a dozen rivers, from Unnichchai in
the north to Bagura Oya in the south all
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of which could be impounded into Reser-
voirs which could convert the entire
distriet into an unbroken shest of green
paddy. Alrveady, the Heda Oya Reservoir
and Karanda Oya Reservoir have been
estimated to cost 95 and 45 millions of
Rupees, respectively. The other proposed
Reservoirs await investigation.  These
Reservoirs would mean more than engi-
neering feats of steel and stone. They
would symbolize 8 victory of the human
spirit in a crusade against Hunger.

Pending the construction of these
Reservoirs, it is my respectful submi-
ssion that the Government shonld deal
here and now with the present 60
thousand able - bodied landless farmers
itching for land and the three hundred
thousand acres of virgin land, waiting to
be tickled with a hoe in order to langh
with a harvest. This is unchallengeable
statistics. What cruel irony of fate is it
that keeps these loving partners apart,
particularly when they are wishful to
come togeather even on a Manawari
bedding and without Governmental
financial aid? Swift action within the
life-span of this Parliament will pay rich
political dividends, besides erasing off the
giowing suspicion in the minds of the in-
digenous population, particularly  of
Batticaloa South, that there had been sly
political land alienations, ander one pre-
text or the other. I know there can be
no substance in this suspicion, but I note

it down here, because an Administration,
like Caesar’s wifs, must be above
sugpicion.

4. Self-sufficiency in Salt:

In the days of old, when this district
was tributary to the kings of Kandy, our
tribute transported in ‘¢ Thawalam ” to
Kandy, consisted primarily of salt and
dried fish. By an unfortunate swing of
the pendulum, salt is to-day a scarce and
expensive article of food retailed at our
shops at 10 ¢ts. per Ib. On one or more
oceasions, | remember the Government
had to import salt from Pakistan. Here
is a commodity in which we can gain self-
sufficiency, as the saying goes, ‘‘within
24 hoars,” if only the Government takes
steps to develop our Kalapuwas (lewayas)
or make it .nown to the public that they
are at liberty on their own to manufact-
ure and carry on a trade in salt, From
Pannichenkerni in the North where it is
said that in olden days about 10,000
bushels of salt had bean eollected avnually,
down to Bagura Oya in the south, there
exist several extensive saline marshes-
locally known as Kalapuwas which yield
many hundreds of bushels of salt crystals
in the seascn for collection, which is asu-
ally the dry part of the year. These
Kalapuwas get submerged during the
snnual North-East monsoon, by irrnptions
of the sea which afterwards retire leaving
behind a replenished saline content.

their black-and-white gauges, palm-
fringed, sun-drenched, sea-splashed.
As 1 write. sunlit Komari flashes on
my mind-. It is a pieturesque spob
between Panama in the south and
Pulmoddai in the north.

Along the coast a gumber of at-
tractively sited Rest Houses, pleasant
retreats from the fever and fret of the
world: Arugam Bay, Siunamuhattuva-

ram, Kalmunai, Kalkudah, Vakkarai,
Kuchchaveli.
The people, too, are interesting;

blood and tongues mingle in varying
proportions: Tamil, Moor, Sinhalese,
Veddah, Portugese. Accent, customs,

manners. All are peculiar to the Eastern
Province, and are not without charm,

There is music in such place names
as Singamankudah, Tampilavil, Peria-
pullumalai, Addalaichohenai, Kaluvan-
chikudiyiruppu, 8ammanthurai, Saintha-

maruthu ... A study of their origins
would be rewarding. Do crocodiles still
bask in the sun at Muthalaikudah ?

And is that ‘maruthu’ tree still leaning
at Sainthamsruthu ?
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Back of it all, fur these who care
for such things, are history and tradi-
tion, coloured with a wealth of legend,
spiced with an infusion of romanoe.

