The annual meeting of this Missionary So-
ciaty was Leld in Providence R.I. Oct 3rd, to
Gth icclusive and was largely attended. A Lusi~
ness man of Boston, Samuel B. Capen Esq was
clected to the Presidency in place of Rev. Dr,
Lamson deceased. The Treas. reported a debt
of $38,537.00(or about Rs.265,000 00) but there
are indications of an awakened interestin Fo-
reign nissions and it js  hoped that a year
from now the debt will be lurgely veduced, if
not entirely wiped ont. A number of yonng
men are applyiog to be sent out as missionaries
and the society ouly awaits the necessary funds
for sending thew. Many returned missionaries
were presentat the annual meeting but there
was no one to speak for Ceylon except our new
wissionary the Rev. G.G, Brown. Mr. and Mrs.
Smith were present and slso the Misses Leitch
and Mr. Smith took part in the conduct of ona
of the communion services, Though there was
wobliing very marked in the meetivgs this yoar,
atill a very good spivit prevailed and we trust
the Board has entered upon a year of great pros-
perity. We give one or two short paragraphs
from some of the speeclies made which may be
of intevest to our readers—

A Japanese pastor in the course of his speech
said: —

1 think it is a great mislake for my couniry men to come
liere (U. 8. A. ) to plead for money. Vm} ava very gen-
erpns to help them.  Bat 1 dont soe e wisdom of your
givingit to them. 1s there any single clitcli on insiitation
helped in that way in any (mnntrﬁ' which is making a gue-
cess 2 Ldon't know any.  Ou tho other Tnnd there are
many ehurches, schools and asylums which have 1nlied on
the native resonrces, which are making steady progress
year after year.  “Pliose are the strongholds from which
Cliristianity spréads in my country.'”

Well done, Japan. The above has the true
ring and Jatina might well pattern after the
youngest sister of the recognized powers of the
world. To be constantly asking for money from
America and England for one purpose or anoth -
eris bad for any country. It retards the spirit
of self-support and makes the recipient of such
favors a (iependent. If the Jafion Christians
‘would be content to erect such chureh Luildings
for example, as they could affurd to do without
appealing to outside help, it would develope a
feeling of reliance and independence which would
be a decided gain to Julfua, ‘

A prominent American pastor in the course
of un able speech used an illnstration whizh was
very forcible, He said.—

0o vne sumimer morning, as 1 was passing a8 garden
whare a lady wag placking pausiee, she offered me o hunch
of the owere, fragvant and wet with dew, and I fenred ehe
wis robbing herself, bot gho #aid ¢« No, I have Irarned
that whenever I pliek une pansy two are sure to grow in
ite pluge ' Congider the punsics, how they grow, fortha
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kingdom of God growsin precisely the same way. Be-
cause your American Congregationalists for aver 90 years
persisted i sending scholars,teachers, evangelists and pas-
tars into all the endsof all the earth, therefors you haye
today, in this country a voll of teachers, rcholars, leaders,
unsurpassed by suy branch of the Christian chureh. Any
chucrch that devotes Siself maialy to he aggrandizement of its
G resources to the elaboration of its vwn farms and form-
ulus will flad its dwindling light perishing. But ay oliurch
that, going after Christ's ideals, says like the prophet who
ran before Iim ‘He most inorease, though I shonld de-
erense," will find that in loosing its life, in serving the
world it gaing power for service,”

We have putin italics whatwe wish conld be im-
pressed apon the Christian churches of Jaffna es-
pecially in connection with the missionary move-
ments that have recertly been brought before
their notice. By sending the Gospel to other
lands, interest_in Christian work increases at
home. By restricting the gospel to Jaffna the
churches vetard growth and receive permanent
injury.

Another prominent and liberal minded pastor
admitted that there bad been luck of missionary
zeal for the past ten years owing to a va-
viety of causes. Of the less important causes be
mentioned,

“The preaching of native ies from Oriental
lands, Then influence was largely among a certain clase
of women wilh whom a soft voice and faming black eycs
sometimes have the effect of eloquence and trulh. Bul
let us be just. Some of these men are scholarly, able
eamnest and fair. They preach comprehension, tolevance,
and loyally to trnth. 8o far aeiliey do they are Tiglt,
It the deep suhjeots of sin, regencration and even the
personality of God and man if touched npon at all are anly
obserred with fog which is none tle less fog becanse glint-
ed willt hght from the Orient.’ !

Each of these quotations has a message for
the Jaffna Christians, We wounld bLe glad to
give other extracts bnt space forbids. The re-
Iigion of Christ is rapidly extending in every
country of the glcbe; and we in Jaffun who pro-
fess allegiance to the cross of CThyist lave onr
part to do in this great work of malking known
the gospel of good tidings ta perishing souls,

SUZERAINTY.
LBy an Ex-altache in {he Nww Yorx Trisuye.]

