DOYEN OF SPORTS

P. Thiagarajah who has retired as Prefect of Games, Jaffna
Hindu College after over three decades has been the doyen of
sports administrators of the province. As a contemporary during
our school-days at St. John's and as one of the few sportsmen
responsible for much of the school’s laurels in the field of sport
during the late 20’8 & early 30, it gives me added pleasure to
write a few words about my lovable companion and friend, ‘Thiagu’.

After his early education at Jaffna Hindu, he joined St..

John’s in 1927 and was quick to leave an impress on the playing
fields. He proved himself to be one of the rarer breeds af sports-
men — a brilliant all-rounder. He was an excellent athlete, a fine
cricketer and one of the finest centre-forwards in schools then.
As an athlete he proved his mettle when in 1930 at the Jaffna
Schools’ Athletic Championship, he scored a grand ‘“treble” winning
the short sprints — 100 yds. and 220 yds. and the 120 yds. hurdles.
These meets which have lost much glamour now were fought with
much keenness and enthusiasm then. Reputation of schools was at
stake at these provincial meets. It is to the credit of Thiagu that
by his creditable wins at these competitive meets he was able to
usher in a period of much hope for the school. None was prouder
than the then Principal — the Late Rev. Henry Peto.

Thiagu’s pet game was of course soccer. As a fleet-footed
centre-forward who later represented the District Schools’ Eleven,
few could rival him. Sporstmen then didn’t have the benefit of

scientific methods of coaching and what we achieved at St. John’s

then was due to our sheer dedication, pure and simple. Thiagu
had perfected the art of dribbling which was considered an essential
attribute of a good soccerite. He had also  speed, an uncanny
anticipation and above all the ability to catch the goalie on the wrong
foot.

St. John’s reached a high water mark in soccer between 1929
and 1931 when we remained unbeaten. 1 was fortunate to lead
the side. The star performer was of course ‘Thiagu’. I remember
vividly the much awaited clash against St. Patrick’s in 1931. St.
Patrick’s went out favourites but Thiagu upset the apple cart by
booting in two snap goals in the first ten minutes of play and
& thus ]aid the foundation of our stirring win. Had it not been for

. his maternal attachment which prevented him from going to Colombo
. ‘for the Public Schools’ Athletic Championship =~ Thiagu would
= .-;have blossomed out into a brilliant All - Ceylon Athlete.

It was a privilege having been at school with him. I re-
g;u‘d him as my trusted friend in life. I wish him many more
::?,j-'years of active and fruitful service in the field of sports.

An Appreciation
: :

The moment I think of Jaffna Hindu College, the first image I get is
that of the sports field with Thiagar dominating the scene. He strode that field over
three decades like a colossus even as he tried to raise men like us to great
heights, and that he did achieve his aim is written in the pages of sports history
jn- the Island.

I remember the day when I entered Jaffna Hindu College. The College
had .tried to establish itself in the sports field and was still in the state of trying, when
the onerous task of achieving the target fell on the capable shoulders of Thiagar..
The ‘days that he spent with his charges on the sports field began to pay
dividends and now all of us, nay, the whole Island knows what an effort he had
put in, to put Jaffna Hindu College on the sports map of Ceylon, and that too
prominently.

My association with the * Master” of sport in College was only too
brief, though" I have known him for quite some time, but long enough to leave
an impression that the decades have failed to erase, inspite of the heavy toll of
memory time shas taken.

The mantle of stewarding the Athletic Team and the Cricket XI of
Jaffna Hindu College fell on me during my stay there and I must confess that
it was the hand of Thiagar behind everyone of the eleven of us in the cricket
field that spun the wickets off or gained our score on the board even like the:
temperature of the noonday sun.

He was in charge of cricket, soccer and athletics. It would be difficult
to say which of these spheres was his forte, for he excelled in all three of them
as did the boys who were fortunate enough to be coached by him.

I wonder if the practice of silent reading in the College hall is still in
vogue and ironically it was the man who was in charge of building our physique
who was charged with the task of keeping us silent too. Many were the periods,
when unable to endure the mute silence and the restlessness of his boys, he led
them out to the field to literally shout their tension and pent-up feelings off.
I remember one such occasion when he led me to the field and dared me to
score over half a century in the next match with a promise of a pair of silver
grev bags.

Perhaps I am the only student with whom Thiagar has a pledge to
redeem. I do not have to remind him what it is, as the colour his hair had turned
into from the early forties would be a constant reminder of the pledge.

