I wish to raise with the Hon. Prime
Minister a matter about which I have
already given him notice. The sub-
stance of the matter is a very limited
aspect of the present strikes that are
taking place in the private sector in
Colombo and in some other towns.

I refer, Sir, to the conduct of cer-
tain police officers in relation to this
matter. You will be aware that
workers of nearly seventy firms in
the private sector have been on
strike since the 20th of December
1967, and that the strike is a dispute
between the private sector employ-
€rs, most of whom are members of

the Ceylon Employers’ Federation,
and their workers.

Now, in such a situation one would
normally expect that the duty of the
police would be to see that iaw and
order is maintained and that the
police would impartially enforce law
and order.

I am bringing this matter to the
notice of the Hon. Prime Minister
because there have been certain
cases where it would appear that this
impartiality is not being maintained.
I want to make it clear that this is
not a general accusation against the
police, but there have been certain
instances that I would like to bring
to his notice, as well as one glaring
case which I would ask him to look
inte.
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The General Secretary of the
Ceylon Federation of Trade Unions,
Mr. M. G. Mendis, some days ago
addressed the Inspector-General of
Police on this matter, and he made
certain representations that some
police officers—he was very catego-
rical that this was not a general
charge against all the police officers
or against the majority, but against
some police officers—had been acting
in what would appear to be a partial
manner, and were not confining
themselves to the maintenance of law
and order, but were taking the side
of the private employers in certain
factories.

I understand that today on the
orders of the Inspector-General of
Police, the Superintendent of Police,
Colombo had called a conference with
the Ceylon Federation of Trade
Unions, the Ceylon Federation of
Labour, and the Sri Lanka Indepen-
dent Trade Union Federation where
some of these matters were discussed
and certain arrangements were made.
Matters in dispute were the right of
peaceful picketing, which has been
accepted as a general trade union
right, as well as the conduct of a
partisan nature by certain police offi-
cers. It is this matter I want to bring
to the notice of the Hon. Prime Minis-
ter and I am doing so not because I
want to make this the part of the
question of the merits or demerits of
the strike, but because there is a cer-
tain phenomenon that has develon-
ed in the private sector of which
notice has to be taken.

That phenomenon is that in recent
years many private sector firms have
employed former high-ranking police
officers as executives or as security
officers ; they have also employed
former government officials who have
connexions with police officers.

Therefore, when a strike arises in
which private firms are involved it
is necessary to see that those con-
nexions that existed in the past are
not misused, so that certain police
officers may not be partisan in the
discharge of their duties.

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I do not wish to go into great detail,
but I have before me a long list of
such police officers and government
officials who have recently joined as
executives of these firms. Some of
them are persons who were accused
in the 1962 coup case ; others have had
nothing to do with that case but
were high-ranking police officers
when they were in government
service, still retain important con-
nexions with the police, and are still
regarded by some subordinate police
officers as their superiors. I may
mention a few. There is Mr. Douglas
Liyanage, who was the first accused
in the coup case—

Then there is
Mr. David Thambiah who is in Brodie
& Company. Then there is Mr. Xavier,
who is an ex-C.I.D. officer at Liptons.
Then there is Mr. Kitto, ex-S. P., in
Hayleys. There are also inspectors
and others who have retired from the
police force and are now holding
important positions in various firms.

In this situation when certain police
officers take what appears to be parti-

san action, one wonders whether
former connexions are being utilized
in any way when police officers inter-
vene in a dispute between private
employers and employees ; one won-
ders whether these police officers are
taking the side of the employers, ex-
police officers who are now important
executives in firms.
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Certain cases were brought to the
notice of the I. G. P. where police
officers have taken it upon themselves
to tear down union banners which
had been put up at the entrance to
strike-bound firms. It is quite a

common thing to have banners like
that. In fact, in the majority of firms
on strike even today union banners
are being displayed and police officers
take no action about them at all ; and
I do not believe that there has been
any general instruction to tear down
union banners. Nevertheless, specific
allegations were made about this
matter in respect of Shaw Wallce &
Company and Liptons.