To me, in addition to all this, there
are the recollections of a boyhood spent
at Puliranthivu and holidays spent on
the East Coast; and svery journey thi-
ther is in some meusure a sentimental
attempt to recapture the memories of
that distani and carefree past,

Memories come crowding in upon
me ,

Of schooldays, with their joys and
pains ... Of a Principal, a chaplain to the
British Armed Forces during the Firss
World War, parson, cricketer, atern disci-
plinarian, unhappily cut off in the prime
of life ... Of a schoolmaster, still, happily
with us, later Principal of the school,
Wwho has made the jungles of the Eastern
Province his happy hunting — groand ...
‘Of another, from the north, who, suffering
shipwreck off Kalkudah, in the days of
the round-the-Island steamship servies,
swam to safety, and still lives to tell the
-epic tale ..,

Of holidays at the Bar. Does any-
body go there for a holiday anymore ...—?
and at Thirukovil ?

Of the building of Kalladi Bridge ...

Of the feiry between the Dutch Fort
and Kalladi ...

Of the first train to Batticaloa in
1928 ...

Of my first journey by train the
;game year to school in Jaffna ..,

Of the old cemetery, where, among
other celebrities, the coachman of a
former Governor of Ceylon lay buried ...

Of Collette's buses which enabled
the illustrated Sunday papers to be
delivered on Tuesday moraing in town ..

Of schooners from Jaffna, lying
at anchor beside the Customs Jetty, while
their sailors bathed on deck washing off
the salt of the sea from their bodies with
fresh water, amidst the appetising odours
issning from the ship’s kitehen. To a
boy’s active imagination they embodied
the romance of all the seas ...

Of the planters’ steamboat, which
transported the coconut produce of the
ares, and of its noontime signal

Of another time-signal, at a quarter-
past four, from the Kachcheri-why at a
quarter-past four, I have not been able to
ascertain ...

Of boating excursions on the lagoon
by day, after the King's Birthday
parade ... Of moon light excursions to
hear the ‘Singing Fish’ ...

The lagoon imparts to Batticaloa its
distinctive charm.

For more than thirty miles, it stret-
ches 1ts sinuous length, from Chenkaladi
in the north to Kalmunai in the South,
Embracing a number of a little islands in
its broad bosom, and peeping into tiny
villages, it carries s message of indolence
and peace, and imparts an air of enchant-
ment wherever it spreads. It helps the
coconut planter, it feeds the fisherman,
and charms the visitor; by day, a minor
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trade route; by night, a fishing—ground;
by day a pleasure-resort.

On moonlight the lagoon
becomes a thing of beauty. On nights
when the water turns phosphoresceat, you
can see the fish swim about some feet
beneath the surface of the water. Canoes
glide by, leaving trails of silver behind
them, and the whole lagoon seems to he
lit by a wondrous submarine light. j
have not seen anything of its kind
elsewhere.

nights

But the waterway is not without its
tale of tragedy. Many a bather has losi
his life in the mud and tangle of the
lagoon floor, and many a picnicker, who
had sev out on a night’s boating expedi~
tion, bas paid the price of his carelessness.
And suicide has fourd the lagoon a
handy means of escape from the troubles
of this world.

The lagoon has always attracted me
from the time when, asa schoolboy, I
lived within sight of it, and had always
wanted to travel its whole length by boat.
and I realised thiz wish some years ago
when I ¢ravelled in the ‘Singing Fish’
from Kalmunai to Puliyanthivan. It was
broad daylight now, and I could see the
sights by the way: the barvesting and
irrigation scenes - the cool recesses of
the lagoon, where the veg:tation reaches
down to the water’'s edge, the ferries that
cross the lagoen at intervals, the people
waiting for the ferry-boat, the naked
urchins who swam out to meet our boat
the white birds which, at some sudden
disturbance, flitted away in a white cloud
from the trees...

Of the approaches to Batticaloa by
road, I like best the one from the south,
with its views of the lagoon and the sea and
the vast stretohes of paddy-land. Harvesy
time ig, more than any other, the time to
take that road. Hverywhere, there are
scenes of activicy then. Whole villages
seem to empty themselves of people into
fields. Moormen, cultivators here, and not
traders as elsewhere, women and children
in their colourful clothes, cut, thresh and
winnow. In places where the harvest has
been gathered, the straw lies n shapely
heaps, in appearance like kirghiz tents,
kept in shape with a cane frame. On top
is a crest of straw, crowned with a white
flag.

Kalladi, with its broad road and its
margosa trees, bautiful with their deli-
cate filigree foliage, is a pleasant suburb
of Batticaloa, and could be made its ad-
ministrative centre. The Kachcheri and
other Government offices could be moved
ont there and the old town could be left
to its dream of the past. Or, it could be
an acceptable, well - planned residential

area, the wide beach being withia easy
reach.