There are at the present moment & number of conntvics
which are subject to snzersing, even though the
submission to the lalter is not officially admitted in so many
words.  All the igns of tho sewmi-independant slales
of [ndia, as well as the Sultans of Johore, of Zangibar
and of Muscal, and the Ameer uf Afghanistan are obliged
to defer ta Queen Victoria as their suzeraing and although
the sovercign slutes conglinting the confederation known
48 the German Ewpire profess to be ullies rather than vas-
salg of the Kaiser, there & not the smallest doubt that
Prussia oeenpies toward them the relationof a suzerafi.
Great Britain has for the last sixteen years claimed suze-
rainvights over ths Travsvasl Republic, a pretensiun
which is resisted by the Boors,

Countries suliject to suzerainty may be divided into two
cutegaries, namely those which ave tlic abject of a declar-
ed protectoiate, such as, for iustanee,ihe Sultanate of Salu
the principality of Bulgaria, and the ssmi-sovoreign states
of Ladia; whim the second class are those whicli, althugh
riot the sulject of a publicly proclaimed  protecturate,
are, nevertheless, in a certaic condition of subordination
with regacd to some paramonnt power. Among these
may be mentioned Bavaria, Saxony, Wumrtemberg and the
other non-Prissian states of the German Bmpire, Afehan-
istan and the Transyaal. It fa teue that this contentivn is
donied by many of the natives of Eouthern Gevmany who
ure resident in the Unitod States, as itis Ly the Buois
and the Afglians.  But from the moment {Lat a stale is
subject in the conduet of its {uternational relations (o (lo
snpervision and veto of & foreign power, it Lecomes subjeol
to the latter'ssnzeranity. It is perfectly truo that the
word suzeranity does not figure in the [us! eonvention
cobelndad hetween the Boer Government and Great Brilain
away back in 1884, any more than it does in the
treaties binding Afghanistan to England and the
South German Btates to Pruseia. But the Boer
convention doos expreesly stipnlate that the Trans-
vaal Ropublio shull eairy on no velations with foreign gov-
ernments eave through English officral channele,and that no
treaty ean be coneluded by the Boer Republia withont
England's previous ganction and consent. 1n fact, tha
convention of 1884 expressly states: ‘Notreaty or engage-
ment with any state or nation other than tho Drange Froe
Blate, nor any nalive tribes, east or west, shall be valid
until approved by Her Majesty or her sueesssors. "lis
condition of affairs was recugnizod by the foreign Powers
last Jupe when they declined to admit the Transyaal to
the congress at The Hague, on the ground that the Boer
Republic was subject to British suzerainty.

'Fhe fact of the matter is, that from the very momoent
when a state abandoug, either voluntarily or summayily,
the direction or the control of its foreign and international
relutions to some other Power, the lafter becomes ifs suz-
erain, no matter whether the latter word is ased or not to
designate tlie condition of affairs. Evgland, according to
the terms of the convention of 1884, has a vight to the con-
trol of the foreign relations of the Trangvaal,

Now, from the moment that a paramonnt power ag-
sumez the charge and control of the international relations
of a smaller state, it virtually becomes responsible for the
conduct and policy of the latler toward other foreign na-

tons. This reeponsibility is not merely moral,but also logal
and there is no doubt that if by reason of miggovernment
in the Transvaala stato of anarchy or civil war were to
ensue, by which the lives and property of foreign resid.
ents were destroyed Great Britian, as controlling the ye-
|ations of the Boer Republic with all foreign natious,

would be liabla to the latter, financially and vtherwise far
the damage done, If Amevican property in the Trans-
vaal s injured, the Uniled States Goverument cannot ap-
peal tothe Tianevaal for vedress, since it hag 1o oficial
relations with (he repnblic. The power to whom it would
be obliged touk in the matter would be Great Britian.
JUie by this vesponsibilty toward foreign nations on
the part of a paramonnt power fora subject state that the
limitations and oxtent of guzerainty can le best defined
As u general rule, the term suzerainty implies nbsolutg
Autonomy and absence of eontrolin the futernal affairs
of the country upon which it is imposed, The ipolicy of
non-intervention, however, ceases wher in the opition of
the suzerain power it hecomes uecessary (o interfere for ilie
purpose of eafe-gnarding ite responsilifities toward foreign
uations. For it is evident that where one state represents
another in its external relations. and the former is conse-
quently respansible to fureign governments for tha wrong-
ful aets or omissions of the latler it must be armed with
the right tointerveno in tlie internal administiation of
the subovdinate state for the purpose of guarding itsel £
against elaims for indemunity on the partof foreizun g;.nvern-
menls. That is why England is fully justified in insisting
that President Kroger should inangorate a jmber of
domestie reforms in the Tiansvaal wlich are necessary for
the protection of forein life and froperty theie, and whicl
have been pressed upon the Biifish Guvernment Ly Gep-
many, France and Italy, which lave extensive interesta
in the dominions of the Soulh A frican Repulilie,,