: We were indeed fortunate to have had our training under this ‘great
master who prepared us not only physically but mentally to face the vagaries of

a fast changing world. I do not think this is an individual opinion but one.,__f’. :

. shared by all who have had the good fortune to be moulded by him.

To a man who has ‘done so much for the College and its boys, what
- tribute could one pay except acknowledge with all humility his genius, untiring
dedication and ceaseless efforts and ensure that not only the alumni but future.
generations passing out of College will carry that torch for years to come, with_
the same lustre. =

~ Behind every great achievement there could be discerned the grit, determina-
tion and hard work of an individual. Mr P. Thiagarajah’s career at Jaffna Hindu
College is a classic illustration of this fact. About thirty-five years ago, our boys
didn’t take sport seriously. To them it was a mere formality, a dull routine,
nay, an irksome responsibility. But once Mr. P. Thiagarajah appeared on the
scene, there was a change, not only radical but also refreshing. He infused his
vigour and spirit into the great task he was entrusted with. He created the
right atmosphere for the steady development of sport.  His efforts were not n
vain. Our boys responded to him with astonishing zeal. Success after success
came their way. Today our College occupies a commanding position in inter-
collegiate sporis — a glowing tribute, indeed, to Mr. P. Thiagarajah’s yeoman
service to Jaffna Hindu College.

Mr. P. Thiagarajah assumed duties as sportsmaster of Jaffna Hindu College
in 1938. Handsome, smart and well-dressed, he cut a fine figure in any com-
pany. He looked an ideal object for the painter’s brush and the sculptor’s chisel.
He was a '‘Prince Charming” among sportsmasters. A .distinguished sportsman
and old boy of St John's College, 'he came to us at a time when a man of his
calibre was most needed. .The Hindu College staff found itself embellished over-
night with this rare specimen of manhood.

The true sportsman Mr. Thiagarajah has always been, he was greatly perturbed
at our indifferent attitude to sport at that time. More than ‘this, as a devout
Hindu he was also distressd to find the foremost Hindu institution in the island
at the very bottom of inter-collegiate sport. So he straightaway set about re-
organising our sports department on efficient lines. In this task his experience,
his skill in spotting the talented boys, and, last but not least, the hearty co-oper-
ation of his colleagues stood him in good stead.

The immediate result of his efforts was found in the game of football. Far
from being the laughing stock of the Jaffna crowds, our football teams started
becoming a force to reckon with in inter-collegiate matches. ~To use a phrase
from Geography, Mr. Thiagarajah took our football from the doldrums to the
roaring forties. In fact, it was in the 1940’s that our College won the football
championship year after year. :

The standard of our cricket also improved under his able guidance. Our
teams participated in inter-collegiate matches with considerable success. The best
boys in our teams were annually selected to play for the Jaffna Schools against
the Colombo Schools. Our boys fared quite well in these matches.
Their best performance was however recorded this year when one of our boys
bowled so splendidly as to defeat the C bo Schools and gain for Jaffna
Schools the All-Tsland Cricket Championship for the first time in Ceylon’s
cricketing history. This great .victory was not merely the crowning glory of
_Mr. P. Thiagarajah’s career but a “fitting finale” to his dedicated service to
Jaffnd sport.

‘ Mr. Thiagarajah’s attention to athletics was enthusiatic aud successful. Our
“_athletics made great strides. Our boys created memorable records in inter-house,
inter-collegiate and Public Schools sports meets. Apart from this spectacular
spect, athletics under his direction instilled in our boys the spirit of mens sana
w."Corpore sano. .

.. “All in all, Mr. Thiagarajah has given of his best to Jaffna Hindu College.

As a man, he is polite, never unfair or rude, whether it be towards
superiors, equals or inferiors — in fact, heis a gentleman. He is extremely popular
with the general public, and with the OIld Boys in Jaffna, Colombo and elsewhere.
His character has won a high regard and esteem among the students.

Our sports master is the only man to serve as the Honorary Secretary of
the Jaffna Schools’ Sports Association for four successive years (7942-45 — true up
to 7945). It was during his term of office as secretary of the J.S.S. A. that its
constitution was redrafted and printed. As the popular secretary of the J.S.S. A.
during the past four years (7942-45) he has done much for sport in Jaffna and
it is remarkable to note how efficiently he has been manipulating such a large
amount of work. He knows how to get things done. I was pleased to find that
the various arrangements he made on the J.S.S.A. grounds (then located at

. Koddady) were excellent in spite of the many hardships that confronted him.

And
his spectacular success ‘was due to another factor the way he dealt w1th people.
He loved and he was loved in return.