Now, Sir, I understand that instruec-
tions have been issued to enforce the
move-on-by-law within fifty yards of
the gate of the firm in which there is
a strike. I am not objecting to that. I
am only trying to say that the by-law
is being enforced in certain cases
far beyond the fifty-yard limit. I am
personally aware that in the case of
Liptons the workers gathered on the
other side near the Baptist Church,
that is, well over fifty yards from the
entrance to Liptons; but -certain
police officers turned up in a jeep and
wanted the workers to move on. I
had to intervene, and Mr. Mendis
rang up the Superintendent of Police.
Later. instructions were sent that it
was fifty yards and no more ; beyond
that distance the move-on by-law
should not be enforced.

I am mentioning this because I
want to refer to a circular which has
come into my possession. It has been
issued by Mr. Douglas Liyanage who
is now, as I said, an important
executive in Elephant House. He
was the first accused in the coup
case I mentioned. This indicates that
the co-operation between the execu-
tive and certain police officers is
something more than that which is
concerned with the maintenance of
law and order.

This is a circular signed by
Mr. Liyanage dated 3rd January 1968,
in which he sets out the duties of,the
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night duty executive. First of all it
is about how the executive is to be
rostered. Then it goes on to say that
the chief engineer’s telephone, the
number of which is given, should be
continuously maintained. Then I shall
read the relevant passages:

“It is also the responsibility of the
night duty executive to ensure that
adequate arrangements are made for the
arrival of workers in the morning.”

I might add that certain casual
workers of Elephant House are being
transported in the small hours of the
morning there to do certain work.

“It is also the responsibility of the night
duty executive to ensure that adequate
arrangements are made for the arrival
of workers in the morning. Police guard
is expected to take up position at Glennie
Street Level Crossing, the Bridge Street
Level Crossing and the front gate at
5 AM."—

This is, of course, far beyond the 50
yard area, Mr. Prime Minister, if you
go into it.

—“If the guard is not in position by
this time then the Slave Isiand Police
should be contacted and every endeavour
made to see that the guard is in position
as soon as possible. It is also necessary
that the front gate should be kept open
from 4.30 p.M1. ”

Now, this is all right because after
all the Slave Island Police is the
police which deals with the area.

It is the next paragraph that I want
to draw your attention to, Mr. Prime
Minister :

“Transport is provided to collect
workers from Kollupitiya and Fort Police
Stations. The executive should ensure
that transport leaves in time for these
places and that any calls from the places
where the workers assemble are attended
to.#

Then he goes on about the trans-
port arrangements for workers after
9 o’clock and so on.

After this came into my possession,
I asked certain people associated with
the strike to go to the Kollupitiya
and Fort Police Stations and see
whether in fact transport is sent to
collectocertain casual workers who
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are acting as blacklegs and to trans-
port them to Elephant House. They
have come back and confirmed that
that is so.

I would like you to find out whe-
ther that is happening and who
authorized any police officer who is
doing so in the Fort Police Station
and in the Kollupitiya Police Station,
which do not deal with Elephant
House, to do so. There is the Slave
Island Police to deal with that. It is
bocoming a collecting centre for
blacklegs and a transporting centre
for blacklegs.

I do not want to raise any other
matter. I just want to ask the Prime
Minister to look into this matter.
It would appear that this is what is
happening. All other matters regard-
ing the strike we can settle in other
forums ; we need not deal with those
matters here.

Once again, I want to say that this
i1s not a general accusation against
the police. I am grateful to the
Inspector-General of Police; on a
complaint, he did summon a con-
ference and made an attempt to
attend to certain outstanding ques-
tions. I only hope that these other
matters will also be attended to.

One last question I want to ask:
Have instructions been issued to the
police to refuse loudspeaker permits
for public meetings in open-air
places ?