But it is the road from the west that
I take most often because it leads directly
from the hills. After Maha Oya has been
passed, when the land opens out and the
fields begin to stretch away and the road
becomes a causeway through a green of
paddy, oae feels a sense of release, a sense
of fecedom. Then comes the long drive
beside the lagoon with its view of the
town,

The northern road, with its half-
a-dozen ferries, has been out of use
for some years.
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Batticaloa has changed but little.
The Old Residency and other stately
government homes have fallen into
decay, bat have oot yielded place to
modern structures, To lock from the
Government Agent’s present house to-
wards Erumaitivu is to bs transported
backward into time. One can stand in
his office in the old Dutch fort and
gaze out over the lagoon and fesl ‘the
centuries blend and blur’ as the anemo-
meter on the ramparts revolves lazily
in the idle wind. The punkah of the

office is no more, but the stout walls,
wooden floor

the high roof and the

8o do the fading group photo-
white, government
agents as central figures. In the
adjoining room, a typewriter clieks,
worked by the deft fingers of an English-
and-Tamil speaking girl of Portuguese
descent. She speaks Tamil more easily
than English, wbich is really the third
language of many of her community,
who speak Portuguese of a by-gone age.

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he Tamils of Ceylon have

preserved intact many folk arte,
especially follk drama. They are of great
artistie, literary and spititual value and
mainfest to some extent the temperament,
art, culture, customs and religion of the
Tuamils of Ceylon.

Of the various parts of Ceylen,
Mannar and Batticaloa are well known for
their rich traditions of folk culture and
remain as the custodians of folk drama,
preserving intact the dances, the music,
the customs and frame work of these
plays.

The folk dramas are still religious in
charac'er and are generally staged in front
of temples. The place where they are
staged is called ‘Kalari’. It is a circular
stage and is open on all sides.  The
audience i8 seated on the ground, surrou-
nding the area of the performance. Some
bring mats and pillows since the plays
generally last throughout the night. It
is not unsual for some members of the
audience to go out and have a bite while
the minor characters are on the stage.

A plantain is erected between every
two adjacent poles and on each of these,

half a coconut is placed Inside each such
half coconut, cloth soaked in coconut oil
is pressed and lighted. These “lamps’’
remain alight throughtout the night. It
is also customary in some plices for two
persons to hold torches on the stage and
move in step with the dancing actors.

Because the audience is seated on all
sides of the stage, cnrtains of the modern
type are not necessary; they are in fact
anwelcome because they seperate the
world of the performers from the world of
the spectators. It is customary for the
dhoby of the village to hold up a long
piece of cloth asa curtain before each
actor enters the stage. While the acter
stands behind this cloth held across him
as a curtain, his relatives and friends
light crackers. It is during this time
that sctors are presented with a shawl or
a ring as a mark of appreciation.

All actors dance as they are introdo-
duced. The first entry of the acfor 18
called varavu. It is during the first entry
that varavuppaddu (entry seng) and
varavu addam (entry dance) take place.
The introductory dances are extremely
meaningful and the actors, through a
combination of gestures, movements and
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foot work, convey very skilfully the
character they are portraying.

The person who presnts the play is
called Annavi. He usually plays the
cymbals (tala  and stands by the side of
the denmmer. Generally, the Annavi him-
self plays the drum (mattalam.) The
chorus includes, besides the Pakkappaddu-
kkarar, (accompanying singers those who
sing the edu, the seript, The Annavi and
the chorus stand together in the centre of
the kalari (stage) and go behind the
actors while they dance and sing. Prom-
pting by the Annavi and the chorus is a
common feature; they also supply any
gaps between the songs and keep up the
choral refrain. The Annavi often goes
forward to explain the progress of the
action and to supply any gap in the story.
Microphones and loud speakers are not
known.

With no side curtains and back curt-
ain, the green room is generally far remo-
ved from the Lkalari. Make-up and
customes are elementary in the case of
characters from daily life, much as the
cheddi, noodi, barber ete. In the case of
characters from the epics and puranas,
the make-up and costumes are most elabo-
rate and sophisticated, usually load and
shiny. Onece the costumes are worn and
the make-up finalised, the actors are led
to the place of performance through the
audience by persons holding lighted
torehes in front of them;

Minor charges in the costumes and
make-up are generally effected in full view
af the audience. Weapons and vehicles,
such as chariots, are haaded over to the
actors on the stage during battle scenes.

Sometimes, the actor goes to a side of the
stage and puts on avnother dress or
removes his crown, assisted by the
Annavi or members :f the chorus. The
audience does not mird these incongruities
because they and the performers are
members of one brotherhood,  The
members of the audience identify them-
selves with the performers. The audience
s very responsive, appreciative and
cooperative. There is much give and take
and both parties involved, are participants
in this long aesthetic entertainment.
There is no hurry; the play can go on as
the night lasts.

The entertainment is mixed and
includes music, and dance and dialogue.
In the Tamil folk plays of Ceylon, music
and dance, more than dialugue, are the
chief vehicles of expression. It is easy to
create by songs, the sentiment appropriate
to the charcter or to the situation. Dance
constitutes the decorative setting and also
the priveipal aid to building particular
moods. The dances are communicative
and rhythmically very appealing. In fact,
the folk conception of drama is primarily
as a dance. Dance is the most import-
ant aspect of folk drama and it remains
o in the folk dramas of Batticaloa,

Every actor dances to the accom-
paniment of cymbals and drum. The
drum, more than any other instrument,
is the herald of folk drama. It is the
drum beats from which the actors get
the directions for moving from one
situation to another, from one point
in the dialogue to another, from one
kind of dance to another. The drum
beats also imitate human speech and
repeat portions of the story in rhythmic
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patterns, Drum music is thus the
basic orchestra, an unfailing guide and
Without the drum, folk

drama is useless,

prompter,

Once the performance is over, all
the actors assemble on the stage, sing
songs in praise of the deity and dance
The Anvavi sings the valthu (bene-
dietion). All touch the earth, worship
it and depart. As this shows, the
stage is considered to be a deity.

These are some of the general
features of the folk plays presented in
the villages. A comparative study of
the folk plays of the Tamils of Ceylon
and the Sinhalese folk play reveals that
the Tsmils and Sinhalese have a com-
mon heritage io music and drama.
The tradition of the Sinhalese Nadagama
is taken over directly from the Tamil
Folk Drama. The earliest Sinhalese
Nadagamas were definitely translations
of Tamil folk dramas. Considerable
Tamil influence is seen in the langaage
of the early Sinhalese Nadagamas.
Tamil words have been freely borrowed

and used. The verses are in Tamil
metre. Not only have the Tamil metres
such as viruttam, Innisai, Kochchakam,
Parani, etc. been freely wused, they
have beem used in the same order and

ih the same
originals.

The main defeet in our folk plays
has been that the elements of dance,
song, costumes, lighting etc. have not
been combined in an artistic way,
with the dramatic elemeat as the pre-
dominant one. People come to listeu
to the soag or to see the dances and
not to follow the play. Makeup is
another department where the old should
give place to the new. Costumes should
be so designed as not to hampe: the
movements of the actors. Shortening
of the duration of the plays is another
essential requirement. Deft handling of
Jights will increase the dramatic effect
of the plays, With modern make-up.

careful handling of lights and an arcistic
combination of dance, song, and music,

Educational and Schools’ Science Exhibition

ducational Development is an

integral part of National De-
velopmernt. Therefore, we see that all
countries spend a good part of their
income on education. In the past,
education had been really confined to
the rich. With the introduction of
free education from 1945, education
has spread more evenly in this country.

Bince 1945, the period after the
Second World War, Seience has. pro-
gressed several times more than the
progress it had made from the begin-
nings of history up to that time, and
there has been an emphasis on Science
education,

Scientfic knowledge has been har-
nessed and organised for industry and
agriculture. With the invention and
production of several new things, needs
have grown and bave to be satisfied. The
greater the needs, the greater the effurts
needed. Countries, therefore, require more
technical personnel and this in turn
would require better scientific and
technical education.

The educational system of this
country is aware of its responsibility
in educating the people to meet these
new demands, The Schools’ Seience

Exhibition attempts to show how the
young boys and girls are being trained
to make an effective contribation to
the future progress of this country.

The marked progress achieved in
our country in agriculture and industry
is due to the npplication of Science
and Technology in these fields. To
maintain this progress we need both
adlequately trained persomnel and a
general public that is able to appreciate
and respond to these changes. Nos
only new knowledge and skill but also
correct attitudes among the people are
necessary for effective national planning
and successful implementation of new
programmses,

The Science Exhibition is organised
in two sections. One part shows some
of the steps that are being taken to
keep science education up to date. In
the HEdueation Department there is a
separate section which is in charge of
curriculum planning. The content and
methods of teachiag Biology, Chemistry
and Physics have been revised and the
new syllabuses have been introduced.
The new emphasis is on the learning
of correct attitudes and skills rather
than on mere accumulation of knowledge.
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Curriculum revision is a continuous
process and the teaehing materials and
methods are being revised to keep them
up to date. The teaching materials
produced by Chemistry Physies and
Biology Revision Projects of the Cur-
riculum Division of the Ministry of
Education and those of the School
Biology Project organised by the Ceylon
Association for the Advancement of
Scicnce, will be on display.

The second part of this exhibition
consists of a display of experiments and
projects carried out by the students. It
also includes models of irrigation «and
industrial projects in Ceylon. The
exhibits reflect the new methods and
materials used in the learning of 8cience.

A special featnre of the Science Exhi-
bition will be the display of all the
materials available about the S8inging
Fish of Batticaloa. The tape recorded

sounds of the Singing Fish will also be
played.

Arta. There will be an Arts and
Cultural Section which will deal with
the aesthetic side of REdueation, with
particular reference to the Batticaloa
Schools. The Art and Culture of the
people of Batticaloa will be exemplified
through the display of the classical
musics! instruments and ornameats used
in Batticaloa from time immemorial.

With a view to encouraging the
school children to know about the literary
activities of the past, a collection of Ola
leaf manuseripts on medicine ‘mantras’,
temple history ete.. will be displayed.
There will also be a collection of books
published by modern writers.

The whole educatrional Exhibition
will depict in general, the development of
Education at both the Elementary and
Secondary levels in all its aspects.

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Message from the Secretary . Exhibition Committee
Batticaloa  District.

t is natural for one to be happy to be able to see an Fxhibition and especially
one of this magnitude, but the happiness that I have is one perhaps which
surpasses many others for more than one reason.

In the past, several Exhibitions have been held in the various parts of the
Tsland and the people of this much neglected District of which I am a son of
the soil bave had to travel several hundreds of miles to ses such an Exhibition
and that too at great inconvenience and at great expenses which the people of
this ares would have ill afforded. This is the first time the Government has
been able to take a decision to select Batticalos as a venue of a National
Exhibition. This Exhibition which was originally scheduled for July 1963 was
pnstponed' to August 1969 and was further postponed to February, 1970, perhaps
due to the Siyawasa Exhibition of the Ministry of Education, When February
was dawning, the ‘monster was at its work again. The flooda of December, 1969
cast its gloom over the prospects of the Exhibition. Nature though sometimes
oruel had been Lkind to us giving every possibility of going through the Exhi-
bition, but a hurried decision was taken in Colombo to postpone the Exhibition
in the mistaken belief that the flood had made it impossible. The Hou’ble
Prime Minister who came to Batticaloa to assess the flood situation had not
found a better place than the very Exhibition Grounds to alight from his
helicopter. The Hon’ble Prime Minister examined the Exhibition site personally
and this led to a reversal of the decision to put off the Exhibition. T am there-
fore compelled to pen these few lines of the message, not because I am the
Secretary of the Kxhibition Committee who had hbeen able to0 contribute my
mite towards this Exhibition but as one of the sons of the -soil to express the
gratitude of the people of DBatticaloa to the Government and to the Ad-
ministration for giving the people of Batticaloai an opportunity to sce an
lixhibition at Batticaloa and derive the innumerable benefits therefrom so that
Batticaloa could also stand shoulder to shoulder with the rest of the Island
in the coming years not only in the sphere of Agriculture but in other deve-
lopment programmes as well. ' ' '

The success of this organisation would have been only in one’s.own imagination,
had it not been for the unstinted co-operation and assisbance which I had in such
abundance from all concerned, especially the staff attached to me.
